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Stall Attempt Fails
To Stop Agostinelli

State Comptroller Nathan Agostinelli of
Manchester won the Republican nomina-
tion for lieutenant governor by acclama-
tion at the GOP State Convention Satur-
day, despite an unsuccessful stalling effort
by Bridgeport delegates which might have
resulted in opposition.

Agostinelli, a former Manchester
mayor, was unopposed for the No. 2 spot
on the state GOP ticket led by U.S. Rep.
Robert Steele of Vernon, who won party
endorsement for governor Saturday after
beating Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas
Panuzio 753-472 on the first ballot,

Agostinelli himself was a gubernatorial
aspirant earlier this year, but he withdrew
from the race long before the state con-
vention became a strong supporter of
Steele.

Spot Certain

A slot on the Republican ticket was cer-
tain for Agostinelli even if Panuzio had
won the gubernatorial nominatipn. But the
local man, popular with the GOP rank-
and-file, probably would have had to be

‘Buddy’ Brannen to Face
Formidable Vote-Getter

HARTFORD (UPI) — Republicans have
nominated a black airline pilot to try to
unseat Sen, Abraham A. Ribicoff.

Rep. James H. "'Buddy’' Brannen III, R-
Colchester, 33, & pilot for United Airlines,
became the first black in Connecticut
history to be nominated for the U.S.
Senate.

“It's great,” Brannen said Saturday
after winning the the GOP state conven-
tion's endorsement. “Bul it's ability that
counts."

Mustachioed with graying hair that adds
years to his youthful image, Brannen was
the author of an unsuccessful bill calling
for the legalization of marijuana.

Under the proposal the state would have
regulated the sale of-the hallucinogen and
imposed stiffer penalties on hard drug
pushers.

Should Be Discussed

Agostinelli's name was placed in
nomination Saturday afternoon by State
Sen. Lewis Rome of Bloomfield, who
characterized him as ‘'a man who listens
and hears the people' and as “‘one of the
finest campaigners on any state ticket."
Seconding speeches for Agostinelll were
made by Joseph E. Casey, Republican
town chairman from West Haven; State
Rep. Donald 8. Genovesi of Manchester;
and Mrs. Raeanne Curtis, vice chairman
in New Haven.

Recess Rejected

Immediately after Agostinelli's name
was placed In nomination, a Bridgeport
delegate asked for a recess, but the con-
vention shouted it down. "

Indications were that the Bridgeport
delegation wanted time to select an oppo-
nent to Agostinelli in case Panuzio sought
a primary for the gubernatorial nomina-
tion. Panuzio later announced he
wouldn't primary.

Among names being mentioned for op-
position to Agostinelli’s nomination were
former State Sen.' Roger Eddy of
Newington, a well-known Republican; and
State Sen. John Zajac of Meriden, who
later won the GOP nomination for state
treasurer.

Agostinelli drew thunderous applause
from convention delegates each time he
was introduced, even when he was in-
troduced but didn't appear.

Missed His Cue

That happened Saturday night, when
U.S. Rep. Ronald Sarasin, the convention
chairman, introduced Agostinelli to make
his acceptance speech. Agostinelli missed
his cue, though, because he was outside
the Bushnell Memorial stage door.

Word was sent outside, and Agostinelli
rushed in, asking, “Are you waiting for
me?" He got another standing ovation
when he finally got to the podium.

The Manchester delegation to the con-
vention was especially pleased with
Agostinelli's selection for the No. 2 spot
even though the local delegates were split
over the gubernatorial nominee.

Geography Discounted

The fact that both Steele, Agostinelll,
and State Rep. James Brannen (who won
the U.S, Senate nomination) are from
Eastern Connecticut was discounted by
most delegates, who maintained that
geography is becoming less important to
selection of a state ticket.

Manchester's delegation cast 12 votes
for Steele, six for Panuzio, and one for
Colling in delegate-by-delegate roll-call
balloting for the gubernatorial nomination

-Saturday morning.

legalization, calling marijuana “a nasty
drug that hurts people.'

Ribicoff, 64, Connecticut's senior
senator and a.former governor, was
recently given a favorable rating by about
75 per cent of the electorate in a
Republican poll.

Ribicoff was nominated last week for a
third six-year term. He has been in public
life for 34 years,

Brannen said he will stress what he
termed Ribicoff’s “‘poor record of perfor-
mance in the Senate."

“Ribicoff has introduced 187 bills and
only 10 have become law," Brannen said.
“I'm going to take Ribicoff's record to the
people.”

Defeated Veteran

Brannen first won elective office in 1972
by defeating Rep. Rubin Cohen, D-
Colchester, a I5-term representative, in
an election in which Cohen's connection
with improper state leasing deals was an
issue. Cohen was called ‘‘the dean of the
House."

"It took me two weeks to oust Ruby, and
I'll have three months to go after Abe,"
Brannen said.

Brannen defeated Rep. Herbert V.
Camp Jr., R-Ridgefield, on the first ballot,
Camp ended up with 454 votes to
Brannen's 734.

