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Need a Doctor?
llie Manchester Medical Association would like to offer the 

following suggestions as to how persons new to the community 
or without a physician can obtain the services of a physician.

A. Before an Acute Problem Arises:
1. Remember that only some of the physicians listed in the 
telephone directory are primary medical physicians (the first 
doctor to see a patient).

a. Many are surgeons, gynecologists, anesthetists, radiologists, 
etc., an^ thus usually only see new patients referred to them by 
primary medical physicians for special problems.

2. Speak to your friends and neighbors about their primary 
medical physicians or pediatricians-and obtain their names if 
they seem desirable.

3.1f you cannot make contact with a physician in this manner, 
call the Hartford County Medical Association at 236-5423. Ask 
them for the names of primary medical doctors or pediatricians 
in Manchester.

4. If you are still unable to contact a physician, call the 
Manchester Memorial Hospital emergency room (646-1222, Ext.
231) and they will provide you with the names of primary 
medical physicians who are able to accept new patients.

5. When you have obtained the name of a physician, call his 
office during office hours and explain that you would like to 
become his patient.

a. Many physicians will be happy to have you as a new patient, 
and may suggest a future office visit to become acquainted with 
your particular medical history. This allows much better care 
especially when an acute problem arises.

I) If the physician you call in this manner is unable to accept you 
as a patient, ask his secretary to suggest the names of doctors 
they believe could take you. If they cannot, remember that: (see 
b.) ,

b. All of the physicians whose names are provided by the 
Manchester Memorial Hospital emergency room will be happy 
to accept you and will usually suggest a future visit.

6. The Manchester Medical Association is quite confident that all 
persons in the community could have a primary medical doctor 
or pediatrician if the above protocol is used.

B. In an Acute Situation When You Have No Physician
1. Call the Manchester Memorial Hospital emergency room and 
explain your problem to the clerk or nurse on duty.

W i l l i a m  
F u l b r i g h t ,  D-Ark . ,  s a id  
Tuesday that the key issue is an 
" u n f o r t u n a t e  s e m a n t i c  
di fference” in K issinger’s 
testimony he never "initiated” 
w iretaps of repo rte rs and 
government officials while he 
headed the National Security 
Council.

White House chief of staff 
Alexander M. Haig was the last 
witness Tuesday and said he 
generally supported Kissinger’s 
account of the wiretapping. 
Haig was Kissinger’s deputy on 
the council.

Fulbright did not make clear 
whether he was backing away 
from previous support for 
Kissinger, saying, “ I am not 
prepared to make any conclu­
sion yet.”

Fulbright’s committee began 
the review of Kissinger’s role 
after the secretary threatened 
in June to resign unless cleared 
of allegations he did not tell the 
truth in sworn testimony that 
he did not order the taps.

Asked if he had reassessed 
h is  r e s i g n a t i o n  t h r e a t ,  
Kissinger said Tuesday night, 
“What I do all depends on the 
final verdict of the Foreign 
Relations Committee. But I do 
not think I will resign — as of 
now.”

FBI documents gathered in 
the course of the House im­
peachment inquiry showed the 
17 wiretaps on newsmen and 
certain present and former

government officials were in­
stituted upon requests from 
K issinger relayed through 
Haig.

President Nixon has accepted 
responsibility for authorizing 
the program, and Kissinger has 
testified he only supplied the 
names of some persons to be 
wiretapped.

“ I think a very unfortunate 
semantic difference has arisen 
which will be difficult to 
resolve,” said Fulbright. “I

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Cyprus Truce 
Under Threat

By United Press International
The Cyprus cease-fire threatened to 

crumble today, with reports of major 
Turkish truce violations and a Soviet 
veto blocking the United Nations from 
expanding peacekeeping efforts on the 
war-tom island.

Turkish warships anchored off the 
northern Cypriot port of Kyrenia shelled 
two Greek (^priot towns Wednesday, less 
than 24 hours after the signing of a three- 
nation cease-fire agreement in Geneva.

Greek Cypriot leaders denounced the at­
tacks as “gross violations” of the truce 
and accused Turkey of sending more rein­
forcements to occupied sections of the em­
battled island.

At the United Nations, Soviet Am­
bassador Yakov A. Malik rushed to the 
Security Council from vacation and vetoed 
a resolution calling for peace-keeping 
forces to expand their duties on Cyprus in 
accordance with the Geneva peace agree­
ment.

Immediately after the dramatic vote. 
Secretary General Kurt Waldheim said 
’Turkey’s military commander on Cyprus 
had demanded U.N. withdrawal from 
’Turkish enclaves. Waldheim said he had 
no choice but to comply.

In Moscow, the official Soviet news 
agency Tass said Malik “ foiled the 
attempts” by some NATO members to im­
pose a change in the U.N. role without 
“sufficient sounding out.”

In Athens, Greece’s new civilian govern­
ment began demobilizing its forces today, 
12 days after ’Turkey’s invasion of Cyprus 
brought the nation to the brink of war.

Britain, Greece and ’Turkey signed the 
Geneva agreement ’Tuesday, imposing a
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standstill cease-fire and adopting a de fac­
to partition of the former British colony 
between the majority Greeks and minori­
ty ’Turks.

UPI Correspondent Richard C. Gross 
said Turkish forces shelled the Greek 
Cypriot villages of Karavas and Lapithos, 
10 miles west of Kyrenia on the northern 
coast.

A U.N. military source said the villages 
had been shelled by a ’Turkish w ar^lp  
anchored off Kyrenia in the Mediterra­
nean, forcing withdrawal of Greek-led 
Cypr^t National Guard troops in the area.

Gr4ek Cypriot P resident Glafkos 
Clerid^iKmotested to the United Nations 
that ’TurkiMi troops moved reinforcements 
into areas I east of Kyrenia and into 
Karavas, oiv the western side of the harbor 
town. '

Foreign Minister Dimmy Dimitriou ac­
cused ’Turkey of “gross violations” of the 
cease-fire but said Greek Clypriot troops 
were undef orders not to engage the ’Turks 
in battik

Rhodes Anguished 
Over Impeachment

Rep. Lawrence Hogan, Md., the first 
Republican on the House Judiciary 
Committee to publicly support im­
peachment, works in his office. He 
called on all his 186 GOP colleagues in 
the House to “welcome and demand” 
President Nixon’s impeachment. He 
said he issued that plea in response to 
those who had called him “Judas 
H ogan’’ and "B en ed ic t Arnold 
Hogan.” (UPI)

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  House 
Republican leader John J. Rhodes 
was portrayed today as anguished 
over whether to call for President 
Nixon’s impeachment.

Another influential conservative 
Republican, Rep. John M. Ashbrook 
of Ohio, predicted Nixon would be im­
peached by a 3-1 margin in the House.

Ashbrook, who endorsed impeach­
ment over the weekend, said the 
President would go into a Senate trial 
as an underdog and would be “hard 
pressed” to find the 34 Senate votes 
required to stay in office.

Rep. Charles E. Wiggins, R-Calif., 
who led Nixon’s defense during the 
House Judiciary Committee sessions 
which approved three articles of im­
peachment, said, “Everybody’s been 
telling me about Republican erosions 
but I don’t find any.”

But R epublicans who called 
themselves undecided on impeach­
ment said privately the vote by eight 
of the Judiciary Committee’s 17 
RepublicanB to recommend impeach­
ment made it “respectable” for a 
Republican to vote to impeach.

An aide described Rhodes, who 
succeeded Gerald R. Ford as House 
GOP leader, as “anguished” over 
what position to take. His office said 
Rhodes was drafting a statement, to 
be issued next week, on whether he 
would support impeachment.

Democrats Name Cummings, Mahoney, FitzGerald

Manchester Democrats Wednesday 
night nominated William FitzGerald 
for re-election as Manchester judge of 
probate, Francis Mahoney for re- 
election as state representative from 
Assembly District 13, and Democratic 
Town Chairman Ted Cummings for 
state representative from Assembly 
District 12.

They nominated incum bents Fred 
Nassiff and Albert Vincek and new can­
didate Robert Blanchard for justices of 
peace.

Because the governor is a Republican, 
the Republicans a re  allocated four 
justices and the Democrats three. The 
Democrats have had a justice vacancy 
since January 1973, when William DeHan 
passed away. To have filled the vacancy in 
the in terim  would have required a 
townwide election, at an estimated cost of 
about $11,000.

Except  for  Cummings,  a ll w ere 
nominated by acclamation and without op­
position — by the m em bers of the 
Democratic Town Committee, meeting in 
the Municipal Building Hearing Room.

