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Milk Lawyer 
Admits Bribe 
Of Connally

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Jake 
Jacobsen, a former lawyer for the 
nation’s largest milk producers’ 
cooperative, pleaded guilty today to a 
charge that he gave former ’Treasury 
Secretary John B. Connally a $10,000 
bribe. In entering the plea, Jacobsen 
agreed to testify against Connally.

Both Jacobsen and Connally were In­
dicted by a federal grand jury July 29 on 
charges growing out of Connally’s role in a 
1971 decision by President Nixon to in­
crease federal price support for raw milk 
after the milk producers pledged $2 
million to Nixon’s re-election campaign.

Jacobsen, 54, of Austin, Tex.; pleaded 
guilty to one count of making a bribe. 
Chief U.S. District Court Judge George L. 
Hart Jr. then released him to the custody 
of his attorney.

Jacobsen faces a maximum penalty of 
two years in prison and a $10,000 fine.

In exchange for the guilty plea on the 
b r ib e ry  c h a rg e . D epu ty  S p ec ia l 
Prosecutor Henry Ruth dropped other 
charges against Jacobsen, including an in­
dictment filed in U.S. District Court in San 
Agelo, Tex.

Connally, a long-time Texas associate of 
Jacobsen, will be arraigned Friday. He is 
charged with a total of five counts of 
accepting bribes, conspiracy and lying to 
the grand jury. If convicted, Connally 
would face a maximum penalty of 19 years 
imprisonment and a $50,000 fine.

Jacobsen pleaded guilty to giving Con­
nally what H art called "an  illegal 
gratuity” of $10,000 in cash between May 
14, 1971, and Sept. 27,1971.

The payment was made, the indictment 
said, ‘for and because of official acts per­
formed by him to wit, his recommen­
dations in his official capacity concerning 
an increase in the federal milk price sup­
port level.”

Airport Blast 
Still Mystery

LOS ANGELES (UPI) -  The Los 
Angeles International Airport was blasted 
Tuesday by the most destructive bomb 
ever to hit a U.S. air terminal — hurling 
bodies, baggage, spears of glass and 
chunks of concrete through a passenger 
waiting area.

It was still a mystery today who planted 
the bomb, and why.

Two skycaps died, blown apart with 
such force that the first investigators on 
the scene thought there were four or five 
dead, and 36 others were injured, mostly 
passengers waiting to board flights for 
Hawaii and the Orient.

Seventeen were hospitalized, one in 
critical condition and two in serious condi­
tion.

Michael Strong of the police airport 
detail said he was about 100 yards away 
when "a tremendous blast shook the area 
and it was a scene of utter devastation. 
People were down on the floor crying for 
help. Bodies were blown all over the lob­
by.”

A U.N. spokesman said the clashes 
marked the heaviest fighting on the one­
time resort island since Greece, Turkey 
and Britain signed a cease-fire accord in 
Geneva last Tuesday.

The Turkish troops advanced under the 
cover of artillery and mortar barrages, 
overrunning the abandoned towns of 
Karavas, Lapithos and Vasilia, west of the 
key northern port of Kyrenia.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Senate 
Republican Leader Hugh Scott said 
today President Nixon could no longer 
be presumed innocent in a Senate trial 
and the only question to be decided in 
such an event would be Nixon’s 
“degree of accountability.”

In his first direct statement since Nixon 
disclosed Monday that he had sought to 
lim it the FBI investigation of the 
Watergate burglary, Scott noted that he 
had said often in the past that Nixon was 
entitled to be presumed innocent in any 
Senate trial.

“His own statement has removed the 
presumption,” Scott said. “But he has left 
us with the question of the degree of ac­
countability.”

Lowell P. Weicker, R-Conn., an out­
spoken critic of President Nixon and a 
member of the Watergate committee, had 
no comment on the latest development 
Monday.

Sen. Abraham A. Ribicoff, D-Conn., 
urged Nixon to resign “ in the best interest 
of the nation.”

Ribicoff categorized the latest bath of 
materials as “ the President’s own admis­
sion of a coverup.”

“ It is overwhelmingly clear that the 
president has lost the confidence of the 
American people and the Congress. He has 
lost the ability to lead this nation,” he 
said.

Rep. Ronald A. Sarasin, R-Conn., was 
uncommittal on the revelations.

But Rep. Stewart B. McKinney, R- 
Conn., said he opposes resignation in favor 
of impeachment to settle once and for all 
Nixon’s guilt.

Two other Democratic members of the 
delegations. Reps. William R. Cotter, D- 
Conn., and Robert N. Giaimo, D-Conn., 
called for Nixon’s resignation or impeach­
ment.

Scott’s comments were the latest in­
dication of the crumbling of Nixon support 
among his strongest defenders. A number 
of leading Republicans in the Senate have 
asked that he resign.

Tower could 
not be reached for comment.

• President Nixon met with his 
cabinet. Treasury Secretary 
William E. Simon said afterward:

D eputy P ress  
Secretary Gerald.L. Warren told 
reporters Nixon considered the 
option of resignation over the 
weekend and rejected it.

• House leaders of both parties 
decided to limit the House im­
peachment debate to one week in­
stead of two — beginning Aug. 19.

• President Nixon’s lawyers 
said in court that a subpoenaed 
June 20, 1972, conversation  
between Nixon and his then aide, 
Charles W. Colson, was apparent­
ly never recorded and that no tape 
could be supplied.

Italians Emerging 
As Political Giants

By MARK MILLER
HARTFORD (UPI) — After years 

of making up more than a third of the 
population of Connecticut, Italians are 
finally seeing their own emerge as a 
force in the two political parties.

Rep. Ella T. Grasso, D-Conn., who easi­
ly won the Democratic nomination for 
governor, would not only be the first 
woman, but also the first person of Italian 
descent elected governor.

A ttorney Vincent A. Laudone of 
Norwich has been agreed upon as a com­
promise candidate to succeed J. Brian 
Gaffney as Republican state chairman, 
the first Italian-American to assume a 
party state chairmanship jn state history.

The two Democratic town chairmen 
maneuvering to succeed Democratic 
Chairman John M. Bailey are both from 
Italian parents — Nicholas A. Carbone in 
Hartford and Arthur T. Barbieri in New 
Haven. Both were invaluable in Mrs. 
Grasso’s bid for the gubernatorial nomina­
tion.

’The current state manual li^ts only 17 
Italian-Americans as Democratic town 
chairmen and 13 as Republican town 
chairmen in 139 cities and towns.

The manual lists 16 Italian-surnamed 
persons on the Republican State Com­
mittee, and 14 on the Democratic State 
Committee.

The first Italian descendant elected 
lieutenant governor, in 1960, was Samuel 
J. Tedesco of Bridgeport, now a Superior 
Court judge. Tedesco provided “ethnic 
balance” to a ticket headed by Gov. John 
N. Dempsey, of Irish descent.

Another son of Italian immigrants, At-

tilio R. Frassinelli of Stafford, was elected 
lieutenant governor with Dempsey in 1966.

This year, state Comptroller Nathan G. 
Agostinelli is running for lieutenant gover­
nor on a Republican ticket headed by Rep. 
Robert H. Steele, R-Conn.

This might have been the year both par­
ties nominated Italians to run for gover­
nor. Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas A. 
Panuzio had the backing of many 
Republican leaders, wh6 liked his elec- 
tability in a Democratic city and wanted 
to counter Mrs. Grasso’s appeal to Italian 
voters.

Italians in Connecticut tended to 
register as Republicans rather than 
Democrats for two reasons. The Irish 
were firmly in control of the Democratic 
Party when Italians first came to Connec­
ticut in large numbers.

Some Democrats say the large number 
of Italian Republicans stems from their 
registration by the staunch Republicans 
who owned the mills in which the newly 
arrived Italian immigrants went to work.

Controller Compares 
Tax Rates and Budgets

A comparison of General Fund tax rates 
and budgets for the fiscal years 1968-69 
through 1974-75 has been released by 
Manchester’s controller.

