Changes Approved 
Despite Opposition

The Manchester Planning and Zoning 

Commission (PZC) Monday night ap­
proved two zone changes over protests of 
one PZC member and comments by Town 
Planner J. Eric Potter that both changes 
may be “spot zoning.”

The zone changes wili allow expansion 
of a grocery store on Highland St. and con­
struction of an industrial facility on Slater 
St.

The grocery store m atter involved a 
change from Residence A to Business 1 
Zone for a three-quarter-acre parcel adja­
cent to John Devanney’s Highland Park 
Market. Devanney’s application, which 
will permit him to double the size of the 
store, had been denied twice previously.

For Plant Expansion
The industrial zone change involves 7.6 

acres of land, previously zoned Business 2 
and Rural Residence, on which Multi- 
Circuits Inc. of Manchester plans to build 
a 10,000-square foot plant.

Both zone changes were aired at July 1 
public hearings before the PZC. Several 
Tolland Tpke. residents opposed the Multi- 
C ircuits application, citing traffic  
aggravation, drainage problems, and 
alleged spot zoning.

The Devanney request met slight op­
position: Two Highland St. residents 
objected on the basis of traffic impact, 
which was one of three reasons the PZC 
had previously denied the rezoning. Other 
denial reasons, cited by the PZC twice last 
year, were that the zone change would be 
“an intrusion into a viable residential 
zone” and that it would destroy the con­
cept of a neighborhood business by 
doubling the size of the 8,000-square foot 
grocery store.

(Comprehensive Urban Development) 
plans for half of the 260-acre Buckland 
site. Under consideration are  MAP 
proposals for a road system within the 
planned mixed-use development, the loca­
tion of public open space areas, and the 
distribution of residential uses on the site.

Inflation Control 
President Ford’s Major Goal

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  In a relaxed 
and homespun speech that brought forth 
whoops of approval from Congress, Presi­
dent Ford promised to start from scratch 
in looking for something to do about infla­
tion.

He said he would take personal charge 
of the search for a solution but he warned, 
too, that prices were not going to stop 
rising soon.

In a speech delivered from the House 
chamber — he called it “ the People’s 
House” in an old, sentimental phrase — 
Ford promised compromise and concila- 
tion as the hallmarks of his administra­
tion.

Congressmen interrupted their former

colleague 32 times with applause in the 
course of a 32-minute speech which they 
generally said showed him to be at ease, 
his own man and fully capable of handling 
the job.

Julie Nixon Eisenhower and her hus­
band, David, sitting in the public galleries, 
did not applaud when Ford said there 
would be no “ illegal tapings, eavesdrop- 
pings, hoggings or break-ins” in the Ford 
administration.

This was unexpectedly explicit criticism 
of the conduct of the presidency of 
Richard Nixon. A Nixon spokesman in San 
Clemente said the former president sent 
Ford a telegram of praise for the speech.

As though to show he meant business.

Ford, before taking the ride back to 
Capitol Hill in the fourth day of his 
presidency, engaged in an act of economic 
“jawboning” against General Motors, the 
largest corporation in the country.

He criticized through a White House 
statement GM’s intention — announced 
the day he took office — to raise prices for 
new cars this fall by 10 per cent, $480 each 
on the averages.

Ford said he would embrace a sugges­
tion from Senate Democratic Leader Mike 
Mansfield and call a summit meeting of 
presidential advisers, congressmen, and 
“some of the best economic brains from 
labor, industry and agriculture” to find a 
way to solve the worst inflation since

“ Rural Residence zoning is not ap­
propriate in that area.”

When PZC members commented that 
Potter’s thinking about spot zoning for 
M ulti-Circuits would also apply to 
Devanney, he and Paris agreed.

Hutchinson’s successful motion for ap­
proval of the Multi-Circuits application 
was based, he said, on reasons that the 
change would be a logical expansion of in­
dustrial uses and that industry would be 
the best use of the land.

“superb” and promised to give it all the 
funds it needed, and assured the worid 
there would be no deviations from the 
Nixon-Kissinger foreign policy.

To Serve All
Ford, aware that he is the first Presi­

dent never to have been elected to that of­
fice or to the vice presidency, stressed 
that he would seek to serve all Americans.

“To' the limits of my strength and 
ability,” he said, “ I will ^  the President 
of the black, brown, red and white 
Americans, of old and young, of women’s 
liberationists and male chauvinists and all 
the rest of us in between, of the poor and 
the rich, of native sons and new refugees, 
of those who work at lathes or at desks or 
in mines or in the fields, and of Christians, 
Jews, Moslems, Buddhists and atheists, if 
there really are any atheists after what we 
have all been through.”

When he had finished, members of both 
parties — many of them his friends, many 
who still call him “Jerry” — pledged to 
cooperate.

House Democratic Leader Thomas P. 
O’Neill Jr. of Massachusetts, one of the 
behind-the-scenes powers in the impeach­
ment effort that led to Nixon’s resigna­
tion, said: “He|was the Jerry Ford we all 
know. A warm human being despite the 
awe of his high office. He asked for our 
help and our continued criticism and you 
can bet we will give him that.”

First Speech Given 
Bipartisan Praise
WASHINGTON (UPI) — Senators and 

representatives from both parties praised 
President Ford’s first address to a joint 
session of Congress Monday, but some 
D em ocrats questioned the new ad­
ministration’s plans for fighting inflation.

Senate D em ocratic  L eader Mike 
Mansfield said, “I was impressed,” and 
Senate Republican Leader Hugh Scott 
called it “a bellringer.”

Mansfield said he was glad Ford had 
accepted his proposal to call a domestic 
summit meeting on the economy.

But Sen. Walter F. Mondale, D-Minn., 
an all-but-declared candidate for presi­
dent in 1976, said he had the impression 
Ford’s ideas on the economy were only 
“half formed,” and that they would tend 
to hurt those who most need help in 
housing, unemployment and other areas.

Some Doubts
Several other Democrats and at least 

one Republican, Sen. Jacob K. Javits of 
New York, also questioned Ford’s conten­
tion that cutting back government expen­
ditures white maintaining defense spend­
ing would help slow inflation.

^ n .  Hubert H. Humphrey, D-Minn., 
called Ford’s speech “a solid, homespun 
message” that gave the country “a sense 
of confidence.” But Humphrey said Ford’s 
formula for fighting inflation was 
“simplistic.”

Sen. Edmund S. Muskie, D-Maine, said.

“Cutting government expenditures alone 
won’t cure inflation and can trigger a 
re c e s s io n  and b rin g  h ig h e r  un­
employment.”

Sen. Russell B. Long, D-La., chairman 
of the Senate Finance Committee, which 
would handle most of Ford’s initiatives 
dealing with the economy, praised the 
speech, but conceded he was “dismayed” 
that Ford indicated inflation could be con­
trolled by cutting the budget. He added, 
“That’s a small beginning, a drop in the 
bucket.”

Right for the Moment
House Republican Leader John J. 

Rhodes of Arizona said , “ I don’t 
remember hearing a speech as right for 
this moment as was this one.”

House Speaker (Jarl Albert called Ford a 
“great American” and said Congress 
would do all it could to help him succeed.

House Democratic Leader Thomas P. 
O'Neill of Massachusetts said: “He asked 
for our help and our continued criticism 
and you can bet we will give him that.”

Sen. Barry M. Goldwater, R-Ariz., said 
he has suggested that Ford propose a 10 
per cent cut in federal salaries and federal 
programs and added, “He kind of liked the 
idea.”

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., said 
the speech indicated that “ in a political 
sense, it’s an entirely new ball game.”

‘President Ford Has Lifted 
A Roadbloek,’ .. Ribieoff
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Connecticut’s 

top congressional Democrats praised 
President Gerald Ford after his address to 
the nation’s lawmakers Monday night, and 
promised cooperation with his plans.

“President Ford has lifted a roadblock 
that has stood between the two ends of 
Pennsylvania Avenue — Congress and the 
White House — for too many years,” said 
Sen. Abraham A. Ribieoff, D-Conn.

