Hospital, Union Agree 
To Negotiate Sept. 5

R e p r e s e n ta t i v e s  of 
Manchester Memorial Hospital 
(MMH) and Local 1199 of the 
Drug and Hospital Union, AFL- 
CIO, have agreed to begin con­
tract negotiations Sept. 5, said 
Andre P. Marmen, hospital 
director of public relations and 
development.

Marmen said the agreement 
was reached Wednesday morn­
ing at a meeting of both union 
and hospital officials at the of­
fice of the Connecticut Board of 
Mediation and Arbitration in 
Wethersfield.

Under the terms of recently 
enacted federal legislation, 
nonprofit hospitals such as 
MMH will, as of Aug. 25, come 
under the jurisdiction of the 
N ational Labor Relation

Board, said Marmen. The State 
Board of Mediation and Ar­
bitration, therefore, will no 
longer be a party  to the 
nego tiations betw een the 
h o sp ita l and Local 1199, 
Marmen said.

The state Supreme Court 
ruled July 7 that Local 1199 is 
the legal bargaining unit for 43 
dietary department workers at 
the hospital.

The hospital had been in­
volved in a three-year legal 
fight as the result of refusing to 
recognize Local 1199 as the 
proper bargaining agent for the 
dietary department workers,

Marmen said the state board 
was assured by both union and 
hospital officials that they 
would bargain in “good faith.”

KENTWOOD, La. (UPI) -  
Clay L. Shaw, the only person to 
stand trial for the assassination 
of President John F. Kennedy, 
died Thursday of cancer. He 
was 61.

B u r ia l  s e r v i c e s  w e re  
scheduled today for the promi­
nent New Orleans civic and 
business leader in the tiny 
eastern Louisiana community 
where he was born.

Shaw was acquitted in 1969 of 
charges he conspired with Lee 
Harvey Oswald to assassinate 
President Kennedy. He was 
brought to trial by flamboyant 
New Orleans District Attorney 
Jim Garrison.

Despite Shaw’s acquittal and 
reinstatement to high honor in 
New Orleans, Garrison refused 
to recant in his condemnation of 
the former International Trade 
Mart president. As recently as 
last Sunday, Garrison said in an 
interview he was not sorry 
about the prosecution of Shaw 
and would do it again if he 
could.

At the time of his death, Shaw 
had a $5 million damage suit 
pending against Garrison and 
several wealthy businessmen 
who helped finance Garrison’s 
assassination investigation. 
The suit was to be heard in 
federal court next month.

Nursery May Be First in Field 
To Use Tax Shelter Partnership

The C.R. Burr and Co. Inc. 
nurseries with warehouses and 
offices at 420 N. Main St. may 
be the first nursery business in 
the country to use tax shelter 
methods of the gas and oil in­
dustry.

John H. Hickman, head of a 
private investor group from 
C ooperstow n, N.Y. which 
bought the la rg e  nu rsery  
business in January, 1972, said 
this week his firm has sold 
“ limited partnerships” in Burr 
fields in Virginia and Connec­
ticut.

The tax sheltered limited 
partnerships give an investor 
the same tax benefits as in­
vestments in oil, gas and real 
estate ventures, Hickman said. 
He thought it must be the first 
such p a rtn e rsh ip  in U.S. 
history. It has been done for 
years in many farm-type in­
dustries, he said, but on a more 
private or family basis.

The first such partnership 
was set up by Hickman in 
December, 1973 in Virginia. 
The second was just set up in 
recent weeks in Connecticut, he 
said.

The one in this state is called 
“Durham Nursery Partners” 
on the prospectus, a statement 
of the main features of the 
partnership. Durham is a state- 
licensed partnership with the 
C.R. Burr and Co. Inc. as 
general partner.

The partnership will engage 
in the business of farming 24 
acres of land in Middlefield 
which are planted mainly with 
ornam ental and desiduous 
shrubs and trees. The land is 
leased from the Burr company 
by the partnership until May 31, 
1977.

Strikes May Idle 39,000 Workers

Strikes at two General Motors plants 
and s t r i ke - caused  l ayoff s  in the 
automobile industry could idle 39,000 
workers by Monday.

A nationwide strike against the Teletype 
Corp. was set to start today.

A union spokesman in Little Rock, Ark., 
said the Teletype walkout would put 55,000 
employes of Western Electric on the 
street. Western Electric is the firm’s 
parent company.

In Washington, the National Mediation 
Board said negotiations have resulted in a 
4 per cent salary increase for 6,500 sheet 
metal workers employed by the nation’s 
railroads.

The increase, retroactive to Jan. 1,1974, 
resulted in the postponement of a strike

call until at least Jan. 1 of next year.

Striking bus drivers in the Los Angeles 
area and their employers returned to the 
negotiating table. A grain elevator 
workers’ strike that could involve as many 
as 1,300 employes was also in the hands of 
negotiators again.

The United Mine Workers of America 
made plans for a five-day “memorial 
walkout” at about 1,200 bituminous mines.

An estimated 80,000 coal miners were 
scheduled to take part in the Aug. 19-23

walkouts to commemorate the victims of 
coal mine disasters, mine-related diseases 
and labor-management violence.

Negotiators for 18,000 striking butchers, 
cashiers and stock clerks at A&P stores in 
New York and New Jersey reached agree­
ment with company representatives to end 
a six-day strike late Friday night.

Chrysler Corp. said a walkout at A.P. 
Smith Corp. in Milwaukee, Wis., will force 
it to halt production Monday at its 
Missouri truck plant near St. Louis where 
3,800 persons are employed.

