Most Local People Surprised
By Selection of Rockefeller

Early reaction in Manchester to Presi-
dent Ford's appointment of Nelson
Rockefeller to be vice president was
mixed and mostly of surprise. However, in
the main, most of the people who com-
mented approved of the former New York
governor.

One who didn't think much of the ap-
pointment was Lyman Fuller.

“l never could see him in the first
place," sald Fuller, ‘‘and I still don't think
he should be our vice president. I don't
think he did a good job in New York. I had
no choice of my own — except that it
shouldn't be Rockefeller.”

A man in Fuller's company (he declined
to give his name) said, “'He'd have been
my last choice, I don't think he did such a
good job in New York. I think all he ever
wanted was a shot at the presidency.”

Jeff Koelsch said he doesn’t know much
about Rockefeller or his philosophy.

He said, “I only know he was governor
of New York, and I read recently he was
involved in something or other, I think
there must have been better qualified men
than him. I don't think Ford and
Rockefeller will even approach the status
of Nixon."

Mrs, Mary Doll said of Rockefeller, *'I
think he'll make a fine number-two man.
He's had tremendous experience in
government and has devoled much time to
it all his life."

Favored Albert

Mrs. Doll said she would have liked to
see the appointment go to House Speaker
Carl Albert.

“It would have been a noble gesture and
would have taken the administration out of
politics,”" she said.

Judge of Probate William FitzGerald
remarked, “My first reaction is that it'sa
good choice. I admit I didn't expect it and
I'm surprised.

“The more I think of it, the more
pleased [ am,"" continued FitzGerald. "'1f 1
were the president, I would have done the
same thing. Rockefeller is more liberal
than Ford. I thought all along the Presi-
dent would pick someone more conser-
vative."'

Director Pleased
Town Director Hillery Gallagher said,
“I'm very pleased to see the former
governor of New York get the appoint-
ment. I wasn't leaning to anyone per-
sonally, and 1 think it's a good choice.

Kissinger Pushing
To End Cyprus Crisis

fresh Turkish advances and the slaying of
America’'s ambassador to the war-torn
island.

Turkey, Greece and the Cypriot govern-
ment took time out from their dispute over
the future of the embattled island to join in
expressing shock and regret al the murder

of US. Ambassador Rodger B. Davies in
Nicosia.

British troops on Cyprus went on full
alert and embassies stepped up security
following the killing of Davies, who was
gunned down Monday while standing in an
embassy hallway during an anti-American
demonstation.

Turkish troops, after slicing Cyprus in
two In a crushing offensive last week,
came within three miles Monday of
severing the road from Nicosia south to
Limassol, the last bastion of Greek
Cypriot power on the island.

In Athens, Greece's month-old civilian
government purged top-ranking military
men from the armed forces leadership in
the first step toward dismantling the com-
mand structure established by the coun-
try’s former military rulers.

Kissinger told a news conference in
Washington that Britain had come up with
4 new pedce initiative “which we shall
support.’” He declined to give any details
of the plan,

“In view of the fact President Ford is
somewhat of a conservative," Gallagher
added, *‘appointment of Rockefeller, who
is more of a moderate, gives some balance
to the administration.”

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
President Ford today proposed
former New York Gov. Nelson
A. Rockefeller, one of the
richest men in the world, as the
nation’s next vice president.

Ford announced his decision
on the 11th day of his presiden-
cy during a relaxed and infor-
mal televised and broadcast
ceremony from the Oval Office
in the White House.

The nomination of Rockefeller, 6, will
g0 to Congress for confirmation by
majority vote by both houses — which con-
gressional leaders said could be com-
pleted before the November elections.

Rockefeller, who sought the Republican
presidential nomination unsuccessfully in
1960, 1964 and 1968, refused during a brief
press conference to talk about his future
political ambitions. He waved off
questions about whether he intended to
run for vice president on a tickel headed
by Ford in 1976 and whether he would seek
the presidency in 1980, when Ford no
longer would be eligible.

"“That’s too far — all of that stuff's too
far," Rockefeller told reporters.

Will Obey Law

Rockefeller also brushed off questions
about his wealth, The Rockefeller family’s
worth has been estimated at $1 billion. He
said he would conform fully with the law
and he assumed that meant putting his in-
vestments in a blind trust,

His grandfather, John D, Rockefeller,
created the Standard Oil Co. and became
an internationally known symbol for vast
wealth.

In announcing his decision, Ford called
Rockefeller "*a good partner for me and 1
think a good partner for the country and
the world."

Two of the four previous vice presidents
ascended to the presidency upon the death
or resignation of their predecessor — Ford
when President Nixon resigned Aug. 9 and
Lyndon B. Johnson when President
Kennedy was assassinated in 1963

Elected Four Times
Rockefeller was elected four times
governor of New York and resigned last

year after 15 years in that position to head
a self-created Comnmission on Critical
Choices for America,

Before Nixon resigned and Ford took
over, political Washington viewed the
commission as a springboard for another
Rockefeller race for the GOP presidential
nomination,

Rockefeller's wife did not accompany
him to the White House. He explained she
had been at the beach Monday and simply
did not have lime to get “presentable.”

His wife, the former Margaretta Fitler
Murphy, married him in 1963 after she
divorced her husband and Rockefeller
divorced his wife of 32 years.

Initial Reaction

The initial reaction from Republicans in
Congress to Rockefeller's selection was
favorable, Sen. Strom Thurmond, R-S.C.,
a conservative, said Rockefeller “'was not
one of those I recommended but he is a
distinguished American."” Thurmond said
he expected to support the nomination.

A liberal Republican, Sen, Charles H
Percy of Illinois, who also harbored
presidential ambitions, said a Ford-
Rockefeller team in 1976 would be an “‘ab-
solutely winning ticket."

In political ideological terms,
Rockefeller is believed to be somewhat to
the left of Ford even though he himsell
became more conservative in his last
years as governor of New York.

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Lingard Reappointed Chief

Before a standing-room-only crowd of
about 125 Eighth District voters and to the
enthusiastic applause of most of them,
Granville (Ted) Lingard Monday night
was re-appointed District fire chief and
fire marshal. He has been chief since 1968
and marshal since 1971,

The vote naming him fire chief was 4 to
2 and was a reversal of the one July 15,
when it was 4 to 2 for rejection, The vote
for fire marshal was 3 to 3, with the tie
broken in Lingard's favor by District
president Michael Massaro, On July 15 it
had been 4 to 2 to reject,

As spelled out in District bylaws, the
fire marshal appointment is for one year,
The fire chief appointment is for an open-
end period, pending review of the bylaws,
which do not spell out length of term for
that position,

Key Votes

The key votes Monday night were cast
by Patrick Brown. He favored Lingard for
fire chief and fire marshal. He had op-
posed him for both July 15.

