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Innovative Education Projects 
Stress Evaluation and Research

Evaluation and research are 
on the rise in projects that have 
been approved for funding with 
federal money marked for 
educational innovation.

Seven of 16 new projects in 
the state funded under Title III 
of the U.S. Elementary and 
Secondary Education Act are 
concerned with evaluation, 
research, or dissemination of 
information. The other nine 
deal with classroom and in­
structional innovation.

P r o je c t s  in c lu d e  an 
educational data bank,  ̂follow­
up study of women's oppor­
tunities in the Hartford area, a 
training program for school ad­
ministrators, and a leadership 
program for gifted students.

One program — Project TIPS 
sponsored by the Capitol 
Region Education Council — is 
a cooperative program between 
public and nonpublic secondary 
schools. East Hartford High 
and the Kingwood School in 
West Hartford, Simsbury High 
and the Westledge School in 
West Simsbury, Penney High in 
E a s t H artfo rd  and E as t 
Catholic High in Manchester, 
and Suffield High and Suffield 
Academy, wiil work in tandem 
on teacher initiated projects.

Students in the program — 
which will begin operation in 
the spring — wiil work on such 
projects as electronic music, 
the biological aspec ts of 
physical fitness, and a program 
on humanistic education.

In North Haven, physical 
education instructors will 
develop a com prehensive

kindergarten-through-Grade 12 
physical education program. 
The program — which will use 
computerized records — will 
present objectives and build on 
skills developed in previous 
years. Students will be provided 
individual learning programs 
that include team and lifetime 
sports and other activities, all 
designed to develop specific 
physical and mental skills.

The new projects will be run 
by six local d istric ts , two 
regional school districts, and 
three regional educational ser­
vice centers. The programs are 
run — usually for three years — 
with the guidance of the State 
Department of Education and 
are evaluated by department 
specialists.

Another 33 ESEA Title III 
projects are in their second or 
third year.

Some highlights of other new 
projects:

— Educational Resources 
Center at the Area Cooperative 
Educational Services (ACES) 
in New Haven will expand the 
capability of its state and 
national computerized educa­
tion data bank.

— Diagnostic Pre-School, also 
at ACES, is a special education 
and identification service for 
area preschoolers.

— The City Semester, in Hart­
ford, will conduct a study to 
determine the feasibility of a 
residential program for in­
dependent school students from 
outlying suburbs.

— A Little Love, also in Hart­
ford, will help evaluate and im-

lives saved during July, and a 
total of some 6,800 lives saved 
since the beginning of the 
year.”

The d e c lin e  in t r a f f i c  
fatalities —there were 56,000 in 
1973—coincided with the energy 
crisis. Some highway experts 
credit less driving by motorists 
and th e  5 5 -m ile -a n -h o u r 
nationwide speed limit for the 
drop.

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No-Growth Economy 
Seen Despite Federal Acts

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A respected 
economist says the United States is in for 
at least another year and a half of reces­
sion, inflation and unemployment — no 
matter what the government tries to do 
about it.

Testifying before the new Senate Budget 
Committee Thursday, F. Gerald Adams of 
the University of Pennsylvania’s Wharton 
School of Finance and Commerce foresaw 
a no-growth U.S. economy whether or not 
Congress took President Ford’s advice 
and cut federal spending by JIO billion.

Spending Cut
The spending cut might reduce the 

projected 1975 inflation rate from 8.2 per 
cent to 7.7 per cent, Adams said. But it 
also would produce an unemployment rate 
of 6.7 per cent instead of 6.3 per cent.

Currently unemployment is running at 
about 5.3 per cent of the civilian work 
force. And Adams foresaw a 1974 inflation 
rate averaging out at about 10 per cent.

His gloomy forecast came against a 
gloom y background  of econom ic 
developments:

GNP Declines
• The Commerce Department reported 

the Gross National Product dropped 
during the second quarter of this year by

0.8 per cent. This was far less severe than 
the 7 per cent drop of the first quarter, 
caused partially by the energy shortage. 
Two straight quarterly GNP declines is 
the classical definition of a recession.

• The Dow Jones Industrial Average 
continued its descent, closing T hur^ay at 
704.79, down 6.80 points. It fell below the 
700 level for the first time in more than 
four years.

Gasoline Tax
• The White House said the Ford ad­

ministration had under study “along with 
many, many other things” a 10-cent-a- 
gallon increase in federal gasoline taxes 
with the revenue — perhaps 010 billion — 
used to offset a cut in personal income 
taxes for the poor. “ It’s just one of many 
proposals in the m ill,” said Jerald 
terHorst, Ford’s press secretary.

• Kuwait and Venezuela announced they 
were cutting back oil production because 
they said oversupply was pushing prices 
down. Kuwait, currently producing 2.55 
million barrels a day, already has cut back 
but will lower production even niore to 
keep prices high, the Arab country’s oil 
minister said.

Pension Bill Signed
• Congress completed action and sent to

Ford a bill designed to make sure that pen­
sions will be waiting for workers whose 
employers have pension plans. But the bill 
does nothing to increase pension payments 
or to require employers to pay pensions.

• A ssistant A griculture Secretary 
Clayton Yeutter, after meeting with a 
Japanese government team, predicted 
Japan voluntarily would cut its purchases 
of livestock feed grains from the United 
States by nearly 10 per cent. He said this 
would make legal export controls un­
necessary despite the sharp drop in the 
U.S. crop brought on by drought.

Rains Too Late
• The Agriculture Department said the 

worldwide drought was relieved by August 
rains, particularly in hard-hit mid- 
America and also in wide areas of China 
and India. The rains arrested the declines 
in prosvective output, but came too late 
“ to assure good yields in some key 
producing areas,” the experts said.

The Commerce Department report on 
the economy during the April-June 
quarter said the country’s inflation rate 
was 9.6 per cent for that period. The first 
quarter rate was still higher — 12.3 per 
cent. These were the highest rates of infla­
tion to visit the United States since early 
1951.

Ford Helping GOP Candidates

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  President Ford 

is unable to campaign personally for 
Republican candidates, but he is trying to 
give them all the help he can.

Before Congress began an extended 
Labor Day recess Thursday, Ford took 
time to pose for separate photographs 
with 135 (JOP congressmen who will be on 
the canipaign trail during the next few 
weeks. 'Two days ajgo, Ford posed with 
several senators who are up for re- 
election.

Ford.seems to think the way to get help 
from his friends in Congress next year is 
to help them win elections in the fall. 
Before he becam e President, Ford 
barnstormed across the country — visiting 
40 states — helping GOP candidates and 
trying to prevent a veto-proof Congress 
with two-thirds Democrats.

Not Running Right Now
Although Ford’s press secretary, Jerald 

F. terHorst, did not rule out campaign 
appearances close to election day, he told 
reporters “The President is not running 
for anything right now and he feels the 
best politics is right here in the White 
House running the affairs of government.”

Ford, according to terHorst, expects his 
vice president-designate. Nelson A. 
Rockefeller, to campaign widely, es­
pecially if he is confirmed before the 
November elections.

TerHorst has said Ford would like to run 
for a full term this time and Democrats, 
like Senate m a jo rity  lead e r Mike 
Mansfield, think he will be a difficult man 
to beat. “He is, by far, the best man they 
have,” Mansfield said Thursday.

Busy Schedule
Mansfield will lead off a series of 

presidential appointments today in what 
has become typical in the Ford White 
House. Others will include Syrian Foreign 
Minister Abd al-Halim Khaddam, the 
Farm Family of the Year and represen­
tatives of senior citizens’ organizations 
among many others.

While Congress is away. Ford was 
expected to begin restructuring his ad­
ministration.

Interior Secretary Rogers C.B. Morton 
has said that Ford has agreed to curtail 
the authority of the Office of Management 
and Budget over the policies of federal

departments and agencies — a Nixon in­
novation — as part of his transformed 
operation.

Other Suggestions
He also apparently intends to go along 

with the suggestion of his transition that 
advisers on national security, budget, 
domestic policy, the economy, personnel 
and his legal counsel have equal status and 
access to the President.

Ford also is expected to reduce the 
White House staff substantially.

Ford had a busy day Thursday, starling 
with a 45-minute medical checkup in the 
morning. His personal physician, William 
Lukash, concluded he was “in excellent 
health and fully capable of meeting all 
physical demands and mental stresses of 
the presidency.”

His only advice to Ford was to lose six 
pounds — get down to 195 — by football 
season.

Judiciary Committee 
Closes Dlixoii Case
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The case of 

Richard M. Nixon is closed as far as the 
House Judiciary Committee is concerned, 
with every member concluding that he 
should have been impeached if he had not 
become the first president in history to 
resign.

The committee’s final report was 
released Thursday. The 525-page docment 
with a dingy tan cover is historic. It is the 
result of the first presidential impeach­
ment inquiry held in 107 years. It accuses 
Nixon of lying, violating laws and sub­
verting the Constitution.

About half of it was written by the chair­
man, Rep. Peter W. Rodino, D-N.J., and 
the staff counsel, John M. Doar. Even 
stronger language is in the “ supplemental 
views” of indiviual members and groups.

