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]^ideast Peace Pact 
Optimism Mounting

The dispatch of two high-level Israeli 

delegations to Washington to discuss U.S. 
aid and details of a new Sinai pact gave 
further, indication today that a new Israel- 
Egyptian settlement was near. Israeli 
newspapers today raised the prospect of 
new Israeli-Syrian negotiations.

Mordechai Gazit, director general of' 
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin’s office, 
and Meir Rosen, legal adviser to the 
foreign m inistry, left Tel Aviv for 
Washington today and talks with Assistant 
Secretary of State Joseph Sisco.

A delegation of Israeli economic and 
m ilita ry  aid experts departed  for 
Washington Sunday to seek 5350 million 
annually in compensation for Israel’s 
return to Egypt of the Abu Rudeis oil 
fields and another $150 million for con­
struction of a new defense line in the Sinai.

This money is in addition to the $2.5 
billion in grants andloans Israel is seeking 
for the fiscal year 1976 that began July 1, 
about $1.8 billion of it for weapons.

Israeli officials expressed ^optimism 
about the success of the aid negotiations 
for the simple reason of Washington’s

willingness to receive the delegation. The 
United States postponed all talks about 
military and economic aid following the 
breakdown of Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissjnger’s March shuttle diplomacy.

Cairo reports said the United States 
delivered to Egypt today Israel’s latest 
proposals for a new interim peace agree­
ment on the Sinai front.

U.S. Ambassador to Egypt Hermann F. 
Eilts passed on the Israeli position first at 
a meeting with Foreign Minister Ismail 
Fahmi in Alexandria. Fahmi then took 
Eilts to see President Anwar Sadat for 
detailed talks on the proposals and 
Egypt’s reaction to them.

It was the fourth round of American- 
mediated diplomatic talks on a second 
Sinai disengagement pact since the United 
States reactivated its step-by-step peace 
diplomacy seven weeks ago.

The sources said Eilts was expected to 
get Egypt’s reply at the end of today’s 
meetings, as was the case when he 
brought earlier Israeli proposals July 31 
and received the Egyptian response on the 
spot.

Gandhi Lawyers Overruled
NEW DELHI, India (U P D - The Indian 

supreme court overruled lawyers for 
Prime Minister Indira Gandhi today, set­
ting the stage for a possible confrontAtion 
with her iron-fisted regime.

In a 50-minute session, the five-man 
court agreed to hear a challenge to a con­
stitutional amendment nullifying Mrs. 
Gandhi’s two court convictions for corrupt 
campaign practices.

The challenge was presented by Shani 
Bhushan, a lawyer for imprisoned 
socialist leader Raj Narain.

YORKTOWN HEIGHTS, N Y. (UP!) -  

’The 2I-year-old son of Edgar Bronfman, 
board chairman of the Seagram liquor 
company, has telephoned his father to 
report he has been kidnaped, according to 
sources close to the investigation.

The sources said Sunday night Bronf­
man’s eldest son, Samuel, called him ear­
ly Saturday at his Yorktown Heights es­
tate to inform him of the abduction.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  Gov. Ella T. 

Grasso is asking the United States Rail 
Association to reject a Penn Central 
propo^I to abandon the rail line between 
S im sbt^  and Westfield, Mass.

Writing to Arthur Lewis, USRA chair­
man, Mrs. Grasso said no material 
changes had occurred since the Interstate 
Commerce Commission in 1973 deemed 
the line necessary to maintain the public's 
need for adequate rail transportation.

BOSTON (UPI) — First there was 

name-calling, then bottles began flying. 
But m ount^ police and formations of 
helmeted officers, some wading up to 
their waists, managed to defuse a ’̂swim- 
in" without serious injury.

The police Sunday patien tly  but 
relentlessly pushed thousands .of blacks 
and w h ites ‘from  C arson  B each. 
Authorities said 10 persons were arrested 
on minor charges and 40 — including 27 
policemen — injured, most of them suf­
fering cuts and bruises.

