Remove Bases

TOKYO (UPI) — Japan strong-
ly demanded loday that the Soviet
Union quickly remove its forces
and military bases from North
Pacific islands claimed by Japan,
the Foreign Ministry said.

A protest note to Moscow by the
Foreign Ministry said *‘The
Japanese government deeply
deplores the new Soviet measures
and strongly demands that such
steps be quickly retracted.”

The Foreign Ministry sum-
moned Soviel Ambassador Dmitri
Polyanski and Vice Foreign
Minister Masuo Takashima
delivered the protest to him vor-
bally.

Tokyo's aclion followed the dis-
closure by the defense agency
that the Soviets have deployed 5,-
000 to 6,000 combat forces and
built military bases on Kunashiri
and Etorofu, two of four Soviet-
held North Pacific islands
claimed by Japan.

Big Blackout

TEL AVIV. Israel (UPI) — An
electric power failure backed out
all of Israel for nearly (wo hours
today, causing an explosion in
Haifa and paralyzing the country
except for institutions that had
emergency generators.

The cause of the massive break
centered on a line problem in Har-
tuy, a cooperative setliement out-
side Jerusalem, a spakesman for
the Israel Electric Co. said. The
nationwide blackoul lasted from
12:45 p.m. (5:45 a.m. EST) until
2:30 p.m. (7:30 a.m, EST).

The line failure resulted in the
opening of a steam valve at the
Haifa generating plant, causing
an explosion heard throughout the
northern Israeli city. The
spokesman described the expio-
sion as a routine occurrence when
steam forces a valve open.

The blackout extended from the
Haifa area south to the Red Sea
port of Eilat, and east to
Jerusalem, a telephone check of
those areas indicaled.

NEWARK, N.J. (UPl) — Five
people, including four children,

SEATTLE (UPI — Chinese Vice
Premier Teng Hsiao-ping, con-
cluding his eight-day visit to the
United States, today was ordered to
bed with a cold and canceled his
remaining appointments prior to
departure.

His departure was still scheduled
for 9:30 aum. PST.

A White House spokesman said his
aillment was not serious but his dog-
lors wanted him (o rest belfore the
long Hight to Tokyo, where he plans a
three-day visit to meel with
Japanese leaders betore returning (o
Peking

A breakfast meeting with Pacifie
Northwes! newspaper editors was
climinated from Teng's itincrary
because of his cold,

‘He has a coldand his doctors
ordered him to bed,”" said Michel
Oksenberg, a China expert of the
National Security Council. An inter-
preter was heard to say that in addi-
tion to a case of the sniffles, Teng
was running a shight fever.

Teng. who is 74. was obviously
bothered by his cold. Several times
Sunday he was observed blowing his
nose and sneczing.

Teng's interpreter. Ji Chao-Ju. told
reporters, 1 don’t think il's too
serious. Bul we're stopping in Japan
on the way back and his doclors
thaught he should rest.

Teng's ailment struck on the last
day of his bold. East-meets-West
journey to America

Despite his cold. the diminutive
leader spent his last full day Sunday
smiling broudly and clapping and
waving Lo his audiences. He met with
former Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger. Sen. Henry M. Jackson, D-
Wash.. exchanged toasts al a
businessmen’s luncheon and found
out firsthand how the Bocing Co.
assembles the 747 jumbo jets China is
buying

In a diplomatic development, Teng
told Jackson Sunday that China
would soon announce a liberal
emigration policy for its citizens—a

requirement if China is to gain **maost
favored nation’ trade status with the
United States.

Teng was guided through the

largest building in the world,

Boeing’s 747 assembly plant in subur-
ban Everell, in a golf cart driven by
Boeing Board Chairman T.A. Wilson,
and he got a sales pitch to try Lo in-
terest him in further sales beyond the
$165 million in jet and spare parts
which China ha already bought.

More than 300 ‘demanstrators
paraded outside his hotel and burned
a life-size effigy with Teng's (ace and
a Coke bottle for a body — symbolic
of Coca-Cola's recent grant of rights
to sell its products in China.

In return,: whether knowingly or
not, Teng ordered a Coke to drink at
a private receplion Sunday night.

The 4-fool-11 Teng at times was
dwarfed by U.S. and Chinese
bodyguards. But, matching smiles
with President Carter in Washington,
fumbling with & package of Georgia
luncheon crackers, waving a 10-
gallon hat in Texas, staring up at a
jumbo jet in suburban Seattle, he
helped give rebirth to an American
Open Door polic toward China

The week saw none of the rhetoric
that for so many years characterized
China's attitude toward the United
States. From Teng's lips came none
of the denunciations of America
dating from Communism’s 1949 con-
quest of China, from the Korean War,
and the decades of name-calling that
followed until Henry Kissinger and
Richard. M. Nixon went to China
seven years ago

Not once did Teng or his fellow
travelers mention America as a
“paper tiger." His only comment on
American might was a wish it should
nat fall behind Soviet power.

