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Hebron Schools Joining 
Child Nutrition Program

HEBRON -  The Hebron Board of 
Education has agreed to participate 
in a child nutrition program and has 
d e s ig n a ted  David C a tta n ac h , 
superintendent of schools, or his 
assistant, to act as agent for the 
program.

The board has also set pay rates for 
substitute teachers, at $2,'i a day and 
this rate will increase to $40 a day 
after 10 consecutive days in the same 
teaching assignment.

The board set the school lunch 
price at 5S cents for students and the 
cost of milk at seven cents. Board 
member Charles Barrasso objected 
to this charge stating that he felt that 
the board was pricing the students 
right out of the lunch program.

Dr Christopher O'Conner was ap­
pointed as the school physician for 
the coming year and Dr. Peter Hine 
was appointed as alternate. The pay 
for the year is $910.

The board also voted to approve 
the school bus routes with one major 
change. This year, in preparation for 
the conserving of energy, the board 
voted to combine the afternoon 
kindergarten runs with the pick-up 
for the Grade 7 and 8 students. Board 
members said this will result in a 
saving of 2,468 gallons of fuel or

about $11,100. When the board was 
preparing the budget for this school 
year it figured the'price of gasoline 
at 62 cents per gallon. Current prices 
are now at more than 75 cents a 
gallon.

On recom m endation of the 
Republican Town Committee the 
board approved the appointment of 
Thomas L. Kelly to fill a vacancy on 
the board created by the resignation 
of Alan Ramsey.

Joyner Opposes 
Patient Transfer

MANCHESTER -  State.R ep . 
Walter Joyner, R-12th District, said 
Monday he opposes the transfer of 
patients from Hartford’s Lorraine 
Manor to the Southbury Training 
School because of Its overcrowded 
conditions.

“I told (Gareth) Thorne (state 
Mental Retardation Commissioner), 
‘you’re building a bomb down in 
^uthbury’ by sending those patients 
there,” he said,

Joy n er , a m em b er of the  
legislature’s joint Public Health 
Committee, met with Thorne and 
other state health officials last 
Tliursday to discuss the private nur­
sing home’s problems.

Thorne ordered the transfer of at 
least 74 mentally retarded patients to 
other state facilities because the 
home may encounter financial dif­
ficulties and be unable to operate.

Both the Connecticut Association 
of Retarded Citizens (CARO and 
Joyner opposed the transfer, instead 
arguing that the staff should be im­
proved and the patients should be 
kept until they can be placed in 
sm aller, com munity-based en­
vironments.

Joyner said he feared the patients 
might suffer from the “transfer 
trauma syndrome,” which could 
cause death of 10 to 30 percent of 
them.

He also said the Southbury facility 
was 200 patients beyond its limits and 
wasn’t the proper place for them to 
be sent. Thorne has also suggested 
transfering them to the Mansfield 
Training ^hool.

’Thorne told the Public Health Com­
mittee last Thursday he may meet 
with a retarded persons advocacy 
group to discuss alternatives to his 
decision.

Joyner said one such alternative is 
to have the state assume control of 
the home until it is solvent again. 
Joyner feared the transfer, and the 
adverse publicity surrounding it, 
would force Lorraine Manor into 
bankruptcy.

IRA Terror Spreads
BRUSSELS, Belgium (UPI) -  The 

outlawed Irish Republican Army, 
carrying its terrorist bombing cam­
paign to the European mainland, 
blew up a bandstand in the heart of 
Brussels seconds beforTTTJWtlsh 
army band was to begin a concert.

Eighteen persons were slightly in­
jured, seven of them bandsmen. AH 
but three bandsmen were treated at 
hospitals and released.

The blast ripped through the bands­
tand in tbe Belgian capital’s historic 
Grande Place shortly before the band 
of the Duke of Eidinburgh’s Royal 
Regiment was to begin an afternoon 
concert.

Lunchtime strollers and tourists in 
the busy medieval square were 
watching the band prepare for their 
concert. The blast tore through the 
floor of the bandstand just after the 
soldiers had stepped off to change 
into their gold-braided, scarlet dress 
tunics.

‘"There is no doubt that the people

who planned this explosion had the 
intention of killing as many pople as 
possible.” a police spokesman said.

Mayor Pierre Van Halteren said 
the IRA had telephoned claiming 
responsibity for the bomb attack.

The Brussels bombing followed the 
bloodiest day of IRA attacks against 
the British in the decade of strife in 
support of a united Ireland. IRA 
terrorist bombers assassinated  
British soldier-statesm an Lord 
Mountbatten as he vacationed in the 
Irish Republic and killed 18 British 
soldiers in Ulster.

Police said a bomb was placed 
beneath the ornate stage erected at 
one end of the Gothic-styled Grande 
Place earlier this summer to feature 
a series of concerts marking the 
Belgian capital's 1,000th anniver­
sary.

The blast ripped a hole, more than 
two yards across in the floor of the 
bandstand and punched a hole in the

corrugated metal roof of the struc­
ture.

The walls bulged outwards and one 
collapsed onto the bus where the 
soldiers were changing.

”I was on the terrace serving 
customers when the stage started 
swelling like a balloon,” said an 
Italian waiter at the nearby Rose 
Blanche restaurant. "All of a sudden 
it burst with a deafening bang. 
Debris was flung high into the air and 
started raining down. I dropped my 
tray and ran, and so did all the 
customers.”

Col. Earle Nicholl, the British 
military attache, said the blast 
appear^ carefully calculated "to do 
as much harm as possible to the band 
and as little as possible to the 
Belgians.”

“ We were lucky, because we 
arrived late,” said bandsman Jack 
Hardy. “We were held up by a traffic 
jam getting into Brussels,”

P,M. Checks Security
BELFAST, Northern Ireland 

(UPI) -  British Prime Minister 
Margaret Thatcher, following up on 
her pledge to “wage war” against 
the IRA for killing Lord Mount- 
batten, flew to Ulster today to in­
spect security arrangements.

Her first call after arriving in 
Belfast was at a hospital where five 
soldiers injured in the ambush of an 
army patrol Monday were being 
treated. The ambush, which followed 
Mountbatten’s murder by hours, 
killed 18 soldiers.

Later Mrs. Thatcher visited  
Belfast city hall.

Mrs. Thatcher was accompanied 
on the one-day visit by Ulster

Secretary Humphrey Atkins, the 
minister in charge of the strife-torn 
province.

Her itinerary for the day was not 
disclosed in advance for security 
reasons. But she was expected to 
confer with security chiefs as part of 
a thorough review of security and 
governm ent policy on U lster, 
political sources said.

