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State police platoons replace sector system

system that has been in operation for 
almost three years has been replaced 
by the platoon system of policing.

Lt Paul Guillot. commanding of­
ficer of Colchester State Police

Troop K barracks, said, "After a 
close evaluation, the decision was 
made to retrun to the platoon system 
of policingv"

Lt. Guillot said, “We found the pla­
toon system used by the rest of the 
state closely met our needs and it has 
more flexibility in the use of man- 
Dower and better supervison in use of

the men.”
The sector system went Into effect 

in this area in January IVTt. Bolton, 
Andover, Hebron and Columbia com- 
prl»(d the north sector that was 
headM by Sgt. Anthony Kalkus.

There were four sector police 
teams covering the towns under the 
jurisdiction of Trooo K. The sector

ponce covered their towns on a 24 
hour basis.

The sector system of policing 
received praise from town officials, 
businesses and residents while It was 
in operation and crime In the area, as 
proven by statistics, declined.

Bolton First Selectman Henry 
Ryba said he was "disappointed” 
b ^ u s e  he though the sector system 
was “terrific.”

Ryba said he was told the police 
coverage wouldn't be any different 
under the platoon system than It was 
under the sector system.

He said apparently ours was the 
only area In the whole sector in

which sector policing worked. He 
said, “It worked out fine here but not 
in the other areas."

Lt. Guillot said under the sector 
system the same group of men 
worked the same area but under the 
platoon system the men could work 
in any of the towns covered by the 
Colchester barracks.

He said Initially the men would 
learn the entire area and then would 
probably be assigned to basically the 
same area.

Lt. Guillot said, “There's absolute­
ly no question all the towns will 
receive basically the same service as 
before.”

He said each town would have a lia- 
slon with the troop “to facilitate any 
problems that may arise and to 
enhance relations" between the 
police and the town.

Sgt. Kalkus will be the liaslon 
between Bolton and Troop K.

In February 1979, Bolton residents 
approved spending 92,700 for 
renovations to the Community Hall 
fireplace room so it could be used by 
the sector police, resident state 
trooper, town treasurer and a 
meeting room.

Ryba said the facility would still be 
used by the state police.

VKR.NON — The Town of Vernon 
is being asked, by the Citizens 
Alliance for a Safe Environment, to 
join and support the group in its fight 
against a Texas firm to install a 
hazardous materials waste dump in 
Enfield

The alliance is a non-profit 
organization formed by a group of 
concerned citizens representing 
residents of Enfield and East Wind­
sor because the proposed site is par­
tially in each of these two towns.

The firm, Browning-Ferris Inc. of 
Houston. I'exas. has secured options 
on some 700 acres of land and the 
alliance contends the firm solicited 
options from property owners under 
the guise of a proposed industrial 
park

They said an information leak on 
Nov 18 confirmed that the site was a

locatiw of a proposed hazardous 
matenals waste dump. They said 
that members of the Texas firm and 
representatives of Regional Proper­
ties Inc. said the reason people were 
misled was to give them time to 
"lock up" all the land options they 
were interested in. "Had they dealt 
honestly they would not have 
succeed^ in their deals." Michael S 
Scaizo. president of the alliance said.

In a period of two davs. the alliance 
solicited more than 10.000 citizens 
supporting its cause They contend 
that the property in question is in the 
middle of a heavy residential area: 
within one mile of two schools; 
within 500 feet of a public water supp­
ly; within one-half mile of the 
Connecticut River and within two 
miles of the Scantic River; within a 
flood hazard area; within lakes and

ponds areas and an historic district; 
and within a wildlife area.

In the letter to the Vernon Council, 
Scaizo said the Texas firm has 
already started soil testing and that 
firm officials have said they will 
proceed construction upon successful 
completion of these tests.

"■This appears to be a typical case 
of a large corporation prostituting a 
small town. Numerous accusations 
have been made relevant to state 
collusion at the EPA and executive 
level." Scaizo said.

The alliance is urging the support of 
the Vernon Town Council in assisting 
the group to stop this threat. “We are 
in agreement that facilities of this 
type are necessary, but we feel the 
minimum requirements for locating 
such a facility should be followed and 
administered." Scaizo said

MANCHESTER — Schoolchildren 
welcomed this morning's snowstorm 
and commuters found travel easier- 
than-expected. but forecasters 
warned the worst is yet to come from 
a winter storm named. Nick.

Snow began falling in Monday’s 
early  evening hours but most 
residents went to bed wondering 
when the anicipated storm would hit. 
Again this morning, commuters were 
bracing for the brunt of a storm 
which forecasters say could pile up to 
12 inches of white powder.

State police reported only a hand­
ful of minor accidents as a result of 
the storm. “They're finally learning 
to drive in the stuff," a state police 
spokesperson  sa id . T roopers 
reported no tie-ups from the storm 
this morning. In fact, the only two 
morning accidents in the Greater 
Hartford area occurred after rush- 
hour traffic.

The state Department of Transpor­
tation began calling in crews at 7 
p.m. Monday, and a spokesperson 
this morning said the men were still 
on the job. With most of the state's 
major roads cleared, crews were 
busy pushing snow from shoulders 
and placing finishing touches to the 
storm's first clean-up operation.

In all, the Transportation Depart­
ment sent 827 trucks across Connec­

ticut to plow and sand major roads 
through the night. Most highways 
were reported “bare and wet” by 
mid-morning

James Larson, storm monitor for 
the Transportation Department's 
•Storm Operations Center, said 
“We re expecting the precipitation 
will begin again later in the day. 
whether or not it will be the worst 
part, we'll have a wait and see at­
titude."

In Manchester the town Highway 
Department reported the majority of 
the town's roads had been cleared 
without incident. Fred Wajes, 
superintendent, said the snow 
removal was “going w ell"

The Highway Department was 
spared the problems which bungled 
the clean-up following the Nov. 17 
storm. Officials and contractors 
were caught by surprise when the 
season’s first snow fell. Since then 
Wajes said the department has hired 
additional contractors and brought 
on a few more men.

Wajes, noting the discrepencies 
which were appearing in storm 
forecasts as the morning wore on, 
said he was “listening to reports that 
say no snow. "

The National Weather Service had 
extended a winter storm warning 
into the early evening, predicting ac­

cumulations of 5-to-lfl inches 
Officials also warned of hazardous 

driving conditions during the evening 
rush-hours With temperatures not 
expected to surpass the 30 degree 
mark, officials feared dangerous 
layers of ice might cover many 
highways

Manchester and Vernon police said 
things were pretty quiet so far during 
this storm. 'They said they feel people 
were more prepared and therefore, 
more cautious.

They said they investigated a one- 
car roll-over on Bolton Road that 
happened shortly after midnight and 
a few other minor accidents 

State Police said there was a minor 
accident in Hebron but that was 
before last night's snow started and 
other then that there were a lot of 
''fender-benders " but nothing 
serious.

Coventry Police said they in­

Cancer claims The Colonel
Opec hikes price 10%

LOUISVILLE, Ky (U P Ii -  
Colonel Harland Sanders, the founder 
of the Kentucky Fried Chicken em­
pire. died today at Louisville s 
Jewish Hospital, a K F^pokesm an

Sanders was 98^ears old and was 
suffering i m m  leukem ia and 
pneumonia '

John Cox, a spokesman for KFC, 
said Sanders died at 7:40 a m. E.ST 
with his doctor at his bedside

Sanders had been hospitalized 
since ‘Nov 7 and recently had been 
reported in deteriorating condition

Sanders entered the hospital last 
month with bladder and kidney infec­
tions and responded well lo treat­
m ent but he la te r  developed 
pneum onia and his condition  
deteriorated steadily beginning Nov 
14

The colonel, whose double- 
breasted white suit, white hair and 
goatee made him an internationally 
known symbol, spent some lime ear­
ly this year in the hospital with a rare 
type of leukemia, which physicians 
were treating successfully

Col. Sanders
He left the hospital near the end of 

that treatment and returned to his 
home at Shelbyville, 30 miles east of

Louisville, when he got "hungry for 
some of my wife's cooking, " Cox said 
at the time.

Long after his wavy hair turned 
white, Sanders began a new career 
which would make him known arovnd 
the world: frying chickens

At the age of 66 — after stints as a 
soldier, steamboat operator, railroad 
fireman and restaurateur — Sanders 
decided to franchise his "finger 
lickin' good " recipe of 11 herbs and 
spices.

The economics of need, rather than 
hope for great success, dictated the 
decision: a new super-highway 
planned in southeast Kentucky would 
bypass his restaurant in Corbin and 
likely would siphon off his tourist 
trade

Sanders packed a 50-pound can of 
Reasoning into his car and headed off 
on his first venture to franchise his 
secret recipe for Kentucky Fried 
Chicken.

"Let me cook chicken for you_and 
your staff." Sanders told restaurant 
operators. "If you like the 
tastes I'll sell you my

Congress races for door
WASHI.NGTON (UPI) -  The 96th

come in routine fashion later in the 
day in the Senate and House

The fall of the gavel on the 96th 
Congress will end 26 years of ab­
solute dominance of Congress by 
Democrats as Republicans prepare 
to take control of the Senate in 
January

The key to adjournm ent was 
passage of a continuing resolution to 
fund those departments and agencies 
that have not received their fiscal 
1981 allocations through June 5 
■ Passage of the resolution in the 
House came shortly after midnight —

the hour at which the departments 
and agencies ran out of money The 
Senate followed hours later 

A ssis tan t S e n a te  R ep u b lican  
leader Ted Stevens, who discounted 
reports that some of the agencies 
could not open their doors this mor­
ning, was one of the GOP senators 
who dragged the proceedings out to 
the very end

"1 believe those doors will open, " 
Stevens told his short-tempered

three

Of the six people wounded, one 
restaurant employee remained in 
critical condition today.

"What in the name of God kind of 
monster could have done a thing like 
this?" asked Police Lt. Glenn Acker­
man. "It 's  totally out of the realm of 
the kind of behavior that civilized 
people can even contemplate."

Ackerman Monday released com­
posite drawings of the two killers — 
both black men in their 20s — and the 
P o lic e  D ep a rtm en t issu ed  a 
nationwide dragnet for the suspects.

"There are  no sa n ctu a rie s ,"  
warned Ackerman. "There are no 
safe places."

Officials of the restaurant chain, a 
division of Marriott, said they had in­
creased security at several locations 
but they did not d e ta il what 
precautions were being taken.

MANCHESTER -  An 

industrial waste study, the 
first In the state, began last 
week in Manchester, with 
town officials hoping to 
p rove su sp ic io n s  th e  
burden co n trib u te s  to 
sewage overloading.

A Department of E n­
vironm ental P rotection 
spokesman said the study, 
to conclude this month, 
was requested by town of­
f i c ia l s .  T he o f f ic ia ls  
believe industrial waste 
hampers the treatm ent 
facility and contributed to 
the D EP ordered sewer 
moratorium.

