A key air lane between the United 
States and Europe reopened today— 
w elco m e  new s fo r su m m e r 
travelers who had been stalled on 
both sides of the Atlantic by a Cana­
dian air traffic controllers’ boycott 
of U.S. flights.

The controllers agreed to resume 
guiding flights at the crucial 
Gander, Newfoundland, air traffic 
center this morning in return for a 
Canadian government promise to in­
vestigate union com plaints of 
dangers caused by the strike of 12,- 
000 American controllers.

An eastbound military jet traced 
on radar screens at the boundary of 
the Gander control area at 7; 18 a.m. 
EDT was the first to pass through. A 
westbound com m ercia l fligh t 
followed 20 minutes later.

“We think the North Atlantic is 
going to s ta rt moving again," 
Transportation Secretary Drew 
Lewis said this morning on NBC’s 
“Today” show.

’The Canadian Air Traffic Con­
trollers Association’s refusal to han­
dle flights bound for or originating 
in the United States had stranded or 
delayed thousands of travelers Mon-

Resumption of Canadian air traf­
fic service on U.S. flights also 
eliminated what had been a moun­
ting fear on both sides of the Atlan­
tic — termination of all flights 
across the North Atlantic.

Portuguese controliers, voicing 
fears about safety related to the 10- 
day-old U.S. strike, vow to stop 
clearing flights between the United 
States and Europe at midnight 
Saturday.

Federal Aviation Administration 
Administrator J. Lynn Helms said 
Tuesday that if controllers from 
both nations simultaneously refused 
to clear U.S. traffic the problems 
could have been devastating.

His fears were eased, however, by 
the Canadian controliers decision to 
resume clearance of trans-Atlantic 
flights over Canadian air space — 
the shortest route between the 
N ortheast U nited S ta tes and 
Europe. According to Canadian of­
ficials, Gander normally handles 
about 400 flights a day between 
North America and Europe.

Judge Thomas Platt of U.S. District 
Court in New York warned Tuesday 
he wouid order the arrest of Robert 
Poli, the American controllers’ un­
ion president, unless Poli appeared 
in court today to give a deposition in 
a multimilliondollar suit against the 
union by the nation’s airlines.

^  takes you longer to set up a 
business,” he said.

“There’s an awful lot tha t’s 
lacking downtown,” Santoro said. 
He said merchants have failed to get 
together to promote downtown.

This disorganization puts the 
downtown stores at a disadvantage 
to shops in shopping centers and 
malls, which are bound by a lease to 
advertise a certain amount and for 
various mall promotions, Santoro 
said.

According to Garman, stores 
close all the time “no matter where 
they are.” He blamed many store 
closings on poor management by the 
owner. Retailing, he said, “is hot as 
easy as it looks. People decide that 
they want to be retailers. Then they 
get tired.”

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Fly easy to kill

Because of its amorous nature, the 
crop-killing Oriental fruit fly should be 
less troublesome to-eradicate than the 
M editerranean fruit fly, which has 
defied a month oT pesticide attacks and 
inched closer to California’s agricultural 
heartland.

Two helicopters resumed Florida’s 
war against the Mediterranean fruit fly 
today, taking to the a ir shortly after 
dawn to spray poison bait on an area 
where four of the voracious pests have 
been found.

One of the choppers was a lluey 
borrowed from the l<ee County mosquito 
control operation in Fort Myers after ef­
fort to the spraying of a 17-square 
mile section under way were stymied 
two straight days by helicopter failures. 
’The other was a state helicopter.

Both were dropping a malathion-bait 
mixture aimed a t the Medfly threatening 
F arid a’s $4 billion produce industry 

Southern California’s plague of Orien­
tal flies is second only to the Medfly in 
crop^Uing capability, but they are 
much more easily lured to poison traps, 
agricultural officials said.

“ We put a small quantity of sex attrac- 
tant combined with insecticide on tree ~ 
trunks and utility poles and when they 
come in to investigate the smell the in­
secticide kills them,” said John Man­
ning, chief deputy l/)s Angeles County 
agricultural commissioner.

The males should be killed off in a few 
weeks, after which the females will die 

. of old age.
"What we’re dealing with here are 

very homy flies,” said one agricultural 
official.

The Oriental fruit fly, which has 
frequently been a problem in southern 
California, probably wiil hot require 
aerial spraying. Manning said.

Balloon down
MIAMI (UPI) -  AWOL Airman Fat 

Albert has been shot down with air-to-air 
missiles over the Gulf of Mexico.

’The Air Force’s 180-fqot-long iKlium 
radar balloon, dubbed Airman Fat 
Albert, broke its moorings Monday and 
trundM  out over the gulf, capsizing a 
pleasure boat that tried to retrieve it, 
then disappeared.

The Air Force finally located Fat 
Albert late Tuesday. Lt. Susan Hankey, 
information officer at Fort Lee Air 
Force Station in Virginia, said it was 
cruising a t 25,000 feet 165 miles west of 
Key West and was a danger to aircraft.

So an F-4 in te rcep to r je t  was 
scrambled and Fat Albert was brought 
down with air-to-air missiles.

Personnel a t the tiny Cudjoe Key Air 
Force Station, 25 miles north of Key 
West, planned to retrieve the balloon.

“I don’t know if it was damaged but it 
certainly was shot,” the information of­
ficer said. “Anything shot like that'Tias 
got to be damaged.”

SALT LAKE CITY (UPI) -  The Army 

says the controversial airlift of 888 
Weteye nerve gas bombs from Colorado 
to Utah will take place this week, but it 
refuses to release the exact date for 
security reasons.

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Museum 
South School
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South School has received high marks 
fo r its potentiai development as a 
museum from  the d irector o f Luts 
d iiidren ’s Museum, which will move 
into the facility this fall.

Lutz Director Steven C. Ling, who 
remently reviewed the school, said it can 
be converted to a museum without major 
renovations. ••

Ling also said the South School site 
gets better grades in most respects than 

' the museum’s current location on Cedar 
Street. The South School Site offers 
better visibility and space. '

After a preliminary review o f the site. 
Ling said the required renovations and 
increased operating costs of the move to 
South School are "within the ball park of 
money we should be able to raise.’ ’ Ling 
said, he is working now on a budget for 
operating costs and capital expenditures 
at t te  new location.

'The structure of the building itself w ill 
not need work. Ling said. The building is 
in “ excellent condition”  and offers more 
usable interior pace and more parking 
than the Cedar Street facility.

In addition. South School is more 
accessible by car. The 'schook is locat­
ed on South Main Street, just south of 
Interstate-M, which will increase the 
museum’s availablity to residents of sur­
rounding towns. Ling said. He added that 
the amount of “ walk-in”  traffic may 
drop, since South School is about one 
block farther from a bus route and seems 
to have less neighborood traffic.

’The building is already accessible to 
the h a ^ lc a p ^ ,  a feature which Ling 
said is^n  improvement over the Cedar

Street facility.
“ Overall, w e ’re  looking for a real 

'mar|ted increase in attendance,”  be 
said. " I t ’s easier to find and there’s in­
creased parking.”

The interior space at South School is 
more fle iib le  than Cedar Street, he said. 
The school now has four classrooms and a 
cafeteria room. Although plans for the 
museum are not final. Ling Said officials 
hope to keep the cafeteria area as a flexi­
ble room which can be used for exhibits 
or large ..groups. The school also has 
space for exhibit design and construc­
tion, which is not available at Cedar 
Street, and it has a kitchen.

Light; noise and climate controls can 
be added to the building. Ling said. Op­
tions such as blocking o ff some windows, 
which would add to insulation, installing 
a c o u s tic a l f lo o r s  and im p ro ve d  
temperature control are under con­
sideration. A  fire  protection system is 
also contemplated. The building already 
has fire alarms.

