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Troops return 
to positions 
deep in Iraq

W E E K E N D  C R U IS E  —  Some of the U.S. infantry divisions slated to return from the Gulf must 
clear their vehicles first of all soils and possible contaminants —  sort of a extra-large car 
wash. Troops continue to return to the U.S., although tensions have hightened recently.

DHAHRAN, Saudi Arabia — 
Some American troops have 
returned to positions deep inside 
Iraq, but a senior U.S. military offi­
cial denied Friday that the move was 
intended to pressure Iraqi President 
Saddam Hussein.

Marine Brig. Gen. Richard I. Neal 
insisted that the military had moved 
soldiers back to their most advanced 
positions in the Euphrates River val­
ley only to be sure they could con­
trol the area pending a formal 
cease-fire agreement.

Also Friday, 499 Iraqi prisoners 
of war were driven in buses into 
their homeland from an isolated 
Saudi border crossing. A lone sol­
dier changed his mind at the last 
minute and refused to go home.

And, in other developments re­
lated to the Gulf Wan 

—Three U.S. soldiers were 
aw arded the S ilver S u a  for bravery

in a ceremony in Kuwait City. They 
are the first Americans to be so 
honored in the Gulf War.

—The Kuwaiti government tem­
porarily stopped issuing entry visas 
to journalists, saying there were too 
many in the emirate for its meager 
resources to handle.

—In Tehran, Iran, a senior Is­
lamic cleric accused the United 
States of trying to install a pro- 
Westem government in Iraq and 
warned against any outside inter­
ference there.

—In Washington, Gen. Colin 
Powell, the chairman of the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff, said the military 
would study the future of the com­
bat reserves after failing to get some 
National Guard units battle-ready in 
time for the Gulf War.

Turmoil growing 
within Yugoslavia

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia — 
Claiimng the country was headed 
for civil war, the Seihian chairman 
of Yugoslavia’s federal presidency 
resign^ Friday after failing to per­
suade others to declare a nationwide 
state of emergency.

T am not ready to go along with 
decisions that are le ^ n g  to the 
break up of the country, with pos­
sible catastrophic consequences for 
Its people,” said Borisav Jovic.

Jovic. who headed the eight- 
member presidency since last h^y . 
had jomed with army officials to 
seek a state of emergency that 
would expand the military’s powers 
to intervene. They claimed the order 
was necessary to restore order amid 
mounUng political and social unrest 
m the multi-ethnic nation.

The latest disturbances occurred 
over the past week in Serbia, the 
largest republic. Serbia’s Socialist 
president, Slobodan Milosevic, is a 
close ally of Jovic.

The presidency includes a repre- 
sentauve from each of Yugoslavia’s 
SIX re p u b lic s  and  its  tw o 
autonomous provinces. According 
to one account, five of the eight 
representatives, led by those of 
Slovenia and Croatia, opposed a

state of emergency, saying Serbia’s 
Socialist leaders wanted it simply to 
stay in power.

The Tanjug news agency said 
members of the presidency were 
summoned late P ri^ y  for a meeting 
in Belgrade to discuss Jovic’s an­
nouncement.

Jovic charged in an earlier 
television address that the majority 
on the presidency was "oriented 
toward breaking up Yugoslavia, and 
was attempting to tie the hands of 
the army."

The army is the only integrating 
force left in the country, Jovic said, 
accusing separatists of threatening 
‘‘to take us into direct inter-ethnic 
conflicts and a civil war.”

Slovenia and C roatia , the 
westeinmost republics, seek a loose 
confederation, but have indicated 
they would proclaim independence 
if a state of emergency were 
declared.

Under the constitution, Croatian 
representative Stipe Mesic was 
scheduled to succeed Jovic at the 
end of his one-year chairmanship 
May IS. But it was not immediately 
clear who would now take over the 
seat

Against this background, a 
group of wealthy matrons met in a 
Beacon H ill home to make 
provisions for the "temporal, moral 
and religious welfare of young 
women who are dqiendent on their 
own exertions for support.”

The wganizatitm they created 
— the first dupter of the Yamg 
Women’s Christian Association

chapter — kicked d!fanine-m<mth 
celebration of its 12Sth anniver­
sary on Friday, inducting a dinner 
featuring writer and actress Maya 
Angelou.

Daring the past 12 decades, the 
YWCA has expanded to 4,000 
locations worldwide. Current 
membership stands at more than 
six million women and prls, ac­
cording to the organization’s iitter- 
national headquarters in New York.

The Y has also taken positions 
on issues ranging from a h ^ o n  to 
war and established training 
programs for wmnen construction 
workers and teen-age parents.

Still, the organization’s basic 
mission remains pretty much the 
same.

"The original purpose was to

promote the welfare of women," 
said Nancy Davies, pokeswtxnan 
for the Boston YWCA. "That 
hasn’t changed. What’s changed is 
the women’s needs.”

Anderson marks 6th anniversary in captivity

BEIRUT, Lebanon — American journalist Terry Anderson, 
the longest-held Western hosbige in Lebanon, begins his 
seventh year Saturday as the captive of pro-Iranian Shiite 
Muslim extremists.

His sister, Peggy Say, who has campaigned tirelessly to 
secure Anderon's freedom, said she hopes it will be his last as 
a prisoner.

But despite renewed diplomatic efforts to secure the 
freedom of Anderson and 12 other Westerners, Shiite sources 
cautioned that no release appears imminent.

Anderson, 43, of Lorain, Ohio, is chief Middle East cor­
respondent for The Associated Press. He was kidnapped in 
west Beirut rat March 16,1985.

The other missing Westerners arc five Americans, four 
Britons, two Germans and an Italian. Most are believed to be 
held by pro-Iranian Shiite factions.

"We have the feeling that the hostage issue has to be 
resolved," Syrian Foreign Minister Farouk al-Sharaa said 
Thursday in the Syrian ciqiital, Damascus.

He spoke after Secretwy of State James A. Baker III and 
Syria’s President Hafez Assad discussed the plight of the 
hostages.

Sharaa said Syria would exert "maximum elTort” to help 
win the hostages’ freedom and added: "We’re not pessimistic 
that we’ll succeed.”

