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NO SETTLEMENT IN SIGHT.

Velvet Weavers Still Out—Cheney
Brothers Began the Removal
of Their Looms Today.

The deadlock hetween the velvet
weoenvers and their employees ia likely
to continune indefinitely. Cheney
Brothera have evidently given up all
hope of an amicable settlement forthey
began today the work of dismantling
the two velvet rooms in the Forest
gtreet mills and the removal of the
looms to the new mills on Elm street.
Under ordinary circumstances the re-
moval would have been deluyed and
would have taken place piece-meal
go that it wonld interfere with the
work of weaving as little as possible.
But now that the department is to be
shut down for some time the firm
will take advantage of the opportuu-
ity to do the work all at once. While
this work is in progress it will be im-
possible to take back all the striking
weavers in & body. Loomfixers and
other day workers who are not in the
gtrike but are out of their regular jobs
on account of the strike are given em-
ployment moving the looms.

The three members of the state
board of arbitration, S. T. Ives, Gil-
bert L.Smith and George A. Parsons,
were in town Tuesday and Wednesday
and held several conferences with
Cheney Brothers and with the strik-
ers’ committee. As the result of their
negotiations they submitted the fol-
lowing proposition to both parties:

State of Connecticnt,
South Manchester, April 9, 1902,

Concerning the differences now ex-
ising between the Cheney Brothers and
their weaving employees, the follow-
ing proposition is suggested by the
State Board of Mediation and Arbi-
tration, to wit:

That Cheney Brothers shall accept
back in their employ all the weavers
to their former positions with former
prices for weaving, that the proposed
introduction of work on two looms
run by one man shall have a thirty
days’ trial to demonstrate whether
their nse is practicable or not, and
the price for weaving to be $2.50 per
day on the two loom system, during
said time.

After a thirty .days' trial, prices
ghall be settled for piece or day work
between a committes of the weaving
employees and the Cheney Brothers.

This proposition was submitted to
the weavers’ committee but was not
accepted by the strikpra. It was also
rejected by Oheney Brothers, who ob-|
jeoted to the last paragraph as giving
authority to ontsiders to control their
pay roll, ¢

The meeting of weavers other than
velvet weavers at the town hall Tues-
day evening was attended by a gath-
ering which taxed the capacity of the
hall. Addresses were made by J. J.
(O'Neill, Leonard J. Beach and others
It was voted to join the Federation
of Labor. Temporary officers chosen
were: Leonard J. Beach, chairman;
George Trotter, secretary; Samuel
Anderson, treasurer.

A Vulgar Show.

The Casino Burlesquers at Apel's
opera house last night did not cover
themselves all over with glory as far
as their acting was concerned. The
majority of them were evidently on
the stage for the first time. They
acted worse than amateurs and the
small andience went away disgusted.
The vulgar actions and the coarse
language of the performers were by
far the worst seen and heard in Apel's
opera house for a long time. There
were some good specialties in the
ghow, but a few rehearsals wonld
have improved them. A very few
women were in the audience. Com-
panies presenting such shows do not,
as a rule, exist for a long time and
the ‘'Casino Burlesquers,' if they do
not show better drawing ability will
find themselves stranded.

. A GRAVE RESPONSIBILITY.

The speculation has often been
raiged, if anything shonld bappen to
Cheney Brothers what would become
of Manchester. We heard it a quar-
ter of a century ago, for even then
theirs was the dominant industry of
this town.

The community has gradually "ac-
quired such confidence in the ability
of Cheney Brothers to conduct their
business successfully that many small
capitalists have invested their all in
this town. Tradesmen have estab-
lished themselves here, to serve those
who work in the silk mills. Costly
buginess blocks have been erected,and
bundreds of dwellings, many of them
owned by employees of the mills. Up
to this moment the firm has justified
the confidence which has been placed
in it. Every property owner, great
or small, has regarded with satisfac-
tion tae completion of the large block
of mills on Elm street, now abont
ready for occupancy, and the news
that still further enlargements were
contemplated this summer brought
still further enconragement.

