Local Nurse on Staff 
O f  B ig  A rm y  Hospital

Slaeond lieutenant Ednah L.
Rohan, of 517 Hartford road, who 
Is In the U. 8. Army Nurse Corps, 
is a member of the staff of one of 
the largest U. 8. Army General 
Iloapitala In France, the 21st Gen­
eral Hospital, of the Sixth Army 
Group. One of the best known for 
Its efficiency, it is sponsored by 
the Washington University School 
pf Mediplne of St. Louis, Mo.

The hospital, under the com­
mand of Col. Lee H. Cady, St. 
Louis, is caring for soldiers of the 
U. 8. 7th and French 1st Armies 
in the Six Army Group sector. The 
hospital is a direct descendant of 
the 21st Base Hospital of World 
War I, which’ cared for 18,000 pa­
tients in France in 18 months.

Enviable Reputation 
Before the hospiUl arrived in 

France last September it had al­
ready e.stablished an enviable 
reputation in North Africa and 
Italy. I t  admitted its flrst pa­
tients in France on October 21. 
two years and a day since it had 
left the United States.

The 21st arrived in North A fri­
ca in December,. 1942, after a 
month in England. It received iUs 
flfst patients on Jan. 2, 1943. and 
almost Immeijlately began to ex­
pand. When it first came over­
seas It was a 1,000-bed hospital.

Todayvlt Is a 2,000-bed hospital, 
with a capacity for 4,000 beds.

Just a year after arriving in 
North A frica the 21st moved to 
Italy and set up near newly-lib­
erated N«(ilea. Then began 10 
months of oaring for patients and 
training more than 2,000 officers 
and nurses and 3,000 enlisted men 
for other Army hospitals.

Open Blood Bank
A fter the 21st ha accepted its 

first patients in France, its blood 
bank, from which had been drawn 
3,500 pints of blood donated by 
hospital staff and patients in less 
than a year, reopened. A  ’ 'hospi­
tal within a hospital,” staffed by 
German doctors and nurses, was 
inaugurated to care for prisoners 
of war.

By Jan. 2, 1945, the start of the 
third year of overseas operation, 
more than 45,600 American, Brit­
ish, French and French colonial 
troops and emergency civilian 
case."! had been cared for in the 
hu.spital wards.

And as the third year started, 
the officers, nurses and enlisted 
men of the 21st Geniral Hospital 
still had the same desire they had 
when they came overseas—to 
continue to serve the Allied sol­
diers and save lives as long as the 
hospital was needed.

He had 
been overseas since February 1944, 
He was In the invasion o f Guam 
and Leyte.

He waa bom In Manchester 32 
years ago. attended the local 
schools and before entering the 
service was employed by the Or- 
ford Soap Company

His father lost his life in an 
accident while at work on Febru­
ary 6̂. 1943. He is survived by 
two sisters. Mrs, Carlson and Mrs. 
John Baust, both of, Manchester.

Dewey Stand 
Brings Signs 
Some Balking

Foreign Policy Coopera­
tion With Democrats 
Uiiearths D o u b t e r s  
Among Republicans.

Washington, Feb. 9— (/P)—
Pointed by Gov. Thomas E. Dewey 
toward foreign policy cooperation 
with the DemocratSi the Republi­
can party showed'^signa of balk­
ing today.

In effect, Dewey told a select 
crowd of banqueting party mem­
bers here last night tbat the G. O. 
P. -quarrel with the admiiiUlia- 
tion is one of individualities and 
methods, not objectives— so far as 
international relations are con­
cerned.

But on the home front, the 1944 
Republican presidential nominee 
found plenty of grounds for po- 
liUcal battling. Specifically he 
mentioned what he called the ad­
ministration’s tendency to believe 
"that to cure every ill you pass 
a  law and appropriate a billion 
doUars."

Almost Universal Approval 
The New York governor's de­

mand for Immediate American 
participation in the international 
decisions which are revamping the 
map of Europe found almost uni­
versal approval among members 
of Congress.

