If the treaty is not denounced 
by then, it runs for another five 
years.

"Intolerance, as a political weap­
on, has been used in connectlmi 
with issues other than slavery. If 
we remember the lesson of the 
Civil War—a lesson which is bet­
ter taught by the life of Lincoln 
than in any other way—all of us 
may be protected a little against 
pur national inclination to feel vio­
lently and talk violently.

"As a men.” declared Farley. I 
think the use of hatred, and of 
intolerance, and of evil stories, is 
plain yrrong. As a man who has 
been active in politics, I had an 
added dislike o f that kind of tac- 
Uca The reason is simple. These 
weapons make it Impossible for 
men ultimately to agree; while 
it was my job in politics to try 
to find ways by which they could 
agree.

Farley, pleading for Intolerance 
said “ in this year of 1945, we see 
a world wHthing In agony as 
group fights group, doctrine 
clashes with doctrine and nations 
war upon nations. Nevertheless, 
even in this mad disorder and 
strife, the United States has 
steadily preserved the ideal of 
good will, of moderation, of jus­
tice. Even in the terrible rage 
of war we do have the tradition 
of justice to opponents, as we de­
mand it for ourselves, our allies 
and the vlttlms of aggression.

“Wo are able to attack social 
problems which are often better 
in the extreme, and atlU find the 
way of moderate common sense 
toward an ultimate goal of prog­
ress.”

Fighting War for Survival
Speaking on the same program. 

U. 8. ^nator Brien McMahon 
(D„ Conn.) of Norwalk said this 
country “ is fighting a war for 
survival and is not engaged in a 
moral crusade.”

"There seems to be abroad to­

Washington, Feb. 13—HP)—Fol­
lowing is the text of the report on 
the big three Crimea conference, 
released at the White House yes­
terday;

The following statement is made 
by the prime minister of Great 
Britain, the President of the Uni­
ted States of America, and the 
chairman of the Council of Peo­
ples Commiasaaj of the Union of 
Soviet Socialist Republics on thê  
results of the Crimean conference:

The Defeat of Germany
We have considered and deter­

mined the military plans of the 
three Allied powers for the final 
defeat of the common enemy. The 
military staffs of the three Allied 
nations have met In daily meetings 
throughout the conference. 'These 
meetings have been most satisfac­
tory from every point of view and 
have resulted in closer coordina- 
tion of the military effort of the i 
three Allies than ever before. The 
fullest information has been inter­
changed. The timing, scope and 
coordination of pew and even more 
powerful blows to be launched by 
our Armies and Air Forces into the 
heart of Germany from the east, 
west, north and south have been 
fully agreed and planned in detail.

Our combined military plans will 
be made known only as we execute 
them, but we believe that the very

commission will be Instructed to 
consider the question of the extent 
and methods for compensating 
damage caused by Germany to the 
Allied countries. The commission 
will work In Moscow.
United Nations Conference

We are resolved upon the earl­
iest possible establishment with 
our Allies of a general interna­
tional organization to maintain 
peace and security. We believe 
that this is essential, both to pre­
vent aggression and to remove the 
political, economic and social 
causes of war through the close 
and continuing collaboration of 
nil peace-loving peoples.

The foundations were laid at 
Dumbarton Oaks. On the im­
portant question of voting proce­
dure. however, agreement wa.s not 
there reached. The present con­
ference has been able to resolve 
thin difficulty.'

To M<^t to Prepare Charter
We have agreed that a confer- 

icnce of United Nations should be 
called to meet at San Francl.sco 
in the United States on April 25. 
1945, to prepare the charter of 
such an organization, along the 
jinen propo.sed in the informal 
conversations at Dumbarton Oaks.

The government of China and 
the provisional government of 
France will be immediately con- 
•sulted and invited to sponsor in­

close’ working partnership am ong'• vltations toS>the conference jolnt-
the three staffs attained at this 
conference will result In shorten­
ing the war. Meetings of the three 
staffs will be contlnuetf in the fu­
ture whenever the need arises.

