' And Stabbed; Found 

In Wrecked Kitchen.

Officials to Be Sentenced 
On Charges of Man­
slaughter; Plead Nolo 
Contendere T o d a y .

Hartford, Feb. 16-- (P )—Six of­
ficials of RingUng Brothers, Bar 
num A  Bailey’s combined ,shows 
will be sentenced in Superior court 
thle afternoon on manslaughter 
charges resulting from the circus 
fire here last July 6. which took 
168 lives and Injured 487.

The six officials, each charged 
with 70 counts of manslaughter, 
arraigned in court this morning.

Warm Spell

Temperatures in Missis­
sippi Valley Tumble to 
Zero and Below Today

Lieutenant Epes, weak from loss 
of blood because of rasor wounds 
Army authorities said were self- 
inflicted, rode in a hospital ani- 
bulsmcc to the scene, and admitted. 
Sheriff T. Alex Helse said, he 
buried his wife there.

The sheriff quoted the 29-yeor- 
old lieutenant aS saying that his 
wife, who obtained a leave from 
her sdiool-teachlng Job in Jackson­
ville, Fla., to be with him while 
he awaited an overseas assign­
ment, died from an overdose of a 
MdfttiVC.
ApiMiiently Bludgeoned To Death

Police, however, said an autopsy 
dlscloeed the slender, 98-pound.

auhum-halred school teacher ap­
parently was drugged and then 
bludgeoned to death. She had 
been reported mysteriously missing

Fort Jackson authorities said 
Lieutenant Epes attempted suicide 
last Monday. He was kept in the 
post hospital, to which he was at­
tached. whti.I late yesterday when 
he was surrendered to civilian au­
thorities and removed to the hos­
pital at the state penitentiary.

you need a maid.
And you cairt get one^

I do better In a war plant."
And a lot of liouaewlvea, just be­

cause oI good pay In war plants, 
would like to work there them­
selves and hire a maid to take care 
of the children,

White Women Ree%'ed 
Down south, I know, there’s 

been peevishness among white 
women who couldn’t get a maid. 
I ’ve heard them say:

"You can't get a Negro girl to 
do housework any more. They say 
they make more money elsewhere 
or they say they don’t have to 
work because their husbands are 
making so much money.’ ’

I know that In a city like New 
Orleans you could get a Negro girl 
before the war to work In the 
house for $3 to 36 a week but af­
ter- war started some people had 
a Ufne trying to get a maid for $15 
weekly.

But the maid shortage haa hit 
everywhere. And who, do you 
think, has run off to the tvar 
plants. Negro maids ? No, accord­
ing to the Labor department. 
White maids.

The Labor department has made 
a study of the probl.em and this is 
what It says In its ' “Monthly La­
bor Review:”  \.

Between 1940 and 1944Uie num­
ber of Negro women domestics in­
creased 50,000 "but it was not 
enough to counter-balance the "de­
cline of 400,000 among white do­
mestic servants.”

So much for that. Behind the La­
bor department’s story is t)»e 
whole story of Negroes In wartime, 
what the war has done to them, 
and what peace may do.

Have Changed Work Status 
There are 700,000 Negroes in the 

Army and 8 1-2 million Negroeib 
-working in this country. And these 
4©ur years o f war have changed 
the k^d  o f woric they do.

Exclusive o f the Negroes in the 
Army: the number o f Negro men 
w o r l^ g  In dviUan Jobs has in­
creased 300,000 and the number of 
Negro women working haa Increas­
ed 600,000 since 1940.

And the biggest change that 
took place among them waa the 
shift from farm to factory, par­
ticularly munitions factories.

They’ve made their greatest em­
ployment gains in those industries 

. and areaa where the adjustments 
after the war will be most severe.
, A t^says the Lsibor department: 

“ The extent to which theae gains 
can be retained will be largely de­
pendent upon the maintenance of 
a high level o f post-war employ­
ment.”

Undoabtedly WIU Suffer First 
Which means that tf there are 

plenty o f jobs for everybody, the 
Negroes will have jobs. If not— 
what? They’U undoubtedly suffer 
first and most from unemploy­
ment.

Just aa Yvith the saen, the most 
, pronouiioed shift among the Negro 

women was from the farm to the 
fa c to ^  and perhaps that's why so 
many whlta women felt that Negro 
maids were deserting them for war
jobSs

Actually, as the figures show, 
they weren’t. More Negro women 
were working as maids than ever 
before. But not enough of them 
left the farms for domestic work 
to make up the gap left by those 
400,000 sdiite domestics who quit 
d o i^  maids’ work.

ed.

Yesterday’s strike at toe Mitsu­
bishi aircraft plant at Nagoya— 
made without loss to the raiders— 
probably brought all available in­
terceptors into toe air toe day be­
fore the carrier strike on the capi­
tal— damage inflicted by toe B-29s 
plus normal Japanese operational 
losses made a heavy dent in toe 
enemy’s ability to intercept the 
Navy’s Hellcats today.

984 Fighters Counted 
As many aa 984 Japanese fight­

ers have been counted attacking a 
single B-29 force. Such a battle in­
variably must leave the enemy 
weakened. Also, Nipponese pilots 
must have relaxed after toe Ha.- 
goya raid, not expecting further 
strikes until toe customary three 
or four days elapsed.

Aside from toe full strength 
raid on Nagoya, at least three Su­
per-Forts have been harassing the 
foe during every 24 hours in so- 
called ’ ’weather strlkea.”

