Income Must Be Less 
Than $5,060 and Prac­
tically All from Wages 
And Salary in 1944.

(Edltor’e Note: This Is the 
third of 12 stories explaining 
who has to do what about his 
Income taxes.)

By James Marlow 
■ Washington, Feb. 21—<A>)—This 
story will answer the question; 
“ Who can use form W-2—the 
withholding receipt—In making his 
Income tax return for 1944 7"

You’ll see— after reading it — 
whether you fit the requirements 
for using Form W-2. If you don’t, 
you’ll have to use the 1040 short- 
form or the 1040 long-form, de­
pending on your individual case. 

Receipt for Taxes Withheld 
Form W-2, slightly larger than 

a bank check, is the receipt a boaa 
givea a worker for taxea withheld 
from hia wagea or salary In 1944. 

You can use it only:
1. If your Income was leas than 

$5,000 and practically all o f it came 
from wagea or salary from which 
taxes were regularly withheld.

2. If, in addition to the wagea or 
salary, you had an Income not over 
$100 from interest or dividends or 
other wages not subject to with­
holding, provided that extra in­
come did not bring the tota.l to 
$5,000.

Here are examples of who can 
and can’t use Form W-2:
. A. Your aalary was $4,500. 
Taxes were regularly withheld 
from iL You had no other income. 
Yo»: can use Form W-2.

B. Your aalar>" was $‘•,500. Tax­
es were regularly withheld from It. 
You had income of $100 from In­
terest or dividends or wages not 
subject to withholding. You can 
use Form W-2. If that added in­
come was over $100 j-ou'd use the 
1040 ehorl-form.

C. Your salary was $4,500. Tax­
es were regularly withheld from it. 
You had adde.d income of only $50 
from renta. You could not usc 
Form W-2. You'd use the 1040 
short-form.

You cannot use Form W-2 for 
reporting any Income from rents 
professional fees, business, part­
nership. estote, trust or annuities. 

Can 5Iake Combined Return 
Husbands and wives can make a 

combined return an Form W-2 If 
their combined Income was less 
than $5,000 and If that income fits 
the requirements listed above. Ex­
ample:

A. Jones' salary was $2,500. His

wife’s salary V was $2,000. Both 
salaries regrularly had taxes "with­
held. One of them additionally had 
$85 income from Interest. They 
could use Form W-2 Jointly or 
singly.

B. Jones’ salary was $2,500 and 
his wife had no salary but did have 
income of $300 from dividends. Be­
cause her Income fr<6m dividends 
was "more than $100, she could not 
file a Forqg W-2 nor could they 
make a Joint return on Form W-2.
He could use a Form W-2 for hie 
own return, and she could use the 
1040 short form or they could 
make a’ Joint return on a 1040 
short form.

If the combined salaries of hus­
band and wife, each regularly sub­
ject to withholding were $5,000 
or over but individually under 
$5,000 then:

They couldn't file a joint return 
on Form W-2 but they could fi e 
that way separately; or they could 
file Jointly on the 1040 long-form, 
figuring their own tax. They could 
not file Jointly on the 1040 short- 
form which is for toUl Income less 
than $6,000.(In the 8 community-property 
states—Arizona. California, Idaho, 
Louisiana. Nevada, New Mexico, 
Texas and Washington—husbands 
and wives cannot file separately on 
Form W-2. But they could, if they 
wanted to. file separate returns on 
Form 1040).

Place for Exemptions 
There’s a place on Form W-2 

for listing your exempUons; your­
self. wife and dependent relatives.

But there’s no place for listing 
allowable deductions for charitable 
contributions, taxes. Interest on 
mortgages, medical and dental ex­
penses, union duea and so on.

The reason: In checking your re­
turn to determine the tax on you, 
the collector uses a tax table 
which automatically allows every­
one using Form W-2 a deduction 
of about ’-0 per cent. Moat peo­
ple’s deductions are not that much.

If your deductions amount to 
more than 10 per cent, don’t use 
Form W-2. You'll lose money. 
Use the 1040 long-form. There 
you'll have to Itemize your deduc- 
tlon.s—and work out your own tax 

-blit you can get credit for them 
If they’re more than 10 per cent. 

