After pointing out how much 
can be done toward building mo­
rale by the beauty and Inspiration 
brought through works of art, the 
articles concludes; "Art. by Its 
very nature, can never remain 
stotic, even tor a minute. So.

New York, Feb. 28—(A5— More 
briefs are being presented to the 
F ^eral Communications Commis­
sion at Washington preparatory to 
the February 28 hearing on the re­
cently announced high freqi:ency 
allocatlops tor telcvlsiom, FM and 
other radio services.

The latest came from RCA and 
NBC, expressing general approval 
o f the allocations and expressing 
the opinion that the FCC “ propos­
als in general were sound.” This 
was somewhat In contrast to the 
CBS brief, which stressed the de­
sirability of moving television Into 
hlgh4r frequencies In preference to 
continued development on lower 
Channels.

Tho RCA-NBC brief, however, 
had several suggestions of a minor 
nature, including one that a chan­
nel at present unasslgned be turn­
ed over to television and moved 1 down to be contlguoiu with the 
lower picture bands.

Another brief from Broad 
casters, Inc., strenuously lobjccted 
to moving FM from its present 
space io  higher frequencies on the 
ground that it ■ would "cost a 
paralyzing delay during the post- 
w ar^ears when FM could m"” " 
forward with great rapidity."

The Mutual Network, the only 
chain operating until 2 a. m.—the 
others all close at 1—has announc­
ed that effective n»xt Monday it 
also will sign off at the early time. 
It was explained that not enough 
stations were carrying the extra 
hour to warrant operation .
