Law on Dependents

Close Relative of Any 
Age Receiving Half 
Of Support Can Be 
Claimed Now.

(Editor’s Note: This is the 
sixth of 18 stories explaining 
who has to do what about his 
hscome tax.)

Washington, Feb. 24— (JPl —  

Watch your sxempti<»is for depen* 
dents—and you may save money—  
in flling your 1944 income tax re­
turn. There’s been a change in the 
Jaw on dependents.

Last year you could not claim 
as a dependent anyone over 18, no 
matter how closely related, who 

,'Waa capable of self-support.
Now  you can claim as a depen­

dent any close relative of any age. 
— Whither capable of self-support 
or not—who received more than 
lia lf his support from you and 
whose Income was less than $500. 

Exemption for Each Dependent 
You chop a surtax exemption o f 

85<00 off yoUr Income for each de­
pendent The metming and work­
ing o f the surtax exemption will be 
explained here later.

You cannot clain^As dependent 
any person— even though receiv- 
Ing more then u l f  his support 
from you— who had income of $!500 
or over. Such a  person would have 
to file his oy^  return.

I f  you had a dependent who 
w n ied  1 ^  than $500 you can claim 
lllm as/S dependent and get an ex- 

• emptidn for him. He does not have 
to M e a return and you do not have 
tQmport his income in your return.

I f  a child was born to you any­
time in 1944— or a person depen­
dent upon you died' anytime in 
1944— you can claim him as a de­
pendent for the full year.

Relationship NeoesHary 
To be a dependent a person 

must be related to you this way;
Your child or his descendants 

(your grandchildren); a stepchild 
hut'flot his descendants; a legally

It adopted child; a brother, sister,
i atep-brother. stepsister, your par-

i ant, grandparent or other ances­
tor, your stepfather, stepmother, 
uncle, aunt, nephew, niece, and' 
your tn-lawa; father-mother-sister- 
brother-son-or-daughter-in-law.

You get the same kind of sur­
tax exemption for a wife if she 
has no income—or if she has in­
come and files a joint return with 
you— as you do for a dependent al­
though she's never classed as a de­
pendent.

I f  you file a return on Form 
W-2. the withholding receipt, or 
the 1040 short-form, you list your 
exemptions for yourself, wife and 
dependents but don't do any figur­
ing. Exemptions are allowed for 
already in the tax table used with 
both forms.

It ’s when you use the 1040 long- 
form that you have to do arithrae- 

' tic with exemptions! Elxplaining 
how will explain the. basic method 
o f making out the 1040 long-form. 

Two Kinds of Exemption 
’There are two kinds of taxes on 

Icnome: A normal tax and a sur­
tax. There are two kinds of ex­
emptions; a normal tax exemption 
and a surtax exemption.

Now—he takes that same net 
Income of $5,500 to And his nor 
mal tax. From that $5,500 net 
Income—explained above— he can 
not subtract his 7 surtax exemp­
tions because he’s working on his 
normal tax. But he can subtract 
his normal tax exemption of $500 
which every taxpayer gets. That 
leaves him $5,000, which is called 
his normal net income.

He applies his normal 3 per 
cent tax to that normal net in 
come of $5,000 and finds his nor 
mal tax is $150.

Then he adds bis normal tax of 
$150 to his surtax of $400 and gets 
the total tax he owes the govern 
ment; $660.

Our Continuing Sympathy
We suppose It is automatic 

that, Hartford's genial "Ned"

The White Mouse announce­
ment of President Roosevelt's ac­
tivities after Yalta gives the fo l 
lowing description ot tbe second 
ChurchlU-Roosevelt meeting:

"Another conference between 
the President and Prime Minister 
Churchill was held at Alexandria. 
Although It lasted less than four 
hours—a brief affair when com­
pared to the eight days they spent 
thgether with Marshal Stalin In 
Ih^xCrimea—the meeting in Egypt 
permitted new and important dis- 
ou.ssiona\pf at least one subject 
which the'yxcould not take up be­
fore. That Bad to do with Japan 
and the war li^the Pacific, where 
Soviet Russia ls\ . neutral power."

This announcement may oper­
ate aa something of a damper on 
the continuing speculation as to 
whether or not Soviet Ruksia will 
enter the war against Japan, and, 
if so, when. At least it may epd 
that speculation which Insisted 
that Russia's unrcporled pledge 
against Japan was the most im­
portant result of the Yalta Con­
ference.

Even if that plei^ge had been 
given openly it would still, to 
our mind, have been relatively 
minor conference news.

