Here Are Rules Governing
Roemployment

NEA Staff-Correspondent —
Washington— Selective Service
reports that many men are not
reporting to their draft board af-
ter they are released from the
armed service, as is required by
law,

Whatever the reasson is for this
negligence, reporting is required
to protect the interest of the vet-
eran. The- board gives him a
1-C classification card which he
must be able' to show at any time
and has the responsibility of see-
ing that he gets his old job back
if he wants it. ‘That is, assum-
ing he is honorably discharged.
The hoard will also advise him
of his rights as a veteran.

Q. At the time I was drafted
1 had a part-time job in addi-
tion to my regular job. Do I have
reemployment rights in it?

A. Yes, if at the time you took
the part-time job it was not
agreed that it was only tempo-
rary. Also you must still be shle
to perform the duties satisfac-
torily, apply for reinstatement
within 90 days, be fionorably dis-
charged and the firm must be
reasonably In the same circum-
stances us It was when you left.
The latter means that the. war
forced closing of a plant, for in-
stance, the plant couldn't be
forced to put you on the pay-
roll doing nothing. - These quali-
fiontions apply to all reinstate-
ment rights.

Q. T was drafted’ from my job,
but it was a job previously beld
by a man who was also drafted.
Does the company have to take
me back?

A. No. If you were promoted
into the job in the same company
they are required to take you
back at the samte job or its equiv-
alent which you had before the
promotion, but if you first came
to the company to take a drafted
man's job you have no rights
there. =

Q. T quit my job and enlisted.

Hartford, Feb. 27.—Additional
funds to ald Connecticut tenants
and farm workers in purchasing
thelr own farms have been asked
by the State Advisory Committec
of the Farm Security Administra-|,
tion, State FSA Director Earle
W. Prout, Jr.. announced yesterday
that the committee has written to
ita Congresaional delegation ask-
ing consideration for an amend-
ment in the Bankhead-Jones Act
which “would recognize the agri-
cultural importance of Connecticut
in allocating Bankhead-Jones Act
funds."

Committee chairman Sherman
K. Ives of Thomaston, former
Connecticut State Grange Master,
sdid the State's present annual al-
location iz so small that only one
loan can be made. He compared
the situation with that in Southern
states where he said, some indi-
vidual counties have Iarger allo-
cations esch year than Connecti-
cit has had in the Doecade since
the Farm Tenant Act was passed.
He slso noted that while Connec-
ticut bas furnished Iarger per-
centages of men for the armed
services, returning veterans will
find less funds available for farm
purchases here than in many other
states unless some change is made
in the present law.

40 Xear Loans

The legislation provides for 40-
year three-per cent loans made to
farmers who cannot secure cradit
through any other source, Ives ex-
plained, and is designed to help
worthy tenants and farm workers
secure femily-type farms of their
own.

loans is unparalleled”’ Ives said.

It would seem that those of us
who had such fears owe the *‘bar-
baric” Jap some sort of an apolo-
gy In some respects, he plays
the “civilized” game of war by
the rules his western friends have
taught him.
