liam L. Batt said today war pro­
duction must continue full speed 
for "big military landings” in the 
Pacific and land fighting on per­
haps the European scale.

The Army and Air Forces will 
have to be "pretty completely re­
equipped" to fight Japan, the 
War Production Board vice chair­
man said in an address prepared 
for a Rotary- club luncheon.

Batt announced staggering fig­
ures on America's production— 
now equal to that of “ all our Al­
lies and .enemies” combined—but 
forecast that Germany’s fall wrlll 
permit lesa than a 20 per cent re­
conversion to peacetime gooda.

“ I can tell you that our mili­
tary men may not use much of 
the equipment they have employ­
ed in Europe against the Japa­
nese," Batt said, since other types 
of materiel are needed and the 
task o f assembling and reshipping 
across the world is "simply not 
practicable.”

One thing which this informa­
tion shmdd make you re.solve to 
do is to save more kitchen fats  
Your grocer, remember, .will pay 
you two red tokens for ' every 
pound you take .to him.

While we’re on the subject of 
point valuee, those covering pro­
cessed foods undergo practically no 
change during the next rationing 
period, Therefore, on that score, 
you have nothing to worry about.

During the last rationing period, 
you’ll recall, six instead of five red 
stamps Were msdc valid. This was 
done because the period was a 
weeik longer than usual. For March 
however, we'll have an allotment* 
of five red stamps again because 
the period once more is back to 
nornial.

Sugar Stamp Number 34 in W ar  
Ration Book Four is no longer 
good. I f  you hava, any of these 
stamps left over, you should de­
stroy them.

Tuberculosis of the " w h i t e  
plague” only 23 years ago aanked 
as one of the most fatal of all dis- 
eaaea. However, today, teats such 
aa the tuberculin or "patch" teat, 
which discover the presence of any 
germ, no matter how slight, and 
modem treatment have combined 
to fight the disease, bresktng its 
hold and drawing ita high death 
rate down. ’

For the past five yeara Man­
chester High School has had as a 
part of ita health program the 
"patch" test This test, which haa 
been presented on a purely volun­
tary basis to any member of the 
junior class who wishes to take l,t. 
Involves the use of no hypodermics, 
needles, innoculatlona, or medi­
cine.*. consists of a small patch, 
similar to s  band-atd which Is 
Placed on the person’s back or arm. 
It Is removed In 48 hours by the 
person himself. .The covered area 
is then examined by a doctor. If  
the test is ppiitive, Ahis does not 
mean a person has tuberculosis, 
but only that the tuberculosis germ 

‘has entered the body. To ascertain 
the tnic condition an X -ray Is tak­
en. I f  a trace of tuberculosis Is 
found the family doctor la- notified.

Last year about 80 per cent of 
the Junior class took the test. This 
year It Is expected that over 83 
per cent will. Tubefculosts In its 
early stages may be quite eaaily 
cured. Because It detects the -dis­
ease In its early stages teats such 
as this one whffh la sponsored, by' 
the National Tuberculosts Commis­
sion sre especially valuable. .

The differences did not occur be­
cause people were from the North 
or the South, or because they 
were white or black, bub because 
of differences In income, educa­
tion, ciUtural advantages, and 
other opportunities. Equal op­
portunities must therefore be of­
fered to all peoples In all sections 
of the counti^.’’

We suggest that it Is possible,- 
without being either weak-minded 
or hopelessly Idealistic,, to enter 
into the spirit o f Mr. Churchill's 
concluding words to Commons:

"The ties that bind the three 
Great Powers together and their 
mutual comprehension of each 
other have grown.

"The United States has entered 
deeply and constructively Into the 
life and salvation of Europe. We 
all three set our hands to far- 
reaching engagements, at once 
practical and solemn.

"The United Nations are an 
unchallengeable power to lead the 
world to prosperity, freedom and 
b^pineM . Ths Great Powers 
must seek to serve and not to 
rule. Joined with other staUs, 
both large and small, .w e may 
found a large world organisation 
which, armed with ample power, 
w ill guard the righU o f all states, 
grset and small, from aggression 
or from the gatherings of the 
means of aggressiem.

