Roosevelt’s Yalta report muffled 
somewhat today Democratic pre­
dictions the Senate is ready to go 
all-out on international peace 
plans.

While leading Republicans com' 
plained that Mr. Roosevelt gave 
them “no news”  on Big Three 
agreements at a joint session of 
Congress yesterday. Democrats 
generally credited him with hav­
ing scored heavily In his plea for 
non - partisan consideration of 
world security proposals.

Entering dramatically In a wheel 
chair, Mr. Roosevelt shifted eas­
ily to a red plush arm chair to tell 
legislators—and particularly sena­
tors who sat nearest him—that 
Congress must share the responsi­
bility if there is to be a peace built 
on the principlea of the ^Atlantic 
charter.

His head bobbing aa he^Ianced 
alteniktively at his manuscript 
and lifted his bronzed face to 
sweep the members-banked row on 
row in the crowded chamber, the 
chief executive declared solemnly;

“The thing I don’t want is to 
aea another war."

Departure From Text 
This like many other of his re­

marks .was a departure from his 
prepared text.

Maintain 85  P, G. o f

Hartford, M arte 2— In Connec­
ticut. one o f tee two remaining 
states still outlawing birth control,
85 per cent o f tee adult population 
believe teat licensed physlciana 
should be permitted to advise mar­
ried women to use birth control 
measures when their health would 
be Jeopardized by immediate child­
birth.

This indication of the attitude 
of the Connecticut public on plan­
ned parenthood waa disclosed to­
day in the results of a statewide 
poil recently conducted by Elmo 
Roper, nationally known public 
opinion expert.

Poll Results
The survey results, according to 

Mrs. Gerald A. Cunninghy fi. diree-' 
tor of the Planned parenthood 
League of Connectic^, present a 
sharp contrast to tee old law on 
the statute booka'^of the state, 
which makes the use of scientific 
birth control measures by an in­
dividual puniahable by a fine of not 
less than ^ t y  dolUra or Imprison­
ment of .not less Ulan sixty days, 
or both: 'Prescription by a physi­
cian /Carries equal penalties.

^  bill, now before the Connec- 
t i^ t  legislature. Would permit 

-Connecticut physicians to prescribe 
birth control measures for married 
women for health reasons.

What Is Shown
The poper survey disclosed

The survey, conducted among 

all economic and population 
groups, was carried on last Decem­
ber. O f those Interviewed 45 'per 
cent were Protestant, 39 per cent 
Roman Catholic, and 9 per cent 
Jewish.

Among Roman Catholics, 75 per 
cent favored permitting physicians 
to give, birth control information to 
married^ persons if  another child 
at tee time might cause tee mother 
to become an Invalid. I f  the 
mother’s 71fe were endangered, 78 
per cent bf Roman Catholic citi­
zens Interviewed favored permit­
ting birth control measures.

Besides Connecticut, Massachu­
setts Is tee Only other state which 
refuses physicians tee right to 
prescribe birth control under any 
conditions.

Bo much has been accomplished 
in an amazingly short time. It 
was a week ago today that this' 
present offensive by the First and 
Ninth Armies opened. The com- 
ijtnatlon of German weakness and 
Amfrican strength which have 
made this such a successful week 
augur well for the greatest bat­
tle of alf still ahead. For that bat­
tle, General Elsenhower still has 
great forces in reserve, including 
portions of the American First 
and almost all the British Second 
Army, in addition to another 
American "mystery" army report­
ed ready for action and that air­
borne army which last functioned 
at Arnhem.'

The Pre.sident R eports
President Roosevelt’s report to 

the Congress and the nation was 
a tale at least thrice-told before. 
But the tale of what was accom­
plished st Yalta does not suffer 
from the re-telling, and the Presi­
dent’s version is perhaps notable 
for the accurate' frankness with 
which he diagnosed the prime evil 
Yalta had to cure.

"There have been,” he said, 
"instances of political confiiaion 
and unrest in these liberated 
areas—as In Greece and Poland 
and Yugoslavia and other places. 
Worse than that, there actually 
began to grow up in some of them 
vaguely defined ideas of 'spheres 
of influence’ which were incom­
patible with the basic principles of 
International collaboration. If al­
lowed to go unchecked, these de­
velopments might have had tragic 
results.

“It is fruitless to try lo place 
the blame for this situation on 
one particular nation or another. 
It  la tbe kind of development 
which la almost Inevitable unless 
the major powers of the world 
continue without InteVrupUon to 
work together and to assume Joint

"We suppose to substitute for 
all these, a unlveryU organization 
in which all peqCe-lovlng nations 
will finally have ^chance to join 

For the leading nations to have 
found such “common ĝ round” for 
future peace la wonderful enough 
In Itself, but It Is only the begin­
ning of the task.

