“Jun Baby's Care
More and more we have come
to consider home nursing a joint
responsibility.™, Especially in the
first few monthg of the bhaby's
life, when the mgther's strength
ls at low ebb, the‘{ather should
be prepared te help with the care
.of the child. b
Of course, in these normal
times when s many soldier-fath-
ers are away the burden falls on
the mother Jfor she feels that she
cannot worry the absent one with
accounts of sicknesa or her dally
family problems. Hia furloughs
may be short and far between so
that he has little chance of getting
acquainted, much lesa sharing in
the care of his baby,
Butthere still are many fathers
left in civilian life, or in more
or less permanent military jobs
in this country. For them, courses
are available in baby care as well
as other aspects of home nursing.
A professional nurne teaches the
prospect father how to bathe his
baby, fold the diaper in the mod-
ern way, prepare a formula and
do many of the neceéssary things
connected with the physical
comfort of the child, sick or well,
Plan Evenings
The father should plan his
evenings to fit In with the baby's
schedule 3o that he can have 4t
least a half hour with the child
after supper. H eshould 'have,
nlso, the privilege of putting the
baby to bed, al least part of the
time, This will give the mother
opportunity to go out occasion-
ally tv a moving picture snow or
concert; or to visit a friend for
mich-needed recreation. It Is
better for the baby to become ac-
customed to care from the father,
rather than to become too de-
pendent on the mother.
Fathers who have little time
to spend with their babies should
avoid oversindulging and ‘exciting
them, because this is likely to
make them nervous and to inter-
fere with sleep, This is often the
case when soldler-father is home
on._furlough. The mother should
be firm in her insistence that the
haby should be handled gently
and quietly, and that the getting-