Also running were former Milford
Mayor Edward J. Kozlowski, who
resigned this year as state motor vehicles
commissioner, and Norma Jorgensen of
Newington, a late candidate.

Brannen led Camp with an unofficial tal-
ly of 539 to 417 at the end of the roll call,
well short of the 644 votes needed for party
endorsement, Kozlowski got 150 votes and
Mrs. Jorgenson 98.

But vote switches after the roll call
nominated Brannen and left Kozlowski
with 44 yotes and Mrs, Jorgensen with 27.

Brannen, a native of Jamaica, N.Y., is
married and has two daughters, 5 and 2,

Agostinelli Career

Got Start in 1966

Back in the spring of 1966, if someone
had told Nate Agostinelli he'd be running
for lieutenant governor of the State of
Connecticut in 1974, and on the Republican
ticket yet, he'd probably have said, “'Are
you crazy?"

Then in his middle thirties and a
Democrat since he was 21, Agostinelli ran
a family restaurant, started by his Italian
immigrant parents, and had had no in-

_ volvement with politics, except indigna-

tion and dismay at some of the things he
felt weren't being handled right.

He was busy making a living for his
wife, the former Helena Hare, and their
two sons, Michae) and Steven.

Suddenly, along came -his boyhood
friend, GOP Town Chairman M. Adler
Dobkin,

"How would you like to run for the
Board of Directors?" asked Dobkin.

‘Why Me?'

“Why me?"' replied Agostinelli,

"“The Republican party needs new
blood," explained Dobkin, “and I believe
your future is with us.”

Agostinelll agreed lo run,

“I had no strong feelings about either
party," he explains. ‘I believed then and [
do now that one's loyalty lies with
whatever party he represents."

So, Agostinelli switched parties and
became a Republican, except that he
wasn't officially a Republican for six
months — until after the election.

He admits now, "I ran scared. Here |
was, a Democrat for 13 years, running as a
Republican,™

He ran a very vigorous campaign, con-
centrating his efforts on newspaper pic-
tures and accounts of what he thought was
wrong in Manchester and what should be
done to correct things.

He led the ticket by only 34 votes, Many
of the Republican leaders wanted to
bypass him for the office of mayor — in
favor of a longtime Republican who ran
second. Agostinelli and his advisors
remained adamant, and he was named
mayor.

Connally
Indicted

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A federal
grand jury today indicted former
Treasury secretary John B. Connally Jr.
on five counts charging perjury, obstruc-
tion of justice and receiving lilegal
payments.

A Watergate grand jury also indicted
Jake Jacobsen, a longtime Texas
colleagne of Connally's, on one count of
making an illegal payment to a public of-
ficial

The charges against both men were an
outgrowth of an investigation of con-
tributions by milk producers to President
Nixon's 1872 re-election campaign.

The grand jury, second impaneled
during the Watergate investigation, sub-
mitted the indictment to chief U.S.
District Judge George L. Hart Jr. ina 90-
second proceeding in open court.

Connally’s and Jacobsen's names were
was nol revealed until the clerk’s office
released copies of the indictment nearly
half an hour later.

Connally was charged specifically with
two counts of accepting an illegal payment
under bribery statutes, one count of con-
spiracy to commit perjury and obstruct
justice and two counts of making false
declarations before the grand jury.

Jacobsen was indicted earlier this year
on a charge of making a [alse declration to
the grand jury about his handling of a §10,-
000 payment he said he made to a public
official. Hart later dismissed that indict-
ment, saying the questions to which
Jacobsen allegedly lied had_nol been
precisely phrased.

Connally became the fourth former
member of President Nixon's cabinet to
be indicted in connection the the
Watergate scandals and related in-
vestigations, .

Former Attorney General Richard G.
Kleindienst pleaded gulity to not testifying
accurately before a Senate commitiee
about the ITT matter, Former Atlorney
General John N. Mitchell and former
Commerce Secretary Maurice H. Stans
were indicted but were found Innocent in
the Vesco case in New York.

Mitchell has been indicted in the
Watergate coverup and goes to trial in
September.

Power Abuse

Debate

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The House
Judiclary Commitlee, which has
recommended President Nixon's removal
from office for obstruction of justice in the
Watergate cover-up, today debates
whether he alsa should be impeached for
abusing the powers of his presidency.

A second article of impeachment was
expected (o pass late today or early
Tuesday, supported by roughly the same
coalition of Democrats and conservative
and moderate Republicans who
recommended, 27 to 11, Saturday night
that Nixon be impeached for the cover-up,

The bipartisan committee support for
the first article brought predictions the en-
tire House would impeach Nixon and send
his case to the Senate for a trial.

The House might start debate on im-
peachment in two weeks. If it votes im-
peachment of the President, the first since
Andrew Johnson in 1868, the Senate would
conduct the trial this fall,

Senate Majority Leader Mike Mansfield
said the committee vote meant ''the line
of demarcation has been reached.” He
called a meeting today with minority
leader Hugh Scott to start preparations for
the Senate trial.