The entire town conunittee participated 
in the nominations for judge of probate 
and justices of peace. However, only those 
members residing in Voting Districts 2-5- 
7-10 chose the nominee in Assembly

District 12, and only those residing in 
Voting Districts 3-4-6-8 chose the nominee 
in Assembly District 13.

Those in Voting District 1 represent 
Assembly District 14 (all of South Windsor 
and a portion of Manchester), and those in 
Voting District 9 represent Assembly 
District 9 (part of East Hartford and part 
of Manchester). r

Cummings, who announced his can­
d ida cy  Monday,  de f ea te d  Rob er t  
Bletchman, who had been a candidate 
since June 12. The vote was 21 to 1. It had 
been 20 to 2 before one of Bletchman’s 
backers switched to Cummings. ’The latter 
abstained from voting.

Bletchman had the endorsement of the 
Democratic Qub of Manchester, but Cum­
mings had the votes of the Democratic 
Town Committee, which he has headed 
since 1961. ’The seat in Assembly District 
12 is held by Republican Donald Genovesi, 
who has announced he will not seek re- 
election — after almost eight years in the 
post.

Cummings was nominated by Joseph 
Czerwinski, who stressed “the dedication 
and enthusiasm the town chairman has 
brought to the committee and the town — 
proof of his sincerity to work for the good 
of the party, the tqwn and the state.”

Seconding speeches for Cummings came 
from Anthony Pietrantonio and James 
Tani.

(Cummings, in his acceptance speech, 
said, “ I have the highest respect for Mr. 
Bletchman and those who supported him 
and I ask for their support.”

Pledging a “clean fight and a hard 
fight,” he said, “In my 25 years in public 
life, there’s never been any shenanigans 
resembling Watergate and there never 
will be.”

He acknowledged, “I have no illusions 
about this district — it will be a hard one to 
win. I pledge to you I’ll work hard, with 
your help, to win i t .”

Bletchman was nominated by Robert 
Tardiff, who said of him, “He is the kind 
of candidate that attracts strong, grass 
roots following. He has the kind of openess 
and genuine concern for everyone’s 
problems that makes people trust him.

“And that trust cuts across party labels, 
age groups, economic groups, and ends up 
with only one group — the group that 
counts — the people.” .

Seconding speeches for Bletchman were 
by Richqrd LaPointe, and James Holmes.

Bletchman said he will confer Friday 
night with his campaign committee, 
before announcing future plans.

Because the nomination Wednesday 
night was by a town committee and not a 
convention, the 20 per cent delegate votes 
required for a primary is not in effect. To 
primary, Bletchman would need the 
signatures of five per cent of total

Democratic votes cast in the Assembly 
District election in November 1972 (about 
200), plus a $25 filing fee.

Judge FitzGerald was nominated by 
Rep. Mahoney, who pointed to “ the 
excellent job by Bill FitzGerald, in the 
tradition of former Judge John Wallett.” 
Mahoney noted “ the step forward” taken 
by FitzGerald in sch^uling Thuesday 
night probate court sessions.

Seconding speeches for FitzGerald were 
by Pietrantonio, Hugh Ward, Henry 
Becker and Matt Moriarty Jr. All stressed 
his “compassion and service beyond call 
of duty.”

Judge FitzGerald, after a standing ova­
tion for him, thanked the committee 
members. “ If not for the people in this 
room, I wouldn’t be holding the office now 
and seeking re-election.”

He introduced his wife, Jonice, and their 
daughters, Debra and Megan, and said the 
honor was the second for him in one day. 
Earlier, he had been elected vice presi­
dent of the Manchester Bar Association.

He said he will start campaigning im­
mediately, “because, that’s the only way 
to win an election — by not taking anything 
for granted,” and he pledged a campaign 
“which will preserve the dignity of the 
court and which will do nothing to demean

When N i x o n ’s W a t e r g a t e  
transcripts were published in April 
and led to calls by some Republicans 
for Nixon’s resignation, Rhodes said 
Nixon should consider resigning if the 
House voted to impeach him.

Ashbrook, who ran against Nixon in 
1972 on the grounds the President had 
betrayed his old conservative sup­
porters, said he struggled for a reason 
not to come out for impeachment.

“I truly wanted to find a reason I 
could live with to say, ‘Here’s why I 
oppose impeachment.’ But I couldn’t 
find any,” he said.

In other developments;
• At the White House, some of 

Nixon’s aides privately indicated they 
now think it likely the House would 
vote to impeach him and he would 
face a Senate trial.

• Two staunch conservatives. Sen. 
John G. Tower, R-Tex., and James B. 
Allen, D-Ala., agreed with the position 
taken by Senate Democratic leaders 
that a ^ n a te  trial need not stop and 
start over again if it lasts into the next 
Congress in January.

• White House lawyer James D. St. 
Clair disclosed there was a five- 
minute gap in one of the 20 presiden­
tial tapes given to U.S. District Court 
Judge John J. Sirica on Supreme 
Court orders. He said the tape ap­
parently ran out and had to be 
changed in mid-conversation. He also 
asked that 48 minutes of tape be kept 
from prosecutors on grounds oF 
executive privelege. ‘

A spot check of House members 
found scant support for a plan under 
which Nixon would call upon the 
House to impeach him so as to settle 
his fate speedily in the Senate. 
P atrick  Buchanan, White House 
speechwriter, said such a plan was 
“under active consideration.”

Jullien Martin bought a lO^speed 

bike for $160 as one of his few expen­
sive possessions. It was partly a 
necessity as he used it to get to the 
jobs he has held while saving for 
college.

On July 18 in the afternoon someone 
stole it.

The 18-year-old youth became one of 
244 people who have reported their 
bicycles stolen since Jan. 1 this year, 
since only a total of 103 bikes have 
been reported found, most of the vic­
tims have little hope of recovery, ac­
cording to police.

Martin, of 165 Henry St., stopped in 
the Corner Memorial Store on Main 
St. for a few hours’ work. All five 
employes there ride bikes, including 
the manager, Mrs. Carol Brown.

“We all bring the bikes in whenever 
we’re working,” Mrs. Brown said. 
“You can’t leave it out for a moment 
without someone taking it.”

Martin planned to go right back and 
get the bike but got busy with other 
things. An hour later, he went for it 
and it was gone.

It is a burgundy color Schwinn Con­
tinental with racing bars. Martin 
looked all over town for it, even going 
to the home of people he suspected 
may have taken it. But he had no 
success.

Off. Russell Holyfield, community 
relations officer at the police depart­
ment, said, “A bike is easy to steal. 
This year’s bike thefts are not un­
usually high.”

He noted that even chaining the bike 
to utility poles does not always work 
as bike thieves have been able to cut 
the chains, ^ n i  the more expensive 
the bike, the lighter it is to carry 
away.

Martin said he told police right

•N

away of the theft and gave them every 
description he could of the bike in­
cluding serial numbers. But the bike 
has not turned up in the police bike 
storage room nor have they had any 
clues to it.

Mrs. Brown said she has heard of 
groups of young people who load 
themselves in a car and drive around 
town. The car comes back to a home 
and only the driver is in it. A short 
while later, the rest pf the car’s oc­
cupants ride to the home on bikes the 
neighbors never saw before.

By the time someone thinks to 
notify the police, she said, the bikes 
have all been broken down, repainted 
and taken somewhere else.

Off. Holyfield said the police 
suspect most of the bike thieves are 
kids. They steal a bike largely for 
“joy riding” and may take parts off it, 
junk it, or repaint it and sell it to 
another kid.

Martin said about 75 per cent of his 
friends have bikes now. It is their 
main source of transportation.

He said he was planning a trip to 
Cape Cod the two weeks before 
college starts on their bikes. Now he 
cannot go.

Martin also said most kids he knows 
obey the laws about bike use and ap­
prove the new police crackdown on 
bike law traffic offenders.

Off. Holyfield said the department’s 
program on bike safety began July 8 
and is still too new to assess.

He said that 13 warnings have been 
issued to bike riders for violations. 
Nine of the warnings went to people 
under 16 years of age. These nine also 
had a letter from Police Chief James

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Cyprus May Lose Freedom
The island of Cyprus seems to have 

taken a step backwards in history 
with the overthrow of Archbishop 
Makarios and what may well be the 
end of the independent state which 
was created in 1960.

Cyprus has had relatively few eras 
of independence in its long history 
which dates back to it being a Phoeni­
cian possession. It was variously 
ruled by Assyrians, Egyptians, Rome, 
Syria, Greece, Turkey and Great Bri­
tain.

Situated between the Greeks and 
the Saracens and the third largest 
island in the Mediterranean, it has 
been fought over since before the time 
of Christ.