It shows the tax rate went up 7.3 mills or 
17.4 per cent in that period— from 42 mills 
in 1968-69 to 49.3 mills in the current fiscal 
year.

’The budget, which reflects revenue 
from all sources (taxes, state and federal 
grants, revenue-sharing, etc.), went up 
$7,792,232 or 63.8 per cent in the same 6- 
year span — from $12,210,263 in 1968-69 to 
$20,002,495 in 1974-75.

’liie school budget accounted for $5,030,- 
152 or 63.2 per cent of the increase and 
combined municipal services for $2,752,- 
080 or 36.8 per cent.

’The tax rate increased in four of the six 
years, held steady in 1972-73, and was cut 2 
mills in 1973-74. In l%9-70 it rose 2.9 mills, 
in 1970-71 it rose 1.95 mills, in 1971-72 it 
rose 1.81 mills and in the current fiscal 
year it rose 2.64 mills.

The school budget was $7,030,152 in 1968- 
69. It is $12,100,000 for 1974-75. The budget 
for combined municipal services was $5,- 
180,110 in 1968-69. It is $7,030,152 in 1974-75.

In 1968-69 the appropriation for schools 
accounted for 57.5 per cent of the entire 
General Fund budget and combined 
municipal services accounted for 42.5 per 
cent.

In 1974-75 the school appropriation ac­
counts for 60.5 per cent and combined 
municipal services for 39.5 per cent.

"H e  should re s ig n  im ­
mediately,” the Times said. 
“There is no question that he 
will be impeached. His ad­
missions on Monday assure his 
conviction in the Senate. To 
resign is to achieve the purpose 
of impeachment while sparing 
the nation more weeks of his in­
evitably uncertain leadership.” 

The Pittsburgh Post-Gazette, 
Omaha World-Herald and the 
Dallas Times Herald also said 
the President should step down.

The Post-Gazette said: “The 
President should step aside and 
le t  V ice P re s id e n t F ord  
attempt to reunite the nation 
and get it moving in construc­
tive directions.”

"A ll of the P re s id e n t’s 
maneuvering could not salvage 
anything from the wreckage of 
the Watergate adventure,” the 
Wofld-Herald said. “At this 
late date he could salvage 
something for his country—an 
end to a disruptive, disquieting 
and divisive period of history— 
and for himself — the redemp­

tion of bowing gracefully before 
necessity — by resign!^.”

The Times Herald said: “The 
public trust is gone. He should 
remove himseU and let Vice 
President Ford begin to bind 
the nation's wounds.”

However. The New York 
Times, said it saw "con­
s i d e r a b l e  m e r i t  in  th e  
President’s attitude ... that he 
intends to 'allow the Constitu­
tion to be the overriding fac­
tor.'” .

“To accept this statement as 
a guilty plea and suggest that 
resignation would now close the 
book on Watergate would leave 
too many loose ends, too many 
questions unresolved,”  the 
Times said. “ It would do 
nothing to inhibit subsequent 
fostering of the myth of a Presi­
dent nounded out of office by his 
political enemies. Doubts could 
be created whether the Presi­
dent would actually have been 
convicted in an impeachment 
trial, whether his departure 
from office was really justified 
by the facts.”

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Ruling Allows Clubs 
To Exclude Blacks

HARTFORD (UPI) -  A pan­
el of three federal judges has 
ruled p r iva te  clubs may 
e x c l u d e  b l a c k s  f ro m  
membership as long as the 
clubs are not profit-oriented.

"Those who believe that 
racial exclusion fosters frater­
nity are free to act out their 
belief,  but they may not 
promote prejudice for profit,” 
said U.S. District Court Judge 
M. Joseph Blumenfeld, who 
wrote the opinion.

Blumenfeld also said if such 
“private clubs” continue to dis­
criminate on the basis of race, 
they stand to lose government

subsidies such as exemptions 
from some taxes.

The ruling was in the case of 
Louis Cornelius Jr. of Groton, 
who filed an 111 million suit 
against the local Elks lodge in 
1971 for refusing to consider his 
m e m b e r s h p  a p p l i c a t i o n  
because he was black.

Cornelius also sued the local 
Moose c h a p t e r .  Both 
organizations at the time had 
"whites only” clauses in their 
charter,  which were later 
dropped. The court dismissed 
the Moose suit because he had 
not applied for membership.

On A Tightrope

Gerald Ford is the first person in 
American history to become vice 
president other than a s the result of a 
national election.

If President Nixon is impeached 
and convicted or resigns. Ford will be 
the first vice president to succeed to 
the presidency in midterm other than 
through the death of his predecessor.

Paradoxically, as Am erica’s first 
unelected President, Gerald Ford 
could be one of the most popular, most 
liked and most trusted men to sit in 
the White House.

Right now, however, he’s a man on 
a tightrope. Not that he hasn’t been 
walking it since last December when, 
in the midst of the Watergate crisis 
and in the aftermath of the Agnew 
resignation, he was sworn in as "the 
first instant vice president’ ’ (his 
words) and the “ Mr. Clean”  of a dis­
integrating Nixon administration.

But not since the divisive White 
House-ghosted speech he made ju st a 
month later at the American Farm  
Bureau convention in Atlantic City 
h as J e r r y  F ord  leaned  over so 
recklessly on that tightrope a s  he did 
the other day when he criticized the 
House Judiciary Committee for not 
being more precise in its impeach­
ment charges against the President.

“ A committee that has spent $1.5 
million and had 50 lawyers ought to be 
ab le  to s i t  down and d raw  up 
something specific,”  he said.

It was a cheap shot, unworthy of the 
man who may, before the snow flies 
again, be called upon to attem pt to 
bind up the very deep wounds 
American will be suffering if the 
House and the Senate in turn second 
the com mittee’s charges.

It was also m ore than a little 
boomerangish, coming from the man 
who, as, leader of a drive to impeach 
Supreme Court Justice William 0 . 
Douglas in 1970, defined an im ­

peachable offense a s  “ whatever a 
m ajority of the House of Represen­
tatives considers it to be at a given 
moment in history.”

Jerry  Ford is, of c o u ^ ,  a partisan 
politician, and has been for most of 
his life and there is absolutely nothing 
wrong with that. He is a  party 
loyalist, and a loyal member of the 
Nixon team , what there is left of it, 
and there is nothing wrong with that, 
either.

If Mr. Ford truly believes in the 
President’s innocence and thinks that 
something he says might convince his 
former colleagues on Capitol Hill, 
then it is not only his right but his duty:- 
to speak out.

But he also has to remember that he 
is not your usual vice president. He 
was approved by a Congress that had 

— every expectation that it might really 
be choosing the nation’s  next presi­
dent. He has to look ahead, to where 
that tightrope is leading. And where it 
is leading is more likely to be the in­
auguration of President Gerald Ford 
than the exoneration of President 
Richard Nixon.

To the vice president’s  credit, he 
did counter one of the more out- , 
rageous recent statem ents to come 
from the White House, presidential 
press secretary Ronald Ziegler’s  claim 
that the Judiciary Committee was a 
“ kangaroo court.”

“ I think they’ve worked very hard 
to do a responsible job ,”  said Ford.

It will be imperative in the coming 
weeks for Gerald Ford to keep his 
sights raised to his larger loyalty, 
which is to the nation, and to his more 
important duty, which is to make sure 
he does not lose his balance on that 
tightrope and fall into credibility 
chasm  below, becoming yet one more 
casualty in a tragedy he could have 
done so much to help his fellow 
Americans recover from.

The Slippery Slope

NEW YORK CITY -  It will 
be downhill all the way now for 
Richard Nixon on the slippery 
slope of his declining fortunes. 
Impeachment by a House 
majority seems inevitable even 
before the debate starts, and 
the debate is bound to seal it. 
The one-third of the Senate vote 
which he needs as his last 
defense has all but slipped out 
of his grasp, and by the time the 
Senate trial starts it wili have 
been reduced to a pathetic 
Gideon’s band of loyalists. Nor 
is there any chance that at the 
last moment a group of 
"recusants" from the enemy 
camp will cross the battle lines 
to save him as they saved 
President Andrew Johnson.