“President Gerald Ford, in his quiet, 
direct way, has forged still another strong 
link with the Congress and the people in 
his continuing efforts to structure an open 
adm in istra tion ,” said Rep. E lla T. 
Grasso, D-Conn., who is running for gover­
nor of Connecticut.

Rep. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn., her op­
ponent in the November election, said he 
was particularly pleased with Ford’s 
pledges to run an open administration and 
to work closely with Congress.

“ Both intentions are critical to unite the 
country to solve our national problems in 
terms of specific issues. I believe the 
President was right on the mark in listing 
his priorities as combatting inflation here 
at home and continuing to pursue 
vigorous peace abroad.” he said.

Ribieoff praised planned action against 
inflation and said the speech brought 
“welcome words to those of us who have 
fought for months to pass the national 
health insurance bill and a trade bill that 
will benefit all Americans.”

“ I look forward to working with him on 
these great challenges,” Ribieoff said.

Mrs. Grasso also praised the top priority 
given to the fight against inflation and said 
“ I am sure the President will find a 
favorable response to his call for coopera­
tion and for the estab lishm ent of 
programs for health care, international 
stability and peace.”

In the meantime, she warned 
residents to be wary of free 
vacation offers and urged them 
not to send any money until the 
full facts are known.

These le isu re , 
summertime activities can be 
enjoyable, but unless proper 
precautions are observed, they 
could be followed by foodborne 
illnesses.

The best food protection mot­

to to follow is “Keep food hot or 
cold, covered and clean.” Hot, 
in this instance, means over 140 
degrees F. and cold means 
b e lo w  45 d e g r e e s  F . 
Temperatures between 45 and 
150 degrees F. are conducive to 
bacterial growth.

Food should  a lw ay s be

adequately wrapped or covered 
and extra care should be taken 
to be sure surfaces and utensils 
which come in contact with 
food are clean.

Disease-producing bacteria 
prefer foods high in protein and 
moisture such as milk and milk 
products, eggs, meat, poultry, 
and fish. Very particular care 
should also be given such 
p ro d u c ts  as c re a in  p ie s , 
custards and potato salad.

If you don't have facilities to 
keep these foods properly, plan 
instead to take along canned 
foods and fresh fruits and 
vegetables on your picnic.

Be sure to return all leftovers 
to the ice chest immediately 
after use or discard them if 
your ice has melted.

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The Bottle Battle
Everybody is in favor of a clean en­

vironment and the wise use of natural 
resources. But when it comes down to 
the crunch — and in at least one 
aspect of the situation, roadside litter, 
the word has a quite literal applica­
tion — everything depends upon whose 
economic ox is being gored.

The drive by a number of states and 
communities around the nation to ban 
the use of throwaway, nonreturnable 
beverage containers is a subject that 
is guaranteed to get you into trouble 
no m atter which side you favor.

If it were a case of the good guys 
versus the bad guys, the problem 
would be relatively simple. But like 
almost everything else having to do 
with the environment and pollution, 
it’s a m atter of one group of good guys 
— the public — with a certain set of 
priorities coming into conflict with 
another group of good guys — in this 
instance, the manufacturers of cans 
and bottles and those who fill them — 
with a different set of priorities.

The controversy began two years 
ago when the state of Oregon passed 
pioneer legislation requiring deposits 
of up to five cents on all beer and soft 
drink bottles and cans, against strong 
opposition from the container and 
beverage industries.

The la t te r  w arned th a t th e ir 
business would de severely injured. 
Glass workers would lose their jobs 
because fewer bottles would need to 
be m anufactured. Cans would be 
driven out of the beverage market 
because there was no way to make 
them reusuable. The consumer would 
suffer because prices would go up. 
The distribution system would be dis­
rupted.

And anyway, they argued, beverage 
containers were only a small fraction 
of the solid waste disposal problem. 
The best solution lay in setting up 
collection centers for recycling.

According to Oregon Gov. Tom 
McCall, however, since enactment of 
the bottle return law, roadside litter 
from bottles and cans has been 
reduced 90 per cent. A survey by 
Oregon State University claims that 
the law has resulted in a net ihcrease 
of $4 million to the beverage industry.

Since they need to buy fewer bottles, 
brewers and soft drink manufacturers 
have reported rising incomes and in­
creased employment for processing 
the reusable bottles.

Last year, Vermont, against the 
same kind of opposition, adopted a 
bottle deposit law. Studies show that 
litter alongside that sta te’s highways 
has been sharply reduced and that the 
law has won favorable support from 
the public, despite price increases by 
beer wholesalers of 40 to 50 cents a 
six-pack.

However, lobbyists in the Vermont 
legisiature were able to defeat efforts 
by the administration of Gov. Thomas 
P. Salmon to adopt a modified version 
of the Oregon law requiring reusable 
containers. In New York City, a 
similar proposal, backed by a majori­
ty of the city’s councilmen, is given 
little chance of passage because of 
pressure from a coalition of op­
ponents, including the steel and 
aluminum industries, can and bottle 
makers and their unions.

These groups, of course, have the 
right to attem pt to win friends and in­
fluence leg is la to rs . T here is no 
denying tha t the headaches they 
would face in any massive switch 
away from one-iise beverage con­
tainers would be monumental. But 
certain other facts are also monumen­
tal.

Between 1959 and 1972, coinciding 
with the introduction of nonreturnable 
bottle, per capita consumption of beer 
and soft drinks rose by 33 per cent in 
the United States. In the same period, 
according to John P. Quarles Jr., 
deputy administrator of the Federal 
Environmental Protection Agency, 
the number of discarded bottles went 
up 262 per cent from 15.4 billion in 1959 
to 55.7 billion in 1972. While containers 
make up only 8 per cent of the nation’s 
total solid waste load, they are also 
the fastest growing segment of that 
load.

Quarles is one of a growing number 
of environmentalists urging passage 
of a nationwide bottle bill. At least 
one such m easure, sponsored by 
Oregon Republican Mark Hatfield, 
has been introduced in the Senate.

Cat WouldnH Stay At Home
If you have overlooked the case of 

the Beverly Hills, Calif, couple who 
have been sentenced to five days in 
jail because their cat wouldn’t stay 
home, it is no wonder. Engrossed as 
we all are in inflation and the price of 
gas and groceries, attention to other 
m atters is bound to suffer.

In 1973 the Horwich family of 
Beverly Hills — he’s a lawyer — ob­
tained an injunction against their next 
door neighbors, the Kasmers — she’s 
a fashion designer — ordering that the 
K a s m e r ’s c a t ,  “ C a l ic o ” , be 
restrained to its own property.

However, the K asm er’s w ere 
recentiy found to be in contempt of 
the injunction. A Superior Court judge 
found that the cat had invaded the 
Horwich yard at least four times in 
the last year and “ had repeatedly 
defecated in and upon the property” . 
It was never determined, of course, if

Calico was aware of the court injunc­
tion.

A strange sidelight of the case was 
the fact that the Harwich’s admitted 
that they had set up salmon and 
chicken in their backyard to trap cats 
which w ere tu rned  over to the 
SPACA. Attorney Horwich admitted 
this, and in a marvelous non sequitur 
gave the reason that "We have some 
children who are allergic to animals” . 
He did not explain how luring cats to 
his backyard would be helpful to the 
children’s allergies.

Our intensive study of the Constitu­
tion has not uncovered any specific 
reference to the rights of cats, or 
other animals, or indeed, if the laws 
of nature supersede the laws of man.

Philosophically, however, we were 
touched by Mrs. Kasm er’s observa­
tion, "Birds fly, the wind blows, it is 
nature, you know.’’That is something 
we all should remember.

Nixon’s Tragedy 
Personal, National

Some Victory
WASHINGTON -  Before 

C ongress okays the a d ­
ministration’s request for $750- 
million in economic aid for' 
South Vietnam during this 
fiscal year, I trust every 
legislator will read the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee 
staff report on what appears to 
be a determined effort by Am­
bassador Graham A. Martin to 
play down the bad news in that 
country.

The 47-page report was 
prepared by two staffers after a 
mission to Indochina from May 
12 to June 4. It says bluntly that 
Martin’s boys in Saigon have 
been doctoring reports to 
Washington on cease-fire 
violations and lousy govern­
ment security in South Vietnam 
in order to adhere to the official 
line of the Saigon regime.