Reds Fire on Da Nang

DA NANG (UPI) -  A large North Viet­
namese troop buildup 15 miles northwest 
of Da Nang put the port city under Com­
munist guns for the first time in the 
month-old offensive, field officers said 
today.

Alraut 5,000 North Vietnamese soldiers, 
armed with 130mm artillery guns capable 
of hitting Da Nang from 17 miles away, 
were spotted by intelligence officers in 
Elephant Valley just northwest of Da 
Nang, the officers said.

Communist gunners fired seven rockets 
into Da Nang airport at sunup today. Two 
rounds hit the base, damaging a C47 cargo 
plane, and the other five crashed into 
residential areas nearby, killing five per­
sons and wounding at least 15 others, 
military spokesmen reported.

It was the fifth shelling against the air 
base since the offensive began. Da Nang is 
370 miles north of Saigon.

Police Remove Bomb 
From Bus Terminal

LOS ANGELES (UPI) — The detonator 
of a bomb believed planted in a bus station 
by the prime suspect in a deadly airport 
bombing exploded Friday night minutes 
after it was placed in a shielded van, 
police said.

The bomb’s primary detonator went off 
inside a police bomb squad truck as the 
device, found wrapped in a satchel, was 
being hauled away. There were no reports 
of injury.

Police said the bomb itself was later dis­
mantled at an isolated area.

The bomb was apparently planted at the 
Greyhound bus term inal by “ Isaac 
Rasim,” who is being hunted in the 
deadliest civil airport bombing in U.S. 
history, according to police.

After the explosive had been removed 
from the term inal, police received 
another bomb threat at the Continental 
Trailways bqs terminal.

Police with trained dogs searched the 
bus station but no bomb was found*.

Assistant Police Chief Daryl Gates said 
the bomb found at the Greyhound terminal 
was the work of "R asim ,” who has 
claimed responsibility for the three-death 
blast at the Los Angeles International Air­
port last week.

Rasim, claiming to be backed by a group 
called Aliens of America, has threatened a 
wave of violence throughout the country if 
certain demands of his group are not met.

Ford Pledges Continued 
Mideast Peace Effort

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  President Ford 
plunged into foreign affairs with a dinner 
for King Hussein Friday night, promising 
that the United States will keep working 
for peace in the Middle East.

Hussein, considered a friend of the 
United States, became the first visiting 
head of state of the week-old Ford ad­
ministration. He was the guest of honor at 
a state dinner in the White House.

C onferences T oday
Ford was expected to confer with 

domestic affairs advisors today and meet 
with Dean Burch, a White House counselor 
appointed by former President Nixon.

'The President addressed Hussein direct­
ly in a toast. “By your wisdom and 
cooperation you set an example for all of 
us to follow,” he said.

Ford promised, “ On behalf of the 
American people, full support for the con-. 
tinuing diplomatic intiatives towards 
those goals we have set. We can achieve 
what has been the hope and aspirations of 
people throughout the Middle East and the 
world.”

Egyptian foreign minister Ismail Fahmi

has also been in Washington, working out a 
joint cooperation agreement to rebuild 
war-torn Egypt. The agreem ent is 
expected to be signed next week.

cassette tape recording that they would 
find the bomb in the bus terminal. 
Following his usual pattern, “Rasim” 
telephoned the Los Angeles Herald- 
Examiner to tell the news desk where the 
tape could be found.

The bus terminal was evacuated of some 
1,000 persons and the bomb squad found 
the device.

The bomb, weighing some 20 pounds, 
was pulled from the building by a rope and 
loaded into a bomb squad truck reinforced 
to muffle explosions.

As the truck was driving off, smoke 
suddenly poured from the bomb storage 
compartment. Police said the primary 
detonating device had gone off but that the 
bomb itself was still intact.

B izarre C am paign 
Earlier, Rasim had warned another 

bomb would be exploded in a crowded 
place here Sunday as part of a bizarre 
campaign to change the legal status of 
aliens by “writing our name in blood.” 

The airport stood for the first letter of 
the word “alien.” He warned that Sun­
day’s bomb would explode in a place 
beginning with "L,” second letter of the 
word, police said Friday.

Rasim, in tape-recorded messages and 
telephone calls to the news media, iden­
tified himself as the "chief military of­
ficer of Aliens of America.”

He took responsibility for the bomb that 
exploded in a passenger terminal locker at 
Los Angeles International Airport Aug. 6 
which killed three persons and injured 35 
others.

T aken  Seriously
Police and FBI said they are taking 

Rasim’s claims seriously because he has 
recounted facts that only the bomber or 
someone connected with him would know.

Sen. Alan Cranston, D-Calif., who was 
mentioned in one of the taped messages, 
pleaded with Rasim over Southern Califor­
nia radio stations Friday to call off his 
campaign and contact the senator.

Law enforcement authorities held news 
conferences appealing to the public for 
clues to Rasim’s identity or whereabouts 
and to warn businesses, industries and 
other possible targets that could be 
marked by the letter “L.”

Turks Attack Road Junction

Turkish forces, in violation of their self- 
imposed Cyprus ceasefire, today attacked 
with tank, artillery and mortar fire a vital 
road junction leading from the capital of 
Nicosia to the United Nations-held airport.

The truce held generally elsewhere in 
the island.

Turkish gunners pounded a traffic circle 
four miles west of the center of Nicosia in 
what a U.N. source described as a 
renewed attempt to seize control of the 
road to the U.N.held airport.