J. Edward McKeever, who opposed the
appointments July 15 and still opposed the
one for fire marshal Monday night,
switched his vote for fire chief Monday
night in favor of Lingard,

Only 20 minutes before the vote he in-
dicated he would vote, “nay," saying,
“There is no personal vindicativeness on
my part whatever, I have nothing against
Mr. Lingard personally, but he works in
Glastonbury and isn't on hand to answer
fire calls.”

He explained his reversal — when the
vole was taken — on the basis Brown's
vole convinced him Lingard would be ap-
pointed and he saw no reason for opposing
it any further,

Opposed to Dual Jobs

In voting against Lingard’s appointment
as fire marshal, McKeever explained, "It
has always been my contention the two
jobs should be split among two men."

Voting for Lingard for the fire chief's
job were Brown, McKeever, Willard Mar-
vin and Gordon Lassow. Voting ‘'nay’
were Paul Cervinl and Dante Balboni,

Cervini had nominated Second Assistant
Fire Chief John Christensen for the fire

chief's post, but Christensen declined the
nomination.

Al the beginning of that portion of the
meeting concerned with appointing a fire
chief, Cervini told of his experiences the
day following the July 15 meeting, after
newspaper accounts of the meeting were
read. He said he was besieged by
telephone calls, berating him for his op-
position to Lingard's appointment — many
of them with threatening remarks.

He said one caller told his wife, ‘“Tell
that G-y we're going to get him."

Wife Scared

He said his wife, a defengeless woman
who never did anyone any harm, was
scared. The callers, he said, indicated a
sick mentality, of a kind that doesn’t
belong on a fire department.

Massara agreed that, “whoever did it
(made the calls), did an awful thing," add-
ing there's no proof the callers were
members of the fire department,

Brown, in explaining the reversal in his
vote, said he checked out the calls he got
for and against Lingard,

“I came to the conclusion,” he said,
"the District isn't the fire department, as
was implied by aone speaker last month.
The District is the people. It's run by the
people in the District, and that's how I
voted — by listening to them speak, out-
side in the District and here in this room."

Thanks People

Massaro too acknowledged “‘the voice of
the people.” He thanked them for their
turnout and interest and thanked District
dispatcher Joe Bernard and the firemen
for the arrangements they made to ac-
comodate the large turnout,

Lingard, in brief remarks, pledged to
“cooperate with the board of directors and
to do what's expected of me at all times."’

He praised the District firefighters and
said he's proud to be a member of the
department, "'l express my gratitude to
the people in our organization,” he said.
“They proved that, even when the caplain
of their ship was away, there always were
men on hand to take the wheel, We've got
a fine group.”

In the five weeks the District was
without a fire chief, First Assistant Chief
Frank Mordavsky served as acting chief

It was the consensus by almost all who
attended Monday night's meeling it was
an orderly session, with everyone per-
mitted to speak who wanted to speak, with
hurt feelings hidden, and with the public
involved in all respects,

The board’s meetings always are open
to the public. Seldom, in the past — except
for the annual meeting — have members
of the public attended them.

Granville (Ted) Lingard, center,

national convention by delegates who
nominated Barry M. Goldwater, then and
now o staunch conservative, Rockefeller
was seen then as the embodiment of the
Eastern, internationalist wing of the par-
ly
Conseryative Support

Sen. Robert P. Griffin of Michigan, the
politically astute Republican Senate whip,
said he was surprised at how many conser-
vative Republicans had put Rockefeller on
the list of candidates they had submitted
to Ford. He sald Rockefeller was not their
first choice, but was frequently their se-
cond or third choice

"I believe he is widely accepled and
tighly regarded," Griffin said

The initial reaction from Democrats
was favorable, too. Senate Democratic
Leader Mike Mansfield predicted
Rockefeller would have no trouble being *
confirmed, He said the hearings would be
held without delay. **We feel the President
needs somebody,"” he said

Albert Pleased

Likewise, House Speaker Carl Albert, D-
Okla., next in line to the presidency until a
vice presidential nominee is confirmed,
reacted warmly. “The President has just
nominated one of the most experienced
and capable men in the country,” Albert
said. ““The President made a choice which
few will criticize.”

Fard said he had considered a number of
candidates — ""all men— and women — of
greal quality."

He called the final decision ‘'a tough call
for a tough job."

Impeachment
Report Sent
To Full House

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The House
Judicary Committee's final report on the
case of Richard M. Nixon will be accepted
by the full House today, possibly to
become a foolnote in history or a
reference work for future impeachment
mquxrms

Had Nixon not resigned Aug. 9, the
House would have begun formal debate
Monday on the three articles of impeach-
ment recommended by the committee.

A vote to impeach was considered a vir-
tual certainty, mainly because of dis-
closures that Nixon interfered with an FBI
investigation of Watergate less than a
week after the break-in.

Those final revelations were contained
in tapes Nixon made public shortly before
he resigned

The case prabably would have been sent
to the Senate for trial within a few weeks.

Bul the House leadership has decided
not o take a vote to pul the House on
record for or against Impeachment.

Thompson is also recommend-
ing an elght-point set of
procedures Lo be followed when
requests are received for
sanitary sewage tie-ing, He said
the list was prepared after dis-
cussions he held with the town
manager and director of public
works.

* Receipt of sanitary sewer
petition from property owners
or a request for the installation
from health officials.

* Transmittal of petition or
request to the water and sewer
department for ils comment
and recommendation.

* Transmittal of the petition
or request to the engineering
department for its preliminary
engineering and cost estimates,

* Notifying the Board of
Directors that a petition or
request for sanitary sewer ser-
vice has been received,

* Receiving a health depart-
ment report on known health
problems in the area and con-
ducting necessary sanitary in-
vestigations, if warranted.

The Federal Trade Commis-
sion has announced - proposed
regulations lo establish
requirements for making imita-
tion coins, medals and political
items under the Hobby Protec-
tion Act.

Nearly 10 million coin and
medal collectors and the
millions who collect political
items have expressed a keen in-
terest in the proposed
regulations, which - will aid
collectors in distinguishing
copies from the genuine
original,~and often high-priced
items,

The act, which became effec-
tive Nov. 29, 1973, requires that
Imitation political items
(including any button, poster,
literature, sticker or advertise-
ment) be marked with the year
of manufacture and the word
“Copy'" and that imitation
numismatic items (including
any coin, token, paper money or
commemorative medal) shall
also be marked *'Copy."”

The markings must be plain
and permanent, The FTC was
aulhorized to prescribe
regulations as to their manner
and form and was given en-
forcement respongibility.

The commission's proposed
regulations provide, In sum-
mary, that numismatic items;
including original items which
have been altered, shall have
the word “Copy’" stamped in
capital letters of specific
dimensions and be stamped into
the metal (incused) where
possible.