Evidence Overwhelming
“The evidence is overwhelming that 

Richard Nixon has used the office of 
President to gain political advantage, to 
retaliate against those who disagreed with 
him and to acquire personal wealth,” con­
cluded 11 liberal Democrats.

The ranking Republican, Rep. Edward 
Hutchinson of Michigan, weakly offered a 
defense.

“ History, ” he said, “will deal more 
kindly with Richard Nixon than did his 
contemporaries. “As the Watergate affair 
moves into the past it may be seen for 
what a little thing a President was forced

Cover-Up
But even Hutchinson said Nixon had 

been involved in thp Watergate cover-up. 
A legal case for obstruction of justice was 
made against Nixon, Hutchinson Said, and 
he joined his colleagues to make the com­
mittee support for an article of impeach­
ment on that count unanimous.

H utch in son , as did n ine o th e r  
Republicans on the committee, joined in 
support of Article 1 only after Aug. 5, the 
day Nixon released three transcripts of 
Oval Office tape recordings made six days 
after the June 17,1972, Watergate break- 
in. That day he admitted they showed his 
complicity in the cover-up and that he 
had lied about it.

Reps. David Dennis, R-Ind., and Delbert 
R. Latta, R-Ohio, each in separate views, 
explained their refusal to vote for Article 1 
in committee and their change of mind on 
Aug. 5.

Latta said: “At the time the vote was 
taken in the Judiciary Committee in this 
matter, this evidence of direct presiden­
tial involvement had not been revealed 
and was not before us.”

Other Views
Other views stated that the authors 

agreed with the conclusion in favor of im­
peachment but not every piece of evidence 
that supported it, stated reasons for 
agreeing with one article but not another, 
gave reasons why additional articles 
should have been recommended and 
stated for historical purposes the value of 
the impeachment proceeding cut off Aug. 
9 by Nixon’s resignation.

Others argued against granting Nixon 
immunity from prosecution and against 
allowing “national security” to be used as 
an excuse for future acts of government. 
Rep. Wayne Owens, D-Utah, took space in 
the report to insert the committee roll call 
vote on each article of impeachment.

Cypriot Leader 
Prepares for
Conference

President Glafkos Clerides of Cyprus 

flew to Athens today for talks with the 
Greek government in advance of this 
weekend’s preliminary peace talks with 
Turkish Cypriot leaders.

Clerides, leader of the Greek Cypriot 
community, said he would discuss in 
A thens the econom ic and refugee 
problems caused by six weeks of warfare 
on Cyprus.

In Ankara, Turkish Premier Bulem 
Ecevit said Turkey is not considering the 
partition of Cyprus between Turkey and 
Greece, nor does it have any intention of 
annexing part of the island.

“ We are  willing to continue the 
negotiations over Cyprus within the 
framework of the Geneva conference,” 
Ecevit told newsmen. “ We are not 
thinking of partitioning Cyprus. Neither 
are we thinking of annexing part of the 
island to Turkey.”

Radio Bayrak, voice of the Turkish 
Cypriot community, began Thursday to 
call the Turkish-controlled areas of 
Cyprus “The Autonomous Turkish Cypriot 
A dm inistration,” radio m onitors in 
Ankara reported.

An arbitration decision on the contract 

dispute between the Manchester Educa­
tion Association (MEA) and the Board of 
Education is expected to be released early 
next week. Asst. School Superintendent 
Wilson E. Deakin Jr. said today.

A three-member arbitration panel, 
which heard arguments from both sides in 
two lengthy sessions a month ago, has 
reportedly reached agreement on all 
issues excep t the hotly contested  
economic package, Deakin said.

“The arbitrators are still trying to get a 
unanim ous a w a rd ,”  Deakin said , 
explaining that he understands they’re 
still “ far apart” on the salary issue but 
have resolved most of the non-economic 
disputes.

The MEA, 
citing the “ skyrocketing cost of living,” 
has asked for increases totaling about 14 
per cent.

Chances are the arbitrators will decide 
on an increase somewhere between eight 
and ten per cent.

The “economic package” includes 
teacher salaries, wage increments based 
on length of service, and fringe benefits.

The arbitrator’s award will be merely 
an "advisory” report, Deakin said, and 
the decision is not binding on either party. 
He added, however, that arbitration 
awards have generally been acceptable to

Old Newspaper Pickup 
Program in the Black

The first five weeks of Manchester’s 
newspaper pickup program  (July 1 
through Aug. 2) yielded 67.66 tons, or 
about 13.5 tons per week, Director of 
Public Works Jay Giles reports.

That amount, he said, is about double 
necessary to reach the break-even point. 
He added, however, that incomplete 
figures show the pickup during the three 
weeks since Aug. 2 have averaged about 
7.5 tons per week.

Giles explained that Sanitary Refuse is 
paid $5,000 per year, or $96.15 per week 
(under its contract) to pick up paper at the 
curb on Thursdays, Fridays and Satur­
days.

Town’s Net Gain
At the present net gain to the town of 

$13.47 per ton, Giles said, at least 7.14 tons 
per week must be picked up.

Giles explained the newspaper pickup 
program as follows:

Sanitary Refuse deposits the newspaper 
in a ” roll-off” (a trailer-like vehicle, 
without top or wheels) at the town's 
recycling station off Olcott St. When 
filled, the “roll-off” is transported by 
Sanitary Refuse truck to the Rockville 
Scrap Co. in Vernon, where it is weighed 
and baled.

The bales then are picked up by Lydall &

Foulds, in one of its trucks, and taken to 
its Parker St. plant for recycling.

Rockville Scrap bills Lydall & Foulds 
for the expense of baling and Sanitary 
Refuse bills Lydall & Foulds for the 
expense of transporting the newspaper 
from Manchester to Rockville Scrap.

Price Coni|uited t^iiurleriy
Lydall & Foulds, on a quarterly basis, 

computes the average market value of the 
baled paper (averaged between New York 
and Boston prices), subtracts from that 
what it paid for baling and for transporta­
tion, and applies the net amount to the 
debt the town owes it.

The debt stems from an agreement 
made about 18 months ago. Lydall & 
Foulds contributed $12,900 toward the $18,- 
000 cost of the town’s recycling station.

In the 18 months since the agreement, 
$1,147.57 has gone toward retiring the loan 
— leaving the balance $11,853.43. In addi­
tion, under the same agreement, Lydall 4  
Foulds contributed $765 to the Conserva­
tion Commision.

In those 18 months — without a formal 
town program for curbside pickup — 142 
tons of newspaper was taken for recycling 
by Lydall & Foulds — for 1.82 tons per 
week.

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Refining Campaign Reform

Secretary of State Gloria Schaffer 
is urging that the state's new cam­
paign reform laws be refined for 
while the philosophy is right, the 
legislature’s “poor draftsmanship” 
will cause problems.

A case in point she says is the “ in­
dividuals only” clause which prohibits 
political activity by “other than a 
natural person,” thus outlawing con­
tributions from groups such as labor. 
League of Women Voters and citizens 
trying to influence the outcome of a 
local referendum.

She also cites this clause as a threat 
to such common grassroot political 
functions as coffee hours, cake sales, 
etc.

Perhaps Mrs. Schaffer is being 
politically polite in laying the blame 
to “poor draftmanship.” But is it 
really "poor draftsm anship” or 
another case of attempting to. cover 
too many bases with a complicated 
law open to varied interpretation 
when a simple straight forward solu­
tion would accomplish the same goal?

The objective of campaign financ­
ing reform is simple. Who gave tO' 
who and how much?

Anything that is interjected beyond 
that leads to problems like those Mrs. 
Schaffer cites.

You see the trouble with campaign 
money isn’t the money. Money, cam­
paign or otherwise, isn’t good or bad 
in itself. It is the conditions under 
which it is given and more important 
the conditions under which it is 
accepted by a plitician or political 
organization.

The only reason we have abuses is 
that it is easier to raise money in big 
chunks than it is a buck at a. time.

To The Tommy Kickers
In a few months, Gov. Thomas 

Meskill’s critics won’t have “Tom­
my” to kick around anymore so it 
appears they are trying to get in their 
last licks while they can.

Most of the kicking has been con­
cerned with his nomination to the 
federal bench.

Even though the Senate Judiciary 
Committee, which must pass on the 
appointment, has not begun its 
hearings; almost daily we are sub­
jected to a press statement criticial of 
the governor’s past activities and 
allegations that he is therefore un­
qualified to serve as a federal judge.

Now we happen to believe the 
Senate Judiciary  Committee is 
manned by very capable senators who

will look at the nomination critically 
without any headline urging from the 
American Bar Association, trade un­
ions and others who may feel the 
governor has not bowed to their every 
beck arid call:

We think it Would be much better 
for the State of Connecticut if all the 
effort going into the anti-Meskill drive 
w ere re d irec ted  to issues and 
problems the next governor will have 
to face.

We are confident the Senate will not 
confirm his nomination unless he is 
qualified to serve. The continued 
criticism via press release smacks 
more of petty politics than anything 
else.

Staying in the Kitchen

Limitations on amounts which can be 
given invite circumvention.

All we really need is a list of who 
gave how much to who and let the 
voters draw their own conclusions 
whether the contribution or its accep-. 
tance connotes any dishonorable com­
mittments.