Up to 4.000 whites and 2,000 blacks 
crowded the area, according to an es- 
tlnnate by police. The demonstration was 
planned by civil rights leaders, because of 
r,acial incidents at the beach the previous 
two weekends.

Clode Rezoning Request 
Hearing Set for Tonight

Rezoning of 78 acres of land off Tolland 
Tpke. from Residence to Industrial Zone 
will be considered in a public hearing 
tonight at the Manchester Municipal 
Building.

The hearing, to be conducted by the 
town Planning and Zoning Commission 
IPZC), is to’start at 7:30.

Applicants for the zone change are 
Henry Glode et al and Stephen H. Gluck et 
al, trustees. They .are represented by Atty. 
Eugene Kelly.

Reports are that the application would 
make way for purchase of the land, for an 
estimated $750,000, for a motor vehicle 
junkyard. The rumored buyer is Pandolfe 
Auto Parts Inc.-of Hartford. Plans for the 
land couldn’t be confirmed.

The application had been scheduled for 
public hearing last month, but Kelly 
withdrew the application when the PZC 
refused to let him change the application 
at the hearing.

Kelly attempted to remove from con- 
sid*ation several parcels of land not 
owned by Glode. Withdrawal of those 
parcels was apparently negotiated with 
property owners who opposed the zone 
change and retained Atty. Vincent Diana 
to represent them.

If a motor vehicle junkyard is what is 
planned for the site, the Applicant would 
have to seek special exception approval 
after obtaining a zone change. Such a 
s p ^ a l  exception would be considered in 
andther public hearing by the Zoning 
Board of Appeals.

The site for the zone change is on the 
north side of Tolland Tpk’e. in the vicinity 
of Glode Lane, just east of the East Hart­
ford town line.

The Glode-Gluck application is the only 
matter on tonight’s PZC agenda.

In contrast with increasingly^optimistic 
notes sounded in Israel, Egyptian officials 
and American diplomats here maintained 
complete silence on the progress of the 
negotiations.

The diplomatic sources said, however, 
they  saw  sig n s of " a c c e le ra te d  
movement” auguring well for the conclu­
sion of an agreement.

There was no official confirmation of 
Cairo press reports that in addition to the 
Israeli blueprint, Eilts had brought a 
message to Sadat from President Ford 
who has publicly called for "moderation 
and flexibility” by Israel and Egypt.

The Israeli newspaper Ha’aretz and 
Jerusalem  Post reported today from 
Washington that Ford sent a message to 
Syrian President Hafez Assad last month 
'saying Israel has agreed in principle to 
conduct negotiations with Syria on a se­
cond troop withdrawal pact on the Golan 
Heights.

The reports said Israel’s expressed 
willingness to hold such negotiations 
"made a recognizable contribution to 
Egyptian concessions in the current 
negotiations” on a Sinai withdrawal.

FBI Continues 
Hoffa Search

DETROIT (UPI) — What had looked 
jike the most promising lead of the FBI’s 
investigation into the disappearance of 
former Teamsters boss James Hoffa has 
turned out to be nothing but dried fish 
blood.

It left agents today concentrating on tips 
pouring in from throughout the country.

An FBI analysis of bloodstains found in 
a car believed involved in the case showed 
the blood was not human but came from a 
frozen fish carried in the vehicle the day 
Hoffa disappeared, sources close to the in­
vestigation said.

Elimination of that lead, a setback in 
the 12-day-old search for Hoffa, was 
thought likely to prompt. U.S. Attorney 
Ralph Guy Jr, to launch a federal grand 
Jury probe into Hoffa’s whereabouts.

Guy previously received the go-ahead 
from Justice Department officials to 
place the Hoffa case before a federal 
grand jury already seated in Detroit.

Anti-Red Violence Erupts
LISBON (UPI) — An angry mob of 

thousands of anti-Communists broke 
through police and army lines in the 
northern Portuguese city of Braga today 
and hurled flaming bottles of gasoline at 
the Commuhist headquarters until the 
building was engulfed in flames.