Teng even lold editors in Atlanta
there might be some little good in a
new Strategic Arms Limitation
(SALT) dgbeement between America
and Russia. a brewing diplomatic
deal Carter was anxious not to have
Teng spoll.

homeini Moves
For Interim Rule

TEHRAN, Iran (UPI) — Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini today appointed
elder stateSman Mehdi Bazargan as
prime minister of his new provisional
government charged with ultimately
establishing a “pure’” [slamic state
in Iran.

The ayatollah told a news con-
ference the 73-year-old Bazargan,
former director of the National Ira-
nian Oil Co., will announce other
members of his new provisional
government shortly.

Bazargan has been the “honest
broker™ of Iranian politics for the
past feu weeks, acting as in-
termediary between Khomeini and
Prime Minister Shahpour Bakhtiar
and trying to arrange a compromise
between the two men to head off a
threatened civil war.

The former university lecturer,
respected by both sides as well as
ariny generals, had been widely
tipped for the post for many weeks.

Bazargan was trained as a
businessman and a universily
professor afler receiving an
engineering degree in Paris and ear-
ly in his political life he became a
member of the opposition National
Front. He was also for a time direc-
tor of the prestigious National Ira-
nian Oll Co

A dedicated and deeply religious
man, he ran afoul of Shah
Mohammed Reza Pahlavi in 1962 and
was arrested for his activities
against the regime

Bazargan became deeply involved
in the latesl political crisis facing
Iran several weeks ago when, on

Khoumeini’s instructions, he held .

talks with striking oll workers and
persuaded them to restart limited
production to satisfy the country’s
domestic needs.

Sinte that time he has been in-
volved in highly delicate and secret
talks between Khomeini, Bakhtiar
and army generals trying to find a
peaceful solution to the current
crisis.

Only hours before Bazargan's ap-
pointment was announced, Bakhtiar
warned he would not tolerate “‘two
governments in Iran."

But in a conciliatory gesture, the
prime mynister sald he would not in-
tlerfere if the ayatollah established a

'

“'shadow provisional government”
similar to Britain’s opposition par-
ties to debate government programs
and put forward opposition ideas.

Bakhtiar warned that if any
ayatollah appointee went beyond that
role he would immediately order his
arrest.

Khomeini relurned to Iran from
nearly 15 years in exile last week
with the stated purpose of
overthrowing Bakhtiar and setting up
a Moslem republic,

Intermediaries between the
Bakhtiar and Khomeinl camps met
again today before the ayatollah's
news conference.

Bakhtiar Sunoay tlatly rejected
Khomeini's announcement that the
“alternate Islamic government"”
would soon be In power and said his
regime would answer "a bullet with
a bullet™ iq Khomeini launched his

threatened civil war. g

Still making gestures for concilia-
tion, Bakhtiar told Radio Iran he was
willing to meet Khomneini and to in-
corporate any further reforms
Khomeini demanded into his
legistative program.

“If he wants to create a provisional
governument in the holy city of Qom,
I will permit it," Bakhtiar said in
newspaper interviews published Sun-
dnv I will be charming. We will

have our little Vatican

"But seriously, I am not ready to
let him create a real government and
he knows it."”

Informal contacls between in-
termediaries of Khomeini and
Bakhtiar continued to efforts to
break the current stalemate.

Political sources said Bakhliar
remained open to compromise but

that the ayatollah was unyielding.

Traffic Jammed
In Farm Protest

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Choking
ity traffic and backing up frustrated
commuters for 12 miles, more than
2,000 farmers from around the nation
converged on Congress in tractors
and pickup trucks today to demand
higher crop prices. -

The big diesel tractors, trucks and
campers crawled into Washington on
major access routes during rush hour
and moved slowly up Pennsylvania
and Independence Avenues to
parking places sel aside on Capitol
Hill.

The family farmers, members of
the American Agriculture Move-
ment, joined thousands of their
volleagues who came to town over
the weekend to lobby Congress for
higher crop price supparts,

Many other farmers arrived by
plane. AAM leaders estimated the
numbers would be greater than the
30,000 who came last year,

But lawmakers are expecled lo be
in a penny-pinching mood to fight in-
flation this year.