Mrs. Thatcher met twice with her 
ministers in London Tuesday for a 
review of security in Northern 
Ireland as part of her pledge to 
"wage war on terrorism” and “spare 
no effort to ensure that those respon­
sible for these and all other acts of 
terrorism are brought to justice.”

No decision has been taken on sen­
ding extra troops to Ulster but the 
13,500 sold iers already in the 
province may be redeployed and the 
local police force beefed up, the 
political sources said.

Protection has already been 
stepped up for Queen Elizabeth and 
other prominent Britons who could 
be IRA targets.

The IRA assassinated Mount- 
batten, the 79 year-old World War II 
hero known as “Uncle Dickie” to the 
royal family, with a bomb that 
exploded aboard his boat off the Irish 
coast Monday. Two members of his 
family and a teen-age crewmember 
also were killed.

CASTRIES, St. Lucia (UPI) -  
Hurricane David raked the French 
West Indies island of Martinique 
today and ail schools, parish halls 
and community centers on the near­
by islands of Dominicana and St. 
Lucia were converted into emergen­
cy shelters.

By 8 a.m. gale-torce and ’perhaps 
hurricane-force” winds swept over 
the northern tip of Martinique, said 
forecaster Miles Lawrence at the 
National Hurricane Center in Miami.

He said he expected the awesome 
hurricane, with winds of 140 mph, to 
pass just north of the island — the 
“Queen of the Antilles” — about 10 
a.m.

The official 6 a.m. advisory placed 
David’s center near latitude 14.5 
north and longitude 60.3 west, or 
about 35 miles east southeast of Mar­
tinique. David was expected to con­
tinue on its west northwesterly path 
at 14 mph.

Hurricane-force winds extended 50 
miles from the center in all direc­
tions, with gale-force winds exten­
ding 150 miles north and 100 miles 
south.

Earlier, David just missed Bar­
bados and emergency relief shelters 
were closed. There were no reports 
of damage or injuries.

On Dominica, an independent 
republic just north of Martinique, the 
only radio station on the isjand, 
government-owned Radio Dominica, 
was hit by a power failure and was 
unable to b ro ad tast further  
hurricane warnings.

Home Affairs Minister Ferdinand 
Parrillon’s scheduled speech to the 
banana-growing island of 80,000 had 
to be canceled because of the power 
outage, but Parrillon said he would 
meet with the Cabinet and civil 
defense authorities to map further 
relief efforts.

Before the radio station went off 
the air people were told to stay home 
from work at least during the mor­
ning, when David was expected to 
pass near Dominica. Islanders 
stocked up on emergency supplies 
and banks and other downtown 
businesses put on em ergency  
shutters. All parish hails and com­
munity centers were ordered con­
verted into refugee shelters.

In Castries, the capital of St. 
Lucia, just South of Martinique, in­
termittent showers fell all night and 
a steady gale blew today.

The new left-wing St. Lucia 
government of Prime Minister Alan 
Louisy, elected last month, mapped a 
massive relief effort, converting all 
schools into shelters and forming a 
mobile brigade of 30 government 
vehicles to patrol the island in zones.

All government offices were closed 
Tuesday, but businesses were asked 
to stay open late so people could 
stock up on supplies.

The last serious hurricanes to 
strike St. Lucia were Beulah in 1957, 
which caused extensive flooding, and 
Edith in 1963, which caused wind 
damage. Edith followed a similar 
path to David’s, through the strait

between St. Lucia and Martinique.
Forecasters billed David as one of 

the mightiest hurricanes of the cen­
tury, and some 3,000 Barbados 
residents flocked to emergency 
shelters to wait out a possible direct 
hit by the storm.

But shortly before midnight 
Tuesday, a government broadcast 
said “Hurricane David is/no longer a 
threat to Barbados” and told those 
who had taken refuge in the shelters 
to go home in the morning.

"Come dawn, there is the expecta­
tion that everything will be back to 
business as usual,’’ said First 
Secretary Joe McLaughlin, of the 
U.S, Embassy in Bridgetown. “Cer­
tainly it’s not a major disaster.”

Telephone and telegraph links with 
Barbados, hub of communications 
for the British Caribbean, were 
erratic late Tuesday and all inter­
national flights to and from the 
island were halted.

Double red and black hurricane 
warning flags a>'o were posted in St. 
V incent, the G renadines and 
Guadeloupe. A hurricane watch for 
Grenada was discontinued early 
today, however.

Forecasters said the hurricane's 
path in the next few days is uncertain 
and would make no predictions on 
whether David would make a swipe 
at the U.S. mainland.

Loan Set

Close behind with a 96 percent 
rating were House Democrats 
Teresalee Bertiquson of Ellington 
and Paul Gionfriddo of Middletown.

The ratings were based on roll call 
votes on issues that included a 
nuclear power moratorium, utility 
shut-offs, workfare, runaway shops, 
indirect intitiative and a nuclear 
waste burial ban.

CCAG Executive Director Marc

“generally indicate political in- 
depedence and the courage to resist 
the pressure of special interests and 
vote for citizens’ interests instead.”

Receiving the lowest Senate scores 
w ere  th r e e  c o n s e r v a t iv e  
Republicans: Minority Leader 
Richard Bozzuto of Watertown; John 
Matthews of New Canaan, and 
freshman Richard Cunningham of 
Stamford. Each received only a 10 
percent rating from the consumer 
agency, which has conducted the poll 
since 1975.

Scoring low est among state  
representatives was Republican 
Walter Conn of New Milford, who

was graded at 9 percent
Vito Mazza of West Haven and 

Patrick O’Sullivan of Orange were 
the lowest-ranking Democrats in the 
House with a score of 15 percent.

Four House Republicans who also 
received a 15 percent rating were 
Virginia Connolly of Simsbury, John 
DeMerell of Essex, Emil Benvenuto 
of Greenwhich and Morag Vance of 
TrumbuH.

Caplan said Bossuto voted correct­
ly only once, as far as the CCAS was 
concerned.

Grant told the 150 friends and sup­
porters who filled a hall of the church 
and gave several standing ovations 
that his presence was evidence that

“They can’t repay Dr. Grant for 
the seven years he gave up because a 
racist society said ‘we do not want 
you to have equal rights,” ’ Wright 
said.

Directors OK Questions 
But GOP Requests More

MANCHESTER -  The Board of 
Directors approved two questions for 
the November ballot Tuesday night, 
but the Republicans would like to see 
two others added to the list.

Republican director Carl Zinsser 
asked that the board adopt two ad­
visory questions for the voters to 
reject or approve in the Nov. 6 elec­
tion.

One proposal was to have the town 
manager appoint the town clerk and 
have that official serve until his 
retirement, resignation, death or dis­
ability.