On O c t .  8 D E P  
su sp ended  a d d itio n a l 
sewer connections, but un­
til the town's appeal is 
heard the ruling has no 
effect.

D E P, prompted by a 
local law firm, declared 
the moratorium because 
according to its figures the 
plant was overloaded. DEP 
spokesman claim the plant 
operates at an average of 8 
million gallons of sewage a 
gi^onth instead  of the 
planned capacity of 6.7 
m i l l i o n  g a l l o n s .  
Manchester officials dis­
pute these figures, and the 
appeal date is Jan. 19

Wesley Winterbottom, 
D E P sanitary engineer, 
said the "pre-treatm ent 
program" will eventually 
be conducted in every com­
munity. But Manchester 
officials urged the study 
here to help resolve the 
moratorium dispute.

The federally and state 
funded program involves 
gathering water samples 
and testing for industrial 
discharge. Samples will be 
t a k e n  f r o m  a l l  but  
minimally polluted water. 
Winterbottom could not 
identify the number of 
local com panies to be 
tested yet.

But he added the survey 
would also check whether 
the companies have valid 
discharge permits.

Tripp intimated the issue would 
soon be considered, noting that the 
town Liaison Committee — with 
representatives from both the town 
and the d i s t r i c t  — has al so 
recommended town action.

Gordon Lassow. district president, 
mentioned that Manchester is not 
alone with its 911 problems. Lassow, 
who recently returned from an 
extended stay in Florida, said com­
munities across the ebuntry are 
g r a p p l i n g  wi th p r o b l e m s  of* 
procedure and legal responsibility.

The district directors appointed 
fellow-Director Clarence Allain to 
research the 911 service and report 
back to the board. Allain will meet 
with both town and district officials, 
as well as members of the Liaison 
Committee.

One suggestion which might be 
considered came from Lassow, who 
wondered if dispatch procedures had 
been written down. When told they 
hadn't been, Lassow said he would 
like to see the job done.

Common sense
The face of econom ic  

problems and high unemploy­
ment, does it make sense to 
require en v iron m en ta l-  
regulations so stringent that 
"200 to 300 plants" might be 
forced to close?

By an 8-0 vote, the U S. 
Supreme Court ruled recent­
ly that the environmental 
protection agency does not 
have to relax water pollution 
standards for companies that 
cannot afford the expensive 
correction equipment.

The high tribunal reversed 
a lower court decision which 
held that EPA must take a 
plant's economic condition 
into account when deciding 
whether to grant exceptions 
to the industry-wide pollution 
standard.

Congress anticipated that

the 1977 regulation would 
cause economic hardship and 
plant closings," said the 
Supreme Court ruling written 
by Justice Byron White. “The 
question ... is not what a 
court thinks is generally ap­
propriate to the regulatory 
process; it is what Congress 
in t e n d e d  for  t h e s e  
regulations."

News d ispatches have 
brought out that before 
passing the clean water stan­
dard. Congress ordered EPA 
to do a cost-benefit analysis. 
In that same report. White 
noted in his  d e c i s i o n .  
Congress conceded that 200 to 
300 plants might close.

Given that possibility and 
the Supreme Court's inter­
pretation of the law. the 
regulation cries out for

amendment.

A good law deals justly 
with the people and protects 
their rights as it applies 
regulatory limitations. When 
the rules im pose costs  
prohibitive to company sur­
vival — particularly on the 
scale Congress considered 
possible — then the law­
makers ought to take another 
look.

Just this year in Utah, 
Geneva Works of U S. Steel 
Corp. barely escaped the ax 
when EPA made concessions

to earlier regulatory air- 
water demands which cor­
poration officials said would 
h a v e  m a d e  t h e  p l a n t  
economically unviable.

The settlement was made 
after more than three years 
of negotiations and con­
troversy. Geneva employees 
— indeed many segments of 
Utah valley community — 
rose in support of the plant, 
whose closing would have 
cost some 5,000 industry jobs 
plus serious side effects to 
the local economy.

Naturally everyone wants 
the cleanest air and cleanest 
water attainable under given 
conditions. But when a law 
causes economic injustice 
and threatens jobs and 
payrolls — in times of reces­
sion or otherwise — it 
deserves to be questioned.

People don’t covet en­
vironmental purity achieved 
by closing plants

Need for Harmony

Big Labor has just turned 25
It IS a quarter o( a century now 

since American labor s two feuding 
houses, the American Federation of 
Labor and the Congress of Industrial 
Organizations, became one. Already 
inside the new conglomerate were af­
filiate unions representing most of 
th e '^ rg a n iz e d  portion of the 
American work force The expecta­
tion back then in 1955 was that most 
of the organizable remainder in due 
course also would be brought in

Expectations, however have a way 
of failing to become reailities in this 
imperfectly organized world The 
fact that so little is being made of the 
anniversary, even by Big Labor 
Itself, says something about the 
realities of the 1980s

The AFL-CIO is undeniably a force 
in today's America — economically, 
socially and politically But it is not 
the dominating force that many in­
siders hoped It would become and 
some outsiders feared it might It 
does not today dominate even 
American labor, numerically or — 
m ore  s ig n if i c a n t ly  -  in 
organizational activity

Instead ot doubting in short order 
Its 1955 membership of some 15 
million, as one ol the founding 
fathers, the late Walter Keuther of 
the I'nited Auto Workers, pledged, 
the AFL-CIO has lost members, 1 4 
million of them The decline is even 
more pronounced in terms of percen­
tages Where in 1955 the .AFL-CIO 
represented 23 percent ol the total 
national work lorce. today it ac­
counts for 13 percent ol a vastly 
expanded force

Much ol today's lorce - more than 
100 million workers - is unorganized 
and quite possibly unorganizable at 
least according to prevailing 
patterns The much-discussed 
g o v e rn m e n t -d i re c te d  rein- 
dustrialization ot the American 
economy actually has been under 
way on its own lor years It is oc­
curring in technology-intensive 
areas, where small enterprises need 
fewer empbjyees with highly 
specialized otten exotic skills More

than 60 percent of new jobs opening 
up are now in businesses employing 
fewer than 20 w orkers  .Not 
promising union territory 

But even where labor does invite 
organization, the federation has been 
losing ground to newer unions 
growing along with such expanding 
areas of the economy as services, 
where more than 5 4 million jobs 
have opened up in the last decade 

This expanding job market is 
heavily white collar But the AFL- 
CIO until very recently had little in­
terest in and less time for what was 
happening to the labor structure out­
side the blue-collar oldline heavy in­
dustries in which it had gathered Its 
strength over much ol a century 
preceding unification but which are 
now in decline When and if the 
American auto and steel industries 
recover their viability it will be as 
much leaner, robotized operations 
with no further use for the worker ar­
mies ol the past j

One ol th e  c o n s o l id a t e d  
federation's initial strengths — the 
personal administrative talents and 
powerful personality of George 
Meany — became a weakness over 
the long years of his presidency 
I'nder Meanv, the AFL-CIO became.

in Ruether's words, "the custodian of 
the status quo." In 1968. his Auto 
Workers pulled out

Meany did not relinquish his iron 
grip until 1979, shortly before his 
death at 85 His successor and 
veteran apprentice. Lane Kirkland, 
from the start made clear that some 
changes were going to be made 
Already he has taken- what would 
have been a revolutionary step under 
Meany in naming a woman to the 
AFL-CIO F^xecutive Council, the first 
in the 35-member governing body's 
history Women are the fastest 
growing category of the labor force, 
and one in every five union members 
IS a woman

Kirkland, a low-key inside operator 
who cuts a much less flamboyant 
public figure than his predecessor, 
has also opened negotiations on 
returning strays such the Auto 
Workers and the expelled Teamsters 
to the fold and signing on a 
heavyweight, the Cnited Mine 
Workers, that was never in

It's a start But there is still a very 
long way to go in making up for a 
quarter of a century ol status quo 
that has cut Big Labor down to less 
than impressive size .

To the editor:
We are writing in response to an in­

cident which occurred several weeks 
ago involving a black student at St. 
James School. This student was 
assaulted while walking through 
Center Park. He was punched, 
pushed to the ground and had his 
jacket torn. The reason for the 
assault, according to his two white 
attackers, was "because we don’t 
like blacks in Manchester." We have 
refrained from speaking out until 
now in order to allow the police to 
conduct their investigation. But now 
something needs to be said.

When any person is unable to walk 
safely on our streets or in our parks, 
our community has a problem. But 
when people are threatened because 
of the color of their skin, then we 
have a bigger problem. This incident, 
and other recent incidents in our 
town, seem to point to a growing 
problem for Manchester. It appears 
that some people in our community 
see It as being acceptable to harass 
black people in -Manchester. Some 
segments of our town apparently 
believe it is not a problem if they 
voice anti-black (and therefore 
racist) sentiments or if they engage 
in racially directed violence.

The citizens of Manchester take 
pride in their independence, especial­
ly from the federal government. But 
the citizens of Manchester need to 
rem em ber that while we can 
w ith d raw  from  g o v e rn m en t 
programs, we cannot withdraw from 
the fundamental principles which our 
government and nation stand for — 
namely, equality and justice for all 
people If we do not want "big 
government" running our town, we 
have to prove that we can handle our 
own problems in a manner which 
promotes the principles on which our 
nation was founded.

In light of what seems to be an at­
mosphere of rising racial tension in

oqr town, strong action needs to be 
taken. The people of our community 
who are against racism need to speak 
out. We need to tell the people who 
have read about these racial in-< 
cidents that Manchester is not a 
racist community.

We need to speak 
out in favor of strong measures and 
programs to combat racism. We 
need to demand swift and stringent 
penalities for those who commit acts 
of racial violence in our community.

. we’ve all experienced the hurt of its 
reality. ’The important thing is have 
we experienced the cleansing feeling 
of forgiveness to that person who has 
inflicted the hurt?

Kisginger's alleged ^near-treason  ̂ shattered chance of post

WASHINGTON -  To the relief of 
many people — from libera l 
D em o cra ts  to c o n se rv a tiv e  
Republicans — Henry Kissinger will 
probably have no official position in 
Ronald Reagan s administration

But thanks to his continuing sup­
port in Republican circles, including 
steadfast endorsement by former 
President Gerald 
Ford, the char­
ming, German- 
born ex-Harvard 
p ro fesso r may 
still have power­
ful influence in 
th e  new
Republican 
regime

One of the mam reasons Kissinger 
was considered a poor chance for 
nomination as Reagan's secretary of 
state is the distinct possibility that 
his confirmation hearings in the 
Senate would touch off a political 
bloodbath that the incoming presi­
dent doesn’t need.