The museum w ill have to install a 
security system in the building, Ling 
said, , since he expects the. B ran f of 

. Eklucation to remove the one currently in 
the school.

'The Board of Education had u ^  the 
building as a school and as a site for its 
Head Start program. The program was 
moved to Nathan Hale and Robertson 
schools and South School returned to {he 
town as a money-saving measure. The' 
Board of Education is expected to 
finalize the return of South Sdiool to the 
town in October.

Jon Harrison, president 
of the Historical Society 
Executive Council, said he 
told town Manager Robert 
B. Weiss the council is in­
terested in acquiring the 
building.

Harrison said the society 
is considering a lease 
arrangement similar to the 
town ’ s agreem ent w ith 
Lutz Museum, in which the 
museum pays $1 a year 
rent for the building and 
and pays for the utilities 
and upkeep.

The historical society 
has been looking for a 
museum for a long time, 
Harrison said, to bouse 
exhibits of the history of 
Manchester.

Multi-Circuits, which manufac-

In return, the com pany has 
offered to  pay the cost of building 
the town a new garage.

Sale o f the garage haS been op­
posed by the company’s residential 
neighbors, who object to Multi- 
Circuits’ expansion.

They claim Multi-Circuits' opera­
tion causes noise and odor pollution, 
as well as congested residential 
streets.

The company replies that the gar­
age would be u s ^  for operations

other than production, and the space 
around it for additional parking, so 
production in the existing plant can 
be expanded.

Subcommittee members agreed 
that the cost of a new garage would 
almost certainly exceed the com­
pany’s initial fSMjOOO estimate.

In addition to construction costs, 
the town will probably ask Multi- 
Circuits to pay some of the cost of 
building a r o ^  from Charter Oak 
Road to the Mount Nebo site..

The road — which would only be 
open to official vehicles — would 
also serve  the Soon-to-be-built 
.Spring S treet w a te r treatm ent 
plant.

The subcommittee also agreed 
there is only one practical site In 
town for a new garage — Mount 
Nebo.

Multi-Circuits raps its 'bad
“ It will never happen, we will 

never leave Manchester,”  said 
Multi-CIrcviU Inc. spokesman 
William Stevenson. “ We have too 
much invested of a permanent 
nature In our physical plant (on 
Hanson Street) in electrical, en­
vironmental and pollution control 
equipment to even consider the 
pouibility,”  stressed Stevenson, the 
articulate 28 year-old company con­
troller.

Stevenson, who left the Hartford 
office of the national public accoun­
ting firm of Arthur Andersen & Co. 
two years ago to join Multi-Circuits, 
has been in the eye of the hurricane 
for the past year as the unresolved 
controversy over M-C’s proposed 
expansion turns into an emotion- 
charged, classic  n e i^ b orh ood - 
company confrm ^tion.

Stevenson made his remarks when 
I asked whether M-C would look for 
greener pastures if its latest expan­
sion plans were blocked.

Privately, however, some town of­
ficials do not accept the “ it, will 
never happen”  statement at face 
value, pointing out that profitable, 
privately owned companies, with 
acute growing pains, are prime can­
didates for acquisition by larger, 
capital-rich corporations. If that 
were to happen, these officials fear 
a relocation to a larger industrial 
site rather than any further 
attempts to squeeze more additions 
onto an already congested 2.2 acres.

This thinking is undoubtedly 
behind much of the attempt by the 
adm in jstration  to find som e 
workable accommodations for the 
town’s largest employer, whose

three-shift operation numbers close 
to 500 workers.

My discussion with Stevenson 
cam e about as a resu lt o f  a 
telephone ca ll from  him com ­
plaining about the unfair treatment 
M-C thought it was getting ffom  the 
media, parUcularly The Herald.

“ Everything I read in your 
newspaper is anti-company — 
s t o r ie s  a b ou t n e ig h b o rh o o d  
petitions, stories about youngsters 
who can’t sleep because of noise and 
air pollution, stories about traffic 
problems, stories about the Holl 
Street Association and its publicity- 
prone attorney Jon Berman — 
nothing ever about our side of the 
issue.

“ We’ve honestly tried to solve 
e v e ry  le g it im a te  co m p la in t  
registered by one of our neighbors,”  
emphasized Stevenson, “ but the 
complaints have multiplied ever 
since we made our'proposal, so I 
just can’t help but wonder....’ ’

S tevenson ’ s v o ice  com bined 
traces of botl^vexatlon and frustra­
tion. “ Perhaps?^he added, “ we 
need a public relations firm.”

Indeed, perhaps the company does 
because while M-C enjoys a good 
solid reputation with most of its own 
employees, its neighborhood image 
is poor.

When M-C expanded last year, the 
neighborhood was assured there 
would be adequate o ff-s tre e t  
parking. A rapid spurt in company 
business, however, has increased 
em ploym ent, forcing about SO 
employee cars to park daily on 
Harrison Street, often clogging this 
narrow artery.

Union Pond Dams

should be retained
The town can do one o f  two 

things with the Union Pond 
Dam. It can tea r  it dpwn or it 
can repair it.

The w iser thing would be to 
repair it, even though this could 
cost as m uch as $50,(X)0.

Tearing down the dam  would 
leave a strip o f  sm elly m uck that- 
o ffic ia ls  would be hard-pressed 
to convert to usable land. The 
costs o f disposing o f the m uck — 
century-old paper sludge from  
an upstream  paper m ill — would 
be steep. And the state would in­
sist on its being cleaned iip, 
rather than risking pollution o f 
the Hockanum R iver.

And, as form er Public Works 
D irector Jay J. Giles has said, 
the dam , if unrepaired, would 
h a v e  to  b e  p u l le d  d o w n , 
"otherw ise you would have a 
huge eyesore .”

G ranted, Union Pond isn ’ t 
m uch at the m om ent, especially 
now that it has been drained 
while tests are undertaken on 
the kind o f  repairs needed to the 
dam . It is basically a stagnant 
and badly polluted pool o f  water 
surrounded by w eeds and mud.

copy of a March 6, IWl, memoran­
dum to mayor Stephen T. Penny 
from Town Zoning Enforcement Of­
ficer ’Thomas R. O’Marra suppor­
ting M-C’s contention that the 
acquisition of the town garage, and 
its acre of parking, will provide 
sp a ce  fo r  an a d d ition a l 111

autombbil^, which in O’Marra’s 
opinion will be sufficient. Stevenson 
showed me drawings indicating a 
com bined total o f 214 parking 
places, well In excess of the ISO to 
11X1, spots that will be required for 
employees.

More conservative engineerini> es­
timates, with allowances for uan- 
dicapped parking, vans, wider lanes 
and snow removal,' wouldreduce the 
number to 190 spots — a figure still 
adequate except that on M-C’s 
drawing board are plans for yet 
another 8700-square-feet addition.

This addition would go on the 
north end of the present 50,000- 
square-feet building and would 
eliminate 25 parking places, add 40 
more jobs a shift and create an im­

If 
there w ere a serious blaze, the 
pond could m ake a trem endous 
difference.

It has been estim ated that 
generating  fa c ilit ie s , costin g  
about (250,000, could provide 147 
kilowatt hours per day o f  pow er 
for  all but four months o f the 
year.

In 30 y ea rs  the gen erator 
would pay for  itself in savings to 
the town. .The pow er could be 
used fo r  th e ne.arby se n io r  
citizens’ housing com plex  and 
other town buildings, o r  it could 
be sold to Northeast Utilities.

B u t f i r s t  th e  d a ih  n e e d s  
repairing.

Carter's
'signals'

WASHINGTON Ex-PresWeiif 
Jimmy Carter may personally have^ 
sent the “ signals”  that induced' 
fugitive financier Robert Vesco ih' 
1977 to transfer (10 million worth oP 
his stolen securities to a cabal o f ' 
Georgians with White House con­
nections.