Syria has been instrumental in previous hostage releases. It 
maintaiiu good ties with Iran, and its 40,000 peace-keeping 
troops in Lebanon are deployed in areas where the hostages 
are believed to be held. '

"The news from the Middle East is great,” Mrs. Say said.
Anderson’s family and friends held a remembrance 

ceremony on Capitol Hill Friday, and Mrs. Say read a letter in 
which President Bush vowed that "we will never forget” the 
six American hostages.

A prayer service also was held in Cyprus, Nicosia, where

Anderson’s daughter. Sulomc, and Sulomc’s mother, 
Madeleine, arc living.

The two said in a Icucr sent to Beirut new^apers for publi­
cation that the six years of Anderson’s captivity “have become 
our key to an everlasting bond.”

“Six long, separating years have gone by only to bring you 
closer to my heart ... and to have your daughter love you as 
much as any girl who has had her father all along,” the letter 
said. Sulome has never seen her father.

Mrs. Say told Anderson in a letter also sent to Lebanese 
newsjjapcrs about the ceremonies in the United States for him 
and his fellow hostages.

‘‘Soon, God willing, you will all be free, but until then know 
that your fellow Americans salute you and pray every day for 
your continued strength and courage,” she wote.

But Shiite clerics familiar with the kidnappers’ thinking 
said they saw no real signs that any hostages would be freed

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Alzheimer’s 
drug rejected

ROCKVILLE, Md. (AP) — A 
Rxxl and Drug Administration 
panel ignored a last-minute emo­
tional plea Friday night and 
decided not to recommend ap­
proval of the first proposed drug 
for the treatment of Alzheimer’s 
disease.

In a meeting that lasted al­
most 14 hours, the eight-mem­
ber advisory committee made its 
final decision without a vote. 
Chairman Dr. Steven H. Ferris 
of the New York University 
Medical Center announced that 
members had arrived at a con­
sensus opposed to marketing the 
drug tacrine.

The committee decision came 
in response to an application by 
Warner-Lambert Co. to sell the 
drug under the brand name Cog- 
nex.

Warner-Lambert presented 
results from two separate clini­
cal trials, one at 16 medical in 
the United States and one con­
ducted in Britain.

The committee voted to ac­
cept the American study as 
showing the drug was safe and 
had some beneficial effects, but 
it rejected the British study as 
posing too many uncertainties.

An FDA official said the law 
requires repeated studies before 
a drug may be approvedj^xcept 
in rare circumstances.

The committee’s action is 
only a recommendation, but the 
agency generally follows such 
decisions by its advisory com- 
mluces.

U.N. tries new 
peace tactic

UNITED NA'nONS (AP) — 
Secretary-General Javier Pterez 
de Cuellar is quietly asking 
world leaders their opinion cm 
convening an imprecedented 
164-nation meeting on protect­
ing Palestinians under Israeli 
rule, diplomats said I^day.

The 164 signatories to the 
1949 Geneva Convention on the 
protection of civilians under 
military occupation have never 
met to focus on a single nation 
or situation.

Queries went out only this 
week, so how much support the 
idea has is not known. But Israel 
and the United States, both sig­
natories, oppose it. The United 
States says Israel should not be 
singled out for special attention 
or censure at any such Geneva 
meeting.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I’m a 75-year-old male about to 
have prostate surgery. I attended a seminar by a urologist 
who indicated he preferred to operate by giving spinal 

I know of two different cases where a piient 
suffered mernwy loss after a spinal. How is a spinal 
given, and what might (me expect from it? Why isn’t 
general anesthesia given for prostate surgery?

DEAR READER: Spirud anesthetic is injected into 
the spinal canal. Once the anesthetic has been ad- 
minisa^red, the patient is positioned so that the ^ -  
p n rp i^  part of the lower body is ^equately numbed 
before surgery. Spinal anesthesia is as effective as 
general anesthesia, during which patients are put to sleep 
— and is safer.

The major complications of general anesthesia 
(respiratory problems and heart irregularities) (mn be 
fatal; however, they rarely, if ever, occur during spinal 
anesthesia. 1 am not aware that memory loss —  indeed, 
any laain (iamage — results from spinal anesthesia; such 
an event would be a highly unlikely consequence, as 
spinal anesthesia does not aifect the brain and patients 
remain awake and alert. Spinal anesthesia has been safe­
ly used fiv years in women giving birth or having 
gynecological surgery.

General anesthesia can be used for prostate surge^, 
usually because some patients feel less tqrprehensive 
being put to sleep during surgery. However, spinal anes­
thesia is preferable. Follow your urologist’s (and anes­
thesiologist’s) advice. If properly administer^, spinal 
anesthesia is free of side effects, and you’ll feel tetter 
during the immediate recovery period b ^ u s e  you won’t 
have to fight your way back to consciousness, experience 
nausea or nm the risk of cardiorespiratory side effects. 
Furthermore, the risks of general anesthesia increase 
prop(Htionately to the patient’s age.

Alexander 
confirmed

WASHINGTON (AP) — R>imer 
Tennessee Gov. Lamar Alexander’s 
record in education is overshadow­
ing his business investments in how 
lawmakers view him as President 
Bush’s next secretary of education.

Alexander’s nomination to suc­
ceed Lauro Cavazos in Bush’s 
Cabinet was approved by voice vote 
without dissent in Senate Thursday 
despite questions during confirma­
tion hearings about his business 

dealings while governor.

Sen. Edward M. Keimedy, D- 
Mass., chairman of the Labor and 
Human Resources Committee, said 
Alexander had created “the ap­
pearance of using his high public of­
fice for ... private financial benefit.”

MOSCOW (AP) — Secretary of 
State James A. Baker III failed 
Friday to break a stalemate on arms 
control treaties with the Soviet 
Union, but he offered praise for 
Soviet President Mikhail S. Gor­
bachev’s efforts to defuse tensions 
in the Baltic republics and to ener­
gize his stagnant economy.

The deadlock in implementing 
one treaty and finishing another 
means further delay in rescheduling 
a visit here by Pi^ident Bush for 
summit talks with Gorbachev. But 
Baker said U.S.-Soviet relations 
were on the upswing.