Suddenly this confidence is shaken.
In a day the work of years is un-
done. A halt has been called, but not
by Cheney Brothers. They are bring-
ing new machinery by the carload to
fill their enlarged mills and give em-
ployment to more hands. The halt is
called by their own employees. Some-
body has a grievance and everybody in
the community has got to euffer for
it. The first prolonged strike has
come, and at last the dreaded some-
thing has happened to Cheney Broth-
ers. The business of the firm is men-
aced by an unuosual and anforeseen
obstacle. No doubt the strike has
caused the managers of the firm pain
and anxiety. But the strike has affect:
ed others quite as seriously. It has
cast 8 shadow over the entire commu-
nity. Everybody is asking, Where
will it end? The small capitalists
are filled with apprehension. Trades-
men are talking of moving away. The
home owners are wishing they had
the money they have invested in their
homes, and the wage earners are be-
ginning to hoard their earnings, for
they know not how soon they may be
thrown out of work. Already hun-
dreds who have no grievancs, who
want to work and who must work to
keep from want have been forced into
idleness by the stoppage of the looms.

Suppose the strike should extend
and the mills be closed entirely. All
sorts of property would depreciate
rapidly. Hundreds, yes thousands of
well.dressed, well-fed residents of
this community, would soon be com-

HARTFORD'S ENIGMA. -
-, The sudden elevation of Mr. Sulli-

stanoed attenditig ¢ has spread. Two
woeks ago Hartford’ds mayor was
scarcely kmown in his own city.
'When he was nominated for mayor
the newspapers of the city had to hus-
tle around and find out who he was
and where he came from before they
could introdnoe him to their readers.
He was nominated and eleoted and in-
aungurated so speedily that his abrupt
appearance in the center of the stage
made him at once an object of cari-
osity.

The newspapers are trying hard to
get acquainted with Mr. Sullivan
They are watching his every move-
ment and listening to every word he
lets fall in public that they may reach
a conclusion as fo his character and
fbility. They are so far extremely
guarded in statements of their im-
pressions, The major opinion, how-
ever, seems to concede to the new
mayor honesty, good intentions, in-
telligence and ambition to serve the
city well. Concerning his ability to
do all he proposes, the press is less
sanguine. He has yet to meet the
pressure of political intrigue. If he
regists it and follows an independent
course, some of those who have been
his powerful friends will be trans-
formed into equally powerful enemies.
If he yields, the high ideals he has
80 courageously announced, will be
shattered. His message to the coun-
cil and his appointments will be due
in 8 few days and will be noted with
unusual interest.

The city of Hartford voted almost
unanimously Monday in favor of the
appropriation for a stone bridge over
the Connecticat river and its western
approaches. The vote was 8,985 to 451
in favor of an appropriation of §I,-
000,000 for the stone bridge and 7,553
to 641 in favor of an appropriation of
$709,000 for spproaches. The bridge
commisgion could ask no stronger en-
dorsement of their project. This vote
clears away every possible obstacle
and also expresses the wish of the
people to have the improvement com-
pleted as soon as possible.

The late P. D. Armour left an es-
tate worth over fourteen million dol-
lars. He made his money in the
wholesale meat business.

ATWATER ON CUBA.

Wesleyan Professor Gives His Ob-
servations on a Recent Visit
to the Island.

Professor W. O. Atwater, of Wes-
leyan university, has just returned
from a visit to Cuba, where, by spec-
ial invitation, he addressed the first
Ouban Conference of Charities and
Correction and had unusual oppor-
tunities for ineeting representative
people of different classes and from
different parts of the island and thus
seeing the actual situntion and state
of feeling. He gives his impressions
of the Caban situnation in the follow-
ing statement:

‘1 believe that people in the United
States do not realize the i1mportance
of the present exigency in the econom-
ic, social and political condition of
Cuoba and the demand for liberal
treatment by the United States, on
political and commercial grounds, as
well as those of onr national duty and
honor.

‘*That our military goverument has
been wigely and well administered, I
balieve there i8 no doubt. My own
personal impression was strongly con-
firmed by the almost unanimous tes-
timony of responsible Cubans and
Americans with whom I talked.
Throughout the island business has
been re-established, sanitary regula-
tions have been devised and enforeed,
public improvements developed, char
itable and penal institations re-organ-
ized and higher eduocation provided
for.