But his further conclusion that 
the American people are united In 
the “wholehearted support to de­
cisions to be made” at the big 
three conference between Presi­
dent Roosevelt, Prime Minister 
Churchill of England and Pre­
mier Stalin of Russia unearthed 
some party doubters.

Senator Willis (R., Ind.) told 
reporters that he “ like the last 
half of the speech (dealing with 
domestic problems)’’ but was not 
“ entirely satisfied’’ with the part 
dealing with the international 
questions.

Senator Tobey (R., N. H.) 
thought the’  address, read from 
prepared manuscript before about 
1,200 mildly-applauding partisans, 
waa “ too highbrow.

"He had a chance to say some­
thing the people have wanted to 
hear from the opposition party, 
but,somehow he didn’t,” Tobey 
told a reporter.

aa they could estimate, the num­
ber of persons murdered was at 
least 10.000."

ILsIso questioned the amount of 
fighting the Elas had done against 
the Germans during the Nazi oc­
cupation, asserting the orgsnlza- 
tion "undoubtedly wsa much more 
concerned wllh returning to 
Athens to seize power than with 
fit t in g  Germans."

British soldiers were said to 
have been resentful at what they 
considered "the inadequate and un-' 
fair manner” the Greek situation 
was presented to the British pub­
lic. The report said that when the 
full history of "this struggle has 
been written the people of our 
country will be proud of the cour­
age, cheerfulness, restraint and

Just a Little Bit o f Paper 
Means Lot on Battlefront

How many times have you hunt­

ed around for s little piece of pa­
per because you wanted to write 
somebody a note, and there just 
wrasn't any paper to be found?

That would be an even more 
awkward situation if what you 
wanted to write was a message 
tor reinforcements to get the hell 
up to the hot corner where you 
were and help hold off that wave 
of Nazi S8 trbopers who are Just 
across the meadow, studying you 
through the sights of Spandau 
machine guns.

I suppose millions of message 
pads must have been printed by 
the War Department, but plenty of 
times historic messages have been 
written on the backs of laundry 
slips, just the same. Paper and 
articles made from it are among 
the most expendable kinds of war 
equipment now being supplied to 
the troops. Which, I suppose, is 
why wi^stc paper is today the 
number one war material shortage 
oil the home front.

Until you arrive in an active 
zone, you’ve simply no idea how 
many tons of paper are needed to 
get to an army all the stuff it needs

. . and there are about 700,000 
tilings our Army needs right now, 
and will keep on needing till they 
march into Berlin and Tokyo. It's 
not just the ammunition, it's 
everything cl.se a soldier wants at 
one lime or another, in battle or 
after. K and C rations hre paper- 
boxed. so is the new U ration which 
first turned up in North Africa, 
containing practically everything 
you’d find in any well-provisioned

' tinuoua line plunges st the front.I All around it there were piles of 
I paper cartons and wrappings, 
some almost as high as your head.

I recall a hard-won ' field but 
lately taken by some of our para­
troopers not long after D-day. It 
was spangled wltji the vari-color- 
ed parachutes whioh had been 
dropped with them, carrying food, 
ammunition and knocked-down 
machine guns. Those supply para­
chutes Were made of waste paper.

I ran .sec the piles of blood 
plasma boxes in the hospital tents 
during the Hederow War in Nor­
mandy.. They saved many a life, 
and those Ijo: es were all made of 
your waste paper.

Maybe being a writer made me 
realize how many words It takes 
to fight a war, and I don’t mean 
just talk. I mean the records that 
keep track of men and equipment. 
Records are the only way the big 
brain of the Army which is the 
General .Staff car ever remember 
where everything is and where it's 

oing. There's an amazing lot of 
paperwork connected with every 
battle, every soldier, every shot 
fired.

Even maps consume paper by 
the carload. It took IP.'i.OOO.OOO 
of them just for the. invasion. 
Maps are often issued to non-coms 
as well as officers. As an advance 
progresses such maps tnust be 
changed frequently.