Nazi Germany is doomed. The 
German people will only make the 
cost of their defeat heavier to 
themselves by attempting to con­
tinue a hopeless resistance.
The Occupation and Control 

Of Germany
We have agreed on common 

policies, and plans for enforcing the 
unconditional surrender terms 
which we shall Impose together on 
Nazi Germany after German arm­
ed resistance has been finally 
crushed. These terms will not be 
made known until the final defeat 
of Germany has been accompli.sh- 
■eih— Under the agrosd plan, the 
forces of the three powers will 
each occupy a separate zone of 
Germany. Coordinated adminl.s- 
tratlon and cbntrol has been pro­
vided, for under the plan through 
a central control commission con­
sisting of the supreme commanders 
of the three powers with headqiiar- 
ters in Berlin. It has been agrded 
that France should be invited by 
the three powers, if she should so 
desire, to take over a zone of oc-

ly with the governments of the 
United States, Great Britain and 
the Union o f Soviet Socialist Re­
publics. As soon as the consul­
tation with China and France has 
been completed, the text of the 
proposals on voting procedure 
will be made public.

Declaration on Liberated 
Europe

The premier of the Union of 
Soviet Socialist Republics. the 
prime minister of the United 
Kingdom, and the president of 
the United States of America 
have consulted with each other in 
the common interests of the’ peo­
ples of their countries and’ those 
of liberated Europe. They Joint­
ly declare their mutual agreement 
to concert during the temporary 
period of instability in liberated 
Europe the policies of their three 
governments in assisting the peo­
ples liberated from the domina­
tion of Nazi Germany and the 
neoples of the former Axis satel­
lite states of Europe to solve by 
democratic means their pressing 
nolitical and economic problems.

The establishment' of order in 
Europe and the rebulldii.g of na­
tional economic life must be 
achieved by processes which will 
enable the liberated peoples to de

within Poland and from abroad, 
with a view to the reorganization 
of the present government along 
the above lines. This Polish pro­
visional government of national 
unity shall be pledged to the hold­
ing of free and unfettered elec­
tions as soon as possible bn the 
basis of universal suffrage and se­
cret ballot. In these elections, all 
democratic and anti-Nazi parties 
shall have the right to take pait 
and to put forward candidates.

Will Eatobllsh Relations 
When a Pdiish, provisional gov­

ernment o f national unity has been 
properly formed In conformity with 
the above, the government of the 
U.S.S.R., which now maintains 
diplomatic relations with the pres­
ent provisional government of Po­
land, and the government of the 
United Kingdom and the govern­
ment of the U. S. A. will establish 
diplomatic relations with the new 
Polish provisional government of 
national unity, and will exchange 
ambassadors by whose reports the 
respective governments will be 
kept informed about the situntjon 
in Poland.

The three heads of government 
consider that the eastern frontier 
of Poland should follow the Curzon. 
line with digressions from it in 
some regions of five to eight kilo­
meters in favor of Poland. They 
recognized that Poland must re­
ceive substantial accessions of ter­
ritory in the north and west. They 
feel that the opinion of the new 
Polish provisional government of 
national unity should be sought in 
due course on the extent of these 
accessions and that the final de- 
linrfitation of the western frontier 
of Poland should thereafter await 
the peace conference.

It ia our inflexible purpose to 
destroy German militarism and 
Nazism and to ensure that Ger­
many will never again be 
able to disturb the peace of 
the world. We are determined 
to disarm and disband all German 
armed forces; break up for all 
time the German general staff that 
hat repeatedly contrived the re­
surgence of German militariam; re­
move or destroy all German mili­
tary equipment: eliminate or con­
trol all German Industry that 
could be used for military produc­
tion; bring all war criminala to 
just and swift punishment and 
exact .- reparation in kind for the 
destjKiction wrought by the Ger- 
m ^ s ; wipe out the Nazi party. 
^ z l  laws, organizations and in- 
xtitutions, remove all Nazi and 
imiitarist influences from public 
office and from the cultural and 
economic life of the German peo­
ple; and take in harmony such 
other measures in Germany a.s 
may be necessary to the future 
peace oand safety of the world. It 
is not our purposa to deatroy the 
people of Germany, but only when 
Nazism and militarism have been 
extirpated will there be hope for a 
decent life for German#, and a 
place for them in the comity of na­
tions.