Prince told toe Baldwin School 
F^rent-Teacher association that, 
under the bill, Connecticut would 
have an opportunity to solve some 
of Its major education problems at 
home Instead of 'ifi WMhlngton.

WUl Seek Federal A>d 
Said Prince, "dlffprences among 

the Connecticut towns with re­
spect to ability to support schools 
are very great. If the poorer towns 
are not assisted by the state, they 
will, of course, look to the Federal 
government for assistance.”

Prince said that the program, 
advocated by toe State board and 
several state educational organiza­
tions, called for a foundation pro­
gram of $100 per pupil per year.

If, he said, a town spent 25 per 
cent of its total revenue for edu­
cational purposes and this did not 
provide $100 per pupil, the state 
would not be restricted to a $100 
program.

Prince estimated that the plan 
would cost the state $1,400,000 
more than toe present $2,000,000 
state school grant appropriation 
in toe first year and would in­
crease during the following three 
years at which time, and subse­
quently, additional state school aid 
would total $5,600,000.

Hartford, Feb. 16—(̂ 5 — Al- 
tbougb thbre waa no break in the 
heated war powers deadlock in 
the General Assembly, the Sen­
ate took time out from that con­
troversy which the Republican- 
controlled House yesterday to 
adopt a. measure aimed at the 
quick relief of the tight poultry 
and hay situation ift Connecticut 
as reported to that boiiy by a com­
mittee of poultry dealers.

Coal Delivery 
To Be Helped

Fitzgerald 'Announces 
Emergency Action to 
Provide Manpower.
Hartford, Feb. 16.—(>P) — State 

Manpower Director William J. 
Fitsgerald of the War Manpower 
commiaaion today announced emer­
gency action to provide critically 
needed manpower for the distribu­
tion o f coal In storm-stricken areas 
of the state.

The steps were taken, he ex­
plained In line with a national 
policy adopM  by Paul V. McNutt, 
chairman of the War Manpower 
commission in Washington.

He said the emergency steps to 
be taken immediately in all areas 
where the delivery of coal la being 
impeded through the lack of man­
power are:

(1) The classification of whole­
sale and retail coal distribution as

locally needed,”  where this has 
not been done heretofore, for the 
purpose of preventing labor turn­
over.

Top EoMrgeticy Priority
(2) The establishment of a top 

emergency priority when thia is 
necessary to secure needed work­
ers, and the extension of gate 
hiring privileges to All priority 
openings.

(3) Adjustments in employment 
ceilings where needed to provide 
for emergency requirements.

(4) Arrangements with other 
organtzsUona, both public and 
private, for all possible assistance 
in recruitment and in any other 
way that would assist In elimi­
nating or alleviating the emer­
gency.

The present lack Of fuel In 
weatheratricken areas, Fitsgerald 
said, constitutes a critical threat 
to the safety And health of the res­
idents and threatens vital war In­
dustries.

Snow Plow  Problem s
Some town authorities who 

sympathize with the difficulties 
town snow plow crews encounter 
when they find some car parked in 
their path are suggesting that the 
remedy lies in enacting an all 
nlg^t parking ban for Manches­
ter. That is more thsn an emei;- 
gency measure, designed to cure a 
situation whioh -may occur a few 
times in the course of a winter. 
It is one more of those reciurent 
efforts unnecessarily to restrict 
the people of Manchester in the 
use of streets the people them­
selves have bought and paid for. 
When such reg;ulatlons are pro­
posed in Washington, we know 
what they are—meddlesome bu­
reaucracy. They are no different 
when they are proposed in Man­
chester.

We, too, sympathize with the 
dlfficul^ss the snow plow crews 
encounter in their superb efforts 
to do a good Job. We may say 
that, in spite o f those difficulties, 
they still do a JOb- which would be 
the envy of most other communi­
ties.

But It might be noted that, in 
the course of doing their fine Job, 
they Inevitably cause the idea of 
all night street parking to enter 
many a motorist's mind.

Luebst and Qiieis 
rivers— also overran Sorau, 13 
milea southeast of Sommerfeld, 
and Gruenberg. 25 miles south­
east of Sommerfeld.

By Germati account. Konev waa 
even cloder to Berlin than Som­
merfeld. The enemy said hia troops 
already had crossed -the Nelsse 
river at a point only $7 miles from 
the German capital. The Breslau- 
Berlin superhighway was declared 
cut on both sides of Forst, a city 
beyond the Neisse.

ing overseas Investments in aid 
baaea and radio stations.

Assertinjg that this country has 
stood too long "in the shadow of 
the Brltlah,”  Senator Chandler (D- 
K y ) endorsed the s^gestion  of 
Senator Ferguson (R-Mich) that 
" it ’s up to the State department to 
take over.”

Agreeing with their view, ,Sena- 
tor Brewster (R-M e) told report­
ers the State department "should 
come to Congress for any statu­
tory authority It needa."

'The interviews came on the 
heels o f a W ar Investigating com­
mittee report by Senators 'TunneU 
(D-Del) and Burton (R-Ohlq.) 
They reported the Unitod StatVs 
virtually has no post-w4r rights irf 
radio stations and air bases it h&s 
constructed ajl over the globe.

"Your committed believes that 
never again will the United States 
have an oppor^nity to share, in 
world trade slich as is offered to 
us by circumstances prevailing in 
the Mediterranean and Middle 
Eaatem areas,” said the senators, 
Just baqk from hearings in those 
regions.'

Thpy pointed out that the United 
States has airports and radio sta­
tions in which it has no real titles, 
and added;