Y'ou can't use the 1040 short-

just as in Form W-2. you arc al­
lowed about 10 per cent in deduc­
tions but they are included in the 
tax on the tax table which you’d 
use in finding your tax.

No pitsaage 
of lawa, or repeal of laws oan 
possibly represent tbe'^flnal cure.

m en's mjpds 'l s  the tru th —the 
tru th  about the origins and the 
oonsequancea of prejudice.

Prejudice, which usually takes 
the  outw ard form  of assum ed su­
periority  tow ard o ther hum an be- 
inga. actually  usually aprings 
from  an  uneasy feeling of Infer!' 
oflty . The m sn  who Indulges In 
prejudloe ususlly  teele hlmeelf 
sm all and insignificant and unsuc 
oaasful and, aa a  cure, seeks to  ss- 
-tabUah his tlU t to  superiority over 
feOow human belnga. '

I f  ba la a  businese failure, he 
^Bda refuge in  the assum ption 
th a t  the  success o f some one else 
h as  n o t been honestly won. 

j t  be has betrayed his own rsli- 
\  gkm In bis own life, he finds salve 

fo r h is own conscience in the as­
sum ption th a t the religion he vio­

I f  be is nervous about his own 

■ social position, he finds solace in 
th e  assum ption th a t there are

I f  such are the m otivations to­
w ard  jprejudice, the  argum ents 
and ao^called “fac ts '' of. prejudice 
a re  no more sound,. There is no 
calum ny against ona race or reli­
gion which has hot, a t  ona tim e 
to  the world's history, been used 
ag a in st all o ther races and reli­
gions. The. calumnies some so- 
called Christians now . spread 
aga inst the Jews were spread 
against the Christians themselves 
by the pagans of Rome. The direc­
tion of prejudice shifts, bu t its 
techniques are timeless. And al­
ways, for its s ta rt, it must have 
some falsehood, some assumption 
th a t could never be proved, some 
whisper th a t could not stand the 
lljght of day.

If 'the process of prejudieo is 
terrifying enough, its conse­
quences are even more terrible.

Prejudice Is a forest fire, which 
always destroys its own sta rting  
place. Tho.se who s ta rt it or en­
courage it against one race can- 

. not control it or prevent it from 
“ spreading against other races, or 

from  boomeranglng against them ­
selves. Hitler, for l-istanre, be- 

5 gan by teaching the Germans to 
hate one’ race. Once they had 
learned th a t lesson. It was inevi- 

* table th a t Germans should include 
 ̂ numy other races in their hatred.
'■ And now, today, it is the German 

race which is a t  least a leading 
csindidate, rivaled only by the 
Jhpn. to r the title of the world’s 
m ost hated race.

W hat happened in Germany is 
accurate prediction of w hat any 
grow th of racial o r religious intol­
erance in the United S tates would 
m ean for th is country. I t  could 
never be limited to  one race or

The Kings Of The East
Americans who had perhaps 

thought themselves conditioned 
to the new fact in America'.s re­
lationship with the world- - a re­
lationship In whirh. by the deci­
sions of Yalta, we accept interest 
in and respon.sibillty for many 
things beyond our own borders— 
were perhaps still caught by an 
old Instinttive feeling when they 
learned th a t President Roosevelt, 
In the course of his homeward 
Odyssey, had entertained three 
Kings of the East.

W hat in the world was an 
American President doing In such 
confabs with the rulers of Egypt, 
Ethiopia, and Saudi Arabia? 
W hat business could he possibly 
have with them ? W hat i.s this, a 
new power politics, with America 
playing it?  Is America plunging 
into the tangled politics of the 
Arab world? W hat can we pos­
sibly get there but a headache? 
W hat does Roosevelt think be is, 
a  potentate in his own rijght? Will 
be come back carrying a  Haile 
Selassie umbrella, or wearing an 
Ibn Saud ten t?  Should any Amer­
ican president expose himself to 
such oriental tem ptations? True, 
we have authorized him to  lead 
America ' into an  international 
brand «f policy. B ut where is be 
now? Visiting W allace's famous 
H ottentots? How much of this 
internationalism  does he think the 
American people csin stand?