Just about s month ago, we 
surveyed the beginning of the 
controversy over the Governor’s 
war powers, and reacherl two con­
clusions. The first was that there 
was no real need ,or the contro- 
vers.v. that It made little practical 
difference whether the war pow­
ers bill was enacted at the begin­
ning or the ending of the session.

The second coriclusion was that, 
in spite of this, the legislators 
could, by trying hard enough, "ac­
complish the ridiculous and go 
through all the motions of pre­
tending this 1s  a real issue."

That Is precisely what has 
been happening since, and we 
cite it not to establish our 
prophetic gifts, but merely to 
show how really hard the polit­
ical leadership on both sides In 
the General Assembly had to 
work to make the war powers 
Issue a session-stalling Issue. 
They really had to work" hard 
at It, for there Is a lot of com­
mon sense hidden In the ordl- 
nar; average membership of 
this General AssemhI.v, and If 
the leaders hadn't b«vn very 
much on the Job common sense | 
might have resolved the Issue 
an.v number of times.
There are Intervals of legisla­

tive life during which it seems 
the highest task of leadership to 
prevent the exercise of common 
sense. For the past month, that 
leadership was brilliantly exer­
cised.

Credit for piloting the ship of 
state Into such -still and stagnant 
waters and for keeping It there Is 
widely shared. The fact Is that 
the Governor, the Republican leg­
islative leadership and the Demo­
cratic leglalatlve leadership all 
displayed relatively equal talents, 
each taking some resolute position 
in turn, each considering the ideal 
position a position the opposition 
would be certain not to accept, 
each showing considerable agility 
in the process of keeping the silly 
warfare going. As we said before, 
this called for statesmanship, for 
there was always the threat that 
the ordinary members of the Gen­
eral Assembly would wake up to 
the fact that their leaders were 
merely batting soap bubbles at 
each other.

These leaders, of course, 
would not admit that this was a 
soap bubble buttle. They con­
sider themselves Intrusted with 
the sacred taak of playing poli­
tics on behalf of the legislative 
membership they represent, and 
the way they keep score on a 
legislative session Is not by 
counGng the things the legisla­
ture Itself accomplished, but by 
scoring political points won or 
lost. .
Having decided to play the war 

powers Issiie this way, it was dif­
ficult for them to know how to 
stop. They were so llnmersed in 
the techniques of politics that 
they could not see the plain and 
uniUIurlng truth—that the real 
political credit would go to which­
ever side first baited the nonsensi­
cal game and agreed to surrender 
points so the business of state 
could go ahead.

To the contrary, they found the 
game stimulating and contagious 
so that, even when they needed a 
little relaxation, they found it by 
creating another soap bubble is­

American public has been fed on 
that kind of offal ever Since the 
Big Three finished their Crirata 
conferenes. Yet 1 don't suppose 
that one In fifty of the same edi­
tors, or a much greater proportion 
of the radio analysts, ever read 
more than a page or two of Po­
land’s history in his life, or has 
even remembered Polish affairs 
that transpired within the span of 
his own experience or, say, sines 
the First World War. All that 
most of these highly vocal "de­
fenders" of Poland know about 
the country that they affect to 
champion is that Russia, from 
wha^ they have been told, is to 
be allowed to take over certain 
territory which certain Poles de­
clare is theirs. But that, of course, 
is enough for the purpose of a 
policy of fault finding.

Constant C'hange 
As a matter of fact it is to be 

doubted whether anyone at all. In 
this country, or more than a doz 
en historical scholars in Poland it­
self, Is in a position to say, con 
cerning any given area within the 
blurred boundaries of that land. 
This is indubitably Polish soil.” 

There are few countries anywhere 
in the world whose borders, over 
a thousand years, have fluctuated 
so widely and so frequently.

It Is Just about those ten cen­
turies sines the group of vaguely 
defined, unsurveyed and unmap­
ped areas of eastern Europe, peo­
pled by wandering tribes from 
western Asia, whose organization 
was more primitive than that of 
the Amerindians in this Western 
Hemisphere, fell under the sway 
of some tribal chief a little strong­
er or more forceful than the oth­
ers who, quite like the creator of 
a modem corporate merger, com­
pelled a sort of union and declared 
himself its head. That started 
Poland. Its boundaries, still vague, 
were limited, as time went on 
only by the distances to which i 
Polish army could succsssfully 
march. Many European states 
originated in much the same way, 
but usually natural barriers, or 
the'presence of determined oppos­
ing forces, put 'a veto on further 
expansion and effected stabiliza­
tion of a sort.