*T am sure that a fairer choice 
Ik open to mankind than they 
havs known In recorded ages. 
Lights bum brighter and shine 
more broadly than before. Let us 
walk forward together.”

Both la  its detail and In its 
broad summations, Prims Minis- 
t tr  Churchill's report to. Com- 
oians on the decisions at Yalta 
enhances the optimistic view  of 
those decisions. Mr. Churchill, 
ths magnificent m sn 'of war, has 
fiever seemed more Impressed by 
the rcsponsiblllUes and opportunt- 
tiss o f the peace. There have been 
speeches and policies from ilr . 
<%urchlll at various stages of 
this war. which have caused some 
uneasiness as to his ability to 
work in the atmosphere which 
must obtain if this war la not to 
have been fought In vain. But Mr. 
Churchill has not lost his capaci­
ty  for change and for vision, and 
alUiough It may have been other 
kbstesmen and millipns o f ordinary 
^people who firsl saw the present 
vision of a new world order, Mr. 
Churchill himself now- seems fully 
responsive to it. And, before 
Commons the other day, he car 
rled the vision forward, with 
shrewd common sense as well as 
with persuasive idealism.

Perhaps the most interesting 
perionallty problen, o f the 1945 
scaaion will be the development, 
or lack o f development, of House 
Majority Leader Herbert Wander­
er. He takes his post under 
hand! 'spa of several kinds, and 
his previous demonstration o f tal­
ent and principle offers no Instan* 
taneous hope that h? will ov4r- 
come them and rise above them. 
But, since politics is always full 
of aurprlses. it ia entirely possi­
ble that he might prove an able 
and popular majority leader. It 
could be.

He was orlgihally sehMuled 
for the ptMt o f majority leader 
In the 194S senslon. \t that 
time a group of Rouse figures, 
even without knowing what 
was later to develop aa his 
prime piirpone for being In the 
House, organized something of 
a revolt, took things Into their 
owm hands, and selected Lea 
Marsh, now speaker this 
slon. Later In the session Wan­
derer, who by coincidence halls 
from Bethel, the home town of 
Harry Mackenzie, revealed him­
self as one o f the prime, die­
hard movers In the attempt to 
have' MaekemJe’s forfeited 
rights rentored.
This time Wanderer won the 

majority leader poet without ipp- 
positioii or contest. Whether he 
has any special purposes to serve 
in this sesalcm remains to be seq^. 
I f  he has, the rest of the House 
membership nyiy have cause to 
regret the complacency and the 
apparent bankruptcy in prospec­
tive floor talent which allowed his 
selection to be automatic.

Majority leaders, over the 
years, have fallen into two gener­
al claaaea— ths “ tough guys” who 
like to use steamroller and frank­
ly political tactics— and the suave, 
gentler breed who rely upon gen­
tlemanly perauaalon. Marsh and 
Bradley before him were In the 
latter eategory, while the tough 
guya o f recent years were Ray­
mond Johnaon o f Manchester and, 
M ie v e  It or not, Raymond Bald­
win o f Stratford. Wanderer aeems 
to be cloae to the latter classtfl- 
catton, but his precious experi­
ence In the House does not sug­
gest that he has the ingenuity of 
a Johnson, who ran bis ateam- 
roller from a T-formatlon. with 
smooth variation o f throttle- 
handling, or that he possesses 
anything o f the fire and imagina­
tion Baldwin could turii on at 
wrlll to produce Impassioned ora­
tory over the most mundane 
measure. On previous demonstra­
tion, Wanderer's taleqt conaiata of 
one plunge through center, fol­
lowed by another, and then anoth­
er.

Experience over the yean  
shows that the tough, aggres­
sive floor leaden generally Irri­
tate the opposition they seek 
to Hatton, eparrlng It Into, a  v ig­
or It might not otherwise dem­
onstrate, and tliat they like­
wise, sooner or later, altonato 
some of their own following. On 
the record, too much naked 
tooghnM  usually defeato Its 
owrn ends. Power too crudely 
bandied usually turns Into weak- 
neea.
The Wanderer la a rough aort of 

diamond, a swell good fellow 
among “good fellows, a politician's 
politician in the' frankness and 
zest with which he admits and 
plays the political game, 'the 
House itself hsa not yet indulged 
in any floor controversies to teat 
his talents, but he har displayed, 
at hearings o f the Judiciary com­
mittee, samples o f an aggressive 
courtroom ability for unhorsing 
and disconcerting his opposition, 
such samples suggesting that h<̂  
will welcome and enjoy' House^ 
controversy when It comes.