Orte gieat reaaoi. why our Al­
lies could be persuaded .from the 
trail of power politica was be­
cause President Roosevelt could 
take to Yalta convincing signs 
that the American people behind 
him had made up their minds to 
accept far-reaching responsibili­
ties for future peace throughout 
the world.

America must follow through 
on that promise, or all present 
chance of a lasting peace can still 
be lost. "There can," the Presi­
dent aaid, "be no middle ground 
here. We shall have to take the 
responsibility for world collabora­
tion, or we shall have to bear the 
responaibllily for another world 
conflict."

The first crucial decision Is, qs 
the President frankly stated, up 
to Congress Itself. And this na­
tion’s first task is to see that the 
decision by Congress is the non­
partisan decision It should be.

After that, there will still be a 
life-time, unending task. For no 
matter what formalities are 
adopted, no matter what papers 
are signed, "peace can i endure 
only so long s»  humanity really 
inalsta upon It."

We must get this present frame­
work for peace, because It Is the 
best framework man haa yet de­
vised for lessening the danger of 
war. And, after that, we must 
kes^ InalsUng on peace, and keep 
seeing that other peoples on this 
earth likewise have-good reason 
for insisting on peace.

The alternative is new war for 
our sons and our grandsons. I t  is 
ridiculous to believe that that 
war is Inevitable. Only gross neg-

Training Stand 
Before Solons

Arguments on Resolu­
tion to Memorialize 
Congress Heard.
HarUord. March Peace,

it was wonderful!
After Vweeks of controversy, 

both in the General Assembly and 
in the committee rooms on such 
varied matters as a vacant U. 3. 
sonatorshtp, the governor’s war 
powers and Intra-state labor rela­
tions, tbe halls of the Capitol were 
strangely quiet yesterday as the 
legislators took part in orderly 
dlBcusaione on non-controveralal 
aubjectb, apparently getting Into 
the mood for today’s second fight- 
less Friday of the session.

Both Houses sped th ro u ^  
quick sessions and in each, both" 
parties were In agreement on all 
matters presented.

Committee hearings consumed 
most of the day with compulsory 
military training, matters per­
taining to membership in the Coa 
necticut bar and measures affset- 
ing members of the armed forces 
getting most o f . the attention.

T h e Judiciary committee, lis­
tening to arguments for and 
against a resolution to memorial­
ize Congress to enact universal 
military legislation at its present 
session, beard such training de­
scribed as "a great* force for dC' 
mocracy" and “the cornerstone of 
dictatorship.”

Alternative to Large Army 
Asserting there was no short 

cut to preparedness, Col. Arnold 
Whltrldge of New York, repre 
aenting the Citizens’ Committee 
In Favor of Universal Military 
Training, said that, instead of 
making America a “militaristic 
nation,’’ universal trsUnlng was 
the alternate to a large standing 
Army and "a''great force for dê  
mocracy.’’

Whitridge, who spent two years 
overseas 'with the 9th Air Force, 
said he was opposed to having mili­
tary training connectod in any way 
with colleges and rejected all pro­
posals that some form  o t expanded 
R. O. T. C. be devised.

Asked whether such trsdning 
undertaken by youths when they 
reach 18 ce' graduate from high 
school would interfere with their 
further education, Colonel Whit­
ridge. now retired, asserted It 
would be "good Interference" and 
would make the youths “sobered 
and matured” and better prepared 
for oollege.

Urged aa Prepaiediiess 
Lieut. CoL John E. Russell, 

lepreeentative from ' Lyme and 
•poDsor of the resolution, urged 
training as a matter of prepared' 
ness. Russell, who served overseas 
hi 1941, said, " I  saw unpreparSd- 
ness s t  Hawaii, a t Wake and Mid­
way Islsuide, in Singapore and in 
Burma. I  saw Burma lost for the 
want of one division.”

Asserting “conscription is the 
Very oorneretone o t  dictatorship,” 
Rep. Arnold P. Manning (R.) of 
Fra^U n, declared he would op^ 
pose the resolution if it ever reach­
ed the House floor.

Two other repreaentativee, Wil-

liam S.. Ford of Washington and 
Henry D. Baker of Woodstock, a 
clergyman, alao opposed the meas­
ure, the former asserting he would 
not object to compulsory training 
for short periods over several 
years proviifefl there was no plan 
to "take one year out of a youn|{ 
person’s life." Mr. Baker asserted 
he was no .pacifist but counselled 
waiting "to find out what the at­
titude of the world is going to be.” 

Supt. of School Fred D. Wish of 
Hartford said^he personally favor­
ed the reeolutfon but that Con­
necticut educators were "quite 
widely divided” on the subject. All 
were agreed, he said, that any 
compulsory training should be
"solely for military preparations 
and not a system of Federal edu­
cation.”