Chief Justice Warren E. Burger, who
would preside at the trial, planned no long
out-of-town trips during the court’s
SuMmer recess.

Nixon got the word of the committee

vote while walking on a beach in San

Clemente, Calif. He returped to
Washington Sunday and an aide said he
would personally direct the defense, The
President was said to be not surprised by
the vote but confident he would not be im-
peached,

The second article, modified but not sub-
stantially changed in a lengthy meeting of
some Republicans and Southern
Democrats Sunday, lists eight specific
charges against Nixon. They are grouped
under the accusation that Nixon “‘abused
the powers vested in him' and did so “in
violation of his constitutional duly to take
care that the laws be faithfully executed."

Specifically the charges are;

~—Nixon ordered the FBI and Secret Ser-
vice to engage In illegal spying on
American citlzens.

—Nixon established the White House
“plumbers" unit to carry out illegal ac-
tivities including the burglary of Daniel
Ellsberg's psychiatrist,

—Nixon used the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice to retaliate against his political
enemies and to help friends who had tax
problems.

—Nixon interfered with the FBI by
authorizing illegal wiretaps and thwarting
their investigation of Watergate.

Hush Money

—Nixon interfered with the Justice
Department investigation of Watergate by
withholding information, divulging grand
jury information to potential defendants,

/instructing his aides to commit perjury

and by offering hush money and clemency
to obtain the silence of Watergate
burglars.

—Nixon tried to induce the CIA to aid the
Watergate burglars.

—Nixon defied committee subpoenas for
147 tapes and other evidence in the im-
peachment inquiry,

Rep. Robert McClory of Illinois, the se-
cond ranking Republican on the com-
mittee, was planning to propose that
Nigon's defiance of committee subpoenas
be made into a third article. McClory said
he would vote for such an article.

If he did, he would become the seventh
of the 17 Republicans to back impeach-
ment,

Rep. Edward Mezvinsky, D-lowa, said he
would introduce an article proposing
Nixon be impeached for avoiding payment
of $400,000 In personal income taxes over

four years, While many Democrats wonld
support such a charge, it probably will not
be adopted because it would not attract
hipartisan support

The first article, approved Saturday
night, said that from June 17, 1972, the
date of the Watergate burglary, Nixon
pursued a “course of action or plan’ to
cover up White House involvement in the
break-in by thwarting the investigation,
buying the silence of burglars and lying
publicly.

All Democrats Aye

It was supported by all 21 Democrats,
including three Sotutherners who had been
“undecided” until the past few days. Six
Republicans, including conservatives M,
Caldwell Butler of Virginia and Lawrence
Hogan of Maryland, joined the
Democratic majority.

The vote had pretty much been forecast
in three previous days of debate, As one of
Nixon's defenders, Rep. Charles Sand-
man, R-N.J., said, “You could stand on
your head and do tricks and it wouldn't
change any votes."”

The only surprise was Rep, Harold V
Froehlich, R-Wis, He had said he wanted
to vote for impeachment, but the article
wasg too strong. In the end, however, he
yoted "aye."

When it was all over and the weary com-
mittee members took a single day's rest
before resuming their task, there was lit-
tle joy.

Cyprus Talks
Deadlocked

Greek Foreign Minister George Mavros
said today the Cyprus talks among Bri-
tain, Greece and Turkey in Geneva had
deadlocked after apparent agreement had
been reached. But Turkish Fremier
Bulent Ecevit said later Turkey and
Greece .were studying an "acceplable”
plan for phased withdrawal from Cyprus

Ecevit told a news conference in Ankara
that "'an agreement can be signed today
—or never.” He set a deadline for mid-
night today (6 p.m. EDT) on what
appeared to be an ultimatum fo Greece to
accepl his demands, including the rein-
forcement of the 20,000 troops lauded on
Cyprus since last Friday's invasion.

Withdrawal Plan

""Now each side Is working on a plan for
gradual withdrawal at a time seen fit for
each of us,’" Ecevit told newsmen later
“This formula is acceplable for both
Greece and Turkey."”

UPI Correspondent Michael Keats,
reporting from the Turkish-held port city
of Kyrenia, said Turkish troops and tanks
moved out of their beachhead today and
took up positions at a beach six miles to
the east. U.N. officials called this a major
violation of the cease-fire, the first in four
days.
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Reinecke Conviction
Poses Legal Problem

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (UPI) — State
officials seem in no hurry to oust Califor-
nia Lt. Gov. Ed Reinecke despite his
perjury conviction this weekend.

If forced to quil, Reinecke would
become the first top-ranking state officer
to be removed from office because of a
crime, according to a spokesman for Gov
Ronald Reagan.

The alde said Reagan would not com-
ment on Reinecke's fate until he has dis-
cussed the matter with the lieutenant
governor, but the governor has said if he
was in a similar situation—conyicted of a
felony — he would resign.