Alliance with Greece, or enosis, has 
long been a Greek ambition, since 
four fifths of the Cypriots are of 
Greek ancestry. It has been at least 
equally undesirable to Turkey since 
the island is only 43 miles south of that 
nation and possession by a power 
which might be an enemy has been 
resisted.

T he in d e p e n d e n t r e g im e  of 
Makarios was created in 1960 and its 
integrity guaranteed by Great Bri­
tain, Greece and Turkey.

Evidently the m ilitary junta in 
Greece inspired the Greek national 
guard officers whb led the revolt 
against the republic.

M ilitarily Turkey is much the 
stronger of the two nations and this 
has been shown by the easy invasion 
of Cyprus by Turkish forces who now 
claim  a corridor to Nicosia, the 
capital.

Through the efforts of the UN and 
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger a 
cease fire has been achieved, albeit a 
shaky one. U.S. interest lies in the 
fact that Cyprus contains NATO bases 
and a shift in power there could affect 
the Atlantic Alliance.

This latest chapter may result in 
partition of thcTslqhd into two parts, 
one T u rk ishyone^eek . It would be a 
far more >fneasy situation than the 
short-lived republic.

America’s Siberia
Talk about tapes and startling  

revelations thereon. The recently 
published second and last volume of 
“ Khrushchev Remembers,” based on 
the taped memoirs of the late Soviet 
premier, contains this hard-to-believe 
peek inside the Kremlin:

Khrushchev recalls his delight when 
in 1959, P r e s id e n t  D w ig h t D. 
Eisenhower invited him to visit the 
United States. Only the year before he 
had attained the pinnacle of the Soviet 
hierarchy.

But Khrushchev was also nervous 
about the invitation. In spite of all ef­
fo rts  of Soviet in te lligence , he 
couldn't find out what, or where. 
Camp David was. He suspected it 
might be some kind of place of exile 
and that the proposal to take him 
there was a clever insult.

“We never told anyone a t the time 
about not knowing what Camp David 
was,” says K. “ I can laugh at it now, 
but I’m a little bit ashamed. It shows 
how ignoran t we w ere in som e 
respects.”

Camp David was, and is, of course, 
the presidential re trea t just outside 
Washington, as any halfway compe­
tent spy could have learned just by 
reading a newspaper.

In view of such Soviet ignorance 
about America, which could no doubt 
be matched by instances of American 
ignorance about R ussia , one is 
tempted to believe that only Divine 
Providence has kept either side from 
pushing the nuclear button during any 
one of a number of crises in the past 
couple of decades.

Open Forum
Reappoint Lingard

Dear sir:
With each reading of the 

several letters p rin t^  in the 
Open Forum authored by Mr. 
and Ms. Robert A. Colby of 404 
Summit St., concerning the 
June 19 Eigh^ Utilities District 
Annual Meeting, I have found 
my reaction intensifying. My 
initial emotion of mild amuse­
ment over the suggestion that 
district telephones were tapped 
has expanded to vigorous an­
n o y an ce  c a u se d  by th e  
aforementioned writers con­
tinual out-of-context quotes, 
misquotes, and maligning 
statements concerning the an­
nual meeting, the district fire 
department, its chief, and the 
three men who were elected to 
the district board of directors. 
It is this feeling of annoyance, 
coupled with frustration, that 
has sufnciently motivaW me 
to take pen in hand.

I feel that it is only fair to 
identify Mr. and Mrs. Colby. 
Ms. Joan Colby is the daughter 
and Mr. Colby the son-in-law of 
defeated incumbent district 
director Harold Osgood Sr. This 
fact may tend to slant the 
objectivity of the Colby’s 
perspective on the outcome of 
the June election. It is difficult 
for me to identify district 
politics and the Watergate af­
fair as being analogous. Both 
Mr. Osgood and Mr. Hankinson 
(two of the candidates defeated 
for district office) are fine and 
honorable men who served the 
district well; however, this 
does not infer that the three 
men who were chosen by pop­
ular vote to serve on the board 
of directors are not equally 
honorable or will serve any less 
diligently or aggressively. All 
three gentlem en, M essrs. 
Lassow, Marvin and Massaro 
have backgrounds in ad ­

ministration, finance, supervi­
sion and public relations which 
well qualify thein to oversee 
E i^ th  District affairs. It is the 
opinion of this writer that the 
attempts to slander these three 
gentlemen thru innuendo and 
intimidation are infantile and 
inane.

Ms. Colby makes several ac­
curate statements regarding 
district administration. She is 
quite correct when stating that 
the district public works and 
fire department are subor­
dinate to the board of directors 
and not seperate entities. In 
turn, let us not forget, the direc­
tors are responsible to the 
taxpayers of the district for 
providing the best possible ser­
vice. As of this writing, I do not 
believe that the entire board 
has fulfilled this obligation. The 
failure to reappoint Fire Chief 
Granville Lingard is not in the 
best interest of the people and 
property of the district. None of 
the dissenting directors could 
find fault with the direction 
Chief Lingard has given the fire 
department during the past six 
years. To the contrary, these 
board members have com­
plimented the chief and the 
department on many occasions 
for outstanding service both to 
the district and to the town. I 
fail to see why a personality 
conflict between the fire chief 
and several district directors 
should impair the safety of all 
district residents.

The board has failed to reap­
point the chief, yet has not 
produced a replacement with 
e q u a l q u a l i f ic a t io n s  of 
experience and knowledge of 
fire technology, control and 
prevention. I have been a dis­
trict volunteer fireman for 
several years, on occasion I

have not agreed or cohesively 
functioned with the fire chief. 
However, if my house were 
burning, 1 would want Ted 
Lingard there. I would like to 
believe that the Board of Direc­
tors, at the August meeting, 
will be able to put aside any pet- 
ty  d i f f e r e n c e s  and 
anymositites, reappoint Chief 
Lingard, then strive to bring 
about a working rapport that 
will benefit the district.

Mention has also been made 
concerning the need for 
restructuring of the election 
procedure at the district annual 
meeting to include a method 
assuring that only eligible voers 
cast ballots. This lack of voter 
regulation has been cited 
previously without subsequent 
actions taken place. Mr. 0>lhy 
never considered contesting an 
election that his father-in-law 
won on the grounds of possible 
ine lig ib le  vo te rs casting  
ballots. The June election was 
conducted in the traditional 
manner but hopefully future 
elections will be executed with 
more appropriate organization.

I agree with Ms. Colby’s 
assertion that, "We do not need 
a Watergate in the City of 
Village diarm ,” and that the 
confidence of the Eighth District 
voters should be restored. To 
accomplish this goal, the 
Segretti type statements will 
have to cease and Granville 
Lingard should be reappointed 
as fire chief. Then all parties 
concerned, directors, chief, 
firemen, and citizens may con­
tinue with the task at hand: The 
orderly and safe stewardship of 
the Eighth UtiUties District.

We Have A Vandalism Problem
To the editor:

The Town of Manchester is 
indeed fortunate. Most needs 
and wants of its citizens are 
supplied by a municipal govern­
ment that takes the time to 
provide swimming pools, bicy­
cle trails, and ski slopes as well 
as the necessities. These help to 
keep the quality of life in 
Manchester at the high level we 
enjoy.

M an ch este r has m any 
volunteer organizations which 
offer to the town their service, 
their time, and their efforts to 
help fill those areas that the 
town is not able to cover. They 
do this with pride and in the 
belief that their efforts are ap­
preciated by at least those per­
sons meant to be served.

Such was the bridge con­
structed by the Jaycees at 
Salter’s Pond. Working with, 

s e v e ra l o th e r  v o lu n tee r  
organizations as well as town 
officials, plans for the bridge 
were formulated. The town 
provided the materials (ap­
proximately $1,(X)0 of our tax 
money) and the Jaycees agreed 
to provide the labor. From the 
moment the bridge was com­
pleted vandalism, started. A 
senseless attack on the bridge, 
apparently with an old ax, 
caused severe damage which

was repaired by the Jaycees at 
additional material cost to the 
citizens of town. Then, after an 
onslaught of graffiti, the bridge 
was burned by vandals to the 
point where the structural in­
tegrity of the bridge was 
destroyed forcing removal of 
the bridge.

Now the bridge is gone. Peo­
ple (including very young 
children) must walk over the 
dam, on makeshift log bridges 
over the brook, or along the 
streets (I think most children 
will use the former methods 
first). We have been lucky no 
one had been hurt doing this 
previously.

The destruction of property is 
an act which cannot be e x c u ^ . 
For the momentary excitement 
of, a few the pleasure of many 
was lost. I was obviously upset 
and disappointed over the final

demise of the bridge as were 
several other members of our 
organization. Perhaps with 
proper lighting, with better sur­
veillance, the loss would not 
have happened, certainly not 
after the initial act of van­
dalism. Vandalism is a problem 
in Manchester. This is not an 
isolated case.