There were two recent trial 
balloons intended to save him, 
but neither has worked. The 
idea of conceding a House im­
peachment by a formal un­
animous vote in order to avoid 
the damning effects of a House 
debate was meant to get a quick 
Senate vote before any further 
erosion set in for the dwindling 
Nixon forces. It was too 
transparent politically and 
doubtful constitutionally.

The second plan, broached in 
despair, was to propose an

amendment to the House ar­
ticles which would substitute 
“ censure” for “ impeachment.” 
Had the censure idea been 
seriousiy pushed a year earlier 
before the evidence began to 
gather avalanche weight, it 
m ight co n ce iv ab ly  have 
worked. Today it is too slight 
and too late.

The more serious question 
beyond these tactical ones is 
whether President Nixon will 
decide to fight it out to the end 
or re sign , now that the 
handwriting on the wall grows 
too clamant to be ignored.

Rationally he can cut some of 
his losses by resigning. He may 
salvage his pension payments, 
and — even assuming there will 
be no plea bargaining as there 
was in Agnew’s case — he may 
have a better chance to escape 
later criminal charges than if 
he fights it out.

By this reckoning the sensible 
thing would be for him to count 
the inevitable Senate vote now, 
re sc u e  the C o n g re ss  
Republicans from their election 
nightmare and spare, the nation 
the e x p e n se , tim e  and 
bitterness of the Senate trial.

My hunch is that Mr. Nixon 
will play it that way. But it isn’t

a strongly held hunch, because 
the more irrational elements of 
Mr. Nixon’s personality speak 
against it.

Like many people, the Presi­
dent is a denier, who shuts out 
reality by denying it is there.

Like many people the Presi­
dent is also a splitter, putting 
his broad national purposes and 
his sense of history in one com­
partment of his mind and his 
rough and devious means in

another — and never the twain 
shall meet. This may give him 
the conviction that he is no 
guiltier than other Presidents 
have been and make him feel 
like a fighting martyr to the end. 
Many have wondered how 
President Nixon has managed 
to survive a drawn-out pitiless 
ordeal which might have 
crumbled a frailer self-image 
and a lesser will.

But all remaining hope wili 
surely have ebbed away. It 
would be better all around, for 
the nation and for the Presi­
dent, if he were to go to the peo­
ple— on radio and TV — and say 
that to staunch the blood and 
bind up the wounds he will 
resign.

FOURTH 
CRISIS: 
Mobbed 
In Caracas 
May, 1958

Vice President Nixon and 
his wife, Pat, left in late 
April, 1958, for an 18-day tour 
01 eight Latin  A m erican 
countries.

The first crisis of the tour 
developed in Peru when Nix­
on learned that hostile dem­
onstrators were planning to 
disrupt his appearance at 
San Marcos University in 
Lima. Despite the warning, 
Nixon decided to visit San 
Marcos on a last-minute im­
pulse.

As his car approached the 
campus gates, it was met by 
about 2,000 students shouting 
“Nixon go home.” Nixon got 
out of the car and advanced 
toward the crowd, inviting 
the hostile mob to discuss its 
grievances with him. Just as 
the crowd seemed to quiet, 
several in the rear began 
throwing eggs, oranges and 
bottles.

Nixon retreated to his car, 
yelling  at the crow d in 
Spanish: “You are cowards. 
You are afraid of the truth!” 

Nixon proceeded on the 
tour, thinking that the trouble 
had peaked in Lima. He was 
w rong. When h is p lan e  
touched down at the Caracas 
airport, he saw. hundreds of 
angry Venezuelans ringing 
the a irport. The o ffic ia l 
greeting speeches had to be 
cancelled. Nixon, his wife 
and the rest of the party were 
hustled into waiting cars, and 
the motorcade_set out for the 
center of Caracas.

Inside the city limits, the 
motorcade was stalled by a_ 
barricade of trucks and buses 
ac ro ss  the road. As the 
motorcade halted, a crowd of 
200 people converged on the 
cars throwing rocks, shouting 
obscenities and spitting on 
the car windows.

The c a ra v a n  ran into 
several such ambushes while 
frenzied demonstrators tried 
to smash the shatter-proof 
car windows with rocks and 
lead pipes.

N i x o n  c u t  s h o r t  h i s  
Venezuela visit the next day 
and returned, via Puerto 
Rico, to Washington, where 
he r e c e i v e d  a h e r o ’ s 
welcome, with President E i­
senhower leading the airport 
reception.

Later, Nixon wrote that the

paused in a model kitchen 
and, before a battery of 
videotape cameras, launched 
into a harsh debate on the 
merits of capitalism versus 
communism which shocked 
reporters.

Nixon reca lled  in “ S ix  
Crises” that the climax of the 
d e b a t e  o c c u r r e d  when 
Khrushchev jam m ed  his 
thumb into Nixon’s chest and 
accused the American mili­
tary leaders of wanting to 
destroy the Soviet Union.

“ I knew that now was the 
time to strike back,” Nixon 
wrote. “Otherwise I would 
leave the impression . . .  that 
I, the second highest official 
of the United States, and the 
government I represented 
w e r e  d e a l i n g  w i t h  
Khrushchev from a position 
of weakness . . .  I had to be 
f i r m  w i t h o u t  b e i n g  
belligerent, a most difficult 
posture to preserve.”

Nixon told the premier that 
neither country should ever 
force relations to a point of 
showdown, that if a Soviet- 
American nuclear war were 
ever to break out, “we would 
both be losers.”

Nixon later recalled the 
moment not only as “one of 
the major personal crises of 
my life out . . .  as a case study 
of the crisis of world com­
munism. In the person of 
Nikita Khrushchev, ‘commu­
nist Man’ at his best, I had 
seen communism in action.”

Richard Nixon’s sixth crisis 
— the intensely fought presi­
dential campaign of 1960 -  
w as m ore than a sin gle  
challenge confronted and 
conquered. It was a series of 
decisions and crises. Yet, in 
Nixon’s view, it was only a 
handful of events and deci­
sions that caused his defeat.

The Kennedy-Nixon cam ­
paign introduced televised 
d eb ates into p resid en tia l 
campaigns.

While most commentators 
felt Nixon held his own over 
the four debates, it was the 
first one — with an audience 
of 80 million viewers — that 
seemed the turning point. On 
cam era , Nixon ap p eared

He also wrote that he had 
seen the true face of com­
m unism , concluding that

Two years after his defeat 
by John F. Kennedy, Richard 
Nixon set out to wrest the 
governorship of California 
from Democratic incumbent 
Edmund (Pat) Brown.

After a particularly bitter 
cam paign. Brown won by 
about 300,000 votes.

For some hours after the 
re s u l t s  were  in, Nixon 
closeted himself in a hotel 
suite away from the waiting 
p re ss .  F in a l ly  he c a m e  
downstairs and delivered 
what he called his “ last press 
conference,” including a vin­
dictive diatribe that startled 
reporters.

"Now all the members of 
the press are so delighted 
that I have lost,” he said, “ . . .  
as I leave the press, all I can 
say is this: for 16 years, ever 
since the Hiss case, you’ve 
had a lot of -  a lot of fun -  
you’ve had an opportunity to 
attack me and I think I’ve 
given as good as I’ve taken 
. . .  And I can only say thank 
God for television and radio 
for keeping the newspapers a 
little more honest . . .  Just 
think how much you’re going 
to be missing . . .  You wonT 
have Nixon to kick around 
any m ore. . .  (The press has) a 
right and a responsibility if 
they’re against a candidate, 
to give him the shaft, but also 
recognize that if they give 
him the shaft, put one lonely 
reporter on the cam paign 
who will report what the can­
didate says now and then.”