"Substantial deletions” have 
been made in the reports of 
U.S. consuls general in South 
V ietnam ’s four m ilita ry  
regions, according to the re­
port. It cites one filed message 
which included five specific 
references to "declining securi­
ty conditions or poor perfor­
mance on the part of govern­
ment forces.” According to the 
staff report, “the text of the 
consulate general’s report was 
relayed to Washington but only 
after the passages in question 
had been deleted, thereby 
eliminating significant aspects 
of the assessment.”

Then there was the story on 
the “ fall” of Tong Le Chan, an 
outpost on the Cambodian 
border. On April 12 the Saigon 
government announced that a 
"massive” North Vietnamese 

attack using tanks had overrun 
the entire garrison. Actually, 
the South Vietnamese had 
withdrawn voluntarily without 
losing a man, although as late 
as April 24 the American Em­
bassy  was re p o rtin g  to 
Washington on the "bombard­
ment and fall” of Tong Le 
Chan.

Why this deceit? According to 
the staff report, the Tong Le 
Chan incident and others were 
"part of a deliberate effort by ■ 
the Saigon go v ern m en t, 
assisted by the United States 
Embassy, to impress the U.S. 
Congress of the necessity to 
authorize additional military 
assistance for South Vietnam.” 

This is pretty rough stuff. We 
can hardly abandon South Viet­
nam completely after all these 
years, but the charge that the 
American Embassy in Saigon is 
involved in a plot to rob 
American taxpayers of their 
hard-earned dough in a national 
time of need should cause 
Congress to think twice, or even 
three times, before shipping 
more money to Saigon and its 
collection of political cut- 
purses.

More important, perhaps, is 
the report’s conclusion that all 
those American fighting men 
died in vain. The staff report 
concluded that there was little 
hope of a negotiated settlement

between the two Vietnams. I 
said: "The present military 
confrontation seems likely to 
continue with the South Viet­
namese unable to expel the 
North Vietnamese from their 
country, and the Communists 
unable to acquire the decisive 
edge required to defeat the 
South militarily.”

The only hope, said the 
report, was an agreement 
among the United States, the 
Soviet Union and Communist 
China, “to reduce drastically 
the flow of military assistance 
to their clients.” Added the 
staffers: “What we saw and 
heard ...is  directed  to the 
maintenance of the status quo 
at a time when Washington’s 
a t te n t io n  is  d ir e c te d  
elsewhere.”

Slanted stuff by Democratic 
staff members? I doubt it. On 
the same day the report was 
released. United Press Inter­
national reported from Saigon 
that two years after American 
troops stopped fighting major 
battles in Vietnam "almost all 
their famous battlefields are in 
the hands of Communists.’

One of those battlefields is 
Hamburger Hill at the edge of 
the Ashau Valley, where one of­
ficer ordered 12 charges up the 
slopes for a “gallant victory.” 
Some victory. Some ruddy ally.

In the first 185 years of this' 

nation’s history since the adop­
tion of the Constitution, seven 
presidents out of 36 did not com­
plete their terms of office — 
three because of natural death, 
four, s truck  down by an 
assassin’s bullet. Now, for the 
first time, a chief executive has 
removed him self through 
resignation.

Richard M. Nixon, 37th Presi­
dent of the United States, the 
man who once had every expec­
tation of ushering in America’s 
third century of independence 
in 1976, facing almost certain 
impeachment and conviction by 
Congress, subjected to intense 
pressure at the end even from 
those who throughout his career 
had been his strongest sup­
porters, has yielded to the in­
evitable.

The two-year long national 
ordeal we call Watergate has 
thus reached the denouement 
that many feared when the 
President was first implicated 
in the unfolding scandal, that 
more and more voices began 
calling for as the months passed 
and the evidence against him 
mounted and his every defense 
collapsed, that some may have 
hoped for but no one, not even 
his most inveterate enemies, 
takes any joy in.

Despite the inevitability of 
this unprecedented event, 
despite all the signs and 
portents that were plain to read 
over the past few weeks and 
days, the nation is in a state of 
profound shock at what has 
happened. And while the 
trauma we are now experienc­
ing cannot be compared with

the sudden, unexpected and. 
wholly unreasonable removal of. 
the nation’s leader at the hands- 
of an assassin, there is no less; 
cause for mourning.

When a giant falls, the earth 
shakes. And make no mistake 
about it, Richard Nixon, for 
good or ill, was a giant of a 
president. But his greatness, 
u n fo r tu n a te ly ,  w as the 
greatness of an Aaron Burr, not 
of a Jefferson. Like an epic 
figure in a Greek tragedy, his 
downfall was his own doing, the 
result of a fundamental flaw in 
character which, we can see 
now, made him unfit for the 
high office his undoubted 
talents and energies enabled 
him to attain.

At the p innacle of the 
American political system, 
wielding more power than any 
single man in the entire world, 
swept to a second term by an 
overwhelming mandate from 
his fellow citizens, Richard 
Nixon nevertheless stooped ta  
the shoddy and unsavory 
behavior of a kind that one 
might expect from the lowliest 
ward heeler.

There was not only Watergate 
and the President’s attempts to 
shield subordinates he should 
have been the first to expose. 
Here was a inan who had been 
accorded the highest honor it is 
in the power of Americans to 
bestow slashing his tax returns 
through dubious loopholes as if 
mere money could possibly 
bring him anything he did not 
already have. Though the 
President’s tax troubles did not 
figure in his impending im­
peachment, it was one more 
factor in the decay of the

Richard Nixon: The Future

WASHINGTON -  The logic 
of justice is based on the 
premise that if one does evil 
one is p e n a liz e d , th u s 
perpetuating the accepted 
morality that separates right 
from wrong. In the regrettable 
case of Richard Nixon, the logic 
probably will not work out as 
clearly as many would vyant. 
Those who wish him jailed for 
his illegalities may be disap­
pointed. Even those who want 
him to suffer emotionally may 
be denied the sport.

True, Nixon will re tire  
forever from power, a form of 
hurt for one so used to muscle. 
When Andrew Johnson escaped 
impeachment his afterlife was 
rather active and influential. 
He was defeated in a bid to 
regain the presidency but later 
was elected to the Senate, 
which must have been reward­
ing for a man so villified. 
Nothing of this sort will happen 
to Nixon — he would not seek, 
nor get, another public office.

As for other penalties, 
however, they may- not be 
forthcoming. Assuming the 
retired Nixon is protected from 
any form prosecution, and that 
his person is protected from 
any form of vigilanteism, he 
will retreat to a kind of elegant 
disgrace, exile from the moun- 
taintop but secure in his own 
mind that history will yet 
acquit him.

In this respect he faces a 
different future than many of 
his tainted confederates. They,

the convicted Watergaters, less 
sure of their omnipotency than 
their master, may well grow 
old realizing the significance of 
Cardinal Wolsey’s poignant 
lament: “Had I but serv’d my 
God with half the zeal I serv’d 
my King, He would not in mine 
age have left me naked to mine 
enemies.” Tough luck for these 
chaps.

Neither will Nixon be simply 
forgotten, as a public humilia­
tion, as his felonious associate 
Spiro Agnew. The latter, who 
has recently found it prudent to 
seek a pistol for protection, 
lives now an existence that is in 
many ways damned. People 
shout ugly words at him when 
he appears in public, he has 
serious domestic troubles, and 
by necessity he is hustling for 
the buck like a snake oil 
salesman. Agnew is no longer 
even a novelty; his very name 
curls the lip when spoken.

By contrast, the Washington 
opinion is that Nixon has 
enough money and friends and 
confidence to live out his life 
comfortably, if perhaps also 
bitterly. He is not the kind, for 
sure, who would meekly steal 
away and disappear. On the 
contrary, when Agnew quit, 
Nixon’s advice to him, accord­
ing to White House officers, 
was to “Stand unbowed,” to be 
proud and never “ let them 
think they’ve broken you.” 
This, of course, has always 
been Nixon’s credo, his defense 
against the conspiracy against 
him. He will go kicking and

scratching to his grave.
And no doubt millions will 

cheer his fight to the end. Rep. 
Earl Landgrebe (R-Ind.) said 
recently he personally would 
not give up on Nixon until or un­
less he was taken from the 
Congress and shot. Many others 
in the land feel similarly. In the 
absence of any trial for and con­
viction of the man, his sym­
pathetic constituency, given 
time, may even grow. His 
sycophants will fill history with 
odes to his virtue.