T u rk s  W ant A irpo rl
“The Turks want to try to get control of 

the airport,” the source said. "They want 
to try to isolate the U.N. troops there so 
they will give up the,airport.”

The Canadian U.N. contingent holding 
the bomb-damaged installation has orders 
to fire if fired upon. It has held the airport 
since July 23.

Heavy shooting erupted on the frontier 
of the Greek and Turkish Cypriot com­
munities in Nicosia but ended about 
daybreak.

The bombardment in the western sector 
of the battered capital lasted for two and a 
half hours and ended at 7 a.m. (1 a.m. 
EDT), a U.N, spokesman said. He gave no 
reports of shooting elsewhere on Cyprus. 
The capital moved slowly toward nor­
malcy.

No War Planes
Turkish warplanes stayed out of Cypriot 

skies for the first time in three days.

President Glafkos Clerides met with the 
special representative of U.N. Secretary 
General Kurt Waldheim, Luis Weckmann- 
Munoz, and with the U.N. commander on 
the island, Maj. Gen. Prem Chand of In­
dia. The U.N. officials scheduled a 
meeting later with Turkish Cypriot 
leaders.

Four roads radiate from the traffic cir­
cle. The Turks hold the northern road that 
leads to Morphou northwest of Nicosia. 
Turkish troops and tanks set up lines about 
800 yards from the circle.

Canadian U.N. troops moved between 
the Greek Cypriot defenders of the circle 
and the Turks to set up an observation' 
post.

The fighting was the first major break 
of the latest cease-fire that went into effect 
at 6 p.m. Friday.

White House Press 
Relations to Change
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

Things are going to be different 
at the White House, promises 
P re s id en t F o rd ’s p re ss
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secretary, Jerald F. terHorst.
No longer, he says, will the 

White House media efforts be a 
"Madison Avenue PR (public 
relations) approach. This is 
going to be a professional 
operation, not a politicized 
operation.”

TerHorst told the White 
House press corps that political 
issues will be left to the GOP.

Ford wants to hold a news 
conference but has not had time 
to "consider such things,” 
terHorst said, although he 
promised "sooner rather than 
later.”

As press secretary, he said, 
“ We hope to run a very 
p ro fe ss io n a l shop he re , 
representing the President of 
the United States.”

TerHorst was aware of the 
animosity which built up over 
the years between the media 
and the White House press of­
f ic e rs , p a r t ic u la r ly  his 
predecessor, Ronald L. Hegler.

Some of the old animosity re- 
e m e rg e d  F r id a y  when 
reporters pressed terHorst to 
explain what role the White
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H ouse O ffice  of Com ­
munications would play in the 
Ford administration.

It had been run by Ken Claw­
son—who will be returning soon 
to an unspecified job in jour- 
nalism-but now will be under 
the control of terHorst.

The communications office, 
said terHorst, would continue 
to send presidential speeches 
and documents to newspapers 
and b ro a d c a s t  s ta t io n s  
throughout the country, but he 
said the Republican National 
Committee will handle political 
matters.

The u su a lly  a m ic a b le  
relationship between terHorst 
and his former colleagues 
deteriorated at times during 
the briefing when terHorst 
attempted to explain that he 
had not ironed out details of the 
Office of Communications so he 
couldn’t answer questions.

Although terHorst intends to 
deliver most of what are 
planned to be at least daily 
briefings, he said John W. 
Hushen would be his deputy and 
often take the briefing role. 
Hushen, like terHorst, is a 
former Detroit News reporter.

Summer Youth Employment
A town work program in-

volvii^ more than 8b tMn-agers
has been so successful this 
summer that one town leader 
said, “We would dearly love to 
see it expanded and made year 
round.”

The program is made possi­
ble by a Comprehensive 

and Training Act 
(CETA) grant from the federal 
Department of Labor. The City 
of Hartford won the grant for 
the 29-town region. The work 
experience portion paying for 
summer jobs for teens totals 
$1,149,000.

Hartford subcontracted the 
operation of the program to the 
Community Renewal Team of 
Hartford (CRT) which has been 
handling programs for youth in 
the city since 1965, according to 
Miss Barbara Bishop, a 
member of the city’s personnel 
department.

"Teens eligible for the jobs 
which pay $47.31 per week must 
be between 14 and 21 and be 
members of families with low 
incomes.

A total of 3,930 kids have 
taken part in the program. 
Manchester was authorized 150 
job slots if enough jobs and 
youths could be put together. 
The program here began with 
over 80 and had over 70 as the 
six-week program drew to a 
close Friday.

This is the first year federal 
monies have been given out to 
benefit the youths in all 29 
towns in programs like this, ac­
cording to Del Watson, youth 
director at CRT.

There were some federal 
funds given out last year to hire 
youths in some of the towns. It 
was part of the Neighborhood 
Youth Corps also run by CRT. 
Several town leaders have said 
the program as a whole did not 
work, especially when com­
pared to the success of this 
summer’s program.

Among the reasons they say 
the city’s program worked this 
summer are the directors ap­
pointed in the area towns and 
the crew leaders working with 
groups of as many as 10 youths. 
The basic leadership at CRT is 
the same.

“ We le a rn  th ro u g h  
experience, we learn,” said 
Watson who added, “ We 
welcome positive criticism.”

Make It Annual
Robert Digan, director of 

Youth Services in Manchester, 
said he was p leased  the 
program worked so well this 
year.

“The key is the supervisors,” 
he said adding that last year’s 
experience better prepared the 
town to use the youths well this 
year.