Meeting
Nears End

OPINION

Orderly Transition

We can take pride in the orderly
manner In which the transition in
government has been made. We had
no strikes, riots, mililary takeovers or
any of the internal turbulence which
s0 often has been seen in other nations
in governmental crisis,

The wisdom and efficiency of con-
stitutional process has been seen. And
in our view it was not thwarted by the
resignation of former President
Nixon. His resignation came because
of the inevitability of constitutional
procedure,

The nation is having a slight respite
from the frenetic events of the past
several weeks. The Ervin Committee
has concluded its work and is dis-
banded and in the light of the Nixon
resignation impeachment in the
House and and Senate have come to an
end.

Watergate grand juries are tem-
porarily inactive and Special
Prosecutor Leon Jaworski has said
that he is going to go slowly in
weighing additional charges.

A great mantle of responsibility has
settled on Mr. Jaworski's shoulders
Congressional attempt to pass a mo-
tion of immunity for Mr. Nixon
properly did not get off the ground,

The matter is one that lies within
the jurisdiction of the grand juries,
the courts and the prosecutor's office.

An aide to President Ford has said
that he would not consider a pardon
for Mr. Nixon, if he were found guilty
in the courts. Thus, the burden of
judgment has passed to Mr. Jaworski.
He has a grave task.

According to a recent Gallup poll, 79
per cent of the people feel that Mr,
Nixon did the right thing in resigning
his office. Yet 55 per cent of those in-
terviewed did not feel that he should
be prosecuted in the courts.

This is a subject on which strong
differences of opinon will exist. Some
will hold the view that being forced to
resign under pressure and having lost
all his Congressional support Mr,
Nixon has been punished enough. Of
course, he is the first and only Presi-

dent in our history to leave office in
this manner,

Others will espouse a strict
legalistic view that he should be tried
in the courts and if found guilty
suitably sentenced and stripped of his
pensibns and other emoluments ac-
eruing to former Presidents.

There is no apparent way that this
can be settled to suit everybody. Mr.
Jaworski has a tremendous burden.

President Ford has moved rapidly
to shore up our foreign relations,
which go on, no matter who is Presi-
dent. He has been in touch with other
leaders of state and Dr. Kissinger has
been conferring with diplomatic
representatives.

Their goal is to maintain peace and
good will throughout the world. It is
generally acknowledged that Mr.
Nixon's principal and most
praiseworthy efforts were in this
area.

President Ford seems to be making
a good beginning. His quarter of a cen-
tury in the House will be of great
value to him in dealing with the
Congress. And he has given evidence
that he intends to work with the
Cangress much more closely than Mr.
Nixon did.

Of course the problems of the
former administration did not go
away with the resignation. Inflation is
still our number one problem. It is not
unique to the United States and it is
puzzling to economists.

On the basis of his record we expect
Mr. Ford to be conservative,
Americans For Democratic Action
rated Mr. Ford at zero on their
evaluation of his votes on their type of
liberal measures. That's fine with us

And our new President has an aura
that we think will appeal to the public.
He is frank, low key, and probably a
nice guy to have as a next door
neighbor. There's something
refreshing about a President of the
United States appearing at his front
door early in the morning clad in
pajamas to take in the paper, He
ought Lo stay in touch with the people.

Correcting An Inequity

Sen, Barry Goldwater of Arizona is
leading a fight to correct a basic in-
justice in the Social Security laws
which works a hardship on many
retired people who contributed to SS
most of their working life.

Under the law a person drawing
Social Security benefits can earn only
$2,400 per year. After that amount has
been earned one dollar of SS payments
15 lost for every two dollars received
from gainful employment,

Many people drawing Social Securi-
ty payments find it insufficient to
meet current inflated prices and live
comfortably.

Hence they go back to work to try to
augment their income. Under the law,
however if they earn more than the
$2,400 it then reduces the amount of
their payments.

Many businesses and industries are
anxious to hire the elderly either
part or full time because of the skills
which they have gained in a lifetime
of working

The law affects only those who work
to gain extra income. A wealthy per-
son who has much more income than
$2,400 annually through dividends
from investments or other return on
capital is not penalized. He can have a
perfectly adequate income from his
investments and still be entirely
qualified for SS payments.

The only exception to the present
law is the case of a person of more
than 72 years of age. He can earn as
much as is possible and still get his 88
payments,

Since most. people in that age
bracket are not willing to work full

time, there are few of -them who can
take advantage of this loophole in the
law. Obviously the framers of the law
had this in mind when the law was
drawn

It is only the last year that the
ceiling has been raised to $2,400 per
month. It was as low as $1,680 in 1972.

The result is that many of the
retired or eligible limit their work to
the established ceiling so as not to
jeapardize their SS payments.

As Goldwater has pointed out these
who draw Social Security are not
recipients of the government charity.
They have worked and contributed all
of their lives so that they would have
an income at retirement. And in many
cases retirement was mandatory:.

This is a breach of faith on the part
of the government with the American
people and should be rectified quickly.

The Social Security office estimates
that payments to those in this situa-
tion ‘would be increased by about §2
billion if this ceiling is not kept.

Senate Goldwater contests this and
has asked that the General Account-
ing Office make a thorough investiga-
tion for him of the exact cost,

However, even if it is this large, he
suggested that it be paid out of the
general funds of the United States
through economies in other expen-
ditures,

We agree that there is a great in-
justice to make it so difficult for
many of the retired to make ends
meel and at the same time ap-
propriate billions for foreign aid.

It is still sense and justice for us to
take care of our home obligations
first,

Robin Hoover of St, Paul was near tears
as he bade boodbye to Debbie Miller, 10,
""She's a totally changed child from when
she came,”” Ellen Haddow quoted Hoover
as remarking. "Her uncle was gunned
down in the street...She sees things we can
only guess about. Now, she’s more canfi-
dent, self-assured little girl."”

Indeed, | hope both sides in Belfast will
take note of the farewell words uttered by
David Bell, 11, who stayed with the Don
Rollings family in Mankato, Minn.

He took home with him
a Minnesota Twins batting helmet, a
baseball bat and kites for his brothers.

“I've golten se used to it here,' said
Joseph Keenan, 11, who stayed with the
Donald O'Reillys of Orono, Minn, "It's so
quiet and people like each other."

Well, maybe Joseph Keenan overstated

the case. Presumably there are people in
that area who don't like certain other peo-
ple, and vice versa. Human nature’s faults
are not confined to New York City or
Washington, D.C. Yet, I suggest that
young Keenan was more right than wrong.
As evenls of the past few weeks have
shown, this is a land of basically good pec-
ple — people who can welcome a new
President and yel spare a sympathetic
word for a ruined one,

It is still a country where people give
generosly to local charities, support their
churches, and lend a hand at a barn-
raising and to a family left homeless by a
fire in a New York slum. It is still a coun-
try whose government appropriates
money, with the consent of the governed
majority, to bring succor to human beings
in foreign lands.