Naturally an industrialist won’t con­
tribute to a harty or candidate that is 
anti-business. Nor would a union sup­
port an anti-labor candidate orpthar- 
ty. This is nothing new.

The element that led to Watergate 
fund scandals was secrecy.

Public disclosure is now required. 
As we have stated before, we think 

the most effective way to get prompt 
*̂ and regular disclosure is to give the 

political parties that responsibility in­
stead of dozens of committees and a 
special election reform commission.

The real scandal in American 
politics is the ease with which 
political parties, committees, can­
didates, etc., can lay off responsibili­
ty-

We have a shorter campaign period, 
we have limits on campaign spending, 
why do we have to dot every “I” and 
cross every “T ”?

Why not just tell the political par­
ties they cart raise X number of 
dollars for this campaign and then 
must account for how it is spent, from 
whom they got the funds, and the 
amounts which were contributed.

The intent of the restriction to limit 
political involvement to a “natural 
person” was to make someone 
responsible. By making the bonafide 
political parties the sole repository 
for campaign contributions this can 
be done without a lot of red tape and 
an added payroll of election watchers.

A Better Formula
. WASHINGTON — No Comment is in­
tended, for or against. President Ford’s, 
nomination of Nelson Rockefeller as his 
Vice President, but it does seem about 
time Congress and the people came up 
with a better formula for the selection 
process.

Whether a Vice Presidential nominee is 
chosen under the 25th Amendment or at a 
national convention, he remains in effect 
the President’s man. He is not a represen­
tative of the national electorate but only of 
the man in the White House. This is 
curious in a nation which prides itself on 
the democracy of its electoral machinery.

Mathematicians who have done some 
studying have concluded that the chances 
are one in three that a Vice President will 
succeed to the Presidency. Yet this poten­
tial President is imposed on the voters. In 
an election, the voter must accept the Vice 
Presidential nominee if he favors the 
Presidential nominee. Under the 25th 
Amendment, he must accept a Vice Presi­
dent selected by the President and subject 
oniy to confirmation by a majority of the 
relatively tiny m em ber^ip of Congress.

This is crazy and sometimes dangerous, 
as George McGovern’s abortive choice of 
Sen. Thomas Eagleton and the sordid fall 
of Spiro Agnew reminded us. Only in their 
own states were Eagleton and Agnew 
re la tiv e ly  well known; they  w ere 
strangers to the rest of the country. 
Neither had ever run for election by all the 
voters of the United States.

Endicott Peabody, former governor of 
Massachusetts, and a candidate for the 
Democratic Vice Presidential nomination 
in 1972,. came up with a formula for 
choosing Vice Presidents that deserves 
more attention than it has received since 
he first broached the idea in 1973.

Peabody would limit nominations for

Vice President on the firet ballot only to 
those candidates for Vice -President or 
President who had run in state Presiden­
tial primaries or conventions.

It gives the people some say about the 
person who may become the highest of­
ficial, while still permitting the Presiden­
tial nominee a significant — but not 
necessarily determining — voice in the 
process.

In short, the proposal would require a 
Vice Presidential candidate to seek the 
people’s support for his candidacy: to run 
as an individual instead of as half of a 
tandem before the national convention 
which chooses a Presidential candidate. 
The obvious advantage to the proposal is 
that it would submit the Vice Presidential 
hopeful to the scrutiny of the national elec­
tive process, and thus would make possi­
ble a thorough investigation of each can­
didate by the media and, perhaps, by the 
FBI.

Unfortunately, Peabody’s plan failed to 
convince the Democratic National Com­
mittee’s commission to review and im-
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prove the party’s method of nominating a 
Vice President. The commission’s majori­
ty report merely gave the Presidential 
nominee the opportunity to adjourn the 
national convention for two weeks so he 
may have more time to select his running 
mate, and recommended an "official” 
selection advisory committee to name 
“acceptable” candidates.

That’s slicing it fairly thin, all right, but 
it’s still baloney. It’s not an improvement 
on the process, but simply a token — a 
crumb tossed to the electorate. The Vice 
Presidential nominee would still be the 
Presidential nominee’s bandservant, even 
if chpsen from “acceptable” candidates— 
a procedure that would not be binding on 
the head of the ticket.

H arry Trum an put it best in his 
memoirs, which is not surprising. Truman 
used oniy a few words of plain English to 
admonish his country men. Stop con­
sidering the Vice President as “an appen­
dage to the President,” he advised, but let 
the people “ select him as a spare Chief 
Executive.”

Are We Doing Right By Our President?
WASHINGTON -  (NEA) -  Author Joe 

McGinnis, currently writing a book about 
American heroes, tells the story of a 
woman horse fan attending last year’s 
Belmont Stakes. After Secretariat won it, 
and thereby the coveted Triple (Yown, the 
lady was so thrilled by the animal she 
remarked: "He restores my faith in 
humanity.”

The tale, supposedly true, is more than 
just a snicker. It’s a com m enta^ on a peo­
ple so starved for something to believe in, 
even a horse will do. I’m reminded of that 
now that the new president has replaced 
Secretariat as the national hero of the mo- 

, ment; I’m reminded because the lioniza- 
tion of Gerald Ford, currently the vogue, 
is in some ways as inexplicable and aU)ut 
as sophisticated as that bag of words 
showed on the race track champion.

Americans have long created their 
heroes out of the scantiest of reasons, but 
seldom more weeny than for President 
Ford. Tills is not to say the new man 
doesn't deserve good wishes and some 
respect, but certainly not yet canoniza­
tion. “What a hero one can be without 
moving a finger,” said Thoreau, who could 
have been thinking of Jerry Ford. Over­
night the fellow has become, in the eyes of 
the star gazers and rhetoric reporters, a 
sort of super who suddenly but nonetheless 
c le a rly  com bines the q u a litie s  of 
Eisenhower and Truman.

The adulation is especially saccarine in 
Washington. Nothing moves the natives 
here so much as an exciting new face, or 
as in Ford’s case an unexciting old face 
seen anew. The politicos are cranking out 
complimentary essays as if each of them 
knew all along, for the last quarter cen­
tury, that good old Jerry had the stuff of 
royalty. Never mind that for 25 years in 
Congress many of his peers viewed Ford 
as nothing more extraordinary than “a 
very cooperative man,” he is now, instant­
ly, “a great man,” a “solid pillar of deter­
mination,” and, no kidding, according to

one colleague, “maybe the finest man 
ever to be president.” Eat your heart out, 
Abe Lincoln.

Much of this excess was to be expected. 
Ours is an age of skepticism where the 
normal sources of heroes are drying up. 
The best-known soldier in Vietnam was Lt. 
William Galley. Most people remember 
Buck Rogers, but no Buzz Aldrln. Henrv 
Aaron is no Babe Ruth, Mark Spitz 
couldn’t hold Johnny Weismuller’s 
jockstrap. And certainly Richard Nixon 
did little to improve the lot of gallant men. 
Indeed, after Nixon, the nation could be 
expected to fall in love with any successor, 
such is the way of people mending broken 
hearts.

Yet if the flattery for Gerald Ford can 
be understood, it should not be condoned. 
At least not until there is some reason 
other than relief. For all his time in public 
life, he is still largely an unknown quanti­
ty. Apart from some apparently and 
altogether normal human qualities, we 
don’t know what kind of man he is or presi­
dent he will be. We are told he is decent, 
but we are also told that in 2^  decades as

a congressman he never authored a single 
piece of major legislation. If decency 
were enough, most people in the land 
would be heroes; I suggest a president 
needs much more.

I say this not to spite Mr. Ford, but for 
his benefit. The nation’s habit of building 
men up to grandeur, only to gleefully 
throw stones when they tumble, is unkind. 
Besides this, no president should be boxed 
into comers created by popular senti­
ment; flexibility is the key to successful 
leadership but already it’s as if the giddy 
nation would disown Mr. Ford if he dared 
smoke in public. Finally, it is disastrous 
for a people to become so preoccupied 
with one man, lest they forget he is, 
afterall, only one man.

Jerry Ford has a unique opportunity 
today. As Henry Kissinger says, greatness 
is lying in the streets of Washington 
waiting to be picked up. It is to be hoped 
the new President will seize the chance. 
Meanwhile, what he needs is advice not 
adjectives; and what the rest of us need is 
not a hero to count on but someone to 
count on us.

RHS Expansion Plans 
Given Final Approval

After approving some changes asked by 
the Board of Education the Vernon 
Municipal Permanent Building Com­
m ittee approved finai plans for the 
Rcckville High Schooi expansion program 
Thursday night and set Oct. 10 for the 
opening of bids.

The Board of Elducation approved the 
plans earlier this month, contingent on the 
building committee’s approval of some 
changes “ requested for educational pur­
poses.”

The m a jo r  change involved the 
switching of plans for the boys’ and girls’ 
rest rooms so the doors to both would face 
the administrative offices for better 
security of the areas which the board said 
has been a problem.

The building committee agreed to the 
change after hearing David Eveleth of 
McHugh Associates, the architecturai 
firm handiing the project, explain what 
the change would involve.