Police said the mobs splattered the 
building with Molotov cocktails and 
blocked fire trucks from coming into the 
area until the building was burning out of 
control. TTiey said the fate of the Com­
munists inside the building was unknown.

’’They did not come out the front door,” 
a police spokesman said. ”We do not know 
what happened to them.”

A Socialist in Braga said he understood 
the Communists were able to escape from 
a back door in the headquarters and have 
fled from the area. He blamed the angry 
outburst on the government decision to 
bring in leftist m arines during the 
weekend to protect the Communists.

It was the worst anti-Communist 
violence^in weeks in protest against the 
leftist th*ree-mah ruling military junta’s 
efforts to impose a Soviet-style Peoples 
Republic on Portugal despite the heavy 
anti-Communist vote in last spring’s elec­
tion.

TTie wave of anti-Communist rioting 
spread to more than 40 towns in the last 
rtree weeks and brought appeals from 
•moderate officers to the leftist extremists 
to modify their stand. TTiose appeals were 
rejected by the ruling leftist elements.

Police said the crowd in Braga charged 
against the building after the Communists 
— who were supposed to have been dis­
armed by troops during the night — again

opened fire on the demonstrators. They 
said three persons, including one soldier, 
were injured.

Tough left-wing marines originally dis­
persed the crowds before dawn today by

firing teargas frond their armored cars 
and shooting volleys into the air with their 
automatic weapons. With the situation ap­
parently calm, the marines withdrew to 
Porto.

Oil Import Fees Ruled Invalid
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A federal 

appeals court today ruled unconstitutional 
the administration’s program to reduce oil 
imports by imposing tariff fees.

“We recognize that we are overturning 
an honest attempt by the President to find 
a solution to a-difficult crisis,” the three- 
judge panel said. “At stake is nothing less 
than our country’s economic freedom and 
survival.”

But they qaid the President and the 
Federal Energy Adm inistration are 
“without substantive authority to impose 
license fees of the magnitude at issue

here.”
The suit involved was brought by eight 

states and their governors and 10 utility 
companies, among others. TTiey protested 
President Ford’s. Jan. 23, 1975, order 
which provided a significant increase in 
license fees imposed initially by former 
President Richard M. Nixon.

Ford’s order raised the fees on imported 
crude oil to 21 cents per barrel and to 63 
cents per barrel on petroleum products. A 
lowef' court ruled that'the  those who 
brought suit were suffering irreparable 
harm, but refused to ordef any relief.

Ford Begins Work-Play Vacation
VAIL, Colo. (UPI) — President Ford 

today began a two-week work and play 
sojourn at this Rocky Mountain resort 
with plans, he said, “to put our feet up for 
a couple of days.”

At least too vacationers crowded in 
front of the Ford compound to welcome 
the President and Mrs. Ford on their 
arrival .Sunday night at the leased vaca­
tion chalet where they spent Christmas on 
a skij holiday.

En route. Ford visited Ft. Chaffee, Ark., 
largest pf the Vietnamese refugee centers, 
then Ile^ on to Grand Junction, Colo., 
made a 70^minute helicopter flight over 
the Rockies to Avon, Colo., theq motored 
the remaining seven miles to Vail.

Ford pnd his wife, Betty, watched Bet­
ty’s interview on CBS TV’s ’‘60 Minutes.” 
During the interview she said that she 
“wouldn’t be surprised” if her daughter 
Susan, 18, decided to have an affair.

White House Press Secretary Ron 
Nessen told reporters Ford did not direct­
ly comment on.his wife’s views but said 
the President has “always taken the posi­
tion that Mrs. Ford should speak her 
mind.”

Ford expected to begin a daily regimen 
of swimming, tennis and golf — starting 
today with Alan Greenspan, chairman of 
the Council of Economic Advisers, as one 
of his golfing companions.