Police reported few incidents in

the massive traffic Jams caused by
the flag draped, slow-maoving motor-
cades on Interstate Highway 95, the
George Washington Parkway and
other access routes. Virginia State

Police said rush-hour traffic was
backed up 12 miles at 7:30 am.

The Stars and Stripes and the flags
of Georgia, Florida, Texas,
Oklahoma, Alabama and other states
flew from the big six-wheel tractors
in brisk winds and 20-degree
temperatures. “‘Save America and
the Family Farm," was a popular
sign.

“Dump Carter'" was prominent in
buttons pinned to the [armers'
baseball caps.

Sen. Larry Pressler, R-S.D., met
the motorcade and rode on one trac-
tor saying he supported the family
farmers.

*'A lot of vity people read that farm
profit increased 20 percent last
year,” he said, "“Those are the cor-
porate operations.

The turnabout in American China
policy has been accomplished
without a major negative reaction
from Congress or from the American
public who opposed cutling
diplomatic ties with the National
Chinese government on Taiwan

Even through U.S. law required
President Carter to consull with
Congress before ending the U.S.-
Taiwan defense treaty of 1954. he
chose to flout Congress by not con-
sulting it and appears to have gotten
awav with it

But the new beginning in relations
with China could deteriorate sudden-
ly for a number of reasons:

* No one is quite sure how solid
Teng’s position is with other leaders
in Peking.

* China’s communist ideology
could become the focus of strong
differences with the United States.
The most immediate area for trouble
would be in the field of human rights
where China is considered by many
to be primitive.

* The United States may find that
the Soviet Union has become so
suspicious of its China moves that it
becomes increasingly aggressive and
difficult to deal with.

Under U.S. trade law, a communist
country can qualify for normal trade
status with the United States only if
it allows citizens to emigrate and
does not subject applicants to harass-
ment

When a communist country does
allow such emigration, the president
of the United States can extend to it
“'most favored nation' status for!a
limited period. If liberal immigra-
tion continues, the United States can
renew normal trading status

Jackson said China is already
allowing 200 Chinese a day to
emigrale and reunite with family
members abroad

Jackson said the Russians balked

Russian Base

TOKYO (UPI) — The Soviet Union has constructed a
large military base on one of two norther islands claimed
by Japan, aerial photographs published in a Tokyo
newspaper today show.

One of the pictures in the Sankei Shimbun clearly
shows a runway on ane of the Kuril islands, which the
newspaper said is 2.17 miles long and has the capacity to
handle landings by all types of military aireraft,

The photographs appeared afler an unexpected state-
ment by the Japanese Defense Agency last month that
the Soviet Union had contructed permanent military
bases on two of the Kuril islands off Hokkaido, Japan's
northernmost main island.

Japan has claimed sovereignly over the two islands,
Kunashiri and Etorofu, as well as Habomai and Shikotan
(o the north since the end of World War I1. The Soviet
Unfon, which seized the islands after World War 11, /1so
claims the island group.

Sankei said the aerial photographs of Kunashiri
islandwere taken Friday from its own plane in Japanese
air space. Bul the flight prompled at least one Russian
reconaiassace aircraft to scramble, the newspaper
reported. Kunashiri is 156 miles from the tip of
Hokkaido.

Defense Agency officials said the Soviet Union has
deployed about 5,000 to 6,000 ground troups on the islands
of Kunashiri and Etorofu. On Kunashiri, Sankei said, the
Soviets have built a three-story building, a radar station
and a number of barracks,

Sankei said the Soviel military base én Kunashiri is
ahout the size of Kadena U.S. Air Force base in Okinawa.

The Japanese Forelgn Ministry lodged a protest last
week with the Soviel embassy in Tokyo against the
military huildup on the Kuril Islands.

The U S. State Department officially expressed its sup-
port for the Japanese claim over the islands, seized by
the Soviels in the closing days of World War I1.

“To dite there is honestly no
evidence that this one job can
restrict Manchester's autonomy or
hamstring our local government or is
4 threat to our independence.” Cum-
mings said

He said he does not expect the town
to be any different because of that
one pasition, which has been lilled by
Wilber Smith

“But, we will be a little ditferent if
we lose the federal funding because
neither political party will raise
taxes to make up lor the lederal
dollars lost,” he said

Republicans also had said the Com-
munity  Development program has
been mismanaged and amendments
have been made in the spending plan

Commings disagreed and said the
money has been “well-spemt and

carefully accounted lor."

He said amendments (o the

“Furthermore. Republican diree-
tors voted on the use of the federal
funds for the last live vears without
raising any great objections, so their
current objections are strictly for
show.” he said.

Cummings also said the Town
Charter requires that the proposed
ordinance for a two-vear ban go to
referendum if the Board of Directors
does not adopt it.