The other proposal said the town 
should not partic ipate  in any 
metropolitan or regional government 
without approval from the voters in a 
special or general election. It would 
also ban the transfer of the town's 
control over its municipal services to 
such governmental bodies without 
voter approval.

The directors tabled action on his 
proposals, but agreed to consider 
them at the Sept. 4 meeting.

The Democratic-backed proposals 
on district representation and direct 
election of the mayor were approved, 
however, and will appear as advisory 
questions.

The voters will be asked if the 
board should appoint a Charter Revi­
sion Commission to examine whether 
the mayor should be elected by the 
voters and whether some members

of the Board of Directors should be 
elected by district.

Zinsser offered an amendment to 
let the voters decide if they wanted to 
elect the mayor, but others argued 
that a commission must first review 
any changes. His amendment was 
defeated on a 5-3 vote.

Some directors, like Democrat 
Joseph Sweeney, favored the present 
council-manager form of govern­
ment, but welcomed the opportunity 
to review it.

“You and the Democratic Town 
Committee,” Sweeney told Mayor 
Stephen Penny, “deserve credit and 
should be commended for your 
proposals, I feel the present system 
is better. However, there is a fair

degree of discontent and dissatisfac­
tion among the voters ... a yearning 
for a better way of organizing our 
government. I think we should open a 
public dialogue"

Deputy Mayor Stephen Cassano 
said the questions in no way endorse 
a switch to a “strong mayor form of 
government" but simply ask a 
Charter Revision Commission to 
examine the proposal of direct elec­
tion. The powers of the office could 
not be altered, he said.

The two questions were approved 
unanimously by the board.

I “I will support the try to get it on 
the ballot,” Zinsser said, "We have 
the next two and a half months to 
debate it."

PZC Sets Conditions 
For Treatment Center

COVENTRY — With certain “ con­
ditions” the Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion has approved a request to build a 
residential treatment facility in Coventry.

The proposed facility will be in a large 
private home owned by Robert Therien, 
on Cross Street. The boys to be referred to 
the home will be those who are abused or 
neglected in their own homes. They will 
be referred by the state.

The state has to give its approval to the 
home. The P lanning Commission 
stipulated that the permit to operate the 
facility will be on a yearly basis, 
renewable each year.

The fees for future renewal of the per­
mit will be waived if it’s found that 
another public hearing isn’t necessary.

Another condition requires the home be 
operated to conform with the proposal as 
presented in writing and in statements 
made at the public hearing. If there are to 
be any changes in the proposed program, 
he commission has lo give its approval.

The facility will have a program of 
counseling and education. Townspeople

had expressed concern about the cost of 
education because the home residents will 
not be all be local boys.

Townspeople were assured that the 
operator of the home will be responsible 
for ail costs, including education. Plans 
are to teach the residents at the home and 
then to put them in other schools, in­
cluding Coventry schools, when it is felt 
they are ready.

Richard Pendola, who operates a 
similar facility in Groton, will operate the 
Coventry home and he has told own of­
ficials that he will be reimbursed the costs 
from the hometowns of the boys, accor­
ding to state statutes.

The house has to be brought up to and 
comply with fire regulations.

The final stipulation, by the commis­
sion, is that the house may be reverted to 
its original use as an apartment building 
should its use be discontinued as the home 
for boys.

It is expected that the program will 
start by the middle of September or the 
early part of October.

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Judge W ill Allow Press in  H earings on M urder
HARTFORD (UPI) -  A Superior 

Court judge has decided to allow 
reporters at pre-trial hearings for 
Gerard ‘‘Gary” Castonguay, the first 
man facing'the electric chair under 
Connecticut’s new death penalty 
statute.

Castonguay, 34, is charged with 
killing a police officer while fleeing a 
burglary. If convicted, he could 
become the first person to die in the 
electric chair in Connecticut since 
1960.

His case is one of three now pen­
ding in state courts where the death 
penalty statute applies and likely the

first which will be decided by a 
Superior Court jury. /

Jury selection in the case was to 
have begun Tuesday in Hartford 
Superior Court, but was delayed 
because pre-trial motions were still 
pending before Judge David M. Shea.

Shea disposed of two of the motions 
Tuesday, denying a defense request 
that pre-trial hearings in the case be 
closed to reporters and the public and 
granting a defense request that state 
witnesses be sequestered during the 
trial.

Court officials said they expected

jury selection to be put off at least 
for several more weeks while the 
pre-trial motions are argued.

Castonguay was arrested with his 
nephew, form er U niversity of 
Connecticut football player Rocco 
Testa, 21, of Bristol, after Plainville 
police officer Robert Holcomb was 
shot to death while allegedly chasing 
the two from a burglary at a house on 
Nov. 21, 1977.

Holcomb apparently never had a 
chance to remove his gun from his 
holster, police said.

Clifford of Hartford, declined to dis­
cuss the case Tuesday or to say 
whether he will challenge the con­
stitutionality of the still untested 
death penalty statute.

"I think defense lawyers ought to 
be in the business of not commenting 
on pending c a se s ,”  he said , 
“especially substantive matters.”

Connecticut’s new death penalty 
law was adopted by the Legislature 
after the 1972 U.S. Supreme Court 
ruling that many states’ death penal­
ty laws were too arbitrary.

The law now allows for death in the 
electric chair — located at the 
Connecticut Correctional Institution 
in Somers — in the murder of law en­
forcement officers, murder during

commission of a felony; murder by 
someone sentenced to life in prison 
and murder during a kidnapping.

Tbe other case in which the death 
penalty applies is to two men 
charged with the April murder of an 
off-duty Hartford police officer 
gunned down during the nearly $1.9 
million robbery at Fhirolator Security 
Inc.’s Waterbury garage.

However, a tto rney  John R. 
Williams of New Haven, who is 
representing one of the two men, has 
filed motions challenging the 
applicability of the death penalty in 
the case. '

Williams said his client cannot be 
charged with the death penalty 
because he was unaware that the off-

duty patrolman, working as a 
Purolatdr guard in an approved part- 
time job, was a police officer.

T hat, he said , negated the 
deterrent value of capital punish­
ment because a person may not know 
the slaying he is to commit was 
covered by the law.

’The last person to die in the aging 
wooden cha ir was Joseph L. 
Taborsky, one of the two so-called 
“Mad Dog Killers,” who admitted 
killing six people during a series of 
holdups between 1958 and 1957. He 
died in the electric chair on May 17, 
1960, after becoming the first man in 
Connecticut to pass by a plea for 
mercy before the State Pardons 
Board.

MANCHESTER -T h e  wife of a 
former police sergeant who left the 
force under stress made an im­
passioned plea to the Board of Direc­
tors Tuesday night for full retire­
ment and medical benefits.