.And one of the reasons that a 
Kissinger confirmation hearing could 
lead to such an explosion is his 
mysterious meeting with Soviet Am­

bassador Anatoly Dobrynin on April 
II. 1977 -  less than three months 
after Jimmy Carter moved into the 
White House Reagan’s advisers are 
worried about that meeting — and 
with good reason

Kissinger has never said what went 
on at the session The only account of 
what might have been said was con­
tained in a cable from the Soviet Em­
bassy to t^S'Kremlin The six-page 
cable was tflmed-cjver to the CIA by 
Its lop agent in Moscow.ya’ Russian 
whose code-name was "Trigon."

According to Dobrynin’s cable, 
Kissinger told hinq Carter’s SALT II 
proposal was unacceptable, had mis­
interpreted the Soviet position and 
should be rejected by the Russians. 
Kissinger also told the Soviet am­
bassador. according to the still- 
secret cable, that Carter’s policy on 
human rights merely showed the 
naivete and weakness of the new 
president and his national security 
adviser, Zbigniew Brzezinski.

In addition, according to the ultra­
secret cable, Kissinger told Dobrynin 
('V still had some sources on the 
.Naiiv,'.ui Security Council, and fully 
expected  to s tay  c u rre n t on 
developments within that agency 
that would be of interest to the

Soviets
If the Dobrynin cable was authen­

tic — and accurate — it constituted 
evidence of near-treason against the 
former secretary of state.

The Carter administration treated 
the Dobrynin cable as if it were 
radioactive Brzezinski. when told 
about it by CIA chief Stansfield 
Turner, reportedly said something to 
the effect of, "My God, this is 
political dynam ite '" He ordered its 
dissemination heavily restricted. In­
credibly, the microfilmed copy of the 
cable disappeared

There was a hitch to the dynamite 
cable, however It was the last 
transmission the CIA got from 
Trigon before he was arrested by the 
KGB. So some experts believe t ^ t  it 
was a deliberate piece of disinforma­
tion cooked up by the Kremlin. 
Forgeries are old stuff for the Rus­
sian secret service.

What worries the CIA is that such 
forgeries must have the approval of 
the Politburo itself, and thus indicate 
a significant political move by the 
Kremlin. If the Dobrynin cable was 
indeed a fake — sent out after Trigon 
had been compromised — it points to 
a hostility toward SALT II from the 
highest level of the Soviet govern­

ment. It showed a willingness by the 
Kremlin to discredit not only 
Kissinger, but the very able Soviet 
ambassador as well.

The CIA’s deputy chief of counter­
intelligence was ordered to submit 
an "operational analysis" on the 
Dobrynin cable. Sources told my 
associate Dale Van Atta that the CIA 
official’s report concluded that what 
Kissinger had done "bordered on 
treason”

The report was pigeonholed by the 
White House. Its au thor was 
removed from his headquarters post 
and transferred overseas.

It is skeletons like these in 
Kissinger’s closet that kept the 
Reagan people from natning the 
former secretary to a post that 
would require Senate confirmation.

Gelling res|H>niri A man named 
Chandler Collins in Palm Springs, 
Calif., has figured out a way to get a 
rise out of the bureaucrats in 
Washington: Just act like a mail­
order book club.

Collins heads the International 
P ro tection  Service, which he 
describes as a "freelance covert 
group" with somewhere between SO 
and 300 members. For weeks he sent 
the White House and the State

Department letters outlining his 
plans for a private rescue mission 
that would free the American 
hostages in Iran. No response.

So in early October, Collins wrote 
the State Department’s Iran Working 
Group that he interpreted its lack of 
response as "tacit approval." The 
private rescue mission would com­
mence shortly.

’That did it. Collins got a telephone 
call and a letter and an even more 
persuasive visit from his friendly 
neighborhood FBI office — all to the 
effect that his interpretation was 
dead wrong. His private rescue effort 
was not approved, and would in fact 
be frowned upon.

Collins graciously canceled the

operation , but says h e ’s still 
available on a freelance basis to 
io ive  any n a tio n a l or g lobal 
problems.

tlul-ralr clearanrp: Nepotism Is a 
budgetary bonus at the CIA when it 
comes to summer jobs. ’The young 
people who tend to get hired for go­
fer jobs during the vacation season 
are children of CIA employees. As an

agency source explained: “Even the 
m ost m enial joh a t Langley  
(headquarters) requires a security 
investigation. Why spend |1,000 for 
an 16-year-old to get cleared, when 
the children of employees have 
already been investigated?"
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Japan gears for major earthquake
TOKYO (U P D -T he  big 

one is coming — no one 
doubts that — and Tokyo is 
relying on com puters, 
microwave relays and cat­
fish to foretell the next 
major earthquake.

Sitting atop one of the 
w o rld ’s m ost a c tiv e  
seismic faults, Japan is 
p ro b a b ly  th e  m o s t 
earthquakq-conscious na­
tion on earth.

About 10,000 seismic 
movements are recorded 
each year in Japan, one- 
tenth of the world’s total. 
Seismologists say about 1.- 
000 of the tremors are

strong enough to be felt by 
humans.

While waiting for the 
bone-rattling tremors that 
could signify the "big 
one,” the Japanese have 
ta k e n  e la b o r a te  
precautions in hopes of 
minimizing damage and 
casualties.

In schools, earthquake 
drills a re  routine and 
p a re n ts  a re  asked to 
provide padded cotton 
headcovers that otherwise 
double as seat cushions.

Street posters remind 
housewives to turn off 
stoves before running out

of their homes when an 
earthquake is felt. Road 
signs point pedestrians 
toward "safe places" — 
usually open parks and 
school compounds.

On the second floor of the 
government’s 
Meteorological Agency In 
central Tokyo, computers 
b lin k  in c e s s a n t ly ,  
r e g i s t e r in g  s e is m ic  
movements and analyzing 
them for clues to the 
timing of the next powerful 
quake.

"We will never miss that 
o n e ,” said Dr. Hldeo 
Watanabe, the top govern­

ment seismologist. He 
shoulders responsibility for 
alerting the nation to the 
"big one," expected to 
register at least 8 on the 
open-ended Richter Scale.

Japan's 1923 quake, later 
computed at 8.3, destroyed 
m o s t of T okyo and 
Yokohama, and killed an 
estimated 200,000 people.

The 8.2 quake that hit 
northern China in 1978 
killed 242,000 people and 
seriously injured 164,000, 
according to government 
figures.

To head off disasters of 
that magnitude. Watanabe

said Japan has "the most 
advanced  ea rth q u ak e  
prediction system in the 
world."

I t s  n e tw o rk  of 
microwave stations, linked 
to computer-operated sen­
s o r s ,  m e a s u re s  th e  
slightest changes in the 
e a r t h ’s g r a v i ty
magnetism, water level 
and crust movement.

Under a system worked 
out last year by the govern­
ment, the prime minister 
will issue a national war­
ning when Watanabe’s in­
struments tell him there 
are signs of a major quake.

The thrill not money, prompts search for wrecks
SAND SPRINGS, OkU. (UPI) -  A 

S2-year-old re tired  oil Induftry  
executive says he knows where to 
look for one of Christopher Colum­
bus' ship and possibly the first settle­
ment In the New World and a fortune 
In gold.

Bill DeGeer, who has spent much 
of his life reading ships' logs and 
studying maps of the Caribbean, is so 
sure he knows the location of the San­
ta Maria, one of three ships in 
Cktlumbus’ voyage to the New World, 
he is organizing an expedition to the 
island of Hispaniola. .

If DeGeer succeeds in raising the 
$1 million needed for the expedition, 
it will start in his backyard.

‘T v e  ju st finished building a 
sa ilboa t a t  m y place on Lake 
K e y s to n e , ” th e  la n d - lo c k e d  
Oklahoman said. “ I plan to truck It 
(the sailboat) to the Port of Catoosa' 
(near Tulsa) and then sail down the 
Arkansas Navigation Channel to the 
Mississippi and then out into the Guif 
(of Mexico).”

DeGeer says he was sailing a boat 
in the Caribbean years ago when he 
first became fascinated with the 
history of the area and the lure of 
sunken Spanish galleons.

"Everybody starts out skin diving 
and then goes to scuba,” he said. 
"The next thing you know you’re 
looking for sunken wrecks. Some 
years ago, when I was in the hospital, 
I read a translation of Columbus’ log. 
That got me started on my search.” 

DeGeer compares his search to a 
"detective novel, where the detec­
tive and reader has to put all the 
clues together to solve the mystery.” 

"The chances of finding anything 
really valuable are rem ote,” he said. 
"I have no problem signing papers 
with the United States government or 
the Haitian or Dominican Republic 
governments turning everything over 
to them. It's  not the money — it's Just 
the thrill of finding it.”
DeGeer believes the remaining of the 
Santa Maria are on a coral reef off 
the northern coast of Haiti. Haiti and

the Dominican Republic share the 
island of Hispaniola.

Explorers recently reported they 
have found the remains of the Pinta, 
a second Columbus ship, near the 
Bahama Islands, about 700 miles 
from Haiti.

DeGeer, however, is skeptical 
about the reports. He questions the 
discovery of lead cannon ball a t the 
site because Columbus' ships "used 
stone shot.”

“ I'm  not to say it’s not the Pinta, 
but the reports I've read leave a lot 
of questions,” DeGeer said.

The Santa M aria, flagsh ip  of 
Columbus’ tiny fleet, ran aground on 
a reef off the Haitian coast in 1492 
and after constructing a fort, the 
first recorded European settlement 
in the Western Hemisphere, the crew 
was left behind while the other two 
ships continued on, DeGeer says. 
When Columbus returned from Spain 
with even more ships a year later, he 
found the se ttle m e n t had been 
destroyed by natives.

The exact site of the settlement 
has never been determined, although 
historians agree on the general area.

While working as an oil company 
execu tive  in the  M iddle E as t, 
DeGeer had opportunities to study 
and examine original documents, 
maps and logs from  Columbus' 
voyages. In Saville, Spain, he had a 
chance to research Catholic Church 
archives relating to Spain's conquest 
of the New World.

"The Catholic Church was one of 
the most prolific records keeper,” he 
said. "Most of the m aterial in Saville 
has not even been catalogued and it’s 
in archaic Spanish and is difficult to 
translate.”

Other people have searched for the 
Santa Maria and the last "serious” 
research effort was in 1939, but 
DeGeer says he believes he knows 
why the others have failed. 'T v e  
zeroed in on errors, especially mis­
takes in converting measurements 
and dates to modem term s,” he said. 
" I ’d debate my findings with any

scholar. I’m interested in correcting 
the record.”

In addition to his research, DeGeer 
says while in Spain he found and 
acquired the first map ever drawn of 
the Haitian coastline. The map, 
drawn by a 15th Century Dutch car­
tographer, shows the location of the 
native settlement referred to as Port 
Royal, the settlement near where the 
Santa Marla went aground. DeGeer 
said.

While the primary purpose of the 
expedition is locating the Santa 
Maria and the settlement, DeGeer 
says the expedition may also find a 
gold cache collected by the crew 
before Arawak Indians killed them.