’This startling possibility has been 
raised by sources close to the 
aborted investigation. They careful­
ly point out that Carter’s role was 
suspicious but circunutantial. -< 

In return fo r  the loo t, the 
Georgians promised to get the 
federal government o ff V esco’s 
batft. BuUbelbre the Mu")^fi|iitive 
would part with 810 imllion of hb 
prime stock, he wanted some indica­
tion that the Georgians had the clout 
to keep their end of the bargain. He 
demanded two “ slgnab.”

First, he wanted President Carter 
to telephone the Costa Rican prest 
dent, Daniel Oduber, and mention 
Vesco’s name. T h e  international 
swindler was then hiding out in 
Costa R ica. He explained that 
Oduber was in his “ hip pocket”  aiid 
would pass on the message. "

Justice Department papers show 
that one o f the conspirators, 
Spencer Lee IV, and Albany, Ga., aL 
tomey, contacted the White House 
on Feb 8,,1977, and described the 
bribery scheme to presidential aiijp 
Richard Harden. 7

The next day. Carter put througho 
telephone call to Oduber in Costa 
Rica. Carter later explained to FBI 
agents that he had merely called tb 
congratulate the Costa Rican presi­
dent on receiving a conservation 
award.

Vesco’s s ^ n d  demand was that 
the Justice Department drop its ef­
forts to extradite him from Costa 
Rica. White House records show 
that on Feb. 15,1977, Harden slipped 
into the oval office for a five-minute 
h u d d le  w ith  th e p r e s id e n t . 
Immediately thereafter. Carter dii- 
patched a handwritten note to A^ 
torney G eneral G riffin  B e ll; 
“ Please see Spencer Lee from 
Albany When he requests an ap­
pointment.”

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Greed and the condo converted"

’There Is no need for the Herald to 

beconie an a p o lo ^ t  for our local 
ooadominiurn converters, as in your 
August 9 articles.
,„ ’The cost figures for condominium 
ownership cited by our friendly. 
fem ale realtor are som ewhat 
loaded, even if understandably, in 
favor of the sellers’ arguments.
" For a typical converted Con­
dominium there are several ad- 
'^tional costs whii^ can be iden­
tified. For a purchaser of a 845,000 
unit with 10% down, with current 
ia te  o f certificates of de|k»it at 
10%, there is a. loss of so-called “ op­
portunity income,”  another 850.25 
p e t month. ^  ,
„ The 81100 in closing costs, if an­
nuitized over SO years, represents 
another equivalent expenditure of 
8i8.24 per month. With property now 
asaessed at 70% of market value, 
and a current mill rate of 43.3, taxes 
at the end of phase-in would be 8H4 
per, month, not 850.
'  In a condominium, the association 
f e e s  c o v e r  o n ly  e x t e r i o r  
m aintenance; a ll the interior 
m a in t e n a n c e  — p lu m b in g , 
appliances, painting, etc. — are paid 
by the condominium ownbr, for 
which we cqn conservatively add 
another 850 per month. Thus, the 
corrected f^ures for ownership of a 
845,000 coDdoRiiniUm would he 8913 
per month, not 8727.

Admittedly, Mme of these costs 
can be offset by an allowable deduc­
tion on the income tisx return for in­
terest and taxes. This would repre­
sent a 8350 per mobflt credit for 
someone In the 50% bracket, but 
only 8138 per month for someone in 
The 30% tax bracket.~(For someone 
in the lower, bracket who did hot 
Itemize deductions in the past, this 
U a credit is o f no value, since it is 
lew  than the standard deduction.) 
-tlhis is only the beginning of the 
owner’s costs. If his unit is oil- 
bsated, whether by individual fur­
nace or by central heat, he has a 
Whopping oil bill to pay.

If the unit is gas heated, he might 
be deluded by the seller’s offering

statement showing only 850 per 
month for heat, but if die Reagan 
plan for deregulation of gas prices is 
enacted, the already suffering condo 
owner can add another 850 pier, 
month for heat.

Overlooked by most buyers of con­
verted imlts is, the potential neetl 
fo r  unanticipated , but m ajor' 
repairs, the cost of which is usually 
covered by special assessments. 
These include such items as m f  
replacement, new siding, added in­
sulation, repainting of exteriiir, 
major plumbing repair,,repair of 
drivew ay, repair o f  sewer or 
drainage, etc . Some of these 
assessm ents have a dangerous 
potential of pushing a condo owner 
into near bankruptcy or into panic 
resale of bis unit — at a considerable 
loss. In short, th^ purchaser of a
845.000 unit should be prepared to 

* spend, not the 8727 per month cited
in your article, but even up to double 
that amount.

In contrast, the current market 
rental for a' 845,000 unit is no more 
than 8500 per month.' Should the 
renter realistically be encouraged to 
shell out another 8500 per month in 
order to build up that elidiive pot at 
the end of the rainbow called equity,
8180.000 over 30 years to creatq,only 
a 845,000 nest egg (ignoring ap­
preciation or inflation) with no 
guarantee as to econoinlc con- 
ditionk, the effects or peai» or war 
or his own fortunes for the rest of 
his life? 'r-

TTIE PARADOX to be explained 
' is why, if operating costs of a condo 

exceed the expected rental, so many 
speculators (euphemistically called 
investors) are willing to buy condos 
for the purpose of renting them out.

This is, of course, the nature of a 
tax shelter. The speculator hopes to 
take advantage of the current in­
com e tax laws to convert his rental 
income into a capital gain at a much 
low er tax ra te ,' offsetting any 

' . operating loss, first, by a deprecia­
tion allowance and, second, by a 
rapid rise in resale value. (One local 
unit purchased by a speculator only 
six months ago is back on the

market with an asking price 28% 
o v e r ,h i s  p u rch a se  p r ic e ;  if  
successful in the sale, he stands to 
make a profit of 100% over his 
original investment only six months 
ago!)

But what is good for a s^ieculator 
in the 70% income tax bracket isn’t 
necessarily good for a renter in the 
20% bracket. The rich are still in­
heriting the earth and the poor are 
still eating the dirt.

IT  MAY BE TRUE, as realtor 
Joseph Gordon suggests, that the 
popularity of condominium conver­
sion is a symptom of our ailing 
economy, which the most painful 
manifestation is the high rate of in­
flation, relfected in extraordinarily 
h i^  interest rates.

But popular for whom? There 
never has been strong movement by 
tenants eager to convert. Today, the 
prime motivating factor for tenants 
converting, when given the oppor­
tunity, is fbar, fear of skyrocketing 
rents, fear of loss of place to live, 
fear o f displacement to a less 
desirable neighborhood.

Homeownership is certainly not 
the prime motivation: many renters 
a r e  f o r m e r  h o m e -o w n e r s .  
E xp erien ce , both lo ca lly  and 
nationally, shows that only 15 to 25% 
of the tenants in any conversion 
situation, coerced by conditions, do 
become condo owners. A few more 
buy in from the outside. But the 
heavy sale^ are to the speculators, 
looking for an easy buck on resale.

(In one local condo conversion, 
which reported a 100% successful 
sales effort,.an  inspection of the 
public record disclosed that a sub­
stantial number of units have been 
purchased by investors who had

been partners in the ownership of 
the apartment complex prlOr to con­
version. Other units had been 
purchased in blocks of five, or six 
with obviously no intention of owner 
occupancy.)

In the first, coifiplex to be con­
verted in Manchester (two years 
ago, not three, as incorrectly stated 
by your reporter) only a third of the 
units were purchas^ by resident 
tenants, only half are currently oc­
cupied by their owners, and a 
quarter of the units are still unsold, 
having been re-rented since conver­
sion, to an entirely neiF^ group of 
more affluent tenants, with an in­
crease of 50% in rent over the two- 
year period.