“The relationship has gone 
through a test recently and it has 
survived,” he said. “That is good for 
the Soviet Union and g(xxl for the 
United States and good for the 
world.”

Baker’s glowing statement (x>n- 
cluded a joint news conference with 
Soviet Foreign Minister Alexander 
A. Bessmertnykh.

As they parted, away from 
microphones in the foreign minis­
ter’s guest house, Bessmeitnykh

said quietly to Baker: “Excellent 
final words.” But in answering 
reporters’ questions. Baker and Be­
ssmertnykh appeared somewhat at 
odds over Iraq.

Baker pointedly warned President 
Saddam Hussein that the cease-fire 
agreement in the Persian Gulf War 
imposed strict limits on his military 
operations. The implication was that 
the United States might resort to 
force to restrict his tactics in con­
flicts with rebels.

Bessmertnykh, however, em­
phasized that the UJ4. Security 
Council had authorized force only to 
reverse Iraq’s seizure of Kuwait.

Earlier, in a picture-taking session 
that developed into a mini-news 
conference, Gorbachev signaled 
Saddam that he would not get sup­
port from Moscow as he tries to put 
down rebellions.

“Let the Iraqi people themselves 
take care of that,” Gorbachev said of 
the unsettled political situation.

Bessmertnykh voiced his support 
for Baker’s efforts in trying to bring 
the Arabs and Israel together.

However, he disagreed with the 
Bush administration’s attempt to ex- 
clucle the Palestine Liberation Or­
ganization.

“The PLO has remained an or­
ganization that speaks for the inter­
ests of Palestinians, and the PLO 
should be involved,” he said.

The stalemate in arms control in­
volves one treaty signed by 22 na­
tions in November to make historic 
cutbacks in troops, tanks and other 
non-nuclear ftnees across the ex­
panse of Europe, and a second, 
long-delayed treaty to reduce U.S. 
and Soviet long-range nuclear mis­
siles by about 30 percent

Baker said none of the problems 
in carrying out the Conventional 
Forces in Europe treaty had been 
resolved. And, he said, there was no 
substantive movement on the 
Strategic Arms Reduction Treatv.

He said a Bush-Goibachev sum­
mit, which was supposed to be held 
last month. Would not be res­
cheduled until the START treaty 
was finished.

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
Local governments squared off 
against teachers’ unions Friday in 
a debate over proposed changes in 
the system of binding arbitration 
used to settle contract disputes.

City and town officials have 
grown increasingly frustrated with 
the system in recent years, com­
plaining that it favors the teachers 
and gives lotral governments little 
control over one of .the largest 
chunks of their budgets.

‘Towns are now at a disad­
vantage,” state Sen. Judith Freed­
man, R-Westport, said. “Once a

dispute goes to arbitration, the 
town no longer is a participant in a 
pr(x:ess which ultimately affects its
purse. They must accept the final 
decision, and they must pav for it.”

The Legislature’s Education 
Committee is considering five bills 
that would alter the current system. 
One measure would limit arbitra­
tion awards to the same increase as 
the cost of living; another would 
allow arbitrators to choose a com­
promise between the final two of­
fers, rather than selecting one or 
the other; a third would expand the 
list of criteria to be considered by 
the arbiuator.

Weicker praised
HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 

Abraham A. Ribicoff, the former 
Democratic governor and U.S. 
senator, said Friday that Gov. 
Lowell P. Weicker Jr. is the only 
politician with the guts to propose 
what it takes, including an income 
tax, to get Connecticut out of its 
$2.4 billion budget hole.

Ribicoff, who met briefly with 
Weicker Friday, m ied  Weicker “the 
only pierson I know of who could 
save the state of Connecticut from 
the crisis it’s now in.”

“This state is in great trouble,” 
said Ribicoff, now 80 and living in 
Cornwall. Weicker and Ribicoff 
were in the Senate together, from 
1970 to 1981. At the time, Weicker 
was a Republican. He abandoned 
the party last year and won the 
governor’s office as an independent. 

During his years as governor from

1955 to 1961, Ribicoff said he con­
sistently opposed a personal income 
tax. But with Coimecticut’s budget 
hole as deep as it is now, he would 
support it.

“Lowell Weicker is the only 
political figure I know that’s got the 
guts to take on this issue. No one 
likes to pay taxes, nobody, no matter 
where they stand in the economic 
spectrum,” Ribicoff said. “Lowell 
Weicker, in my opinion, has got the 
toughest job of any governor that 
ever held the governorship of the 
state of Connecticut.”

Ribicoff said Weicker had not 
asked for any advice and added, 
“advice that isn’t sought is never ap­
preciated.”

As long as Weicker tells the 
people the truth, Ribicoff said, 
people will follow him.

Debt payoffs 
scare analysts

giveness deals for Poland and 
Egypt point to what financial 
analysts said Friday is a disturbing 
trend in U.S. lending abroad: 
Political (xmeessions pay off.

In Poland’s case, t te  govern­
ment endeared itself to the West by 
pursuing a free-market economy 
and forsaking more than four 
decades of communist ctxitrol. In 
Egypt’s case, the country joined 
the ̂ liance arrayed against Iraq.

“In a way, it’s a reward to our 
friends or people who cooperate 
with us in economic policy,” said 
Lawrence Klein, a {vofessor of 
economics at the Wharttm School 
at the University of Pennsylvania.

Officer’s grievance denied

MANCHESTER — The state 
Board of Mediation and Arbitration 
has denied a grievance filed by a 
former Manchester police officer 
against the town, according to state 
Department of Labor d(Kuments.

The officer, Edward Wilson, had 
claimed the town owed him pay and 
benefits that he would have earned 
during a one-year leave of absence. 
He was denied the leave request 
after resigning from the force, ac­
cording to the labor department’s

case statement.
“He claimed benefits he lost 

during the year that he was working 
for the state,” said Steven R. 
Werbner, the town’s assistant 
general manager and representative 
in the case.

Wilson, who left his job as a 
detective on Nov. 4,1988, had been 
hired to work as deputy assistant at­
torney for the Superior Court in 
Manchester, according to case docu­
ments. Wilson’s a p p ^  was denied 
earlier this month.