“*The intelligence and public spirit
of a great body of Cubans i8 illustrat-
ed by the fact that a Conference of
Charities and Correction has been or-
ganized on the plan of the association
of the same pame in the United
States, and starts out with about a
thousand paying members. This,
thongh greatly aided by our military
government and by private citzens of
the United States, is a Cuban enter.
prise.

““The great (uestion now 1is the fu-
tars of Cuba, Regarding this, thought-
ful Cubans and their American friends
are extremely anxions. A number of
conditions are most favorable. 'I'he
people are now in a glow of enthusi-
asm for self.-government, eduocation
and material and moral progress. On
the other hand, there are grave diffi-
culties and danpers. Those which
were most emphasized are:—(1) The
people are inexperienced in self-gov:
ernment and, under Spanish rule,
many have imbibed the idea that pub-
lic office is for private gain. (2) Ig-
norance is widespread. Many of - the
people are of negro blood and few  of
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| the adventages of schooling. '

percentage of illiteracy is very large.
(8) The egonomic situation is now
serious. The statements of Chairman
Payne regarding this subject in pre-
senting the report of the committes
on ways and means to the House of
Representatives, March 30, are amply
confirmed by my own observations.
The great question, of course, is the
sugar tariff. To the superficial ob-
server, business seems to be good, but
according to the almost universal tes-
timony it is, ae a matter of fact, on
the verge of collapse.

**The industries of Cuba are agri-
cultural, With sugar, tobacco, fruit
and a few cattle which they export,
the Cubans buy a large part of their
food, such as floar, salt fish, bhacon
and canned foods, and practically all
their dry goods, clothing, boots and

shoes, furniture, household and agri-
cultural implements, railroad supplies
and other mannfactared products.

‘““The chief crop is sugar. The
planters generally are making this
year's crop with borrowed capital, of
which they pay from 12 to 18 per
cept. interest. [t costs them about $2
to make 100 pounds of sugar and put
it alongside ship. For this the present
price is $1.36, The only market is the
United States. The Platt amendment
ties the hands of Cuba so far as mak-
ing commercial treaties with other
countries is concerned. To get the
sugar past the United States custom
bouse costs $1.68. The 20 per cent,
rednction proposed by the bill now
before Congress would make, say 831
cents, if the planter shonld get the
whole benefit, and thus leave him not
over $1.69. A reduction of one-third
would be 56 cents, which would make
$1.92, eight cents less than the cost.
A reduction of 50 per cent, or 84 cents
would give him a profit of 20 cents.
But he can hardly get the whole bene-
fit. With the delay of Congress in
acting upon the matter, he is obliged
to pay storage and other expenses on
his sugar while holding it for beatter
prices and, furthermore, mady are
forced to sell at present rates in order
to meet their obligations. Many
planters are facing bankruptcy. The

resent sugar season will close about
gday 1st. Without money for plant-
ing another season sugar growers will
be unable to employ their help. Pso-
ple in both country and city will be
without work., Business men are al-
ready finding it hard to meet their
obligations and a financial crash is
now being postponed by mutual for-
bearance. What will come if the
United States does not help by a lib-
eral reduction of the sugar tariff,they
dread to contemplate. People of ex-
perience say it will mean hunger,
stealing, general disorder and disaster
to the new government,

“‘Our obligations concern both our-
selves and Cuba. From the political
standpoint, our enlarging relations
with other nations make it most im-
portant that the attitude of Cuba and
the other West India islands toward
us should be such as to make them a
support and not a menacs,

‘““From the commercial standpoint,
the prosperity of Ouba will be of the
greatest advantage to us. We have
food stuffs and manufactured products
to sell. Cuba produces the things we
want and will be one of our best cus-
tomers if she has the means to buy.

‘‘Rightly or wrongly, we have ss-
sumed before-ourselves, Cuba and the

If a
faint drag [s detected suggestive of the
presence of a fox, but searcely suffi-
olent tu be sworn to vocally, the tail ot
the finder is at once set In motion, and
the warmer the seent the quicker does
it wag. Otlhers, seeing the signal,
quickly Jolu the first, and there Is an
assemblage of wnving tails Liefore even
the least whimper is heard.