Upon learning of the critical 
shortage of gasoline In the city 
Mayor Raymond E. Hunt wrote 
the following letter to Mr. Lebe- 
shevaky-:

"It has come to my attention 
that there Is a critical shortage of 
g.isollne in this city at the present 
time, and that the possibility of 
dealers procuring an immediate 
.supply is very remote. Knowing 
that you have a quantity of gaso­
line on hand for your wholesale 
business, I am asking If-you would 
be willing to freeze what you have 
to be used for emergency purposes 
only. This, of course, would neces­
sitate reopening your retail pumps 
during this emergency period, and 
making such sales only to such 
persons who procure from the cap­
tain of police, a printed slip, per­
sonally counter-signed by him, 
certifying that the person is en­
titled to the quantity of gasoline 
recommended.

"These printed slips will be 
Issued by the captain of police only 
to those persons Whose need of 
such gasoline are essential to pub­
lic health and safety.

"1 realize that this is an unusual 
request. However, I feel confident 
that you will be willing to co­
operate in this matter as it ie of 
vital importance to our communi­
ty for protection of the health and 
safety of us all.”

The following reply waa received 
from Mr. Lebeshevsky: "In reply 
to your letter of February 7 ask­
ing me to freeze my bulk supply 
of gasoline for the benefit of the 
public health and safety of the 
citizens of Rockville to use for 
emergency purposes, please be In­

Tho.se who have each faint 

heart about the future of the 
world that they need frequent re- 
affinuation and proof of the ca­
pacity of human belnga and hu­
man decision! to make prograsa 
may turn, if they will, to the state 
of Georgia, which this week ac- 
I'ompli.shpd the repeal of its poll 
tax. And. to get the true drama 
of I ilia action In Georgia, one 
shoiild turn back to the Georgia 
of only three years ago. when 
Governor Talmadge was riding 
high, wide and handsome on a 
program which -seemed certain to 
make Georgia the moat backward 
and darkened state in the entire 
union. Under his regime, Georgia 
was indeed the moat shameful of 
states.

But because Georgia itself was 
not in.sensitive to that ebame. It 
rejected Talmadge at the polls, 
elected the progressive Governor 
Amall, and baa supported him in 
a whole series of policies directed 
to the task of restoring Georgia's 
good name and carrying Georgia's 
democracy forward.

No one hails the repeal of the 
Georgia poll tax as any automatic 
guarantee of a free franchise for 
all the people of Georgia. There 
are unwritten laws, as well as 
written, which need repeal before 
American democracy is entirely 
true to its own principles. But 
neither Is there any doubt that 
this Georgia action ia s big st^p. 
in the right direction, and that it 
repreaenta the kind of progreaa 
by, which democracy renews itself 
and maintains its right to future 
existenca and growth.

Liberators Bomb
I

Japanese Air Base
U. S. Pacific Fleet Hea-lf|uarters. 

Forward Area. Feb 9 i/I’i—Army 
Liberators from the Mnriaiia.s 
bombed the Japanese air base at 
Iwo Jima In the V.ilcano ialand.s. 
within 750 miles of Tokyo, for the 
63rd straight day Wednesday, Ad­
miral Chester W. NImitz announc­
ed in a communique today.

The same day, other Liberators 
flew 100 miles further north and 
started three large Area With their 
bombs in the town of Okimura on 
Haha Jima in the Bonin Islands.

Both ends of the long chain of 
Caroline Islands were hit by tor­
pedo planes of the Fourth Marine 
Aircraft wing. Yap on the west 
Wednesday and Ponape on the 

cast Tuesday. Heavy bombers 
raided Woleai in the western Car­
olines Wednesday.

The communique made no men­
tion of enemy interception at any 
of the bases attacked or of any 
losses among the raiding groufM.

Army's deepest southward pena- 
traUon in central Burma and con- 
sUtuted a flanking threat to all 
Japanese communicatione south­
ward slong the Irrawaddy river.. 