Reparation by Germany
We have considered the question 

of the damage caused by Germany 
to the Allied nations In this war 
and recognized it oa just that Ger­
many be obliged to make compen- 
aalion for thia damage In kind to 
the greatest extent poaolble. A 
commission for the compensation 
of damage will be established. The
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cratic institutions of their own 
choice. This ie a principle of the 
Atlantic charter the right of all 
peoples to choose the form of gov­
ernment under which they will 
live—the restoration o f sovereign 
rights and self-government to 
tho.se peoples who have been forci­
bly deprived of them by the ag­
gressor nations.

Free Elertlona Pledged 
To foster the conditions in which 

the liberated peoples may exercise 
these rights, the three govern­
ments will jointly assist the peo­
ple In any European liberated state 
of former Axis satellite state In 
Europe where In their judgment 
conditions require (A ) to establish 
conditions of Internal peace; (B) 
to carry out emergency measures 
for the relief of distressed peoples: 
(C) to form Interim governmental 
authorities broadly representative 
of all democratic elements in the 
population and pledged to the 
earliest possible estbalidiment 
through free elections of govern­
ments responsive to the will of the 
people: and (Dl to facilitate where 
necessary the holding of such elec­
tions.

The three governments will con­
sult the other United Nations and 
provisional authorities or other 
governments in Europe when mat­
ters of direct interest to them are 
under consideration.

When, in th# openion o f the 
three governments, conditions in 
any European liberated state or 
any former Axis aatellite state in 
Europe make such action neces­
sary, they will immediately con­
sult together on the measures 
necessary to discharge the Joint 
-reaponaibilUies aet forth in this 
declaration.
Reaffirm Atlqntio Charter Faith

By this declaration we reaffirm 
our faith in the principles o f the 
Atlantic charter, our pledge in the 
declaration by the United Na­
tions. and our determination to 
build in cooperation with other 
peace-loving nations world order 
under law, dedicated to peace, 

iMcurity, freedom and general well­
being of all mankind.

In issuing this declaration, the 
three powers express the hope that 
the proviaional government of the 
Jfivach republic may be aosoctated : 
wjth them in the procedure aug- 
geated. |

Poland I
A new situation has been created 

in Poland as a result o f her com­
plete liberation by the Red Army. 
This calls for the establlahment of 
a Polish proviaional govemrnant 
which can be more broadly based 
than was poosltala baforc the recent 
liberation of waatem Poland. The 
provisional goyemment which ta 
now functioning In Poland ahould 
therefore be reorganised on a 
broader democratic basla with tb* 
Incluaioh /O f damocratie, leaders 
from Poland itself and from Pot*# 
abraad. This new gorenunent 
should then be caUed the Polish 
proviaional government of nation­
al unity. ■

Meetings o f Foreign 
Secretaries

Throughout the conference, be- 
.sldes the dally meetiugs of the 
heads of governments and the for­
eign secretaries, separate meetings 
of the three foreign aecretarle*. 
and their advisors have also been 
held dally.

These meetings have proved of 
the utmost value and, the confer­
ence agreed that permanent ma­
chinery ahould be set up for regu-, 
lar consultation between the thrte 
foreign secretaries. They will, 
therefore, meet as often as may be 
neces.sflry, probably about every 
three or four months. These meet­
ings will be held in rotation in the 
three capitals, the first meeting 
being held in London, after the 
United Nations conference . on 
world organization.
Unity for Peace as for War

Our meeting here in the Crimea 
has reaffirmed our common de­
termination to maintain and 
strengthen in the peace to come 
that unity of purpose and df action 
which has made victory possible 
a.nd certain for the UnitM Nations 
in this war. We believe that this 
ia a aacred obligation which our 
govemmenta owe to our peoples 
and to all the peoples of the world.