Such an a ttitude suggests It- 
setf easily, ws should guess, to 
many Americana today.

B u t if we have made any prog- 
sa tow ard the realization th a t 

th is  la really “one world,’’ we 
m ust adm it th a t  th a -J tra b  world
which is  even now showing signs 
of moving \j^io a  so rt of bloc se­
curity  of Ita own, is p a r t of the 
w o rl^  and th a t trouble which 
m ight s ta r t  becauss of the prob­
lems of Arab nations oould lead 
to  nsw  world w ar quite fa  quick­
ly aa some problem In the Bal­
kans. The broader international 
understanding can be, the more 
contacts between peoples th a t can 
be created, the better.

If  th is  seems a  little strange 
and new to us, it is likely th a t it 
is vsfy  welcome to the outside 
world. America has long stood 
to r  a  sort of vague ideal with 
many peoples. We have been 
credited with g rea t reserve pow­
e r  which, if we would only use it, 
m ight be for the good of the 
world. B ut m any of these peo­
ples have been w aiting ' for the 
American m yth to  take definite 
shape, for the nation which Is the 
recognised champion of peace 
principles to  come out of its  shell 
and “throw  its weight around.” 
And, in the. present Instance, it is 
not th a t President Roosevelt per­
sonally entertains three Kings of 
the E ast, bu t th a t American di­
plomacy has begrun to broaden 
its  scope which Is Im portant.

Tbare la little doubt th a t W ar 

MoblUzer Jam es F. Byrnes' order 
to r  a  midnight curfew on all 
places of entertainm ent, to  be­
come effective next Monday, im­
poses one of the real hardships of 
th is war.

A fter Monday, it will be prac­
tically Impossible to  follow up 
your party  a t the theatre  or the 
opera w ith a champagne mid­
night supper.

So far as  the American public 
is concerned, this is a  dictatorial 
onslaught upon the very rights 
fpr which th is war is being fought.

From  another angle, the Byrnes 
order Is a  severe blow to those 
valiant and patriotic en tertain­
ment industries who have, 
throughout this -w ar, dedicated 
tlienaselves so nobly to the main­
tenance of civilian morale and to 
the worthy object of removing 
dangerous and inflationary sur­
pluses from the American pocket- 
book.

Their sense of smell and hearing, 
more acute than man's, enables 
them to "flush” buried casualties 
much as a good bird dog flushes 
grouse.

The do{^ are worked in pairs, 
one working half an hour and 
then getting  a  30-minute rest. 
Rescue workers arc called off the 
debris the first time th e  dogs are 
■•caat” over the ruins to give them 
a  sniff not confused by the res 
cue w orkers’ scents.

If  a  dog gets a “point” Immed 
lately, the second dog. is cast over 
the debris to check it. If the dogs 
get no immediate scent the w ork­
ers go back to digging and the 
doga work on. Practice has prov 
en th a t neither coal, gas or steam 
appreciably affeat the dogs’ skill, 
as it had been feared m ight be 
the case.

Each of the dogs reacts in a 
different way on finding a scent. 
One of them  stands still, drops 
his ears and shuddert all over. 
Another becomes lively and .yelpa  
Each pair of dogs works with his 
own trainer, whose training Job 
includes recognizing his dog's 
special method of pointing

Congress to Act on Ma­
jor Principle in Pro- 
poscfl Wallace Setup.
W ashington, Feb. 21—WV- Re­

gardless w hat political fu ture be­
falls Henry A. Wallace, Congress 
will be called upon to ac t on a 
m ajor principle in his proposed 
program  for 60,000,000 po.st-war 
Jobe.

Chairman Spence (D., Ky.) said 
today he soon will call public 
hearings before the House Bank­
ing com mittee on a bill authoriz­
ing the Federal Reserve system 
to guarantee financing institu­
tions against loss on loans imade 
to  business enterprises. The 
gryernm ent would assume up to 
90 per cent of the risk.

Chairman M arriner 8. Eccles of 
the Federal Reserve board has 
subm itted to the committee a 
sta tem ent nothing th a t this type 
of loan has been used in financing 
w ar production under tn e . "V- 
Loan” program. He said “the 
guaranteeing of euch loans by the 
reserve banka would not be com­
petitive with the private banking 
system In any way.”