But Poland never did stabilize 
for any considerable length of 
time. Today some ambitious sov- 
e re i^  might develop a yen to 
seize some area to the south or 
the west or the north and might 
stage a year's war to that end. 
And while he was thys engaged 
some other autocrat on the north 
might come stormiRg in and grab 
back territory that me Poles had 
taken from him a year or half or 
dozen years before. At one time 
or another Poland haa claimed for 
its own pretty much all of Eu 
rope from the Black Sea to with­
in fifteen minutes airplane flight 
of Berlin.

After a long row of absolute 
monarchs had ruled the country 
there came along one sovereign 
who conceived the idea of giving 
the land a constitution. It was a 
unique document, for it created a 
bicameral form of government, 
consisting of an upper and 

lower house. And—^̂ mark 
this—the senate was made up of 
the "great nobles” of the realm: 
the other body consisted of the 

lesser noWes.” The plain people, 
the men and women who tilled the 
soil and did all the work of every 
kind, the lltUe trader, the individ­
uals who rendered all the serv­
ices, had exactly as much voice 
in the government as the oxen, 
th^ horses, tbe pigs and the goats.

And that, to all intents and pur­
poses, has been the state o f af­
fairs in Poland ever since. There 
has been a very small ruling class, 
which has owned everything 
worth owning, an almost negligi­
ble middle class exlstloB for tbe 
most part by favor of the nobili­
ty, and a whole nation of work 
era, always exploited and living 
on the bare subsistence level, da 
prived o f  any share whatever In 
their country’s affairs.

The so-called govemment-in- 
exile, o f which we have heard so 
much, was never chosen by the 
people, or by anybody else ex­
cept its own members. It was 
made up o f privileged-clasa Indl' 
vlduals who bad run away long 
before the Germans invaded in 
S9, who got together in France 
after the existing government had 
fled to Romania and had been In­
terned there, and declared them­
selves to be the Polish govern­
ment They went to Liondon and 
set up shop. They were no more 
a real government of Poland than 
they were a real government of 
Mexicq.

Poland is to be free. Its people 
«ill be enabled to decide on their 
own form of govehiment and to 
elect its members—for the first 
time in history. But let us bear 
in mind a profane but very sig' 
nifleant truism current in north' 
e|Yi New Ehigland, to the effect 
thkt "the Almighty Himself 
c o u l^ ’t make a - four ye‘ar old 
bull In a minute."

That’ll be all.

"TTiere’s a fire over 
there," It was about 20 inches 
from the top of the side wall. It 
was as round as a dinner plate, 
and no larger. That Is why I don’t 
think it was started by a cigarette. 
It did not start at the bottom of 
the wall.

It recalled to me a sight I have 
seen many times as a boy. We 
used to take a piece of brown 
paper, and wet it with a saltpeter 
solution, then focus the rays of the 
sun through a prism or reading 
glass, and then you started a hole 
very similar to the way the fire
started in the circus.

And that is the way the fire 
started ii^my opinion,

A good deal of credit Should go 
to the circus attendants. I myself 
saw them steer a number of peo­
ple to safety and help them over 
the chute. I feel that the city fire 
marshal U as gtillty as any one, he 
is paid to see that no building can 
be occupied that Is a fire hazard. 
It does not matter whether the 
building was permanent or tem­
porary, he Is paid to do a certain 
Job, and uie fact o f the matter U 
he did not do i t

Mothers* Circles Gather 
At K. of C  Home for 
Talk on Topic.
"Cairist raised the dignity of the 

marriage contract to a sacrament,” 
Rev. Freflerick McLean told a,com­
bined meeting of the Catholic 
Mothers' circles at the Knights of 
Columbus home last night. "He 
raised it to the plane exemplified 
by the Holy Family."

Father McLean’s subject was 
•The Hidden Design of Divine Wis­
dom in Christian Marriage.” He 
opened his talk by referring to the 
first chapter of Genesis in which 
it is shown that marriage is intend­
ed to be monogamous, a union 
from God. bleased by God. Other 
portions pointed out were the in­
junctions to Increase and multiply 
and that it is not good for man to 
live alone.

Primitive peoples follow the idea 
of monogamy, even though there 
be exceptions,'where they practice 
either polygamy or polyandry. Yet 
on the whole. Father McLean said, 
they tend to follow a natural In­
stinct to select one mate arid to re­
main true unto death to their 
choice.

Women As Slaves 
Under paganism, he remarked, 

womanhood was virtually a state 
o f slavery; children were put aside 
or abandoned if they showed the 
least signs of physical weakness.

The primary purpose of mar­
riage for Christians. Father Mc­
Lean declared, is procreation M d 
education of children. Procreation 
la a great dignity entrusted to hu­
mans to not only create citizens or 
earth, but future citizens of Heav­
en. Christian life centers around 
the family, with the parents duty- 
bound to provide their children 
with food, clothing, shelter and 
education, including moral, rcUg- 
ioua and physical Instructions to 
be given by the parents.