But the post hs now holds' 
will need a Uttls atatoamanshlp 
aa weU, and It Is there that he 
has his opportunity to surprise 
the stats pleasantly.

Connally Decision .Awaited 
Senator Tom Connally (D-Texas), 

chairman of the Senate Foreign 
rtelatlona committee, is expected 
to pass on the formula by tomor­
row. A t present, it would commit 
United States armed forces for use 
in this hemisphere at least during 
the war. A Senate treaty would be 
required in peacetime.

CTonnally arrived here yesterday 
from Wiwhlngton. and was imme­
diately asked to pass on basic 
United State* policy decisions for 
this hemisphere.

Although diplomats had hoped 
for a quick answer, Connally ap­
peared to be ' stepping cautiously 
toward a stand on fundamental 
military, political and economic 
issues.

Secretary o f State Stettinlua, As­
sistant Secretary Nelson Rocke­
feller and' many Latin American 
delegates spent the afternoon at 
nearby Cuernavaca, a country re­
sort, conference dlacusslons were 
held there on an informal basis.

Training Plans 
Action Pledged
Peacetime Military Pro­

gram to Be Considered 
By House Committee.

Washington, March 1.— (iP)—
Congress. Its current fight over 
further "manpower controls still 
raging, today faced the prospect 
of another: What to do with the 
nation’s youth when peace re­
turns.

As the Senate delayed for at 
least 24 hours further considera­
tion of its own. softer version of 
House-passed work-or-jail legisla­
tion. a House committee prom­
ised speedy action on proposals 
for a peacetime military training 
program.

Responding to an American 
Legion plea, Chainpan Woodnim 
(D.. Va.), of the Post-War Mili­
tary Policy coihmittee said his 
group will open hearings on the 
highly controversial Issue aa soon 
as tho wartime manpower sulflect 
clears Capitol hill. That, he told 
reporters, may b; very soon:

However, with the Senate tak­
ing time ou^ today to hear Presi­
dent Roosevelt;* account of the 
Crimea confeVence, and to consid­
er former Vice President Henry A. 
Wallace's nomination to be secre­
tary of commerce, a ^decision In 
that chamber this week became 
all but impossible.

Criticizes Substitute Sharply 
Senator Bailey (D. C .). a co-au­

thor o f thel House-passed bill, 
criticized the substitute sharply 
In yesterday’s debate. He said It 
Isn’t a work-or-fight bill at all, but 
a “wait and see”  bill. He called it 
an attompt to “win the war with 
big words.”

The substitute would give the

tory authority to set manpower 
ceilings and to regulate hiring.

Woodrum said hearings on 
post-war military training proba 
bly w ill last two months. He add­
ed that hla committee has been 
deluged with communication? op 
posing or supporting the legisla­
tion, under which every fible- 
bodled male citizen would be re­
quired to take a year of military 
training, probably upon reaching 
the age o f 18.

Democrat on the Woodrum group 
disagreed with Woodrum on pro­
cedure but reiterated his belief 
such a bill must be enacted before 
war’s end.

Hearings by the Woodrum com­
mittee, May said, should be brief, 
because the Military committee 
“ will have to hold extensive hear­
ings and I do not think we should 
start them until around the first of 
May.

•;it is too important a matter to 
allow it to become confused with 
othet legislation.”

Women Teachers 
Ask for Parity

I

Hartford, March 1— Efforts to 
assure parity of pay to Connecti­
cut women teachers, withSut, at 
the same time, jmpairing the re­
muneration of men teachers, have 
been undertaken by the Leg^sla7 
live commlttee-of the Connecticut 
l^ate Teachers’ A s s o c i a t i o n  
through Senate Bill 624, now be­
fore the Education committee of 
the General Assembly.