Malkan Rapa Judiciary
Senator Samilel H. Malkan (D) 

of New Haven, president pro tem­
pore of the Senate, fired several 
critical shafts at the Connecticut 
judiciary and the Bar aasociation, 
during a hearing before the Judl 
clary committee on a bill which 
would include June. 1941, law 
graduatea among persons who 
could be admitted to the bar with­
out examination after serving with 
the armed forces.

T hat said Malkan, had been the 
Intention of a 1943 act whjCh he 
sponsored but members of the Su­
preme and Superior epurt had In­
terpreted It to exclude June, 1941 
graduates and to apply  only to 
those graduated affCr that date.

After the bill had been opposed 
by a' repreaantative of the bar, 
Malkan asaertsd that organization 
was taking ah "holler than thou' 
attitude on. the measure. Then, ap­
parently referring to the confirma­
tion by the General Assembly In 
recent weeks of several Supreme 
and Superior court judges for nqw 
terihs, Malkan blurted "they got 
theirs” as he hit at the judges’ in 
terpretation of the 1943 law and 
pleaded that veterans be given 
more liberal consideration.

Agrees On Lswa Intent
Henry Hunt, who served in the 

Senate and on the Judiciary com; 
mittee in U943, agreed with Malkan 
that it was the legislature’s inten­
tion then to have the bar examina­
tion waived In favor of those who 
were graduated In June, 1941 
well as after Jime.

William W. Gager of WaterbUry 
secretary of the Bar Examination 
committee, appeared against the 
bin In behalf of the Bar aaaocla- 
tion. He contended that local 
school students who were graduat­
ed in^June, 1941, had, been gl'VBii
ample opportunity to take the ex­
amination before entering the 
armed forces. Any further waiving 
of the examination, he testified, 
inlght also lower tha atandarda of 
the bar and result In possible harm 
to the public.

Two Bridgeport Senators, Cor­
nelius Mulvihlll, Jr., (D) and Ben­
jamin M/ Leipner (D), urged 
enactment of a law providing re 
fresher courses for lawyers dis 
chargsd from the armed forces 
Raymond A. Johnson of Manches- 
tsr, representing the Bar aasoclE' 
tion, expressed the belief, however, 
sqOh legislation was unnecessary 
because, he aaid, the Connecticut 
bar was planning to give such in­
struction.

Last year Manchester donors 
supported the efforts of the Blood 
Donor Service in a manner to 
make us proud, giving 1,479 pints 
in the seven visits of the Mobile 
Unit during the year. Now Man 
Chester people who have not found 
it possible to be donors may still 
help support this great humani­
tarian project by cAitributJng gtn- 
erously to the War Fund.

9th Army Fights 
To Rhine Banks; 

Neuss Captured
(Continued From Page One)

identified In the Ninth Army as­
sault lines, Including the “ Hell on 
Wheels" Second Armored. Two 
other tank divisions were on the 
loose. Prisoners clogged cages; 
the Ninth A fm y total yesterday 
rose 3,052 to 15,576 for the cam- 
pmgn which started west of the, 
Roer river Feb. 23.

American infantrymen today 
were digging foxholes on the west 
banks of the Rhine after sweeping 
ten miles forward since midnight. 
An Intense artillery duel raged 
across the river. Nazi .field and 
mobile guns were trying to reach 
columns of American -tank veter­
ans and infantrymen. Aground, 
resi.stance' was scattered and de­
sultory.

The Rhineland area north and 
cast of the fallen twin textile and 
iron cities' of Muenchen Gladbach 
and Rheydt was enveloped swiftly. 
Between them, these two cities 
had a population swollen by the 
war to 300,000, many of them 
bombed out refugees from Duesel- 
dorf.

A t Neuss, a 'machine and steel 
city of 46,000, the Second Armored 
division fought enemy tanks and 
self propelled guns at Neuss canal, 
and then crossed It.

With new divisions announced in 
the Ninth Army, ita total weight 
was seven infantry and three tank 
divisions ofperhaps 150,000 fight­
ing men. These were the 2nd, 
Fifth and Eighth Armored divi­
sions and the 29th. 30th. 35th. 79th, 
83rd. 84th and I02nd Irifantry divi- 
aions.

Three attack divisions have Been 
named in the First Arm y drive and 
a dozen In the Third Arm y’s cen­
tral attacks: (Canadians on the 
north possibly are using threp Ca­
nadian and nine British divisions).

Among the towns captured by 
the Ninth Army were Duelken, five 
miles northwest o f Muenchen Glad­
bach, and Bosheim. Vierson fell 
and Ambruck was-reached.

Roermond, Dutch fortress town 
where the Roer flows Into the 
Maas, was bypassed and hopeless­
ly outflanked, if not captured. 
Patrols entered Roermond -last 
night and found It empty.

The 83rd Infantry was standing 
watch on the Rhine and fighting 
in the Duesseldorf suburb of Neuss.

The 29th Infantry was patrol­
ling Muenchen Gladbach.