Will Appeal

Reinecke said he would appeal the ver-
dict by a federal jury in Washington, D.C.,
Saturday that he lied to the Senate
Judiciary Committee about an ITT offer to
help finance the 1572 Republican conven-
tion.

The state government code specifies
that any office holder is disqualified by
conviction of a felony, but the legalities
were clouded in Reinecke's case,

Conviction by a jury does not mean im-
mediate removal from office, according to

2

Jerry Littman, a spokesman for the state
attorney general's office.

“*Such removal is predicated on sentenc-
ing by the judge,” he said, noting that
will not oceur until all defense motions are
made. ‘

No date has been sel for sentencing.

Defining *Felony’

Another problem might arise because a
“felony” is defined in California as a
crime punishable by a state prison term.
This statutory definition would not apply
to Relnecke, convicted under federal
statutes.

A formal opinion by state Allorney
General Evelle J. Younger probably will
be needed to clarify Reinecke's right to
continue his term as lieutenant governor,
which expires in January, according to
Reagan press aide Patrick McKelvey.

However, McKelvey said, no such opi-
nion has yet been requested,

Reagan, who handpicked Reinecke for
the lieutenant governor’s post in 1969, said
in a statement: "I personally have always
had confidence in his integrity and feel
that he did not intentionally do wrong."

A UPI sampling of opinion
from party leaders across the
country indicates that even
when they disagreed with their
representative’s decision, they
felt "he was voting his con-
sclence” or “'just doing his
job,"

Hometown reaction especial-
ly is important to the three
Southern Democrats and six
Republicans who voted to
recommend Immpeachment.

Among the first reactions,
only one was heated.

Should Go To Jail

I think the whole (Judiciary
Committee) crowd should go to
jail,'" said Jesse Cooksey,
chairman of the South Carolina
Republican committee. “This
is the worst thing that has ever
happened to this country and
they should be impeached, not
the President."

Cooksey said Rep. James R.
Mann, D-S.C., who voted for
impeachment, “‘will be beaten
as he did not vote the con-
science of the Fourth District.”

But Mann had his defenders,
too. Donald Fowler, chairman
of the South Carolina
Democratic party, called it
“illogical and irrational to con-
demn members of the Judiciary
Committee for carrying out
their constitutionally imposed
duty."

Arkansas is another stale in
which Nixon's popularity
remains high. But leaders of
both parties lauded Democrat
Ray Thornton, who voted for
impeachment,

* Kept an’Open Mind

“‘He kept an open mind and
waited until all the evidence

was in,"" sald Republican
national committeeman Odell
Pollard. "I am not going to be
critical of his position."

Gov. Dale Bumpers,
Democratic nominee for the
Senate, called Thornton *‘a
sincere and conscientious man
in everything he undertakes,"
and David Pryor, Democratic
nominee for goverhor, said it
was ''not a partisan nor a sec-
tional vote."”

Pryor also said Thornton's
vote, along with  pro-

impeachment vots cast b_y
Mann and Rep. Walter Flowers,
D-Ala., "indicate that the
President may not count on
solid Southern support either in
the House or Senate.”

Mayor Joseph Smitherman of
Selma, Ala., said he thought
Flowers' vote did not represent
the opinions of his constituents
but added that “he did what he
thought was right."

The fourth Southerner on the
commitiee, Rep. Trent Lott,
R-Migs., voted against Article 1
and was one of the leaders of
the pro-Nixon debaters during
the televised meetings.

The People’s Wishes

His Republican state chair-
man, Clark Reed, said Lott was
reflecting the wishes of the peo-
ple of Mississippi.

Democratic com-
mitteewoman Pat Dernian
agreed, but added: “I think
Mississippians will come to see
they have been deceived by a
man who was much smaller
than the office, and then in the
long run Lott will have difficul-
Ly wriggling out of it."”

Rep. Charles E. Wiggins,
R-Calif., led the anti-
impeachment Republicans.

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Senate Impeachment

i Rules Ready for Use

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Based on the 12 impeachment
trials In the Senate since 1709,
only one of them /involving a
president, there is a body of
procedure ready for use 'if
President Nixon is impeached.

There are 26 rules, including
one that would allow a com-
mittee of 12 senators to ques:
tion Nixon in the White House.
There is even one rule for what
to do if a summons cannot be
served on the accused.

If that were the case, the
summons would be left *‘at the
last known place of abode of
such person, or at his usual
place of business in some con-
spicuous place."”

That would be on the door of
1600 Pennsylvania Avenue in
Washington —the White House.

Special Oath

The rules also provide for a
special oath committing the
senators to administer “impar-
tial justice" when sitting as im-
peachment jurors and for
Jailing the impeached person
for refusing to submit sub-
poenaed evidence.

The last change in the im-
peachment rules came in 1935,
authorizing the creation of a
committee of 12 senators to
take evidence and testimony as
though “having been received
and taken before the Senate'
itself.

The Pregident presumably
would have to agree to undergo
examination, He also has the
choice, under the rules,
whether to appear in person
during the impeachment trial
or be represented by counsel.