I call on the citizens of 
Manchester to work to rid the 
town of thik problem. It can 
only be halted if you inform the 
police about any apparent in­
cidents; if you, the parent, 
know where your children are 
and what they are doing; and if 
you yourself pledge to do all you 
can to halt the increase in van­
dalism.

WASHINGTON -  It seems 
impossible not to be fascinated 
with the chances of Vice Presi­
dent Gerald Ford becoming the 
next President of the United 
States. He has everything going 
for him.

Or, as a White House aide 
close to Richard Nixon put it: 
“The clever SOB can’t lose un­
less somebody from the FBI 
finds him in a hotel room with a 
topless dancer. He’s doing 
everything the boss did, only 
better, and he may only have to 
s ta n d  s t i l l  to  becom e 
President.”

To put it in specifics, Ford is 
running around the country 
collecting lOU’s, just as Nixon 
did between 1964 and '68. At this 
writing, he has traveled more 
than 100,0(XI miles in a zig-zag 
tour of the nation, making 
sp eech es fo r dozens of 
Republican candidates. If the 
House impeaches President 
Nixon and the Senate convicts 
him, Ford gets into the White 
House on a pass.

Consider the latest Gallup 
Poll, which found Ford the first 
choice among both Republicans 
and Independents as the GOP’s 
Presidential nominee in 1976. 
Ford got 27 per cent of the 
Republican votes, compared 
with only 16 per cent each for 
Sen. Barry Goldwater and 
C alifornia’s Gov. Ronald 
Reagan. He got 20 per cent of 
the Independent votes, with 
Reagan and New York’s Gov. 
Nelson Rockefeller getting only 
13 per cent each.

Well, you say, that doesn’t 
make him a shoo-in. Maybe not, 
but a review of Gallup surveys 
since 1938 shows that the can­
didate in the top position at the 
beginning of the Congressional 
election year usually gets his 
party’s nomination two years 
later. More important is the 
political fact of life that no 
Republican Presidential can­
didate can win without the sup­
port of voters outside the party. 
Ford’s 20 per cent of the 
Independent vote says he’s got 
some solid non-Republican sup­
port.

Moreover, Ford’s conduct 
during the past few months 
would seem to demolish opposi­
tion sneers that he’s not very 
bright. In the Watergate mess 
he has been dumb like a.fox. He 
has. continued to proclaim 
Nixon’s innocence of any 
wrongdoing, but he has con­
sistently urged that Nixon hand 
oyer, tp the investigators every 
shred of. evidience the. White 
House possesses. V •

They know the issue in 1976 will 
be personal morality, and there 
is no Chappaquiddick in Ford’s 
past. Says one supporter of 
Barry Goldwater: “For God’s 
sake, I don’t think Gerry Ford 
has kissed anybody but his wife 
for 20 years.’’

Ford is also a fresh face. 
There is nothing wrong with 
Goldwater and Reagan as true- 
blue Republicans except that 
they are shopworn. 'They’ve 
been around the track too often. 
Chuck Percy? In that last 
Gallup Poll, the handsome 
Illinois senator got only 4 per 
cent of the vote, trailing even 
the former Democrat, John 
Connally, who polled 5 per cent.

I don’t know whether Gerry 
Ford can go the distance. He’s 
always had it pretty soft in his 
Michigan Congressional dis­
trict. But I wish Jimmy the 
Greek would put out a winter 
book on the 1976 Presidential 
election. I think I could make a 
bundle on Ford at, say, 6 to 1 
odds.

Why not have some friends or 

relatives over for a barbecue 
this weekend? It’s a good way 
to renew acquaintances in a 
casual, relaxed setting—name­
ly, your own back yard , 
^ id e s ,  everybody knows that 
the man of the house gets to 
show off his culinary skills — 
and that’s not something that 
happens every day.

Entertainment is easy to 
arrange, too! How about a 
game of badminton or croquet 
or, if you’re entertaining an 
ambitious gang, there’s always 
baseball. If you or a guest can 
play the guitar, you can have a 
sing along. Maybe you have a 
swimming pool where your 
guests can soak themselves 
after they’ve managed to cover 
themselves with a liberal 
co a tin g  of m u s ta rd  and 
ketchup.

The only bothersome thing 
about having a backyard 
barbeque is that sometimes 
people don’t enjoy themselves 
as much as they should because 
they’ve had an accident. 
Barbeque accidents are fairly 
common, not to mention fairly 
injurious to the victim. You 
want to do your best to keep 
your guests happy, so why not 
plan safety into your program?

One thing you may have

noticed about barbeques is that 
it’s fairly easy for someone to 
get burned. Take precautions to 
prevent this nasty type of acci­
dent.

1. ) Keep children away from 
the barbeque pit — it’s not a 
good place to play. Burned 
hands and fingers can ruin your 
party.

2 . ) Make sure tha t the 
barbeque grill is not near the 
game area. There’s nothing like 
a hot ending to a cool game.

3. ) Beware of flare-ups 
when lighting the fire. If you 
use starter fluid, follow the 
directions on the can.

4. ) Don’t add more fluid to 
the coals later because the 
flames may travel back to the 
can and leave you holding a 
bomb in your hands.

5. ) Use barbeque tools with 
wooden handles. Keep your 
hands safe.

6. ) Keep a fine extinguisher 
handy in case of flare-ups.'

7. ) Don’t put the grill near the 
house because stray sparks 
could ignite your house.

NEW HAVEN (UPl) -  Two 
widely used controls for 
Japanese and oriental beetles 
have been losing their effec­
tiveness against the insect 
p e s ts ,  th e  C o n n e c tic u t 
Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion said Wedne^ay.

Resistance to the chemical 
chlordane and a much lower in­
cidence of milky spore disease 
among beetle grubs has been 
found, entomologists Dennis 
Dunbar and Raimon Beard 
said.

Both pesticides are widely

used for controlling the insects 
in grass.

J a p a n e s e  b e e tle s  a re  
appearing in great numbers on 
a wide variety  of plants, 
following an increasing trend 
over the past few years.

Dunbar has attributed the in­
creased population to favorable 
weather conditions and lowered 
effectiveness of chlordane and 
the milky spore disease. 
Sim ilar trends have been 
reported in New York and Ohio, 
he said.

The grubs of Japanese and

Oriental beetles live in the soil 
and feed on the roots of grass.

Tests on a New Haven area 
golf course which has been 
treated wth chlordane over the 
years shows that the grubs have 
developed resistance to the 
pesticide.

Beetle grubs at an untreated 
New Haven park are still killed 
by chlordane, they said. One 
subsitute for chlordane is 
diazinon, they said. Other 
pesticides are needed to control 
the adult beetles, they said.

A Charter Revision Com­
m it te e  p u b lic  h e a r in g  
Wednesday turned out only a 
few residents, but produced 
several items for the com­
mittee to consider.
’ T ow nspeop le  p re s e n t  
requested the committee revise 
the charter in regards to the an­
nual budget town meeting. It 
was interpreted at this year’s 
budget meeting that the people 
could not vote to reject the 
budget p resen ted  by the 
selectmen, and residents want 
this changed.

Folke Erickson asked the 
c o m m itte e  to  c o n s id e r  
changing the building inspector 
from a fee percentage to a 
salary basis.

Erickson told the members 
that at least 20 other towns pay 
their inspectors on a salary, 
and he feels it is poor practice 
to have incentive paid for quali­
ty .

Stanley Gozdz asked the com­
mittee to lower the require­
ment of 10 per cent of voter 
registration to initiate a peti­
tion for referendum to five per 
cent.

Authorities Divided On Juvenile Justice

PITTSBURGH (UPI) -  At 

14, she was pregnant. Her con­
cerned parents obtained an 
abortion for her.

At 17, she dropped out of high 
school, ran away from home 
and moved into a trailer with a 
married man. Her parents 
reported her missing.

State Police found her and 
brought her to a child welfare 
center here. Explaining they 
could no longer handle her, her 
parents asked that she be 
placed in the custody of 
juvenile authorities.

“We love her,” the father 
said, “but we have no choice.”

The parents left the court­
room of Allegheny County 
Juvenile Court Judge Maurice 
B. Cohill Jr. in tears.

“This is a tough one,” Cohill 
said after remanding the girl to 
the county juvenile detention 
center pending a hearing.

“Either there is no strong 
father figure, or the parents are 
too strict,” he said. “Either 
way, it’s no good.”

“In this case, the father was 
too strict.”

The juvenile justice system in 
America is not exactly a well 
oiled, precision machine, in 
CohilTs view, but it is not guilty 
of being as haphazard and ar­
bitrary as its critics charge.