Open Forum
Check Facts

Nixon s t ro l l ed  together  he was hurt both personally 
through an American exhibit and politically by Eisenhow- 
in Moscow. At one point, they er’s minimal support for his

campaign. At one point, when 
reporters asked Eisenhower 
what major policy ideas Nix­

on had contributed to his ad­
ministration, he replied; “ If 
you give me a week I might 
think of one,” a remark Nixon 
later excused as a clumsy at­
tempt at sarcasm.

Following his loss in 1960, 
Nixon wrote: “ I have never 
had much sympathy for the
point of view (which says) ‘it 
isn’t whether you win or lose 
that counts, but how you play 
the game.’

“How you play the game 
does count. But one must put 
top consideration on the will, 
the desire and the determina­
tion to win. Chief Newman, 
my football coach in college 
. . .  who w as a talen ted  
molder of character, used to 
say: ‘You must never be 
satisfied  with losing. You 
must get angry, terribly an­
gry, about losing.. . ’ ”

Thirteen years later, when 
the public felt swamped by 
the pervasive immorality of 
the Watergate affair, it was 
this exclusive preoccupation 
with winning on the part of 
Nixon campaign aides which 
was cited by many commen­
tators as being responsible 
for the sorry state of Ameri­
can politics.

It has been suggested that if we gave less space to acts of 
vandalism and other crime, in essence reduced our Police 
Report to practically nothing, this might be one of the 
ways in which such acts could be reduced.

'The theory is that when such acts are committed the 
offenders hurry to secure a copy of the newspaper to see 
what kind of play they received. There could be some truth 
to that theory.

We know of at least two newspapers who have conducted 
such an experiment but the results varied. One newspaper 
in the West has reduced crime in its community and law 
enforcement officials trace it to less publicity.

However, a newspaper in Florida attempted to publish 
only good news and there was a great deal of clamor 
among the townspeople that they wanted all the news in 
their community, both good and bad.

But the No. 1 target in 
combating vandalism isn’t publicity, it ’s the home and the 
parents. How do we reach the parents?

"The quality of the ink isn’t what it used to be, either. A 
quick-drying ink is needed but one hasn’t been invented by 
the industry. That’s one of the reasons your hands get 
sm eared as you turn the pages.

From  a revenue standpoint, Connecticut is faring better 
than most states that have a lottery.

A study conducted in Washington, and reported in the 
American Legion magazine, says lotteries and off-track 
betting aren’t likely to become significant sources of state 
government revenue. In New York, as an example, the 
state lottery contributes seven-tenths of 1 per cent to the 
over-all revenue.

Not surprising is the study revealed that poorer citizens 
spend a larger proportion of their income purchasing 
lottery tickets.

Something to think about as you try to cope with the cost 
of living in this inflation era:

It took 172 years, with the exception of one year during 
World War II, for the U.S. government’s budget to reach 
the $100 billion level. That was in fiscal year 1961. In only 
nine more years, the budget topped $200 billion. And now, 
five years later, it hit $300 billion.

Yes, it will continue to climb.

There is some talk in Washington about bringing back 
the $2 bill.

The Federal Reserve Board says it could save money 
because it costs no more to print a two than a one.

’The American Bicentennial Commission also wants the 
$2 bill reissued in time for the nation’s 200th birthday in 
1976, noting that the Continental Congress first authorized 
the two in 1776.

One congressman has even introduced legislation to put 
the portrait of Susan B. Anthony, noted suffragette, on the 
new $2 bili.

We might as well go back to the $2 bill if for no other 
reason than the fact the $1 biil doesn’t buy much anyway.

residents on an appointment 
basis.

The Board of Selectmen 
Tuesday approved a $15,000 ap-i 
propriation for the Tolland 
Volunteer Ambulance Associa­
tion to renovate the barn behind 
the jail building, which the 
association leases from the 
town.

The Board of Selectmen 
tabled an ordinance creating a 
sewer com mission a fte r a 
public hearing which supported 
the act ’Tuesday. ■

Selectwoman Helen Wanat 
moved to table the ordinance 
until further information can be 
obtained on the cost of trunk 
lines to tie in with Vernon’s 
expanding system . Kevin 
(Javanagh, acting chairman in 
the absence of John Burokas, 
was the only selectman op­
posing the motion.

Cavanagh, noting that a town 
meeting last fall approved the 
creation of a sewer study com­
mittee by a 84 to 16 vote, and 
that the report of the 16-person 
study committee recommended 
the creation of a sewer com­
m is s io n , s tr o n g ly  u rg ed  
passage of the ordinance.

Town Manager John Harkins 
estimated an engineering study 
necessary to produce the cost 
information would take four to 
six months at a reimbursable 
cost of over $10,000.

Cavanagh and Harkins also 
cited the need for sewers to at­
tract industry to the industrial 
park, there by broadening the 
town’s tax base.

Following a public hearing, at 
which residents favored a

Erickson, charging “ only 
builders, real estate people, 
developers, and large land 
owners would benefit,” urged 
the issue be put on the voting 
machines.

Residents speaking in favor 
of creating the sewer commis­
sion were Mary McNally, John 
T ra in er, W illiam Osborn, 
Stanley Johnson, William Swan- 
back, Robert Bass, Markunas 
and Eugene Marquette.

Nixon’s Mideast trip, Kissinger 
threatened to resign m e s s  cleared by the committee of 
charges he i n i t i a ^ / ^ e  taps in order to plug leaks of 
national security raoicuments.

Donation Interest 
May Be Taxable

HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 
secretary of the state’s office 
has told campaign committees 
they may have to pay state and 
federal taxes on interests and 
dividends earned by con­
tributions.

UConn Students

Gaffney told newsmen he 
believed he could have been re­
elected if he wanted, but chose 
not to run in the name of party 
unity. He told the committee 
members that he and Steele, 
considered an “outsider” to 
party circles, had been brought 
closer together by the election 
and that he felt no regret at 
leaving.

Laudone said the GOP can­
didates in Connecticut this 
November are "very viable”

and predicted the Watergate 
scandal would not affect them.

'The voters, Laudone said, 
“are going to be tremenduously 
pleased with these Republican 
candidates, and not the can­
didates in Oregon or anywhere 
else.”

Gaffney said he would return 
to his law pracice in New Bri­
tain. He became party chief in 
1970 after Gov. Thomas J. 
Meskill, also a New Britain 
resident, won the GOP nomina­
tion for governor.

Q. I have been collecting 

Social Security on m y ' late 
h u s b a n d ’s a c c o u n t . I ’m 
wondering if I marry again, 
would I lose my Social Security 
benefits? 'The man I plan to 
m a rry  is 75 years old and 
receives monthly Social Securi­
ty checks.

A. No. Benefits continue for 
most widows who rem arry 
after reaching age 60. You can 
file for wife’s benefits and 
re c e iv e  one-ha lf of your 
husband’s benefit, or if one-half

has got real teed off at this 
enterprise — calling it an ap­
parent gouge aimed at the 
stamp collecting hobby. It is 
difficult to agree with him as 
the pieces are not offered for 
postal use.

can receive that instead.

Q. When my father died four 
years ago, a friend told my 
mother that she could collect 
monthly Social Security checks 
as a  widow at at 60. But, the 
other day I heard that widows 
can get Social Security when 
they’re 50. Is this right?

A. Severly disabled widows 
may collect benefits as early as 
age 50. Others do have to wait

, until they are age 60 to apply for 
widow’s benefits.

Q. My wife died last month. 
I’m 60 and can’t work. Since I 
was completely supported by 
my wife, why must I wait until 
I m 62 to get Social Security 
payments on her earnings 
record?

A. You don’t have to wait. 
The law was changed. A depen­
dent widower now can- receive 
r e duc ed  Soci a l  Secur i t y  
payments at 60 or full benefits 
at age 65.

Q. I have been get t ing 
monthly Social Security dis­
ability benefits on my own work 
wage record for the past two

years and will be 60 years old 
soon. I am a widow and my hus­
band worked under Social 
Security for many years before 
he died. Should I switch to 
widow's benefits at age 60?