Richard Nixon, described of 
late as “serene,” which means 
he no longer lives in reality, 
will in the future as in the past 
look upon his fans as the real 
people and to hell with 
everyone else. He will write 
books quoting Rabbi Barach 
Korff, he will give speeches lift­
ing phrases from Pat 
Buchanan, he will remember 
Mao and Leonid but forget 
Magruder and Liddy. And those 
he’ll receive will nod, stifling 
yawns, ever loyal to him for 
whom they’d kill their grand­
mothers.

The simple among us may 
long for eventual discomfort for 
Mr. Nixon, perhaps a pang of 
conscience. But it is not to be. 
Instead, we will have to be con­
tent to be rid of him. The Hop! 
Indians believe there is a place 
between Heaven and Earth that 
is known as The End. Nixon is< 
going there. And that, after all, 
Ui more justice than the alter­
native.

people’s trust and respect.
There was, finaliy and above 

all, Mr. Nixon’s playing false 
with the American people — his 
repeated assurances of his own 
innocence and of his desire to 
“ ge t̂ to th e  b o tto m  of 
Watergate” even as he withheld 
evidence and impeded the in­
vestigation until, after two 
years, it was no longer possible 
to deceive and delay.

That, in the end, was what 
was unforgivable.

Yet even now it is not ap­
parent that Richard Nixon fully 
appreciates the nature of what 
has befallen him, and through 
him, the nation. To his dying 

‘ day, he may well believe that 
he was the victim of a massive­
ly orchestrated plot by the 
press and his political foes to 
subject him to the ultimate 
.humiliation of forced removal 
from the presidency. In his own 
eyes he may be a martyr who, 
for the welfare of the nation, 
made the grandiose gesture of 
resigning. •

If so, the personal tragedy of 
Richard Nixon is only com­
pounded the more.

What of America’s tragedy? 
We now enter a long period of 
national recuperation. We are 
fortunate in having as a new 
president a man who is not only 
acceptable to the millions who 
voted for Richard Nioxn but a 
man a round  whom a ll 
Americans can rally. (The 
selection of Gerald Ford could, 
in fact, turn out to be the best 
thing Richard Nixon ever did 
for his country.)

Wounded as the nation is, it 
goes forward under a Constitu­
tion that is more alive and more 
valid than ever. Honesty and in­
tegrity are still valued in 
America, still expected and 
demanded of those to whom we 
entrust leadership.

A m erica  w ill em erg e  
stronger and better and more 
truly free because of this 
ordeal.

Contract Authorized 
ForRenovationWork

VERNON
The Vernon Town Council Monday night 

authorized Mayor Frank McCoy to sign a 
contract with Tourtellotte Construction 
Co. of Vernon for renovation of the 
Memorial Building.

Mayor McCoy said a telegram was 
called in Monday from the Economic 
D e v e lo p m e n t A d m in is tra t io n  in 
Philadelphia, informing him it was alright 
to go forward with awarding the contract.

Mayor McCoy, contractor Howard 
Tourtellotte, and John Pozzatto, engineer, 
went to Philadelphia last week to discuss 
some proposed alterations in the original 
renovation plans for the $429,261 project.

The only changes concern some of the 
materials to be used and some minor 
changes in design, the mayor said. These 
had to be made due to the rising cost of 
construction materials.

The first floor of the three story 
Memorial Building will have some minor 
changes. The offices now occupied by the 
town clerk will have some of the walls 
broken out and the space will be 
rearranged to make room for a larger 
vault.

The wide stairway in the entranceway 
will be refurbished and an elevator will be 
installed in the rear of the building to ser­
vice all three floors.

The second floor is used by Circuit Court 
12 at the present time and just minor 
changes will be made in that, area, the 
mayor said.

The third floor, which hasn’t been in use 
for many years, due to its deteriorating 
condition, will be completely refurbished 
for use as office space for town 
departments.

Tourtellotte plans to refurbish the 
bricks on the outside of the building as one 
of the first steps in the project. Mayor 
McCoy said completion time was original­
ly estimated at one year. But with the 
changes that had to be made to keep 
within the budget, it is likely the project 
will be completed in less time.

With the exception of about |113,000, the 
rest of the money came to the town from 
grants allotted by the Economic Develop­
ment Administration.

In connection with the project, the coun­
cil also voted to waive building permit 
fees for the renovation and approved a mo­
tion to allow Mayor McCoy to sign 
whatever other papers are necessary to 
complete the grant.

'The council also set Sept. 16 as the date 
for a public hearing on an ordinance con­
cerning the operation of mini-bikes on the 
town’s recently established bicycle trails.

Committee 
Fate of Ice

Must Decide 
Rink Study

VERNON
The question of whether to 

bring a request for an ap­
propriation for a second-phase 
feasibility study for an .ice 
facility back to another town 
meeting or to a referendum has 
been put back into the hands of 
the Vernon Ice Facility Study 
Committee.

The Town Council voted Mon­
day night to have the com­
mittee come back with its 
recommendation Sept. 16.

A special town meeting a few 
weeks ago voted 24-20 not to ap­
prove an appropriation of $15,- 
000 for the feasibility study. The 
request to reconsider this ac­
tion was made by Councilman 
John Giuletti who said he felt 
the issue was too important to 
go by the boards by the narrow 
margin vote.

Some members of the study 
committee felt there was a mis­
understanding about the town 
meeting, noting they thought 
the vote would be made by the 
council, not those attending the 
meeting.

Giuletti told the council, “I 
don’t think the special town 
meeting is the proper course.” 
He recommended the question 
go to referendum to let all the 
voters act on the question.

M ayor F ra n k  M cCoy 
e x p re s se d  c o n c e rn  w ith  
“passing the buck” to the study 
committee.

“They finished their work 
and 1 think this is something the 
council should decide,” he said.

Town A tto rn e y  A bbo tt 
Schwebel said bringing the 
issue back to another town 
meeting would not be a simple 
matter of reconsidering, which 
could be done if it were just the 
council voting. He explained 
that although council members 
voted on the issue, they were 
voting as individuals, not as a 
council.

"There is no way you can

resurrect that town meeting 
over again,” Schwebel said. He 
explained to go to another town 
meeting the amount could be 
changed by $1, one way or the 
other, and then it would be 
legal. If the matter goes to a 
referendum, the $15,000 amount 
could be used.

The possibility of putting the 
matter on the November elec­
tion ballot was considered but 
Schwebel said Sept. 3 would be 
the last date it could be adver­
tised for the November vote 
and it would require two council 
meetings before that date, one 
to read the ordinance and the 
second for a public hearing.

Mayor McCoy said there are 
already a number of questions 
to go on the November ballot.

State Surplus 
Estimated at 
$45 Million

HARTFORD (UPI) -  State 
C o n t r o l l e r  N a th a n  G. 
Agostinelli says the budget sur­
plus left over from the last 
fiscal year appears to be $45 
million. That is about $10 
million higher than predicted 
by the Meskill administration.

The controller’s figures Mon­
day showed that his higher es­
timate is due mainly to lower 
state spending than had been 
permitted in the billion-dollar 
budget.

10 acres or more for a facility, 
s t r u c tu re  o r sy s tem  for 
transmission, collection, dis­
tribution, or supply for public 
use.

Community School Concept

It is expected that “com­

munity school concept” will 
come a bit more in focus for 
South Windsor when a survey of 
r e s i d e n t s  r e c r e a t i o n a l  
preferences is taken, probably 
in September.

Mayor Robert Smith said he 
is w or k i ng  wi th  School  
Superintendent Robert Gold­
man, along with the Mott Foun­
dation, to establish such a 
program in town.