Digan said he recommended 
many youths to the program in 
hopes they would do it proud 
and it would help them. Many of 
them could use the money and 
the work experience, he said.

“We feel these kids have 
gotten a great deal out of it,” 
D igan sa id . “ T h e y ’re  
developing working skills and 
getting paid for it. We hope it 
will carry over to school.”

Due to the program’s success 
this year, Digan said he hoped it 
could be expanded to run the 
whole year. It would be worth it 
to the town to support it if 
federal monies cannot be found, 
he said.

“There are many jobs that 
can be done all year,” he said. 
“The Chamber of Commerce 
and the community should be 
involved.

“Senior citizens could use 
their work.

“It could be tied into the 
school programs for credit in 
certain jobs.

“These kids have gotten a 
taste of what it’s like to earn 
$50 a week for six weeks.

“There’s a need for the work 
these kids can do. They have a 
need for the money and a need 
to make work skills.

“There’s a need for this 
program all year,” Digan said.

Grades By Employers 
Lorrie Brown, 21 as of Aug. 

14, is the town-appointed direc­
tor of the Manchester part of 
the program as well as the work 
done by another 36 youths in

Bolton, Vernon, Tolland and 
Ellington. She picked the 
youths, assigned them to the 
crew leaders, keeps them paid 
and tries to smooth over 
problems with the program.

Although she is paid with 
federal funds funneled through 
Hartford, then CRT, and finally 
to her, she acted this summer 
as though her “ employers” 
were the town officials that had 
her youths on their job sites. 
They are the judges of whether 
the work is any good, whether it 
comes out I of their budgets or 
not.

Miss Brown urged us to con­
tact these people for she said 
she was confident most, would 
give high grades to her kids and 
their work.

The following are some of the 
comments:

• Town Fire Chief John 
Rivosa said, “ I was well 
satisfied. I want them again if 
we can get them.

“The program worked well 
for us last year. But the way it’s 
set up this year is much better. 
Their biggest job for us was at 
the Spruce St. fire station. Jim 
LaPine (a fireman) worked 
closely with them. Ask him 
about them.”

• Fireman LaPine noted 
there were five girls and five 
boys under a crew leader 
assigned to the fire station. 
They washed windows and 
doors, re-rolled wire, trimmed 
the bushes, spruced up the lawn 
and much more.

“ I recall one day they went 
up to the candy stand at Mt. 
Nebo P ark ,” LaPine said. 
“They painted it inside and out 
and were very happy. Plus they 
did a beautiful job.

“They’re real nice kids. No

horse play. Real go getters. If 
we could have them back...”

• Leon Enderlin, director of 
the M anchester Housing 
Authority, said, “They were a 
big help” working on the 
MHA’s 200 units off W. Center 
St. and its 76 units in Mayfair 
Gardens on N. Main St.

Enderlin quoted from his 
report to the town manager’s 
office. The report read, “They 
were very highly effective and 
successful. They provided us 
the opportunity to accomplish a 
num ber of m a in ten an ce  
projects which would not 
otherwise have been done.” 

Some of their jobs were 
cleaning out the window wells, 
repairing trees cut by lawn 
mowing equipment, and more.

Lorraine Bailey
Enderlin said, “Their super­

visor, John Simmons, rode herd 
on them. No horseplay. I want 
them back next year. "They do a 
lot of odds and ends that have to 
be done.”

• Charles Crocini, plant 
en g in ee r a t  M an ch este r 
MemoriarHospital, said he was 
“more than pleased.”

Most of the work at the 
hospital has been grounds 
keeping, weeding and trim­
ming. During bad weather, they 
also worked with the director of 
vo lun teers m aking hand 
puppets and flower pots for the 
patients.

• Frank Jodaitis, superinten­
dent of the Town Water and 
Sewer Department, was con­
tacted on a bad day.

“One of those kids threw a

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fire cracker in the sewage 
treatment plant,” he said angri­
ly. “There’s methane gas all 
over the place. There could 
have been an explosion.”

The boy that threw the fire 
cracker had been dealt with by 
his crew leader and, Jodaitis 
added, in a calmer voice, “I 
like the idea of crew leaders. 
They can resolve some of the 
problems better than we can.” 

Other “problems” have in­
cluded complaints from the 
police that some of the youths, 
w hile out p a in tin g  f ire  
hydrants, added some of the 
paint to stop signs in some 
places.

But Jodaitis noted the large 
amount of work done by the 
youths at the treatment plant. 
They also painted most of the 
hydrants in town.

Before he got through talking 
about them, he said, “I’d do it 
again next year.”

• Ted Fairbanks, director of 
maintenance for the Board of 
Education, said, “It’s much 
better than last year.”

The largest crew, 17, work 
with F airb an k s in many 
different ways. They have 
washed furniture and windows, 
mowed lawns and cleaned 
floors, hauled furniture from 
building to building and 
received school supplies from 
trucks, and more.

“They’ve done a very good 
job,” Fairbanks said. “They 
have been a great help.

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A Matter of Life 
and Speed Limits

There are few simple choices in this 
complex technological world. Often 
the question of what will bring the 
greatest good to the greatest number 
comes down to trying to decide what 
will cause the least harm to the least 
number.

Congress, for example, is con­
sidering making permanent the 
emergency 55-mile-per-hour speed 
limit on highways. A flood of data 
shows that not only has it saved fuel 
but it has brought about a significant 
reduction in deaths and injuries from 
traffic accidents.