So 1 suppose we should not be surprised
that the Rotary Club in little Hibbing held
out a welcoming hand to the children of
Belfast. I am not surprised, but if nobody
minds too much, | am cheered and moved,
I salute my neighbors — the Hoovers, the

May Not Be Se-Lucky Next Time

Early in the first act of English
playwright J.B, Priestley's 1930s ‘‘time
loop" drama, “‘Dangerous Corner," a
characler makes a seemingly innocent
statement during a pause in the chatter at
a cocktail party. His remark is picked up
by someone else, one question leads to
another and like links In a chain, revela-
tion follows revelation until at the end
scandals are exposed, reputations ruined
and marriages destroyed,

Then, unexpectedly Priestley returns
his characters to the beginning of the play.
The same innocent remark is made, but
this time it goes unnoticed and the curtain
falls on a group of people making idle con-
versation, unaware of the “‘dangerous cor-
ner’ they had just safely negotiated.

A 'dangerous corner” in America’s
history came last summer when presiden-
tial assistant Alexander Butterfield,
testifying before the Senate Watergate
Committee, almost casually stated that
conversations in the President’s office had
been tape recorded. The chain of events
sel in motion by that revelation is hard to
believe even now,

Had there been no presidential tapes,
there would have been no attempt by
special Watergate prosecutor Archibald
Cox toabtain them, and hence to no ‘‘Sat-
urday Night Massacre' of which he was
the chief victim. Had there been no
"massacre,” the House Representatives
would in all probability never have voted
to authorize the Committee on the
Judiciary to undertake preliminary im-
peachment investigations,

Had there been no tapes, Cox’s
successor, Leon Jaworski, would not have
brought suit against the President, and
there would have been no historic
Supreme Court ruling on executive
privilege. There would have becn no White
House transcripts, which fatally damaged
Mr, Nixon's image. And, of course, there
would never have been the conclusive
proof of his role in the Watergate coverup.

When we pause in congratulating
oursélves on how well our Democratic
system works, we might reflect that it
worked this time only because there was
eventually such an accumulation of
evidence against the President that even
the fainthearts in Congress could no longer
close thelr eyes to it.

The fact is inescapable that had there
been no Watergate tapes, Richard Milhous
Nixon would still be sitting in the White
House and would still be telling lies to the
American people.

Thus what his resignation may really
have proved is not that “the system
works’' but that no future president will
ever be impeached, for surely no future
president will eéver so arrogant or so
foolish or so stupid as to preserve the
evidence that could convict him, as Mr.
Nixon did,

What the Nixon case further shows is
that, in the popular mind, impeachment is
tantamount to regicide. Indeed Rep.
Carlos J. Moorhead of California called it
"worse than death.” He and the nine other
Republicans who formed the President's
unshakeable core of support on the
Judiciary Committee virtually demanded
that they be shown phatographic proof of
his guilt, certified by St. Peter himself,
before they would yote to impeach — the
very proof that impeachment and trial are
suppposedly intended to bring to light.

As for the Supreme Court’s decision of
last month, what it established is only that
a chief executive may not withhold
material evidence needed in a criminal

trial — and provided that it does not in-
volve diplomatic or military secrets or
“national security,"

But not even the Supreme Court can
compel'a president to testify under oath,
before it or before any other body. For all
practical purposes, a president is immune
to ordinary law. He need nol ever appear
at his own impeachment trial, and as we
have seen, it is only when the evidence
against a president is already substantial
that we can bring ourselves to crank up
the ponderous machinery of impeach-
ment,

We may hope that the guadian angels
that watch over the United States will en-
sure that henceforth none but honorable
men dwell in the White House, as its first
First Lady occupant, Abigail Adams,
prayed. Bul it would hardly betray a want
of faith in this nation were to devise some
means short of “regicide’ for bringing an
ohstreperous or morally suspect president
to aceount,

The next *'dangerous corner’ may not
turn out so luckily for the Republic, and
unlike the characters in Priestley's play,
what we wouldn't know could hurt us very
much.
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Catholic Bishops Speak

Out Against Abortion

HARTFORD (UPI) — A

bishop says the 1973 U.S.
Supreme Court decision
striking down restrictive abor-
tion laws is causing a “‘crisis of
consclence'" for Roman
Catholic medical personnel,

“That decision has created'a
crisis of consclence for anyone
who believes in respect for
human life," the Most Rev.
John F. Whealon, bishop of the
archdiocese of Hartford, said
Monday.

Whealon and Connecticut’s
two other bishops held an un-
usital news conference where
they discussed a new booklet
mailed to all Connecticut
parishes that directs Catholic
physicians, nurses and other
health workers to refuse to par-
ticipate in abortions or be
excommunicated, Whealon said
the pamphlet was written in
response to the 1973 decision.

Consumer Counsel
To Query Witnesses

HARTFORD (UPI) — For
the first time in Connectiout
history, an attorney whose only
purpose is to defend the con-
sumer’'s inlerest is
crossexamining represen-
tatives of the utility industry in
public hearing.

David Silverstone, consumer
counsel for the Public Utilities
Commission, was scheduled
today to present his questions to
Northeast Utilities officials.
The holding company,
representing Hartford Electric
Light Co, and Connecticut Light
& Power, is seeking rate in-
creases of $60 million,

The hearings on the request
began last month, before the
PUC had even appointed
Silverstone.

Several parties, including the
City of Hartford and Rep. Ella
T. Grasso, D-Conn.,
Democratic gubernatorial can-
didate, tried to get the PUC to
slop the hearings until the con-

sumer counsel, set up under a
new law, could be appointed.

They contended the hearings

could be illegal otherwise.
The hearings went on but

soon after, the PUC named
Silverstone, 28, to the post. Late
in the month, the hearings were
adjourned to allow Silvestone
time to prepare cross-
examination.

The hearings were resumed
Monday. As many as 25 people,
mostly from the Committee for
Lower Utility Bills, picketed
the Capitol with signs urging
refusal of the rate hikes,

Curtls of Bridgeport said abor-
tion was ‘“‘an unspeakable
erime and a return to paganism
against which Christainity has
always struggled.”

The Most Rev. Vincent Hines
of Norwich said the pamphlet
was not a “threat” but “‘a guide
for persons whose consciences
are troubled about abortions."

The 16-page pamphlet
published last week says church
laws against abortion apply to
all, from pregnant women to
aides who wheel them to sur-
gery at abortion clinics or
hospitals.

Excommunpication comes
automatically to Catholics who
counsel or knowingly par-
ticipate directly in an abortion
while othes who become in-
volved indirectly are “morally
wrong."

The pamphlet titled *'Your
Conscience and Abortion'’ notes
that state law permits anyone
to refuse to “‘participate in any
phase of an abortion that
violates his or her judgment,
philosophical, moral or
religious beliefs,"

“Under the circumstances;"
the pamphlet says in bold-faced
type, ‘“‘Catholic physicians,
nurses, medical students,
medical technicians,
paramedical per-
sonnnel...should inform their
hospitals in writing that they do
nol intend to participate in an
abortion act in their hospital.”

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Big Blast
Cause Said
Accidental

LOS ANGELES (UPI) —
There was no bomb invelved in
a devastating explosion that
ripped through a city block
during the weekend, says Fire
Chief Raymond Hill.