Eveleth said it would mean substantial 
changes on all of the drawings involving 
the sprinkler, plumbing, ventilation, light 
and power. He said it would also mean 
moving the elevator shaft about 30 feet but 
would not require changes in duct work as 
thought at first.

The building committee also agreed to 
eliminate the rest rooms near the library 
and to instead use the space for storage of 
books and such.

Another change concerned the installa­
tion of “ islands” in the student parking lot 
in an attempt to keep down speeding.

Eveleth said he met with the town 
engineer on this and it was agreed that a 
cut could be made through the islands to 
make room for snow plows to turn and get 
through. He said, however, ail of the 
islands will remain.

After all of the changes were agreed up­
on, Maurice Miller, chairman of the Board 
of Education, said the plans met with what 
the board wants so the board’s approval 
could be considered final.

In discussing putting the project out to 
bid, Eveleth said the electrical, plumbing, 
heating, and ventilating Subcontractors 
will be asked to submit bids earlier than 
the general contractors.

He explained that the general contractor 
has to include these mechanical bids in his 
base bid and any mechanical bid received,. 
but not chosen by the low-bid general con­
tractor, won’t be opened.

The subcontractor can choose the 
general contractor to whom he will submit 
his bid, and the general contractor has the 
prerogative as to whom he chooses for the 
•job.

Eveleth said he intends to meet with all 
interested bidders at least a week before 
the bids are due so they can ask questions.

“This is an enormously complex job and 
I want to answer any questions the bidders 
might have,” he said.

The general contractor will be asked, as 
part of the bid, to include a preliminary 
schedule of dates he would try to complete 
various portions of the building.

’The schedule set by the architects is:

Start of construction immediately after 
awarding of contract; erection of struc­
tural steel for the classroom wing and the 
library by April 1975; completion of 
library by September 1975; erect struc­
tural steel for science wing after library is 
completed; complete classroom wing by 
January 1976; complete science and in­
dustrial arts sections by September 1976; 
and finally start and complete tennis 
courts as soon as possible.

'The contract also has in it a provision 
allowing rejection of the apparent low 
bidder if not satisfied with the schedule 
submitted with the bid documents, and the 
return of his deposit.

Eveleth said it would not be in the best 
interest of the town to accept the low 
bidder if he couldn’t live up to the schedule 
expected. Before including this in the con­
tract the architect will ask Town Attorney 
Abbot Schwebel to give his opinion on it.

The contract will also include a number 
of alternates. One of these will be the 
expansion of the Vo-Ag Building which is 
part of the high school complex. Other 
alternates will concern various types of 
partitions for the classroom wing; adding 
airconditioning to some areas; alterations 
to the existing auditorium; resurfacing 
the existing track; and for six additional 
tennis courts.

The specifications also set fourth some 
criteria for the contractor as construction 
will have to be carried on much of the tiifie 
when school is in session.

The contract calls for minimum disrup­
tion of the existing classrooms; coor­
dinating with the school administrators in 
making up a schedule so classes can con­
tinue during construction; to leave enough 
classrooms available for teaching at all 
times; to keep hazardous conditions at a 
minimum; and to maintain the required 
number of exits at all times.

In connection with the construction the 
building committee also voted Thursday 
night to hire a clerk-of-the-works for the 
job and chairman Robert Wherli ap­
pointed committee members Henry Abuza 
and Laverne Eklund to take care of adver­
tising the job and to do preliminary 
screening of applicants who will be 
required to submit a resume with their 
application.

It was agreed that the clerk should be 
hired before the day of the opening of the 
construction bids.

Another phase of the building program 
discussed by the architect was the securi­
ty system for the school. Jack  Moran one 
of the engineers suggested that a more 
sophisticated system be installed than is 
presently used.

It was noted installation would cost 
about $4,500 and maintenance would cost 
$60 a month. 'The school board will be con­
sulted to see if it is willing to pay the 
monthly charge.

Eklund recommended, and other com­
m itte e  m em b ers  a g reed , th a t the 
proposed system be included in the plans 
now. He said if the board doesn’t agree to 
paying the maintenance cost the change 
can be made later.
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Council Accepts Recommendation 
Of Charter Revision Committee

The Town Council this week 
accepted the recommendations 
of the Charter Revision Com­
mittee which will revise the 
charter to conform with State 
Statutes 8-19 concerning the 
expiration of terms of Planning 
and Z o n in g  C o m m iss io n  
members.

When the charter was revised 
last November it read that all 
the term s would be two years, 
w hich  would m ean  th re e  
member’s terms would expire 
in the same year. Under the 
state Statutes only the term s of 
two members may expire in 
any given year.

The (b a rte r Revision Com- 
mussion recommended that two 
members of t te  PZC should 
serve for three years, two 
members for two years, and 
one m em ber for one year. 
Thereafter all term s would be 
for three years.

PZC alternate term s would 
also be staggered. One alter­
nate would serve for two years, 
one for three years and one for 
four y ears. T h e re a fte r  the 
term s for alternates would be 
fbr three yews.

The recommendations will 
now be published and sent to the 
Secretary of State’s office by 
Sept. 1, which is the deadline 
for questions to be placed on a 
November ballot.

The Charter Revision Com­
mission had made a similar 
recommendation last spring but 
they were not publish^ and so 
became invalid.

’The council ratified the con­
tract with police dispatchers. 
Local 531, Service Employees

International Union, AFL-CIO.
The contract calls for a pay 

increase of 20 cents effective 
July 1, 1974 and 5 cents effec­
tive Jan. 1,1975. The contract is 
for two years and contains a 
reopener clau se on w ages 
during the second year.

Under the new contract there 
is no increase in fringe benefits 
of any kind.

T o w n  M a n a g e r  A lle n  
Sandberg informed the council 
that a tax sale is planned in the 
fall covering the Connecticut 
Bi-Products land and buildings.

The state has said that the 
town must fence off the proper­
ty or raze the buildings because 
of the health hazards involved.

Sandberg is presently seeking 
th re e  bids fo r razin g  the 
building.

The council granted authori­
zation to Sandberg to spend not 
more than $1,000 for the renova­
tion of the old probate building 
on Main St. for use by the 
Bicentennial Commission for 
the forthcoming celebration.

T h e  c o u n c il in s tr u c te d  
Sandberg to begin acquisition of 
the land around the proposed 
dam gate that will be needed 
for the new construction.

The council tabled action on 
accepting the deed for a right- 
of-way from Frank Hastings for 
his property on Lake St. until 
the town manager can deter­
mine that the town is properly 
insured.

The council approved the 
expenditure of $50 to have a tea 
catered for the Lord Mayor of 
Coventry, England who will be 
visiting Coventry Labor Day 
Weekend.

The tea will take place Satur­
day, Aug. 31 at 2 p.m. in the 
Town Hall.

Dr. Lamb
Time to Prepare 
For Retirement

DEAR DR. LAMB -  My 

husband has just celebrated 
his 52nd birthday, and since 
he turned 50, I notice he has 
seemed depressed. He is in 
good health with a good head 
of black hair, no gray yet. He 
seems to get headaches 
across his forehead.

It seems to me he is going 
through the menopause. He 
refuses to see our doctor say­
ing he is not sick, just under 
the weather. I try to cheer 
him up, but feel helpless 
when he is so depressed and 
won’t even take aspirin.

I think he also worries 
about retirem ent in about 
eight years time. He is an ac­
countant and in recent years 
quite a few of his colleagues 
collapsed and died shortly 
after retirement. I reckon one 
cannot run away from retire­
ment, but rather prepare for 
it. Could you please recom­
mend literature on 101 ways 
to occupy one’s self in retire­
ment?

DEAR READER -  You 
are very wise. Most people go 
to great lei^ths preparing 
for death. 'They have in­
surance for death, estate 

for their heirs and 
even pFan where they are
planning 
even plai 
going to be buried, but all too 
few plan for living. You are 
absolutely right, the best way 
to survive and enjoy retire­
ment is to plan for it proper­
ly-

You may be interested in 
my book, ‘̂ Stay Youthful and 
Fit,” (Harper and Row). It 
provides a complete guide of 
what changes occur as you 
get older, and what we know 
about how to prevent such 
problems. That most defi­
nitely includes p lans for 
keeping occupied.

Your husband is probably 
having a true middle-aged 
depression. If it is any worse, 
he may need some profes­
sional counseling or even 
some medicine to perk him 
up. Men do get depressed 
when they realize that the

m ajor span of their sup- 
posMly productive years is 
Behind them. Our society isn’t 
very helpful here because the 
re tirem en t system  often 
m akes people quit being 
useful members of society.

In fact, many people in 
their 60s and older have the 
best years of their lives 
before them, if they use them 
properly. I pointed out in my 
Book that the Abkhasians 
often are working in the 
fields from age 90 to 100. And, 
they keep a vigorous interest 
in community affairs and 
family affairs. In short, they 
continue to feel needed.

It is important to increase 
social con tac ts . Get into 
organizations that will keep 
you active and involved. 
Each person has to choose his 
own area of interest, but the 
point is to choose something. 
It may be a garden club-type 
activity andlearning to raise 
your own food. That might 
come ip very hahdy after 
retirement or, the way things 
are going, even sooner.