Nessen said Ford brought along bills to 
sign and .planned to work on his energy 
program. Ford will make a speech on 
energy at the Vail symposium Friday and 
was expected to restate his determination 
to veto a bill extending price controls on 
domestic, oil for six months after they 
expire at the end of August.

The President told reporters Sunday, "1 
think that’s the way to stimulate ad­

ditional production,'by vetoing an exten­
sion of the price ceilings.

“I believe that there won’t be any 
serious inflation reaction. If I do veto 
extension of the control program I’ll take 
certain administrative actions that would 
mitigate any inflationary problems,” he 
said.

While in Arkansas, Ford dedicated the 
new $18 million St, Edward Mercy 
Memorial Hospital, partfy financed 
through federally guarantee loans.

Then he toured Ft. Chaffee where 
thousands of Vietnamese, some holding 
parasols to shield them from a blazing 
sun.. welcomed him. Perspiring heavily. 
Ford took off his coat in the 9()-degree heat 
and walked along the main route of the 
camp,' shaking hands and exchanging 
greetings. “We’re delighted to give you a 
new chance in America,” he told them.

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Subconscious Censure
The recent big discrepancy between 

the results of the Gallup and H arris 
Polls on the popularity of President 
Ford lead to either of two conclusions.

The polls are  highly inaccurate or 
the American public is extrem ely 
fickle.

If both polls are  right, Ford’s pop­
ularity dropped 11 per cent in a very 
brief period, which seem s incredible 
during a time when there was no 
crisis that captured popular attention. 
The Gallup Poll, taken between June 
27 and 30, indicated Ford had 52 per 
cent approval by the American public. 
The H arris Poll, which began its in­
terview s only a week later, showed 
the President a t 41 per cent.

Gallup results show a sm all rise 
over the previous month and H arris 
results shows a sharp drop.

Neither poll admitted any mistake, 
but a Gallup spokesman did say, “ It 
raises questions about the credibility 
of polls.” Indeed it does.

What is m ore significant is the 
spokesm an’s frank adm ission: “ I 
have no clue to what happened.”

Assume, however, that nothing real­
ly did go wrong with the polls, that 
both were carried  out according to the 
best polling techniques, and that each 
reflected an accurate.p icture for the 
tim e it was taken.

Under that assumption, one is left to 
conclude that the public evaluation of 
a president a t any given tim e is sub­
jec t to a lot of subtle transitory in­
fluen ces not u n d erstood  by the  
polsters and, very likely, not un­
derstood by tbe polled.

A H arris official suggests the 
President’s gaff over Solshenitsyn or 
a b e la ted  re a c tio n  to  econom ic 
problems as a possible answer. I t ’s 
possible that even in the absence of 
any great to-do over some Presiden­
tial action or lack of it, we feel a sub­
conscious censure.

American Medical Association Be Damned
WASHINGTON — Like his predecessors 

during the past decade. President Ford 
has had to get used to bad news served up 
by his administrators as the state of the 
nation continued to deteriorate. Thus, what 
he was told about the price of being sick 
could not come as an unexpected jolt.

Just before Ford left for his excursions 
to Europe, he was told by Casper 
Weinberger, outgoing Secretary of Health, 
Education, and Welfare, that "We’re 
very, very worried about the cost of health 
care.”

That’s understandable. In the first full 
year, since price controls ended, the cost of 
health care rose 40 per cent faster than the 
Consumper Price Index. The cost of 
hospital care rose 7f er cent faster than 
the Index; nationally a day’s stay in a 
hospital in March cost an average 4126, 
compared with 4108 a year before. In the 
Washington area, the average cost was a 
whopping 4184 a day.

Thirty-nine per cent of every health 
dollar is collected by hospitals, which is 
why HEW is moving to encourage hospital 
cost regulation by every state. Whether

this is possible is problematical, since 52 
per cent of ho^ital price increase is 
blamed on wage and price increases. Doc­
tors’ fees were up 13.2 per cent in May 
over the same period in 1974, and are still 
rising at a faster rate than general infla­
tion.