Oil companies don't
seem to be making any
allowance in such
situations. We understand
that oil dealers have to get
paid as they are running a
business but the policy
makes it difficult for per-
sons on fixed incomes.

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GOP Can’t Agree

On Budget Balance

EASTON. Md_*IUPl) — Two days of
debate proved the leaders of the
Republivan vould agree on culting taxes,
passing the Equal Rights Amendment and
getting tough with the Russians — but not
on balancing the budget

The second annual Tidewater con-
lerenve ended Sunday with the left and
right wings of the GOP in general agree-
ment on almost evervthing except how to
solve some of the nation's economic
problems

The 100 GOP leaders divided sharply on
whether to amend the Constitution to
require a balanced federal budget.

By a vote of 34-32. moderates kept the
1ssue from voming to the floor of the con-
lerence

They warned that such a limitation
would hamstring the president and
Congress and said the amendment had no
plave in the Constitution anvway

Conservatives said the American people
demand the amendment and may force its
approval anyway since 25 of the required
34 state legislatures already have voted to
call a constitutional convention on the
issue.

“You're playing Constitutional Russian
Roulette.”” warned Rep. Barber Conable
of New York. ranking minority member of

the Ways and Means Committee, ““The
Constitution should not become a
depository for all Kinds of nit-picking
amendments.”

The Republicans compromised and
passed a resolution valling on Congress to
balance the federal budget by fiscal 1981,
which begins Oct. 1, 1980.

During the two-day conference of 26
senators. 51 House members and 19 other
GOP leaders, resolutions were passed
that:

« Called lor a ratification of the Equal
Rights Amendment and urged the party
“to exert its leadership in achieving equal
rights for all individuals.™

* Condemned the administration for the
“decline of American military power,"
and warned there will be no Republican
votes for SALT [ unless the president gets
tough with the Russians on everything
from human rights to Cuban military 1n-
terveqtion in Africa.

* Favored substantial phased reduc-
tions on federal income taxes and an
“inflation proof™ tax structure

* Called for “'sunsel’” legislation
requiring regular review of all federal
programs and agencies to see if they have
outlived their usefulness.

Baker Begins Quest
For Presidential Bid

EASTON. Md. 1UPI' — Sen. Howard
Baker has finally assumed his expected
role as the Washington GOP es-
tablishment s favorite candidate for presi-
dent

At the Republican leadership con-
ference over the weekend, the Senate
GOP leader maneuvered himsell into the
spotlight as head of the loyal opposition to
President Carter

And he did it at a forum where several
possible presidential opponents — Sen
Robert Dole of Kansas, Gov. James

Thompson of Illinois and Reps. Jack
Kemp of New York and John B. Anderson
of Illinois — also were campaigning

Baker picked an Inside Washington
1ssue, the new SALT treaty — to launch his
campaign,

SALT is not the kind of issue the
American family sits around the dinner
Lable discussing, but it is the kind of issue
politicians in the GOP enjoy debating.

The Tennessee Republican is in trouble
with some memkers of his party, especial-
Iy the right wing, because of his stand for
ratificaation last year of the Panama
Canal treaties

Support for Kennedy

Rises from

NEW YORK (UPI) — About the only
thing to grow out of the rubble of the
desolate South Bronx since President
Carter pledged to revitalize the area 15
months ago is a grass-roots movement to
dump Carter and elect Ted Kennedy presi-
dent in 1880

Two weeks ago, Nat Martin, a 39-year-
old director of the Title One program for
the Board of Education, launched the
""National Committee to Draft Sen.
Edward Kennedy in 1980, He called it the
first official campaign committee to be
formed for the Massachusetls senator.

“When Mr. Carter elected to visit the
South 11~ ar he professed how shocked he
was and womised money,” Martin told a
recent news conference at a South Bronx
restaurant. “*We believed him then, But a
slap in the face was our reward for
trusting his word."”

On Oct. 5. 1977 Carter visited the
desolate intersection of Charlotte Street
and Boston Road in the South Bronx — an
area marred with 1,200 abandoned

“buildings and is considered one of the
most blighted urban areas in America.

Standing in a rubble-strewn field, Carter
gazed at the surrounding acres of burned-
out buildings with blown out windows. He
réacted, as most people do, with shock. He
also reacted with compassion and spoke
eloquently of “'revitalizing" the area with
massive Infusions of federal aid

But several weeks ago the Carter ad-
ministration seemed to be backing down
an that pledge by withholding approval of
the 732-unit Charlotte Street development
— the first step of the revitalization
project. An aide to Carter said no com-
mittment could be considered until the
city submits a more formal plan for
housing and other development in the
area

Al the same time, Mayor Edward Koch
said he'd been unable to get the White
House to commit itsell to the “concept”
of building the 27,500 housing units in the
South Bronx, at a cost of about $1.5 billion
Koch said he needed the federal
Rgovernment’s "“committment"” as a
prerequisite before going ahead with the
Charlotte Street project.