Barbara Smith, wife of Lawrence 
Smith, who resigned last June 15, 
asked the directors to grant full 
medical benefits as well as early 
retirement. Smith resigned rather 
than accept a demotion to patrolman 
after five off-duty officers were 
caught drinking beer from a con­
fiscated keg.

Smith was on duty at the time and 
knew of the drinking, but did not stop 
the officers. The officers have since 
received written reprimands.

The Pension Board denied Smith 
his medical benefits, Mrs. Smith 
said, because he left the force before 
applying for early retirement.

” 1 feel this should be changed," 
she told the directors. “1 feel he is 
entitled to the medcial benefits.” 

“ Nobody knows any more than I do 
the duress he went through and how 
impossible it was for him to go the 
Pension Board,” she added.

Mayor Stephen Penny said the

directors could approve the early 
retirement, but the medical benefits 
are the decision of the Pension 
Board. He suggested, and the other 
directors agreed, to have the Pension 
Board reconsider its decision on the 
medical matter. The directors also 
asked the town’s counsel to in­
vestigate the situation.

Mrs. Smith said that if her husband 
applied before leaving the force, 
there would be no problem. However, 
she said, he made the decision to 
retire within three hours after Chief 
Robert Lannan asked him to accept 
the demotion.

Gary Wood and family will be 
packing their bags for Illinois as a 
result of the action of the Board of 
Directors Tuesday night.

The board unanimously agreed to 
receive a $14,258 grant from the state 
Department of Transportation to 
send Wood to The Traffic Institute of 
N o r th w e s te rn  U n iv e rs i ty  in 
Evanston, 111.

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Board Accepts Grants 
For Town Sewer Study

MANCHESTER -  The Board of Direc­
tors Tuesday night unanimously accepted 
$186,052 in state and federal grants for a 
study of the town’s sewer system.

Jay Giles, director of public works, told 
the directors that the federal government 
prefers this type of study before any 
decisions are made. Giles said the study 
will determine whether it would be 
cheaper to build a sewer treatment plant 
able to handle excess water or to repair 
damaged sewer lines.

Once the study is made, he said, the 
grant process to make the changes can 
begin.

The town’s share for the study, $25,210, 
was appropriated last Oct. 10. The other 
funds come from the federal Environmen­
tal Protection Agency and the state's 
Department of Environmental Protec­
tion.

Dismissal Upheld
HARTFORD (UPI) — A Hartford federal judge has 

ruled the Plainfield Board of Education’s 1975 decision to 
fire a fifth-grade teacher who was an ardent communist 
did not violate his constitutional rights.

Senior U.S. District Court Judge M, Joseph Blumenfeld 
Tuesday ruled tenured teacher Phillip H. Burns did not 
prove in his June trial that his dismissal was based on 

’ anything but his misconduct as a teacher.
Burns had sought to show that his First Amendment 

rights of freedom of expression were violated, claiming 
his communist beliefs were the real reason behind his 
dismissal.

School offficials said one of the key reasons for firing 
Burns was that he gave his students in a penmanship 
class the option of corresponding with his fiance, who 
was also a communist.

She wrote back that she and Burns were “both working 
hard for the day when you kids and the rest of us working 
people kick out the rich, rotten bosses.”

In other matters, the Sept. 4 agenda got 
longer as the directors tabled 13 items, 
moved another to inactive status and 
removed still another from their con­
sideration because of concern over energy 
costs.

The directors had been asked to approve 
an additional appropriation from the un­
appropriated surplus to pay for two dump 
trucks.

XM-l Bugs Run into Millions, But Pentagon Backs Chrysler

WASHINGTON -  While Congress 
and the administration consider 
ways to help the Chrysler Corpora­
tion out of its self-engineered mess, 
the Pentagon already is engaged in a 
quiet massive bail-out of Chrysler.

It involves a revolutionary “super­
tank" called the XC-1. The Army 
wants to build 7,000 of them at a

WASHINGTON -  F e d e ra l  

bureaucrats won’t be getting fat pay 
raises in the future if a Carter ad­
ministration plan is approved by 
Congress.

But getting the proposal passed 
will be tough.

Powerful government workers’ un­
ions are gearing up to fight what they 
see as a financial threat to 1.4 million 
white-collar and 500,000 blue-collar 
federal workers. Their weapons in­
clude  su b s ta n tia l  cam paign  
donations to members of Congress 
and strong allies on Capitol Hill.

While Carter’s federal pay reform 
would not cut government salaries, 
estimated at $43 billion this year, it 
would hold down the size of future 
raised by pegging them more closely 
to earnings in the private sector. 
Once the plan is in full operations, 
the administration says, it will save 
taxpayers $3 billion a year.

According to administration es­
timates, average federal pay runs 42 
percent higher than that of other 
workers.

But the 78 labor groups represen­
ting government workers dispute the 
administration’s arithmetic. They 
argue that their members actually 
are worse off than many workers out­
side government.

Pointing to the 5.5 percent limit 
Carter imposed this year on the size 
of federal raised, the unions say their 
members are losing ground fast to in­
flations.

The American Federation of 
Government Employees (AFGE), 
the largest federal workers’ union, 
which represents 700,(X)0 workers, 
has released its own study claiming 
that government jobs really are un­
derpaid. Some 1.2 million positions, 
or 88 percent of the federal civilian 
labor force, trail private-sector pay 
by as much as 34 percent, the union 
says.

The Carter pay reform plan is “un­
fair because it will discriminate 
against the traditional victims of 
power — women, minorities and low- 
paid workers,” said Kenneth T. 
Blaylock, AFGE president. “It is our 
intention to make this an all-out 
legislative battle.”

The unions’ clout stems from their 
high level of political involvement. 
The AFGE for instance, gave $91,916 
to congressional candidates in last 
year’s election. Much of the money 
went to members of panels with 
authority over federal workers.

But the low esteem in which the 
public holds federal workers may 
present a problem to AFGE and the 
other unions seeking to win con­
gressional sympathy. In a May 1977 
Gallup Poll, 67 percent of those 
questioned said civil servants made 
more money than other workers. The 
sam e number thought federal 
employees did not work hard and that 
there were too many of them.

The average annual pay of a white- 
collar government employee is $18,- 
715. More than 5,500 federal workers 
make more than $44,750 a year.

Private sector workers average 
about $12,000.

Rep. Patricia Schroeder, D-Colo., 
chairman of the House Civil Service 
Subcommittee who is considered a 
friend of government workers, said 
she was “sick and tired of this ad­
ministration using federal employees 
as the scapegoat for all the woes of 
society.”