"According to Columbus' log, he 
instructed the crew to collect gold 
from the tribe and to dig a well or a 
cellar,” DeGeer said. "We know 
Columbus was able to collect some 
before he left. How much the crew 
was able to collect is a guess, but it 
could have been considerable.”

Even though DeGeer says he is a t­

tracted by the ''th rill” of the search, 
he admits there will be financial

rewards if he succeeds in finding the 
Santa Maria and writes a book about 
the discovery.

“ With the 500th aniversary of 
Columbus’ voyage coming up in a few 
years, I'm sure Madison Avenue is 
going to arrange some pretty special

promotions," he said. "If I have the 
movie rights to the book and a few 
relics to display. I'm sure I can find 
someone willing to promote them.'

To finance the expedition. DeGeer 
is offering 25 limited liability tax 
shelter plans at $40,000 each. So far,

DeGeer says he has been able to in­
terest a few fellow Oklahomans in 
the expedition.

“ It's hard to say when this will get 
off the ground," he said "Right now. 
we have to concentrate on raising the 
money.”

HARTFORD (UPI) — A man con­
victed of robbery and murder in the 
slaying of a retired curator of 
Bridgeport's P.T. Barnum Museum 
has been granted a new4(ial by the 
Connecticut Supreme Court.

The high court threw out the con­
viction of Bella Krajger In a un­
animous opinion released Monday, 
saying police failed to read him his 
c o n s t i tu t io n a l  r ig h ts  b e fo re  
questioning him in the 1975 slaying.

Krajger was being held on un­
related charges at Bridgeport police 
headquarters on Feb. 26, 1975 when 
he was questioned in the slaying of 
Elizabeth Seeley, the retired curator 
of the P.T. BarnUm Museum in 
Bridgeport.

Before his rights were read, a 
police captain held up a jacket found 
near the scene of the slaying and 
recalled that Krajger had left it at 
headquarters on a previous occasion. 
Krajger responded, "Yes, that's my 
jacket."

Chief Justice John P. Cotter wrote 
that allowing the captain's testimony 
to be admitted in Krajger's murder 
trial violated the rights spelled out in 
the U.S. Supreme Court's famous

"Miranda” decision.
"Although the query was not posed 

in the form of a question, it clearly 
was ‘reasonably likely to elicit an in­
crim inating response,” ’ Cotter 
wrote. “’This is not a case where an 
accused volunteers incriminating in­
formation."

In another case, the justices un­
animously upheld the murder and 
first-degree robbery convictions of a 
man charged in the March 27, 1973 
slaying of a Waterbury restaurant 
owner.

Attorneys for Thomas Hackett un­
successfully sought to show that 
Philip Parker, who was with the 
dqfepdknt when Dene's Restaurant 
owner Oliver Gomes Jr. was shot, 
had committed the crime.

Hackett's attorneys argued 16 
errors were made during his trial in 
Waterbury Superior Court, but each 
one was rejected in the opinion 
written by Justice Ellen Peters.

In another case, the Supreme Court 
ordered a new trial on second-degree 
kidnapping and first-degree robbery 
charges in the abduction, sexual 
assault and robbery of a Bridgeport 
woman.

The justices found a judge made 
two errors in instructing the jury 
which convicted George E. Truppi, 
but rejected his challenges to his con­
viction for first-degree sexual 
assault and first-degree assault.

Truppi was accused of approaching 
an unidentified female victim at the 
back door of her Bridgeport home 
early on Dec. 3, 1977, He allegedly 
held a gun to the woman's head and 
ordered her to drive him to a Fair- 
field golf course where he sexually 
assaulted her, stabbed her 14 times 
and robbed her of $200.

In other criminal rulings the 
justices:

—Upheld the Bridgeport Superior 
Court conviction of Stanford Lee 
B’rye for second-degree robbery and 
second-degree larceny. Frye and 
another man were accused of robbing 
a Bridgeport man In a parking gar­
age and stealing the man's car.

—Upheld the conviction of Michael 
Gaynor for first-degree assault In the 
Nov, 2,1978 midnight shooting attack 
on Gary Taylor outside Chettl's

Justices decline rail case
Auto-makers seek help

DETROIT (UPI) -  Two 
ol the nation's automakers 
suffering from the weak 
dom estic ca r m arket, 
C h ry s le r  C orp . and 
American Motors Corp., 
sought life-saving financial 
help today.

AMC planned to ask its 
shareholders to approve a 
lifeline from the huge 
French government-owned 
automaker, Renault.

C hrysler w ill m eet 
tonight with a United Auto 
Workers bargaining com­
mittee, apparently to ask 
for wage concessions 
beyond the $446 million 
th a t  UAW m e m b e rs  
already have contributed 
to the company's rescue ef­
fort.

Sales of U.S.-built cars 
continued their slow pace 
in early December, with 
the small consolation that 
there was an Improvement 
from the dismal rates of 
late November

Industry reports Monday 
showed U.S. automakers 
sold 174,498 cars during the 
Dec. 110 period, down 7.1 
percen t from a weak 
period last year and off 
nearly 29 percent from the 
robust 1978 pace.

That worked out to a 
seasonally adjusted annual 
sales rate of 6.6 million 
cars, up from the 5.6 
million rate reached in late 
N o v em b er w hen th e  
nations prime interest rate 
started toward the 20 per­
cent barrier.

AMC planned to submit

State justices refine flood law
HARTFORD (UPI) -  

C onnecticu t p ro p erty  
owners must pay closer 
attention to possible flood 
damage to neighboring 
land when diverting sur­
face w aters, the sta te  
Supreme Court has ruled.

In a 4-1 decision, the high 
"court Monday abandoned 
the "common enemy doc­
trine" for dealing with 
water flow damage cases. 
Instead, the justices opted 
for another legal doctrine 
which will allow courts a 
greater say in deciding 
such cases.

The ruling stem m ed 
from damage done to 49 
new cars which were being 
stored on property of Page 

r Motor Company Inc. on the 
Boston P ost Road in 
Milford.

The firm  had sued 
trustees of the Penn Cen­
tral railroad for $39,284 in 
damage to the cars after 
water from the railroad’s 
adjoining tracks flooded 
the area where the cars 
were after a 7.16 inch rain­
fall during two days of 
June 1972.

P a g e  c la im e d  th e  
flooding was caused by a 
clogged culvert.

The justices, however, 
upheld the den ia l of 
damages to Page Motors 
because expert witnesses 
at the New Haven Superior 
Court trial had testified 
"no significant amount of 
water came from the Penn 
Central property. ”

In a lone dissenting opi­
nion, J u s tic e  Joseph 
Bogdanski said the case 
should have been returned 
to the lower court lor a 
new trial where the issues 
would be decided under the 
state's nuisance law In­
stead of either of the othpr 
two doctrines.

In making the change, 
the court followed the lead 
of several other states, in­
cluding New Hampshire, 
which was the first state to 
do io, and New Jersey, 
which had strictly enforced 
the previous rule 

"rte justices described 
the common enemy doc­
trine as allowing land 
owners "the privilege to

repel, surface waters, even 
though this might increase 
the burden upon another.

" In  such even t, the 
repelling landowner is 
excused from liability, in 
spite of the fact that his 
co n d u c t m ay be th e  
proximate cause of the 
damage," wrote Superior 
Court Judge Douglass B. 
Wright, who sat on the 
Supreme Court panel.

■'We now feel that the in­
flexibility of the old rule 
should be modified so as to 
allow some reasonable 
latitude. " Wright wrote.

WASHINGTON (U PI) -  The 
Supreme Court has declined to rule 
whether bondholders of the bankrupt 
New Haven Railroad were wrongful­
ly denied stock when the firm was 
reorganized under federal bankrupt­
cy law.

The justices Monday refused to 
hear the class-action case brought by 
bondholder Thomas B. Barry in 
appeal of lower court findings that 
the investors were entitled to only 7 
percent of the re-organized railroad's 
stock,

'The New York. New Haven and 
Hartford Railroad originally filed for 
re-organ ization  under federal 
bankruptcy law in 1961. A U.S. 
D is tric t Court in C onnecticut 
described the company as "a finan­
c ia lly  d e ra ile d  and w recked  
railroad " and found its assets totaled 
$149 5 million.

At one time, the New Haven had 1,- 
500 miles of line extending from 
Boston to New York and was the 
largest railroad in New England. It 
eventually became part of the Penn 
Central Railroad, which also went 
bankrupt.

Despite efforts by the district 
court, the New Haven’s creditors 
w ere unable to resolve the ir 
differences. As a result, the court 
drew up a plan of reorganization.

Under that plan, about 93 percent 
of the reorganized firm's stock was 
to be distributed to holders of first 
mortgage bonds, with the remaining 
7 p e r c e n t  g i ven  to i n c o me  
bondholders.

M o r t g a g e  b o n d h o l d e r s ,  
represented by American Financial 
Services Inc., have their bonds 
secured by a mortgage on the com- 
o a n y ’s p r o p e r t y .  I n c o me

bondholders, however, receive in­
terest on their bonds only after pay­
ment  of i n t e r es t  upon prior  
mortgages.

Barry, who owned $310,000 in the 
railroad's income bonds, objected to 
the plan. He argued the court erred 
in allowing claims to mortgage 
bondholders of $32 million in post­
bankruptcy interest.

Without that allowance, income 
bondholders would be entitled to 30 
percent rather than 7 percent of the 
re-organized company, Barry said.

The district court overruled his 
objections and approved the plan. On 
appeal, the 2nd U.S. Circuit Ckiurt of 
Appeals upheld the district court.

Asking the Supreme Court to throw 
out the lower court plan, Barry con­
tended, "One creditor's interest 
should not invade another creditor's 
principal."

The change will allow 
landowners "to take only 
s uch  s t e p s  a s  a r e  
reasonable, in light of all 
the  c i r c u ms t a n c e s  of 
relative advantage to the 
actor and disadvantage to 
the adjoining landowners, 
as well as social utility. " 
he wrote.

Disputes would then be 
channelled to the courts 
where "the determination 
of such reasonableness is 
regarded as involving fac­
tual issues to be deter­
mined by the trier," the 
opinion said.

Country club seeks fee hikes

MANCHESTER -  Predicting a 

S22.000 deficit for the past year, the 
Manchester Country Club wishes to 
increase its fees and begin a 
minimum spending requirement.
.*The two actions will hopefully 

balance next year's budget, accor­
ding to newly-elected President 
James Moriarty. At the Dec. 11 an­
nual m eeting tha t drew more 
members than ever before, 152, it 
was agreed to ask the Board of 
Directors for another 10 percent dues 
increase The members are also 
being polled for a vote on the 
minimum $20 and $30 spending 
req u irem en t at the bar and 
restaurantX

After initially denying the request 
last year the directors did allow a 10 
percent dues increase, raising fees to 
*.196 for a ainnip membership and

about $560 tor a family.
The Board of D irec to rs has 

jurisdiction over the budget as the 
country club leases the land from the 
town at $25,000 a year, and has 11 
years remaining on its contract.