More recent conversions are 
reporting even less success in 
selling to their resident tenants. 
Tbose who didn’t buy have become 
refugees in the rental market. Tbere 
are even a few who have been dis­
placed more than once by being con­
verted out of successive residences 
in the HarUord area.

t h e '  k e y  t o  w h y  apartment 
owners convert is suggested by the 
statement by Mr. Howland and the 
figures released on the conversion 
o f . his com plex. Certainly, one 
wonders why. If it pays an investor 
to come into possession of a condo 
unit with a 16% mortgage and a 
doubled tax bill and to rent with an 
operating loss, it does not pay the 
original landlord to continue with a 6 
to 8% mortgage and a lower bill and 
to suffer an operating gain at a 
lower rent, since the mechanism of 
raising rents and displacing tenants 
is the same no matter who does it.

Mr. Howland would probably 
argue that a landlord is, like anyone

else, entitled to as high return, even 
more because of the risk Invtdved, 
as is available risk-free on the in­
sured money market. It is this 
emulation of greed in our current in­
flated economy that is the driving 
force behind the rash of conver­
sions. There is no defense, however, 
for the fact that the rates of profit 
on conversion are considerably in 
excess of the average rate of return 
on all investment. . .

THE TAX LAWS being what 
they are, there is a bigger combined 
payoff if the conversion takes place 
in a two-step process.

F M ,  the landlord )mI1s to the con­
verter, who in turn processes the 
conversion and sells the individual 
condo units. The capital gains tax is 
now minimized for both of them 
(and reduced even further under the 
new Reagan tax bill).

Tlie Carriage House figures show 
that its sale at 8700.000 represents a 
gross profit of the order of 100 to 
1507o over the orig ina l cost, 
probably a higher rate if computed 
on the original investment. On the 
8485,000 mortgage the Howlands can 
now collect a comfortable 16.5% 
without worrying about rent collec­
tions and apartment management. 
On the other hand, the 10 Pitkin 
partners have invested only 8215,000 
with' an expected resale of about 81,- 
000,000, thus realizing a gross profit 
of about 150% on their short term in­
vestment.

In this manner, about 830,000,000 
from condo conversions has changed 
hands in Manchester in the past two 
years. One might hope that civic- 
minded apartment owners might 
have re-invested some of these 
funds in new rental housing con­
struction.

After all, it is the theory of jelly­
bean, supply-side economics that if 
the owners of capital are allowed to 
enjoy greater profits, they will re­
invest in more production of their 
own goods (like the e ffe ct of 
deregulation on the oil companies, 
for example). Alas, this has not yet 
come to pass in Manchester. We 
have yet to see one single dollar of 
conversion profits re-invested in

apartment construction to provide a 
nimuscule o f re lie f for those 
traumatized by conversion.

IT IS WORTH NOTING that 
those political leaders who are now 
shedding tears for displaced tenants 
only a year ago refused to consider 

/h n y  measure, even' the minimum <• 
allowed by the state condo conver­
sion control act, to provide those 
same tenants with that minimum 
protection.

In the background o f their 
negative stand we could hear cries 
of “ no Interference with property 
riA ts ,”  “ let the private sector 
smve the housing problem,”  etc.
But the fact remains that the 
private sector, so far as multi­
family, rental housing is concerned, 
has been sitting on its hands since 
1973.

In the past two years, given in­
vestment capital to work with by a 
process it created, it no longer Sits 
on its hands, it moves its capital 
elsewhere.

THE CONDO CONVERSION 
process has added chaos to an 
already severe housing crisis, It 
should be evident by now that it 
furthers the main function of infla­
t io n , the r e d is t r ib u t io n  o f 
wealth—from the poor to the rich. It 
is equally evident that the process 
must be halted until N orm al 
(whatever that implies) economic 
relations can- be re-established in 
our economy.

’The state condominium conver­
sion control act (amended as 81-319) 
expires on Jan. 1, 1983. The present 
act pre-empts the rights, with a few 
minor exceptions, of the towns to 
adopt th eir own r e s t r ic t iv e  
regulations. But this fall, a special 
legislative committee will be con­
ducting hearings on revisions of the 
statute.

Those who have suffered from 
condo conversion, those who are ’ 
potential sufferers, and all those 
who have a genuine concern for the 
general welfare should~prepare to 
make their opinions known on this 
very important new legislation.

Union officials had called the halt to admissions and

“Solidarity regrets that the propaganda attacks on the 
union have taken this form and content,” union 
members said in a  resolution approved Wednesday.

“‘Ilie union decides not to take a counterattack in the 
same tone and manner. The government wants to throw 
responsibility for present circumstances on Solidarity.”

A second resolution approved during this morning’s 
session outlined Solidarity’s response to a nine point 
government statement dealing with the union’s recent 
activities.

A union spokesman said the national coordinating 
committee also was a t work on a t least one other resolu­
tion calling for free elections of local government of­
ficials.

’Riat resolution, if approved, could fuel the growing 
conflict between the government and solidarity. P art of 
the recent complaints against Solidarity have been that 
the union is becoming far too political.

Solidarity leaders refused comment, with union 
spokesman Janusz Onyszkiewicz saying "our union will 
not involve itself in such triv ial and secondary 
problems.”

Instead, he said, members were working on the final 
draft of several resolutions, including one calling for 
free elections of local aovemment officials, which could

increase tensions between the union and authorities.
Solidarity has been attacked for becoming far too 

political — an area of Polish life that is supposed to be a 
Commuiiist Party preserve.

“But that’s a fine line. Everything is political here, 
said a Warsaw university professor. “Is It a social 
m atter or a political m atter if you protest about not 
being able to eat?" i

Pentagon spokesman Benjamin Welles said the 62

His earnings this year — $95,192, 
good for 31st place — already tops 
his 1980 earnings of $85,527.

His best showings since last year 
have been second in the Western 
Open and fourth at the TPC. His 
first tour victory occurred in 1977 at 
New Orleans and his career ear­
nings total $576,000.

Simons, who lives in Tequesta,

CLEVELAND (UPI) -  Conven­
tion officials hailed Cleveland’s 
“All-Star Weekend” as a gihnd 
success Monday, saying it pumped - 
millions of dollars into the local 
economy Snd generated priceless 
positive publicity.

The cash flow figures quelled 
earlier fears that the sports jammed 
weekend capped by baseball’s 
strike-delayed. 52nd All-Star Game 
might be a bust because of fan ran­
cor over the players’ walkout.

The national media coverage, 
'meanwhile, made up somewhat for 
toe scrambling that local officials 
had to do when they learned of the 
rescheduled mid-summer classic 
just 10 days before it came to 
Municipal Stadium.

The city hosted a total of more 
than 150,000 people at a Cleveland 
Browns-Pittsburgh Steelers exhibi­
tion game Saturday and the Roberto 
Duran-Nlno G onzalez ju n io r  
miMleweight fight and All-Star con­
test Sunday.

The Greater Cleveland Conven­
tion and Visitors Bureau estimated 
overall revenues from toe three 
events at $3 million. Including 
money spent on hotels, meals, 
transportation, food and vendors 
and other items.

Figuring in a standard multiplier 
effect of 2., the local economy 
gained some $7.5 million to $8

million from toe sports extravagan­
za, bureau spokesman Robert Ulas 
said.

The All-Star Game originally 
scheduled for July 14, which was to 
have capped a three-day Iqcal 
celebration, would have generated 
$5 million to $8.5 million in total 
revenue, convention officials 
predicted.

But Ulas said the bureau was 
pleased with the weekend r^ults — 
particularly the p o s i^ ^ m e d ia  
coverage Cleveland re c e r« .