Werbner said Wilson, who 
worked for the department for al­

most 10 years, had wanted the leave 
of absence in case he decided to 
return to work as a detective.

Wilson, represented by an attor­
ney from the American Federation 
of State, County and Municipal 
Employees, received $9,000 when 
he resigned, the case statement says. 
The payment was for unused sick 
and vacation pay and other benefits.

Wilson’s attorney, Jackson T. 
King, argued that when his client 
was not granted the leave of ab­
sence, he should have been able to 
rescind his resignation, the case 
statement says.

Margaret Thatcher was in Washington 

recently, receiving the Presidential 
Medal of Freedom from Mr. Bush, and 
surely no one has ever deserved it more 
richly.

The event set me to wondering, for the 
zillionth time, where a comparable 
American political leader of the feminine 
gender can be found.

Let’s face it — I’m no ardent feminist. 
My ihother told me 50 years ago that it 
wasn’t fair for women to get less pay 
than men for equal work; I believed her 
then, and still do, but that’s about as far 
as I go.

And in Nicaragua, I’m afraid 
the evidence is mounting that Violeta 
Chamorro simply doesn’t have what it

takes to face down the Sandinista thugs 
she trounced so handily in the presiden­
tial election there.

On the other hand, Jimmy Carter was 
no big advertisement for male leadership 
eilhcr.

It’s true that many female political 
leaders got their start by inheriting their 
roles from dead husbands (e.g. Mrs. A- 
quino, Sri Lanka’s Mrs. Sirimavo Ban- 
daranaike, or for that matter Texas’ 
Governor “Ma” Ferguson). But there are 
plenty of men who probably wouldn’t 
have cut the mustard either, without 
family help. Does anybody diink Ted 
Kennedy’s sheer ability would have 
lofted him into the Senate if he hadn’t 
had a multimillionaire father, a brother

who became president, and another who 
was both attorney general and a senator?

Besides, there are plenty of women on 
the lower rungs of the political ladder 
today who got there entirely on their 
own, and who would be positively 
delighted to lay claim to the Oval Office. 
The only trouble is that nobody in either 
party takes them seriously, for the per­
fectly sound reason that they just aren’t 
impressive enough.

It would take a pretty devout liberal 
ideologue to cotton to the notion of a 
President Barbara Mikulski — not be­
cause the Maryland senator is a liberal 
(though that certainly doesn’t help) but 
simply because she’s a noisy harpy who 
couldn’t lead a dying Arab to an oasis. 
Her form er colleague. Rep. Pat 
Schroeder of Colorado, is somewhat 
easier on the eyes (an irrelevancy, as she 
would be the first to insist) but at least as 
shrill.

Not to neglect the Republicans, they 
have no plausible female presidential 
contenders either. Nancy Kassebaum has 
been in the Senate for over 12 years 
without inducing that White House 
gleam  in anybody’s eye. Anne 
Armsu-ong and Elizabeth Dole have 
demonsuuted administrative ability in 
various jobs in and out of government, 
but haven’t touched off a draft move­
ment.

“Farce always attracts men of low 
morality,” quipped Albert Einstein, prov­
ing that genius is as prone to stereotypes 
as the rest of us. But then maybe Einstein 
can be forgiven. He never heard of Gen. 
Norman Schwarzkopf.

For that matter, Einstein wasn’t 
around to read the news reports during 
the past two months and witness the 
stunmng sympathy the average American 
soldier displayed toward his Iraqi 
counterpart. In many previous wars, U.S. 
soldiers and civilians exaggerated the 
villainy of enemy u-oops. Not this time. 
If anything, we ladled undeserved praise 
their way: always referring to the “elite” 
Republican Guard, for example, although 
they were elite only in comparison with 
the rest of Iraq’s pitiful military.

Even after the rout was complete, 
most U.S. soldiers were at pains to ex­
plain that they’d killed only when neces­
sary. Take Sgt. Alonzo Dargan of Dar­
lington, S.C., who manned a 25mm gun 
and TOW anti-tank missile on a Bradley 
Rghting Vehicle. You could have under­
stood if Dargan had felt a bit vengeful, or 
swaggered a little in telling his ulc, for 
he was nearly killed by a round from a 
T-72 tank. Yet putting on a Rambo act 
was the last thing on his mind. 
Throughout the battle, he said, he “didn’t 
shoot at the guys running. They were 
scared. I just wanted the vehicles.”

Allied guards in POW camps showed 
similar empathy for their Iraqi charges. 
"Poor bastards,” said Capt. Kurt Snyder 
of Seattle, “You can’t even dislike them. 
All you can do is feel sad for them.”

Now contrast this attitude toward 
prisoners with that of the other side. 
Hardly had a few unlucky airmen 
dropp^ into Iraqi hands than they were 
humiliated before the world, a few of 
them even pressured to repudiate the al­
lied war effort. A neuUal outsider who 
wished to choose between Iraqi and 
American society based upon wartime 
behavior need remember only two im­
ages — battered British F li^ t Lt. John 
Inters mumbling incoherenfly into the 
camera, and the puffy, melancholy face 
of U.S. Navy Lt. Jeffrey Zaun — to 
make up his mind.

The superpower, it was clear, was also 
the humane power.

It is well to keep this fact in mind in 
the coming months and years, as we set­
tle back into peacetime habits of thought 
and rhetoric. Very soon we will hear 
again a familiar indictment of America 
from those who want something — more 
spending on preschool, perhaps, or na­
tional health care, a civil rights bill, a 
ban on handguns, you name i t  They will

say America is a crass, bigoted, 
materialistic culture, that it glorifies 
violence and neglects its children, and 
that it is high time we learned from our 
betters around the globe.

If Edward R. Madigan had a demand­
ing job as a member of Congress, he’s 
really got his work cut out for him now 
that he’s the secretary of agriculture.

Madigan, who owned a successful Il­
linois taxicab company before being 
elected to Congress, has never been a 
farmer, but he’s no stranger to farmers or 
agricultural issues.