Troops northwest ■ of Chauk 
across tha river now are engaged 
in mopping up pocketa of enemy 
resistance. It was announced. 
Enemy romniandcr.s evidently are 
experiencing the same difficultly 
the Allies faced In 1942 when they 
found it impossible to man the en­
tire length of the. Irrawaddy.

From .Selkpyu, across the river 
fi>jm Crank, dirt roads lead 60 
miles southward to Mlnbu, an Im­
portant west bank town. Prome, 
key to the Irrawaddy delta, is 150 
airline miles south of Chauk and 
the same distance north of Han 
goon.

Main Jap Strength 
Has (}u>f Manila

Tokyo Widlo said today that only 

enough troops had been left In 
Manila "to maintain peace and 
order" ,ind that the main strength 
of the Japanese forces had with­
drawn.

Ttie broadcast, recorded by the 
Federal ('onimunications commis­
sion, declared that Japanese mili­
tary facilities In the city hac been 
either removed to other points or 
de.stroyed in advance.

The Tokyo radio said today in s 
broadcast heard by the Blue net­
work that historic Malacanan pal­
ace was in flames and Japanese 
troops In Manila “are holding a 
line" from the palace to Manila 
alation.

"Japanese forces have moved or 
"lestroycd all Important military 
installations.” another broagcaat 
said, "and only a minimum for 
forces remain to preserve order.” 

(The buainesA section of the city 
wa.s report'd still burning.)

.Admits Damage .At Saigon 
The Saigon radio today reported 

B-29a caused "Important material 
damage” and casualties in Saigon 
and the city of Pnompenh to the 
west in their attack on Indo-China 
Wednesday. The broadcast, record 
ed by the Federal Communications 
commi-saion, said 170 were killed 
and 400 wounded.

Kobe was bombed today in the 
sixth consecutive daily B-29 raid 
on Japan's sixth largest city, 
Tokyo radio reported.

A single Super-Fortress made 
today's sortie at 2 a. m. and anoth­
er B-29 reconnoitered the Tokyo- 
Yokohama area In daylight for 
more than an hour, the Japan 
reported in a broadcast recorded 
by the Federal Communications 
commission.

A strong flight of B-29a from the 
Marianas started the attacks on 
Kobe Sunday. Since then Tokyo 
broadcasts have reported one or 
more Super-Forts'on d !y harass­
ing raids between sunset and | 
dawn.

North Borneo Attacked
The Tokyo radio said today that 

Japanese-occupied north Bomeq 
was atUcked Thursday by about 
50 planes after a raid Wednesday 
by approximately 40 B-2S* a ^  P- 
38s. y

The unconfirmed broadcast, re­
ported by the Federal Communica­
tions commission, told of contlnu- i 
ing attacks against Yap and Truk j 
islands, and Iwo Jima and Haha j 
Jima in the Volcano and Bonin , 
groups. The broadcast made no 
mention of damage nor claim of 
destruction of any American 
planes.

“ In regard to the case of Henry 
Wallace, everyone knows that he 
is perhaps not the best qualified 
man in the country for the job of 
Secretary of Commerce, but down 
in their hearts people know that 
the real opposition is that he is too 
much of a Uberml for the big in­
terests. I voted for Herbert Hoo­
ver in 1928, and perhaps no man 
ha.-! taken more knocks than Hoo­
ver However, if Al Smith w as' 
elected in 1928 the DemocraUc 
Party would never have lived down 
the depression, and it w’ould have 
been continually brought out that 
this ia what the people got for 
electing a man from the Sidewalks 
of New York as President Instead 
of the greatest engineer of all 
time.

As I have a boy who will soon

Asiatic fleet, 
who came out of retirement to 
sit on the Navy’s general board, 
high policy agent, and about 
whose politics and views on world 
and national events nothing Is 
known, will, it was said here, be 
ready to assume his new duties

party leaders.