Only with the continuing and 
growing cooperation M d under­
standing among our three coun­
tries and among all the peace-loV' 
ing nations can the highest aspirs' 
tion of liumanity be realized— a 
secure and lasting peace which

Servicemen have complained In 
many letters to veterans’ organi­
zations about what they consider 
serious defects In the insurance the 
government gives them.

They complain because the na­
tional service life Insurance, issued 
by the government in this war, 
does:

1. Not permit a beneficiary to 
be paid off in a lump sum. The 
payment is in monthly Install­
ments over a period of years.

2. Not protect a serviceman for 
total permanent disability suffered 
in aervice. If he’s totally and per­
manently disabled he receives a 
]^nalon but no Insurance.

Pushing Bills To Fill Demands
The three big veterans’ organi­

zations—The American Legion, 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars and 
the Disabled American Veterans— 
are pushing hills now before Con­
gress to fill those two demands.

It la impossible to say at this 
time whether the bills will go 
through at thia session. Not all 
eongreasmen ag r̂ee on them. 'They 
were In Congress last year but got 
nowhere. . , . ,And the Veterans’ administra­
tion, which administers the insur­
ance, has not recommended those 
changes. «

The insurance given servicemen 
In World war I protected them 
against total permanent disability.

But that Insurance, like the 
present kind, did not give benefi­
ciaries lump sum payments. They 
got monthly installments, too.

But a year after the armistice 
—on Dec. 24. 1919—Congress
amended the act to permit out­
right payments.

O p p o ^  to Outright Paj ntent 
Representative Rankin (D., 

Miss.), a leader in legislation for 
veterdiM and servicemen, said he 
la opposed to the outright pay­
ment idea because;

Monthly government payments 
for 20 years or life mean a guar­
anteed Income.

But a beneficiary who received 
all the payments, at one time 
might, through losing it quickly 
in one way or another, find him­
self or herself without protection.

Aaother argument offered is; 
That heavy demands for that kind 
of pay-off would put a nick in 
government finances.

Paying 200,000 Death Clalme 
So far the government haa 

started paying off on more than 
200,000 death claims in this war. 
The money involved is over two 
billion dollars.

The strofig argument for out­
right payment to a beneficiary la 
this: That a senriCeman ahould 
be free to choose the kind of pay­
ment he want! made: Outright or 
In installments.

The following explanation waa 
given at the VA offices why the 
insurance in this war. unlike that 
of the last, doesn't protect a serv­
iceman fbr permanent total dis­
ability.

When World War I insurance 
plana were drawn up commercial 
conipanlea Were including in their 
civilian policiea protection against 
permanent total disability. So 
the goveriiment did likewise.

In the years bet'ween wars the 
companies found thia kind of 
provision in a life insurance pol­
icy poor practice imd, by the time 
World War II started, moat com­
panies had stopped giving that 
kind of protection.

So, Congress left It out of the 
servicemen's Inaurtince, too.

Seeking Farm 
Census Force

Experience Difficulty in 
Securing Enumerators 
—Is Now in Progress.
Hartford, Feb. IS—  Because of 

self-imposed restrictions to safe­
guard against competing for 
skilled personnel otherwise em­
ployed in the war effort, the Bu­
reau of the Census, Department 
of Commerce, is experiencing 
great difficulty in recruiting a full 
force of enumerators for the 1945 
Census of Agriculture.

This was pointed out today by 
Harry C. Clew, local supervisor 
for the 1945 Farm Census which 
is now in progress In Hartford 
County. Like conditloiw are pre­
vailing In the other 3000-odd coun­
ties of the country, according to 
word received by Mr. Clew from 
director J.' C. Capt at Washington.

Census Director Capt explained 
that among the persons the Bu­
reau of the Census is employing 
to take the 1945 Census of Agri­
culture are middle-aged women, 
whose families have been reared 
and have left home, or are In the 
armed forces; student*; honorably 
discharged and dUsabled war vet­
erans; retired farms, and farmers 
themselves who are taking advan­
tage of the opportunity now to 
earn a few extra dollars during 
the off-season, but who must re­
main near their farms to attend 
to morning and evening chores. 
He emphasized that all persons 
employed are required to obtain 
clearance from the U. 8. Employ­
ment Service, which first sends all 
available personnel to war jobs.