A ntedates Wallace Nomination 
This suggestion fo r post-war 

business financing antedates the 
nomination of Wallace to  be com­
merce secretary. The Banking 
committee considered sim ilar leg­
islation last fall but never com­
pleted Its hearings.

Spence said the proposal orig­
inated in the Baruch-Hancock re# 
port on planning for the post-war 
reconversion period.

No Objection by Eccles , 
Eccles told T aft a t committee 

hearings yesterday th a t he would 
have no objection to such amend­
ments.

W allace In outlining his plans 
for a 60,000.000-job program be­
fore the Senate Commerce com­
mittee Jan. 25, during considera­
tion of his nomination as com­
merce secretary, sa id :

“I propose th a t the government 
guarantee the lender against any 
special and abnormal risks which 
may be involved in achieving our 
objective. This will provide new 
and expanding industry with plen­
ty  of private credit a t  reasonable 
in terest rates.

“Through this program  we will 
merely be extending to the financ­
ing of old and new business the 
principles - which have proved so 
successful in our experience with 
the V-loans, T-loans and Federal 
Housing Administration loans.

“As a m atter of fac t a  compre­
hensive Investment program  of 
this character could make possible

Hank 
gr.aduated aa a .Second Lieuten­
ant. He has since richly earned 
the present rank of Captain that 
he holds, through hi.s general well 
knitted knowledge that has 
stamped him as one of the great­
est baseball players to ever walk 
up to the batter’s box.

Hank’s career was somewhat 
cut short. But he ha.s gnlnol 
several honors and titles that will 
live forevef. Hank led the 
American League In banging out 
round trippers In 1935 when he 
collected 36, again In 1938 when 
he came within a whisker of clip­
ping the Immortal Babe Ruth’s 
all time record of 60. when he 
drove out 58. Again in 1940, his 
last full season. Hank was again 
the top man In the home run pa­
rade.

He led the*loop In runs batted 
In In 1935 with 170. again in 1937 
with 183 and In 1940, his 150 was 
again the best in the circuit. Hank 
suffered a mlsfortiinate accident 
In the 1935 World Series against 
the Cubs when he broke his wrist 
In the second game, however the 
Tigers won in six games. He 
has a lifetime batting mark of 
.325 and his home run output now 
numbers 249.

The 34 year old Captain also 
gained the highest distinction In 
the American League of being 
awarded the Most Valuable Play­
er trophy In 1935 as well as In 
1940. He was selected twice on 
the Major League All Star team, 
once as a , first sacker, the other 
as an outfielder.

Forts Attack Nuernberg

The Fortresses were unchalleng­
ed by the Luftwaffe, ( but flak was 
intense.

Washington— Here are answers 
to some recent questions on unem­
ployment compensation: , i

Q. What unemployment com­
pensation is provided veterans 
other than by State funds?

A. To cover temporary periods 
of unemployment following dis­
charge, you arc entitled to com­
pensation up to $20 a week - fo r  
H period not exceeding 52 wcek.«i, 
"lepending on your length of 
.service.

Q. How do I go about getting 
unemployment compensation ?

3. Apply to your local State 
Unemployment Insurance, Un­
employment Compensation Office, 
or your U. S. Employment Serv­
ice office.

Q. I will soon be discharged 
from the service and understand 
from a frieiui back home that ns 
soon as I get out my old credi­
tor ]iiaiu! to sue my old ereeii- 
I owed him. Can he do this ?

A. In general the Soldiers and 
Sailors Civil Relief Act protects 
servicemen and women up to six 
months after, their discharge by 
making it possible for the courts 
tq suspend enforcement of cer­
tain, civil liabilities during that 
time, such as: Lawsuits for collec­
tion of debts, contracts, reposses­
sion of property, collections of 
certain taxes, sale o f property for 
taxes, eviction of dependents fbr 
non-payment o f rent, rinsurance 
premiums and other things.