Secondary Purpose 
The secondary purpose of Chris­

tian marriage Is to provide mutual 
help and companionship for toe 
parents which is made easy by toe 
grace given to them In toe sacra­
ment The family. Father Mc­
Lean emphasized. Is toe basis of 
society — really the core upon 
which dtlea states and govern- 
manU are built As a result the 
government should do all possible 
to foster families. It should favor 
a living annual wage for toe father 
so that hU family can have all toe 
necessities of life and a few of toe 
comforts, whenever poeslble. as
well.  ̂ ^

Olvorcc ifl one of the cvlle or 
the modem day that the govern­
ment should do all In lU power to 
stop. Father McLean asserted, as 
the marriage contract Is of Divine 
origin. Some jiidges make every 
effort to try to reconcile quarreling 
couples to keep families together, 
although many others do not make 
much effort along this line. The 
movies, he pointed out, are a bad 
Influence upon Americans, because 
of their attitude toward divorce— 
both'ln the pictures they produce 
and In the personal lives of many 
of the leading players. Such in­
fluence has brought about a cor­
ruption of morals and a disregard 
for the sanclty of marriage among 
constant attendants, particularly. 

Long Oourtohlpa
I f the courtship period before 

marriage were long enough many 
couples who complain about in­
compatibility would have dis­
covered they were unsuited for 
each each other before marriage. 
In a courtship covering a year or 
more, Father McLean said, they 
would ba able to discover each 
other’s faults and would have bet­
ter preparation to deal with them 
If they decided to be iriarried.

Parenthood really is a vocation 
for which preparation should be 
made much like one would prepare 
for suiy other vocation. The father 
aa the head of the family haa his 
part to play and the mother hen. 
It Is when one or the other or both 
fail that marriages fall apart.

Father McLean will speak be­
fore the combined circles again in 
April and Jurie on subjects related 
to last night's topic.

Missing In .Action
A note of sadness comes often In 

a contribution of thi? magnitude, 
and it reached Mr. and Mrs. Haugh 
in June of 1944 by War Depart­
ment telegram, stating that their 
Bon̂  William Haugh, 31, the first to 
enter the service, had been re­
ported missing in actio^ in Italy 
following the tough battle ^t 
Cassino.

William Haugh entered the serv­
ice on Feb. 7. 1943 and was placed 
In toe Infantry branch. He went 
overseas early and took part In 
the Invasions of North Africa, 
Sicily, and Italy and was missed In 
action in March, 1944 near Cas- 
slno.

In June. 1944 he was reported a 
prisoner of war and was confined 
in the German Stalag No. 3-B 
Prison Camp. The family receive 
letters from him regularly but he 
has only received one letter from 
them, one dated Dec. 17, 1944.

Since the Russian winter offen­
sive his camp has been moved to 
another part of Geriuany, accord­
ing to dispatches from the front, 

-Sergt. William Haugh is a grad­
uate of Mancheater Trade school 
and was employed in Cheney 
Brothers before entering toe ser­
vice.

Second to Enter Service
The second son to enter toe ser­

vice was Thomas David Haugh, 36, 
who was Inducted on April 7, 1843. 
He was also selected for the Infan­
try branch and he is now stationed 
at Camp Kilmer, New Jersey. His 
wife, Mrs. Thelma Haugh, lives at 
76 Wadsworth street. They have 
one child, six weeks old.

With but 15 weeks jlraining. 
Private Roy Haugh went into the 
front linsa in France as a replace­
ment member of Company E, 7th 
Infantry shortly after he went 
overseas last January and one 
month later, January 31, he was 
wounded in action.

Six weeks before he was wound­
ed he was at his home on fur­
lough.

The family has had letters from

For Bessarabia and part of 
northern Bukovlna and certain 
places in the district of Dorohol 
in Moldavia—all of the foregoing 
aYeas being subject to the Juris­
diction of the Union of Soviet So­
cialist Republics—with which serv­
ice is resumed today, letters, post 
cards, printed matter, samples of 
merchandise and commercial 
papers may be sent. Mail accept­
ed for these destinations shall be 
subject to the rates and condi­
tions applicable to the Union of 
Soviet Socialist Republics .and 
should Include in the address 
“Union of Soviet Socialist Re­
publics" as the country of destina­
tion.

The ball bounced three or four 
times on the rim, and finally fell 
in to give L. I. U. the decision, in 
the laat second. ’The Blackbirds 
had won 41 straight, and it would 
have been a heart-breaker for 
them to lose. As things turned 
out. however. Southern California 
ended the streak a week later.