The primary purpose of the bill,' 
Lyndon U. Psatt, executive secre­
tary of the CSTA, points but, is to 
eliminate discrimination in sala­
ries because o f sex. M r. Pratt re­
fers to. other bills now before the 
General Assembly which call for 
parity of wages in business ant in­
dustry, but which do not the edu­
cational field.

Recognition of training and ex­
perience, regardless of sex. is the 
objective, Mr. Pratt declares. He 
reports that several Connecticut 
Communities already have non- 
di.scriminatory salary schedules for 
teachers, and the CSTA bill ia aim­
ed at making this system state­
wide, as in the case of 10 other 
states in which such legislation 
has been enacted. Several Connec­
ticut cities and towift also have 
schedules containing provisions for 
added remuneratioiv because of de­
pendency and extra responsibility, 
the secretary says. The CSTA pay 
parity bill w ill not affect auch pro­
visions In communities where they 
are in force, he asserts. »

I f  approved, the pay parity bill 
will become effective more than 
two years hence, on July 1, 1947. 
Thus communities will be’ given 
adequate opportunity.* to adjust 
their school financial programs, 
Mr. Pratt concludes.

Kansas O ty, March l^ A V -T b e  
plight o f btidwestein franarles, 
bursting at the seams with more 
than a billion bushels of corn and 
over two hundred million bushels 
o f wheat. Is causing furrowed 
brows among Board of Trade offi­
cials, who have appealed to the 
ODT for railroad cars to move the 
surplus. I

secretary Walter R. Scott of the 
Kansas City board, in a letter to 
ODT Director J. Monroe Johnaon, 
said that the danger o f “ further 
spoilage” has made “ the greatly 
reduced rate of grain movement a 
Very serious matter.”
> Increased production In 1944 
complicated the problem, Scott 
told Jphnson. "There waa raiset 
this year the greatest crop of grain 
aorghema ever produced.”

The Office of Defense Transpor­
tation a week ago ordered eastern 
lines to send cars to the grain re­
gion. Scott said, but he declared: 

"This has not been satisfactory. 
Eastern lipes have sent their worst 
cars. A ll usable cars have been 
halted and used before they got 
any further west than Missouri. 
The situation in Kansas hasn't 
been touched.”

“The corn crop west o f the Mis­
sissippi river has been harvested 
under difficult weather conditions,” 
Scott asserted, saying there Is "an 
extraordinary percentage o f very 
high moisture corn to be disposed 
of.

Scott eeclose a tabulation in his 
letter to the national ODT office, 
showing 1,151,153,000 bushels of 
corn were still on the farms Jan. 1 
In Minnesota, Iowa, Missouri, 
South Dakota. Nebraska an Kan­
sas. He said the average left on 
the farms on that date during the 
years 1934 to 1943 was 652,066,000 
bushels

The figure for wheat Jan. 1 
showed 237,450.000 bushels on 
farms In both Dakotaa. Nebraska. 
Kansas, Colorado, Oklahoma and 
Texas, while the average for the 
preceding nine year period was 
130,847,000 bushels.

Scott estimated the movement of 
the wheat alone would require 140,- 
00 cars, and stated that the prob­
lem must be met Immediately if 
the grain is to be saved.

He eald he realized that essen­
tial requirements o f the armed 
force* must have priority but, at 
the same time "grain is perishable 
and must b e . . .properly housed for 
safekeeping.”

Unconditional surrender of 
Japan, is as essential as the de­
feat of Germany "if mir plans for 
world peace are to succeed," he 
declared, adding that Japanese 
militarism must be wiped out ' as 
thorough as German militarism.

Mr. Roosevelt went before Con­
gress with his personal report on 
the historic conferences with Mar­
shal Stalin and Prime Minister 
(Churchill at Yalta just a little 
more than 24 hours after his re­
turn to the IVhite House. During 
his 14,000-mlle journey to the 
Middle East, the president also 
conferred with Churchill and other 
leaders at Malta and .at Algiers. 
In Egypt he conferred with King 
Farouk apd with the rulers of 
Ethiopia and Saudi Arabia.-