Subpoena Powers

If the Senate wanted to, it
could issue its own subpoenas
for the Watergate tapes Nixon
has refused to turn over to the
House Judiciary Commitlee,

The rules give the Senate
broad subpoena power during
impeachment f{rials and the
power "‘to punish in a summary
way contempts of, and dis-
obedience to, its authority."

Robert Hampton Steele of Vernon,
35, in politics for four years, now has
control of Connecticut’'s Republican
party.

Steele did what he said he would do.
He would win the GOP nomination for
governor on the first ballot. That has
to be quite a blow to the Meskill-

Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas Panuzio.

Praise is certainly due Panuzio,
though, for declining a primary.

Steele’s nomination wasn't any sur-
prise.

A few tongues are wagging that
perhaps Nate's nomination for lieute-
nant governor was sealed when he
withdrew from the race for governor
and pledged his support to Steele.

Steele and Agostinelli have a lot of
work to do, in the form of exposure,
between now and the general election

in getting acquainted with the wishes
and desires of the voters in other

Actually, the Democrats aren’t that
much better off either with Ella
Grasso from Windsor Locks and
Robert Killian from Hartford.

Rest assured a lot of the voters, par-
ticularly independents, will be asking
one simple question belween now and
the general election. The governor is
supposed to be an administrator, and
what are the qualifications of either
Grasso or Steele, members of the U.S.
House of Representatives, when it
comes to administering state
government?

We folks east of the river can't help
but be pleased with a Steele-
Agostinelli ticket. Praise is certainly
due the party's delegates for the con-
fidence they have expressed in “‘our"
sons. It has been often said that an
election is merely a popularity con-
test.

Unfair Situation

Judicial decision seeking to show
fairness to minorities too often in-
stead creates a situation which is
totally unfair to the majority.

This has been notable in so-called
fair employment practices when
minority applicants are hired over
better qualified majority persons lo
attain quotas. It also has been
creating an unfair acceptance policy
in institutions of higher learning, as in
the-Mark DeFunis case in the state of
Washington.

The latest example of this is in the
ruling of a federal district court judge
in Miami that spring school vacations
cannot be scheduled in a floating
manner to coincide with Good Friday
and Easter.

The case arose when one of the
teachers, Leonard Speiler, brought
suit asserting that non-Christian
teachers had to use sick leave time to
observe their religious holidays,
whereas Christian teachers did not
have lo use their sick leave days for
the observance of their holidays.

The judge ruled that Dade County
schools must hold sessions on Good
Friday and the so-called spring vaca-
tion fluctuating to correspond with the
dates of Good Friday and Easter.

In some strange reasoning the judge
also said that a winter school break
could be set at Christmas time since
that holiday has become secularized

and 1s not only a religious holiday,

This is a glaring example of setting
policy to be fair to minorities.
Good Friday and Easter are, of
course, the days on which Christian
faiths are based. The death on the
cross and subsequent resurrection on
Easter are considered to be the final
proof of the divinity of Christ.

In a future extension of his ruling
the judge said that teachers might use
all of their 10 days sick leave time for
the observance of their holidays,
rather than the two days which the
school board had been allowing, This

seems to us-a further intrusion into
the administration of the schools.

It seems to us that it would have
been much fairer to allow the minori-
ty teachers to take days off to observe
their religious holidays on an es-
tablished basis but not to pay them for
an equal number of days out of school
when Christian holidays were being
celebrated.

This would give them more days. It
would not deprive thousands of the op-
portunity of reverentially observing
Good Friday.

The fear held by the founding
fathers of too much government and
intrusion into personal rights is valid.
And the judiciary is as guilty of this as
either the executive or legislative
branches of the government.

WASHINGTON — I've got to
stop going to Georgetown
cocktail parties and other
soirees populated by the utterly
chic permissive set or one night
they'll find me running up and
down the streets howling like a
dog.

The
rationale, if a word can be out-
rageously misused, is that,
after all, Gorham and Jones did
not kill or physically maim any

Well God knows that is good,
and T am thankful in behalf of
the hostages.

Supreme Court. He drew the
line starkly, with no con-
cessions, and he got his answer
sharply, Conceivably he might
have fared better if he had
given some ground the com-
promise and had pleaded that
the President would hold out
only the marginal and doubtful
tapes and entrust them for deci-
sion to the detached judgment
of a judicial panel.

As it worked out, his uncom-
promising stance seemed a
sharp challenge to the judicial
supremacy on all questions of
law, and the doctrine of
execulive privilege has come
out more badly bruised than
might otherwise have been the
case.

Whatever their differences
the members of any Supreme
Court — and it applies to the
Burger court as well — are like-
ly to sink them when their
judicial power is called in ques-
tion. Hence Burger's repeated
references to Murbury vs.
Madison, in which Chief Justice
John Marshall had shrewdly
used an unlikely occasion to
assert the court's power of
judicial review. Nixon vs,
United States rounds out
historically the process begun
by Murbury vs. Madison.