“ I t ’s not the ju d ic ia l  
system,” said Cohill, who is 
head of the National Council of 
Juvenile Court Judges, based in 
Reno, Nev. “The real problem 
is finding adequate a lter­
natives.”

Other jurists and lawyers in­
volved in the juvenile justice 
system agreed.

Max Levine, an attorney for 
Neighborhood Legal Services 
Association of Pittsburgh, said; 
“ I ’m tired of hearing the 
judicial system maligned. It’s 
not the courts. It’s finding alter­
natives after the courts — 
foster homes, institutions.”

Levine filed a class action 
suit in U.S. District Court 
recently on behalf of three 
juveniles who were being 
detained in “ tem porary ’’ 
facilities for over one month at

the time the suit was filed.
The suit charged that the 

Pennsylvania secretary of 
welfare, Allegheny County, its 
commissioners and other state 
and local welfare officials 
violated the "plaintiffs” due 
process rights to treatment and 
a program of rehabilitation 
guaranteed by the Fourteenth 
Amendment.”

Richard Roe, 11, one of the 
plaintiffs in the suit, was found 
delinquent in juvenile court for 
threatening playmates with a 
loaded handgun.

His brother, Michael A., 10, 
was placed in the Mclntire 
Welfare Shelter after the court 
found his mother injured him 
with a rock and a shoe.

Michael B., 8, was taken to 
the shelter by police following a 
visit to his home where they 
found “the premises littered

with human and animal excre­
ment and garbage,” the suit 
said.

Levine said the suit foes not 
question the court’s decision to 
take the children out of their 
home. In s te a d , the su it 
demanded the children be 
placed in shelters where 
ad eq u a te  c a re  could be 
provided.

“Defendants’ continued in­
carceration of minor plaintiffs 
without providing treatment 
and rehabilitation programs,” 
the suit said, “constitutes cruel 
and unusual punishment in 
v io la tio n  of the E igh th  
Amendment.”

Cohill conceded the judicial 
system is not without faults.

He said that was why he 
helped launch the National 
Center for Juvenile Justice, 
headquartered at the Universi­
ty of Pittsburgh.

Have you ever heard of “The 
M other of L evel 
Measurements?” If you think it 
is the name of a rock band, 
you’re mistaken.

This title deservedly goes to 
Fannie Merritt Farmer, a great 
American culinary artist. She 
earned it by taking guesswork 
out of cooking.

The ladies who lived in the 
mid-19th century took as much 
a risk in cooking as in 
demanding the vote. In both 
cases, concerted effort won out.

It was at this time that the 
coal range came into being. It 
added to the complication of 
cooking  w hat w ith  no 
temperature controls at first, 
then unpredictable ones. In ad­
dition, there were no recipes 
with specific measurements.

There was great variety in 
ta s te  from household to 
household in the same recipe 
what with a pincli of this, a 
handful of that, etc. There were 
directions passed from one 
housewife to another calling for 
butter the size of an egg, a 
wineglass of spices or a lump of 
shortening the size of a walnut. 
Needless to say, there were 
many failures.

When grandma handed down 
her recipe to her daughter, she 
might have done well to pass 
along the wineglass or the 
spoon she used as a measuring 
device, for her grandchil^en’s 
recipes often lost much along 
the line.

In 1902, Fannie Farmer said: 
“A generation or two ago each 
household had its favorite cups 
and spoons of varying sizes' 
which helped as guides in 
measuring. It was in these days 
that one often heard the 
statement; ‘Cooks are born, not 
made’.’’ Fannie admitted that 
“good judgment and experience 
taught some to measure by 
sight,” but “a vast majority 
needed definite guides.”

Fannie had enrolled as a stu­
dent in the famous Boston 
Cooking School in 1887. She was 
then 20 years old. ’The industrial 
revolution was on. Compulsory 
education brought the study of 
domestic arts into schools 
rather than just under the 
tutorship of mother.

Mrs. Mary Lincoln was direc­
tor of the school when Fannie 
entered. An apt pupil, Fannie 
would become its assistant 
principal within two years and 
principal in 1894. ’Two years 
later, she wrote her famous 
Fannie F arm er Cookbook 
which this year is in its 11th edi­
tion.

In 1902, Fannie opened her 
own school. She gave weekly 
cooking demonstrations which

Were faithfully covered by the 
B oston  T r a n s c r ip t  and 
reprinted about the country. 
She had been a victim of polio 
which ended her high school 
career at 16. Although later 
confined to a wheelchair, she 
toured women’s clubs lecturing 
on cooking and proper diet.

During the Victorian period, 
a woman’s place was in the 
home. (Some still feel this way 
today). ’This was preached from 
the pulpits and backed up by 
physicians. One Eastern doctor 
wrote In 1869, ‘Woman is to deal 
with domestic affections and 
uses, not with philosophies and 
sciences...The house, the 
chamber, the closet, are the 
centers of her social life and 
power, as surely as the sun is 
the center of the solar system.”

When Fannie was a pupil 
many people did not know the 
simplest things about food 
preparation. Her predecessor, 
Mrs. Lincoln said in 1887, 
“ ...cannot tell when water is 
boiling; or the difference 
between lamb and veal, lard or 
drippings.”

Women and cooking have 
come a long way since then. I 
was asked once by a gentleman

at a lecture I had given: “Do 
you think cooking is an art or a 
science?" I answered that it is 
both since some are more 
creative than others and it cer-' | 
tainly had to be an art in grand­
ma’s day. But, with the science 
of exact measurements and the 
m arvelous recipes today, 
anyone can be an excellent, in 
fact, a gourmet cook.

A toast to Fannie Fanner 
who helped take the jokes out of 
careers for women and the 
guesswork out of cooking. 
Here’s her famous 20-minute 
fudge.

Fannie Farmer's 
20-Minute Fudge 

1 egg, well beaten
3 tablespoons cream 
1 teaspoon vanilla
Vi teaspoon salt 
1 lb. confectioners sugar 
Melt together:
4 ounces unsweetened chocolate 
1 tablespoon butter
Add to the first mixture. Stir 
in:
1 cup chopped walnut meats or 
marshmallows, cut in pieces or 
some of each.

Spread in a buttered 8x8 pan. 
Cut in squares. Makes IVi 
pounds.

Bridgeport Scuffle 
Brings Five Arrests

BRIDGEPORT (UPI) -  
Violence broke out three times 
at a Bridgeport housing project 
Wednesday night, leading to 
several injuries and the arrests 
of at least five persons.

Two automobiles were over­
turned and set on fire during the 
incidents and a small office 
used by project police officers 
was damag^ by fire.

Police said the first incident 
occurred at about 6 p.m. when 
special officers assigned to the 
Aterina Village housing project 
called for assistance in a dis­
pute-with two teen-agers.

Regular officers came to the 
scene and arrested  Mark 
Napoli, 18, and Roy Baldwin, 
19, on charges of disorderly 
conduct and breach of the 
peace. When officers tried to 
place the two in a cell in the 
project police office, a scuffle 
broke out.

O fficers  said  Baldwin 
received cuts over the eye in 
the scuffle, which led to a 
charge of assaulting a police of­
ficer being lodged against 
Napoli. Charles Napoli, 47, 
father of the younger Napoli, 
and an unidentified sister, were 
also arrested on charges of in­
terfering with an arrest.

When officers tried to leave

the area, they were stoned by a 
crowd they estimated at 
One officer was injured by a 
stone that hit him in the head.

A second incident erupted at 
about 8:15 p.m. when officers 
were called to the project to 
protect firemen who were 
trying to put out fires in two 
overturned cars used by the 
project policemen, officers 
said.

Rocks and bottles were 
tossed by members of the 
crowd. Patrolman Albert Mar- 
cioni suffered back injuries 
when he was hit by the missile.

Police a rre s ted  W alter 
Joyner, no age or address 
given, and charged him in con­
nection with Marcioni’s in­
juries. Officers said Joyner 
resisted arrest and kicked 
patrolman Thomas Giblin in the 
groin. Giblin was hospitalized. 
Joyner was charged with 
second-degree assault and 
resisting arrest.

Police and firemen were 
summoned a third time at about 
9:45 p.m. when fire broke out in 
the project police office. Fire 
officials estimated the damage 
as “moderate.”

Two police dogs were un­
leashed to break up the crowd 
that gathered at the scene of 
the fire, but there were no in­
juries or arrests resulting from 
the third incident.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
Former Vice President Spiro T. 
Agnew has been determined not 
to be “dangerous to public 
safety,” and permitted to keep 
a gun despite his status as a 
convicted felon.