A. You may do so, if it is to 
your advantage. Obviously if 
your monthly Social Security 
disability benefit is higher than 
the widow’s benefit, you would 
not want to make any change. A 
point to keep in mind, however, 
is that a widow collects a per­
manently reduced benefit if she 
starts getting checks when she 
is 60. You would have to wait 
until 65 to get a full widow’s 
benefit.

Q I never married, and I sup­
port my parents because they 
have no income of their own. I 
have worked under S<x:ial 
Security since I was 18 years old. 
If I died, will my parents 
collect monthly Social Security 
benefits on my work record?

A. Yes. They would be eligi­
ble for monthly cash benefits at 
age 62 or later if, at the time of 
your death, you still provide at 
least half support. But they 
must apply for benefits and be 
able to prove their depending on 
you within two years of your 
death. In addition to survivor

benefits, your parents also 
would be eligible for Medicare 
health insurance at age 65.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  My 
father is 79 and has been in 
the hospital for prostate trou­
ble. He had a catheter tube 
put in place to drain his blad­
der. When the catheter was 
removed he developed a bac­
te ria l infection. A fter six 
weeks in the hospital he was 
brought home to recuperate 
so he would be strong enough 
for prostate surgery. How­
ever, he has no appetite and 
his weight has gone from 135 
to 90 pounds. He has gotten so 
weak that he can no longer 
walk without the support of 
two people. He is on anti­
biotics, vitamin pills and an 
appetite  stim ulan t of iron 
and vitamin B-12. Dr. Lamb, 
what do you recommend that 
would build up his body and 
strength to normal?

DEAR READER -  Any in­
fectious illness can take away 
a person’s appetite. The first 
s t e p  in his  r e c o v e r y  is 
elimination of the infection, 
which, incidentally , occurs 
all too often with catheteriza­
tion. You have to do the 
catheterization to drain the 
bladder, but you often have to 
pay a price for it.

Some­
times this is related to loss of 
taste, which can be helped

ther times it is related to the 

general health and age con­
dition. It is im portant to pay 
attention to it if you want to 
keep these people healthy.

When this problem arises it 
is wise to consider just what 
the person really likes to eat.

Many older people get so they 
don’t like m eat or vegetables 
and have a sweet tooth. If you 
are  not careful UMv-wnn’t be 
getting enough |JroteiirBut.you 
can satisfy their sweet tooth 
and slip good protein to them 
a t the same time. A good milk 
shake is fine. The milk pro­
vides excellent protein. You 
can p rep a re  d esserts  for­
tified with added amounts of 
skim milk powder for addi­
tional protein and calcium.

Then you can get protein 
powder and add it to foods as 
a  supplement. These can be 
included in a milk shake type 
of mixture. Add the protein 
powder to milk, add an egg if 
you like, flavor it with what­
ever appeals to the patient 
and  sw ee te n  it to ta s te . 
Desserts a re  not all bad. You

can construct them to pro­
v ide a ll the pro tein  and 
calcium  a person needs. This, 
c o m b i n e d  w i t h  n e e d e d  
vitamins, will go a long way 
toward restoring the nutri­
tion for older people who 
don’t like to ea t anytning but 
sweets.

Of course, if the kidneys 
a re  not w orking properly  
then you might nave to go 
easy on the protein. But, your 
doctor could easily tell you 
about this.

With good nutrition, regu­
lar light physical activity is 
wise if the health will permit 
it. That m ay be walking short 
distances, even with help, to 
restore norm al body function.

It is im portant that your 
f a t h e r  h a v e  a d e q u a t e  
drainage from the bladder. If 
he has advanced obstruction 
from the prostate I’m curious 
about how this is being m an­
aged w ithout a ca th e ter. 
Without adeouate drainage 
his health will not improve.

To Jaworski

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A federal judge 
today turned over to Watergate Special 
Prosecutor Leon Jaworski tapes of five of 
64 presidential conversations that the 
Supreme Court ordered President Nixon 
to surrender.

U.S. District Judge John J. Sirica ruled 
the tapes of Nixon’s conversations with 
key aides in the spring of 1973 as the 
Watergate cover-up began to unravel con­
tained “material of an admissible and 
relevant character.”

’The tapes were of a meeting by Nixon 
with John W. Dean III on March 17,1973; a 
telephone conversation with Dean Itorch 
20; a March 30 meeting with John D. 
Ehrlichman, and two meetings on April 16 
with Ehrlichman and H.R. Haldeman.

Aaron Closing In 
On Ruth’s Mark

NEW YORK (UPI) — The ghost of Babe Ruth still 
haunts Henry Aaron.

The 40-year-old superstar of the Atlanta Braves, who 
became teseball’s all-time home run king earlier this 
season when he bested the Babe’s career record, is moving 
at a rapid pace toward another one of the Bambino’s 
golden marks — the record for most career runs batted in.

Aaron moved to within 27 of setting an RBI standard 
Tuesday night when he drove in four runs with a pair of 
homers while leading the Braves to a 52 triumph over the 
San Diego Padres.

Aaron’s homers raised his career total to 728 and he now 
has 2,183 runs batted in, including 50 this season.

The Bpaves have only 52 games remaining and Aaron, 
who figures to sit out a t least 25 per cent of those, will have 
to push hard to surpass Ruth’s career RBI total of 2,009.-

“ I hope to play as many games as I can,” said Aaron, 
who is retiring after this season. “ I don’t think I’m capable 
of hitting .300 but I’d like to go out with about 25 home 
runs.”

Aaron, who has hit 15 homers this season, hit his first of 
the night in the third inning with two on off loser Bill Greif. 
His second came with the bases empty in the sixth off 
Greif.

“ I got a couple of hits off him tonight but he gives me a 
lot of trouble usually,” Aaron said.

The heavy hitting by the Braves’ star enabled Phil 
Niekro to win his 12th game against nine losses.

Well, er, ah, yes! And, um, then 
again, no!

After two teams spilled the beans 
Tuesday that their announced atten­
dance figures for the year had taken 
into account all "freebies,” WFL 
President Gary L. Davidson said that 
the league had adopted that practice 
to start but would dispense with it by 
Sept. 11.

The Philadelphia Bell disclosed 
Monday that 60,000 of the 110,000 fans 
who saw the Bell’s first two regular 
season home games either paid a dis- 
couift fee or nothing at all.

The Jacksonville Sharks said 44,000 
of the more than 100,000 fans who 
attended their first two home games 
paid nothing for their tickets.

Davidson, however, sees nothing 
wrong with the practice of announcing 
turnstile count.

"To the best of my knowledge, the 
attendance figures reflect the number 
of fans actually in the stadium,” 
Davidson said. “ In order to present 
our new product to as many fans as 
possible, some clubs have made an 
all-out effort to make the games 
accessible to a large number of in­
dividuals through the use of com­
p l im e n ta r y ,  d is c o u n t  a n d /o r  
promotional tickets. Other clubs have 
decided to use a strict policy of only 
selling full-price tickets. The decision 
is made by the individual club and is a 
purely business decision on their part.

“ It is the goal of the WFL to create 
new football fans and to get maximum 
fan exposure during these formative 
weeks of the WFL’s initial playing 
season. Some clubs have decided to 
make games more accessable to the 
fans through the use of discount 
and/or promotional tickets through 
the use of group sales.

“The comments during the past 
several days that WFL clubs have 
‘lied’ about their attendance figure is 
very misleading. The attendance 
figures announced a re  accu ra te  
reflections of those actually in atten­
dance at the games.

“ Initial startup problems common 
to any new venture make it impossi­
ble at this time to give accurate 
breakdowns between paid and non- 
paid on the night of the game itselL 
Hopefully, by the 11th week of the 
season, our clubs will be in a position 
to give these breakdowns to the press 
at the same time they announce the 
total turnstile count.”

Attendance figures, padded or not, 
are expected to be high again tonight 
as he WFL enters its fifth week. As 
many as 57,(KX) are expected at Legion 
Field in Birmingham, Ala., where the 
unbeaten Americans play host to the 
winless Detroit Wheels. Last week the 
Wheels came close to beating the 
Americans, losing 21-18 in the final 
2 : 12.