Tlie Mott Foundation — a 
firm which helps officials set up 
community school concepts 
throughout the country — is 
expected to develop the survey 
which will then be analyzed by 
both the school department and 
the Town Council.

Within the “ community 
school concept,” municipal 
buildings schools and property 
is used by citizens for recrea­
tion, sports and study during 
hours when the facilities are 
presently closed.

Part of the Ellsworth School 
Is being considered to serve as 
a meeting place and community 
center for citizens along Main 
St. The town’s community hall 
was burned some 10 months 
ago.

However, also being con­
sidered as a possibility is a 
proposal by the South Windsor 
Bicentennial Committee for the 
purchase of a building presently 
for sale on Sperry Rd.

The committee wants the 
Town Council to buy the 
building and move it to Main St. 
on the site where the previous 
community hall was located.

The building would then be 
used for meetings of various 
clubs and organizations and 
would serve in commemoration 
of the country’s 200th Anniver­
sary in 1976.

To date, however, the council 
seems to feel that the Idea of 
purchasing the Sperry Rd. 
building is impractical due to 
the c o s ts  of moving the 
buUding, pouring the founda­

tion, and altering the structure, 
according to the Mayor Smith.

He said figures are now being 
put together before a final deci­
sion will be made, however it 
appears that the money, some 
$130,000 in insurance, would be 
better spent in remodeling part 
of the Ellsworth School which 
would also tie into the “com­
munity school program.”

‘‘In fact, though, most 
ra n c h e rs  c o n s id e r  them  
scrawny creatures that are a 
problem because they eat 
forage which should be left 
for cattle,” Stewart said.

“ We should determ ine  
w hat is tru ly  a Spanish 
m u s t a n g ,”  he  a d d e d .  
“Ranchers are not against 
p rese rv a tio n  of the tru e  
mustang, but to preserve ev­
ery abandoned, stray horse 
on the range is ridiculous."

M rs. Jo h n s to n  c la im s  
Stewart is prejudiced.

“ It seem s only n a tu ra l 
ranchers would try to project 
an unfavorable image of the 
wild' horses. With sufficient 
feed and water and lack of 
h arassm en t, wild horses 
develop into fine animals.”

Mrs. Johnston earned her 
nickname through her 20- 
year fight for legislation to 
protect wild horses ffom in­
humane roundups and ship­
ments of pet food processing 
plants.

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Ryan Strikes Out 19 Boston RSox Batters 
To Establish New American League Record

ANAHEIM (UPI) — A 15-12 record with a 2.80 ERA isn’t 
the greatest credential in the world for a hard-throwing 
pitcher leaving his name scattered all through the record 
books.

But wins and losses and ERAs aren’t what Nolan Ryan 
thrives on. It’s strikeouts. And Monday night the 27-year- 
old California Angels’ right-hander showed once again why 
he’s the major league strikeout leader.

Ryan, who fanned a major league record 383 batters in 
1973, claimed another handful of American League and big 
league marks at Anaheim Stadium Monday night by set­
ting down 19 Boston batters and beating the Red Sox 4-2.

Among the records he affixed his name to included:
—Tying Steve Carlton of Philadelphia and Tom Seaver of 

the New York Mets for the major league record for 19 
strikeouts in a nine-inning game.

—Surpassing Bob Feller’s 1938 American League mark 
of 18 in a single game.

—Tying Carlton for the major league record for 19 
strikeouts in a nine-inning night game and beating Bill 
Monbouquette’s AL standard of 17.

—Equalling Luis Tiant for the most strikeouts in two 
consecutive games ever with 32 and tying Tiant and Sandy 
Koufax for the major league record for strikeouts in three 
straight games with 41.

Ryan also has a good shot his next time out at breaking 
the three-game strikeout standard with his 32 in his last

two games and his 9.81 average for nine innings.
The Angels’ ace now leads the majors with 260 strikeouts 

in 238.1 innings.
But on Ryan’s mind wasn’t the parade of Boston batters 

going back to the dugout without even getting part of 
Ryan’s pounding fastball.

It was on last Wednesday night in Chicago when Ryan 
was two outs away from his third career no-hitter. He lost 
the no-hitter, his shutout and then the game.

He was in the same situation again Monday night against 
Boston, leading 4-1 but with men on first and third. Ryan 
showed the strain by uncorking two wild pitches before 
getting the last two outs.

“ I just tried to put the last game in Chicago out of my 
mind,” Ryan said.

With his mounting collection of strikeouts, Ryan now 
takes them somewhat for granted. I t’s no-hitters, along 
with victories, that he prefers.

“A no-hitter is a great achievement,” Ryan said. 
“There’s no margin for error. A no-hitter means more.”

Angels’ catcher Elbe Rodriquez, who caught Ryan, said, 
“This was my most exciting game ever. How can anybody 
throw harder than him?”

Manager Dick Williams had no answer for Rodriquez. “ I 
wouldn’t say Ryan is faster than Feller but I wouldn’t say 
Feller is faster than Ryan either,” Williams said. “When I

was with Oakland I knew some pretty good ballplayers 
there who didn’t want to face him and that’s a pretty good 
compliment.”

Bob Oliver gave Ryan all the runs he needed in the fourth 
inning with a three-run homer. Bobby Valentine also 
singled in a run in the fifth.

All the runs came off starter and loser Roger Moret, 6- 
5. Moret, like Ryan, also lost a no-hit bid last Wednesday 
night.

Boston scored a run in the fifth on a two-out triple by 
Juan Beniquez, driving in Doug Griffin from first. The Red 
Sox also got a gift run in the ninth when Bobby Valentine 
hobbled Griffin’s bounder to short, allowing Carl 
Yastrzemski to score from third.

Ryan was scheduled to pitch Sunday against the New 
York Yankees but he had a blister on the big toe of his right 
foot.

“ I really felt everything was going right tonight,” Ryan 
said. “ I think I got better as the game went on. I don’t 
think I thought about the record until about the eighth or 
ninth inning.

Tom Cheney of Washington holds the record for most 
strikeouts in an extra inning game with 21 in a 16-inning 
contest against Baltimore in 1962.

Oddly, Ryan was a witness to both Carlton’s and 
Seaver’s record performances during his years with the

New York Mets. Ryan was the opposing pitcher the day 
Carlton fanned 19 in 1969 and was on the bench when 
Seaver struck out 19 Padres.-the following season.

“I felt that someday I would have a chance to do this one 
night if everything went right,” Ryan said. ”At the start of 
the game, I didn’t have the good rhythm I had in Chicago 
but it got better as the game went along.”

In the only other AL games, Detroit topped Kansas City 
5-1, Oakland edged New York 3-2 and Milwaukee downed 
Texas 5-1.

Tigers 5, Royals 1
Speaking of strikeouts, Detroit’s Mickey Lolich hasn’t 

done tod badly either over the years. Lolich, backed by 
rookie Ron LeFlore’s two-run homer, tossed a five-hitter 
and moved into ninth place on the all-time strikeout list 
while pitching the Tigers over the Royals. Lolich, in­
creasing his record to 13-14, struck out seven to move past 
Don Drysdale with a total of 2,492 strikeouts.

Brewers 5, Rangers 1
George Scott and Darrell Porter each drove in two runs 

and Jim Colborn ended a personal five-game losing streak 
as the Brewers downed the Rangers. Scott singled home 
two runs in the first and Porter doubled home a pair in the 
seventh to tag Steve Hargan with his seventh loss in 16 
decisions. Coiborn, who last won on July 13, allowed five 
hits in 6 2-3 innings to improve his record to 7-10.

Mantle Delivers Again 
At Cooperstown Shrine

COOPERSTOWN, N.Y. (UPI) -  Mickey Mantle was 

sweating.
The fact the temperature was 97 degrees in the unmer­

cifully broiling sun where he was sitting and waiting his 
turn was one thing, but what was making him perspire all 
the more was the prospect of having to stand up on his feet 
in a few minutes and deliver a speech.

Mickey Mantle dies a little inside every time he has to 
speak in public.

For this occasion, his entry into Baseball’s Hall of Fame 
with his old Yankee buddy, Whitey Ford, and four others, 
he had gone to an unusual extreme.