Obviously, a lowering of the limit to 
45 or 35 would save even more 
resources, both material and human. 
The ideal situation would be no traffic 
deaths at all. But long before we 
achieved that goal, which would 
require the banning of motor vehicles 
entirely, we would reach a point 
where the benefits would begin to be 
offset by other undesirable effects, 
such as the serious disruption of the 
economy.

Another example is the current con­
troversy over polyvinyl chloride — 
PVC — a chem ical used in an 
extremely wide variety of modern 
products, from food packaging to 
automobile parts to plastic heart 
valves to phonograph records.

Last January it was discovered that 
angiosarcoma, a rare form of liver 
cancer, had been the cause of death 
among some 19 workers in the United 
States and Europe involved in 
processing vinyl chloride, a gas, into 
PVC.

The workers had been exposed to 
the gas for anywhere from 14 to 27 
years before the cancers appeared, 
raising the possibility that more cases 
would begin turning up.

Because of this, the Occupational 
Safety and Health Administration of 
the Department of Labor proposed an 
emergency standard, effective April 
5, setting a maximum exposure level

of 50 parts per million of vinyl 
chloride in the air. The previous level 
had been 500 parts per million.

Then in May, the OSHA proposed a 
permanent stSndard to reduce the 
exposure of vinyl chloride workers to 
a “no detectable level.”

The Society of the Plastic Industry, 
claimed that there was no possible 
way to meet such a standard and that 
it would threaten the very existence of 
the industry. The OSHA, as is 
c u s to m a r y , held  h e a r in g s  in 
Washington at the end of June.

On one side, a number of PVC 
manufacturers or users of PVC, both 
large and small, teistified that they 
would be forced out of business if the 
“no detectable level” were adopted. 
One maker of plastic tubing for 
medical uses warned that desperately 
needed equipment in kidney dialysis 
and heart surgery might become un­
available.

On the other side, organized labor 
strongly backed the proposed stan­
dard. “This country survived for near­
ly 200 years without polyvinyl chloride 
and we can survive in the future 
without it,” said Peter Bommarito, 
president of the United Rubber 
Workers and chairman of the health 
and safety committee of the AFL- 
CIO.

Labor Department spokesmen dis­
puted industry claim s that the 
proposed regulation would stop vinyl 
chloride production and throw out of 
work as many as two million people in 
the plastics and other industries. The 
department did acknowledge, the 
existence of some marginal firms 
might be jeopardized if they were 
forced to raise prices to pay for safety 
measures.

The upshot of the hearings was a 
decision to delay the standard until 
O ct. 5 w h ile  a s tu d y  of i t s  
technological and economic feasibili­
ty was made by the OSHA.

In still other words, what should
this particular “speed limit” be?

DST Compromise
Now that Watergate is taking the 

back seat so to speak, the august U.S. 
Senate can and has turned to some of 
the more weighty issues of the day.

R ecen tly  it passed a b ill to 
authorize a $20 billion, 10-year research 
and development program for energy 
sufficiency in the nation.

This is im portant leg is la tio r  
although we think the 10-year target 
date is unrealistic for two reasons. 
First, it implies a crash effort which 
can be wasteful and waste is 
something we cannot afford in an in­
flationary economy. Second, we think 
commitments of funds should carry a 
proviso for constant review, especial­
ly in the areas of research, where 
tangible resu lts aren ’t a lw ays  
assured.

But since the bill hasn’t been finally 
acted upon the interesting thing is the 
amendment to repeal winter daylight 
saving time. As proposed, we would 
go back to regular time in November, 
December, January and February. 
The great compromisers apparently 
were willing to leave March and April 
on DST.

Originally, there were six months of 
DST and six months of standard time. 
In the energy crisis last winter. 
Congress enacted year-around DST to 
conserve energy. This energy saving 
has been a subject of dispute ever 
since. ’

What puzzles us though is that if the 
compromise of four months, instead 
of six months of DST is an admission 
that there is some energy saving, why 
not leave November and December on 
DST since they are darker months 
than March or April?

Obviously the anti-DST lobby isn’t 
concerned about that factor. It would 
appear the strategy is to get the DST 
amendment to the House where the 
other two months will be added and 
we’ll be back where we were.

With this major issue all but settled, 
perhaps we can now look forward to 
action on national health insurance, 
national standards for no-fault auto 
insurance, and some five-day, eight 
hour days, either DST or standard 
time, toward combatting inflation.

war. I know as a fact that one 
bank won’t even send in for loan 
applications for veterans 
because they don’t want to han­
dle any more than a 25-year 
home mortgage. They also 
claim there isn’t any money to 
be had for home mortgages.

The only type mortgages they 
want to handle is their own 18 
per cent mortgages where they 
make about 10 per cent of the 
money for the bank. This bank 
doesn’t like the low percentage 
on VA guarantee loans because 
they only ihake 1 or 2 per cent 
on the 30-year mortgage. A 
bank in Stafford Springs is also 
doing the same thing but they go 
even farther to push aside peo­
ple making over $14,0^ a year.

The way this bank does this is 
they go through a mortgage in­
su rance com pany called  
MAGIC, ̂ 0 that they can make 
more money off a mortgage; a 
way of telling young couples 
there isn’t any money available 
for mortgages.

I ain like I said, a veteran, 
and I Tiave tried to get a 
mortgage through two banks. 
One bank refused to even send 
in a certificate of eligibility for 
me and request a loan applica­
tion.

I was informed of this by the 
VA loan section in Hartford. It 
only takes twp days for the VA 
to process the application and 
check out the house.

A bank in Stafford Springs 
just about came right out and 
said the veteran has no rights 
by not even talking about or 
filling out an application for a 
VA loan. I would rather have 
been turned down by the VA, 
rather than not even have an 
aoDlication sent in by the bank.