He called the blast acciden-
tal, ‘and sdid it probably was
caused by a volatile chemical
compound sitting in the hot sun
for a day and a half.

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‘Paper Girl’s Slayer Flees

HIGHLAND PARK, Mich.
(UPI) — Besieged by citizens
outraged over the slaying of a
12-year-old paper girl,
authorities Monday raised the
charges against her accused
killer from manslaughter to
murder only to discover he had
fled.

Mayor Robert Blackwell said
Monday night that attorneys for
the suspect, Rudolph Acosta,
24, a known drug trafficker,
promised to deliver him to
authorities by Wednesday,

“But I'don’t care what they
say," he added, "“We're going to
try lo get him before that."

Acosta was arrested Sunday
and charged with manslaughter
in the slaying of Edith
Perchman, who was gunned
down as she approached a
residence in this Detroit siburb
to deliver a Sunday edition of

the Detroit Free Press,

He was later released on $2,-
50 bond after telling police he
thought the car being driven by
the girl's father was that of a
“hit man trying to kill him.
The father, Marion Perchman,
35, was hospitalized in serious
condition with gunshot wounds,

Police quoted Acosta as
saying, *'I wanted to gel
everyone in that car before they
got me. Those guys carry
machine guns."

Angry citizens responded to
the news of the slaying by going
to city hall Sunday and demand-
Ing that stiff charges be
brought against the killer,

Blackwell said an estimated
300 eitizens returned to city hall
Monday and he informed him
the charges had been changed
to second-degree murder

Hellier Says He Opposes
Off-Shore Refinery Plan

"I am strongly convinced
that the dangers lo our environ-
ment posed by an off-shore
refinery far outweigh any
economic gains,'" Sen. Sam
Hellier, GOP candidate for Se-
cond District congressman,
told Rockville Rotarians at a
luncheon meeting Monday.

Hellier left Monday night on a
fact-finding trip to Joliet, I11.,
and Washington, D, C., to study
the impact an oil refinery might
have in Eastern Connecticut.

Noting he is strongly opposed
to an' oil refinery proposed by
PEPCO, for Bartletts Reef on
Long Island Sound, Hellier
added, *‘As for an inland
refinery, facts on the costs,
benefits and disadvantages are
needed before a rational deci-
sion an be reached.

“If the only benefit to
Eastern Connecticut, from an
inland refinery, is a tax break
for one town and 300 or so jobs
for'the area, then the economic
benefits would not justify the
environmental damage we
would experience,” Hellier
said.

Noting that energy experts
have called the Joliet refinery
the most modern and efficient
white-glove refinery in the na-
tion, Hellier said the location
parallels the situation in
Connecticut,

“For cooling purposes, the
refinery uses water [rom a
river which flows into Lake
Michigan, 30 miles away,"
Hellier explained. He said,
“From this and other con-

ditions similar to Eastern
Connecticut, the Joliet refinery
should provide an excellent in-
dication of the impact a
refinery would have in Connec-
ticut."”

Hellier said his trip to Illinois
and Washington will be paid for
through his campaign funds. He
said he has scheduled a day-
long tour today of a Mobil Ol
Co., “white glove," refinery at
Joliet,

On Wednesday he said he
plans to confer with Joliet civic
leaders, businessmen and
citizens, Thursday will be spent
in Washington meeting with
federal energy and environmen-
tal protection officials, as well
as with petroleum represen-
Latives

Krawski Given Sept. 6 Date

Krawski, who contends that
the sale of his expensive
barnwood does not take place in
South Windsor, but from his 1
Park Ave,, New York office,
has been ordered to remove his
listing of the Diamond K Co,
from the telephone company's
Yellow Pages, and to remove
lettering from a truck he has
which advertises the rustic
wood business.

Earlier this summer Judge
Hirold Engleberg ordered
Krawski to bring a letter from
the phone company stating that
the advertisement in that book

®,

was unsolicited, as Krawski has
contended.

Krawski said he brought such
a letter to court last week, but
the letter he presented was not
to the court's satisfaction, and
therefore he will present
another one by Sept. 6 — the
new deadline for him to comply
with the court's directives.

Town officials said Krawski
has still not complied with the
court directives, despite the
earlier, Aug, 16 deadline to do
80,

Krawski, a member of one of
the oldest families in South
Windsor, said the panel truck
referred to by the court has
been backed out of sight from
the road.

“We'll abide by anything they
(court) want...we are guilty of
nothing," Krawski said. “‘Put
all the restrictions you want but
this is a business, The buck
Stops when the kids starve,'

Krawski said ti.e majority of
his barnwood' customers are

from Virginia and Long Island
where such wood is used in
expensive homes,

His home on Buckland Rd.,
reported to be worth over $100,-
000, serves as a model of what
the wood looks like in a private
dwelling.

Krawskl contends his
problems began last year when
a newspaper ran a feature story
on him, calling him "The
Barnwood King." He said since
that story, and others that
followed over wire services and
national magazines such as
Home Beautiful, zoning of-
ficlals have leveled various
charges against him.

He said no sales are made on
Buckland Rd., and that all
perspective customers are
referred Lo the New York
brokerage firm. He said he also
presented the court with a
letter showing he leases space
on Park Avenue for the purpose
of selling barnwood.

Welfare Commissioner
Nicholas Norton sald Monday
the clerks will record informa-
tion from forms to be submitted
by welfare recipients telling the
amount they pay for renl. The
clerks will also seek oul
recipients who fail to turn in
forms.

The department last month
sent out forms (o recipients
asking them for the exact
amounts they pay for rent, but
less than half were returned
welfare officials said,

Norton sald the employes will
be hired through a private tem-
porary help agency and will
work for four to six weeks
beginning in the first week of
September.

Under the law, the depart-
ment divides the state into
three regions and gives welfare
recipients the actual amount
they pay for rent up to a certain
maximum based on regional
averages.

Norton said that although the
law was supposed to begin
working July 1, there were too
many detalls to get started on
time.

Maximum allowances for a
family of four are $169 in the
Stamford-Danbury area, $113 in
the Hartford-New Haven area
and $94 in the Waterbury-
Litchfield area.

CLC Task Force Bill

Gets Speedy

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Since It was
President Ford asking, it took only one
week after he made the request for the .
House and Senate to approve his Cost of
Living task force.

Only minor differences divide the two
bills, which passed Monday, and final con-
gressional approval of the new agency is
expected before Congress leaves next
week for its Labor Day recess. In an Aug.
12 address, Ford asked Congress to pass
the measure before the recess.

Although almost no one expressed con-
fidence that the new task force would hold
back the current double-digit inflation,
many congressmen urged passage simply
because the new President wanted it.

The new agency would be powerless
except for the power of persuasion. It
would have no power lo control wages and
prices, no power to delay price increases,
no power lo subpoena records or in-
dividuals. It is intended to be mainly a
monitoring and *‘jawboning" agency.