Good hobbies are great for 
maintaining interest and pro­
moting social contact. Mak­
ing small furniture and pho­
tography turn some people on 
and may turn into a second 
career with good financial 
return.

You may think I’m just 
dreaming, but that is impor­
tant. Part of depression and 
aging is simply losing your 
dreams. Having something to 
look forward to or to strive
for is important in the psy­
chological aspects of staying 
youthful and enjoying every
year of it. So, dream the im­
possible dream and then set 
out to make it come true. 
Youth is often a state of mind.

Suffrage Then and NOW

NEW YORK (UPI) -  All 

right, quick now, why do 
American women celebrate 
Aug. 26?

Answer; It marks the day 
when 54 years ago the 19th 
Amendment giving women the 
right to vote was proclaimed 
part of the Constitution.

That was one liberation 
milestone. But actually, the 
women’s lib movement in 
America began formally 126 
years ago when Lucretia Mott 
and Elizabeth Cady Stanton, 
fighting for the rights of women 
as well as against slavery, 
called a women’s rights conven­
tion in Seneca Falls, N.Y.

The movement went through 
its trials and tribulations down 
through the years culminating 
in suffrage in 1920. But that was 
not the final chapter by any 
means.

Along came Betty Friedan 
w ith  h e r c e le b ra te d  
lib e ra tio n is t book, “ th e  
Feminine Mystique,” and then 
in 1968 form ation of the 
National Organization for 
Women.

There are many other groups 
pushing for women’s rights, in­
cluding passage of the Equal 
Rights Amendment forbidding 
job discrimination because of 
sex.

But it is NOW that keeps the 
liberation movement fueled the 
most vocally. It really caught 
f ir e  w ith  o b s e rv a n c e s , 
demonstrations, and marches 
in 1970 to mark the 50th an­
niversary of suffrage.

Today, NOW numbers more 
than 700 chapters and counts 
more than 50,000 members in 
the United States. They come

from all age groups and all 
stations in life, urban and rural.

The organization has cranked 
up a number of projects among 
its chapters to make August 26 
a day for all to note. It leaves 
observance plans up to in­
dividual chapters.

But Carole De Saram, a vice 
president of the New York 
chapter and national coor­
dinator for the anniversary, 
outlined some of the things 
scheduled.

Maybe there’ll be no mfTches 
down Fifth Avenue, as in 1970, 
but “we’re still just as active,” 
said Ms. De &ram. “We’re 
taken  se rio u s ly  no, not 
ridiculed.”

NOW’S new national presi­
dent, Karen DeCrbw, a 36-year- 
old Syracuse lawyer, author 
and lecturer, is preparing to hit 
the speaking circuit again, said 
NOW’S New York chapter.

At Seneca Falls, where it 
really all started, the chapter 
plans a dinner at which the Rev. 
Merrill Bittner, of Webster, 
N.Y., is a scheduled speaker. 
The deacon is one of 11 women 
ordained as Episcopal priests 
recently in Philadelphia, an act 
condemned by their bishop as a 
defiance of church law and 
tradition.

Another group, the Women’s 
Hall of Fame, planned induc­
tion of two descendants of 
famous suffragettes. Aline 
Rossi of the Seneca Falls NOW 
chapter identified them as 
Rhoda B. Jenkins, an architec­
tural engineer from Greenwich, 
Conn., great-granddaughter of 
Mrs. Stanton, and Doriot A. 
Dwyer, first woman flautist 
with the Boston Symphony, 
great-grandniece of Susan B. 
Anthony.

There’ll be “FBI” posters for 
the 10 most wanted men. FBI 
stands for Feminine Bureau of 
Investigation” and Ms. De Sar- 
ma said local chapters would 
decide on the most wanted 
“public enemies who have com­
mitted mass crimes in violation 
of federal and state civil rights 
laws and are still at large.”

Chapters are making flags to 
draw attention to the fact five 
states still are needed for 
ratification of ERA. The flag in 
this case will have 33 stars and 
will go on display on public 
buildings “by whatever devious 
means we can find to get them 
there,” said Ms. De Sarma.

She’s not sure there’ll be a 
repeat of the Los Angeles 
chapter’s huge cookout last 
Aug. 26. Its members roasted a 
“male chauvinist pig.” A real 
porker, it was.

GARDENING

A bluejay was inspecting the 
fruit on the topmost branches of 
the mountain ash when we 
arrived to get a picture of the 
tree behind the home of Mr. and 
Mrs. John Wysomierski on 
Liberty St. The jay seemed to 
find the berries were not quite 
ripe enough for his taste and 
flew away.

He and his relatives will be 
back, however, and the birds 
will find enough fruit for many 
meals. This is a big tree and 
Mr. Wysomierski called The 
Herald about it because he has 
never seen the tree so heavily 
loaded with berries. From his 
observation, it will be the 
b lu e jay s , s ta r lin g s  and 
blackbirds that harvest the 
crop. They’ll strip the tree, 
perhaps in a surprisingly short 
time, once they start.

In the meantime, the moun­
tain ash is fulfilling the other 
function for which it was 
planted 28 years ago, as an or­
namental tree. Tne closely set 
bunches of fruit hang at the tip 
of every limb and on many of 
the small side branches. Their 
weight pulls the sm aller 
branches down until they 
almost touch the ground.

The gBrden encyclopedia lists 
a dozen kinds of mountain ash, 
but only two that are commonlv 
grown in th is a rea , the 
American mountain ash, a wild 
tree, and the European moun­
tain ash, usually stocked by 
nurserymen.

Since Mr. W ysomierski 
bought this tree as a small 
transplant from a local nursery 
when he moved to his present 
home, the tree is most likely of 
the European species.

Unpleasant Taste
The first mountain ash I knew 

about was probably of the 
American species since it grew 
among the rocks of a stone wall 
in our Vermont cow pasture. 
The berries had a horrid taste, 
which I m ight now call 
astringent, but we then called 
“puckery.”

Just from curiosity, I tasted 
one of the berries on the moun­
tain ash in our yard, which I am 
sure is of the European species. 
I missed the flavor of the berry 
I knew as a child as simply 
“awful” , but it was distinctly 
acid. The berry was surprising­
ly juicy, filled with yellow pulp 
in which there were a few 
small, soft seeds. They are not 
recommended as human food.

Why was there such a fine 
crop of mountain ash berries 
this year? I took no special 
notice of the weather at the 
time the trees were blooming 
back in June, but we must have 
had some bright, sunny days 
when bees could do their work 
of co llec tin g  pollen for

themselves and pollinating the 
flowers while they worked.

Trees fo r Birds 
The State Department of En- 

v iro n m en ta l P ro te c tio n  
published, in 1972, a fine booklet 
on “Birdscaping Your Yard,” 
listing trees, shrubs and 
flowers that are attractive to 
birds and provide either food or 
shelter for nesting.

Among those that many peo­
ple plant as ornamentals, or 
have on their lots growing wild, 
are the black and red wild 
c h e r r ie s ,  b a rb e r ry ,  
b i t t e r s w e e t ,  dogw ood, 
cotoneaster, hawthorn, holly, 
black alder, sumach, vibur­
nums and highbush cranberry.

as heavily loaded with fruit this 
fall as the mountain ash. Their 
limbs also are bent low with the 
weight of fruit. The birds will 
find them, although it may not 
be until cold weather comes. 
Either the birds are hungrier 
than or the apples, after they 
have been softened by freezing, 
are easier to eat.

We have one small holly tree 
which reached the age this year 
when it put out a few blossoms. 
Now it has a few green berries, 
and we have proof that the 
nurseryman, who said this was 
a female plant, knew what he 
was talking about.

Both male and female hollies 
have blossoms but only the 
female has fruit. We have been 
counting on the bees to pollinate 
our flowers from the male tree 
in a neighbor’s yard. The bees 
apparently did their job.

Japanese Betties
The scientists have told us 

that the Japanese beetle pop­
ulation has been building up this 
year and most of us have seen 
the results in our own gardens. 
Just in the last few days the 
number of beetles has dwindled 
rapidly, and a call to the Exten­
sion Service confirmed our
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Ahearn Reports on Revenue Sharing

Aloysius Ahearn, chairman of 
the Board of Finance and 
Democratic hopeful for 55th 
District state representative 
seat, compiled a report on 
revenue sharing following a trip 
to Washington, D.C. during 
which he visited the office of 
Congressman William Cotter.

Ahearn said Congressman 
C otter and his a ss is ta n t 
Malcolm Campbell showed him 
a voluminous file of informa­
tion and communications 
between their office and the 
Bolton selectmen and town 
counsel.

Abeam said from informa­
tion the finance board received 
from  the selectm en and 
treasurer it had expected the 
town to receive approximately 
$300,000 between January, 1972 
and December, 1976.

The figure has been revised 
downward, he said.

Congressman Cotter pointed 
out a most important fact: 
Because of the complex for­
mula of figuring IRS allotments 
(based on comparable variable 
factors with pther states, coun­
ties and towns), it is impossible 
to accurately predict future 
allotments.

There aie seven periods for 
the five-year revenue sharing 
program. There are 3 six-month 
periods followed by 3 one-year 
periods and a final six-month 
period.