Hospital cost regulation will be required 
under the administration’s health in­
surance plan, now due for submission to 
C ongress n ex t y e a r. M eanw hile, 
Weinberger told Ford, nothing much can 
be done to relieve the price burden on the 
sick.

However, HEW can do something long- 
range, if it can get the American Medical 
Association off its back. Weinberger has 
taken the first step to cut the cost of dmgs 
it provides Medicare and Medicaid 
patients by announcing HEW will not pay 
for high-priced medicines if less expensive

ones will do the job just as well.
The new regulations will take effect 

next May and will initially cover 15 to 20 
types of dmgs. Within three years, when 
all 50 of the most widely prescribed dmgs 
will be covered, stp te  and federal 
governments will save an estimated 475 
million a year. However, the AMA says it 
will file a lawsuit in Chicago to block the 
program on the grounds it would create 
“an impossible labyrinth of regulations 
without assuring a favorable cost-benefit 
ratio.”

Baloney. The regulations may prove in­
convenient for doctors and pharmacists, 
but that’s all. At any rate, the Food and 
Dmg Administration will have the power 
to declare thpt there is no difference in the 
biological effects between different 
brands of the same dmg. HEW will then 
set the price it will pay for each dmg.

based on the lowest cost at whieta M la 
available to dmggists.

The aim, of course. Is to take advantage 
of the fact that prices of dmgs vary great­
ly under brand and generic names. Brand- 
name dmgs usually cost more.

F o r  e x a m p le ,  1,000 p i l ls  of 
meprobamate, a popular tranquilizer, can 
be bought for M'95 under its generic name. 
If you ask for Miltown, the price is 461.20. 
Tetracycline, an antibiotic, is sold under 
two dozen brand names; the price for 100 
pills ranges from 41.25 to 45.35. Reserpine, 
used for high blood pressure, sells for as 
much as 439.50 under a brand name and as 
little as 41.35 under its generic name, per 
1,000 tableU.

Enough said. The AMA be damned. It 
hasn’t had a progressive idea in 50 years, 
anyway. Switching M edicare and 
Medicaid patients to cheaper drugs that 
are just as good makes such sense it is 
preposterous the move wasn’t made years 
ago. Indeed, it is time patients who pay 
their own way made the same switch. Peo­
ple should not fall ill to make the phar­
maceutical industry rich or to satisfy the 
whims of their doctors.

Whose Side Is Time On?
In foreign policy, as in everything else, 

we live by two clocks — one ticking away 
the im m olate moments, the other long- 
range, measuring decades, centuries, 
millenniums. It is usually said that 
American foreign policy does best at the 
first, and worst at the second; that it is 
pretty good at the practical everyday 
decisions where the choices have 
narrowed down, and that it is pretty bad at 
planning a long way ahead, with the 
choices fuzzy and distant.

Right now America seems to be having 
trouble with both clocks. Certainly the im­
mediate foreign policy events look 
gloomy. After a brief flurry when it 
seemed as if the Socialist -moderates 
might force out the Communist prime 
minister, the left military junta has 
prevailed in Portugal, and a full Com­
munist takeover of power must in time be 
expected.

The continued congressional interven­
tion in American foreign policy has 
brought about a break with Turkey which 
seems alm ost su rrealistic  to most 
diplomats in the NATO nations. I am sur­
prised that no cartoonist has yet put 
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger in the 
bull ring, being finish^ off by a con­
gressional matador, with the decision on 
Turkish arms as the final thrust.

I have w atched the b a itin g  of 
secretaries of state too many years to be 
surprised at how the game of Kissinger- 
baiting is flourishing. V^at troubles me is 
the prospect that congressional moralists 
will take over foreign policy and botch it 
even more badly than it has already been 
botched.