In response. a Carter aide said the city
would have its answer on Charlotte Street
in several weeks, but suggested the
project might be pared down. As far as a
larger committment, he suggested it
would be piecemeal, that the *federal
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Eovernment can’t commil to seven
years."”

Meanwhile, life goes on as usual in the
South Bronx — one-third of its residents
are on welfare and laundry starch is a
staple food in their diet,

On a winter alternoon at Charlotte
Street and Bosten Road there's little sign
ol life. Only one building in the immediate
vicinity Is occupied. Next door to it are a
small bodega and a clubhouse for a gang
of Hispanic youths that comes alive only
al night,

A block north sits the squat, red-brick
“Tried Stone’’ Baptist church, its
partially-lighted neon cross glowing in the
afternoon gloom.

Verlean Barnes, who works at the
church and lives in the area, said
membership is still strong, thanks to the
people who've moved out of the
neighborhood, yet return to the church
each Sunday. But she said the recent news
from Washington was discouraging.

“It's very depressing. I'm very dis-
vouraged, really, about what's going to
happen.”

Nat Martin, who grew up around the
corner from the proposed Charlolte Street
redevelopment area, recalls the area 20
vears ago when it was thriving.

“"There was a good shopping area, a big
park, libraries and hospitals. I was born in
Morrisania Hospital, which closed down
about four years ago, Today it's vacant
like everything else around here."

Ed Logue, the city's coordinator for the
project, is optimistic. He said the “‘first
stage™ of a plan will be turned over to the
federal government in a few weeks, If it is

approved, the city will start hiring a staff
and consultants to begin planning various
housing development and housing
rehabilitation projects.

“"We've already got the state Labor
Department working on establishing a job
vorps in a Salvation Army hullding up
there," he said

Nevertheless, ground hasn't yel been
hroken on the spot where Carter stood a
vear and a hall ago to spell owt his
promises for urban America. And accor-
ding to Martin, the neighborhood has
turned its attention to Ted Kennedy

“He's extremely popular here. Hé's our
last hope." said Martin. “In fact, Ted
Kennedy is the magic name in the South
Bronx."

Break the Child Abuse Cycle

NEW YORK (NEA)
They're one of a kind, the
abusing mother and her
abused child. Both fearful,
rejected, immature; the for-
mer teaching the {atter to
deal with frustrations by
losing control physically.

So the child becomes an
nbusing rent — whose
children then go on to abuse
theirs.

But while the child is al-
ways viewed sympathetical-
ly, the parent is despised.

Allow compassion for the
mother, too, and maybe the
cycle can be interrupted.

That's the “‘help one, save
many" phﬂosoplv' underly-
ing SCAN-New York (Sus-
necu:d Child Abuse and

eglect), a privately funded
volunteer, parent-aides as-
sociation which operates
like similar programs in Lit-
te Rock, Ark.; Chlcm;o;
Denver; Berkeley, Calif.;
and elsewhere in the coun-

Formed in 1977 by Nancy
Fisher, SCAN-New Yor!
oversees 20 volunteers who
work one-to-one with 20 abu-
sive and-or neglectful moth-
ers referred to the organiza-
tion by authorities.
“Mothers whose children
are kep! in protective cus-
tody in the hospital after the
burms or fractures heal; who
are told by Child Protective
Services, if you want your
child back, let a SCAN-New
York volunteer work with
you, along with the profes-
sionals.

The volunteers — all
women but one, from 22 to 50
— are generally unemployed
which guarantees their
avalilability. If the lock jams
at 2 pm. or 2 a.m., the

lie's Angels."”

And, because the woman
was a mother in name only,
showing her how one
behaves.

“1'd pick up the baby and
hug him and say, ‘Il feels so
good to him Lo be loved. If he
can rely on you, he'll grow
:x strong and healthy. It's

ay to love your baby.' "

Gradually, she says, there
were changes. "First, the
mother began to rub his
hand a little when she fed
him and that grew into a
caress. Now, she actually
holds him and kisses him.
bAlnd she smiles. It's incredi-

He's eating regularly, too,

and, what's more, she says,
“I think she's less fearful of
people in general now."