The administration portrays its 
reform package as vital to correct 
what it regards as debilitating short­
comings in the federal pay system. 
Business and the public, distressed 
over the size of the federal payroll, 
are demanding that reforms be 
enacted, the administration says.

"Inequities in the system have 
resulted in a wide and growing 
spread between federal workers’ 
compensation and workers in in­
d u s t ry  and s t a t e  o r lo ca l 
governments,” complained Richard 
L. Lesher, president of the Chamber 
of Commerce of the United States.

Business say higher federal wages 
hurt their ability to attract good 
workers and result in large, in­
flationary pay demands in the 
private sector. “We’ve been com­
peting with the private sector un­
fairly ,” said Alan K. (Scotty) 
Campbell, director of the U.S. Office 
of Personnel Management.

The unions retort that the Carter 
plan is a ploy to broaden the base 
used to compare private sector and 
federal wages as a justification for 
keeping federal salaries lower.

Under the Carter plan federal 
salaries would be pegged more close­
ly to the prevailing wages in the 
private sector. That is supposed to be 
happening now under the “caom- 
parability” principle written into law 
in 1962. Comparability is calucalted 
using data from a nationwide survey 
of private employers.

But the administration believes 
that several elements in the system 
must be altered to reach true com­
parability.

The C arter civilian federal 
employee pay plan would:

— Include benefits, which are quite 
generous in the Civil Service, in com­
paring private and federal salaries. 
Benefits make up some 30 percent of 
the federal payroll but they now are 
not counted in determining future 
salary levels.

— Authorize the president to alter 
benefits and pay in an effort to 
achieve true comparability.

— Include state and local govern­
m en t c o m p e n sa tio n  in the  
calculations. These two levels of 
government usually do not pay as 
well as the federal government.

— Pay white-collar employees on a 
local basis. Now, they are paid using 
a uniform national scale. Blue-collar 
federal pay currently varies by 
locality.

— Change several features in the 
federal pay system that often give 
government blue-collar workers 
higher wages than their private- 
sector counterparts.

VERNON —A teacher evaluation 
program, that was partially in­
stituted as a pilot program this past 
year, will go into full effect when 
schools open this fall.

The prim ary purpose of the 
program is to improve the student 
le a rn in g  s i tu a t io n  and the 
professional growth of the teacher.

School officials said that it must be 
realized that the evaluation process 
is also used for the granting of 
tenure, the withholding of an incre­
ment. and dismissal.

Included in the program will be 
teachers, administrators, and super­
visors. The exception is the 
superin tendent of schools. A 
program for evaluation of that posi­
tion was recently designed by the 
board but hasn't been officially ap­
proved.

Staff members with continuing 
contracts will be appraised annually 
and conferences and observations 
will focus on the setting of perfor­
mance objectives, the pursuit of 
those objectives, and periodic and 
final determination of progress 
toward those objectives.

The focus of planned conferences 
and observations will be on the Ver­
non board's expectations of the staff.

Comprehensive appraisals will be 
completed annually for Coch staff 
member with a non-continuing con­
tract and in addition those second 
and third-year non-tenure teachers 
will be evaluated.

The board has set a time frame for 
various phases of the evaluation 
process. By Nov. 15 conferences 
must have been held and perfor­
mance objectives determined for all

staff members using performance 
objectives that year.

During the months of October, 
November, and December, efforts 
will be concentrated on teachers with 
non-continuing contracts and con­
ferences and observations will be 
scheduled in sufficient number to 
determine adequately the perfor­
mance of each staff member.

During January teachers with non- 
continuing contracts will complete 
their own self-appraisal worksheet 
and evaluators will also complete 
their appraisal and formal con­
ferences will be held to prepare the 
formal appraisal summary by Feb. 1.

By Feb. 15 the formal written ap­
praisal summary for staff with non­
continuing contracts will be received 
in the office of the assistan t 
superintendent of schools.

During the months of January and 
February, and by March 15, the ap 
praisal process will be concentrated 
on staff members with continuing 
contracts and will include sufficient 
conferences and observations to 
determine the progress being made 
on the performance objectives. Staff 
members will be observed and con­
ferences will be conducted in terms 
of the evaluation guidelines.

From March 15 to April 15, formal 
appraisal conferences will be held 
where the self-appraisal and 
evaluator's appraisals are discussed 
and the final reports will be 
prepared.

By June 1, either a formal ap­
praisal form containing both the self­
appraisal and the evaluator’s ap­
praisal and a final performance 
objectives report will be completed.

26.

The ECAC said the expulsion 
recommendation "would be lifted if. 
prior to the annual meeting, the 
respective institutions agree to 
notify the ECAC ol their intentions to 
cooperate and adhere to existing 
membership obligations.

“The Council's action results from 
a decision by the EAA to enter a con­
tractual agreem ent with a third par­
ty to televise EAA basketball games 
on Saturday and Sunday afternoons 
during  the  m onths of Ja n u a ry , 
February and March 1980...," an 
ECAC statem ent said.

It said this was "... in direct con­
flic t w ith an ex is tin g  c o n tra c t 
between the ECAC and TVS. This ac­
tion by the ECAC m em bers of the 
EAA jeopardized both contractual 
basketball television obligations 
engaged in by the conference and 
duly authorized negotiations by con­
ference officials '

The ECAC Executive Council deci­
sion was reached after hearing from 
M a s s a c h u s e t t s  a n d  R u tg e r s  
representatives who appealed for 
relief fronh sanctions previously im­
posed upon them by the ECAC In­
fractions Committee.

The ECAC membership will also 
be asked to co n sid er expelling

We won't go Into the merits 
of the bidding. Suffice to say 
that South has bid three 
notnimp and that West has 
opened the deuce of spades.

South ducks two spades, 
wins the third and can settle 
down for one bj; the simple 
expedient of playing clubs and

settling for four clubs, two 
hearts and the spade and dia­
mond aces.

If he is worth his salt, he 
will try to make his contract 
by going after diamonds. He 
leads a diamond at trick two 
and will romp home unless 
West makes the brilliant 
second-hand high play of the 
diamond queen. If West fails' 
to do that. South plays 
dummy's eight. If East takes 
his king. South will repeat the 
diamond finesse and score 
four diamond tricks. This plus 
a successful club finesse will 
be all he needs.

If East ducks, South aban­
dons diamonds, goes after 
clubs and scores four clubs, 
two diamonds, two hearts and 
a spade.

Now see what happens if 
West sticks in that diamond

3ueen. South can take 
ummy's ace, go after clubs 

and be down one. Or he can let 
West hold that trick with the 
intention of playing West for 
holding king-queen. He will 
then finesse diamonds, lose to 
the king and be at least two 
down since he will never score 
a diamond trick.