This is the second consecutive year 
the country club finished the Oct. 31 
fiscal year with a deficit. Last year 
faced with a $5,000 loss and a 
proposal to in sta ll a $182,000 
watering system, the country club of­
ficers sought the dues increase.

They had hoped to end this fiscal 
year with, a balanced budget accor­
ding to Moriarty. who was elected at 
last week's annual meeting. But 
there were indications last August 
the (Tub faced a huge deficit which 
now totals $22,000.

■'Expenses went up way over our 
budget." Moriarty said. "The costs 
we had are astromonical." He cites 
salaries, chemicals, and overhead

costs for part of the large deficit in­
crease.

But he also notes the country club 
had to borrow money to pay for the 
day-to-day costs, and was sorely hurt 
by the summer’s skyrocketing in­
terest rates. He said the country club 
budget is about $755,000.

When asked how the overspending 
occurred he noted a problem was 
designating  responsib ility  for 
budgeting. "We n e ^  better handling 
of expenses,” he said.

When the deficit was noticed in 
August, Moriarty said cutbacks in 
chemicals were made, hut the salary 
overhead continued, pushing the 
budget farther from its expected 
figures.

Moriarty said the increase, and the 
minimum spending requirement 
should balance next year’s budget. 
But he also suggests forming a 
"finance committee” to monitor.

through monthly meetings, next 
year’s budget.

He noted only about 10 persons 
attending the annual m eeting 
objected to the proposed 10 percent 
Increase —one because It was too 
low.

Moriarty and the plub’s officers 
will meet tonight to draft the letter of 
request to the Board of Directors.
* Last year the request to raise the 

dues was opposed by about 50 persons 
who signed a petition. The petitioners 
claimed the Increase priced local 
residents out of its membership.

Last year’s country club president 
Anthony F*ietrantonio refuted the 
remarks and said no Manchester 
resident had ever been denied 
membership because the roster was 
filled with out-of-towners.

The proposal for the watering 
system last year has been post- 
ponded because of the deficits.

NEW YORK (UPI) -  Dave Win­

field’s least-publicized gift — his ver­
satility — could wind up being the 
factor that helps the New York 
Yankees the most.

"H e can play any ou tfie ld  
position," manager Gene Midiael 
said of Winfield, who Monday 
resolved his free agent status by 
agreeing to a 10-year, $13-million 
contract with the Yankees.

The likelihood of protection in the 
order was just one of the factors that 
influenced Winfield to sign with the

Yankees. Another was their winning 
tradition, and still another was the 
chance to help his fund for under­
privileged youngsters. H e 'say s 
money was not the primary concero.

"The Yankee offer was definitely 
not the highest. I just wanted the op­
portunity to contribute to a winning, 
ballclub,” Winfield said. "The people 
in New York also influenced me with 
their interest.”

Winfield’s ability to play all three 
outfield positions could help the 
Yankees with-one dilemma, namely, 
what to do with a pair of glamorous, 
slugging, right fielders. A fellow 
named Reggie Jackson is the other.

The acquisition also raised the 
possibility that owner George Stein- 
brenner. noted for thinking big. 
might try for a super outfield by 
trading for Boston center fielder 
Fred Lynn.

season. iS y 'S '* ,

”I think it’s great wevwon 103 
games — but we were supposed to 
win 110,” said Cerone. "We came up 
a little short and Dave will help us 
get over the hump next year."

The smile on Winfield’s face in­
dicated his happiness with his new 
contract but he wasn’t the only 
Yankee with a satisfied grin.

“There’s a new kid on the block," 
said Randolph. "Dave's going to take 
a little pressure off all of us. My job

is to get on base and I'll score more 
runs with Dave in the lineup. " 

Jackson, always a controversial 
fig u re , said  he d o e sn 't feel 
threatened by Winfield's presence 

"I think it's super. " said Jackson. 
“ I say any time you can afford a 
player of this kind of talent, you get 
h im "

Asked what advice he would give 
the 29-year-old newest Yankee, 
Jackson said, Td tell him to play 
like hell and put the numbers on the 
board. New York City can be 
Disneyland or hell to play in. The bot­
tom line is if Dave Winfield hits line 
drives and knocks in runs, it won't 
matter if he Ulks or not. "

Jackson reportedly has been 
dangled to Boston as part of a deal 
for center fielder Fred Lynn but he 
expects to Uke his place at Yankee 
Stadium come April.

"I hit 40 homers last year and I 
think Gene can find a spot for me. " 
said Jackson. "I don't think there 
will be a problem.”

Jackson, whose contract runs 
through the 1981 season, denied any 
pangs of jealousy toward Winfield.

"Five years ago, I pulled my ticket 
in line and waited to take my turn, " 
he said, referring to his prior free 
agent status. "Now, it's  Dave's 
turn.”

Randy Jones Joins Mets
NEW YORK (UPI) -  The New 

York Mets, rebuffed in their efforts 
to sign San Diego slugger Dave Win­
field, obtained another Padres star 
Monday, acquiring pitcher Randy 
Jones, a former Cy Young Award 
winner, for pitcher John Pacella and 
utilityman Jose Moreno.

Jones, a 30-year-old lefthander, 
won the Cy Young Award in 1976 
when he was 2214 with a 2.74 earned 
run average. He was plagued with 
arm problems last season and 
slumped to 5-13 and a 3.92 ERA. 
Jones also won 20 games in 1975.

Pacella, a hard-throwing right­
hander with control problems, was a 
starter for the Mets early last season 
before being relegated to the bullpen. 
He was 3-4 with a 5.14 ERA and 
struck out 68 batters in 84 innings.

Moreno, a native of the Dominican 
Republic, spent most of last season 
with Tidewater of the International 
League. A versatile performer who 
can play third base as well as the out­
field, Moreno batted only 46 times in 
the majors last year, hitting .196 with 
two homers and nine runs batted In.

He hit .280 at Tidewater with five 
homers and 39 RBI in 68 games.

"This last year was one of the most 
frustrating times of my entire 
career," said Jones. ‘I went on the 
disabled list in June with a musclb 
pull and then I went on the d is a b l^  
list on Aug. 22 for the rest of the^ 
season.

"My arm was bothering me then 
but now I’m 100 per cent andjteady to 
go. I saw an osteopath th isd^and  he 
corrected my problem which > a s  a 
pinched nerve in my arm. The thumb 
and the index finger of my left hand 
went numb at times during the year 
and it made it very difficult to pitch.

The a g reem en t rep re se n te d  
another coup for Steinbrenner, who 
in the past has signed such free 
agents at Jim "Catfish" Hunter, 
Reggie Jackson and Rich Gossage. It 
also atoned for an infrequent failure 
which Steinbrenner suffered recently 
in losing pitcher Don Sutton to the

Houston Astros.
The owner won despite the spirited 

efforts of the New York Mets, who 
remained in the bidding until the 
very last, meeting with Winfield on 
Sunday. Atlanta, Cleveland and 
Houston also bid seriously for the 
slugger, who was selected by 10 
teams in the free agent draft in the 
first week of November.

Winfield, 29, a native of St. Paul, 
Minn., played eight years with the 
Padres, amassing a .284 average 
with 154 home runs and 628 RBI. He 
has also appeared in four consecutive 
All-Star games beginning in 1977 and 
his best year was in 1979, when he led 
the National League with 118 RBI 
and hit 34 homers with a .308 
average.

He slumped slightly in 1980, batting 
.276 with 20 homers and 87 RBI,

Steinbrenner said the signing 
would help offset the gains made at 
th e  w in te r  m e e tin g s  by the

Milwaukee Brewers. Milwaukee, in 
addition to solving its perennial 
problem in the bullpen with the 
acquisition of Rollie Fingers, also ob­
tained catcher Ted Simmons and 
right-handed starter Pete Vuckovich.

Officials at the Boulder school had 
no immediate comment on the ac­
tions but have scheduled a press con­
ference today to make a public com­
ment

"This case involved a very large 
number of violations, including some 
that are serious in nature, or even, in 
a few instances, willful. " said 
Charles Alan Wright, chairman of 
the of the NCAA Infractions Com­
mittee, Monday..

The penalty includes sanctions 
du ring  the f i r s t  y ea r of the 
probationary period, which extends 
from Dec. 8, 1980 lo the same date in 
1981.

According to the .NCAA, the sanc­
tions will prohibit the university’s 
football team from participating in 
any post-season competition or from 
appearing on any NCAA-controlled 
televison program or series during 
the 1981-82 academic year.

The .NCAA said it took into account 
that many of the violations occurred 
a long lime ago and did not appear lo 
represent an organized effort to cir­
cumvent NCAA legislation

But in a written release, the NCAA 
said it felt a pattern of lack ol atten­
tion to NCAA requirements " made a 
significant penalty necessary "

The release said that in con­
sidering the case, the infractions 
committee lound violations of NCAA 
legislation in varying degrees related 
to the principles governing ethical 
conduct, im p ro p er expenses , 
transportation and out-of-season

practice
The list of the violations cited by 

the NCAA took nine and a hall pages 
and detailed violations from un­
ethical conduct by an unnamed 
former head coach to loans and cash 
gifts given by assistant coaches to 
prospective players 

Under the heading of unethical con­
duct, the .NCAA also said that during 
(he sum m er a f te r  the 1973-74 
academic year, a former assistant 
football coach made research  
material available lo an athlete in 
order for the player to achieve an 
" A " grade in an independent .study 
course at another school 

The majority of the violations in­
volved instances in which a former i 
head coach or assistant coaches gave 
athletes money to use lor travel 
arrangements or allowed use of their 
cars for uncharged travel 

Il also detailed several incidences 
in which coaches paid for meals for 
prospective ath letes and their 
families in violation of .NCAA legisla­
tion or paid for improper entertain­
ment expenses lor recruits 

During 1973-74.-1975-76 and 1976-77 
academic years, the report said, 
members of the football team were 
allowed to eat meals at a local 
restaurant at no cost 

The report also says that during 
the same years, " a representative of 
the university’s athletic interests 
permitted members of the univer­
sity's football leam to purchase 
clothing at a 20 percent di-scounl at 
his clothing store in violations of 
.NCA.A rules '

According to the NCAA. Colorado 
coaches also participated in illegal 
practice sessions in Boulder and 
around the country prior to or during 
the academic vears ol 1973-74, 1974- 
75. 1975-76. 1976-77 and 1977-78,

LOS ANGELES (UPI) -  ^ m e  
things haven't changed since last 
February. Thb American hostages 
are still in Iran, the nation’s economy 
is still faltering and the Soviet Union 
still has soldiers in Afghanistan.

The American hockey team ’s 
Olympic victory over Russia Feb. 24 
and subsequent capture of the gold 
medal didn’t alter any of that. 
for awhile the stirring scene of^lO 
Americans in red, white and blue un­
iforms with USA stitched across the 
front, laughing through a frenzied 
celebration of their incredible 
triumph, lifted the sagging spirits of 
America.