“The money, it was great,” he 
said. “But even greater was the im­
age impact. It’s the image that is 
more Important to us — that we are 
a can-do, comeback, professional, 
big league city.

“You just can’t buy that kind of 
credibility and publicity anywhere,” 
he said.

Reaction from local and out-cf-: 
town fans generally backed up thgt 
assessment,.

"I’m from Detroit,” said John 
Timmington, 21, in town with 
several triends. "We saw the foot­
ball game, the Durim fight and now 
we’re here at the, baseball game. 
I’m having a good time.”

"Excellet, excellent,” said Barry'. 
Bucchioni, 32, a local cab company', 
mechanic. "It's good for downtown. 
A lot of people from out of town will 
see how goixl (Cleveland) is.”

Not all of the fans shared those 
sentiments, however. Despite an; 
All-Star record crowd of more than 
72,000, Regina Carver of Boardman 
said Cleveland was cheated out of 
the full impact of the game.

“They should have waited until 
next year," she said. "Clevelad suf­
fered a little bit because of it.”

Yankees carefully 
watching Gossgge

Arena faces obstacles

BOSTON (UPI) -  Gerry Cohen 
isn’t  going to set up an obstacle 
course for toe propoMd new arena 
in Boston but he’s not going to lay 
down the red carpet either.

Cohen chairs toe House ’Taxation 
Committee in the Massachusetts 
Legislature, toe body which w ill. 
debate the proposed increase n the 
state’s hotel tox. That increase is 
crucial to toe success of toe arena, as 
it makes toe bonds to fund it much 
more attractive to prospective 
buyers. Without the increase, 
backers of toe arena concede toe 
whole proposal will die toe same ig- 
Tiqminiow deeto-as have i»many of 
its predijeeiton.

The proposal calls for an increas 
in toe hotel tax from 5.7 to 8 percent. 
That amount, backers estimate, 
could produce an added $9.6 million. 
The increase from hotel taxes 
within Route 495 would be pledged to 
back toe bonds.

“I don’t think it would be accep­
table to the committee to have a 
state-wide tax to support a bond to 
build an arena in Boston,” said 
(fohen, a Democrat from Andover. 
“And within 495, it might be in con­

flict with toe need for some gom- 
munitles to use toe revenue in other 
place's.”

Cohen said legislators from toe 
western part-of the state might fight 
a tax increase for a building few of 
their constituents will visit. Part of 
toe extra revenue is earmarked to

promote tourism, but Cohen thinks 
the western legislators might want 
to use all of toe money for that, or. 
other, purposes.

“The folks in toe western part of 
toe state might want to delegate toe 
money to stay in their area to 
develop their own tourism, their 
own projects. ’There is going to be a

confrontation between the far 
western folks who don’t come to 
B oston  (an d  th e  e a s te rn  
legislators),” Cohen said.

Cohen also is concerned about 
Boston losing around $1 million in 
property tax revenue when the 
Boston Garden is torn down because 
the new arenh would not be subject 
to property taxes. And there’s the 
added problem facing the Boston 
delegation, which might want the 
extra money to go for other pur­
poses.

“Unless there’s some arrange­
ment to make up for the property 
tax revenue loss. I’d be concerns,” 
he said. “And the Boston delegation 
will have to decide if toe arena is a 
priority or if it’s more important to 
have children’s playgrounds and the 
like.”

But Cohen also sees several 
plusses in the plan which might help 
it gain legislative approval. He said 
toe North Statiod area must be 
revitalized and the arena proposal, 
complete with a mall and parking, 
might be the answer.

“The Garden area is not growing, 
it is a blighted drea if you will,” he 
said. “I like the economic develop­
ment aspects of the proposal. And 
we’re a sporting community, we

don’t want to lose the Bruins and toe 
Celtics.”

So the prospects, Cohen says at 
this point, are uncertain. He said he 
was guardedly optimistic about toe 
plan, but indicate that this proposal 
may be the one that finally makes it. 
After all. House Speaker Thomas 
McGee and Senate President 
William Bulger were on the com­
mittee that drafted toe plan.

“There still are an awful lot of 
questions and few answers. I’m cer­
tainly not going to put up any 
roadblocks. I think there’s room for 
agreement and I think it can go, 
although maybe not as originally 
planned. But there is an impetus for 
it,” Cohen said.

'NEW YORK (UPI) -  The New 
York Yankees remember only too 
well what a healthy Rich Gossage 
means. And while they aren’t pan­
icking they are carefully watching 
his tender'shoulder.

“It’s something that he gets every 
spring so we’re not that worried,” 
said pitching coach Gyde King Mon­
day night.

Gossage was scheduled to try to 
throw Tuesday after consulting with 
team doctors. He missed the All- 
Star Game with tightness in his 
right shoulder and has promised no 
date for his possible return to the 
Yankee bullpen.

“I just want to project myself,” 
the right-handed relief ace said.

In 1979, Gossage injured his 
pitching thumb in a clubouse 
wrestling match with catcher Cliff 
Johnson. By the time Gossage 
returned, the Yankees were out of 
the American League East race. 
This time he has toe luxury of 
knowing the Yankees will qualify for 
the playoffs but he insists that 
wouldn’t make a difference anyway.

“ Even if we weren’t in the 
playoffs, I’m going to make sure it's 
OK,” he said. “I’m not giving any

date when I can come back. If it 
takes two weeks, then I'll take two 
weeks.”

Gossage must take special 
precaution since he is a power 
pitcher with little finesse and unless 
his arm is completely healthy he 
runs the risk of pitching ineffective­
ly or aggravating the injury.

In toe meantime, the Yankee 
bullpen is strong now with All-Star 
Ron Davis, veteran Dave lARoche 
and rookie George Frazier, just 
summoned from Columbus of the 
International League. Yankee 
Manager Gene Michael said the club 
can suiwive without Gossage ... for a 
while.

“We can if we have everybody 
sound,” said Michael. “Davis is a 
little tired but LaRoche and Frazier 
are good pitchers.”

Gossage said he suffered the in­
jury by throwing too hard after the 
settlement of the strike.

“I tried to throw it through a 
wall,” he said. “I threw batting 
practice and it felt good, then I 
came back to pitch an inning against 
Bradenton and it felt awful. There’s 
no use kidding yourself.”

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Give Lamb A Second Look
Lamb merits a place in the shopping cart. Yet this favorite, o f connoisseurs 

. and creative cooks, is overlooked by some shoppers. Lamb can be enjoyed within 
the confines of a moderate food budget, especially with the application of a bit 
of shopping savvy. You'll find that getting better acquainted with fine'meat 
is extremely rewarding.

It is possible to have the economy of a whole leg of lamb and at the saipe time 
the convenience o f cuts sized for one meal. For a leg o f jamb can be divided by the 
meat retailer to yield cuts for three different and delicious meals— a roast, chops 
and a stew or soup. r .

We suggest that you take the accompanying diagram to your retailer and 
discuss with him how you would like a leg of lamb cut. Then when you bring the 
cuts home you can wrap and freeze what is not desired for immediate use. The 
recommended freezer storage time for lamb is 6 to 9 months; for ground lamb 
3 to 4 months.

Sure to turn any meal into a special occasion is a Lamb Center Leg Roast — 
a leg with sirloin chops and shank removed. Preparation of this meaty, flavorful 
roast is easy for it simply cooks unattended to the desired degree 6f doneness. ^

Traditionally, lamb has been roasted to well done, however, more and more 
diners are discovering the culinary delights o f lamb cooked to rare or medium. 
You will note that the roasting timetable includes these three stages of doneness. 
To dress up the lamb roast, serve it with a Spiced Peach Sauce.quickly made with 
canned sliced peaches and peach preserves.

Sirloin chops, cut from the top of the leg. can provide another delicious and 
economical meal. In the recipe for Mediterranean Lamb Broil, the chops are 
served oh an intriguing combination of linguini. zucchini, onion and red or green 
pepper. This recipe also can be prepared using economical blade or arm chops cut 
from the shoulder.