He was a member of Congress, 
representing a heavily agricultural dis­
trict, during the 1970s when American 
farmers could sell everything they 
produced.

He was a member of the House 
Agriculture Committee during the pain­
ful years of the mid-1980s when foreign 
trading partners closed their markets to 
the U.S. and many fanners lost their 
farms, implement dealers closed their 
doors and the bottom fell out of the farm 
economy. And at the same time, while 
the government was spending billions to 
help farmers keep going, our farm credit 
system crumbled.

Being secretary of agriculture is a big 
job. Madigan must oversee management 
of 191 million acres of national forests

and help fanners working 988 million 
acres of farmland. His department feeds 
the poor through various food assistance 
programs and has responsibility for 
making sure products available on store 
shelves are safe for consumers.

When President Bush nominated the 
former Illiiiois congressman for the top 
agne^ture job, he made a shrewd move.

With Republicans definitely in the 
minority in both the House and Senate, 
Bush recognized the need to have a 
secretary who knows Congress and how 
it works. Madigan fits the bill. In fact, 
h ^ ig a n  clearly has a good relationship 
with many key members of Congress — 
most of them testified on his behalf at 
recent confirmation hearings — and he 
clearly understands the legislative 
process.

WASHINGTON — When Gordon 
Hamel was fired from an obscure federal 
agency last year, his boss gave the reason 
as sexual harassment and insubordina­
tion.

Hamel’s complaints about the goings 
on at the President’s Commission on Ex­
ecutive Exchange have since sparked at 
least three federal investigations into the 
agency that are still pending. His firing 
was suspended, and he is now on leave 
awaiting the outcome of a personnel ^ -  
peal.

Whether Hamel is a conscientious 
whistleblower or a malcontent, as his 
bosses claim, is up to a federal personnel 
board to determine. But he has managed 
to stir up a virtually unknown agency 
that would have preferred to continue 
business as usual.

The President’s Commission on Ex­
ecutive Exchange places corporate ex­
ecutives in one-year government posts 
and sends federal bureaucrats to work for 
awhile in the private sector. President 
Bush and White House CJiief of Staff 
John Sununu have hailed the program for 
fostering better relations between 
government and business.

But not everyone shares that senti­
ment. We recently reported on some 
questionable placements by the agency 
— putting business people in key 
government jobs where they were in a 
position to benefit the companies and in­
dustries that had their loyalties. Partisan 
politics are also at work, favoring the 
companies that are big contributors to 
the GOP.

to 1989, commission director Betty 
Heitman hired Hamel as director of 
placement. He soon noticed problems, 
including what he saw as violations of 
federal spending laws, and some ques­
tionable job placements.

The commission was running an ex­
perimental program that allowed cor­
porate ex ^ tiv es  to work for the govern­
ment while being paid by their com-' 
panies. Heitman liked the idea and 
pushed to inake it a permanent arrange­
ment, touting it as a savings to taxpayers.

But top government attorneys didn’t 
see it that way. Our associate Scott Sleek 
obtained letters written last year by both 
the Justice Department and the Govern­
ment Ethics Office. They said the 
program could allow private companies 
to use public office for inside informa­
tion and personal gain, creating public 
misUust. And the savings in salaries 
were only modest.

Ifct Heitman continued to urge Presi­
dent Bush and other top officials to sup­
port the idea. She even tried to get White 
House Counsel C. Boyden Gray to take a 
private lawyer into his office under the 
program while still on the payroll of a 
law firm. Gray declined in writing, 
saying he was concerned “about having 
an outside entity — even a law firm — 
pay the salary of an individual working 
for the government.”

Richard Seline, the commission’s 
chief of staff, said the lawyer merely 
wanted some government experience and 
was willing to work without a salary for 
a few months.

By last July, Hamel had seen enough.
He took several complaints about the 
commission to top government inves­
tigators. Among his charges were that 
employee records were shoddy and that 
one participating business, F ^ i  Cola 
Co., had its $18,000 fee for imrticipation 
in the program waived, improperly. 
Pepsi donated nearly $130,000 to 
Republican Party interests in the 15>88 
presidential election.

After Heitman found out that Hamel 
had gone over her head, she told the 
s ^ e  investigators that he was disnqj- 
tive. She appended him, claiming be 
used profanity and suggestive language 
about female employees, and in Novem­
ber she fired him.

Investigators for the Office of Ptrson- 
nel Management confirmed some of 
Hamel’s complaints and recommended 
that his firing be rescinded. Rep. Tbm 
Lantos, D-Calif., has rushed to Hamel’s 
defense and even chaired a hearing on 
the issue. Investigations into Hamel’s 
firing and the operations of the commis­
sion are pending by several government 
agencies.

Made In USSR
The Soviets watched the Persian Gulf 

War with horrified fascination. They 
used their spy satellites and electronic 
eavesdropping equipment to monitor 
every step of the military campaign. 
They also obtained evaluations from 
contacts they kept in the Iraqi army. This 
was an army, after all, that they had 
armed and trained. Through counter-in­
telligence, U.S. officials now know that 
the Soviets kept Operation Desert Storm 
under the closest possible surveillance 
because their equipment was on stage. 
What they saw reportedly devastated the 
Kremlin.

Interracial Council forum will address racial relations

The climate surrounding the 
Community Development Block 
Grant controversy in Manchester in 
the late 1970’s literally exploded on 
October 2, 1980 when the firebomb 
shattered the bedroom and the lives 
of the Harris-Meggitt family. The 
next month saw a series of related 
incidents including the beating of a 
12-year-old black boy on his way to 
school at St. James by 2 white 
males.

The Black-White Seminar, April 
1981, co-sponsored by MACC, 
MCC, and the Manchester Herald 
and a number of other community 
agencies was one of the first serious 
efforts to listen to our minority ar­
ticulate their experiences of injustice 
and bigotry.

The Manchester Interracial Coun­

cil w ^  created out of this time of 
listening and sharing. On March 25, 
ten years later, the Manchester Inter­
racial Council, co-chaired by David 
Dampier and Dvora Caspi, is hold­
ing a Tenth Anniversary Forufh at 
Manchester Community College 
bringing community focus once 
again on several of the critical jus­
tice issues of the day. Two excellent 
workshops are being offered.