Census Director Capt also ap­
pealed to workers who can quali­
fy  as a census enumerator to of­
fer their services. He said that 
such work will offer many per­
sons who have been desiring to 
do essential work a real oppor­
tunity to contribute to’ the war­
time program.

"The Information obtained from 
the 1945 Agricultural Census as­
sumes great Importance in the 
prosecution of the war, for It will 
be used as a basis for detennining 
the production and supply flf food, 
and for other decLsioirs incident to 
the war economy," he explained.

Although the enumeration work 
ia now under way and many are 
at work, ’ more enumerators are 
needed in order to complete the 
work promptly. Director Capt 
continued.

Application forms for positions 
as enumerators can be obtained 
from Mr. Clew, whose office is lo­
cated at 119 Ann atreet, Hartford. 
The rates of pay are auch as to 
make the work reasonably remu-

Canference to be held In San Fran­
cisco ten weeks from now. The 
function of that meeUng will be 
to draw up a permanent charter 
to bring the International security 
organisation planned at Dumbar­
ton Oaka Into Immediate exist­
ence.

They announce the existence of 
sin agreement, to be released In 
detail later, on the troublesome 
question of voting procedure with­
in the EJxecutive Council of the 
proposed United Nations security 
organization—the thing which 
was the stumbling block the Dum­
barton Oaks conferees could not 
surmount.

Finally, the. Crimean Conference 
reaffirms the declarations and 
purposes o f ths Atlantic Charter, 
which some cynics have persisted 
In vtewiog as something of an In­
ternational Joke.

In all this. It la clear that the 
world’s worst fpars have been 
healed and tba world’s highest 
hopes been given new life and 
purpose. ’The whole civilized 
world lings with acclaim. Princi­
ples have not been lost. America, 
by going forward with Its own re­
solves and its own purposes clear 
and definita, has been able to play 
Its part in checking the tragic 
trend toward power politics. ’The 
peace looks better than even the 
idealists hoped It would.

I t  wae a week ago today that 
General MacArthur announced 
the “ liberation" of Manila. It  
turned out to be something a little 
like the first false liberaUon o f 
Parle last summer. And the fate 
o f Manila In tha interim before 
Its real liberation seems to be 
something fa r more terrible than 
the ■ temporary uncertainty Paris 
was called upon to suffer.

Theke is no doubt abovit the 
outcome- But meanwhile the city 
Itself la being destroyed, block by 
block, and house by house. ’The 
fighting Is claiming hundreds of 
civilian l l v ^  For many days, 
fire haa seemfed the real conqueror 
of the city. \

It  seems straqge that he should 
be the cme to ifiake such a mis­
take, but Gene'll MacArthur 
aeems to have crei^ted the Japa­
nese with at least aWiadow of 
pnnsideratlon ■ for a \ity and 
Its civilians he himself felt back 

1941, when he vacated Manila 
and declared It an open city. ’The 
Japanese then followed that dec­
laration by a low level bombing 
of the city, and now they have 
chosen to turn the city inth new 
holocaust rather than follow the 
decent codes of war. ’That they 
can be brought to their fate is 
certain. Unfortunately, even we, 
while we are doing that, must 
wage war in the midst of innocent 
clviUana.

Bo the IibersUon of Manila, 
when It la finally complete. Is go­
ing to be victory more tragic than 
was first hoped. What Manila Is 
now suffering can be borne In 
mind, for Tokyo.

The long white winter brotight 
snow and snow, and snow again, 
generous layer on layer, and'drift 
on drift. On each new fall, the 
low-cupped field wrote its own 
chronicle of events. Every third 
day or so, new fall and new blow 
would clean the slate again. And 
a new story would be written.

Between the first few series of 
fnll.s ^ d  blows, the events chron­
icled were nature's routine. There 
were no transient tracks. The 
field mice played adventurously 
around their own tufts of sedge. 
The friendly birds twittered on 
goldcnrod reed. The brook still 
held lU  winding line, merging Its 
fringe of ice with the bordering 
snow, running winter clear be­
tween.