Q. I have figured up that the 
army owes me some back pay.

A. Addresa your army Inquiries 
to the Finance Office of the camp 
In the United SUtes from which 
you were discharged > or transfer­
red to the EnUsted Reserve 
Corps. Address Nax-y, Marine 
Corps, and Coast Guard inquiries 
to the Claims Division, General 
Accounting Office, Washington, 
25, D.’ C. Be sure tq give full name 
and serial or service number.

Then, short­
ly afterwards, other girls arrive to 
open clubs and rest leave areas.

"You cannot possibly realize the 
tremendous saUsfaction GJ.s get 
from talking to, or even looking 
at, a white woman for the first 
time In a year or more. It Is a re­
freshing breath of home that will 
forever linger in their memories.

Chaplam Flays 
Probe Move

Proposed Inquiry At­
tacked by ^ m i c  as 
‘Political Persecution’

Hollywood, Feb. 21—(P)— A 
proposed leglajative Investigation 
to determine whether Charles 
Chaplin should be deported as an 
undesirable alien has been at­
tacked by the film comic as “ po 
litlcal persecution.”

Senator Langer (R., N. D.) In 
troduced the leglslaUon Feb. 15, 
directing the attorney general to 
make an Inquiry of the white- 
haired 55-year-old English-born 
actor-projlucer, recently made de- 
fendamt In sensational moral and 
paternity charges. The bill waa 
assigned to the Senate Immlgra 
tlon committee.

In a statement to the press. 
Chaplin declared that “ political 
persecution” of him has been go­
ing on for four years, ’’ever since 
I made an anti-Nazi picture, ‘The

Great Dictator,' In which I  ex­
pressed Uberml Ideas.

“Oa account o f this picture, I 
was called to Washington for 
questioning aa a war monger by 
Senators Clark and Nye.” the 
statement continued. "This In­
vestigation fell through after 
Pearl Harbor.

"Persecution Increased”
"The persecution, however. In­

creased, after I dared to speak on 
behalf o f Russia, urging the Allies 
to open a second front. For this 
I was bitterly attacked by reac­
tionary columnists, using eveiy 
device to discredit me with the 
public.

“ I was called a Communist and 
Ingrate. I was accused of mak­
ing money In this country without 
becoming a citizen. Never was 
It explained to the public that 65 
per cent of my revenue comes 
from abroad and that the Uqitccl 
States government enjoys the full 
taxes on the 65 per cent as well 
as the 36 per cent I cam  here.

"I believe that In a democracy 
I have the right to state that I 
am an Intematlonallst, which 
Ideas I expressed In The Great 
Dictator.’ HfUt the pro-Nazi and 
reactionary element."! continued 
their attack. .

“Trumped up charges were the 
result of all this, inspired by

vlgiouB Ilea written by certain sob 
sisters, using as their tool Joan 
Barry, who was played up as an
Innocent g l«  lured Into immoral 
relations.”

Last April the four-times mar­
ried Chaplin was acquitted by a 
jury of Mann act charges that he 
caused hls formier protege, Mias 
Barry, whose real name Is Berry, 
to be transported to New York 
for Immoral purposes.

Retrial Set tor April 4 
Last month a jury trying Miss

Berry’s civil sifit, wtUeh alleges 
that Chaplin Is the fMher of her 
16-months-old daughter. Carol 
Ann, was unable to agree on 
verdict and retrial of the case 
Was set for April 4.

(Concluding hls otatemerit. Chap­
lin declared: "However, the perse­
cution continues, the Barry case 
being used to attack my charac­
ter, discredit iha with the jpubllc

and banish me from the country 
for which my two sons are fight­
ing Overseas.”

Chaplin’s two sons, Sidney and 
Charles, Jr., are by hls second 
wife, Llta Grey. Hls flrst wife was 
the Iste Mildred Harris and hls 
third was A c t r ^  Paulette <3od- 
dord. He now la married'to Dona 
O’Neill, daughter of Playwright 
Eugene O’Neill. ChS recently bore 
him a daughter.

Post War Service 
Capt. Frederick W. Riggs, Hart­

ford Area Marine Corps Recruiting 
Officer, outlined the’ plan o f the lo­
cal Marine Corps League to secure 
post-war service funds and recited 
interesting accounts of his service 
on Guadalcanal, Tarawa and Sai­
pan with the Second Marines.