Thus we have new and
crealive constitutional laws
being shaped in the midst of the
great constitutional crisis of
today. The doctrine of the con-
fidentiality of presidential
papers and tapes is clearer now
than it was: They have no ab-
solute confidentiality, although
their secrecy must be
preserved when high military
and national security grounds
can be established. The policy
ground on which the claim had
been made — that otherwise no
ane would advise the President
with complete candor — was
dismissed as overstated.

As for the separation-of-
powers doclrine, Chief Justice
Burger turns it to the court's
advantage by pointing out that
the President has the power of
veto and Congress the power of
overruling his veto, but that the
courts are entrusted with the
supremacy. of criminal justice,
and neither of the other
branches can trench on it.

Chief Justice Burger was
wise to recognize the needs of
presidential office, as witness
the strict and explicit con-
ditions that he laid down to U.S,
Dist, Judge John Sirica in
regard to sifting the tapes, But
to the Nixon-St, Clair argument
that the President can be con-
trolled only through impeach-
ment, and that impeachment Is
a political game to be played
out between the President and
Congress, the Supreme Court's
answer is brusque and sharp —
that if the tapes are needed for
the process of criminal justice,
then thal is the overriding con-
sideration, game or no game.

Only at a time when the peo-
ple ‘are so conscious of the
swollen powers of the Presiden-
ey could the court have taken so
sharp a stand, unanimously.
Whatever its prides and
prejudices, the Supreme Court
does respond to the movement
of opinion, By doing so, It
retains its, high authority
among the people,

The state Department of En-

Pamphlet Helps Housewife
Buy Used Sewing Machine

NEW YORK (UPD — A 25
cent pamphlet from the U.S.
Department of Agriculture
extension service can save
you time and trouble if you're
thinking of buying a used
sewing machine.

The publication by clothing
specialist Virginia Ogilvy
tells where to look for used
machines and how to check
them before you buy.

Before you decide between
a used or a new one, consider
your sewing needs. Do you
want a simple machine for
family mending? A learning
machine for someone [irst
starting to sew? .

Ms. Ogilvy recommended a
straight stitch type for begin-
ners and those who sew infre-
quently. A zigzag stitch
machine is more expensive,
but it may be a better value if
you sew a lot of stretch
fabries and knits. It's also
good for “blind” hemming,
overcasting seams, mending
and decorative stitches and
straight stitching.

The least expensive proba-
bly is an old-fashioned trea-
dle, Ms. Ogilvy wrote. It is
simple to operate and lo
clean but parts might be hard
to get, especially, if it uses
long shuttle bobbins.

Portable electric machines
represent good value if
you're short on storage space.

Before you buy any
machine, look for dents or
scratches, check for missing
parts and signs of wear.

Ms. Ogilvy advised carry-
ing fabric and thread when
shopping so you actually can
operate the machine. Make
sure the machine is easy to
thread and that the bobbin is
easy to remove and return to
place. Decide if the foot or

knee control is comfortable
and easy to operate.

Sewer Line, Ice Study
Before Town Counczl

VERNON

A proposed ordinance asking
for an appropriation of $3.2
million for sewer line exten-
slons in Vernon and a resolution
asking for an appropriation of
$14,000 for Phase 2 of a
feasibility study and design
documents for an ice facility,
will be aired at a public hearing
tonight at 7:30 at the Ad-
ministration Building.

The sewer line extension will
involve streets off RE. 30 and
the Talcottville section of Ver-
non.

In connection with the sewer
installations, a group of
residents from Elm Hill Rd. in
Talcoltville will present a peti-
lion asking that that section be
eliminated in the sewer in-
stallation program,

Also to be presented is a peti-
tion from residents of
Washington St. asking that they
be included in the program. The
street had originally been
excluded, as a line to service it
would have to go by way of
Church St. and the residents of
that street petitioned against

the sewer.

Phase 1 of the ice facility
study showed Vernon could sup-
port such a facility. Following
the public hearing a special
town meeting will be conducted
o consider the requested ap-
propriation.

Following the public hearing
and special town meeting, the

Town Council will meet to dis-
cuss the possible purchase of
the Vernon Water Co., owned
by the late Barney Moses of
Vernon.

The town had considered the
purchase several years ago and
then dropped it. Recently,
Rockville Water & Aqueduct
petitioned to purchase it, con-
ditional on an increase in rates
to customers, and the town op-
posed the sale under those con-
ditions as it would also mean an
increaseé in fire hydrant rates to
the town.

TORONTO (UPI) — Bobby Nichols, rehounding from a
two-hole lapse, fired four birdies on the final nine Sunday
on the way to a four stroke victory in the 65th Canadian
Open.

The win was worth $40,000 and pushed Nichols’ 1974 tour
earnings to $111,660.

Nichols shot four sub-par rounds — 67, 67, 68, 68— for a
10-under-par 270 in the 72-hole $200,000 championship
played over the 6,788 yard Mississaugua Country Club
course just west of Toronto,

Larry Ziegler and John Schiee tied for second place at
774, and collected $18,500 each. Schlee gained the tie for se-
cond with a 16-foot birdie putt on the final green — a putt
that was worth an extra $9,934 to him.