F ed e ra l o ff ic ia ls  said  
Wednesday that Agnew had 
been given permission to keep a 
gun for personal protection 
against trespassers on his 
property and those he'said had 
made threats on his life after he 
resigned last October.

Rex D. Davis, director of the 
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and 
Firearms, said Agnew would be 
given “relief” from federal 
laws that restrict gun posses­
sion for persons who have been 
convicted of felonies punishable 
by imprisonmet for more than 
one year.

Davis said it had been es­
tablished “to my satisfaction” 
that Agnew's record and 
reputation was such that he 
“will not be likely to act in a 
manner dangerous to public 
safety, and that the granting of 
the relief will not be contrary to 
the public interest.”

Agnew was forced to resign 
last year after he pleaded no 
contest to a charge of tax eva­
sion. He is on unsupervised 
probation.

Indian Pilgrims 
Trek To Caves

SRINAGAR, India (UPI) -  
With conch shells blowing, 12,- 
000 Indian and foreign pilgrims 
began th e ir  annual trek  
W^nesday to the Amarnath 
caves for a glimpse of the 
famed icy Lingam of Lord 
Shiva, presiding deity of the 
Hindu religion.

The c a v e s , to w hich 
thousands of pilgrims throng 
each year, are 12,729 feet above 
sea level in a glacial gorge 
among the eternal snows of the 
Himalayas.

Historians say pilgrims have 
visited the caves since 1,000 
B.C. to view the natural ice for­
mation, symbol of Lord Shiva, 
who in the Hindu pantheon is 
the creator, preserver and 
destroyer.

The pilgrim caravan started 
from the Kashmir mountain 
resort of Pahalgam near here 
and will traverse the 31-mile 
rough and rocky route to the 
caves in about three days.

The natural ice lingam, or 
phallic symbol, supposedly 
waxes and wanes with the 
moon. Hindu believers say it at­
tains maximum height with the 
full moon in the Hindu Sawan 
month, which this year falls on 
August 3.

scattered rain, but it’s been 
real scattered.

“I haven’t had any of that 
yet,” Regier said, “but about 
eight miles from here a guy lost 
ID cows. We’re checking the 
cattle about twice a day for 
anthrax.”

Drought and disease have 
been driving stockmen to 
market in hopes of getting what 
they can — even if it means a 
loss — while the cattle is still in 
saleable condition.

“There was the largest run 
ever for a Wednesday in 
Oklahoma City,” Regier said. 
“The ranchers are trying to get 
rid of their cows and calves, 
and they’re taking a loss. You 
can hardly sell them.”

Farmers in several parts of 
the Com Belt gave up hope of 
harvesting a crop and iKgan 
chopping what corn was left for 
silage. Others warned that if 
substantial rains do not come 
soon, the crops will be lost.

Farmers in Iowa and Ohio 
have set aside parts of their 
church services to pray for 
rain, but no answer appears to 
be forthcoming.

’The National Weather Ser­
vice outlook for August calls for 
no significant rainfall in the 
drought areas.

Nebraska Governor J. James 
Exon already has declared the 
state a drought disaster area, 
noting that f 1 billion would be a 
conservative estim ate  of 
dam age in flic ted  by the 
drought.

Texas reports $2 billion in 
crop losses and Kansas another 
|1 billion.

The drought stretches as far 
as Ohio, where experts fear one 
third of the com and soybean 
crops will wither under the 
searing sun.

Second Group Sues 
Over Franconia Road

CONCORD, N.H. (UPI) -  
The Society for the Protection 
of New Hampshire Forests, 
which defeated timber com­
pany plans 49 years ago to strip 
delicate Franconia Notch, has 
joined the century-old Ap­
palachian Mountain Club in 
filing a federal suit to block 
piecem eal com pletion of 
In te rs ta te  93 through the 
narrow gap in the White Moun­
tains.

The notch is the location of
the^amed Old Man of the Moun­
tain. The craggy rock face an­
nually attracts one million 
tourists to New Hampshire, a 
state whose economy heavily 
depends upon tourism.

The suit, filed Wednesday in 
U. S. District Court by the 
society, seeks to end plans for 
completion of northern sections 
of Interstate 93 near the Ver­
mont border. Like the suit filed 
a week ago by the AMC, the 
society’s action argued con­
struction  of In te rs ta te  93 
between Littleton, N.H. and St. 
Johnsbury, Vt. would force 
eventual completion of a 
four-lane highway through 
narrow Franconia Notch.

Society spokesman Malcolm 
Taylor said the suits filed a 
week apart by the two groups 
were part of a ‘!one-two 
punch.” Separate suits did not 
weaken the challenge, he said, 
because the cou rt would 
probably consolidate them 
anyway.

The suit said constmction of 
the northern sections would 
“greatly restrict, limit and 
foreclose a lternatives for

routing through traffic around 
Franconia Notch, and will 
represent a further cumulative 
commitment to and justifica­
tion for routing of interstate 
traffic through the notch.” 

State Highway Commissioner 
Robert l^ itak e r disagreed. 
“ Whatever is done there 
doesn’t have any bearing on 
Franconia Notch at all,” he 
said. A pending 18-month, $1.6 
million environmental impact 
statement on the notch will con­
sider five alternate routes out­
side the notch, he said.

Sarasin Opposes 
Gutting Debate 
In Impeachment

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A 
Connecticut congressman says 
he is against suggestions that 
President Nixon call for speedy 
impeachment as a tactic to take 
p re s s u re  off of H ouse 
Republicans and defuse the im­
peachment momentum.

“If the President asked the 
House to sum m arily vote 
against impeachment without 
even considering the merits of 
the case, we would be out­
raged,” GOP Rep. Ronald A. 
Sarasin, said Wednesday. “We 
should treat this suggestion the 
same way.

“Such a dereliction of our 
responsibility to consider all 
the evidence and to judge a case 
solely on its merits would dis­
honor the House of Represen­
tatives and only contribute to 
the lessened confidence in 
government which we are 
trying to combat,” he said.

Sarasin said congressmen 
should approach the impeach­
ment question “with fairness, 
objectivity and due concern for 
constitutional and legal stan­
dards.

“We must vote on the basis of 
the weight of evidence and in­
dividual conscience and we 
must be prepared to live with 
the consequences of our 
decisions for the rest of our 
lives,” he said to a group of his 
colleagues.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

Correspondence schools have 
swollen to a $1.7 billion-a- 
year industry . Some a re  
v aluab le  and im portan t. 
Others are outright frauds.

Every year more than 2.1 
million students sign up for 
home study courses, some 
paying up to $2,000 or $3,000 
for the experience. After­
wards some find out the job 
the course was supposed to 
p rep a re  them  for e ith e r 
doesn 't exist or requ ires 
qualifications not met by 
their new training.

T h e  F e d e r a l  T r a d e  
Commission is considering a 
new set of trade rules, which 
would have the force of law, 
to crack down on vocational 
schools. Until those are put 
forth, that agency suggests 
anyone considering a corres­
pondence school course do 
the following:

flCheck the telephone book 
for the names of companies 
you think might hire you with 
the kind of tra in in g  the 
course is supposed to give 
you.

IlCheck the personnel of­
fices of those firm s, by 
telephone, in writing or in 
person, and ask them if they 
would hire graduates of the 
course; if they actually have 
hired some recently, and how 
many; if they were hired 
because they took the course; 
and  w h e th e r they  w ere  
offered more money because 
they had com pleted the 
course.

* If you're still in doubt ask 
th e  sa m e  q u e s tio n s  of 
employment agencies, labor 
unions and so on. If there are 
complaints on record against 
an individual school, your 
local Better Business Bureau 
might have them.

The biggest single prob­
lem. obviously, is advertising 
which promises, or hints at, 
job availability. Even if a 
school doesn’t promise to 
land a job for the student, it 
can still engage in questiona- 

, ble advertising tactics by 
saying that such and such an 
industry (computers for ins­
tance) can't find enough peo­
ple to hire.

FTC officials also warn 
that promised salary levels 
a re  som etim es m isrepre- 
.sented and that salespersons 
frequently m asquerade as 
tra in ed  vocational coun­
selors, when in reality they 
are peddlers.

The fact that a school bills 
itself as “accredited” is also 
no guarantee. The accredita­
tion can be from a phony 
organization.

BOSTON (UPI) -  Jim Doty, 

37, leaves here today for Great 
Britain to swim the English 
Channel. Doty has cancer.

It was in 1970 that James J. 
Doty, insurance broker and 
father of three, underwent sur­
gery and radiation treatments 
for three kinds of cancer.

“When I learned that I had

cancer, I knew I had several op­
tions, but in the final analysis, 
for me, there was only one,’’ 
said Doty, a resident of subur­
ban Dedham.