In other games tonight, unbeaten

Rams’ Player Rep 
Believes in Cause

FULLERTON, Calif. (UPI) — Three Los Angeles Ram 
veterans, including one of last year’s regulars, returned to 
training camp Tuesday despite the NFL Players Associa­
tion strike.

Meanwhile, Ram player representative Tom Mack and the 
balance of the team’s regulars and veterans continued their in­
formal daily workouts on a Long Beach practice field, several 
miles from training camp here.

“We’re very disappointed,” Mack said of the veterans, who 
reported this week. “The fact that they’re in there certainly has 
divided us.” Mack said the remaining starters appear to be com­
mitted to the goals of the NFLPA strike and added, “We hope it 
stays that way.”

Mack recently returned from meetings with union leaders at 
the site of bargaining talks in Washington, D.C. His assessment 
of the owners’ attitude: “They are going to try to wait it all out.” 

“If the owners would make a legitimate offer,” Mack con­
tinued, “this could be solved in a day. It appears their desire is to 
wait this thing out. That has been their plan all along.”

Asked if continued defections by big-name players was a sign 
the owners were succeeding, Mack said, "If they try to destroy 
the union, they’ll end up with a much stronger union in a couple 
years. I was back there and the offer made to the owners last 
week more than cut our economic demands in half. They just say 
‘it’s no good, come back with something else.’”

Mack said if owners attempt to break the union, the NFLPA 
may be forced to “affiliate itself with a strong labor 
organizatim” for future disputes.

“In their passion to get rid of Ed Garvey (NFLPA director), I 
think the owners are losing sight of what this association could 
become under really tough leadership,” Mack said.

He also raised the possibility that the players could report to 
camp within a few weeks witiiout a settlement.

SABBATHDAY LA K E, 
Maine (UPI) — Ten of a tiny 
group of Shakers in the world 
Tuesday quietly celebrated the 
200th anniversary of the found­
ing of their sect in America.

Five miles from an aban­
doned Victorian watering place 
in Poland Spring lies chosen 
land, an austere colonial settle­
ment where members of the 
religious group have lived in 
simplicity since 1794.

Members of the celibate 
religious sect have always 
believed that by eliminating 
worldly concerns, men and 
women can work and live 
together simply, in brotherly 
love, free from debt, worry and 
competition.

“ I th ink  i t ’s the com- 
m u n ita r ia n is m , not the  
celibacy, that has caused the 
decline in our numbers,” a 
member of the community 
says.

Modesty and humility are 
Shaker. virtues, and no com­
munity member would agree to 
be named.

"There really are a lot 
more people willing to be 
celibate than there are people 
who are willing to give up that 
weekly paycheck, you know,” 
the Shaker said.

The 10 Maine Shakers live in 
a 17-building colonial village at 
the edge of Sabbathday Lake.

They support themselves by 
growing and selling herbs, 
weaving rugs from fleece they 
shear from their own flocks, 
and leasing an orchard that still 
bears apples after 100 years.

They charge visitors $1.50 to 
visit their small museum, 
which contains examples of 
S h a k e r  in g e n u ity  and 
craftsmanship.

Every once in a while the 
Shakers auction off a few of the 
beautiful simple pieces of fur­
niture that have caused Shaker 
stock to boom recently on the 
antiques market.

Every Sunday, the eight 
e ld e r ly  w om en and tw o 
somewhat younger men still 
g a th e r  in a th r e e - s to ry  
meetinghouse built when the 
Maine community was founded 
in 1794, to celebrate their own 
peculiar kind of worship in­
volving deep contemplation and 
frenzied dancing. It is their 
ecstatic devotional whirling 
that gave them their name.

The panelling and interior 
beams of the whitewashed 
meetinghouse are stone blue, 
stained in 1797 with a butter­
milk, indigo and sage mixture 
that still gleams dully.

Not only the stain but the 
Shakers themselves have sur­
vived the ordeals of an off-beat 
way of life in a harsh climate.

The Shakers rem ain op­
timistic about their future as a 
religion.

‘"rhe inroads of the industrial 
revolution really caused our 
numbers to decline,” says a 
sister. "Everyone left the farm 
then, but now everyone wants 
to go back to the land so maybe 
there is some hope,” she said.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  Hard 

drug use in Connecticut is 
decreasing and returning to 
ghetto areas where it is harder 
to reach by generally white nar­
cotics policemen, according to 
a state study.

The study, of the state’s five 
regional undercover anti-crime 
squads, was done for the 
Connecticut Planning Com­
mittee on Criminal Administra­
tion, which disburses federal 
anti-crime funds.

Law enforcement officials 
may have greater difficulty in 
crack ing  the ghetto  drug 
market, the study said, because 
they lack m inority  group 
agents.

"The lack of minority group 
agents inhibits the squads,” 
said James Lynch, a private 
consultant and doctoral student 
at the University of Chicago.

The squads are wasting their 
time pursuing marijuana cases, 
the study said.

Bike Thefts Reported on Increase
By MAL BARLOW

Reports of bike thefts are 
coming more frequently now as 
we are in the middle of the 
summer, according to Russell 
Holyfield, community relations 
officer of the M anchester 
Police.

"It is a problem, a severe 
problem," he said. "Most 10- 
speeds cost about 1100 or more. 
That makes bike stealing third- 
degree larceny in most cases.”

More people than ever are 
riding bikes. Not many record 
the serial numbers, making 
recovery by police more dif­
ficult.

In the safety talks Holyfield 
gives to groups of young people 
in town, he stresses methods of 
p ro tec ting  your bike. He 
recommends a twisted wire 
loop coated with plastic and 
having a sturdy locking device. 
Chains can be cut too easily.

It is best to the wire or 
chain through the front wheel, 
the frame find the rear wheel. 
That rear wheel on a 10-speed is 
the most valuable part of the 
bike and is often stolen, leaving 
the front wheel and frame 
behind.

Laws Riders Break
Holyfield cited several laws 

most often broken by bike 
riders. They are:

• You must ride single unless 
the bike is buit for two.

• Obey all stop signs and traf­
fic lights.

• You cannot hitch rides on 
motor vehicles.

• If you ride at night, you 
must have a headlight and a 
rear reflector.

Manchester Police have 
made arrests for bike violations 
recently. They also give written 
warnings. Riders under age 16 
have a letter sent to their 
parents from Chief Jam es 
Reardon noting their offense.

Recent Bike Thefts
Bike thefts appear to have in­

creased recently with thieves 
getting bolder and more deter­
mined.

This “speciai problem,” which 
Jenkins did not deny, was held 
enough basis to establish legal 
liability. The court said a home 
owner must lake precautions 
against hazards that a visitor is not 
likely to notice by himself.

What kind of precautions? Per­
haps sprinkling salt or spreading 
ashes on the ice.

Or perhaps providing adequate 
lighting. Thus, another home 
owner was held liable for neglect­

ing to turn on his porch light, after 
having ordered a taxicab to come 
to the house at 8 p.m.

True, the cab driver realized 
that the steps might be Icy from 
an afternoon storm. Stili, handi­
capped by the darkness, he slipped 
anyhow. And a court later granted 
his claim for damages. The court 
said that while the home owner 
could not be blamed for the ice, 
he could indeed be blamed for 
showing so littie regard for the 
cabbie’s safety.

But both of these cases involved 
some degree of fault on the part

of the home owner. If he is fault- 
free, he is generaily free from 
liability as well.

The claimant in another case 
was a newsboy who slipped while 
delivering the evening paper. But 
the visibility was all right and the 
step he slipped on, though icy, was 
no worse than the other steps on 
the block.

Result; no liability. The court 
said a home owner owed “only 
that care which an ordinarily 
prudent person in like circum­
stances would exercise”—but no 
more.