He actually had prepared a speech. He had painstakingly 
hand-written three full yellow pages detailing some of the 
aspects of his career which had left the deepest im­
pressions.

'The speech was a corker.
It was so good, Mickey Mantle tore it up.
He decided not to speak from notes. He spoke, instead, 

from the heart.
Before he spoke, though, his buddy, “Slick,” did. “Slick” 

is what Mickey Mantle calls Whitey Ford. The name 
originally was hung on the Yankees’ one-time southpaw 
ace by Billy Martin when all three were with the club.

Mickey Mantle, a shy kid from Commerce, Okla., with a 
southwestern twang and straw-colored hair, met Whitey 
Ford originally morp than 20 years ago.

White Ford was the complete opposite of Mickey Man­
tle. He was off the streets of Astoria, Long Island, only 10 
minutes from midtown New York City, an extrovert and a- 
boy who obviously had been around.

Nobody would ever guess these two would grow so close 
so quickly.

"We just kinda hit it off,” remembers Mantle. “I can’t 
ever remember having one cross word with Whitey. We 
were from different parts of the country and we could 
make fun of each other’s talk. I ’d say ‘over yonder,” and 
Whitey would say ‘where the hell is over yonder?’ He says 
vod-kar and soda. He talks about he got a kick outta me. I 
loved playing with Whitey.”

Bowie Kuhn, the commissioner, handled the introduc­
tions of the new inductees into the Hall of Fame Monday, 
starting with a pair of performers no longer living. Sain 
Thompson and Sunny Jirh Bottomley, and moving on to 
Jocko Conlan, the former umpire, and Jim “Cool Papa” 
Bell, a legendary star out of the Negro Leagues.

Then Kuhn called on Whitey Ford, who, made an 
excellent little talk.

When Ford returned to his seat alongside Mantle, 
Mickey whispered to him, “nice going.”

Bowie Kuhn wps finishing the introductions now. He 
read the inscription from the placque bearing Mantle’s 
likeness, the one which will be affixed in the Hall of Fame 
here, and concluded by calling him “simply one of the 
greatest players the game has ever known. . . . ”

Mickey Mantle moved toward the mike and received a 
mighty ovation from the 2,500 on hand for the ceremony.

Mantle began by talking about his strikeouts.
“ I was the world champion in striking out in 

everything,” he said. “I broke Babe Ruth’s record by 
striking out 1,710 times. Nobody’ll break that record. If 
you strike out that much, you don’t get to play.”

He told how his mother used to make his first baseball 
uniform for him, and then introduced her from the 
audience.

Then he spoke about his father, who never lived to see 
him voted into the Hall of Fame.

“Myjbaddy worked in the mines,” Mantle said, “then 
when he’d come home, he’d play baseball with me. I don’t 
see how he did it.”

Now Mickey had another story. It was a story of how he 
once was a partner with Harold Youngman in a hotel 
restaurant venture in Joplin, Mo.

“Merlyn don’t want me to tell this,” he said, looking out 
at his wife in the audience, and laughing, “but I ’m gonna, 
anyway. Harold Youngman said since I was partners with 
him in this restaurant, why didn’t I do something? I said, 
okay. I’d come up with a slogan for our chicken and I did. 
The slogan was ‘to get a better piece of chicken, you gotta 
be a rooster:”

In addition to Mantle and Ford, the new Hall of Famers 
were Cool Papa Bell, a star for 29 years in the old Negro 
League; Jocko Conlan, a National League umpire for 25 
years, and the late Sunny Jim Bottomley and Sam Thomp­
son, sluggers of other eras.

The crowd had heard everything it wanted to hear but 21 
members of the Hall of Fame were waiting to hear one 
thing more. Bill Terry, former New York Giant first 
baseman and the National L eap e’s last .400-hitter, U d 
said it for them all Sunday night when he asked the new in­
ductees, ‘‘don’t just take the plaques and walk 
away...come back.”

This annual Hall of Fame ceremony is pure Americana 
out of the past. They come eveby year...old men, some of 
them in wheel chairs, cherishing a dream that baseball 
and the American flag are synonymous...that baseball is 
still No. 1 despite the competition of football, basketball 
and hockey...that their old values will yet be the salvation 
of the country.

The thing they concern themselves most with is that 
guys like Mantle and Ford — great players, yes, but 
whippersnappers in their eyes — really don’t care that 
much.

“When you think about what happened in Washington 
last week,” Ford had said, “you’d have to say it’s been a 
pretty good week for Fords.”

A m ilita ry  spokesm an said the defendents received 
sentences ranging from  10 to 20 years for violating P resi­
dent P ark  Chung-hee’s ban on student protests and 
a ttem p ts to change the constitution.

The sam e m ilita ry  tr ib u n a l leveled  a th ree -y ear 
suspended sentence Monday against fo rm er President 
Posun Yun, 77, and stiff ja il te rm s against four other 
prom inent leaders convicted of anti-governm ent activity.

The court handed 15-year ja il sentences to Roman 
Catholic Bishop Daniel T ji Hak-Soun, 53; the Rev. P ark  
Hyong-kyu, 51, a P ro te s ta n t m in is te r, and h isto ry  
professor Kim Dong-gil, 47, of Yonsei University.

The tribunal also sentenced the dean of Yonsei’s 
theological sem inary, Kim Chan-kuk, to 10 years in jail.

IVIaddox Man To Beat
ATLANTA (U PI) — Lt. Gov. L ester G. Maddox is 

acknowledged by 11 opponents as the m an to beat in 
today’s D em ocratic p rim ary election for governor.

Fellow D em ocrats concede Maddox probably will get a t 
least 35 per cent of the vote.

Cyprus Talks Face Crisis
United Press International

Britain today proposed a 36 to 48 hour 
cooling off period for the bogged down 
Cyprus peace talks in Geneva in view of a 
Turkish threat to walk out if there is no 
agreement by 3 p.m. EDT. There were 
reports of new intervention by Secretary 
of State Henry A. Kissinger to try to save 
the talks.

Athens dispatches said Kissinger’s 
latest message to Greek Premier Constan­
tine Karamanlis was delivered in person 
at 6 a.m. today by U.S. Ambassador Henry 
J. Tasca.

Kissinger had intervened earlier in 
messages to Turkish Premier Bulent 
Ecevit and the British foreign minister.

The new Turkish deadline was set in 
Aknara by Ecevit who previously had 
threatened a walk out at 5 a.m. EDT today 
if there was no agreement on the Turkish 
plan for new self-governing Greek and 
Turkish Cypriot areas on Cyprus.

The cooling off period was requested by 
B ritish  F oreign  S ecre ta ry  Jam es 
Callaghan who told newsmen “The pur­
pose would be to give the delegates time to 
reflect.” He said he still hoped for a full 
session of the conference later today.

Drought to Cause 
Higher Food Prices
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 

Agriculture Department says 
the effects of the Midwest 
drought which is drastically 
cutting corn production will be 
primarily in higher meat prices 
next year.

4 The department issued its 
August crop report Monday, a 
significant one because it was 
the first based on actual con­
ditions instead of estimates.

The bad news: the corn 
harvest was expected to be just 
less than 5 billion bushels —12 
per cent lower than last year’s 
harvest and 25 per cent less 
than projections.

One economist researched 
records back to World War II 
and said he had not found a year 
in which per-acre corn yields 
were cut so severely.

Soybeans were down 16 per 
cent and livestock feed grains 
as a whole were reported down 
15 per cent.

The good news: The wheat 
harvest is almost in and of­
ficials estimate production at 
1.8 billion bushels, a new 
record.

“ The drought has been 
serious,” Agriculture Secretary 
Earl L. Butz said Monday in 
New Orleans. “ There are 
farmers whose crops will be a 
total loss.

“But in the aggregate in 1974, 
as I see it now, we will have a 
grain crop this year that wili be 
the second largest in history. 
“The United States will con­

tinue to play her role as a 
supplier of fo ^  grains and feed 
grains and of cotton.”

On the other hand. Sen. 
Hubert H. Humphrey, D-Minn., 
called the report “an economic 
bombshell in the lap of the new 
President.”