I have a family of five living 
in a two-bedroom apartment. I 
have a son, a daughter 8, and a 
daughter of 4, all sleeping in 
one bedroom.

Whenever there is a five- 
room apartment for rent it 
either says no children or no 
pets. Well, I am tired of being 
kicked around. My children 
aren’t giving up their pet for 
nobody and I am sure that I 
don’t intend to give up my 
children.

I want my own home but it 
seems the banks don’t want 
veterans to have anything. This 
same thing happen^ to an un­
cle of mine right after World 
War II. May his soul rest in 
peace.

It also seems that the only 
people that get mortgages today 
are people with $10,000 or $15,- 
000 to put down on a home or 
someone who has already had a 
m ortgage. Also they will 
m ortgage for investm ent 
before they, meaning banks, , 
will accept a VA loan for the 
first time.

NEW YORK CITY -  History 
works by ruse, even when she 
works by ruin. It wasn’t the 
Democrats who gave Richard 
Nixon his final push out of the 
White House but his fellow par­
ty members, the Republicans. 
It was they who couldn’t 
tolerate the thought of going to 
the people in the elections with 
Watergate still a death-in-life 
issue, like a stinking mackerel 
glittering in the moonlight — to 
use Edmund Randolph’s un­
forgettable image.

This may lead to an ironic 
p o l i t ic a l  r e v e r s a l .  The 
Democrats are unlikely to have 
as Himalayan a victory in the 
congressional and governorship 
elections as they had hoped for. 
They w ill win bu t not 
overwhelmingly. And in 1976 
the Republicans will have a 
good chance to close the 
expected distance between the 
two parties. '

It is clear from his talk to the 
joint session of Congress — as 
from his earlier swearing-in 
speech — that Gerald Ford will 
follow up his image as a healing 
constitutional President of a un­
ified country. This will also be 
the image he will aim at in 1976.

If there are some who believe 
he won’t run for the Presidency 
they will be quickly disabused. 
Gerald Ford shows none of the 
signs of a caretaker President. 
He spent the whole of his vice- 
p r e s id e n t ia l  10 m o n th s 
crisscrossing the continent, 
speaking in big and small cities 
— north, south, east and west.

Partly it was to stay far away 
from  R ichard  Nixon and 
Washington, both of them tar­
nished with the Watergate im­
age. But mostly it was to make 
friends and accumulate credit 
with his party’s pros.

The process of re-establishing 
the authority of American in­
stitu tions is on its way. 
Watergate had stripped them 
both of authority and trust. The 
firs t to get its authority  
restored was the judiciary, 
starting with U.S. Dist. Judge 
John J. Sirica’s bold and dogged 
and highly symbolic pursuit of 
the truth behind the Watergate 
appearance and ending with the 
unanimous opinion of the 

‘sfiupreme Court in Nixon vs. 
United States.

The press had suffered 
hostility but, as the unfolding 
story about Nixon showed how 
valid the original investigative 
reporting had been, the authori- 
ty  of the  p re s s  was 
strengthened. The conduct of 
the members of the House 
Judiciary Committee helped 
re s to re  the au th o rity  of 
Congress.

The Presidency had suffered 
the greatest erosion of authori­
ty and was bound to be last in 
recovering it. Mr. Ford doesn’t 
carry much personal authority 
with him by any personal 
glamor or strength. He is an un- 
stormy man, succeeding a stor­
my one, but the contrast with 
Nixon’s storminess is in Mr. 
Ford’s favor.

“Let Go Or Else

When the peq)Ie find how lit­
tle new he has to offer, whether 
on inflation or any of the other 
discontents of America as a 
civilization, the current Ford 
euphoria will shrink. Yet the 
fact is that for the present he 
carries trust with him and, in 
the case of the presidential of­
fice, trust comes first. If that 
can stick, and — whether he has 
big solutions for the big 
problems or not — if Ford can 
keep the image of a healing, un­
ifying President, authority will 
finally be restored to the 
Presidency itself.

There are always two big 
questions about a preisdential' 
incumbent or candidate. Some 
offer images of strength and 
achievement, like Franklin 
Roosevelt and Lyndon Johnson, 
but tend to be polarizing. 
Others offer images of unity 
and t r u s t ,  l i ke  Dwight  
Eisenhower. Mr. Ford falls in 
the latter group.

This will spell trouble for the 
Democrats in 1976. Their front 
runner in all the recent polls. 
Sen. Edward Kennedy, is clear­
ly not the right candidate in a 
post-Nixon political and moral 
climate running against Gerald 
Ford.

Democrats will have two 
years to comb through their 
potential leadership and find 
someone who has strength and 
can evoke trust and is also a 
healing and unifying symbol. It 
is a tall order but the party has 
a wealth of talent.

Our chuckle for the week is a comment by a Sunday School 
youngster to his father about Moses crossing the Red Sea:

“Moses had his engineers build a pontoon bridge ac­
ross the sea,” he related. 'Then his people crossed it.
Then his reconnaissance planes radioed and told him 
an Egyptian tank corps was about lo cross the bridge, 
too. So Moses ordered his jets to blow up the bridge.
They did. So Moses and his people were safe.”

“Are you sure that’s how your Sunday School teacher 
told the story?” asked his father.

“Well, not exactly, admitted the boy, “but 
jhe way she told it, you wouldn’t believe.”