Immunity
Sentiment

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Sen. Howard
H. Baker Jr., R-Tenn., says his initial
reaction when Richard Nixon resigned

Now, Baker says, he is rethinking his
position.

"“That was my heart talking,” he says,

Cautious Approach

Others in Congress are also approaching
the emotion-charged question of Nixon's
future treatment with caution— and relief
that it is a matter to be decided by others,
not Congress.

Assistant Senale Democratic ledder
Robert C. Byrd, W.Va., says he has no opi-
nion to offer. Sen. John L. McClellan, D-
Ark., one of the most Influential
southerners, stresses that “the respon-
sibility has shifted from the Congress to
the executive branch and the courts.”

But Sen, Floyd K, Haskell, D-Colo.,
brought the jssue up on the Senate floor
with a speech Monday advocating that all
appeals for Nixon's immunity from
prosecution be abandoned.

Immunity Opposed

"A grant of immunity would place the
American people on notice that fear of
criminal prosecution would no longer
serve as the ultimate restraint on a
president," Haskell said. "A future presi-
dent could dare anything but risk only his
political office."

No serious effort appears to be under
way In Congress to act on the question of
immunity.

Ford to Seek Solution
To Issue of Amnesty

CHICAGO (UPI) — President Ford
found another emotional wound that the
nation must heal when he suggested that
the young men who left their country

. rather than fight in Vietnam be allowed to
work their way back home.

Ford made the proposal Monday before
an audience that could not be considered
recgplive — the annual convention of the
Veterans of Foreign Wars. The VEW is on
the record opposing any form of amnesty
— conditional or unconditional.

Early reaction from the men who left in-
dicated that they would be unwilling to
accept Ford's proposal, which would

mean leaving their new homes and perform-

ing some type of alternative service.
Surprise

The speech came as a surprise to the
VFW which had given Ford a warm recep-
tion, He described his audience as
“understanding.” Some of them said they
were '"stunned."”

“In my judgment, these young
Americans should have a second chance to
contribute their fair share to the
rebuilding of peace among ourselves and
with all nations,”" Ford said.

“So I'm throwing the weight of my
presidency into the scales of justice on the
side of leniency. I foresee their earned re-
entry — earned re-entry — into a new at-
mosphere of hope, hard work and mutual
trust.

Rejects Revenge

“I will act promptly, fairly and very
firmly in the same spirit that guided
Abraham Lincoln and Harry Truman,"”
Ford concluded. "“As I reject amnesty, so
do I reject revenge.”

Ford ordered that 49500 cases be
reviewed. An aide said this included 28,000
military deserters, 4,400 fugitives — most
of them in Canada — 7,900 persons in jail
for violating the Selective Service Act,
and 8,200 persons who are being in-
vestigated or prosecuted.

The statement on amnesty was a depar-
ture from a traditional speech in which
Ford appointed Richard Roudebush, depu-
ty administrator of veterans affairs, to
head the huge Veterans Administration,
The President told reporters later that the
decision was made after he arrived in
Chicago, in a hotel room an hour before
the address.

Right Audience

“The right audience," Ford told
reporters as Air Force One flew back to
Washington, “would be an audience that
would be difficult. Rather than go and

speak (o a hand-picked audience, I picked
one that I hoped would have some un-
derstanding.

“It would have been a little cowardly if
we had picked some audience that would
have been ectastic."

Ford had discussed the proposal with
three of his four children. He said they ap-
proved. His oldest son Michael, a
seminary student, has already spoken
publicly in favor of amnesty. White House
sources said that Melvin Laird, a former
secretary of defense, talked with the
President “‘within the last few days,"
urging him to “'look at the problem.”

Talked With Taft

Another man Ford spoke with was Sen,
Robert Taft, -R-Ohio, who introduced a bill
last year to set up a board that could grant
immunity to an individual after he served
a certain amount of time in a public ser-

vice job, such as the Peace Corps. Talt,
according to a spokesman, was "'delighted
that the President has more or less en-
dorsed our concept."

At the least, Ford has provoked a
debate. Echoing the feelings of a number
of Americans, C.P. Harris, commander of
the: VFW McGrail Coyne Post in
Pittsburgh, said: “They chose lo leave
this country. when we needed them. Now
let them fend for themselves,"

There is a question how many would
return under the conditions Ford suggests.
William D. Galvin of the United
Presbyterian Church explained saying
"‘anything that deals with earned immuni-
ty is not amnesty. It still implies guilt.”

A 27-year-old draft resister who edits
Amex, a magazine for American exiles in
Canada, Gerry Condon, said ''a general
unconditional amnesty is the only thing
acceptable.”

Regional Reaction
To Amnesty Varied

Sandra Gwynn of Burlington, Mass.,
asked, ““What about those that died?"
Marta Daniels of Voluntown, Conn., said
she was happy amnesty for draft evaders
was being considered.

They were among New Englanders
reacting to President Ford's call Monday
night for conditional amnesty for draft
evaders.

Mrs. Gwynn, who said her husband was
badly burned in Vietnam and was 50 per
cent disabled, said she sent a telegram to
Ford expressing her opposition,

“Sir, how can you offer those who ran
from the country a second chance,” she
Stated, "Others had to go to Vietnam in
their place and some died. When do they
get their second chance?"

She added, **What about those that died,
They can't earn their way home."

Ms. Daniels, coponsor of the New
England Committee for Non-violent Ac-
tion, said her group is against any con-
ditions being placed on amnesty.

“The war was illegal, immoral, un-

constitutional and unjust,’’ she said. *'How
can anyone propose a legal amnesty for an
illegal war?" .

Frank J. Lavender, Connecticut com-
mander of the Veterans of Foreign Wars,
said he opposed unconditional amnesty but
he wasn't sure what conditions Ford would
want.

“Are they just going to be allowed to
come back and be forgiven,” Lavender
asked, “or are they going lo serve some
time in the military?"

Stephen C. Maguire, a University of
Connecticut graduate student who was
blinded in Vietnam in 1969, feared a prece-
dent could be set.

“If a good, morally defensible war
comes along and the draft has to be
reinstated,” he said, “‘won't precedent of
amnesty convince young men they can
still dodge the draft and get off fairly
easily?” :

Connecticut state Rep. Julius D. Morris,
D-New Britain, who was blinded in Warld
War II, said draft evaders should be
punished in some way, but added he
thought Ford was on the '‘right track."

Illini Set Down Softball

‘For Violations

MISSION, Kan, (UPI) — The University of Illinois has
been placed on probation for two years and its basketball
team prohibited from post-season competition for one year
for violating NCAA rules.

The NCAA Monday cited as violations extra benefits to
student athletes not available to the rest of the student
body: improper financial aid to the athletes; improper in-

- ducements to prospective players; improper entertain-
ment of a prospect's parents, and improper transportation
of prospective students.

The violations involved “‘representatives of the univer-
sity’s athletic interests and former coaching staff
members no longer employed by Illinois.”