The amounts Bolton has ac­
tually received to date are: 
$20,690, Period 1; $20,072, 
Period 2; $34,804, Period 3; 
$60,191, Period 4 which included 
a correction for underpayment 
of the first three periods.

Bolton should receive $26,577 
for the fifth entitlement period. 
Ahearn said even though Bolton 
has not yet received the amount 
the figure is definite.

Several members of the 
finance board did not agree. 
They do not feel Bolton should 
count on the amount until the 
town actually recsives it.

Ahearn said th a t town 
counsel estimated a ball park 
figure on the remaining two en­
titlement periods (sixth and 
seventh) would be $60,000, or 
$30,000 for each period.

Ahearn said that revenue 
sharing is aimed at keeping in­
creased school expenditures 
down while encouraging towns 
to spend more for local ser­
vices. It encourages increasing 
local taxes to pay for increased 
community services.

In Aheam’s report he said 
that Bolton, in recent years, has 
kept iU mill rate fairly constant 
due to tight control on expen­
ditures, greater accuracy in es­
timating revenues and the use 
of past surpluses.

The report said if Bolton were 
to increase town government 
expenditures its  revenue 
sharing  would increase .

Kindergarten
Registration

Advance registration for new 
children in Manchester eligible 
to enter kindergarten through 
Grade 6 in September will take 
place Wednesday from 9 a.m. to 
3 p.m. at the schools they will 
attend.

A child  may en ro ll in 
kindergarten if five years old on 
or before Jan. 1, 1975.

At registration time, parents 
are reminded to bring the 
child’s birth certificate, proof 
of diphtheria immunization, 
rubella (German measles), 
poliq innoculations, and 
evidence that the child has had 
measles vaccine or the disease.

Smallpox vaccination is no 
longer requ ired . A final 
requirement is proof that a 
tul^rculin test has been given 
within the past two years.

If children cannot be im­
munized for medical or other 
reasons, parents should present 
such staements at registration 
time. It is not necessary for 
children to be present.

Taxi driver John Horton, 72, 
called police to complain that a 
fare he took on a four-mile 
roundtrip to a Brighton post of­
fice ran away without paying.

It wasn’t as though the fare 
didn’t have the money, police 
said. The passenger robbed the 
post office of $1,200 while Hor­
ton dutifully carried out his in­
structions to wait a minute.

However, in a time when Bolton 
spends approximately 90 per 
cent of its tax dollars on educa­
tion it has a choice: Higher 
taxes and possibly higher 
revenue sharing awards or 
stable taxes and lower revenue 
sharing awards.

Ahearn said he believes it 
would be poor fiscal planning to 
increase town expenditures in 
the hopes of receiving ad­
ditional revenuf sharing funds.

The report said that future 
revenue allotments may vary 
upward or downward depending 
on the town’s tax effort (i.e. for 
“government expenditures” — 
exclusive of school related 
expenditures — paid by the 
community itself through the 
current tax levy) compared to 
the relative “tax efforts” 6f 
other towns, other counties and 
other states.

In relation to the library, 
Ahearn said if additional funds 
for the library were desired by 
the citizens they could come 
from the capital and non­
recurring budget (balance ap­
proximately ($100,000) or a 
cash surplus (balance ap­
proximately $46,000), or bond­
ing.

The $46,000 appropriation 
needed for the library was 
rejected by a tie vote by the 
B o a r t  of F in a n c e .  The 
townspeople did not have the 
opportunity to accept or reject 
it.

Townspeople originally ap­
proved a $271,000 appropriation 
for the project. Due to cost es­
timates being low for several 
reasons, the original bids came 
in over the amount approved by 
townspeople.

The bids were sent out again 
but still came in $46,000 higher; 
the amount rejected by finance 
board members.

guess that the adult beetles are 
burrowing into the turf to start 
the next part of their life cycle.

Eggs will be laid underground 
and next spring a new crop of 
larvae will feed on the grass 
roots before changing form 
again to the adult stage. For the 
next few weeks, until frost, we 
can hope to find roses that have 
not been chewed into holes by 
beetles, but next year the new 
generation will be with us.

Chlordane and milky spore 
disease have been the principal 
weapons for controlling the 
beetles in their underground 
stages, but it appears that some 
be e t le s  have deve loped 
resistance to these controlls. 
Diazinone and Dursban are 
being recommended by the 
Extension Service for areas 
where the former control no 
longer are effective. If you have 
not used chlordane or milky 
spore disease in your area, 
however, these older materails 
should still work.

In the state as a whole con­
siderable progress had been 
made in reducing the Japanese 
beetle population. Now we have 
to start again.

He was a Johnny- 
come-lately to the baseball umpiring trail but officiating 
came naturally and he was rewarded with choice 
assignments after just one year as a man in blue.

Jimmy was first stricken several years ago but made a 
great recovery and was able to officiate until last spring. 
Never once did he give up hope to getting back with the 
zebra-stripe shirt this fall and walk out onto a football field 
with whistle in hand.

Next to his fine family, officiating was his second loye. 
He worked basketball the year ‘round, including summer 
play in the Rec League at Charter Oak.

Jimmy was a natural in all sports and when he took up 
golf, he found he was right at home and wound up with a 
low handicap.

Three times Jimmy wound up in a championship 
bracket. He captured the Men’s Seniors’ crown in 1969 and 
repeated the following year. In 1971 he teamed with his 
son, Leonard, to garner the Father and Son golf cham­
pionship at the Manchester Country Club.

When Leonard copped the coveted Club Championship 
at Manchester this summer, Jimmy was proud as a 
peacock although his condition was weakening daily and he 
wasn’t able to be on hand.

His other son, Jim, is now a radio sportscaster on Cape 
Cod in Hyannis.

Many a night we traveled together throughout the state 
to handle basketball assignments and in the spring we 
teamed to handle baseball games.

There was a lot of class in Jimmy Horvath as a man, as 
an official and as a husband and father.

Fellows and friends like Jimmy Horvath don’t corhe 
down the pike every day.

BROOKLINE, Mass. (UPI) -  For 
the second day in a row, an un­
heralded foreigner has emerged from 
the pack to strike down a top;seeded 
p la y e r  in  th e  $100,000 U .S . 
Professional Tennis Championships at 
the Longwood Cricket Club.

The story Wednesday was the upset 
of first-seeded Stan Smith by Jun 
Kamiwazumi of Japan, a 5-foot-6 
former third baseman, and Thursday 
a to w e r in g  s e i f - e x i l e d  
Czechoslovakian, Milan Holecek, 
knocked off 12th-seeded Harold 
Solomon of Ft. Lauderdale, Fla., a 
highly regarded clay court performer, 
4-6, 6-3, 7-5, in a second round match.

The other seeded players scheduled 
Thursday—Dutchman Tom Okker (2), 
Swede Bjorn Borg (4), Marty Riessen 
of Amelia Island, Fla. (8), Czech Jan 
Kodes (9), and Eddie Dibbs of Miami 
Beach, Fla., (10)— had little trouble 
advancing into the third round.

The 6-3 Holecek took everything 
that Solomon could throw at him 
Thursday and in the end pressured the 
fiery Washington, D.C., native into a 
double fault at deuce in the final 
game, then literally jumped for joy 
w hen S o lo m o n ’s d e s p a ra t io n  
crosscourt forehand m issed the 
sideline.

Afterward Holecek revealed a life 
story that has had more drama than 
his cliff-hanging tennis victory. The 
son of a high-ranking Communist Par­
ty attorney and a former women’s 
tennis cham pion, Holecek le ft 
Czechoslovakia when his parents 
deviated from the party line and were 
banished to the coal mines.

He took up residence in West Ger­
many and waited for more than a year 
until his fiancee also could flee and 
join him. “ It was like meeting all over 
again,” said the 31-year-old Holecek. 
But he added, “It also was a love af­
fair all over again.”

They were married more than a 
year ago, have an infant child, and 
hope to become American citizens.

Holecek prefered to withhold cer­
tain details such as the method and 
timing of his escape and his current 
residence, somewhere in the United 
States—since his parents, now both in 
their late 60s, are still living in 
Czechoslovakia.

On Longwood’s green, clay courts

this week, Holecek has been surviving 
on sheer determination.

In his opening round match, he lost 
the first set to France’s Georges 
Goven and was trailing 5-2 in the se­
cond set and facing elimination. But 
he rallied to take the second set, 7-5, 
then won the deciding set, 6-4, and the 
match.

Thursday night against Solomon, 
the 13th leading moneywinner on the 
pro tour with a record on clay that 
m ade him a likely q u a r te r  or 
semifinalist, Holecek again lost the 
first set, 6-4.

Again he rallied in the second set, 
charging the net and zooming ground 
strokes past the lunging Solomon to 
even the match, 6-3.

Holecek and Solomon traded four 
service breaks early in the deciding 
set and when Solomon finally won his 
serve, the set was even at 3-3. Both 
players held servicb until Holecek led 
65 and then the big Czech thought he 
saw the match roll away from him.