Foreign policy m ust be broadly 
humanist, but having once (on Vietnam) 
oiipi-nmhod to the anti-C om m unist
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moralism of the right it seems now to be 
succombing to the moralism of tbe con­
gressional left. It needs to get away from 
both moralisms, and stick to the national 
interest.

While Congress must always sift foreign 
policy decisions critically, In the end 
Congress cannot run foreign policy. What 
Thomas Hobbes said rem ains true: 
“Where two ride one horse, one must ride 
in front.”

The Helsinki summit is a good occasion 
for baislng the question of how the 
struggle is going between the worlds of the 
open societies and the closed ones. If you 
don’t believe such a struggle is going on, 
then it is a pointless question. Yet I m o w  
few diplomats, political thinkers or 
historians who would doubt it.

Judging from the immediate events I 
have cited, and adding the economic vise 
within which the Arab oil-producing 
nations are squeezing the oil consumers, it 
looks if the open societies are getting the 
short end of it. Their opponents are win­
ning all the battles. But will they also win 
the war?

Hence my question: Whose side is time 
on? It is one that every broad assessment 
of the long-range struggle between the two 
world systems must ask, and seek to 
answer? I don’t think, as some do, that 
time is Inevitably against the open 
societies.

Technology and science are on their 
side, because both of them thrive best (as 
food production also thrives) in the open 
societies. That is why the closed societies, 
especially the Soviets, are having to

borrow or buy technologies right now, and 
will have to do it for some time. Free 
labor is on the same side. What may 
defeat the strength that Independent un­
ions give to open societies is not their mili­
tant claims for a larger share of the total 
economic pie, which is a good way of 
redistributing income, but the hostility to 
technological and business innqvation.

The enterprise of universities and 
higher education is on the same side; It 
may be that the universities will prove the 
unmaking of democracy, if they get stuck 
in the hackneyed dogmas of the past and 
lose touch with the kindling fire of new 
ideas. But my own trust is still with them, 
and with the life of the mind, as It is still 
with the plain people who give their sons

and daughters to them.
Freedom of travel is on the fide of the 

open societies. What young people want 
everywhere, more thM almost anything 
else, is a chance to travel and see what the 
world is made of. Closed societies cannot 
afford to let them.

Most of all, the idea of a good life is on 
the side of the open societies. The most 
revolutionary idea of the third quarter of 
our century had little to do with Marxism 
or economics or weaponry. It was the idea 
of an open choice between divergent 
lifestyles, to fulfill the life potential of 
each of us.

If the weapons don’t get used, and if the 
world can avoid a great Death-Happening, 
time may prove to be. on the side of those 
who put their trust in a good life for all.

He said the 
owners of the purchased units would have 
been burdened with the cost of caring for 
the facilities.

Offlolals say residents are annoyed with 
the circumstances surrounding the sale- 
lease-rent transaction.

When a party buys a unit he becomes 
owner of his condominium as well as part- 
owner of the facilities being offered, such 
as pool, clubhouse, etc.

With the situation being what it is now, 
owners are upset and confused as to what 
part of the facilities and what percentage 
of the building they actually own.

Etterman hsus said that five owners of 
the condominiums would like to sell;

The p a s to ra l  c a re  o r 
c h a p la in c y  p ro g ra m  a t  
M a n c h e s te r  M e m o ria l  
Hospital, established in 1961, 
was the outgrowth of a three- 
year study conducted by the 
M a n c h e s te r  C o u n c il of 
Churches.

Designed primarily to 
provide supportive ministry to 
patients with no church affilia­
tion and Protestants from out­
side of M an ch este r, the  
program was initially founded 
by the council as its sponsoring 
M y .

By 1966, the retiring chaplain 
in bis letter of retirement to the 
council states "the work of the 
chaplain has been expanded to. 
the point that it is quite Im- 
pooslblf Ut give our patients 
adaquate attedtiOH' with "a 
chaplain employed on a part- 
time basis."