Nevertheless, she says,
“She still doesn't trust me
completely and 1 have ap-
prehensions that I'm going
to find her or the baby gone
one day. And even thou
there's been no other in-
stance of abuse — she never
admitted she ever abused
him — the potential Is still
there.”

And each time Mrs. Lid-
sky visits, they perform the
same ritual. “It's like a
repetition of the whole year.
For the first hall hour, she's
tense and worried. She can't
smile. Then, as the visit
continues' — as they do the
laundry or make dinner or
g0 o the movies — ‘''she
cheers up and she's able to
express her love and need
for me."'

They talk about how lo
spend the $50 each volunteer
receives & month for her
“mother.”"

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Schlesinger Unpopular in Washington

WASHINGTON — As each presi-
dent lays down the controls of
government, he leaves behind a few
appointees who don't want to go back
to Pocatello, They're the perennial
survivors, who always seem (o find a
roosting place in government. They
bounce from one top policymaking
position Lo another with apparent im-
munity Lo changes b
in political for-
lunes,

One of the most |
durable of these
nine-lived cats Is =
James ‘
Schlesinger, the
gray haired, pipe )
smoking, professorial energy
secretary. Schlesinger, who'll be 50
next week, has gravitated around the
cenler of power since 1969, when
Richard Nixon appointed him an
assistant budget director

Since his relatively modest entry
into the Washington merry-go-round,
Schlesinger has been riding high
through three administrations. He
served alternately as Atomic Energy
chairman, Cenlral Intelligence direc-
tor, Secretary of Defense and, after a
hriel eclipse when Gerald Ford fired
him from the Pentagon, as energy

vzar under Jimmy Carter.

Schlesinger Is the kind of Ivy
League egghead who seems to have
an rresistible appeal for presidents
< summa cum laude graduate of
Harvard, university professor, alum-
nus of the Rand corporation and
author of learned (realises on
abstruse national issues.

Perhaps for (he same reasons,
Sthlesinger is also the Kind of
presidential appointee who has a
highly resistible appeal to the
pragmatic politicians on Capitol Hill,
who must measure what should be
done against the practivalities of
what can be done,

Schlesinger's political relations
with Congress are "'a disaster,” one
congressional aide told our reporter
J.D. Soloman. *'Phone calls don’t get
answered and letters to him dis-
appear, even ones from committee
chairmen,”

“He's simply imperious,"” said
another Senate insider

“I've never heard one consumer
organization say anything good about
him,"" said a spokesman for a leading
solar energy group. And in a speech
last fall, Ralph Nader called for
Schlesinger's resignation, suggesting
that the guardian of the public's

energy interests might be more at
lome working for the industries he
should be controlling.

While a full-scale “dump
Schlesinger' movement has not yet
surfaved on Capitol Hill, Rep. Robert
Drinan, D-Mass.,, Is an outspoken foe.
“For over a year we've been valling
him Carter's biggest mistake,” a
Drinan aide said. “Now we're hoping
to generate support lo get rid of
him."

Other legislators, including Reps.
Toby Moffett, D-Conn., and Richard
Ottinger, D-N.Y., are ready to join a
move to ax Schlesinger. Recent
public attacks on the energy czar by
Sens. Henry Jackson, D-Wash., and
Ted Kennedy, D-Mass., lend at least
lactic support to Drinan’s campaign.

As we noted, Schlesinger's staying
power is remarkable; he may
weather this latest storm successful-
ly. But as the cost of heating homes
and driving automobiles continues to
sear, the Energy Department’s lack
of enthusiasm for allernate sources
of energy. like solar heat and
Mexican natural gas, may make
Washington's most durable poohbah
vulnerable at last.

A Limit to Largesse?

WASHINGTON (NEA) — The
noisy guns vs. buller controversy
surrounding President Carter’s
“austerity'” budget for fiscal 1980 is
all very scintillating from a political
standpoint, but it needs to be put in
perspective,

The dispute now raging over the
relative allocation of resources to
defense and social
programs actoal-
ly Involves no
more than 2 per-
cent of the tolal
spending called
for by the
president’s
budget.

It is, in other words, a fight over
the hole in the budget doughnut while
the real thing — the other 75 percent
earmarked for ‘‘uncontrollable”
cosls — largely escapes both con-
gressional and public serutiny

Something, obviously, is out of
whack here and the question which
springs to mind is whether these so-
valled “‘uncontrollable” costs really
are, as implied, beyond the reach of
would-be budget rimmers in the
White House and on Capitol Hill.

The answer, as it so often is in

politics, is both yes and no. It all
depends on which expendilures
vou're talking about.