Social Security

Q. My wife and 1 will be 
65 later this year. How 
soon should we apply for 
our Social Security ben- 
fits?

A. You should apply for 
retirement benefits about 
two to three months before 
you plan to retire. That 
way, your claim can be 
processed in time for your 
payments to start when 
you stop working. In addi­
tion, you will have full 
protection under Medicare 
by applying before the 
month you are 65.

Q. Our daughter recent­
ly became eligible for 
Medicare because she has 
permanent kidney failure. 
We know Medicare will 
cover her dialysis and 
other major services. What 
services are not covered?

A. Some of the services 
Medicare does not cover 
are ambulance or other 
transportation costs to a 
facility for routing out­
p a tie n t  m a in te n a n c e  
dialysis; dialysis aides' 
services to assist in home 
dialysis, except under cer­
tain conditions; inpatient 
hospital and skilled nursing 
facility costs when the stay 
is soley for maintenance 
dialysis; and lodging costs 
when an outpatient dialysis 
facility is not near your 
home.

Q. I re c e iv e  AFDC 
payments for myself and 
my three children. My lit­
tle girl, 10, is blind. Can I 
get SSI payments for her?

A. Possibly. A child can­
not receive both SSI and 
AFDC paym ents. You 
must choose which one 
best fits her needs.

Q. My wife and I have 
been taking care of our 
grandson since his parents 
died two years ago. I will 
be re tir in g  in a few 
months. Can my grandson 
get Social Security benefits 
when I retire?

A. S o c ia l  S e c u r ity  
benefits can be paid to a 
worker's grandchild if the 
natural parents are dis­
abled or dead and the 
grandchild is living with 
and being supported by the 
grandparent. You win’nced 
proof that you are suppor­
ting your grandson. For 
more information, contact 
any Social Security Office.

Each chit is worth 30 
minutes sitting time.

Families who want to re­
tain their membership in 
the Morningside co-op 
after they move away can 
do so, Mrs. Martin said, as' 
long as they don’t join 
others.

Mrs. Curtis said most of 
the children "would rather 
go to a co-op house than 
have a sitter. I know a lady 
who has never paid a sitter

(because she uses the co­
op).’’

"I used a sitter once, but 
life is easier when I’m sil­
ting. When I watch other 
children, my kid loves it so 
much 1 feel I should have 
p a id  h e r ( th e  o th e r  
mother! the chits."

"I now know so many 
people, have so many 
friends, which is a direct

result of the co-op. One of 
the ladies became my best 
friend, our kids are best 
friends and we’ye done 
everything together.”

Providing it’s the right 
corner, put your ladder 
there. Right-handed people 
work better right to left 
and vice versa for lefties, 
the experts say.

Next, you do some 
measuring. For one thing, 
each sheet should be 3 in­
ches longer than the wall 
for spillover at the ceiling 
and the baseboard. Now, 
assume your wall covering 
is 27 inches wide. Measure 
26 inches onto the long wall 
from the comer and mark 
it with a pencil. That’s \  ^
where you’ll drop a plumb \^jVOCkWUrst 
line. You want the extra 
inch of paper to spill into 
the comer onto the short 
wail.

The plumb line ritual 
goes as follows; Call in 
Harry. Take a piece of 
string as long as the wail is 
high, put a weight on one 
end. chalk the string, climb 
the ladder at the pencil 
mark, hold the string and 
let the weight drop straight 
down from the ceiling 
along the wall. When the 
string stops jilting , tell 
Harry to pull it taut and 
snap it. The chalk will 
leave a s tra ig h t line 
against the wail.

’Thatline is where you 
align your first sheet of 
covering, so paste that

edge” and jam it against 
the paper where the ceiling 
and wall meet.

Now, starting at the 
center of the sheet as it 
floats over the window, 
make a diagonal cut with a 
scissor to the top righthand

corner of the window and 
another to the right-hand 
bottom corner. That cuts 
the window into three 
triangles of paper. Fhill 
back each triangle and 
with the smoothing brush 
fit the paper snugly against 
the molding of the window. 
Then cu t aw ay each  
triangle. You should be 
able to see the window 
again.

Hang the next sheet the 
same way — diagonals to 
the left -  and you’ve done 
the window and only have, 
say, 14 inches of wail left. 
But your paper is 27 inches

wide. So measure that 14- 
inch area at the ceiling, in 
the middle and at the 
baseboard. You may get 14 
inches on top, 14 inches in 
the middle and 15 inches at 
the bottom. In that case, 
cut a 15-inch wide sheet 
from the 27-inch sheet (the 
widest measurement) and 
hang it like the others in 
the 14-inch area, letting the 
irregular margin spill over 
on the next wall. Do in the 
spillage with your straight 
edge and razor.

What you’ve got left now 
is a 12-inch wide sheet. So 
measure 11 inches into the

new wall, drop a plumb 
line there and hang the 
sheet. Once you cut away 
the strip spilling into the 
old comer, you’ve covered 
one whole wall and then 
some, and should know 
your way around the room.

Only two points remain. 
The only time you start in 
the middle of a wall and 
work out is if you’re 
hanging a mural. And, the 
ex p erts  say , m arried  
couples should never put up 
wall covering together un­
less they have a very 
strong marriage or very 
thick walls.

REPORTS -  A salesper­
son has tried to get us in­
terested in a device that 
circulates hot air from the 
ceiling to the floor. Would 
this save energy in the 
winter?

D EA R R E A D E R  -  
Devices of the type you 
describe have been used 
successfully by industry, 
but they may not be of 
much use in your home. 
That's because they con­
serve energy only if there's 
a very large temperature 
difference between the 
floor and the ceiling and if 
the device circulates a lot 
of air.

We ran tests in private 
homes and found there is 
rarely a great difference 
between residential floor 
and ceiling temperatures. 
In addition, the two devices 
te s te d  by C onsum er 
Reports' engineers didn't 
circulate much air.

D EA R CON SUM ER 
RESPORTS -  Some cold 
c u ts  and w ie n e rs  I 
purchase contain an in­
gredient called "erythor- 
bate ' What is it?

DEAR READER -  By 
adding erythorbate — a 
c h e m ic a l re la te d  to 
vitamin C — manufac­
turers of cured meats can 
cut down on the added 
nitrites in their products.

Nitrites can react with 
other chemicals during 
cooking or digestion to 
form  can cer-in d u cin g  
nitrosamines in your body.

You should avoid making 
nitrite-containing foods a 
steady part of your diet.

Incidentally, the erythor­
bate, when combined with 
some n itrites, inhibits 
growth of the bacteria that 
form botulism toxin.