National pride was sent soaring by 
a group of young men with skates and 
hockey sticks. It was one of the most 
dramatic instances in U.S. history of 
a sporting event transcending all 
barriers. We weren’t just hockey 
fans, those of us who cheered and 
applauded and even cried in front of 
television sets. We were Americans. 
That was all that mattered.

Now, nine months later, the excite­
ment has subsided for everyone, in­
cluding Mike Eruzione, the captain 
and the heart and soul of that 
fabulous group of young men. But the 
images still remain. Images of 
Eruzione scoring the winning goal 
against the Russians. Of accepting 
the gold medal and waving his team­
mates out to join him on the victory 
stand.

But unlike 17 of the 20 men who 
made up the group that captured 
America's hearts, the 26-year-old 
Eruzione has hung up the stick and 
skates and proceeded with a new life. 
His explanation is simple.

“What could there possibly be in 
the game of hockey to beat the 
experience of being able to say I 
represented the United States and

won the gold medal in the Olym­
pics?” he said. "What could be the 
same as that? Winning the Stanley 
Cup? It wouldn’t even come close.

’’There are three reasons people 
play professional sports. Because 
you love to play, because you want to 
be wealthy or because it’s the only 
thing you know. Me, I still play in 
charity games and pickup games, I 
don’t care about the money and there 
are other things I can do.

"Achieving success and happiness 
is. the basis of everyone’s life. I was 
fortunate to achieve that at 26 years 
of age in one area and now I hope to 
achieve some success and happiness 
in other areas."

Two of those areas are broad­
casting and show business. Eruzione 
is currently in Los Angeles as the 
technical adviser for an ABC Televi­
sion movie entitled, "Miracle on 
Ice,” the story of the American team 
in the Olympics.

"We all know the movie will never 
be able to equal what happened," 
said Eruzione, of Winthrop, Mass. "I 
don't care who the actors are. we'll 
never really capture the moment. We 
just hope to show people what it was 
like with the travel and the pressure 
and alt. But I must admit, some of 
the lockerroom scenes bring back a 
lot of emotion for me.”

Also keeping Eruzione busy has 
been a speaking tour. Not a t Little 
League banquets. He speaks to 
executives of enormous corporations 
like IBM. And what he has to offer 
them is simple.

"I just tell them about how much 
the 20 guys cared about each other 
and respected each other and com­
bined their talents into a complete 
team effort, " Eruzione said, "1 just 
tell them that if businessmen put the

' same effort Into their work as we did 
into ours, they .can he just as 
successful.”

Among the thousands of people he 
has met and spoken with, Eruzione 
said only a handful aren’t aware of 
what the American hockey team did 
|n the Olympics. Many people have 
cried as they spoke with him, 
thanking him for a moment they said 
they'd never forget. Others have told 
him they've named children after 
members of the hockey team

"We made people happy, that’s the 
important thing," Eru^one said. 
“We made them realize that dreams 
do come true. We made people proud 
to be Americans at a time when that 
feeling was .wavering, when people 
weren’t sure of where we were 
going."

The fact Eruzione decided not to 
play hockey anymore doesn’t mean 
he has lost respect for his former 
teammates who did. He considers 
them all friends.

"The greatest experience of the 
Games was meeting the guys and 
being part of a team with them. I 
hope they all go on to have great 
careers in hockey and set every NHL 
record in the books. But they won’t 
mean any less to me if, they don’t."

While he admits looking back often 
on the golden days of February, he is 
quick to point out that dwelling on 
memories isn’t what his life Is all 
about. Today, not yesterday, is the 
basis of Eruzfone’s life.

"I wake up each day and set out to 
achieve something that day," he 
said. "My basic goal is to be happy 
and the ultimate happiness was win­
ning the gold medal. I don’t ever 
expect to be that happy again, but 
that's OK "

Austrian ski racer storms to victory

Austrian ski racer Harti Weirather.

Skiing on soft snow. the 22-year-old 
Austrian was the only competitor to 
break one minute, 53 seconds, 
covering the 3.146 meter course in 
1 52 96 down a drop of 839 meters

He was 13 hundredths of a second 
faster than his countryman Uli 
Spiess. winner of the season opening 
downhill at Val D Isere. France, on 
Dec 10. who timed 1 53 09 to take se­
cond place

Switzerland s Peter Mueller, who

won Sunday's downhill over the same 
course here, had the fastest in­
termediate time of 39.35 and almost 
fell on the last jump but recovered to 
take third place with a time of 1 53.36 
and move into the overall lead in the 
World Cup standings with 65 points 

Spiess, 25. moved into second place 
in the World Cup standings with 56 
points, ahead of Sweden's slalom 
specialist Ingemar Stenmark, third 
overall with 50 points 

Top I’ S hope Andy Mill of 
Boulder, Colo , had his best race of 
the year, clocking 1 53 80 to lake 
fourth place and score his first 12 
World Cup points of the season 

Race officials shortened the 
saslong course, which was

originally 3.446 meters long by 300 
meters because of thick fog at the top 
that delayed the start of the race by 
30 minutes. This downhill was 
originally scheduled to be held at 
Cortina D'Ampezzo, Ita ly , on 
Wednesday but was shifted to Val 
Gardena because there was not 
enough snow at Cortina.

"I skied by very well today and 
made no mistakes." said Weirather, 
whose previous best results were se­
cond places in downhill races at Lake 
Louise, Canada and Kitzbuehel, 
Austria, last year and at Val Gardena 
Sunday

"The course was softer than 
yesterday and not so icy. Maybe the

change they made in the course was 
good for me."

Mueller,' 23, seemed unhappy with 
his third place despite his new World 
Cup lead

"I started the last jump a little too 
early and my skis came right back, " 
he said. "I was lucky 1 didn't fall. I 
also made some small mistakes on 
the earlier turns.

"It was difficult for me to concen­
trate today after winning yesterday. 
But 1 know I'm in good form now and 
I know I have the capability of win­
ning on every course. I just hope I 
don't make any more mistakes like 
today, " Mueller said.

Spiess seemed satisfied with his 
performance, however.

"1 didn't make any big mistakes 
today,” said Spiess. "1 couldn't see 
much for the first 200 meters because 
of the fog."

Mill was in high spirits 
"I felt I skied pretty good both 

days, both today and yesterday," 
said Mill."But I didn't make the mis­
takes that I made yesterday. 1 made 
two big mistakes on the jumps 
yesterday.

"The course was a bit slower today 
because it was warmer. " he added. 
"It was a good deal easier because 

they eliminated the first two turns 
which were very difficult "

After Mill, the best placed 
Americans were Karl Anderson of

Greene. Maine, who finished 27th in 
1:55.25, and Pete Patterson of Sun 
Valley. Idaho, who timed 1:55.31 to 
finish 28th

"I was ninth here last year so I had 
hoped to do a little letter," said 
Anderson.

Colombian plane hijacked

PANAMA CITY, Panama (UPI) -  
Leftlat guerrillaa hijacked a Colom­
bian jetUner to Panama City with an 
estimated 110 people still aboard in 
the third stop of what was called a 
spectacular attempt to disrupt a 
Latin American summit honoring the 
G eorge W ashington of South 
America, Simon Bolivar.

It was not immediately known how 
many hijackers there were or If they 
made demands for the release of the 
passengers or if they were planning 
to fly to another country from 
Panama.

Panamanian officials said seven o f , 
the original 137 persons estimated to 
be aboard the Avianca airliner were 
released by the hijackers In Santa 
Marta. Colombia, the first stop in the 
odyssey, and another 20 were freed 
in Barranquilla, also in Colombia.

The gunmen seized the Boeing 727 
Monday on a domestic flight from 
Bogota to Pereira, a town in west 
central Colombia, and forced the

crew to land in Santa Marta, 40 miles 
northeast of Barrannnilla

The hijackers, earjy Monday 
evening, were then flown to Ernesto 
Cortizo Airport in Barranquilla, 
where the airliner was refueled and 
resupplied in return for the release of 
20 passengers, mostly women and 
children.

In Panama CTity, the plane’s third 
stop, local authorities negotiat^ 
with the hijackers at Panam a’s 
Tucuman International Airport.

The Colombian government said 
the guerrillas were apparently 
members of the leftist April 19th 
Movement who sought to disrupt a 
summit of 10 Latin American heads 
of government to commemorate the 
150th anniversary of the death of 
Simon Bolivar, who freed northern 
South America from Spain.

Last February, members of the 
April 19th Movement seized the 
Dominican embassy in Bogota and 
took as  h o s ta g e s  tw o dozen

diplomats, including the U.S. am­
bassador, the Colombian government 
said. All were released unharmed.

In the current hijack, at least 30 of 
the passengers' — still held — were 
reported to be journalists (lying to 
the summit conference

"It is obvious that the intention of 
the hijackers was to produce a spec­
tacular blow directed at diminishing 
the ifiiportance of acts to honor the 
memory of the Liberator, Simon 
Bolivar," a statement issued by the 
office of Colombian President Julio 
Cesar Turbay Ayala said

The two-day summit conference 
beginning Wednesday at Santa Marta 
will bring together the heads of state 
of Venezuela, Colombia, Spain, Costa 
Rica, Ekiuador, Panama, Peru. Hon­
duras, the Dominican Republic and 
El Salvador to honor Bolivar, who 
died in Santa Marta Dec 17, 1830.

Bolivia, named after Bolivar, was 
excluded from the conference 
because of a rightist coup earlier this

year that nullified election results.

"We don’t have any 
authority to look at them

except from a safety stand­
point, but we've heard 
enough discussion that we 
a r e  fo rm in g  an in ­
vestigative team to deter­
mine whether safety is in­
volved," Marshall said.

A section of the 1970 Ur­
ban Mass Transportation 
Act directs the secretary 
of transportation to in­
vestigate conditions that 
could lead to a "serious 
hazard of death or injury”

If the probe turned up 
safety problems, the tran­
sit administration could 
require cities to draw up 
plans for correcting the 
situation, and could even 
withhold funds until the 
plan is approved.

Transit officials in Los 
Angeles have complained 
the government required 
them to purchase its buses 
from one of two American 
companies because of the 
federal funds involved. The 
government picks up 80 
percent of the tab for com­
munity purchases of mass 
transit equipment.

However, Marshall dis­
puted that explanation. He 
said it is the communities 
that set the specifications, 
and in the case Of New 
York and Los Angeles, they 
asHed for a new model of 
the standard 40-foot buses 
common in urban areas.

■‘We don’t force anybody 
to buy any kind of buses,” 
Marshall said. "If they 
want an advanced-design 
bus, they must use the 
specifications (set up by 
UMTA)”

He said currently, about 
half of the cities are buying 
FIxible and half are buying 
its only American com­
petitor, a General Motors 
Corp. product.