For still another lamb meal from the leg. make a hearty stew or soup. Use the 
shank for this and/or Iamb trimmed from the section removed containing the 
rump bone plus the first sirloin chop which is irregular. Especially appealing is 
Lamb and Vegetable Soup that teams chunks of lamb with a med)ey of vegetables.

While the family enjoys the mild, delicate flavor of lamb in a variety of ways, 
they will be receiving the benefit o f many essential nutrients. Lamb is both high 
in quality and quantity of protein, containing all the essential amino acids neces­
sary to build, maintain and repair body tissues and strengthen the defense 
mechanism against infection and disease. Other important nutrients in lamb 
include the B-vitamins niacin, thiamin, riboflavin. B-6 and B-12 and the minerals 
ii^n and zinc.

Place roast, fat side up, on rack in open roasting pan. Insert meat thermometer so bulb 
is centered in thickest part o f leg, being careful not to let it rest in fat or on bone. Do not add 
water. D oh ot cover. Roast in a slow oven (325°F.) to desired degree o f doneness^^^^enfove 
from oven when meat thermometer registers 135°F. for rare; 15S°F. for medium; IdS^F. 
for'well done. Allow  roast to "stand" in a warm place 15 to 20 minutes after removal from 
oven. Since roasts continue to cook during this time, they usually rise approximately 5°F.

For a 5 to 7-pound roast, 
allow 20 to 25 minutes per pound for rare; 25 to 30 minutes per pound for medium; 30 to 35 
mihutbs per pound for well done. Serve warm Spiced Peach Sauce with roast, if desired. 

Note: Frozen lamb can be defrosted in the refrigerator or cooked frozen. If leg is cooked 
frozen, allow 1/3 to 1/2 more time (at 300-F. to 325-F.) than for defrosted leg.

2 teaspoons lemon juice 

1/4 teaspoon cinnamon

Drain peach syrup into saucepan. Stir in 
peach preserves, lemon juice, cinnamon and 
mint flakes; cook slowly 12 to 15'minutes to 
reduce liquid to 1 cup.

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College prexy named 
champion garlic cook

GILROY, Cailf. (UPI) -  A 
college president is America’s 
champion garlic cook of 1981.

Rudy Melone, 56, head of Gavilan 
College in Gilroy, and his wife, 
Gloria, won out over 500 entries and 
lOilnallsts in the cookoff of the third 
annual Garlic Festival in the Santa 
Clara Valley.

Melone, a founder of the thiee- 
yaar-old even, was its chairman un­
til this year. Conflict of interest kept 
him from entering the contest while 
he. was an official of the festival, he 
Said.

The judges "didn’t know whose 
rec ip e  it w as ,”  said  Karen 
Christopher, wife of garlic grower 
Don Christopher, who is a co­
founder of the festival.

‘"rhere were 500 entries,” Mrs. 
Christopher said, ’"rhe judges were 
from  Boston, Hollywood and 
everywhere.”

Melone’s winning recipe, Fettuc- 
cine Gloriosa, features mussels, 
squid, fettuccine and, of course, gar­
lic.

He said the festival was launched 
to challenge the claim by Arleux, 
France, to the title of garlic capital 
of the world. Arleux’s annual event 
attracts 70,000 people.

"We used 6-W tons of minced 
fresh garlic in the food booths,” 
Mrs. Christopher said. "There were 
105 food booths. All of their entrees 
had to have garlic.”

People bought garlic popcorn, 
garlic bagels, garlic burritos, garlic 
chicken, garlic steaks and garlic 
almost anything.

Seventy other booths sold garlic 
bulbs braided into chains, garlic- 
themed T-shirts ("It Ukes your 
breath away” ), garlic perfume (de- 
scented garlic extract with a lot of 
rose smell added), plain garlic bulbs 
(25 cents each), and a cookbook, in­
cluding a recipe for chocolate 
covered garlic cloves.

"Lots of kookie things are said 
a b o u t g a r l i c , ”  sa id  M rs. 
Christopher, “but in Gilroy garlic 
isn’t a joking matter. We take our

garlic seriously. I never cook 
vegetables of any kind without 
torowing in three or four cloves of 
fresh garlic.

"Garlic, is a salt substitute for 
people with h i^  blood pressure. 
Garlic reduces ̂ olesterol. It’s real­
ly healthful.

"The word is .getting around. 
Garlic consumption is up 1,000 
percent.”

Garlic has been used by humans 
since the beginning of history. Six 
bulbs were found in King ’Tut’s 
tomb. Its legendary medicinal uses 
in c lu d e  e v e ry th in g  from  
hemorrhoids to snakebite, cancer 
and convulsions.

’The psychedelic generation picked 
up on garlic as an aphrodisiac and a 
protection against vampires.

The health food cult took it to the 
suburbs, (k braid of garlic bulbs 
makes a nice decorition In the 
kitchen.

But who would think that garlic 
festival attendance \yould outdo the 
Superbowl?

“We had 20,000 people at our first 
one ... Last year we hadOO.OOO. This 
year we bad 110,000 paid admissions 
(|3 for adults). And we didn’t run 
out of food,” Mrs. Christopher said.

Even actor Danny Kaye showed 
up and helped with the cooking.

Down Gourmet Alley, 20 local 
cooks prepared such things as 
calamari (baby squid), scampi in 
lobster bu tte r sauce, stuffed 
mushrooms, pasta al pesto, stir- 
fried vegetables and hot garlic 
bread.

W in n in g  re ^ p e s

Rudy Melone’s prise-winning Fet­
tuccine Gloriosa Is named for his 
wife, Gloria.

Here’s his recipe:
18 to 24 fresh mussels or clams, 

scrubbed clean ,
V4 c. butter
3 or 4 cloves fresh garlic, peeled 

and diced

1 medium-sixed onion or 5 or 6 
shallots, diced ^

8 sprigs fresh parsley,-chopped 
fine

1 c. dry white wine.
Melt butter in a saucepan large 

enough to hold the m ussels'or 
clams. Add garlic, onion and parsley 
and cook until onions are translu­
cent. Add mussels or clams and 
cover. When mussel or clam shells 
start to open, add wine. Stir and 
remove from stove when all shells 
have open^. Discard any that re­
main closed.

While the preceding mixture 
cooks, prepare the calamari, using: 

One-third c. olive oil 
6 to 12 cloves of garlic, peeled and 

crushed
2 lbs. calamari (squid), cleaned 

and cut into two-inch strips
2 T. oregano 
1 c. dry white wine 
1 lemon, halved
1 small can tomato sauce , 
’Two shakes of Tabasco sauce, or

to tAflte
Heat oUve oil id skillet. Add garlic 

and co(A until golden brown. Add 
calamari. Cook about 1 minute. Add 
oregano and wine. Cook about half a 
minute longer. Squeeze jujce of 
lemon halves over the mixture; for 
good measure throw in the lemon 
halves. Add tomato sauce and 
Tabasco. Simmet about one minute 
more.

Prepare fettuccine, using:
' 1 lb. white or green fettuccine
2 tsp. salt
Large pot of water 
2 T. olive oil 
Parmesan cheese 
Fill a large pot with water and the 

salt and bring to boil. Add olive oil 
and fettuccine. While fettuccine 
cooks, set mussels or clams aside 
and combine their sauce with the 
calamari mixture. When fettuccine 
is co^ed to taste, strain it and place 
on a large platter. Mix with the com­
bined'sauces. Arrange mussels or 
clams around the platter with sprigs 
of parsley. Sprinkle liberally with 
freshly grated parmesan cheese. 

Serves 4 to 6.