Education: Chirrent Desegregation 
Issues features, as panelists, three 
school superintendents; Charles 
Semio, Acting Superintendent of 
Schools, Hartford; Sam Leone, Su­
perintendent of Schools, East 
Hartford; and our own Superinten­
dent, Jim Kennedy.

About 900 Iraqi POWs had been 
repatriated earlier. Ih Geneva, a Red 
Cross spokesman said he expects an 
additional 1,000 Iraq prisoners to be 
sent home in the next week.

The repatriatiwi of POWs was 
one condition set by the allies for a 
permanent cease-fire.

A search team located the site of 
an American medical evacuation 
helicopter that crashed in Iraq, kill- 
ing six crewmen, a military spokes­
man reported Riday.

“Such persons may be 
seeking to entice girls to their ruin,” 
the society warned.

Instead, the pamphlet instructed, 
young women should look for “a 
lady wearing a blue ribbon marked 
YWCA,” who would steer them

toward suitable 
employment.

Waterbury probe linked to Colonial

lawyer for Mayor Jo se ^  J. San- 
topietro says he believes the federal 
^and  jury investigation here is 
linked to a criminal investigation 
mto the banknqjt (Colonial Realty 
Co.

Defense attorney Hugh F. Keefe 
of New Haven, who is representing 
Santopietro, told the Waterbury 
Republican-American in a copyright 
story today that fonner U.S. Attor­
ney Stanley A. Twardy Jr. said the 
Waterbury probe has ties to the 
Colonial Realty investigation.

The gimd jury grew out of a 
criminal investigation into several 
former officers of Security Savings 
and Loan Association in Waterbury. 
Its scope later was widened to in­
clude alleged political corruption in 
City Hall,

‘Twardy has said this is part of a 
jo in t grand jury investigating 
Security and Colonial Realty,” 
Keefe said. “I believe he said that 
publicly last December.”

Twardy, now Gov. Lowell P. 
Weicker Jr.’s co-chief of staff, said 
Thursday he doesn’t recall publicly 
linking Colonial Realty to the 
Waterbury grand jury. But he 
stopped short of saying ties don’t

“I haven’t said that publicly let 

me put it that way,” Twardy said.

State Uniform Commercial Code 
files, which record business transac­
tions involving loans unsecured by 
real estate, list Santopietro as an in­

Keefe, a parmer in the law firm 
Lynch, Traub, Keefe and Errante, 
has represented high-profile clients, 
including former Danbury Mayor 
James E. Dyer.

Dyer was charged with racketeer­
ing, extortion and tax evasion in 
connection with real estate develop­
ments in Danbury, but was acquitted 
on all but a single count of filing a 
false income tax return.

Bosox search for new training site narrows

WINTER HAVEN, Fla. — The Boston Red Sox, who 
helped build this citrus capital from a small community 
into a thriving city since their arrival for spring training 
in 1966, are gradually narrowing their options for a new 
preseason site.

Despite the late pleas of some diehards that the city 
md the club mend a broken relationship, the Red Sox 
will move their spring headquarters for the 21st time 
since the club practiced in Charlottesville, Va., in 1901 as 
a charter member of the Americm League.

However, John Donovan, the Red Sox’ vice president 
md legal counsel, said Friday the club may have to xttlc 
for a one-year stopover at some site next year before 
moving into mother complex on a long-term basis in

1993.
Donovm said recently the Red Sox hoped to make a 

decision on a new site before the end of their 26th md 
final season at Chain O’Lakes Park. However, that now 
may be delayed for mother few weeks.

“We’ll have a deal done by June, I’ll guarmtee you,” 
Donovm said. “Whether it will be a long-term deal, I 
em ’t say.”

Pressed for additional details, Donovm said:
“We’re confident we’ll have a permment place es­

tablished for the 1993 spring training season soon. We 
have alternative pirns for 1992 which Tm not at liberty 
to disclose.”

Donovm also questioned a television report early this 
week that a possible deal for a new training complex in 
Fort Myers was dead because that city could not afford it.

“Our information is just the opposite,” Donovm said.

“The City of Fort Myers has a very fine bond rating md 
the mayor there is confident there would be sufficient 
funds to build a stadium. In fact, they’ve [X'fHnised to 
have everything ironed out within the next weeks. We’ll 
see what happens.”

Although Donovm declined to name m y alternate 
sites for next year, several empty complexes are avail­
able. They include Bradenton, being abmdoned by the 
Pittsburgh Pirates in favor of Winter Haven in 1992; Or- 
Imdo, former spring home of the Miimesota Twins, 
Cocoa, once host to the Houston Astros, and the Rirt 
Myers site left by the Kansas City Royals a couple of 
years ago.

Dr. Gary Losse, a Sm Diego 
Chargers team physicim md a lead­
ing sports orthopedist, said avas­
cular necrosis cuts off the blood 
supply to part of the bone, which 
then becomes necrotic, or dies.

Losx said he did not know myth- 
ing specific about Jackson's case. 
When told by the Tribune that the 
injury is believed to be at the end

N E W  YO R K  —  “The Josephine 
Baker Story,”  which premieres 
Saturday night on HBO, is simply 
magnificent, due in large part to 
Lynn W hitfie ld ’ s brilliant, pas­
sionate performance in the title role.

The movie sets out to show us 60 
years in the life o f  one o f the most 
fascinating women in showbiz.

Josephine Baker was 19 when she 
set Paris on its ear in 1925, dancing 
half-naked in the Revue Negre 
cabaret show. Her black skin, her 
sensuality and her energy made her 
an exotic, fashionable indulgence o f 
the Parisians.

She went on to become one o f 
France’s greatest stars, and when 
she died in 1975, on the second 
night o f a triumphal comeback, all 
Paris mourned her.

Whitfield, director Brian Gibson 
and this sumptuous HBO Pictures 
production (filmed entirely on loca­
tion in Hungary, i f  you can believe 
the publicity) show you why.

TOis is a big, expensive produc­
tion with 80 sp>eaking parts, 6,000 
extras and 11 Baker songs. It’ s a 
classy, full-dress movie with perfor­
mances and production values that 
rival a theatrical feature film.