Such routine opening chapters 
were. In their turn, blotted out. 
The snow mounted around the 
sedge, and piled along the brook 
until the stream itself was bridged 
and hidden. Slowly fall by fall, 
the earth was closed off, until not 
even the south side of a 'stump, 
nor the leeward shelter of a wall, 
could thaw Itself to the surface. 
Between falls, new stories wrote 
themselves across the great 
white slate.

One day a squirrel wintering In 
A high and Jagged Stump along 
the western fence climbed down 
with shrewd fear of an abnormal 
winter In his heart, and set across 
the field. His short, soft-snow 
hampered lopes carried him to the 
eastern fence, and a resen-e cache 
based on a nearby butternut tree. 
Twice across the field he went 
that day, and then back to sleep, 
while new snow made the field 
smooth and trackless once again 

Down from the hillside copse, 
where even the most dense of 
thickets was now packed deep 
with snow, a group of pheasants 
strag^ed In aimless quest for 
open earth, milling around 
clump of weeds, taking short, sUr- 
tled flights to Aother, and then 
retreating up the hill again, beat­
en with the waning afternoon 
sun. In the light of the moon, be­
fore new storm clouds drove 
across the sky, a rabbit le^  hia 
triangle marks beside the con­
fused story o f the pheasants, and 
In a  few hours all was clean and 
unstorled again under new fa ll of 
snow.

This fall was deep and soft, and 
stood unblemished until, one 
night, the passage of a fox drew 
a straight diagonal line down the 
field. He plodded, as though he 
had come a great way snd had 
perhaps a great way to go. But 
his direction wras that of an ar­
row taut toward the south and 
hope of open forage.

His one Una story stretched 
across the field that day and two 
more days, pad marks filling little 
by little. Wind by wind, until they 
seemed' merely smooth stitching 
across the hem of a long white 
robe. Then this was gone, and 
snow fell yet again, sweeping ex­
ultantly down the field as though 
furious with all lUe, all Wander­
ing, all struggle against the 
great white hunger. The fall was 
deep  ̂and soft, too deep and soft 
for story. Somewhere, far beneath 
the maae, .the muffled refugee 
brook crept down Its secret clmn- 
nel of escape. The rest of ^ fe  
slept where it was.

Get Wage Totals 
From Employer

Hartford, Feb. 13— Many re­
quests are received at this tims 
of the year from wage-earners: 
seeking Information as £0 the 
amount of wages earned during 
the preceding year for Income tax 
purposes. The Social Security 
Board announced today that such 
statements of wages are not avail­
able at this time, and will not be 
available In Ume for filing Income 
tax returns. The method of report­
ing wages by employers does not 
allow the posting of the entire 
amount of wages earned during 
the year 1944 until some time In 
the middle of June.

Under existing regulations, em­
ployers sre requested to furnish 
the eipployee with e  complete 
statement of wages earned while 
in his employ, snd it is suggested 
t ^ t  the Information be obtained 
from lh a t source. Statements o f 
total wages credited'to the wage- 
earner’s account, aa shown on So­
cial Security Board records from 
1937 on, will continue to be avail' 
able to those who wish to check 
their wage record for Social Secur­
ity  purposes.

Beets, carrot# and chard 
are also easy: endive, chicory and 
lettuce, also sweet com, planted 
between May 20 and June 16 to 
avoid the borers. Dill and tur­
nips are also easy, although last 
summer, while he used four pounds 
of seed, he had barely .50 bushels 
of turnips owing to the dry weath­
er. Leeks, oiflons, parsley and 
parsnips are also very easy.

Cabbage is not so-easy to grow. 
Or any of its first cousins, cauli­
flower, bi-occoli and so on. If you 
put them in early enough you can 
usually harvest a good crop of 
peas. Elarly and late varieties of 
com  are difficult to raise. Toma­
toes, squash and melons require 
plenty o f space in the garden. The 
last two are the prey of many of 
the pests, bowever.

Deep Cultivation t