Five others — Dale Douglass, Ray Floyd, Lou Graham,
Juan ““Chi Chi"" Rodriguez and Lee Trevino— finished with
275 for $7,420 apiece,

The win carried an extra bonus for the 34-year-old
Nichols, head pro at Akron, Ohio's Firestone golf course.
The Canadian Open is an alternate tournament for the
World Series of Golf, the four-man tournament played at
Nichols' home course. Winners of the British Open, the
Masters, the U.S. Open and the U.S. PGA championship
are eligible for the tournament.

Because Gary Player has won both the Masters and the
British Open, the Canadian Open winner gets a crack at
the World Series this year. Nichols last played in the tour-
nament in 1964 when he lost to the late Tony Lema.

Nichols entered the final round with a one stroke lead
over Mike Hill and Trevino. He played the first nine holes
of the final 18 in one under 34 but then, in an apparent loss
of composure, bogeyed the 10th and 11th,

But on the par-five 12th, the tough, *‘Big Chief” of the
course, he sank a three-foot pressure putt for a birdie.

Bouyed by this, Nichols went on to birdie the 13th and
'l4th and then iced the cake with another birdie on the 17th
hole, '

Nichols credited Canadian amateur Gary Cowan, former
champion of both the Canadian and U.S. amateur tour-
naments, with helping him win.

"I played a practice round with Gary Tuesday and he
gavg-me a pulting lesson,’" said Nichols, who had not
putted well in his previous three tournaments.

Coach Stricken Working at Home

BLOOMFIELD HILLS, Mich. (UPT) — The Detroit
Lions, mourning the sudden death of Head Coach Don
McCafferty of an apparent heart attack Sunday, were
expected to name one of three Lions' assistant coaches Lo
replace him today.

McCafferty, 53, who took the Baltimore Colts fo the
Super Bowl in 1870, cqllapsed and died Sunday while cut-
ting the grass and moving sand in the back yard of his West
Bloomfield, Mich., home,

General Manager Russ Thomas of the Lions talked late
Sunday with owner William Clay Ford of Detroit, on a trip
to Bast Hampton, N.Y., about naming a successor to
McCafferty, who coached the club to a 6-7-1 record in his
only season in Detroit.

“Don was an excellenl coach and an intelligent man,”
Ford said in a statement after learning of the death of the
coach he and Thomas personally selected after Joe
Schimidt abruptly resigned in 1972. “All of us will sorely
miss him."

About 25 of the striking Lions veterans, who were having
a meeting across the street from the hospital where
McCafferty was pronounced dead, expressed shock and
sorrow at the news,

Speculation about a replacement centered around
assistants Bob Hollway, Ed Khayat, and Rick Forzano
because naming a man from outside the organization
would mean a new system of numbers, offensive signals
and defensive assignments. The players said part of the
reason for last season's dismal record was the switch from
Schmidt's system to McCafferty's.

Hollway was the most likely choice. He was credited
with molding the tough Minnesota Vikings defense as an
assistant to Bud Grant. He was fired after two seasons
coaching the St. Louis Cardinals.

Khayat is best remembered for rallying the Philadelphia
Eagles in the final 11 games of 1971 with his tough dis-
ciplinary methods, which included short haircuts and no
moustaches. He also was fired after the 1972 season,

Forzano was the head man at Navy for three years, and
while he has no experience at running an NFL team, he
was an assistant for the Cardinals in 1966-67 and the Cincin-
nati Bengals in 1968 before moving to the Naval Academy.

A memorial service for McCafferty was planned for 7
EDT tonight at the bell chapel of the William R. Hamilton
Funeral Home in the Detroit suburb of Birmingham. The
funeral was scheduled for Wednesday in Towson, Md.,
where the McCafferty family lived during the off-season.

McCafferty was survived by his widow, June, daughters
Jaclyn and Lisa, and sons Bill and Donald. Mrs. MeCaffer-
ty asked that money be donated to the heart fund in lieu of
flowers.

"I still can't believe il,'" Lions fullback Steve Owens
said. It was a tremendous loss for all of us. The ironic
thing was that we were in the hotel having a meeting—and
he was across the street in the hospital and we didn’t even
know he was there."

“There were about 25 of us veterans," tackle Jim Yar-
brough said. ““The Bloomfield Township Police Depart-
ment called us and said Coach McCafferty was dead.

“We couldn't believe it. We called back the police to

make sure it was not a crank phone call. They verified they
had just called us."

McCafferty was taking advantage of a sunny, beautiful
Sunday to get some yard work done before an afternoon
workout when he collapsed. A neighbor, Dr. Joseph
Kessler, applied a cardiac massage within a minute but
McCafferty was pronounced dead on arrival at the
hospital,

Though criticized by their owner, the fans, and the press -
for lackadaisical play, the players expressed their liking
for the giant, 6-foot-5, 250-pound coach who had the tag
“Easy Rider." It was a tag McCafferty intensely disliked.