“Some people say when they 
hear about all the radiation and 
the tests and the pain, ‘what’s 
the use. I’m going to die 
anyway,’ and they let it happen.

“What it boils down to is each 
person drawing his own line 
about how much pain he is 
willing to invest to stay on this 
earth.

“What went through my mind 
when I was told? F irst, I 
wanted to know whether I was 
going to live or die. Then, if I 
were going to live, I wanted to

know how much I was going to 
lose. In my case, I was lucky. It 
was just the lymph nodes and 
the testicle. I wanted to know 
how bad the pain would be, 
whether I would be able to have 
sex again, to eat and drink.”

Doty was told he could lead a 
normal life.

A descendant of a Mayflower

adventurer, Doty graduated 
from Harvard University and 
received a Master’s degree at 
Boston University.

At Harvard, he broke the un­
iversity’s weightlifting record 
(265 pounds) his freshman year. 
That same year he ran a 
respectable 78th in the 26-mile 
Boston Marathon. And one 
summer he bicycled from

Glasgow to London through 
Wales and Amsterdam to Paris.

After joining an insurance 
firm, he began swimming to 
lose weight. At first he swam 
short distances, then from six 
to 20 miles.

Even after stricken with 
cancer, he completed several 
swims up to 12 hours. The

channel takes about 15 hours, 
and Doty plans to grease up at 
Calais sometime within three 
weeks.

Doty, president-elect of a 
branch of the American Cancer 
Society, says he now wants to 
help others hit by cancer. “I 
want them to know that they 
don't have to curl up and die.”

The Town of Manchester has 
been very fortunate to be the 
first community in the area to 
have' outdoor handball court , 
fac ilities available to the 
general public.

The opportunity, to have these 
courts was made possible 
through the generosity of Allied 
Building Systems, Inc., 260 
Tolland Turnpike, the local, 
precast concrete firm that 
donated 16 prestressed concrete 
panels needed to construct the 
walls of the courts.

The handball court project 
was begun several years ago by 
the then Director, of Public 
W orks W illia m  O ’N e il l .  
Following some preliminary es­
timates of the cost to construct 
the courts, Robert P. Weiss, 
general m anager, contacted 
Allied Building Systems to see 
if they would be interested in 
donating some of the material 
necessary. Allied indicated that 
th e y  w o u ld  d o n a te  th e  
necessary prestressed concrete 
panels if  the town would 
arrange for the construction of 
footings and the floor slab.

An additional, favorable con­
dition that led to the completion 
of the courts was the develop­

ment of a two-man concrete 
construction crew hired by the 
town with Emergency Employ­
ment Act funding. This drew in­
stalled the footings necessary 
to carry the prestressed con­
crete walls and later poured 
and finished the floors.

In the fall of 1973, Allied cast 
the 16 panels necessary to form 
the new 20-foot by 40-foot, 
three-wall handball courts. 
Each panel is 10-feet by 20-feet 
and weighs approximately 18,- 
000 pounds. The exterior of the 
side walls were cast with the 
aggregate exposed and were 
ribbed to provide an architec­
tural effect. The back walls are 
smooth on both sides to allow 
for the possible future construc­
tion of an additional two courts. 
The footings for these future 
courts have been constructed 
and could provide for the ad­
ditional two, three-wall courts 
or two one-wall courts. Each of 
the 16 panels are structural 
members and they allow for the 
construction of a roof in the 
future to provide indoor courts 
if the need arises. Future plans 
also include the lighting of the 
ex is tin g  co u rts , u tiliz ing  
available underground wiring 
at the nearby tennis courts.

Wednesday it ranked among the 
top utilities in the nation in the 
percen tage of e lec tric ity  
produced from nuclear power 
for the first half of 1974.

The firm, which is the parent 
to five u tilitie s  servicing 
Connecticut and W estern 
Massachussetts, said 37 per 
cent of the e lec tric ity  it 
produced in the period came 
from nuclear power plants.

About 60 per cent of the 
eletricity from nuclear sources 
was produced at NU's Millstone 
1 power station in Waterford 
and the Connecticut Yankee 
Nuclear Power Station in Had- 
dam, of which NU owns 44 per 
cent, the company said.

Oil fired units accounted for 
49 per cent of the electricity 
generated, with other sources 
accounting for the remainder, 
the company said.

Production at the nuclear un­
its, according to Northeast, 
resulted in a savings of ap­
proximately 6.5 million barrels 
of residual oil.

During the six-month period. 
Millstone 1 was in operation 96 
per cent of the time, producing 
75 per cent of its maximum 
capable output, the company 
said, while the Haddam unit 
operated 83 per cent of the time 
at about 3 per cent of its 
maximum capable output.

Northeast has begun con­
struction on two other nuclear 
units at the Waterford site and 
has asked for permission to 
build a larger unit in Montague, 
Mass., which together with the 
existing ones is expected to 
produce 63 per cent of all the 
electricity used by its con­
sumers. Northeast said its com­
m itm ent to nuclear power 
plants will contribute to energy 
self-sufficiency in the U.S., and 
end excessive dependence on 
high cost and uncertain supplies 
of foreign oil.

Dean Sentenced to Prison
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  John W. Dean 

III, President Nixon’s chief accpserun the 
Watergate scandals, was sentenced today 
to one to four years in prison for con- 
spriacy in the cover-up.

U.S. D istrict Judge John J. Sirica 
rejected requests by lawyers for both 
Dean and special prosecutor Leon 
Jaworski to delay the sentencing.

Sirica released Dean on personal bond 
and ordered that he not begin his term un­
til Sept. 3 because his wife’s mother is 
seriously ill in California and he is helping 
to care for her.

“ I adm ire him for th a t,” S irica 
observed as he imposed sentence. He 
could have sentenced Dean to five years in 
prison and fined him 810,000 for his guilty 
plea to a single count of conspiracy in the 
Watergate cover-up.

Contrite
Dean, dressed in a brown suit, was com­

posed but contrite as he stood alone before 
Sirica, where he had stood last Oct. 19 to 
plead guilty.

“As I stand here at the mercy of the 
court, the only thing I ask for is your com­
passion and understanding,” Dean said. “I 
hav done wrong, and I realize the wrong 
that I have done.

"I was involved in a corruption of 
government and abuse of high office. To 
say I am sorry is not enough. I have done

everything I can in the last 18 months to 
right the wrong. Whatever the court 
judges me, I will continue the same 
course.”

Dean began telling prosecutors of his 
role in the cover-up early last year and has 
suggested in various testimony that Nixon 
was aware of the high level involvement in 
the scheme as early as September, 1972, 
th ree months a f te r  the break-in a t 
Democratic national headquarters at 
Watergate.

Serious Charges
Dean has made the most serious 

charges about alleged presidential in­
volvement in the cover-up through 
testimony before the Senate Watergate 
committee last summer.

Thomas N. Shaffer, Dean’s lawyer, 
argued unsuccessflly that Sirica should 
delay the sentencing until he has reviewed 
secret White House tapes that Nixon is in 
the process of surrendering to the court. 

Jaw orski also contended sentencing 
should be delayed at least until a jury is 
selected and sequestered in the Watergate 
cover-up trial scheduled to begin Sept. 9.

Shaffer urged Sirica to show leniency — 
sayng that he will learn when he hears a 
Feb. 27, 1973 tape that Dean "explained 
the negative aspects of the cover-up to the 
President" on that date.

Nixon contends he knew nothing about it

until nearly a month later, when Dean 
came to him on March 21 to warn there 
was “a cancer growing on the presiden­
cy."

“Mr. Dean is the one who broke the case 
for the governm ent,”  Shaffer said. 
“Everything else has supplemented him. 
Every time he testified, he told the truth. 
That is becoming more and more clear.”

Important Factor
He said the "single most important fac­

tor” in Dean’s case is that he “attempted 
to end the cover-up before there was any 
publicity.”

Dean is the second high former Nixon 
aide to be sentenced this week. John D. 
Ehrlichman, former domestic adviser to 
the President, was given a term of 20 
months to five years in prison on Monday 
for conviction in the Ellsberg break-in 
case. Ehrlichman is among the former 
high Nixon aides charged in next month’ 
cover-up trial.

Judge Sirica Given 
More Nixon Tapes

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  President 
Nixon’s lawyers surrendered 13 more of 
his Watergate tapes today for U.S. 
District Judge John J. Sirica to decide 
which may be relevant as evidence at next 
month’s cover-up trial.

The lawyers, who earlier this week gave 
Sirica 20 tape recordings, promised that 
the rest of the tapes covering 64 conver­
sations the Supreme Court ordered turned 
over to Sirica would be delivered by the 
end of next week.

Privilege Claims
At a brief hearing in Sirica’s court. 