The Community 
Spirit of 7̂6

A local regiment of The Black 
Watch (otherwise The 42nd 
Royal Highland Regt. of Foot.) 
has its headquarters in the 
rolling hills of Andover, Conn. 
It is not a question of "The 
British Are Ctoming;” they are 
already here to help make the 
B ic e n te n n ia l  y e a r s  a 
meaningful, colorful and an 
educational experience for all 
those who come in contact with 
them.

There is no more famous 
regiment in the British Army 
than the 42nd, and while other 
units have been disbanded, this, 

... the oldest, Highland regiment 
continues to serve the Crown. 
F rom  the  H.Q. depo t in 
Scotland, the mother regiment 
sent troops to the American 
Colonies in the 18th century. 
The kilted soldiers saw action 
first in the “French and Indian 
W ars”  and la te r  in the 
Revolutionary War.

The Andover branch of this 
regiment came into being in 
1969 with a more peaceful "in­
vasion” in mind and the prime 
mover w,^s Richard Clark of 
th a t town. Soon a f te r  its  
organization, the local unit 
joined "The Brigade of the 
American Revolution” which 
had been formed to help meet 
the demand, that many felt was 
there, to recreate and com­
municate to the public the 

■ colorful pagentry of the period.
Who a re  th e  p a r t- tim e  

Highlanders? The vocations of 
these men are as diverse as 
teaching, welding and truck­
driving and they come from six 
states. However, on a weekend, 
when the clock has been turned 
back , th e se  m en a re  in ­
distinguishable from  their 
original counterparts.

The A ndover-based con­
tingent has raised its Regimen­
tal Colors at many sites on the 
Eastern Seaboard including 
some areas where the mother 
regiment camped in the 1700’s. 
Sometimes, at such a camp, an 
event of historic interest is re­
enacted, as at Brandywine, Pa. 
in 1973. It was here that Lt. 
Clark’s Black Watch began 
wearing the red hackle in its 
bonnet. This commemoration 
marked the fact that it was at 
Brandywine, during the Revolu­
tion, the defeated Americans 
vowed, as they left the field of 
battle, that they would meet the 
Watch again. The Highlanders 
im m ediately placed a red 
feather in their bonnets so that 
the Rebels would not mistake 
them for anyone else at the next 
encounter.

Though, without the feather, 
i t  would be hard  not to 
recognize this fighting man 
with his distinctive sombre tar­
tan kilt. Clutching a “Brown 
Bess” musket (which, with the 
bayonet, was taller than the 
average soldier) and emitting 
blood curdling yells, heard 
world-wide across battle fields 
for 200 years, there was no mis­
taking a soldier of the 42nd.

Every detail of todays un­
iform has been authenticated 
and each member hand-makes 
his own, as he does the musket 
used in shooting competitions. 
The unit is led in line of march 
by i t s  own p ip e r s  and  
drummers, who also provide 
the background music when the 
troops engage in drill practice. 
F o r  th e s e  p u b lic  
demonstrations "His Majesty’s 
M a n u a l fo r  D r i l l  and  
Discipline,” published in 1764, 
is u s^ .

So all in all, for these modern 
Black Watchers, the under­
taking is a labor of love. The 
fees charged for an appearance 
are used to enhance their 
endeavors, which returns to the 
public in the form of additional 
a u th e n t i c  p a g e n tr y .  
Publications, from Virginia to 
Massachusetts, have lauded the 
"splendid magnificance” that 
this local group has added to 
every function it has attended.

ment of the Bicentennial years 
are heightened b y -^ l^ a tjh e  
Dick Garks of the community 
undertake. The depth and un­
derstanding of the subject is not 
put together at the drop of a 
hat. The foresight and innate in­
terest of a Richard Clark, with 
his love for historical detail and 
willingness to share, enrich the 
pages of living histoi^ for all of 
us.

Since Charlton Heston 
opened CBS's "Bicentennial 
Minutes” on July 4, many other 
notable movie and television 
personalities such as Glenn 
Ford, Margaret Stapleton and 
C lo r is  L e a c h m a n  h a v e  
presented a daily 60 second 
worth of Revolutionary history. 
These vignettes are on each 
evening on WFSB-TV Channel 
3, between 8:30-9.

This daily mini-history is 
over so quickly that if you do 
not pay attention to the whole, 
you may miss the point. The 
tiny segments, which constitute 
12 hours of p rogram m ing 
spread over the next two years, 
are well worth watching and if 
n o th in g  e ls e  a c o n s ta n t  
reminder that 1976 and all that 
it holds is fast approaching. On 
the whole, viewers seem in­
trigued and interested that they 
a»e getting a piece of history 
that actually happened exactly 
200 years before to the day.

By the time this program 
ends on July 4,1976, some of the 
best known people in the United 
States will have participated. 
For in addition to show business 
personalities, distinguished 
Americans from all walks of 
life will relate stories concern­
ing their professions. And out­
standing jockey will recall the 
start of the racing season; a

prominent lawyer the com­
plexity of a Colonial legal issue.

While on the subject of the 
educational aspects of history 
in general, and the Bicentennial 
in particular, I would like to 
suggest to you a lecture series 
which will start on Oct. 1 at 
M a n c h e s te r  C om m unity  
College. These talks will be of 
particular interest and value to 
c h a ir m e n  of h i s t o r i c a l  
societies, bicentennial com­
missions and ju st regular 
history buffs.

John Sutherland, director of 
the Institute of Local History, 
h as  c a lle d  th e  le c tu r e s  
“Chapters from Connecticut 
P ast.” Subjects vary from 
“Jonathan Trumbull — Connec­
ticu t’s Revolutionary gover­
nor,” to be given by Trumbull’s 
biographer, Dr. David Roth, to 
"Origins of the Aircraft In­
dustry in Connecticut” by 
Robert Stepanek, president of 
the Connecticut Aeronautical 
Association.

Other lectures will include 
suggestions for activities for 
local historical societies, some 
observations on Connecticut’s 
furniture makers and the in­
dustrial growth of a Connec­
ticut town — Manchester. I was 
pleased to accept an invitation 
to speak on “ What Com­
munities can and should be 
doing for the Bicentennial.”

Because of the way it is 
written, one thinks of historical 
events as being tidy little  
parcels. This is far from true 
and a case in point is the signing 
of th e  D e c la r a t io n  of 
Independence . The f i r s t  
signatured were put on the 
document on Aug. 2, 1776, not 
July fourth. The last witness 
added his name in early 1777.

Hands Across The Sea-----
American Host Family Style

A teacher from West Ger­
many has discovered bubble 
gum, but, she has not mastered 
it! Slim, blonde Elizabeth 
Hoenninger of Ludwigsburg, 
admits, as she purses her lips 
attempting to blow a bubble, “ I 
can’t do it.”

Elizabeth is a teacher turned 
student, a t least for a few 
weeks this summer. The 
family of 69 Richmond Dr., she 
is one of 250 foreign teachers 
visiting th e , United States to 
learn about American family 
life. The trip is sponsored by 
the American Host Family 
(AHF) program.

The e n th u s ia s tic  young 
woman was very impressed 
with New York City, which was 
the group’s first stop upon 
arrival. 'They were housed at 
th e  H o te l C o m m o d o re , 
headquarters for AHF, and 
were greeted by Mr. and Mrs. 
Thomak Murphy, program 
coordinators, who are also 
teachers.

"You can see films of New 
York, but there’s nothing like 
see ing  it  for y o u rs e lf ,”  
Elizabeth said.

“I was a little surpnsed to 
see that the women are not as 
m ade-up (cosm etics) and 
dressed up as much as I thought 
they would be.”

P r io r  to  c o m in g  to  
Manchester, she was guest of a 
retired couple in Stony Creek, 
Conn, where she spent a week. 
“It was very enjoyable," she 
said. “ They are a very in­
teresting couple."

Since arriving in Manchester, 
Elizabeth has enjoyed her stay 
with the Steppers.

"We went shopping in a 
supermarket," Mrs. Stepper 
said, “and Elizabeth is a terror 
with a shopping ca rt. She 
moved so fast.”