He predicted corn prices 
would go to record levels, that 
farmers would sell off their 
dairy herds and poultry and hog 
production would be cut back 
sharply.

Dawson Ahalt, an Agriculture 
Department economist, was 
less pessimistic. “This is no 
panic situation,” he said, but 
added: “There will be upward 
pressure on food prices, there’s 
no question about that.”

Corn is a major livestock 
feed, and its price and supply is 
a key to future meat costs. 
Department economists said 
that if current expectations 
were fulfilled, these might be 
the results;

—This fall, there may be 
mpre beef, pork and poultry, 
which probably will mean lower 
prices. ’The high cost of feed 
may induce ranchers to sell off 
their herds before the costs go 
up.

—This winter, hamburger 
might be easier to get than 
steak. The experts predict 
farmers will reduce prices by 
feeding their herds grass and 
hay instead of the more expen­
sive corn —which will result in 
lower-grade meats.

—Next year, the supplies will 
be lower and the prices will be 
higher.

One of the keys to grain supp­
ly may be the export volume. 
Farm ers are trying to get 
Congress to control exports by 
legislation, and Sen. Herman 
Talmadge, D-Ga, chairman of 
the Senate Agriculture Com­
mittee, has scheduled hearings 
for Thursday.

“We are opposed to controls 
and we will continue to be,” an 
A g r ic u l tu re  D e p a r tm e n t 
spokesman said.

UConn Faces

Of Rooms

STORRS (UPI) -  The record 
size of this year’s freshman 
class a t the U niversity of 
Connecticut will require some 
students to live three-to-a-room 
in dormitories.

The university has admitted 
more than 2,500 first-year 
students for the fall semester.

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New Battles Erupt on Cyprus

United Press International
Turkey launched massive air, tank and 

naval strikes against Greek Cypriot 
positions on Cyprus today in an apparent 
attempt to partition the island by force of 
arms. The attacks brought Greece and 
Turkey close to war again and threatened 
to collapse the southern flank of NATO.

Greece announced it was withdrawing 
its armed forces from NATO for its failure 
to prevent what it called a Turkish Pearl 
Harbor, and there were unofficial reports 
in Athens the Greek armed forces had 
been placed on a full war footing along its 
frontier with Turkey.

The Geneva peace talks among Britain, 
Turkey and Greece collapsed early today 
and Britain called for an emergency 
meeting in New York of the United 
Nations Security Council.

Cease Fire Requested
The council, in a 3:30 a.m. EDT session, 

took 10 minutes to adopt unanimously a 
resolution calling for a cease-fire on 
Cyprus.

'The call had no apparent effect. 
Dispatches from Nicosia and monitorings 
of the Greek and Turkish Cypriot radios 
there told of massive Turkish tank thrusts 
eastward from Nicosia toward the port of 
Famagusta and westward toward the port 
of Lefka — drives that would seal off 
northern Cyprus.

There were heavy air strikes against 
Greek Cypriot positions in the capital of 
Nicosia which sent thousands of refugees 
streaming out of the city toward the south 
and drove U.N. peace keeping forces from 
three outposts west of the capital. At least 
a dozen U.N. troops were wounded.

Ford Following Developments
President Ford and Secretary of State 

Henry A. K issinger w ere reported 
following developments closely. Kissinger 
had intervened repeatedly wiUi a barrage 
of telephone calls to the Greek, Turkish 
and British Foreign Ministers but was un­
able to stave off the collapse of the talks.

Turkey had invaded the ea s te rn  
Mediterranean island on July 20 in a move 
that almost brought war with Greece.

It said it did so to protect the ap­
proximately 125,000 Turkish Cypriots from 
the more than 500,000 Greek Cypriots 
following the Greek-led Cypriot National 
Guard coup which overthrew President 
Archbishop Makarios on July 15 — which 
also brought on the fall of the Greek^ 
military dictatorship. ^

Britain, the colonial ruler of Cyprus 
before its independence in 1960, ordered 
the evacuation of 14,000 British nationals 
from Cyprus and flew in reinforcements 
for its 10,000-man garrison on^  fleet of 23

planes from Britain, Singapore and other 
bases. Britain also has about 1,500 men 
with the U.N. peace keeping forces.

Victories Claimed 
The Turkish Cypriot radio poured out 

one victory claim after another. It said the 
Turkish forces were advancing rapidly, 
“demolishing all obstacles. A great many 
enemy tanks and artillery units have been 
wiped out. The number of prisoners of war 
taken are increasing.”

“The Turkish air force is continuing to 
hit military targets with all its power,” 
one broadcast said. “Turkish tanks are 
progressing in ail directions. The Greek 
Cypriot national guard is being surrounded 
by the Turks in larger and larger numbers. 
Greek Cypriots are fleeing from Nicosia 
and other cities.”

The Greek Cypriot radio reported the 
national guard had shot down two of the 
American-made F4 Turkish Phantoms 
which struck Nicosia today, blasting the 
airport held by U.N. troops and hitting a 
mental hospital and Greek-run in­
stallations around Nicosia.

town Main St. is on-again — as far as the 
Town of Manchester is concerned.

The Board of Directors voted 6 to 2 
Tuesday night for town control of the mile- 
long strip — at no cost to the town for the 
traffic signals installed last fall by the 
state and with the understanding the 
transfer will be “as is,” with no roadway 
improvements by the state.

All maintenance will be by the town and 
the parallel parking lanes installed by the 
state will remain. The State Traffic Com­
mission and the Manchester Traffic 
Authority both are on record favoring 
parallel parking.

Town takeover is expected to be 
sometime in September, to coincide with a 
new 100-space parking lot to be leased 
from St. James Church on church proper­
ty. Final approval for guaranteeing a 
1100,000 loan for the parking lot was not 
reached Tuesday night—because time ran 
out for completing the board’s long agen­
da. It will be v o t^  upon Aug. 20.

Two ‘Nay’ Voles
The two “nay” votes Tuesday night 

were cast by Directors Pascal Prignano 
and Matt Moriarty Jr. Robert Price was 
not present — he is in Texas on business.

Moriarty explained his vote by saying, 
“ I can’t see us (the town) paying money to 
maintain the street when we don’t have to. 
The added expense can’t  be justified. I 
can’t vote for it.”

Prignano didn’t comment.
Town Manager Robert Weiss explained 

the mile-long strip, between Center St. 
and Hartford Rd., will remain Rt. 83 as 
now, but will not be maintained and con­
trolled by the state. That maintenance, 
however, he said, will continue by the 
state north of Center St. and south of Hart­
ford Rd.

Im p ro v em en t Costs
Weiss said the town may have to spend 

about $300,0(X) in the next two or three 
years to repave the street and to correct 
drainage problems. He acknowledged the 
cost — due to inflation (the cost of amesite 
has risen about 35 per cent in a year) — 
may be considerably higher. He said, also, 
there was no assurance by the state it 
would do the work, if it retained control.

The 100-space parking lot to be provided 
on St. James Church land will be off Park 
St. The town will guarantee a $100,000 loan 
from the Savings Bank of Manchester, 
with the loan to be paid off in 10 years by 
the Special Downtown Taxing District, 
which taxes its property owners 12 mills 
annually.

I.«a8e Arrangement
Repayment of the loan would be under a

10-year lease arrangement — at $1,161 
monthly.

Of the $100,000 to be loaned from the 
bank, $30,000 will go for demolishing two 
buildings on the property and for clearing 
and paving the parking lot. The other $70,- 
000 will go to the church — to reimburse it 
for the loss of the two buildings. The 
church may build an addition to its rectory 
or may find substitute facilities for those 
displaced by demolition of the buildings.

’The new parking lot will be insured un­
der the Parking Authority’s existing 
coverage.

When Parking Authority Chairman 
Robert Gorman said that a Chamber of 
Commerce study shows a need for 500 
m ore parking spaces in Downtown 
M a n c h e s te r , tw o town re s id e n ts  
questioned the figures.

Fred Lucas and John Johnston insisted 
there is never a lack of parking space 
downtown.