Our times have been called “The age of anxiety.” Our book of 
the week describes an interview in which young people were 
asked, “What is your basic reaction to life?” Sixty per cent 
answered with the one word -  “ANXIETY.” The name of this 
book is “The Silence of God” by Helmut Thielicke. I feel that this 
man, rector of the University of Hamburg, is one of the greatest 
living interpreters of our faith. He preaches regularly to one of 
the largest congregations in the world — and I can understand 
why. He has imagination, keen understanding, and per­
suasiveness in his presentation of Christianity. One of his most 
effective methods is the selection of illustrations from literature 
and mythology.

Thielicke distinguishes between “fear” and “anxiety” by 
saying that the former is of some specific event or condition, 
while the latter is vague and unknown. He illustrates “anxiety” 
with this reference to the Midgard serpent of German 
mythology:

“Beyond the horizon the great serpent encircles the 
world, enclosing it in its grasp. The whole world is 
encircled by this dreadful monster. Its shadow and 
terror are on all things, even on our joys and festivities 
in the world... For now the whole world with all its 
hopes and fears, is called in question; even the gods to 
whom we pray, and therefore the powers of hope, lie 
under the shadow of the twilight of the gods. In times 
of disaster the serpent is, so to speak, tightening 
its coils.”

This description is followed by a shattering and devestating il­
lustration from Jean Paul in which there is a vision of C3irist 
himself telling the world that there is no God, declaring:

“There is no Father. We are all orphans.”
Our German theologian then quotes Jesus’ words: “Be of good 

cheer, I have overcome the world.” (John 17:33) He continues 
with this positive affirmation; “ ...We do not know what will com- 
e. But we know Who will come, and if the last hour belongs to us, 
we do not need to fear the next minute.”

So much for our book of the week.

We have all been deeply shocked by the scandal that has rocked 
our nation; violence has ripped at its vitals; dishonesty and cor­
ruption have eroded our confidence in our leadership. Patriotism 
is at a low ebb, yet it is needed desperately. It is wrong to equate 
patriotism with religion, as many have done in the past, yet our 
country is deeply indebted to those early settlers whose faith ran 
high and strong. Faith in God, stern morality, a keen sense of 
duty helped to form “America the Beautiful.” Our two hundredth 
anniversary is coming soon. Maybe, just maybe, each one of us 
will re-examine goals and standards thereby changing the drift of 
our nation into hopelessness by a thrust for righteousness.

I recall the man sitting on a bus with his eyes closed. His friend 
asked, “Why?” and was answered: “Because I cannot bear to see 
all the women standing.” He couldn’t give his seat to all the 
women but he could give it to one.

H.W. Chase has written: “We must accept the disciplines of 
democracy as well as its freedoms.” “Patriotism is collective 
responsibility” states Arnold Glasow. Somerset Maughn 
challenges:

“If a nation values anything more than freedom, 
it will lose its freedom; and the irony of it is that 
if it is comfort or money it values more, it will 
lose that, too.”

These words speak to us today as we anxiously watch for the 
latest Washington news. This quote from an earlier president, 
Theodore Roosevelt, is particularly appropriate:

“ I desire to see in this country the decent men 
strong and the strong men decent, and until we get 
that combination in pretty good shape, we are not 
going to be as successful as we should be.”

(All four quotes from Forbes)

“Decency,” “faith,” “character” — words we wish could be 
embodied in all of our leaders. Does it seem hopeless? We can 
close our eyes because we cannot bear it — or take what steps are 
possible for each of us.

Our prayer for the week is appropriate for this season when so 
many vacationers are trying their luck with the fish. It is called 
“The Fisherman’s Prayer,” author unknown:

“God grant that I may live to fish 
Until my dying day.
And when it comes to my last cast,
I then most humbly pray.
When in the Lord’s safe landing net 
I’m peacefully asleep.
That in His mercy I be judged ^
As big enough to keep.” Ne*-"-

In sports 
like football and basketball there are differences,” she 
added.

Bob Wynn, a 34-year-old nonwinner 
from Xenia, Ohio, was in second place 
with a 132 total. Wynn, who has played 
on the tour for four years, shot a 31 on 
the back side enroute to a 7-under-par 
64, the day’s lowest round.

Cooling Off Period 
Working For NFL
NEW YORK (UPI) -  The National 

Football League’s two-week cooling 
off period is working, but not exactly 
as had been hpped.

The only cooling off evident has 
been on the part of the fans, who con­
tinued to ignore exhibition games in 
droves Friday as the Oakland Raiders 
trounced the Lions in Detroit, 41-10, in 
the first gam e since the strike 
moratorium began.

Detroit had sold only 30,055 tickets 
for the game, and of that number 9,567 
failed to show as the contest began in 
a driving rainstorm.

Meanwhile, in Washington, D.C., 
talks were progressing so well that 
the executive director of the Players 
A sso c ia t io n , Ed G arvey , was 
throwing around phrases like “union 
busting.”

Obviously, a contract s e g m e n t  
was not imminent.

After nine and a half hours of 
bargaining with the owners Friday, 
Garvey said, “There is very little 
difference in terms of money on a new 
contract and if they don’t want to 
reach an agreem ent, its union 
busting.”

Federal mediator William J. Usery, 
Jr., indicated that the dispute was, 
“down to crunch.” He added that 
during the bargaining session s  
Thursday and Friday “we worked out 
a number of things.”

Garvey expressed strong concern 
that the seven player members of the 
union’s executive committee, who are 
conducting the bargaining, may face 
the danger of being cut by their 
teams. The seven have stayed ifi 
Washington for the bargaining with 
the owners while their teammates 
have been reporting to training camp.