The NCAA said the student-athletes that were involved|
are no longer enrolled at Illinois.

Under the sanctions, the school’s basketball team is
prohibited from participating in any televised game for
one year and will be allowed only three new basketball

. scholarships for the 1975-76 and 1976-77 academic years.
The NCAA ordered that basketball recruiting be limited to
staff members, with no assistance from outside parties.

In addition, assistant football coach Gary Golden was
reprimanded and prohibited from recruiting activites for
one year,

“The committee on infractions feels the penalties
against Illinois are directed to those directly involved and
should have a meaningful impact on the future conduct of
its intercollegiate athletic program,” George H. Young,
chairman of the committee, said.

Young added that the penalty covers Y'those individuals
directly responsible as well as the institution itself for not
maintaining proper control over representatives of its
athletic interests."”

The NCAA said it would monitor the activities of the un-
iversity’s athletic department during the probationary
period.

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Finance Board’s Tie Vote
Rejects Library Funding

A $46,000 appropriation which would
enable Bolton to build a new Bentley
Memorial Library was rejected by the
town's Board of Finance Monday night by
a 3-11le vote,

The $46,000 appropriation — which would
supplement a $271,000 allocation approved
by townspeople in referendum — was
being sought by the Public Building Com-
mission, (PBC) whose request was en-
dorsed by the Board of Selectmen in a
Friday night emergency meeting.

Finance board rejection of the ap-
propriation — vital to the library project —
makes it appear the project is doomed,
The question now goes back to the PBC,
which will discuss the situation later this
month.

PBC Chairman Douglas Cheney, com-
menting on the finance hoard action Mon-
day night, said there just isn't enough
money to bulld the new library. He said
he'll ask library architect Alan Wiedie to
submit a bill for his work to!date.

Monday night's finance board action on
the $46,000 appropriation consisted of
fayorable votes by members Al Ahearn,
Siddiq Sattar and Jerald Hassett. Voting
against the request were members
William Riley, Roy Peckham and Morris
Silverstein.

Ahearn, board chairman, said he had
misgivings about the library project

because the original proposal was made
with the claim that federal revenue
sharing funds would completely pay for

Sallar and Hassett acknowledged that
an additional $46,000 appropriation would
probably meet opposition from lownspeo-
ple, but they — along with Ahearn — felt
the decision should be left to the voters,

If the finance board had approved the
appropriation; it would have gone before a
lown meeling for the final decision.

Finance board members voting against
the appropriation sald Monday night that
Bolton taxpayers can't afford to pay for a
new library,

Peckham, noting that he favored the
project when it was thought federal funds
would cover all costs, said the town
doesn't need a new library bad enough to
spend local money,

Silverstein said the town is *'in a pickle"
financially and should get out of the situa-
tion before it gets worse,

When the library plans first got under
way, Bolton expected to receive $300,000 in
federal revenue sharing funds. The
expected revenue sharing funds are now
estimated to be significantly less.

The town has already received $135,757
in revenue sharing funds in four entitle-
ment periods, and the estimated allotment
in the fifth entitlement period is $26,577.

I's uncertain how much money will be
coming in the remaining two entitlement
periods of the five-year federal program,
but Town Counsel Marshall Taylor has in-
dicated that a total of $80,000 is a “'ball
park figure.”

The library proposal is expected to cost
$317,000.. Of that total, nearly $250,000

would be for construction costs, with the
remainder made up of architect fees,
dather fees, and equipment for the library.

Retail Prices
Up Slightly

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Increases in
retail prices were not as great in July as
they had been the previous two months,
due chiefly to a mid-summer drop in some
grocery prices, the Labor Department
said today.

The consumer price index, the best
measure of changes in the cost of living,
jumped 0.8 per cent last month.

Increases in automobile prices and the
cost of restaurant meals, medical care
and buying a home led the July advance
but were partially offset by lower prices
for clothing and such food items as fresh
fruils and vegetables, beef and dairy
products.

Still Large

The July increase was smaller than a 1
per cent rise in June and 1.1 per cent in
May. But it was still large by historical
standards and offered no relief to Presi-
dent Ford in his search for ways to beat
the nation's soaring inflation.

The Labor Department’s report was
released shortly after General Motors
Corp, announced it was bowing to pressure
from the White House and was trimming
$54 from its planned 3500 price hike on 1875
model cars and trucks.

The cost of living has increased by near-
ly 12 per cent in the past 12 months, the
Labor Department said.

The price index in July stood at 148.3

compared to 100 in the 1967 base year.

Woodbridge St. Bridge
Low Bid Is $50,000

Construction of a new bridge structure
enclosing Bigelow Brook on Woodbridge
St, will cost the Town of Manchester
nearly $50,000, according to sealed con-
tract bids opened this morning at the
Municipal Building,

Apparent low bids for an asphalt-coated,
corrugated steel pipe arch — one of three
proposals for the new bridge — totaled
$49,895.60.

That total — the least expensive of the
three types of bridgestructures — consists
of a §17,862.60 bid on materials and a $32,-
033 bid on construction,

The materials bid was submitted by
Eastern Culvert Co, of Leominster, Mass.,
and the construction bid was submitted by
the American Construction Co, of Hart-
ford.

Maurice Pass, town director of general
services, said the bids opened this morn-
Ing are subject to final tabulation and
verification,

The other two types of bridge structure
bid on, and the apparent low bidders, are:

* Precast concrete bridge culvert,
Materials; $11,880 bid by Leonard Con-
crete Pipe Co. of Hamden: Construction;
$44.540 bid by Dew Construction Co. of
East Hartford. Total of apparent low bids;
‘55.220-

* Reinforced concrete horizontal ellip-
tical pipe. Materials: $25647.30 bid by
Leonard Concrete Pipe Co. Construction:

$32,643 bid by American Construction Co,
Total of apparent low bids: $58,290.30.

Other bids opened this morning ranged
as high as $50,000 for just the construction
portion of the proposal and as high as $31,-
000 for just materials,

The old Woodbridge St. bridge over
Bigelow Brook was completely washed out
during a severe rainstorm July 5.

After verification of the bids, the town
must decide which of the three bridge
types it desires, and then contracts will be
awarded. Town Manager Robert Weiss
has estimated the new bridge could be in-
stalled by early October.

The latest referendum is with ‘‘no
strings attached," and is for all real es-
tate, personality fixtures and ap-
purtenances owned by the company in
Manchester, Bolton and Vernon.

Manchester Water Co.

Town Has Option
Town Manager Robert Weiss, after
explaining the town has an option to Nov,
15 for the purchase, with an extension if
the PUC (Public Utilities Commission)
approves the transfer, said there isn't a

clear title at present to the company’s
Risley Reservoir in Vernon and Bolton and
that it doesn't appear the title will be
cleared in the immediate future.

Weiss said the water in the reservoir
(about 2 million gallons) is water com-
pany property and can be drawn off and
used at anytime. The land area of the
reservoir (all in Vernon) and the dam
tmostly in Bolton and partly in Vernon) is
owned by John Risley.