Having already lost one match 
point, Holecek had Solomon at 
another and was at the baseline 
hammering away with groundstrokes 
when Solomon hit a return that 
slapped into the tape then, due to 
topspin, climbed to the top of the net 
and rolled along for a foot or so-and 
fell over to bring the game back to 
deuce.

The crowd of Solomon breathed a 
sigh of relief.
/ ^ “I thought I was beaten,” said 
Holecek. “My heart dropp^, but 
something inside told me to go on,” 
which was fo rtu n a te  since the 
thoroughly unnerved Solomon double- 
faulted and then lost the match with a 
cross-court forehand that fell wide.

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Pirates’ Prospect,
Teammate Collide scoweboard

SALEM, Va. (UPI) — Eighteen-year-old Alfredo 
Edmead, one of the leading prospects on the Pittsburgh 
Pirates Salem farm club, was killed Thursday night when 
he collided with a teammate chasing a pop fly during a 
Carolinas League baseball game.

Edmead, from Santo Domingo in the Dominican 
Republic and in his first year of pro ball, collided with se­
cond baseman Pablo Cruz in the sixth inning of a game 
between Salem and Rocky Mount, N.C., as he came in, 
head down, from right field.

A club spokesman said Cruz’s knee struck-the youngster 
in the head and he died about an hour later at a local 
hospital of massive brain injuries. Cruz was not seriously 
hurt but was hospitalized.

In his brief career, the 5-foot-lO left-hander had stolen 61 
bases, hit seven home runs and was batting around .300 for 
the Pirates.

He journeyed to this Western Virginia town early in the 
year for his first taste of organized baseball with his best 
friend, centerfielder Miguel Dilone. The two roomed 
together and Edmead was second in the league in stolen 
bases, trailing.only Dilone, who had 81.

He was described as one of the club’s most promising 
recruits in recent years and was given an excellent chance 
of moving up to a Triple-A team next season.

Edmead and Dilone were the leadoff batters for Salem, 
which is in first place in the six-team league.

Brian Hoffman, a sports writer with the Salem Times- 
Register, said the 154-pound outfielder was so intent on 
catching the pop fly hit by Rocky Mount’s Murray 
GageCole that he never saw Cruz go after the ball.

“Alfredo was running with his bead down and they never 
stopped. 'The ball went flying out and they both went down. 
Pablo got up but a couple of players ran out and saw 
Alfredo and called for an ambulance right away,” he said.

The youngster stopped breathing on the field but was 
revived by the team trainer.

In Pittsburgh, Harding Peterson, director of farm clubs 
for the Pirates, said, “I was just shocked. I never heard 
anything like this before. We lost not only one of the best 
young prospects in our organization, we lost a fine young 
gentleman. It’s truly hard to believe.”

Piston Ownership 
Sold to Partners

DETROIT (UPI) — The National Basketball Association 
owners made the easy decision but they left it up to the 
players to make the tough one.

Ownership of the Detroit Pistons was officially 
transferred Thursday from the hands of league co-founder 
Fred Zollner to William R. Davidson, who headed a 
nine-member group that paid |8.12 million for the 
franchise.

’The NBA Board of Governors also decided at their 
special meeting in Detroit to add two teams to this 
season’s playoffs, making it 10 instead of eight. Bot that 
second unanimous move must meet with the approm  of 
the NBA Players’ Association.

“ I have been instructed to work out an arrangement with 
the Players’ Association,” Commissioner Walter Kennedy 
said. “We have a three-year a g re e n ^ t  which is in its last 
year. It calls for a maximum of 2fplayoff games and no 
more than eight teams. We will negotiate for additional 
monies.”

p ie  playoff pool went from $800,000 last year to $850,000 
this time around and Kennedy indicated the owners will in­
crease it if the players are willing to add a maximum of 
three games each for the two new playoff teams.

“ It would give 24 players the opportunity to participate 
in the playoffs,” Kennedy said. “And would create con­
tinued interest as the season goes on. ’The first two teams 
in each division would qualify and then the nexl highest 
team (by winning percentage) would be in.”

“’The teams would be placed according to percentage, 
with the highest percentage team drawing a bye. The 
fourth and fifth teams (in each conference) would play a 
best-two-out-of-three series and all others would be four- 
of-seven.

“That would have meant Golden State and Los Angeles 
would have played a two-out-of-three last year with the 
winner playing Milwaukee. Detroit and Chicago would 
have played the same as they did.

“We had eight teams in the playoffs when we only had 10 
teams in the league. Now we’ve got 18. When we went to a 
divisional setup sometimes the winner has a low percen­
tage and this lets another good team in.”

New Orleans will become the 18th NBA franchise this 
season with Toronto scheduled for membership for the 
1975-76 season.

Olympics.

Young Southern Californians Tim Shaw of Long Beach 
and Shirley Babashoff of Mission Viejo set the kind of pace 
American coaches hope will wind up in a record shattering 
national championships.

’Twice the 16-year-old Shaw, who attends Woodrow 
Wilson High School in Long Beach, broke the world record 
in the men’s 400 meter freestyle Thursday while Miss 
Babashoff, a 17-year-old who enters Golden West Junior 
College in Huntington Beach, Calif., next month, shattered 
the women’s 400 meter freestyle.

Shaw, who said he didn’t particularly pay attention to 
split calls made by the public address announcer while a 
crowd of 3,300 cheered him on, won his race in 3:54.69, 
beating the listed world mark of 3:58.18 by Rick Demont of 
San Rafael, Calif., by nearly four seconds.

Miss Babashoff had to come from behind to win her 
event and in the process of taking the world record to 
4:15.77, she also beat the m ark holder—H eather 
Greenwood of Fresno, Calif., who set most of the pace.

Little Jenny Turrall of Australia was second while Miss 
Greenwood finished third and thus won a spot with Miss 
Babashoff for next week’s meet against East Germany.

Miss Babashoff said the noise of the crowd cheering 
made a difference.

“It was a big help to m e,” she said. “It didn’t bother my 
concentration at all. I felt good all evening and thought I 
had a chance to win but you never are sure as long as Jen­
ny is in the race. T always watch for her.”

Five of the six other events on the opening program of 
the four-day show produced record ^rform ances, too. 
John Naber of Menlo Park, Calif., and Deena Deardurff of 
Cincinnati set American records while John Hencken of 
Santa Clara, Calif., Marcia Morey of Decauter, 111., and 
Mike Bottom of Santa Clara, Calif., set meet marks.

Naber twice lowered the American record in the 200 
meter backstroke, going 2:03.53 in his final performance, 
and may yet prove a worthy rival to world record holder 
Roland Matthes of East Germany next week.

Miss Deardurff went 1:02.77 in the women’s 100 meter 
butterfly. That’s not too far behind the world mark of 
1:01.99 set by East Germany’s Rosemaria Kother in the 
European championships earlier in the week.

Hencken, who holds the world record in the event, won 
the 100 meter breaststroke in 1:04.38, Miss Morey took the 
women’s 100 meter breaststroke in 1; 14.19 and Bottom won 
the 100 meter butterfly in :55.5.
T h e  opening program’s eighth event wa^ won by 

Canada’s Wendy Cook. She took the 200 meter backstroke 
in 2:18.81, which set a meet record and also beat the listed 
American mark of 2:19.19 held by MelissA Belote, who 
missed the championships because of illness.

Southern Cross 
Favored Again

NEWPORK, R.I. (UPI) — Southern Cross, Australia’s 
fast new 12-meter yacht, was favored to trounce France 
again today in their second race of the America’s Cup 
Challenge trials, while Intrepid and Courageous will break 
their tie in the U.S. trials.

While the two American vachts took off Wednesday, the 
foreigners began their best-of-seven series, and it was no 
contest.

Southern Cross, skippered by Jim Hardy, who was a 
helmsman for the losing Gretel II against Intrepid in 1970, 
got his boat across the starting line well ahead of Baron 
Marcel Bich’s France, with Jean-Marie le Guilloa at the 
helm, and the Australian aluminum-hull just ran away 
from France, a wooden-hull which lost to Gretel II in four 
straight races in 1970.

“’They should not have beaten us by seven minutes—we 
are faster than that —but they did murder us on the 
downwind legs,” said Bruno Bich, son of the baron and the 
spokesman for the French.

“We were lucky in the wind shifts, and won by seven 
minutes, but I don’t say we will annihilate France,” said 
Alan Bond, head of the Aussie syndicate.

“When they got the lead, the wind was too light for a 
tacking duel, which is the usual tactic,” le Gallon said. 
“We will hope for stronger wind —or that we get the quick 
lead in light air.”

Intrepid, a wooden-hulled beauty which successfully 
defend^ the Cup in 1967 and 1970 against the two Gretels 
from Australia, and the new aluminum hulled Corageous 
each have won five and lost two races in the final trials 
series.

Chances Dim for Town 
To Get Plastic Bags

“Unless we get a good quote, 
and quickly, it appears unlikely 
the town will be able to supply 
homeowners with bags this 
year for leaf pickup,’’ said 
Manchester Director of Public 
Works Jay Giles today.

He said prospects a re n 't 
promising and, in fact, very 
dim that any of the suppliers 
contacted will come up with a 
favorable price. Letters to 30 
suppliers of plastic and paper 
bags were sent out recently 
and, when replies are received, 
a period of time may be needed 
to anaiyze them — possibly 
extending though the leaf- 
pickup sesaon.