The next years saw con­
siderable labor by the council In 
seeking grant and foundation 
money to support a full-time 
chaplain. Not only were their 
efforts unavailing, but financial 
pressures brought them to the 
board of trustees of the hospital 
asking for funds to maintain 
even the part-time chaplaincy.

In 1971, M a n c h e s te r  
Memorial Hospital assumed 
two thirds of the cost of hiring a 
clinically trained professional 
chaplain to- work 20 hours a 
week at the hospital.

In 1973, the council was 
replaced by an ecumenical con­
ference of churches (MACC) in­
cluding both Roman Catholic 
and Protestant churches. At 
this time a 40-hour ecumenical 
chaplaincy program was es- 
UbUshed.

This program included a 20- 
hour paid Protestant chaplain­
cy student secured through the 
Hartford Hospital clinical 
training program and a 20-hour 
volunteer Roman Catholic 
chaplaincy provided by two 
priests from Elast Hartford.

T he s i tu a t io n  sh o w ed  
deficiencies. The Protestant 
chaplain often stayed only one 
year, leading to a certain incon- 
sistancy and lack of continuity. 
’The Rmnan Catholic chaplains 
found that due to increasing 
parish duties the provision of 20 
houn a week of chaplaincy 
became Increasingly difficult.

The chaplain has become 
accepted as an essential person 
on the hospital healing team. 
“ The A m erican  H o sp ita l 
Association recognizes that 
chaplaincy programs are a 
necessary part of the hospital's 
provision for toU l patient 
care .’’ (American Hospital 
Association, May 1967).

We are beginning another 
phase of grow th. Help is 

, necessary In providing the 
ecumenicity that has shown 
itself so helpful in caring for 
those in need of healing.

To this end, MACC has es­
ta b lis h e d  a C o m m unity  
Pastoral (Jare Fund. The goals 
of the fund will be to provide 
complete chaplaincy servtces, 
first, to Manchester Memorial 
Hospital, then to Manchester 
area convalescent homes and 
M a n c h e s te r  C o m m u n ity  
College. Beyond this Is en­
visioned the establishment of a 
com m unity p as to ra l c a re  
center making available the 
supportive stupes and services 
n e e ^  to meet the challenges 
of living and dying.

Needs of individuals and the 
community come to our atten­
tion daily. We respond most 
deeply to those needs that 
somehow touch the experience 
of our lives. If, In your journey, 
you have come to an apprecia­
tion of a caring person in time 
of illness and need, perhaps 
participation in the (immunity 
Pastral Care Committee would 
be meaningful to you.

Doesn’t Satisfy Sen. Barry

state Sen. David M. Barry, D- 
Fourth District, was one of 
seven state senators who voted 
against the final version of the 
controversial City and Town 
Development Act. It was ap­
proved 23 to 7 by the Senate and 
89 to 35 by the House on Friday 
and sign^  into law immediate 
ly by Gov. Ella Grasso.

“ 'The bill could result in inter- 
town industrial piracy,” said 
Barry today. "Those cities with 
the powers given them could 
lure industries from suburban 
communities by promising 
them 20-year tax abatements.” 

He warned. In the Friday 
debate on the floor of the

Treasure City, Nevada in the 
1870s, two miners built a house 
from rocks picked up at their 
claim. Later, when their mine 
gave out, the two "mined” their 
home for 675,000 in silver!

Senate, "The bill gives unfair 
a d v a n ta g e  to  th o se  
municipalities who qualify un­
der the provisions of the act.”

“ If  e a c h  of th e  169 
municipalities in the state could 
have benefltted  from  the 
powers of the act, I would have 
supported it,” said Barry. .

In order for a municipality to 
qualify for the ^w ers  granted

under the act, conditions of 
deterioration, unemployment 
and inadequate housing must 
exist/

Barry cited the example of a 
city such as Hartford, with all 
of the conditions and, con­
sequently, with its powers of 
tax-abatem ent, "luring  in­
dustries from the suburban 
communities without such 
power.”