Neither Jimmy Carter nor the
Congress has much option when it
comes to payment of the interest due
on the national debt, for example, a
tidy sum which next year amounts to
$46.2 billion, nearly 9 percent of the
enlire budget. Nor is there any way
of reneging on contract obligations —
hoth military and civilian — entered
Into in earlier years, and that adds up
Lo another $87.9 billion, or 16.5 per-
cent of the budget outlays

Odds and ends account for a few
extra billion here and there, but the
bulk of the “‘uncontroliable” spen-
ding — and a full 47.1 percent of the
entire federal budget next year —
will go for payments to Individuals
under what is known sd '‘en-
titlement" programs.

These are the real dollar-gobblers
— Social Security, medicare,
medicaid, velerans benefits, civilian
and military retirement pay, dis-
abilily, food stamps, welfare and the
like.

In every case, Congress al some
time or other has created these
programs by law, selting forth

Raising Umbrellas

By DICK WEST

WASHINGTON (UPI) — As if con-
troversies over lhe cruise missile
and neutron bomb weren't vexing
enough, President Carter may soon
(ind himsell emboiled in the military
humbershoot issue.

That prospect arises with an Air
Forve magazine report that the US.
armed forees are testing umbrella-

carrying by servicemen

The test only involves male Air
Force personnel stationed at the Pen-
tagon. But when the trial period ends
next April. a month notorious for
showers, “'full-scale approval Air
Forve-wide seems likely,"" the
magazine says.

To appreciate the significance of
this development you must be aware
that our defense establishment
traditionally has barred the use of
umbrellas by servicemen in uniform,

Servicewomen have been allowed
this extra measure of precipitation
protection, presumably because of
the havoe that dampness wreaks on
coilfures, But for servicemen, um-
brellas were deemed unmilitary, It
was determined thal open
bumbershoots made saluling
awkward, impeded close order drill
and played hob with executing the
manual of arms.

Nevertheless, the break in the
once-solid anti-bumbershool front Is
almost certain lo lead to massive

eligibility standards and benefit
levels, with the latter tied to the Con-
sumer Price Index so they rise
automatically with the cost of living,
Any individual who meets the
eligibility standards is entitled to
benefits, so to that extent such
program costs are indeed ‘‘uncon-
trollable,”

What no one likes to discuss,
however, is that Congress could at
any time change the laws governing
eligibility requirements and benefit
levels for these entitlement
programs. And indeed, that is what
will have to transpire if the budget is
ever to be brought under meaningful
control.

The federal budget as a whole has
nearly tripled in size over the past 10

years, but outlays for these entitle-.

ment programs have quadrupled or
fquintupled in most cases; the lone
exceplion is veterans benefits, which
have merely doubled.

Why the big increase? Partly it is
due to the increasing percentage of
elderly in America, drawing ever
greater Social Security and medicare
support — a trend which is expected
to continue and sharpen still further,
But part of the growth was caused by

watchdogs are growling In discon-
tent. A recent internal memo drafted
by a group of General Accounting Of-
fice employees complains inscathing
lerms aboul overwork and ad-
ministrative changes.

Sent to Deputy Comptroller
General Robert F. Keller, with
vopies to the heads of the various
divisions and offives, the memo was
unsigned “for fear of reprisal.”

“Employee morale may well be at
its lowest ebh in 30 years,” the memo
said. "'The silent, professional
majority is disgusted, confused,
repressed and tired of bureaucratic
changes.”

Referring to the major admin-
sitrative changes that were enacted
o make GAO more responsive lo
Congress, the memo complains that
the bosses' “‘zealousness to intitiate
these new concepts .., may have dis-
missed employee morale problems
too lightly."

The memo asked that a question-
naire be sent to all GAQ employees,
giving them a chance to voice their
dissatisfactions — “‘with proper
measures to protect anonymity."”

A few weeks later, Keller
responded with a memo — to the en-
tire GAO staff, since, as an aide
pointed out, “we don't know who
these people were who wrote the
memo." Keller explained that the
agency's workload has doubled, and
specific requests from Congress have
tripled, largely because a change in
GAO's charter broadened the range
of work the agency is asked to per-
form. "

Nonetheless, the president is on the
right track. The entitlement

. programs now eat up almost half the

federal budget, and at the'rate they
are growing will cagsume the whole
thing pretty soon if left unchecked,
It's high time somebody asked
whether all-of this largess is really

Although Air Force magazine says
the Army and Navy “*show no signs of
discarding the long-time ban,™
nobody seriously expects soldiers
and sailors to stand around getting
drenched while airmen stay toasty
and dry.

You can bet the Army and Navy
not only will come up with unbrella
programs of their own; they will be
oul to build a betler bumbershoot
than their sister service.