D EA R  CO N SU M ER 
REPORTS — My record 
club, which operates out of 
It^iana, has repeatedly 
charged me Indiana state 
sales tax even though I live 
in A labam a. D oesn 't 
federal law .protect me 
from  paying another 
state's taxes?

DEAR READER -  A 
Federal Trade Commis­
sion official says state 
sales tax problems are 
handled at the state level 
and that there are no 
applicable federal laws.

In your case, the agency 
to contact is the Alabama 
attorney general's office in 
Montgomery. A lawyer in 
that office told us that 
whether you have to pay 
another state's sales tax 
depends on what was 
spelled out in your agree­
ment with the record com­
pany.

D EA R  CO N SU M ER 
R EP O R T S — Can you 
recommend a good device 
that would make the trunk 
of my car more secure?

DEAR READER -  We 
tested an assortment of 
trunk security devices and 
judged them to be of little 
practical value. These 
were m etal-plate rein­
forcements mounted on the

desk lid around the trunk 
lock and attached with 
screws that had special 
“one-way” heads.

While m anufacturers 
claim the screws can be in­
stalled with an ordinary 
screwdriver but can't be 
easily removed. Consumer 
Reports’ engineers had no 
trouble removing them 
with other tools.

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Ways to Conserve Fuel Energy

West Virginia farmer 

Henry Biankenship, 63, is 
teaching his caives to pull 
plows and other farm 
machinery.

H ila riu s K eying, a 
former Iowa state senator, 
hooked his m ethane 
system to his chicken 
house so the chicken drop­
pings provide gas for direct 
heating and some genera­
tion of electricity on his 
farm.

Alan and D iane 
Zeithamer use 160-proof 
alcohol from their own still 
to run equipment and cut 
their reliance on gasoline 
on their farm outside 
Alexandria, Minn.

In New-Jersey, state 
legislative aide Monica 
Walsh, 27, moved 45 miles 
to a Trenton suburb, 
Hamilton, “ because I 
couldn't afford the eas" to 
drive from her old apart­
ment in Lakewood, and 
public tra n s it w asn’t 
available.

These are among the 
more unusual ways in 
w hich in d iv id u a l 
Americans arc conserving 
fuel energy. Many others 
resort to more conven­
tional methods such as: 

—Turning cooling ther­
mostats to higher settings 
in summer or heater ther­
m ostats to cooler in 
winter, or turning off air- 
conditioners altogether; 

-Car-pooling;
— T rad in g  down to 

smaller, more energy- 
efficient cars or riding 
bicycles, motorcycles or 
mopeds or walking to 
schools, jobs and stores for 
shopping;

—Adding insulation to 
their homes;

— Making fewer but 
longer business'trips;

—Switching to energy­
saving kitchen appliances.

—Some are cancelling 
vacations or vacationing 
closer to home;

A spot check by United 
Press International in­
dicates people’s motives 
are mainly economic. 
Patriotism, when it was 
mentioned at all, appeared 
to be incidental.

"I did it for the money 
but if the electricity I save 
really helps the country, 
then that’s all right, too,” 
said Ben Camarina, a 
Fresno, Calif,, sheet metal 
w o rk e r. C am arin a  
replaced his perfectly good 
home air-conditioning 
system with a device that 
cools by blowing air over 
water-soaked fiber pads.

He said the new system 
has cut his summer elec­
tricity bill from about $100 
a monti) !j 'ess than $60 
"because we vent from a 

three horsepower motor to 
a one-half hp motor.”

In Mount Holly, N.J., 
nursery school teacher Pat

Hill said:
’’Saving energy is good 

for the pocketbook, but 
that’s secondary as far as 
I’m concerned.'! personal­
ly feel we have to think 
about the other guy who 
might not be able to get 
energy.”

Mrs. Hill said she and 
her children, a 6th and a 
9th grader, plan to bicycle 
to and from classes this 
fall. She said the family 
keeps the therm ostat 
’’turned way down” in 
winter, and has bought 
more sweaters and a storm 
door for the front entrance 
to their house.

Try jogging
In Wichita, Kansas, Bob 

Hamilton, a music teacher 
at the state university, 
walks, jogs or bicycles two 
miles to his work. But his 
son, Gregg, 17, drives one 
mile to his part-time job 
because, the youth says, 
he’s embarrassed to bicy­
cle.

Hamilton and his wife, 
Bev, still use two cars, but 
reserve the gas-guzzling 
station wagon for short 
hauls and drive their small 
foreign compact on longer 
trips and when two trips 
coincide.

Farm er Blankenship, 
whose spread is near 
Wayne, W.Va., said he’s 
using animals “ the old 
way.

“The first thing you have 
to do is teach ’em how to 
stop,” he said, tapping a 
calf on the head with a 
stick . “ Once th ey ’re 
broken in all you have to do 
is talk to ’em.” 

Blankenship has also run 
a line from a pond above 
his farm to draw water by 
gravity for his livestock 
and garden.

”If people would live like 
I did when I was a boy, 
bring their children up in 
church, teach ’em right 
and do it right, it would 
eliminate about 90 percent 
of our trouble,” he said.

’’This younger genera­
tion doesn’t know how to 
drive a horse. ’They can’t 
take an axe and cut down a 
tree ... they can’t notch 
logs.

’’Education is fine, as 
long as we are going 
forward and the nation’s on 
the move. But when we all 
get an education and all we 
have to eat is what we can 
raise on little farms, we’ll 
be in trouble.”

Mrs. Rosemary Holt, a 
Salt Lake City housewife, 
says she’s going to replace 
her gas range with a new 
model that uses electric 
sparks instead of pilot 
lights. An estimated 30 per­
cent of the natural gas 
burned annually in the 
United States goes for pilot 
lights.

‘Tm  doing it partly to 
help solve the energy 
crisis, and partly because

my range is getting a little 
old and would need to be 
replaced soon anyway,” 
Mrs. Holt said.

Mrs. Barbara Simmons, 
a Memphis school teacher, 
tackled the food problem 
another way.

”We’re eating a lot of 
cold plates,” she said. Mrs. 
Simmons said she and her 
husband, Matthew, have 
cancelled two vacations to 
Atlanta this year because 
of the fuel shortage and 
have not thought about 
rescheduling. They’ve also 
set their air conditioner 
thermostat back to 78 
d e g re e s  F , the  
temperature now required 
for most public buildings.

Dave F ales , 26, an 
A lb u q u erq u e  land  
developer, has changed his 
travel habits, too.

” ... instead of driving 
back home from the 
development some days. 
I’m now staying over an 
extra day until I get the 
work done,” Fales said.

He added that he’s cut 
down on weekend fishing 
trips and tries to use fewer 
cars when relatives go 
along.