Marshall also said the 
agency does not prohibit 
foreign purchases, but does 
put a 10 percent penalty on 
such purchases. “This is, 
of c o u r s e ,  to  g iv e  
American companies a 
break." he said.

M ost of the  c ra c k s  
appeared on the main

frames of the buses toward 
the back where the wheels 
attach. Grumman (ifficials 
have said they are)willing 
to reinforce the under-' 
carriages.

In New York, the city’s 
$89 million fleet of 637 FIxi­
ble buses will be kept off 
the roads. The city is 
refusing delivery of the 
final 200 buses out of the 
837 it ordered.

In Southern California, 
230 Flxibles in a four- 
county area were pulled off 
the streets.

In Chicago, 205 of the 
buses were being examined 
(or safety, but there was no 
indication they would be 
taken out of service.

nant senator wants government 
bureaucrats to explain why witnesses 
who testify against organized crime 
have so much trouble with the U.S. 
M arshals S erv ice 's  p rotection  
program.

Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., planned to 
ask three "protected" witnesses 
today about more shortcomings of 
th e  p ro g ra m , w hich " o th e rs  
denounced Monday as riddled with 
carelessness and stupid errors, and 
plagued by lack of top control and in­
adequate funding.

Mrs. Frank Calimano testified that 
worry over the family’s safety and 
financial problems caused her hus­
band — a successful contractor until 
he testified against New York City 
mobsters in 1978— to commit suicide 
last June.

"People like the Mafia — they've 
won again," Mrs. Calimano said 
bitterly. “We’d gel better treatment 
from them, better protection." She 
said her husband repeatedly said. "1 
was betrayed”

“ I wouldn t want anybody to suffer 
the way we did, " said her son, 
Steven, who joined her at the witness 
table. They were screened from the 
view of cameramen and spectators, 
and their new names, and location 
were not revealed.

Mrs. Calimano said promised 
expert documentation for a new life 
came too late or never, they had to 
invent their own new backgrounds, 
and they got no help in getting credit. 
Calimano was unable to close his new 
business when their location became 
dangerous.

Mrs. Calimano said she would not 
recommend the program to anyone, 
although many would testify against 
mobsters if it were improved

"1 have to believe that. I don't 
think my husband was so unique," 
Mrs. Calimano said. But she added, 
"As it stands how, I wouldn't allow 
it."

Her son blamed their troubles on 
poor administration, not on the 
marshals assigned to them.

"Every marshal did his job — and 
well,” Calimano said "But they can 
only do so much. I know how they 
must have felt. They know they 
should be helping us, but they can't.”

One of the biggest problems, accor­
ding to Gregory Baldwin, the sub­
committee's assistant counsel, is the 
Marshals Service's refusal to help 
the witnesses get credit, which is im­
possible without having any past 
records.

Baldwin testified that one-fourth to 
one-mird of the witnesses his staff 
has interviewed voiced serious com­
plaints. He said many, including 
some in prison as well as law-abiding 
witnesses, wished they had not 
testified.

Problems included careless errors 
in documents provided for the 
witnesses' new identities, failure to 
give witnesses sound advice or live 
up to promises, and assigning un­
trained marshals to the sensitive 
jobs. Baldwin said.

Commuter rail service
f

needs more money
WHITE PLAINS, N Y 

(U PI) — M etropolitan 
Transportation Authority 
and Conrail officials Mon­
day told legislators from 
five suburban New York 
counties that the com­
muter rail system needs 
bonding authority — and 
another fare increase.

MTA chairman Richard 
Ravitcb also told about 50 
s t a t e  and c o u n ty  
le g i s l a to r s  from  
W estchester. Putnam , 
Dutchess, Rockland and 
Orange counties that the 
MTA’s com m uter rail 
operations will need 1132 
million per year on top of 
the $1.3 billion over the 
next 10 years it estimated 
was needed to restore the 
system.

"T here 's  no point in 
pretending this system is 
going to (unction three 
years from now unless 
there is significantly more 
money than  th e re  is 
today,” Ravitch told the of­
ficials at a meeting in 
White Plains.

He added that he could 
not anticipate increased 
mass transportation fun­
ding to help restore the 
system  from  the ad ­
m in is t r a t io n  of

President-elect Reagan, 
dedicated to federal spen­
ding cuts.

He said the "true cost” 
of every ride on the Conrail 
system now is "twice" the 
f a r e  c o l le c te d .
W e s tc h e s te r  C ounty  
Executive Alfred DelBello 
estimated that for Conrail 
to break even, it would 
need to double existing 
fares.

DelBello and county 
executives David Bruen of 
Fhitnam and Lucille Pat- 
tison of Dutchess released 
a study calling for the crea­
tion of a separate authority 
to run the com m uter 
system.

Ravitch countered, “It's 
kidding the people to think 
that a change in structure 
will bring about a change 
in substance.”

Ravitch also said that in 
addition to the $1.3 billion 
the authority had earlier 
estimated would be needed 
to put the system in shape 
over the next 10 years, an 
additional $132 million in 
yearly maintenance would 
also be required.

Ravitch said he had for­
mally asked Gov. Hugh 
Carey and the Legislature 
fo r fund ing  and was

seeking bonding authority 
from the federal govern­
ment. He said authorities 
such as the MTA cannot 
issue their own bonds to 
finance p ro jec ts . The 
bonds must b« issued by 
the state after referenda.

Breaking up the gloomy 
news. Conrail general 
manager Joseph Spreng 
announced that ridership 
on the Hudson and Harlem 
divisions had risen a sur­
prising 4 percent since 25 
percent fare increases 
went into effect in July.

He said revenues, owing 
mostly to the fare boost, 
vieae up 11 percent over 
lawyear.

Spreng also reVealed that 
the railroad's attempt to 
eliminate the Cos Cob, 
Conn., generating station 
had b ^ n  a failure and that 
Conrail eng ineers had 
"gone back to the drawing 
board” for a new plan that 
would take three to four 
years to implement.

The railroad had sought 
to eliminate the need for 
electrical generation at the 
Cos Cob plant, but its 
modified system  failed 
repeatedly and the railroad 
will continue to require the 
use of the system until a 
new one can be devised

Ted Kennedy’s nephew 
faces drug charges

BOSTON ( U P l I  -  
Christopher Lawford, the 
nephew of Sen. Eidward M. 
Kennedy, D-Mass., was 
arraigned Monday in dis­
trict court on charges of 
possession of heroin.

The minimum penalty 
for heroin possession under 
the state’s new drug laws 
i;  a mandatory prison 
sentence of one to 10 years; 
up to $10,000 in fines, or 
both.

Television station WCVB 
said Lawford, 25, the son of 
actor Peter Lawford and 
Patricia Kennedy Law­
ford, was arrested ̂ t u r -  
day night in subur.hali' 
Brookline for possessing an

undetermined amount of 
the drug.

Lawford, who lives in 
Brookline, was released 
after the arraignment in 
Roxbury District Court. He 
refused to comment on the 
incident.

Police declined to dis­
close details of the arrest 
and none of the members 
of the Kennedy and Law­
ford families were im­
mediately available for 
comment.

Lawford’s cousin, David 
Kennedy, also 25, son of the 
la te  Sen. R o b e rt F. 
Kennedy, was involved last 
year in a drug-related inci­
dent at a hotel, known as a

drug dealers’ haven, in the 
Harlem section of New 
York City.

Three days la ter, on 
Sept. 9, 1979, he was ad­
mitted to a Boston hospital 
in serious conditioji for 
treatment of bacterial en­
docarditis, a infection of 
the heart lining common 
among drug addicts who 
often develop infections 
from using dirty hypoder­
mic needles.

The illness is also often 
seen among patients with a 
history of heart disease. 
Ke n n e d y  had  been  
previously hospitalized for 
cardiac problems.

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FBI Klan case knocked
WASHINGTON (UPl) -  FBI 

agents warned informant Gary 
Tliomas Rowe in the 1960s not to 
commit violence while serving as a 
Ku Klux Klan m em ber, but 
sometimes were lax in monitoring 
his activities. Justice Department in­
vestigators say.

Attorney G eneral Benjamin 
Civiletti. releasing a summary of a 
task force investigation into the 
FBI's relationship with Rowe, said 
Monday he sees no grounds to dis­
c ip lin e  cu rre n t, d e p a r tm e n t 
employees for their conduct in the 
controversial case.

The attorney general also said the

inquiry turned up no credible 
evidence to support allegations Rowe 
killed civil rights worker Viola Liui- 
zo in Alabama in 1965, the fifth and 
last year he acted as a paid FBI in­
formant.

The probe sum m ary ca lled  
"exaggerated" Rowe’s charges that 

he was involved in numerous acts of 
violence while an FBI informant and 
that he kept bureau agents fully in­
formed of those incidents.

But the summary said there is 
evidence — despite FBI files to the 
contrary — that Rowe was an in­
stigator of beatings of Freedom 
Riders at the Trailways Bus station

in Birmingham on May U, 1961.
It said Rowe was “more deeply in­

volved" in those beatings than the 
files indicate, and that he was 
photographed participating in one 
assault.

Based on the evidence, "one of 
Rowe’s handling agents may have or 
should have been aware in 1961 that 
Rowe may have been an active par­
ticipant in the violence of the day,” 
the report said. It did not identify the 
agent.

PBS loses BBC contract
NEW YORK (UPl) -  

The Rockefellers, joining 
Ihe cable television gold 
rush, raided the Public 
Broadcasting Service last 
week and made off with all 
the British Broadcasting 
Co. programming goodies 
upon which PBS has built 
its reputation, but Bill 
Moyers wasn’t ready to 
hold a wake

In fact, public broad­
casting’s premier jour­
nalist said the loss may be 
just what the bedeviled 
system needs

-'We were beginning to 
think the only clothes we 
could wear were British 
tweeds. " said the host of 
"Bill Moyer's Journal ”

■’If you d o n 't have 
British tweeds, you don't 
necessarily have to go 
around naked. There are 
oth -r tailors, other suits, 
other cloths, other designs, 
other accents It could be a 
very good thing if it weans 
us away from our strong 
dependence on the BBC '

The weaning came in the 
form of a 10-year contract 
signed by the BBC and 
Rockefeller Center. Inc , 
which announced forma­
tion of a new cable system, 
the working title  " ol 
which will be Radio City- 
T elev ision  With the 
package goes six hours a 
day. Monday through 
T h u rs d a y , of BBC 
programing along the lines

of "Masterpiece Theater ” 
and  " U p s ta i r s ,
Downstairs" — the PBS 
staple for years.

Moyers said the loss 
"will be a jolt." and that 
PBS "is going to have to 
alter its fare." but he said 
Ihe system  —hard-hit 
already by inflation, a 
threatened loss of federal 
matching funds and com­
petition from proliferating 
cable systems — will not go 
out of business.