Myths about cooking seafood

“ People buy fish and 
take it home and ruin it,” 
says John von Glahn of the 
Fishery Council, a trade 
association in New York 
City.

The two biggest mis­
takes, in von Glahn’s view, 
are thawing frozen fish at 
room temperature instead 
of in the refrigerator and 
overcooking all fish, be it 
fresh or frozen.

Both result in loss of 
juiciness and flavor.

’That may explain why 
more than 60 percent of tte 
seafood eaten in the United 
States is consumed in 
restaurants.

A recent study of con­
sumer attitudes shows 
Americans are skeptical of 
the ir ability to store 
seafood safely and cook it 
properly.

’The fishing and super- 
markei industries hope to 
change that with a national 
program designed to in; 
c r e a s e  c o n su m er 
awareness of the fish and 
seafood available from 
American waters, and to 
dispel the myths and mis­
understandings people 
have on the subject.

‘‘W e’re  a sk in g  
Americans to be a little 
more, adventurous in their 
eating hibits,” said Diane 
Boratyn, chief of the con­
sum er branch of the 
National Marine Fisheries 
Service, in Washington, 
D.C. Ms. Boratyn spoke at 
a lunch in New York City to 
kick off the campaign. ‘The 
event was sponsored by the 
New York State Depart­
ment of Agriculture and 
Markets in cooperation 
w ith the M idAtlantic 
Fisheries Development 
Foundation.

She said the growing 
abundance of seafood is 
mostly due to the extension 
to 200 miles of the offshore 
fishing limit established in 
an international agreement 
about five years ago.

The national program 
will include promotional 
and recipe brochures at 
seafood coun ters and 
markets. Miss Boratyn 
said.

The lunch included two 
salads — bluefish and New 
Jersey tilefish; baked sea 
trout fillets with sliced 
green onion, diced Ber­
muda onion and fresh 
parsley; grilled Delaware 
greyfish — what sport 
fishermen call dogfish or 
sand shark; and batter- 
f r ie d  w h itin g  w ith  
remoulade sauce.

“I consider whiting the 
most under-utilized variety 
on our East Coast,” said 
von Glahn. “Year-in, year- 
out, it’s the cheapest and 
most prolific fish in the 
mid-Atlantic states.

"It has fewer bones than 
other fish, it cooks quickly 
because it has very tender 
flesh and it’s on the bland 
side.”

Sounds ideal for people 
who dislike fishy tasting 
fish. They’re probably 
referring to the few fatty 
varieties, since fat is the 
major contributor to flavor 
in finfish.

“My favorite is baked 
' whiting, quickly filleted on 

the plate and sloshed in 
garlic butter,” von Glahn 
said.

"New York, New Jersey 
and C onnecticut con­
sumers eat moat of the 
fresh catch,” he said, but 
frozen whiting is available 
nationally.

Von Glahn’s cooking ad­
vice:

"Get the fisH away from 
the heat an instant before 
the flesh becomes com­
pletely opaque. Do this by 
slitting(the flesh open and 
peeking inside. Testing for 
doneness with a folk is 
risky ... First, the fish can 
be long overdone before a 
fork is thrust in and, 
secondly, the soft flesh and 
lean meated varieties offer 
so little resistance that it is 
hard to tell.” 

yon Glahn takes issue

with the Canadian method 
that calls for 10 minutes 
cook ing  ( a t  high 
temperature, if using an 
oven) for each inch of 
thickness, measured at the 
thickest point of the whole 
fish, fillet or steak.

“Inch-thick fish can broil 
perfectly in six minutes in 
many Instances. Ten 
minutes can mean dis­
aster,” be said, because 
the type of fish flesh— soft 
or hard, fat or lean — 
determines cooking time.

We agree — and add our 
own caveat: Some broilers 
get hotter than others, and 
that, too, affects cooking 
time.

The study of consumer 
attitudes was done by 
M iklos R e se a rc h  
Associates, Inc., of New 
York City, for the Food 
Marketing Institute. Fin­
dings were released by 
president Pam Miklos in a 
speech at FMl’s annual

meeting in Dallas earlier 
this year.

Many consumer pan­
elists said they loved fish 
and found it a treat, she 
said. They ihlso recognize 
its nutritious and healthful 
attributes.

All said they were more 
apt to eat it away from 
home because it was 
relatively expensive.
' ‘The study found shellfirii 
had a very distinctive and 
more favorable image than 
other types of fish.

"Its higher price tag 
causes people to view it as 
a specialty, a novelty, a 
delicacy and even a luxury 
item,” Ms. Miklos said.

They also consider fresh 
fish more desirable than 
frozen, particularly in 
taste and texture.

The -study found people 
want reassurance that fish 
is fresh at the poidt of 
purchase. They are fearful 
of food poisoning from fish

Peking fare is not just duck
By William J .  Molaiain

raiKINO (URi) -  You 
don’t have to eat duck in 
Peking. ‘Try the three hoto 
for an adventure or have a 
han bao bad, China’s ver­
sion of the hamburger.

’The Chinese capital is 
famous for Pekina duck 
dinners, but a little dupk 
goes a long way ior most 
Westerners livi^ here.

Duck meat is fatty to 
Western palates and must 
be wrestled off the bone.
’There also is no way to 
avoid gorging yourself at 
the elaborate duck dinners.
Shirt buttons pop. Belts 
must be loosened. Eyes 
bulge.

A surprising variety of 
other dining experiences 
are available. One favorite 
pastime among foreigners 
is discovering distinctive, 
.off-the-beaten-path places 
with great food.

Nearly every school of 
C h in ese  c u is in e  is  
represented in Peking — 
from the fiery cuisine of 
S ichuan  and ' H unan 
provinces to Moslem mut-' 
ton specialties and Can­
tonese delicacies.

’The Shu Xiang (Sichuan 
Village) restaurant, which 
residents managed to keep 
a secret from tourists until 
recently, serves the three 
hots — hot when you eat it, 
hot when you digest it and 
hot when, well, later on.

’The Shu Xiang has the 
iiSual range of chicken, 
mutton and pork. It also 
boasts octopus, sea slugs 
and other items that' only 
the hardiest Westerners 
eat. For dessert, you can 
look forward to sweet 
fungus in soup.

At one recent banquet, a 
dozen foreigners began 
with tea at a round table in 
the upstairs area reserved 
foe VIPs. ’They moved to a 
second table for the meal 
itself and to a third for 
dessert, tea and fruit, a 
style reminiscent of im- 
p ^ a l  China.

Many visitors are sur­
prised at the number of 
fine Moslem restaurants, 
operated either by Chinese 
Mongols or by the Hui peo­
ple, who are Moslems.

Because of the Moslem 
p o p u la tio n ,, s e v e r a l  
yiestauraiits Offer kehdb,' 
shashlik, barbecue and hot 
pot dishes. In the latter, 
diners cook their own meat 
and vegetables in a pot of 
boiling water In the center 
of the table. Mutton is 
usually featured because 
pork is taboo and good beef 
is difficult to find.

Some restaurants are , 
idyllically situated  in 
parks, where dining would 
be enjoyable even if the 
food were not tasty.

The'discomfort can be in 
the center o f the chest, at 
the low er end' o f your 
breastbone, in the pit o f the 
stomach, righ t or le ft  
shoulder; it may radiate 
into the arms, the back or 
even into the jaw. The pain 
of a heart attack may oc­
cur at rest but angina pain 
more often occurs with 
exercise.

Some people with a heart 
attack have indigestion and 
vomiting as the primary 
feature o f discomfort. To 
give you a more complete 
idea o f the indications of a

heart attack I am sending 
you The Health Le tte r 
number 17-10, What You 
N eed  T o  Know  About* 
Heart Attacks. Others who

want this issue can send 75 
cents with a long, stamped, 
self-addressed envelope for 
it to me, in care of this 
newspaper, P.O. Box 1551, 
Radio City Station, New 
York, N Y  10019. Often the 
onset of discomfort from 
an acute attack is the first 
warning a person has that 
he has heart disease.