Baker was a complex, fascinating 
American woman who could not 
overcome the grim racism o f  her na­
tive United States. She was a bril­
liant, intuitive dancer schooled in 
the chorus lines and comic dnnees o f 
black vaudeville.

W hitfield ’ s courageous perfor­
mance is nothing less than stellar —  
and not simply because she looks ut­
terly lovely seminude, in little more 
than feathers or Baker’ s famed 
banana skirt.

Her work is much, much more 
than daring. Whitfield shows us the 
entirety o f  Baker’ s persona, her 
doubts and anxieties as well as the 
s tr e n ^  o f character that kept her a 
headliner for more than a half-cen­
tury.

Whitfield also dares to let her 
character age unflatteringly, and she 
does it with more than the cheek im­
plants o f  her elaborate, three-hour 
makeup job.

“ I had to make the emotional 
transformations which would sup­
port the makeup," she said. “The ex­
ternal manifestation o f  it is really 
the miles on your soul reflected 
through the eyes.”

Ruben Blades turns in a fine per­
formance in the role o f  Pepito 
Abatino, Baker’ s lover-manager 
who shaped her Parisian showbiz 
ventures. They part company when 
he brings her to Broadway —  and 
failure —  in the Ziegfeld Follies o f 
1936.

His anguish and despair when 
they separate is genuinely affecting.

There’s also a fine performance 
from Kene Holliday as clarinetist 
Sidney Bechet, who befriended 
Baker in the early days o f F^is.

Craig T . Nelson (“ Coach” ) does a 
fine, nasty turn as columnist Walter 
Winchell, who vilified Baker after 
she scorned him for failing to inter­
cede when she was refused service 
in a famed postwar incident at New 
York’s Stork Club.

Gibson’ s montage cleverly com­
presses whole segments o f  Baker’s 
life, giving them a newsreel texture 
that seems more faithful to the idea 
o f her life  than straight narrative 
could be.

(And there’s an interesting foot­
note to this film: Whitfield met Gib­
son and began filming on April 23, 
1990. Today, she makes her home in 
Los Angeles with the man she mar­
ried on July 4: Gibson.)

This is the kind o f  television 
“ event”  that HBO can dine out on 
for months. Additional playdates are 
March 18, 21, 24 and 28. I f  you 
don’ t have cable, count on seeing 
this movie at your home video store.

It ’ s historically accurate. It ’ s 
engrossing. It’ s fun to watch, and 
it’s the kind o f  musical biography 
that compares more than favorably 
with “ Lady Sings the Blues,”  “ Bird” 
and “ ‘Round Midnight.”

“The Josephine Baker Story”  is 
that good.

NEW  YO R K  —  After 6>/2 weeks 
in the desert with a forward unit o f  
U.S. Marines, AB C  correspondent 
Linda Pattillo found out that being a 
woman could be a burden for a com­
bat reporter under fire.

“ It can be somewhat lonely,”  she 
said. “Certainly, you’re aware that 
everyone’s watching you to see if  
you’ re going to start crying. There’ s 
that weight on your shoulders to 
hold up. After a while, you get used 
to it.’;

So did the Marines, she said.
“The Marines went through three 

states. First, shock; then skepticism; 
and finally acceptance that I  was 
there to do my job just like they 
were.”

Finding privacy for urgent per­
sonal business was another matter. 
There wasn’ t any. “ I  had a poncho 
that I carried everywhere,”  she said. 
“There is no dignity in the desert.”

And she found out what it’ s like 
to go 19 days without a shower.

“ It’s amazing how clean you can 
get with just Johnson &  Johnson 
baby wipes and a cup o f  cold 
water,”  she said in a telephone inter­
view from her hotel in Dhahran, 
Saudi Arabia. “ I  just got back a pic­
ture o f me washing my socks in a 
canteen cup.”

“The sand got in everything: our 
cameras, m y typ ew rite r , our 
cameras. ... We lived as bad as 
some o f the gnmts,”  she said. “ We 
had no tents. We slept on the 
ground. We occasionally had cots.”

It was difficult for anyone to 
function as a reporter, she said.

“ We would pull in with a unit 
towards dusk, and the Marines 
would shout, ‘D ig  a fighting hole! 
D ig a f i t t in g  ho le !’ And the 
Marines dig their fighting holes 
about 6 feet deep,”  she said. “ Y )u  
spent half your time just trying to 
survive.”

Pattillo joined ABC  as an Atlan­
ta-based correspondent in 1989 and, 
among other assignments, covered 
the trial o f T V  evangelist Jim Bak- 
ker. Hurricane Hugo, the military 
coup in Haiti and the Sioux City, 
Iowa, plane crash.

This was her first war.
“ Certainly the culmination was 

the 100 hours, the five days o f the 
war,”  she said. “ We knew we were 
going and we moved right up to the 
border.”  She, other reporters and the 
Marines suited up in chemical war­
fare suits and boots.

"They woke us up at 3 ajn. and' 
said, ‘OK, we’ re going,’ ”  she said. 
“ I didn’ t take that suit o f f  for 50 
hours.”

The first hours o f  the war were 
the scariest for her. “ We had been 
told that there would be a large 
number o f casualties as we went 
north,”  she said.

At one point, she and others were 
traveling in a humvee when one o f 
the Jeep-like vehicles ahead o f her 
rolled over a mine.

“There’s no place to go when 
you’re in one lane going through a 
mine field,”  she said. “ I just sat back 
and decided it was out o f my 
hands.”

“ We were very, very fortunate,”  
she s^d. “ We put ourselves into a 
fairly precarious situation and the 
story ended up being the Iraqi army 
not fighting.”

She was asked in light o f her ex­
perience as a combat correspondent 
whether she believes that women 
should be allowed to serve in com­
bat units.

“ I absolutely do,”  she said.
“ I hope that my experience and 

the experiences o f  some women —  
who practically crossed the line 
from support roles —  I hope that 
those combine to pave the way in 
future for women, i f  they choose to 
be side by side with men on the bat- 
Uefiield.”