1 think that type of approach was the type that gets the
best results;" Yarbrough said. *He proved that by taking
the Baltimore Colts to a Super Bowl.

McCafferty was a standout as a collegian under Paul
Brown at Ohio State, where he was an end and lineman.

After his playing days, he coached for 10 years at Kent
State and joined the Baltimore staff at the invitation of
Weeb Ewbank in 1959 and stayed until he took over the to
spot. for Don Shula, who resigned to go to the Miami
Dolphins.

MecCafferty guided the Colts to the Super Bowl in 1970
and they narrowly missed the next season but he was fired
with a 26-11-2 record when the Colts got off to a 1-4 start in
1972,

NFL Players Still at Odds

PONTIAC, Mich. (UPI) — The
death of Coach Don McCafferty of
Detroit may end the strike by some
Liong' veterans.

“We might let our quarterbacks
into camp to learn the signals when
they (the Lions) name a new coach,"
said center Ed Flanagan, Detroit
player representative for the striking
members of the National Football
League Players' Association.

“They'll have to learn the signals so
we won't be behind when the strike is
over," Flanagan said Sunday after
learning of McCafferty's death.

If the quarterbacks go, can the rest
of the strikers be far behind? Who will
throw, handle handoffs and call
signals when striking players work
out on their own at a suburban Detroit
high school?

Detroit was one of three teams with
no defectors—until Friday, when cor-
nerback Rudy Redmond and running
back Leon Crosswhite crossed over,

Linebackers Jim Laslavic and Mike
Hennigan made it a foursome during
the weekend,

A common theme also ran through
the sentiments of the Lions’
veterans—that the death of their pop-
ular coach made the strike insignifi-
cant.

“It makes all the other problems we
are facing at this time so minor,"
tackle Jim Yarbrough said.

NEW YORK (UPI) — Thiscould be
the week for a major breakthrough in
the National Football League Players
Association strike. The signs are all
there.

The striking Players Association
and the NFL Management Council,
which represents the league, last met
11 days ago.. The players were
scheduled to meet this afternoon with
W.J. Usery Jr., director of the
Federal Mediation and Conciliation
Service. Usery also will meet with the
owners Tuesday morning and call
together both parties Tuesday after-
noon.

For the first time since the strike
was called July 1, there is a glimmer
of hope an end is near. Usery, con-
sidered the top man in the business,
has taken over as mediator from
James Searce. The owners could be
softened by the show their rookie and
free-agent-laden clubs put on in the
pre-season opener Saturday and the
players' stand has been weakened by
an increased number of defectors and
the promise of more with the full pre-
season schedule opening this week.

Also; the players were set to outline
a series of revised contract demands,
including some modification of their
controversial “freedom issues’
proposals. These include demands
that players be given greater say on
playing for another team after th_eir
contracts expire and in vetoing
trades.

The freedom issues are the keys left
to settling the strike and many of the
defecting players say they disagree
with the union’s stand on them and are
content with the league's latest offer.

In the last round of talks, the
owners offered a four-year money
package which they valued at $4
million in the first year. But they
rejected outright all freedom
demands and refused to return to the
bargaining table until the union sub-
mitted a new set of proposals.

Edward Garvey, the association's
executive director, said some changes
have been made in the freedom

demands on behalf of the players but
stressed they have not been aban-
doned.

The players’ image has been suf-
fering the'last week. Twenty union
members were arrested last week for
illegally picketing a Chicago-Green
Bay scrimmage and pickets outside
the Hall of Fame Game Saturday at
Canton, Ohio, were in turn picketed by
members of the National Football
League Velerans Asssociation,
protesting the fact that players who
retired before 1959 were not included
in the union’s pension setup.

The NFL, on the other hand, is not
eager to play many games with the
“talent” such as that available at
Canton between St. Louis and Buffalo,
considering the huge crowds some
clubs in the new rival World Football
League have been drawing.

Around the camps, quarterback
Craig Morton checked in with the
Dallas Cowboys and Pat Sullivan with
the Atlanta Falcons. Linebacker Bill -
Bergey, traded recently by Cincinnati
to. Philadelphia, reported to the
Eagles' camp. g

The move by Morton, who has
signed with the WFL for next season,
particularly incensed some Cowboys.

“I don't want to get into any con-
troversy regarding the Players
Association and management but 1
just feel that it is best for me to get
oul there and go to work,”" Morton
said. "I had planned to go last week
but I decided to wait,

“If this wasn't my last year I might
feel differently but T said I'd be
prepared to help the Cowboys win the
Super Bowl if I was called upon this
year and I need to be getling ready.”

Defensive tackle Bob Lilly took
another view, defending Roger
Staubach, the Cowboys' No, 1 quarter-
back and Morton's rival.

“Roger has been placed in a bad
light,"” Lilly said, ‘‘He's been
throwing on his own for three to four
weeks with his heel still draining from
that last Achilles tendon operation.