White House lawyers also promised that 
they would file within a week any claims

of executive privilege for portions of the 
tapes Nixon feels should be kept from 
special prosecutor Leon Jaworski.

Nixon already has made 23 such claims, 
totaling some 48 minutes, for the first 
batch of 20 tapes delivered to Sirica 
earlier this week.

Sirica must rule on all the presidential 
assertions of privilege.

Today’s delivery Included five conver­
sations Nixon had with key aides Charles 
W. Colson and H.R. Haldeman In the week 
following the June 19,- 1972 Watergate 
break-in and eight meetings or telephone 
conversations with Colson, Haldeman and 
John D. Ehrlichman in the spring of 1973 
as the Watergate cover-up began un­
raveline.

Presidential lawyer Richard Hauser gave 
Sirica both the original reels of tapes and 
copies of each conversation.

He said a detailed index and analysis of 
each conversation — presumably any claims 
of Executive privilege—was being prepared 
right now.

”i ’d like to have that the early part of 
next week,” Sirica said. "Yes, sir,” 
Hauser said.

The President, while saying he was 
"disappointed” at a Supreme Court ruling 
that he must surrender the tapes, pledged 
to comply and has been spending most of 
the week listening to the subpoenaed 
tapes.

He kept today’s schedule open so he 
could listen to more of them.

Impeachment Debate 
Will Start: Aug. 19

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  President 
Nixon’s impeachment — now considered 
likely by friend and foe alike — will be 
debated in the House starting Aug. 19, will 
be carried on radio and television and will 
come to a vote between Aug. 26 and Aug. 
31, according to House leaders.

T he Senate trial, where Nixon will 
either be acquitted or convicted and 
removed from office, could start by late 
September.

Members Polled
A poll of House members by United 

Press International showed that those 
willing to declare their position favored 
Nixon’s impeachment by a margin of 
nearly 4-1. Although more than half of the 
435 members said they were undecided or 
declined to reveal their position, the poll 
showed considerable erosion in Nixon’s 
strength since UPI polled the House in 
January.

A total of 164 members were committed 
to or leaned toward a vote to impeach. Op­
ponents or those who leaned against im­
peachment numbered 42 and there were 
190 undecided and 39 unwilling to com­
ment.

If all 435 House members vote, it would 
take a majority of 218 to impeach the 
President.

Rhodes Decison Monday
Rep. John Rhodes of Arizona, the 

elected leader of House Republicans, 
called a news conference for Monday, 
when he will announce his position on im: 
peachment.

Rhodes has been conducting a series of 
ta lk s  w ith  th e  186 o th e r  H ouse 
Republicans, and one who attended one of 
the meetings said privately he felt Rhodes 
would favor impeachment.

Another Republican, Rep. Charles W. 
Whalen Jr. of Ohio, said such decision by 
Rhodes would have “a profound effect on 
all the members — liberals, conser­
vatives, whatever.” Rhodes is a conser­
vative and is close to Vice President 
Gerald R. Ford, his predecessor.

In other developments:
Reviewing Tapes

• White House aides said Nixon has 
been listening during portions of the past

four days to Watergate tapes which he is 
in the process of surrendering under 
Supreme Court orders, and planned to con­
tinue listening today. Thursday he 
canceled for the day a meeting scheduled 
with his economic advisers on inflation.

• Deputy presidential spokesman 
Gerald L. Warren said on the subject of 
impeachment:

“We are totally confident in the con­
stitutional process and that-the facts will 
not substantiate the charges...The result of 
this process will be vindication of the 
President.”

• Vice President Gerald L. Ford met 
Thursday with the President’s chief of 
staff, Alexander M. Haig, and they 
"discussed the impeachment process and 
strategy,” according to a spokesman for 
Ford.

• Associated Milk Producers Inc., the 
country’s largest milk cooperative 
pleaded guilty to illegal corporate cam­
paign contributions and was fined $35,000.

Subject to Approval
The decision to start House debate Aug. 

19 and to permit radio and television to 
carry it is subject to approval by the 
House Rules Committee and the House 
itself. It grew out of an informal meeting 
among the Rules Committee, House

Democratic and Republican leaders and 
leaders of the Judiciary Committee 
Thursday.

The leaders set aside 87 hours for the 
House debate and agreed the issue should 
be settled by Aug. 31.

They also tentatively and informally, 
decid^ to bar members from offering ad­
ditional proposed articles of impeachment 
from the floor. This would preclude an ef­
fort to revive two articles defeated earlier 
this week by the Judiciary Committee.

Tentative Rules
The tentative rules would permit 

motions to strike individual paragraphs 
from the impeachment articles. Article I, 
charging Nixon obstructed justice, has 
nine paragraphs of. specific accusations. 
Article II, charging Nixon abused his 
power, has five.

There was no action taken on a proposal 
by Judiciary Committee member Delbert 
Latta, R-Ohio, under which a member 
would be able to propose at the end that 
the impeachment articles be recommitted 
to the Judiciary Committee with instruc­
tions that it adopt a resolution censuring 
Nixon rather than impeaching him. 
Democrats opposed Latta's proposal and 
it stood little chance of adoption.

Unemployment Rate 
Up Slightly in July

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The nation’ un­
employment rate rose slightly in July to 
5.3 per cent of the labor force, the govern­
ment reported today.

The rate in June was 5.2 per cent and 
such small increases as te 0.1 per cent rise 
in July a re  generally regarded as 
sta tisca lly  insignificant. But some 
Democratic critics of the administration’s 
economic policy said the jobless rate 
might go as high as 7 per cent by next 
year.

The number of unemployed persons in

July was listed by the Labor Department 
at A9 million, little changed from June, 
while total employment was -6 .3  million. 
An increase in the number of women 
holding jobs was offset by a decline in 
teen-age employment.

Teen-age unemployment was 16.2 per 
cent, with a sharp increase registered 
among young blacks. In June, teen-age un­
employment had been 5.6 per cent, with a 
rate of 30.3 per cent for blacks. In July, 
35.3 per cent o f black teen-agers in the 
labor force were unemployed.

Town Republicans Nominate 
Gallagher, Irish, and Haslett

NEW HAVEN (UPI) -  A pending 
national telephone strike would involve 
10,500 independent union employes of the 
Southern New England Telephone Co. in 
Connecticut and 900 employes of other un­
ions in the state.

The 10,500 workers, who took part in the 
n a t io a l  m a il  r e f e r e n d u m  th a t  
overwhelmingly authorized a strike 
Thursday, are members of the Connec­
ticut Union of Telephone Workers.

Walkout Favored 
John Morgan, vice president of the un­

ion, said the SNET workers voted "by a 5- 
1 margin’’ to authorize a walkout.

The Connecticut union is headed by John 
W. Shaughnessy Jr., who is also president 
of the Alliance of Independent Telephone 
Unions, one of the th ree separate  
bargaining groups conducting talks in 
Washington.

The alliance represents about 41,600 
telephone workers in 18 independent un­
ions from Connecticut, New York, Illinois, 
Pennsylvania and Delaware.

The Communcation Workers of America 
represents 937 employes of Western Elec­
tric, the supply arm of the Bell System 
with a plant in Orange, and the AT&T 
Long Lines Division.

Management To Take Over 
Managerial personnel of both companies 

will try to fill in for striking employes, 
spokesmen said Thursday.

Frank Mekula, a SNET spokesman, said 
the company was hopeful that an agree­
ment could be rea ch ^  before the Sunday 
midnight strike deadline.

He said if a strike did occur, the com­
pany would be able to provide “basic 
phone service” as it did during a 1971 
strike.

“We expect there would be some delays 
on operator-handled calls and on calls for 
repair service, but hopefully we would be 
able to provide for continuity of service,” 
he said.

Both Sides 
Ready to Talk

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Labor and 
management spokesmen disagree over.ihe 
likelihood of a nationwide telephone strike 
Monday, but both sides were ready to 
resume hard bargaining today to avoid 
one.

‘Inevitable’
"As of this moment it would appear that 

strike action is inevitable, said Glenn E. 
Watts, head of the CWA, in announcing a 7 
to 1 strike authorization vote Thursday

But Chuck Dynes, a spokesman for the 
American Telegraph and Telephone Co. 
and its subsidiaries in the negotiations, 
said the management side had expected 
the vole to support for the strike but "this 
does not mean that a strike is inevitable or 
likely.

“Bargaining between the company and 
the union is continuing and we’re hopeful 
that agreement on national issues can be 
reached before the Sunday midnight 
deadline and that a work stoppage can be 
avoided,” Dynes said.

Hopes for Agreement
IBEW spokesman Robert W. McAlwee 

said the union negotiating teams “will