What amazed the English- 
speaking teacher was the 
number of items in the store.

“You must have to read all 
about the items or see them on 
television otherwise it would 
take you all day to make selec­
tions, there are so many from 
which to choose.”

Elizabeth has been amused 
by so m e  of o u r  s la n g  
expressions such as "sneakers" 
which she calls "tennis shoes,”

school in which she teaches 
there are 2,000 students; 35 in 
each of her classes.

She said, “Parents take part 
in the educational portion of 
school, but have no say as to 
how the money is spent. Schools 
and colleges are controlled by 
the government and a college 
student does not pay for his 
education. He is, however, 
responsible for his room and 
board and books, etc. All 
teach ers  a re  paid by the 
government.”

A secretary for several years 
before she decided to become a 
teacher, Elizabeth made the 
decision because as she says, 
“A secretary always has a boss 
but a teacher is more or less on 
her own. Besides I like to be 
with people. My students are 15 
to 17 years old and I enjoy 
them.”

Elizabeth, who has been 
teaching for th ree  years, 
selected a subject to teach with 
which she already had a head 
start — secretarial courses — 
and after two years of study, 
assumed her present post.

At the Stepper home, she was 
delighted to watch the three 
Stepper boys, twins Mark and 
David who will soon be 9 and 
Eric 10, play baseball in the 
backyard.

"I have never seen a baseball 
game,” she said, “and even 
tried my hand at it with the 
boys.”

When asked if they televise 
games in her country, she said, 
"We only have subscription 
(pay) TV and nothing begins un­
til 6 p.m. on weekdays and at 
noon on Sundays." (Incidently, 
in Germany the cost is only 
about $3 per month for pay TV.)

Eva Stepper, herself a warm, 
friendly woman, said Elizabeth 
was surprised with our local 
card shops.

"She said, 'You have cards 
for everything and many for the 
same occasion.

Mill Has Many Needs

LINCOLN, N.H. (UPI) -  
Arthur Normand is looking for 
a $2 million loan, his own 73- 
mdle railroad, and 400 tons of 
waste paper a day to expand 
operations of the I^ofile Paper 
Co., the sole industry in this 
town of 1,500 persons.

Normand needs the loan to 
remodel a mill (pulp is in short 
supply) into a de-ink plant. The 
de-ink plant would recycle used 
high-grade business papers. 
The waste paper would provide 
fiber for the de-ink plant. The 
railroad would provide cheap 
transportation for the waste 
paper — and the finished 
products to be sold.

“ The B oston  & M aine 
Railroad has agreed to sell us 
the line from Lincoln to Con­
cord,” Normand said. “ We 
hope to have th e  tra c k s  
restored before cold weather.”

“We opened up this mill with 
limited financing, from a ven­
ture capital bank in Connec­
ticut, with high interest. It 
doesn’t leave us any room for 
expansion. We have to get in 
with banks that have the funds 
at rates we can afford — banks 
that lean toward working with 
paper mills. There are none in 
New Hampshire,” he said.

When the de-inking plant 
opens, he said, he plans to start 
producing 100 tons of paper a 
day, working up to 400 tons dai­
ly-

The plant now employs 120 
persons. He said he could add

ano’iier 30 “real quick” when 
the de-inking operation opened.

The aging mill, decades ago 
run by former Gov. Sherman 
Adams, top aide to President 
Eisenhower, was sold after 
World War II t» the Marcalus 
M anufactu ring  Co., w ent 
b a n k ru p t in 1951, w as 
reorganized and bought back by 
the same family, closed but not 
technically bankrupt in 1970, 
sold in 1971, bankrupt again in

the1972, and repossessed by 
men who closed it in 1970.

N orm and  bough t i t  in 
September 1973. He said the 
paper mill should be in full 
production within six months 
and then “will generate close to 
$25 m illion a year gross 
business.”

He said the de-ink plant 
should generate another $10 
million to $15 million a year.

South should win the first 
spade because the opponents 
might shift to a heart. In any 
event South can count to nine 
tricks, if he can just get three 
diamonds.

They will be there if the 
suit breaks 3-3. There is a 36 
per cent chance and that isn’t 
too good.

A declarer who deserves 
our kindness can im prove 
that by playing to make the 
hand, if the right defender 
holds either the singleton or 
doubleton ace of diamonds. 
This is an additional 9 per 
cent and is worth trying for.

South’s first step should be 
to try to determine which op­
ponent is more likely to be 
short in diamonds.

The only thing he has to go 
on is that West has probably 
opened a long suit and there­
fore will be snort somewhere 
else.

So at trick two South leads 
a low diamond toward dum­
my. West plays the nine and 
dummy’s jack holds the trick. 
South returns to his hand 
with a club and leads his 
other low diamond. Lo and 
behold. West produces the 
ace and South’s extra chance 
has materialized. Now all he 
has to do is to be sure to keep 
a club entry to dummy so that 
he will be able to get to the 
queen of d iam onds a f te r  
cashing his king.

MMH Heating Requirements Dip

The num ber of w eekly 
newspapers in Georgia in­
creased from 59 in 1869 to 225 
in 1890.

In a survey by the Connec­
ticut Hospital Association com­
paring fuel and electricity con­
sumption from Jan. 1 to March 
31, 1974, to the same period in 
1973, Manchester Memorial 
Hospital showed an increase in 
oil use and a decrease in elec­
tricity.

Edward M. Kenney, hospital 
administrator, said although 
the hospital did increase its use 
of oil from 182,436 gallons to 
206,057 gallons for the two time 
periods under consideration, 
the nature of the oil used in 1974 
was such that the BTU output 
was not as great for a given 
amount.

“The 13 per cent increase in 
actual gallons of oil used during 
that three-month period," he 
said, “unfortunately resulted in 
only a 5.5 per cent increase in 
th e  n u m b e r  of BTUs 
produced.”

He said that fact, when com­
bined with the 8 per cent in­
crease in degree days for this 
area in 1974 as compared to 
1973, re su lte d  in a to ta l 
decrease of some 2.5 per cent in 
heat requirem ents for the 
hospital.

“ Of ev e n  g r e a t e r  
significance," said Kenney, “is 
the h o sp ita l’s 8 per cent 
decrease in the number of 
kilowatts of electricity used

in 1974, as compared to the 
same period in 1973, a reduction 
from 1,772,647 kilowatts to 1,- 
625,861 kilowatts.”

Tlie 41 hospitals responding to 
the survey in general reported a 
decreased consumption of fuel 
averaging more than 5 per cent 
and decreased consumption of 
electricity averaging more than 
9 per cent during the past 
winter.

Reductions in the use of fuel 
r e s u l t e d  f ro m  lo w e r  
tem peratures in corridors, 
public and administrative areas 
in the winter as well as from ef­
forts to increase the efficiency 
of boiler units and heat distribu­
tion systems, according to CHA 
President Herbert A. Anderson.

Anderson noted hot water 
temperature had been lowered

and steam pressure reduced by 
many of the hospitals respon­
ding to the survey.

Reductions in the use of elec­
tricity resulted from reduced 
co rrido r and public a re a  
lighting, reduced ex terio r 
lighting, except where required 
for secu rity  reasons, and

reduced wattage of light bulbs, 
Anderson said.

The report showed only 6 
hospitals out of 41 used more 
electricity in 1974 than during 
the comparable period of last 
year. The range of savings 
reported was from 8 to 15 per 
cent.

Dysentery Cases, Are High in  State
HARTFORD (UPI) -  Eigh­

teen cases of dysentery were 
reported In Connecticut last 
week, the highest weekly total 
in a year, according to the state 
Department of Health.

The highest weekly total in 
past year, 102, was reported 
last August at a state institution 
during an outbreak of the dls-

ease,Tilso known as shigellosis, 
the department said.

The department said the ill­
ness can be avoided by careful 
washing of the hands after 
using a toilet.

The department also reported 
10 cases of lead poisoning 
during the week, the highest 
since last September.