“The remark makes me think the people 
are either blind or lazy,” said Johnston.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  President 
Ford, facing the first major international 
problem of his administration, discussed 
w ith S e c re ta ry  of S ta te  H enry A. 
Kissinger today ways of using U.S. 
diplomacy to stop the renewed war on 
Cyprus.

’The urgent morning meeting, following 
Turkish air, ground and sea attacks on 
Greek Cypriot positions soon after the 
breakdown of peace talks in Geneva, tem­
porarily interrupted Ford’s emphasis on 
tackling A m erica’s m ajor dom estic 
problem, the inflation-plagued economy.

Ford and Kissinger m et more than an 
hour and a “Washington Special Action 
Group” meeting on the Cyprus situation 
was planned for later. The group is an arm 
of the National Security Council, geared to 
operate in emergency situations.

Reshapes Schedule
Ford’s press secretary, Jerry terHorst, 

said the President reshaped his schedule 
today to focus on Cyprus as the “urgent 
priority.” Ford had scheduled a series of 
meetings with governors and mayors in an 
effort to judge the mood of America in 
shaping his administration.

TerH orst stressed  tha t Ford and 
Kissinger — who he said would be in con­
tact all day long — saw Cyprus as a 
diplomatic problem, not a military one, as 
far as the United States was concerned.

TerHorst said Ford is “concerned but 
very hopeful” that further pressure could 
be exerted through diplomatic channels to 
get Greek and Turkish diplomats back to 
the conference table in Geneva.

There was no immediate White House 
comment on the announcement by Greece 
that it was withdrawing its armed forces 
from the North Atlantic Treaty Alliance.

By a 7 to 0 vote and after little discus­
sion Tuesday night, the Manchester Board 
of Directors rejected a proposal for 
sanitary sewers in Baldwin Rd., Concord 
Rd. and part of Deming St. John Tani 
abstained from voting and Robert Price 
was out of town.

The board tabled to Aug. 20 a decision on 
sanitary sewers in Linwood Dr. and a por­
tion of Keeney St.

Basically, the rejection was because of 
a poll taken of the 66 property owners in­
volved. It showed overwhelming opposi­
tion — with 17 for the installation and 48 
against (one person didn’t reply to the 
poll).

Health Director Dr. Alice Turek told the 
directors a survey made by her staff 
showed one health problem in the area (an 
overflowing septic system), and several 
potential problems. She said the property 
owner with the health problem will be 
ordered to correct it.

Dye Tests Planned
Dr. Turek said her department needs 

more time to make dye tests and that she 
will have a more detailed report later.

The board’s action closes the book on 
sanitary sewer installations in that area. 
Any future consideration will require a 
new petition from concerned property 
owners, a new public hearing and a new 
report from Dr. Turek.

The tabling action for Linwood Dr. 
sanitary sewers followed a public hearing 
— with remarks by those property owners 
in favor and by those oppos^.

The propos^ installation concerns 14 
parcels on Linwood Dr. and 3 on Keeney 
St. The Keeney St. property owners didn’t 
speak last night.

Town Manager Robert Weiss reported 
that five owners of homes and three 
owners of empty lots on Linwood Dr. are 
in favor of the installation and that six 
owners of homes there are opposed.

Dr. ’Turek reported her health inspector 
inspection of the street earlier 

Tuesimy and found one septic tank 
overflowing and an empty lot with poor 
soil conditions for a septic tank. She 
warned of a public health problem that 
needs correction.

One reason for the tabling action was 
the request for a legal ruling from the 
town counsel. The request was from Carl 
Zinsser, who is an advocate of deferring 
assessm ents against those abutting 
property owners who don’t want to tie into 
a sanitary sewer system — in whatever 

' part of town.

Deferrments
He noted the 1971 Board of Directors ap­

proved deferrments for homeowners in 
the Greenwood Rd. area — when a com­
munity septic tank was approved and in­
stalled.

Phyliss Jackston, replying to Zinsser’s 
recommendation, warned, “You defer 
assessments and you open Pandora’s Box. 
The sewer department must subsidize 
itself and other customers can’t be asked 
to pay the costs for improving the proper­
ties of those who are excused from paying. 
Where would it stop? We have a whole list 
of people who haven’t yet tied into sewer 
lines. Why should others pay for them?”

A second reason for the tabling action is 
to determine whether or not an amended 
plan might be considered for the Linwood 
Dr. installation.

“ A f you know ," said  te rH o rs t, , 
“Secretary Kissinger has been attempting 
through American and his own diplomatic 
contacts in the Cyprus area to prevent a 
breakdown in the negotiations. The 
secretary of state and the President con­
tinue to watch the Cyprus situation very 
closely today.”

On other matters:
—TerHorst said Ford is determined not 

to let his choice for vice president leak out 
before he has made an announcement of 
his choice, expected this weekend.

1-84 Interchange 
Eight Years Away

It will be at least eight years before the 

Manchester segment of Interstate 84 is 
connected to the Wilbur Cross Highway 
near Laurel Lake, consultants for the 
Connecticut Department of Transportation 
(DOT) told town directors Tuesday night.

Representatives of the Wethersfield 
firm of Close, Jensen & Miller, con­
sultants on the project, said it will take 
two years to prepare an environmental 
impact statement, another two years to 
design the massive interchange, and at 
least four years to build it.

Consultant V. DeAngelis, describing the 
project’s status, said the DOT was on the 
verge of completing an environmental 
report last year when controversial plans 
for Interstate 86 from Wethersfield to 
Manchester were scrapped.

New Study Needed
Deletion of that stretch of expressway 

brought about the need for a new en­
vironm ental study, DeAngelis said, 
explaining that his firm  is now, in­
vestigating a variety of “ schemes” for the 
Laurel Lake interchange.

Complete environm ental study of 
various plans is required by federal 
regulations because the interchange and I- 
84 connector would “impact” three open 
space or park areas: East Hartford’s 
Veterans Memorial Park, Manchester’s 
Laurel Lake, and Wickham Park, which 
straddles the town line.

The project being studied involves 
reconstruction  of the Wilbur Cross 
Highway from Roberts St. (East Hart­
ford) to the Buckland area of Manchester. 
A separate project involving reconstruc­
tion of the highway and a new interchange 
in the Buckland area is now in the design 
stage, and work may start there in late 
1975.

Changing Plans
Ron Moore, another member of the 

W ethersfield consulting firm , said 
schemes under consideration for ^ e  1-84 
connector and Laurel Lake interchange 
differ from the ideas expressed when the 
Manchester 1-84 segment opened three 
years ago.

The basic interchange will connect 1-84 
to the Wilbur Cross Highway with service 
in all directions. Local ramps will feed 
into “collector-distributor roads” running 
parallel to the Wilbur Cross Highway, and 
will join the Wilbur Cross near Buckland.

West of the interchange, the Wilbur 
Cross Highway will consist of five lanes in 
each direction. East of the interchange, 
the highway will be four lanes in each 
direction, with three lanes in each direc­
tion on the parallel roads.

Moore said the project is being designed 
for the year 2000, but he said expected 
traffic volume in 2000 will ex ce^  the 
highway capacity by 25 to 30 per cent.

Turkey and 
Greece are fighting each other, and the 
Western allies including the United States 
have lost much of their credibility in both 
Ankara and Athens.

The sole winner is so far the Soviet 
Union which, without lifting a rifle now 
sees NATO’s southern flank weakened 
beyond expectations, Thaler said.

Turkish Foreign Minister Turan Gunes 
told a news conference in Geneva today 
Turkey broke off the peace talks because 
of “delaying tactics and maneuvers by 
Greece.”

Request Refused
He had refused a request by British 

Foreign Minister James Callaghan for a 
48-hour cooling off-period.

In Athens, P re m ie r  Constantine 
Karamanlis held emergency meetings 
with his cabinet and military chiefs and 
then announced withdrawal of Greek 
armed forces from NATO. Greece still is a 
member of the political wing of NATO.

“What happened this dawn is a stigma 
for the civilized world,” Greek Foreign 
Minister George Mavros said in a formal 
statement after returning to Athens from 
Geneva. “There is only one similar prece­
dent in modern history — the Japanese at­
tack against Pearl Harbor. ..”