He also noted that a players’ strike 
could resume if no contract settle­
ment is reached during the “cooling 
off” period.

“We don’t need 1,2(X) players to 
walk out,” Garvey said. “Only two or 
three teams would be sufficient.”

In Detroit, Lions’ Coach Rick For- 
zano refused to take Oakland’s

veteran-studded lineup as an excuse in 
a post-mortem of the Raiders’ vic­
tory.

“We played our vets only one 
quarter — the ones that came in camp 
this week,” Oakland Coach John 
Madden said.

‘‘T heir c o n s is te n c y  w as the 
difference,” said Forzano.

“I’m disappointed with our defense. 
They (Oakland) controlled the play. 
Every time they got down there, they 
put the ball in the end zone.

“That’s just an excuse,” he said 
when asked if the Raiders’ greater 
number of veterans who did not stay 
out on strike made a difference. 
“That’s baloney. We’ve still got to 
play better football.”

Raiders’ rookie Harold Hart scored 
twice in the second half, on a two-yard 
run and on a four-yard pass from 
former Canadian quarterback Larry 
Lawrence of Iowa. Lawrence relieved 
rookie Don Milan of Cal Poly (SLO) 
after starter Ken Stabler gave 
Oakland a 14-3 lead.

Rookie Mark Van Eeghen of Colgate 
startled the crowd and Madden by 
bursting through the middle for a 63- 
yard touchdown romp on the last play 
of the first half. He was running from 
punt formation.

“That wasn’t even one of our 
plays,” Madden said. “With just one 
second left we didn’t want to let them 
to get their hands on the ball. If we 
punt it, they can run it back all the 
way.

“So I told the center just to snap it 
to our fullback. It was just the old 
single wing play to kill the clock. But 
he got a block here, then another 
one,” Madden said, “and geez, he was 
gone.”

Butz Blames Admen 
For Poor Nutrition
MANAWA, Wis. (UPI) -  

Flashy Madison Avenue adver­
tising is helping turn America 
into a nation of gulpers and 
snackers who often pay high 
prices for less nutritious foods, 
Agriculture Secretary Earl L. 
Butz said today.

Butz, in a speech prepared for 
a farm meeting here, said a 
neighbor recently complained 
that milk priced at 43 cents a 
quart was “highway robbery.” 

At the same time, Butz said, 
his friend was paying 80 cents a 
quart for beer and willingly 
paying about 65 cents a quart 
fo r  soda fro m  v e n d in g  
machines, “even though the 
nutritional value of soda is nil.” 

“At 43 cents a quart, that 
milk is the cheapest drink he 
buys. It is inexpensive , 
wholesome, healthy, nutritious 
and satisfying.

“ Yet our trend has been 
toward increased consumption 
of beer, increased consumption 
of colas, increased consumption 
of snacks, and decreased con­
sumption of milk.

“ Are we off on a poor 
nu tritio n a l binge, pushed 
toward poorer eating habits by 
the flashy advertising copy 
coming out of Madison Avenue?

Since we have been writing 
about A1 Morehead all week, 
we might as well close with a 
hand he played back in the 
good old days.

His jum p to six wasn’t very 
scientific, but dummy came 
down with the right cards 
and the slam was a really 
good one. He could drop the 
queen of clubs and wrap it up. 
Failing to do that he could 
still fall back on the diamond 
finesse. You can see that the 
queen of clubs doesn’t drop 
and that the diamond finesse 
is wrong, but that didn’t keep 
Morehead from making 12 
tricks.

He won the spade lead, 
ruffed a spade, played two 
rounds of trumps, cashed his 
ace of clubs; entered dummy 
with a third trump; lead the 
10 of clubs and let it ride.

This was what might be 
ca l l ed  an  “ I don ’t c a r e  
finesse.” He didn’t really care 
whether it worked or didn’t 
work. It did work, but sup­
pose it had lost?

West would have been on 
lead. What could he lead to 
defeat the contract? A dia­
mond lead would be away 
from the king. A spade lead 
would allow A1 to ruff in 
dummy and discard his jack 
of diamonds. A club lead 
would be impossible since 
West couldn’t have a club left 
to lead. The slam  would 
make in spite of everything.

Oh! Yes! To forestall let­
ters, A1 did hope the club 
finesse would work. Then, if 
the diamond finesse worked 
also, he would score an over­
trick.

According to the locals in the 
sm ail village of Newtown- 
forbes, the ruins of the home of 
President Ford’s grandmother 
are stiil to be seen about one 
mite off the main Longford 
Road.

In addition to an ancestral 
home, the American President 
has a crop of Irish cousins. 
Three County Longford men — 
Patrick, James and Frank Ken­
ny — have iaid claim to him as 
their third cousin.

The way they te ll it in 
Longford, about 100 years ago 
President Ford’s grandfather, 
Hughie'King, emigrated from 
Tuily, near Newtownforbes, 
about 50 miles northwest of 
Dublin.

He se ttle d  I'D M ichigan, 
trained as a journalist and then 
became a millionaire through 
seliing real estate at the turn of 
the century.

One of Hughie King’s sons, 
L eslie , a wool m erch an t, 
m arried  Dorothy Gardner. 
They had one child, Gerald 
King, the future U.S. president.

After two years the marriage 
broke up and Dorothy King 
married one Gerald R. Ford, a 
paint salesman who adopted 
her child and gave him his own 
name.

President Ford’s newly found 
Irish cousins, three bachelors in 
their 60s, say they remember 
their grandmother speaking of 
her brother Hughie King.