Tower Storage

Weiss said the actual land area isn't con-
sidered a financial asset of the company in
the appraisals being used for the proposed
purchase. He said the town might be able
to install a fower to hold the water stored
in the reservoir.

Giles said the reservoir is only for water
slorage and doesn't contribute to the com-
pany's water supply. It's water resources,
he explained, are from wells.

Matt Moriarty Sr., president of the
water company, said Risley is a strong
character and very adamant. He said
attempls to do business with him — con-

cerning title to the reservoir — have been
without success

Morlarty sald Risley claims title
because he has been paying taxes on the
property to the Town of Bolton, even
though he hasn't spent any money for
maintenance or improvements.

Admits Company Erred

Moriarty acknowledged the water com-
pany should have paid the Bolton taxes,
thus challenging Risley's claim of
ownership, He said he foresees no future
problems for the town — with or without a
clear title

“The water will continue to flow
through the reseryoir,”" he explained. “It
can always be stored and used,"

Town Counsel William Broneill said he
sees no impediment to the referendum
because of the unclear title. The reservoir,
he said, isn't an integral part of the
system and the purchase price is sup-
ported by other assets of the company.

Al the same time, he warned, if Risley
doesn't release his claim, the town might
be buying a future potential problem

GM Bows to White House;
Shaves Price Hike $54

DETROIT (UPI) — General Motors
Corp. today bowed to pressure from the
White House to help fight inflation and an-
nounced it is trimming $54 from its
planned price hike averaging nearly $500
on its 1975 model cars and trucks.

The average increase on GM’s 1975
model cars, which are being put on sale as
soon as dealers receive them, is now $446,
including $100 to $160 for emission control
equipment, $20 for higher destination
charges and the remainder to cover the
higher costs of labor and materiel.

A Gesture

The move by the nation's No. | auto
maker, the acknowledged price leader,
was seen as a gesture to take off the
pressure that has been building since Aug.
9 when it announced the 8.5 per cent in-
crease.

President Ford was sharply critical of
the hike and had called for a reduction.

“This reduction is our response to Presi-
dent Ford's appeal to all segments of the
American public to help fight inflation,”

GM Chairman Richard C. Gerstenberg
said in a three-page news release,

Gerstenberg said the new increase
would average six per cent for carg and 10
per cent for trucks. On cars, this would in-
clude between $100 and $160 (o cover the
cost of adding new emission control equip-
ment.

Ford To Follow

Ford Motor Co. president Lee A. Tacoc-
ca said Tuesday the No. 2 auto maker has
little choice but to follow GM's lead on
prices, Ford indicated in late July its in-
crease on cars would average $418. But
Tacocea said the hike now probably would
be in the same range as GM increase.

Neither Chrysler Corp. nor American
Motors has made any public disclosures an
their pricing action for 1976 models

Gerstenberg, complaining that GM will
be absorbing about $100 per vehicle in un-
recovered cost increases when the 1976s
debut, said he shares the president’s con-
cern with inflation.

"“The national problem does not yield to
an easy solution, nor can it be solved by
one segmenl of our society, one industry,
or one company,’" Gerslenberg said. "“We
can say this — il every industry had a
price record equal to that of the
automobile industry, the nation’s inflation
problem would be solved."

Gerstenberg, who had resisted the
White House's jawboning for just over one
week, hinted there would be further in-
creases if inflations pressures don'l
moderate. .

“We feel that, in these extradorinary
times, we are doing our parl,"” the GM
chief executive said. *‘Whether there will
be [urther price increases on our products
will depend on the extent to which others
exercise similar restraint and the forces
of inflation can be brought under control."

Alleged ‘Alphabet Bomber’ Arrested

LOS ANGELES (UPI) — Police
Tuesday captured the alleged “‘Alphabet
Bomber" who claimed responsibility for
the deadliest civil airport bombing in U.S.
history and had threatened a wave of
terror,

Assistant Police Chief Daryl Gates iden-
tified the suspect as Muharem Kuregovic,
31, a Yugoslay who entered the United
Slates in 1967,

Gates and Willlam Morrison, assistant
FBI director in charge of the Los Angeles
office, said Kuregovic was allegedly the
"Isaac Rasim’' who had left at least two
bombs. They said he would be charged
with murder in the explosion at Los
Angeles International Airport which killed
three persons and injured 35 on Aug. 6.

The other bomb was left in the
Greyhound bus terminal last Friday, but
was found — on a tip from “Rasim' — by
the bomb squad and removed, The
detonator went off in a bomb squad truck
but the bomb itself did not explode.

Previous Arrest

Gates said Kurbegovic had entered the
United States legally and had a previous
arrest for a sex offense. The nature of the
offense was not revealed.

Kurbegovic was arrested in the men's
room of a restaurant in Hollywood by
police officers, acting on clues contained

_in one of the casseite tape recordings by

which “‘Rasim'' communicated his
demands, Gates said. He sald Kurbegovie
had been under surveillance for some
hours and at one point deposited a taped
message, which was recovered and the
voice on the tape was found to be the same
a§ the voice on the “Rasim" tapes

The bomb squad, with explosives-

sniffing dogs, was reported going over
Kurbegovic’s Hollywood apartment, hunt-
ing more bombs and bomb-making
materials.

Kurbegovic was described as 5-feet-11
and weighing about 200 pounds.

Several Charges

The FBI said he also would be charged
with destruction of an airport, a federal
offense carrying a possible life term in
prison.

The voice on the tapes had identified

Muharem Kuregovie

himsell as “Military Commander of the
Aliens of America,” and was given the
name ‘‘Alphabet Bomber” because he
threatened to “‘write our name in blood
across the face of America.”

The airport bomb stood for A, the
first letter in the group’s name, the taped
voice said, and the Greyhound bomb was
in a locker-standing for “'L," and also for
"“Life’" because he sent a warning where it
could be found

“Rasim” had demanded repeal of all
federal immigration and naturalization
laws, all sex laws, greater separation
between church and state and punishment
for two police officers, now retired, who
Killed two Mexican illegal aliens by mis-
take during a raid several years ago, and
were subsequently cleared of wrongdoing

Tried to Take Credit

Rasim tried to take credit for a
chemical explosion in an industrial area of
downtown Los Angeles Saturday night, In
a call to the Los Angeles Herald
Examiner, Rasim said the explosion,
which completely leveled an entire block
of buildings and warehouses, was
“delinquent leftavers of our activities one
week ago." :

Fire Investigators discounted the claim,
however, blaming the explosion on &
chemical reaction generaled by the sun,

Rasim was first heard from June 24 in a
tape cassette sent to Grant Dillman, vice
president in charge of the Washington
bureau of United Press International.

In the message, Rasim said postcards
had been mailed to Supreme Court
justices with vials of nerve gas under the
postage stamps, The threat proved to be
unfounded