The town has been selling 
plastic bags a t cost since 
September 1970 — at $2.25 for a 
box of 50.

On May 24 of this year, after 
requests for prices had been 
sent to the same 30 suppliers, 
only one bid was received. It 
was a triple the price — $6.75 
for a box of 50, subject also to 
an increase over that, as 
market prices fluctuate.

The bid was rejected.
So, if you're thinking of run­

ning down to your neighborhood 
firehouse for some plastic bags, 
as in previous years, forget it. 
There just aren’t any to be had 
there. You’ll have to shop 
elsewhere.

Should the situation change— 
with an acceptable price from 
any of the 30 suppliers being 
contacted — the public will be 
informed promptly, Giles said.

A prolonged drought that devastated 
grain belt crops earlier this summer is 
still evident in New England where the 
danger to agriculture apparently is being 
overshadowed by the threat of massive 
forest fires.

Except for mountain areas of Vermont 
and New Hampshire, forestry officials 
around the region appear ready to ask 
local natives for instructions in rain* dan­
cing.

Powder Keg
“We’re sitting on a powder keg,” said 

Albert Willis, associate director of fire 
control for the Maine Department of 
Forestry. “This is the worst fire drought 
situation we have had since 1965.”

Farmers here, although a|)parently not 
suffering as badly as their Midwestern 
counterparts, call the weather the driest 
in decades.

“There definitely is a problem of forest 
fires,” said Barry Terban of the National 
Weather Service’s Boston office. "Not 
only that, but crops as well. There just 
hasn't been that much of a water supply.”

Forest Fires Up
Although the number of fires has risen 

sharply to 120 in Maine since the beginning 
of the month, he said, giant infernos have 
been avoided and most have been confined 
to areas smaller than a half acres.

The National Weather Service reports 
that precipitation in the region is 25 to 50 
per cent of normal years. Even more im­
portantly, they say, is that fast-moving 
thunderstorms have been the only rainfall 
in the past nine weeks and their brief dura­

tion has not allowed the parched earth to 
absorb the moisture.

Mt. Desert Island in Maine, the site of 
Vice President Designate Nelson A. 
Rockefeller’s summer home, has banned 
all outdoor cooking fires except for gas­
oline camp stoves.

Areas Closed
To the  sou th , o ffic ia ls  in New 

Hampshire’s Rockingham and Strafford 
counties have banned the use of wooded 
areas completely. Five other counties in 
the Granite State have placed their 
wooded areas under a partial ban, 
prohibiting open burning.

Officials say the spotty nature of the 
d rough t, which has sp a red  som e 
agricultural areas, has prevented a 
duplication of the Midwestern blight.

“It’s still too early to know the losses,” 
said Howard Townsend, New Hampshire 
Agricultural Commissioner. He said he 
expects a feed shortage for cattle because 
of the drought. Vegetables may also be 
scarce, he said.

W ells Threatened 
In southern New England, weather of­

ficials warn that wells and small reser­
voirs may begin drying up and have 
become a valid concern.

A spokesman for the National Weather 
Service in Hartford, Conn., said that even 
if the dry spell abates, its effects on water 
storage probably won’t become noticeable 
for almost three months.

The Massachusetts Audubon Society 
closed its Ipswich River sanctuary to 
members and the general public this week 
and said it wouldn’t reopen until there was 
a “real soaking” rain.

Measure Would Speed 
Benefit Check System

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Two 
New England senators have 
c o s p o n so re d  le g is la t io n  
designed to assu re  speedy 
replacement of lost, stolen or 
m isplaced social security , 
supplemental security income 
(SSI) and disability benefit 
checks and to speed up and 
reform the disability insurance 
and SSI appeals processes.

Sen. Abraham A. Ribicoff, D- 
Conn., and Sen. Claiborne Pell, 
D-R.I., said the bill would 
require the replacement of 
delayed, stolen or lost benefit 
checks within four days.

“Families should not have to 
wait six or seven weeks for a 
new check as some do today,” 
Ribicoff said.

The bill also requires final 
settlem ent of any disability 
claims within 110 days and all 
SSI claims within 90 days, after 
which periods applicants would 
be automatically eligible for 
their claims.

Terming the disability claims 
process a “bureaucratic dis­
grace,” Ribicoff called the New 
England region “ the worst 
offender of a l l,”  with the 
average time between filing of 
an appeal and final disposition 
being 226 days.

Nation’s Economic 
Woes Increasing

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The nation’s 
economic woes mounted on several fronts 
Friday, and aides say President Ford is 
trying to construct a strategy to fight 
back.

He takes his first step today, signing the 
bill he requested to set up a wage-price 
task force. It will have less power than the 
Cost of Living Council that expired April 
30. It is expected to monitor wage and 
price increases, reducing them by “jaw­
boning” if they turn out to be inflationary.

Many Problems Ahead
Friday’s events give an indication of the 

troubles Ford is up against. They in­
cluded :

—A stock market that was lower than at 
any time in more than four years. The 
Dow Jones average of 30 industrial stocks 
closed at 686.80, the first time it closed 
below 700 since July 9, 1970. It dropped

nearly 18 points, the steepest plunge since 
May 29 of this year.

— The A g r ic u ltu re  D e p a rtm e n t 
predicted retail food costs will go up as 
much as 5 per cent during the second half 
of 1974. Its food situation summary said 
retail food prices for 1974 would be about 
15 per cent higher than last year —the 
highest jump in 28 years. Predictions for 
1975, in which meat prices are expected to 
go up even more, will be offered next 
week.

Auto Sales O ff
—Automakers reported mid-August 

sales were off 8.1 per cent from record 
sales in August 1973. More than 5 million 
cars have been sold so far this year, a 21.9 
per cent reduction from the record 6.4 
million sold last year.

He 
is the 20th corporate official to admit his 
guilt in connection with Watergate-related 
prosecutions since October.

Rockefeller Holdings

Rockefeller said Friday if he is confirmed 
by Congress he will make a public state 
ment of his financial holdings. He stopped 
short of promising a full disclosure. "I 
want to give out as much information as 
seems appropriate,” the former governor 
of New York said.

Newton Wanted
OAKLAND, Calif. — An arrest warrant 

was issued Friday for Black Panther 
cpfounder Huey Newton who failed to 
appear to answer charges he shot a teen­
age girl and pistol-whipped a tailor. New­
ton’s lawyer, Charles Garry, said there 
was a possibility he had been killed. He 
said former Oakland Police Chief Charles 
Gain told him there was a $10,000 “con­
tract” on Newton.

WASHINGTON (U PI) -  D espite 
Greece’s acceptance of the Soviet Union’s 
call for a high-level international con­
ference on Cyprus, the United States and 
B ritain are expected to disgard it, 
diplomatic sources said today.

The sources said that the two trans- 
Atlantic allies regarded the Soviet con­
ference call as a move to take advantage 
of the chaotic Cyprus situation and 
possibly gain a toehold on the war-torn 
island.

“ It’s really a case of fishing in troubled 
waters. There is no need for the Soviet 
Union to become involved in the Cyprus 
situation,” the sources said.

The sources regarded the Greek accep­
tance of the Soviet proposal — and Athens’ 
rejection of U.S. and British efforts to 
resume Greek-Turkish peace talks in 
Geneva — as a pressure tactic against Bri- 
tian and the United States.

The sources said Britain was trying to 
persuade Turkey to make a peace gesture 
to give Greece an incentive to resume 
negotiations.

Specifically, Britain is urging Turkey to 
withdraw some of its 40,000 troops, or give 
up some of the territory it is holding, or 
announce its intention to do so, or some 
combination.

“We are cautiously optimistic that we 
can get the talks resumed early this com­
ing week, but you can never be sure,” said 
one British diplomat. “That could slip, 
and the breakthrough might come towards 
the end of the week.’’

Britain, with the concurrence of the 
United States, has been arguing that 
Turkey is plunging itself into a Vietnam- 
like morass in Cyprus whose terrain is 
perfectly suited to anti-Turkish guerrilla 
warfare.

Full Effort Pledged
"No matter where you look, you see 

evidence that the economy needs atten­
tion," said J.F. terHorst, Ford's press 
secretary. He said the President would 
give it his full effort.

The nation’s gross national product 
dropped for the second straight quarter, 
according to figures released Thursday 
—the classical definition of recession. 
However, economists are divided on what 
is actually going on, and the National 
Bureau of Economic Research has not 
made an official statement.

Ford has called a meeting, in late 
September or early October, of govern­
ment and economic experts and possibly 
business and labor leaders for a “summit” 
to discuss ways of fighting inflation.

UoiiilHiied Effort Planned
The President, terHorst said, “wants to 

put together a package of proposals and 
hopefully stem the inflationary tendency 
and help the (stock) market, ease high 
rates of interest and generally return the 
United States to economic stability.”

But, terHorst said. Ford plans to delay 
any public announcements until after the 
meeting. “He doesn’t intend to act in cow­
boy fashion ... running down the middle of 
the street and shooting at both sides 
without picking his targets.”