The next step surely will be
government issue “M-1 Raindrop
Diverters. Portable, Collapsible' for
which Air Force procurement
experts will draft 28 pages of
specifications.

Then will come a 500-page manual

closing nnbrellas in a military
manner; the minimum drizzle under
which bumbershoots may be unfurled
and the heights and angles al which
the canopy affords maximum
dryness under various weather con-
ditions.

Why, al a time when the ad-
ministration is struggling to held
down the federal budgel, is the Air
Force opening the door to unbrella
escalation?

One defense analyst told me there
was fear at the Pentagon that
military bumbershoot production
might be restricted in some future
SALT agreement.

The
sehool will be open for Grade 5 and 6
pupils.

The expansion is the result of a sur-
vey thalt was sent out to about 1,700
families including members of St
Bridget and other Catholic parishes
in town, and non-Catholic parents

Although Miss Bartosiak wouldn't
estimate how many students of these
stwo grades would enroll, she said
she expects more enrollment in
Grade 5. She also said that the survey
showed that parents were interested
in sending their children to a
parochial sthool before Grade 7

She also spoke ahout the declining
enrollment at St. Bridget which was
a vontributing factor in opening it up
to extra grades. There are 72 pupils
enrolied in two classes in each grade,
with about 19 in each class.

Miss Bartosiak said that although
the responding parents weren't par-
ticularly critical of the public school
education system, they expressed
dissatisfaction with the discipline
and atmosphere. The complaints
about discipline and atmosphere
were centered more on the public
Junior and senior high schools than
the elementary schools, she said.

Superintendent of schools James
Kennedy said he doesn't think this
will have @ major impact on the
public school enrollment, “‘We'll
know better after registration," he

safd. It could mean maybe one less
vlass somewhere "

He added that he had not heard
mueh complaint about discipline in
the elementary schools

“Parenls have a right to select
schools for their children, and
private schools have the right to be
selective of Its students they
aceepl,” Dr. Kennedy said.

“I was standing in the pits,"”" said
vo-driver Haywood, who won his
fourth 24 hours of Daytona Sunday.
“Danny came on the radio and said
his turbo got backed up. Our crew
chiel (Allister MacNeil) told him to
wail on the track.”

It was one of the few dramatic
moments in a race which saw the tur-
bo Porsches' chiel challenger,
Ferrari, withdraw early because of
problems with new French-made
tires,

The blowout of the right rear tire of
a Ferrari being driven by J.P.
Delauney produced the only major
accident in the race. Bits and pieces
of Delauney’s var were strewn over
the east end of the track, but the
driver was unhurt.

JMS Ferrari team manager Jean
Mare Smadja later decided to
withdraw both of his entries, citing
the possible danger to his drivers’
lives as his reason.

The Field-owned Porsche [irst
grabbed the lead in the fifth hour of
the race from another Porsche
driven by Rolf Stommelen, of West
Germany. The Haywood-Ongais-

ume in the seventh hour when a
Porsche driven by actor Paul New-
man spurted into the lead.

Doctor Urges Legislature

To Act On Helmet Law

HARTFORD (LiP11 -~ The director
of Hartford Hospital's oral surgery
department savs it’s up lo the
Legislature to eond the Russian
Roulette game helmetless motor-
evelists play on the stale's roads

Dr. Morton Goldberg said in a re-
cent interview that state lawmakers
can end needless deaths by resorrec-
ting Conneeticut’s defunel motorey-
cle helmet law. The law was
repealed three vears ago

‘It's incredible the number of
voung peoaple who come (hrough the
cemergency room here who are
literally smashed — and who could
have avoided serious injury W they
were wearing helmets.”” he said

“Even at moderate speeds of 25 or
30 mphs a 1motoreyele) driver and
passenger will become missiles, 1
they hit the concrete or a highway
abutment they arc either dead or

. mutilated for life

“You can survive a broken arm or
leg . but you can’t survive a broken
head.” he said

“Obviously. it's not like driving a
car and becoming involved in an ac-
cident.” he sajd. In a car you can
survive that kind of an accident

“Helmets are designed to protect
the head and face of motoreyclists.
as they do for foolball players and
pilots.” he said. “Apparently very
few people are getting the message ™

Statistics for the “period between
Jan. 1, 1978 and Aup.

Thirty-cight of the vietims woere not
wearing helmels

The doctor speculated one of the
reasons motorcvelists choose not 1o
wear helmets is because “the real
problem is that their hair doesn't
flow in the wind and it interferes with
their macho image.”

" Bul where does personal freedom
and the duty to society begin” No one
likes to be told what to do. I
someone gets wracked up in a motor-