Louis B. Earle, a retired 
county assessor in Wichita, 
sees a different picture: ”I 
live on a well-traveled 
street, and the cars just go 
by here like nobody’s 
business with just one per­
son in them.”

When he had to make a 
trip to New Orleans a few 
months ago, Earle said he 
rode the train down and a 
bus back instead of driving.

He said his new car gets 
only about 19 mpg, so he 
compensates by driving 
less. And, “When I have to 
go downtown, I park my 
car in one place and ... 
walk everywhere.
G o o d  E x a m p le  

Earle wonders “ how 
Mrs. Carter got from place 
to place on her last tour? 
The average citizen tends 
to want to be patriotic and 
help out, but the govern­
ment has some obligation 
to set a good example.”

“We haven’t retreated at 
all in our cooking habits. If 
we want something fried, 
baked, ovenwise, we have 
it.

“This whole so-called 
c ritica l thing (energy 
crisis) is manufactured.
There is no reality to it at 
all,”

Stephan’s attitude about 
the situation is shared by 
Kay Thomas of Olympia,
Wash., but for a different 
reason. The high school 
vice principal thought he 
would get an income tax 
break when he replaced the 
older-model heat pump in 
his home last winter with a 
newer, more efficient 
appliance.

“ . . I found out later heat 
pumps were excluded,”
Thom as sa id , ’’That 
doesn’t make sense.”

He said if his family took 
a trip this summer, it 
would be “ to Canada 
because of the favorable 
exchange rate. Gasoline is 
also cheaper there and 
more readily available. We 
have two kids with driver’s 
licenses but we limit their 
mileage.”

When gasoline prices 
jumped recently in Bir­
mingham, Ala., jeweler 
Bobby Cisco figured out 
how to save money on his 
35-mile daily round trip to 
work in a mid-size car. He 
borrowed his girlfriend’s 
small foreign car.

Many persons questioned 
by UPI share the cynicism 
of H arry  B rick e r of 
Harrisburg, Pa., about es­
calating gas prices.

“I think part of it is in­
flation," Bricker said,
“part of it is the con­
nivance of the oil com­
panies and the largest part 
of it  is the  ad-_ 
ministration.”

Mrs. Debra Wilson of 
Los Angeles cut her 
family’s gasoline bill by 
putting one of the two 
family cars out of reach.
She drove it 75 miles to her 
parents’ mountain home, 
removed the wheels and 
stowed them in the tool 
shed . H er husband  
followed in their compact

shortage but, “I just don’t 
believe it’s as bad as they 
say it is.”

Still, he has to keep 
driving more than 25 miles 
to his job as a master 
mechanic for a paper com­
pany. So he traded his 
American convertible for 
an American compact that 
uses 10-12 gallons of gas­
oline a week, compared 
with about 35 for the bigger 
car,

Darlene Kauffman's re­
cent experience driving 
cross country from Califor- 
nia to h e r hom e in 
Harrisburg, Pa., confirms 
Keezer’s belief.

“I really hesitated and 
thought about flying and 
shipping the car,” Ms. 
Kauffman told UPI. “But I 
talked to' AAA and they 
said I wouldn’t have trou­
ble finding gas. I didn’t 
have any trouble. ”

Sbe thinks whatever gas 
crisis exists stems from 
“political problems outside 
the country. Like OPEC 
holding out on us.”

In the Buffalo, N.Y., sub­
urb of Cheektowaga, Leo 
Kazukiewicz said he scored 
points with his automobile 
d e a le r  em p lo y e r  by 
suggesting they turn off 
three out of four rows of 
lights in the showroom 
during the day.

“Last Sunday I walked to 
church for the first time in 
y e a rs ,” Kazukiewicz 
added. “ It’s only seven 
blocks but I figure I saved 
a half-gallon of gas.

In northern Wisconsin, 
the Peter Dohertys, of 
Superior, added a wood 
conversion unit to their gas 
furnace and are using wood 
from 200 acres they own. 
They a lso  pu t up a 
clothesline, “ We’re not 
using our gas dryer any 
more,” Doherty said.

’ Housewife Susan Randell 
of Carv, N.C., has turned in 
her electric can opener to 
the State Utilities Commis­
sion as a symbol of her 
f a m ily ’s e f f o r ts  to 
eliminate unnecessary use 
of electricity. Mrs. Randell 
made the gesture during 
the commission’s hearings 
into the sta te ’s future 
power needs. The can 
opener was filed as an 
exhibit.

Watch Out 
For Salt

Take a hard look at your 
saltshaker. Health scien­
tists say about one-tenth 
teaspoon of salt (or about 
230 milligrams) is all the 
average person needs dai­
ly-

R esearch ind icates, 
however, that Americans 
average two teaspoons of 
salt a day. ’That’s too much 
— especially for those suf­
fering from high blood 
p re s su re  or h e a r t  
problems.

Many people still must 
learn that they need not 
sacrifice eating pleasure 
by switching to salt-free or 
low-salt foods.

For ex am p le , the 
American Spice Trade 
Association provides a 
re c ip e  pam phle t of 
excellent salt-free dishes.

The herbed meatloaf is 
particularly good. Instead 
of salt, it uses basil leaves, 
thyme and onion Hakes as 
seasoning.

Also outstanding are 
herbedswirled breads that 
use parsley flakes, onion 
powder, marjoram leaves, 
rosem ary leaves and 
sesame seed instead of 
salt.

Lemons can also add 
flavor to low-salt diets. If 
you enjoy oysters on the

half shell, for example, try 
a drop or two of lemon 
juice on each oyster.

”rhat is arhong the 118 
recipes in the new book, 
’”The Compleat Lemon” 
(H olt, R in eh art and 
Winston, $6.05), by Chris 
Casson and Susan Lee. All 
stress the inimatable 
flavor that lemons can give 
anything from appetizers 
to desserts. And lemons 
are a great way to cut 
down the desire tor extra 
salt.

The book stresses the af­
finity between fish and 
lemon. It also gives recipes 
for using lemon in drinks. 
It’s ideal summer reading.

Many producers of junk 
foods use large quantities 
of salt to enhance flavor. 
Often they state on their 
labels that they use salt but 
do not give the amount. It’s 
important for a person on a 
low-salt diet to have that 
information.

In W ashington, the 
Center for Science in the 
P u b lic  I n te r e s t  has 
petitioned the Food and 
Drug Administration to 
require manufacturers to 
state how much salt is used 
in each product. ”rhe peti­
tion has been endorsed by 
19 s e n a to rs  and 52 
representatives.

The center also urges 
that foods high in salt be 
labeled ’’highly salted,” 
with a p ic tu re  of a 
saltshaker warning con­
sumers of high salt con­
tents.