"We arc forced now to go 
out and find programming 
that is different and maybe 
even better," he said. "We 
were getting dangerously 
close to being just a 
middlebrow entertainment 
netw ork in s tead  ol a 
network devoted to educa­
tion in the best sense of 
that term - to public af­
fairs. which are so sorely 
neglected on public broad­
casting

"This IS just one more

trolled human-powered 
flight.

M ac C re a d y , an 
aeronau tica l engineer 
working out of Pasadena, 
Calif,, freely admits he un­
dertook designing the air­
craft for the prize money. 
Rut his eventual success 
made him rea lize  the 
nation's^ energy situation 
Tias^cfealed the need for

" S u d d e n l y  H e n r y  
Kremer in England pul up 
a challenge to fly an air­

Much to my surprise we 
found we can meet the 
challenge."

Scientists tn China claim to have 
dlacovered a huge leismic fault run­
ning through Hong Kong capable of 
unleashing a major earthquake that 
could destroy most of the 400-square- 
mile territory and isolate any sur­
vivors among the 5 million popula­
tion.

The study by Chinese seismologists 
was published without fanfare last 
year and only recently surfaced in 
Hong Kong, discovered by accident 
in a bookatore.

The authoritative report contained 
a seismo-tecbtonic nup  that showed 
the “ Guangdona fault” running

Startled geologists who analyzed 
the map said thk fault greatly in­
creases the odds that a m ajor 
earthquake could strike Hong Kon^- 
"in the foreseeable future.”

The effects of such a temblor 
would be devastating.

Hong Kong’s densely populated ur­
ban areas, a concrete maze of high- 
rise residential and office buildings, 
are not stressed to withstand the 
powerful jolts of a major quake. 
Estimates of the damage a heavy 
tremor would Inflict on &e crowded 
colony reads like the script of a 
Hollywood disaster movie.

The seismo-techtonic map was 
p re p a r e d  by C h in a ’s S ta te  
Seismological Bureau In Peking. It 
traces the path of the 200-mile-long 
fault, similar in type to the famous 
San Andreas fault in Southern 
California.

Beginning in northeast Guangdon 
Province, the fault gently curves 
through South China, crossing the 
border into Hong Kong’s New 
Territories, down the Castle Peak 
Valley and out into the Pearl River 
Estuary.

’The Portuguese colony of Macao 
lies only 10 miles north of its oath.

Maurice Atherton, a senior lec­
turer in engineering geology at Hong 
Kong’s Polytechnic, was one ol the 
first to recognize the dangerous im­
plications of the Chinese map. Along 

-with o th e r g eo log ists  a t the 
Polytechnic, he moved quickly to 
make public the potentially serious 
consequences of the fault’s proximity 
to Hong Kong.

Describing the fault as a seismic 
"wrench” type, Atherton said that in 
geological terms it is both “ recent 
and active.” Wrench faults, he 
explained, accumulate stress over a 
period of many years, then may 
suddenly "slip" 20 feet or more, 
producing a violent earthquake.

Earthquake prediction is an in­
exact, embryonic science and the 
g e o lo g is ts  p o in ted  ou t th a t  
“ fo re seeab le  fu tu re "  in the 
geo log ical sense could m ean 
tomorrow or 2,0(X) years from now.

But they were certain that If an 
earthquake registering 6.0 or higher 
on the Richter scale hits the fault in 
or near Hong Kong, results would be 
c a ta s tro p h ic  d es tru c tio n  and 
isolation:

—The "Mid Levels. " a concrete 
belt of high-rise luxury apartments 
perched on the steep slope of Hong 
Kong Island's famous Peak, would be

s e n t c r a s h in g  down on th e  
skyscrapers of the crowded O ntral 
District below.

—Structures on land reclaimed 
from the harbor would suffer 
damage roughly three times greater 
than to those elsewhere. I’he violent 
shaking action of a major quake 
tends to "liquify" reclaimed land 
into an "earthen slurry. " Atherton 
said.

—In the initial post-quake period, 
outside disaster relief probably 
would be slow to reach Hong Kong 
Kai Tak Airport’s runway, fhe 
colony’s only facility for large jet 
aircraft, sits on a narrow finger of 
reclaimed land that juts into the har­
bor. It probably would be rendered 
unserviceable by a major tremor.

—Overland rail and road links to 
Canton, the nearest large Chinese 
city that could provide aid. pass 
directly over the fault and would be 
severely disrupted Relief would 
probably have to come by sea, a 
slow, time-consuming route 

The Guangdong fault has existed 
undetected lor thousands ol years 
because of a thick covering ol 
alluvial soil, Atherton said Govern­
ment geological maps do not show 
the fault

Split loyalty of council

Discussing the motion made by 
Councilman Leonard Jacobs, to ap­
propriate the requested $3,000. 
Mayor Marie Herbst said she didn't 
know where she could find that much 
in the budget That's why she 
suggested that the fund be set up with 
the $1,000 that had been paid back

Councilman Stephen Marcham

questioned where "it's all going to 
end..'’ He said although the borrowers 
have'until Jan. 31 to pay back, they 
are now into another heating season.

"If the loans weren't paid back 
during the warm months can we 
expect them to pay back now’’" he 
said.

He questioned whether the town 
was operating a loan program or an 
out-and-out charity and said he would 
have a problem doing that on a con­
tinuing basis

Councilman Robert Romejko, who 
is' chairman of the town’s Energy 
Committee, said he checked with the 
state and was told the state's Winter 
Energy Program will be in effect 
primarily for those in the 125 percent 
above poverty level 1 think we 
should go along with the $3,000 figure

Official state electors 
confirm unofficial vote

HARTFORD (UPI) -  Practical 
politics has it that a president is 
elected in November. Legal tradition 
has it that it's not done — at least of­
ficially — until December.

The Connecticut Capitol was no 
different than the nation's other 
statehouses Monday as tradition held 
and seven men and one woman of­
ficially affirmed the results of the 
state's Nov, 4 election.

The clock chimed 12 times to open 
the noon ceremony which ended to no 
one's surprise with Connecticut’s 
electoral votes signed, sealed and on 
th e ir  way to W ashington for 
President-elect Ronald Reagan.

In the jovial ceremony dictated by 
tradition, the votes for Reagan and 
Vice President-elect George Bush 
were placed in a historic ballot box 
carved of wood from Connecticut's 
Charter Oak tree

The Reagan-Bush ticket easily 
defeated President Carter and Vice 
President Walter Mondale in Connec­
ticut's general election.

Secretary of the State Barbara B.'"

Kennelly, a Democrat, welcomed the 
eight Republicans to the "very 
historic occasion,” although she con­
ceded "there won’t be any surprises. 
The script is written. The outcome is 
known."

But Mrs. Kennelly said the Elec­
toral College voting was still an 
exciting event "w e value for its 
ritual."

"It is a wonderful symbol of the 
freedom which we as Americans are 
able to take for granted, but on which 
we occasionally reflect and which we 
unanimously defend." she said

"Like the national anthem, the 
pledge of allegiance, a flag at half 
mast, the inaugural ceremonies 
which you will witness in January, it 
gives us a chance to celebrate our 
life in these United States, ” Mrs 
Kennelly said

Former Republican Gov. John 
Davis Lodge, honorary co-chairman 
of Reagan's presidential carnpaign in 
Connecticut, was named chairman of 
the electors He praised the voting 
and electoral system because "it

enables us to change leadership in 
our country without any trauma”

The presidential ballots were 
counted first and Lodge announced 
"the choice is Ronald Reagan”  The 

votes for Bush, son of the late 
Connecticut U S. Senator Prescott 
Bush, followed.

The ballots were scheduled to be 
counted Jan. 6 in a joint session of 
Congress held in the House of 
Representatives.

but said they feel that the minimum 
requirements for locating such a 
facility should be followed and ad­
ministered.

Marcham, in proposing a resolu­
tion. prefaced it by noting that 
Connecticut is one of the largest 
producers of hazardous waste and 
that he feels the state has to commit 
itself to processing its own waste.

Councilman Morgan Campbell, 
referring to the letter from the 
alliance said his reaction was that 
the council was only hearing one side 
of the story. Mayor Marie Herbst 
said she supported the residents of 
the towns in that she feels also that 
many questions have been un­
answered about the type of waste to 
be disposed of and such.

Marcham commented, "I keep 
asking where is the DEP They 
should be in the forefront of this 
issue.”

Marcham’s resolution, passed by 
the council, notes that the state is a

major producer of hazardous wastes 
and that the state has a responsibility 
to dispose of such waste in a safe and 
healthy manner and that the council 
supports the need for a hazardous 
waste facility within the state.

The resolution also refers to 
questions posed by the residents of 

' Enfield and East Windsor about the 
suitability ol the site adjoining their 
towns.

The resolution urges DEP to 
assume a major role in the investiga­
tion of this question and to either 
answer fully all of the fears and 
questions of the citizens of Enfield 
and East Windsor or act in an active 
advisory role to the disposal industry 
to receive another suitable site 
within the state.

Marcham said Connecticut is 
shipping its nuclear wastes to other 
states and if this state refuses to 
accept other wastes those states 
might turn around and $ay they don't 
want Connecticut's wastes.

An MBTA spokeswoman said the 
accident occurred on the Riverside 
Line when one of the trains struck

the other from behind. Both trains, 
each composed of two Light Rail 
Vehicle (LRV) cars, were badly 
damaged.

MBTA spokeswoman Susan Myers 
said the train which was hit by the 
other from the rear was derailed. 
Heavy equipment was dispatched to 
clear the tracks near the opening to 
an underground tunnel.

One MBTA official said the speed 
of the faster moving train was es­
timated at between 25-35 mph.

"I remember seeing a r ^  signal 
light but I thought it was for the other 
track.” said Ken Berk, 36, of New­
ton. "Then I saw the train ahead of us 
and said to myself. 'Oh my God.

we're going to crash.’ Then there was 
a shower of glass. I fell on my side ... 
I don't remember hearing the brakes 
screech at all.”

On Friday the same line stretching 
west of Boston was out of service 
four hours after a two-car LRV train 
derailed just outside Beaconsfield 
Station.

"LRVs are just plain tough on 
.track ," said one transit official.

self This echo is still used on 
many occasions by modern

This Foster hand shows how 
the F oster echo works 
perfectly The bidding would 
probably be the same loday 
since South has a standard 
three-nolrump opening

In Foster's article. East fol­
lowed with the deuce to the 
opening lead and declarer just 
cashed three top diamonds, 
whereupon South claimed the 
last 10 tricks

If East had played the 10 as 
a Foster echo. West would 
have known that he held the 
jack and led a low diamond. 
The defense would then lake 
the first five tricks

A modern expert would not 
use the Foster echo here 
Instead, he would simply play 
the jack to guaranty posses­
sion of the 10 In modern 
expert play you always signal 
with the highest card you can 
spare and obviously you can't 
spare the jack if you don I 
hold the 10

Conversely, the 10 play 
would be a come-on but would 
definitely deny possession of 
the jack