Considering the diverse

So 
it is important for anyone 
who has any reason to 
suspect a heart attack to 
contact their doctor at 
once.

Schools 
mothball 
3 rooms

BOLTON — The school administration plans to 
mothball three classrooms in the K-4 building this year. 
Superintendent Raymond A. Allen said Tuesday.

He said the move will save up to $3,000 in fuel and 
custorial costs, and comes in light of decreasing enroll­
ment at the elementary level. ,

He said enrollment is* up at the high school by about 
15, but it has dropped off at the lower levels by about 25.

Administration anticipates about 230 high school 
students next year, including 20 new Willington students. 
Meanwhile, elemenUry school figures are projected at 
between 450 and 460.

Willington is presently in the second year of its con­
trac t with Bolton. According to its terms, Willington 
students paid $1,500 each last year, and will pay $1,550 
this year.

Allen said the total revenue from Willington this com­
ing year should reach $60,000. '

He said the average per pupil cost for a Bolton resi­
dent at the high school last year was between $2,700 and 
$2,800.

There were 18 Willington students enrolled last year. 
For the 1982-1983 school year and the two following 

years of the contract, W illin^n  will pay the average 
cost of all students, Allen said.

He said the administration chose to mothball rooms in 
the K-4 building because enrollment dropped more 
sharply there than in the other two buildings. The 
heating system in the building also allows an easier 
transition from active to inactive rooms, he said.

He said the administration expects one or two rooms 
in the center building to be vacant, but no plans exist yet 
to either mothball these rooms or transfer students from 
the K-4 building.

The K-4 building runs on electric heat while the center 
building has a hot-water system.

No rooms in the high school will be vacant, he said. 
He said besides the three classrooms, another room 

will be partially used for physical education, and shut 
down when not in use.

The total savings, he said, will be between $1,000 and 
$1,5000 in both custodial and heating costs.

Ruie could add trailers

BOLTON — The Zoning Commission is 
proposing a reguiation change which will 
allow expansion of existing mobile home 
parks. The zoning change will also provide a 
mechanism through which new parks can 
open.

Zoning Chairman Philip G. Dqoley said this 
morning the proposal was initiated by an 
application from Charles Minicucci, owner of 
the Anderson Trailer Park on Route 44A, to 
expand his park by about 14 mobile homes.

’Ihe town prohibits trailer or mobile home 
parks, but three exist since they were around 
before zoning regulations were written about 
30 years ago.

Dooley said the idea of trailer parks was 
acceptable to the commissioners, but that 
they wished to limit the number of homes on 
each park.

He said the commission proposed that the 
size of each lot be no smaller than 4,000 
square feet, and that each park be limited to 
20 homes.

All existing town parks contain no more 
than five mobile homes.

Dooley said the commission wished to keep 
some space between the homes to maintain 
attractive landscaping!

Adopting the regulations, he said, would 
alsobenefit the town by providing low income 
housing.

“This addresses the need of affordable 
housing that has been talked about,” he said. 
“Up to this point, it has been just plain 
prohibited.”

Though there is no evident demand for low 
income housing in town, the Needs Assess­
ment Survey put together last year by the 
Senior Citizens Committee showed that the 
town’s elderly favor such housing.

Charles Minicucci, co-owner of the Ander­

son Park and M&M Oil Co., said this morning 
providing low income housing was part of the 
reason for applying in June for the expansion.

“It gives the elderly a chance to move out 
of their large homes and into a  mobile home 
and live alot cheaper,” he said, “ both tax- 
wise and fuel-wise.”

He said if the proposal is accepted, each 
home will have its own septic field, ‘"rhat 
way if one person has septic trouble, no one 
else will be affected.”
„ He said the flve-and-one-half-acre park has 
been tested thoroughly for seepage and was 
found to be adequate.

Both Dooley and Minicucci said they could 
not predict if other people would apply for a 
trailer park if the regulations are  adopted in 
Scptcint^r I

Dooley said commission still reserves the 
right to deny any application. Tlie parks, he 
said, also have to be in business zones.

BOSTON (UPI) -  One of two oil rigs 
doing preliminary drilling for oil and 
natural gas in the George’s Bank fishing 
grounds off the New England coast has 
been running into bad luck— at $100,000 a 
day.

The rig Zapata Saratoga, leased by 
Shell Oil, has been trying since July 24 to 
find some place to begin drilling 
successfully.

‘The first time they hit stone. Then a 20- 
inch casing surrounding a drilling pipe 
broke and couldn’t be totally salvaged.

“We sealed the hole and cleaned op 
and we’re trying again,” said Shell 
spokesman Norman Altstedter in New 
York Thesday.

“This is not at all unique,” he said. 
The rig has been moved a third time 

and will begin drilling again in a third 
spot soon, hoping to find evidence of oil 
or naturM gas 17,000 feet below.

It’s costii^ a group headed by Shell an 
estimated $24 million for the exploratory 
drilling, or about $100,000 a day, And that  ̂
was before running into'three weeks of 
delays about 180 miles off the Cape Cod 
coast.
'  Meanwhile, the other rig now drilling 

in the rich fishing grounds, Exxon’s 
Alaskan Star, has already passed the 6,- 
300 foot mark on its 'way to 15,500 feet.

“It’s just routine drilling, things are 
going well,” said Exxon sp(Aesman Jack 
McDonell. “They’ve Just had bad luck,” 
be said of Shell, which for weeks this 
summer was expected to be the first to 
drill.

<« There could be more bad news for the 
oil companies.

Officials of an environmental group 
black proteting the drilling may seek an in­

junction to stop it. 1
David Bigley of Greenpeace said the 

drilling will be harmful to endiuigered 
_  species of arine life, especially whides.

“It’s not out of the question that litiga-. 
tion will begin again very soon,” he said.  ̂

Greenpeace lawyers are preparing to ' 
take their case into federal court, he 
said.

Certain special trusts will be eligible shareholders. The 
U F O  (last-n, first-out) method of Inventory accounting 
has been simplified to make it easier for business to use 
it to offset the effects of Inflation.

The limit on the investment credit in yearly pruchases

of used equipment has been raised fh>m"$10ir,000 to 
$ 1 2 5 ,0 0 0 and then to $150,000 in 1965. Businesses will 
be allowed to write off immediately up to $5,000 of 
equipment purchases in 1982 and 1963, with further in­
creases later.

Q. DO YOU KNOW HOW THE NEW SYSTEM OF 
DEPREClA’nON AND INVESTMENT CREDIT ON 
PURCHASES OF BUSINESS MACHINERY AND 
EQUIPMENT WORKS AND APPUES FOR ’81?

A. Starting for assets placed In service in 1981, the 
cost generally will be recovered over three or five 
years. The three-year class includes autos, light-duty 
trucks, and R&D (research and development) equip­
ment. The five-year write-off period covers most other 
business machinery and equipment — and is much 
shorter than the present useful life rules. There Is a 
statutory method of recovering, approximately the 150 
percent declining balance. Thus, as a business manager, 
you Will be operating  under tw o system s of 
depreciation: the familiar one for pre-1981 acquisitions 
and a completely new setup for 1981 (and later) 
acquisitions.

The investment credit will be 6 percent for the thrc^ 
year property and 10 percent for all other.

A. There is a new useful life of 15 years for all 
depreciable real property — whether the structure Is 
residential or non-residential.

The Internal Revenue 
Service has tried to impose much longer live- 30, 40, 50 
yeflrs.

Thus, a taxpayer can buy property, write off the cost 
over a shorter period, and if a straight-line method is 
used, get capital gain on the entire profit when It Is sold!