After 61/2 weeks in the field, she 
returned to Dhahran. “The worst 
part was that I had a stretch o f  12 
hours where all I did was file 
stories,”  she said.

She acknowledged, though, that 
she did manage to telephone her 
husband, photographer David Mur­
ray. Fmally, the work done, she took 
a half-hour bath.

There was one unexpected side- 
benefit. she said.

“ I lost 15 pounds out there,”  she 
said. “ I call it the MRE diet."

L A S  V E G A S  — Mike TVson’s 
intention is expressed clearly in two 
words in black letters on his white 
baseball cap.

‘‘Kick Butt.".
That’s what Iron Mike will at­

Fly So Free the favorite in Florida Derby
HALLANDALE, Fla. (AP) — 

Thomas and Elizabeth Valando, who 
bought their first racehorse in 1988, 
can’t get over how quickly they’ve 
moved into the sport’s fast lane.

“Sometimes I pinch him; some­
times he pinches me," Mrs. Valando 
said.

One of the two thoroughbreds in 
that initial purchase 2V2 years ago 
was Fly So Free, and the fast lane is 
the only place he runs. The 3-year-

old colt is the odds-on favorite in 
Saturday’s F lorida Derby at 
Gulfstream I^ k .

“I thought we’d get a horse and 
have some fun with it," said Valan­
do, who paid $80,000 for the Ken­
tucky yearling. “I didn’t expect 
anything like this happening."

Fly So Free is one win away from 
becoming only the third colt to 
sweep Gulfstream’s triple crown —

the Hutcheson, Fauntain Of Youth 
and Florida Derby. The feat was ac­
complished by E asy Spur in 1959 
and Spectacular Bid in 1979.

The 1990 Eclipse Award cham­
pion’s stiffest challenge is expected 
to come from Jackie Wackie, a 
first-place finisher in nine consecu­
tive races, and Hansel, the only 
entry in the eight-horse field who 
has beaten the favorite.

Valando’s veteran trainer, Scott 
Schulhofer, likes their colt’s chances 
in the $500,000 Triple Crown 
preview, a l>/g-mile test.

“I think he’s coming to the 
Florida Derby better than he was for 
the other races,” Schulhofer said. “I 
hope when we get to the Kentucky 
Derby, he’ll be reaching his peak.”

While owning thoroughbreds is 
new for Valando, success isn’t.

SAN SEBASTIAN, Spain (AP) 
— Sergei Bubka, trying to please 
United States t ra ^  and field fans, 
broke the 20-foot barrier in the pole 
vault Friday, clearing that height in 
his first attempt during an interna­
tional meet.

It was the second time in a week 
that the 27-year-old Bubka had at­
tempted that world record height. 
He failed in three tries to negotiate 
20 feet at the World Indoor Cham­
pionships at Seville last Saturday.

Afterward, he said he did it be­
cause Americans understood the sig­
nificance of 20 feet, as opposed to 
the rest of the world, which only 
considers metric heights.

In sailing cleanly over the bar, he 
surpassed his indoor record of 
19-ll«/4,setFeb.27.

After another Soviet, Viktor 
Ryzhenkov, and Bubka cleared 
19-43/4, Ryzhenkov missed three at­
tempts at 19-8t/2. Bubka then told 
officials to raise the bar to the record 
height. He touched nothing going 
over.

“It was very good tonight,” 
Bubka said in a telephone interview 
from his hotel room. “I was in good 
form and I thought I was going to 
break the record.

“I’m happy because this is going 
to get a lot of attention in America.” 

Bubka also holds the world out­
door record of 19-101/2, set in 1988.

Earlier, Carl Lewis, competing in­
doors for the first time in two years, 
finished third in the 60-meter dash, 
behind Nigerian Chidi Imoh and 
Jamaican Raymond Stewart 

Lewis had arthroscopic surgery 
on his right knpe in October, one 
month after his last outdoor ap­
pearance, and said at the time he 
would forgo the indoor season 
again. But he apparently was lured

by a high appearance fee.
Imoh, the bronze medalist at die 

World Indoor CTiampionships, led 
all the way and finished in 6.53 
seconds. His time was only five- 
hundredths of a second slower than 
American Leroy Bunell’s month- 
old world record of 6.48.

After a false start, Lewis was 
slow out of the blocks and needed to 
rally from sixth place. He finished in 
6.74, behind Stewart, the runner-iq> 
in 6.62.

Lewis, who is the world record- 
holder in the 100-meter dash and 
has won two Olympic gold medals 
at that distance, last r a ^  indoors 
on Feb. 28,1989, in Seville. He won 
that race in 6.64.

Lewis qualified for the final by 
placing second in his heat in 6.80, 
behind (Tuban Andres Simon.

Use your 
key spots
By James Jacoby

Yesterday’s deal featured declar­
er’s need to unblock diamond spots 
from the dummy. Today’s hand also 
involves a key unblock, but it is more 
difficult to spot, if you will excuse the 
pun.

The auction is typical of pairs tour­
naments — no one stops bidding after 
finding a fit. But North should have 
passed over West’s three hearts. South 
would have doubled for a penalty of 
300 (provided that North gets a club 
ruff).

Declarer won trick one with the 
heart ace and led a spade to the jack, 
queen and king. East continued hearts 
and declarer ruffed the third round. 
Now South played the ace and queen of 
diamonds, being relieved to see the 2-2 
break. East returned a low club. After 
winning with the ace, how would you

continue?
If the spades had been 5-1, surely 

East would have given his partner a 
ruff. So declarer correctly cashed the 
spade ace, dropping West’s 10. But 
now South took his eye off the ball: On 
his spade ace he played dummy’s four- 
spot. He overtook his diamond eight 
with dummy’s nine and called for the' 
spade seven, but East played the five. 
With no hand entry remaining, declar­
er couldn’t avoid a club loser. He had 
lost a trick in each suit: one down.

If South unblocks dummy's seven of 
spades on the second round, he can tri­
umph. He crosses to dummy with a di­
amond and leads the spade four, fi­
nessing the six when East plays the 
five. Dummy’s club loser is discarded 
on the spade nine, and declarer is 
home.

Scrutinize those spots. When did you 
last finesse a six successfully?
