Curfew Rules

Are Clarified

Application to Restaur-
ants Explained by War
Manpower Director.

Hartford, March 7—8tate Man-
power Director Willlam J. Fitzger-
ald of the War Manpower Com-
mission today clarified curfew in-
structions regarding restaurants
with the announcement that only |
those establishments which cus-
tomarily have been open 24 hnuru|
a day were free from the midnight |
curfew regulations.

The state director sald that
many queries have been received
from time to time as to what res-
taurants can remain open aflerl
midnight. An interpretation of the
regulntion was announced by the
regional offices of the War Man- |
power Commiszion in Boston.

The interpretation is that res-
taurants customanly open 24
hours a day for the sale of food
only, are not affected by midnight
closing. Restaurants which have
customaftily been open from mid-

night to 8 &. m. on the following
day do come under the exemption,

it ahould also be pointed out that
restaurants which serve ‘only food,
and are not customarily open’24
hours a day .must close st mid-
night. However, restaurants which
nre open 24 hours a day and serve
liquor or have forms of entertain-
ment, must cease such activities
at midnight in accordance with the
curfew requests issued soveral
days ago by War Mobilization Di-
rector James F. Byrnes. City and
town officials have instructed po-
lice to check on the observance of
the curfew. Btate police are also
cooperating with the War Man-
power Commission,

Not Without Precedent

Perhapa to squeers one more
last ounce of resentful morale
from their own people, perhaps to
turn the outside Allied world in-
to beginning of remorse for the
destruction being wrought by Al-
lied wstrength, it is the Germans
themselves who provide the fol-
lowing description of what hap-
pened to the city of Dresden on
Feb. 14 and 15 when Allied
bombers struck that city in co-
operation with the Russian offen-
sive from the eant.

“The Allled air ralds on Dres-
den caused the greatest destrue-
tion a big urban area has ever
suffered,” sald this German broad-
cast.

“The Dresden catastrophe {n
without precedent. Not a single
detached bullding remains intact
or even capable of reconstruction.
The town area Is devoid of human
life. A great city bes been wiped
from the map of Furope.

“Tena of thousands who lived
and worked In the city are now
buried under its ruins. Even an
attempt at {dentification of the
victims ls hopeless,

“What happened on that eve-
ning of Feb. 157 There were 1,-
000,000 people in Dresden at the
time, including 600,000 bombed-
out evacuees and refugees from
the sast

“The raging fires that spread
rapidly In the narrow streets
killed & great many {rom sheer
lack of oxygen,

“Tens of thousands who suc-
ceeded in  getling out—no one
knows how—fled Lo the green belt
surrounding the city. Then, at
midnight, another British bomber
fleet appeared on the blood-red
horizon and caused further ds-
struction among them with frag-
mentation bombs and mnchlne‘
gune, :

“Twelve hours later—the aln:nI
system had long since ceased to
function—a third wave npread |
further destruction,

“Today we can only speak of
what once was Dresden in the
past tense" :

In one respect the German |
broadcaster ‘was in error. His mal- |
ancholy aecount of the destruction |
of & gpéat oity was not entirely
“withgut precedent.” We have
heard the samé kind of thing be- |
fore. Only then it was not mourn-
ful  business with German com- !
mentators, but a joyous pleasure,
The destruction they chronicled
then seemed no terrible offense
against bumanity, but just u\dI
virtuous. They felt no bonur.l
then, but pride, no pity, but harsh
amusement. Then they were talke
ing of Warsaw and Rotterdam
and Coventry.

Their present attitude is sym-
bolic. We are dealing with a peo-
ple who see no eonnection be-
tween Coventry and Coventry
come back to them on a bigger
scale at Dresden.

Shonid Not Draw Conclusions

Don't draw conclusions from
thia. Don't expect everyone every-
where to balk, too, Here's what
happened:

WMC wanted workers for a tire
cord plant. It wanted textile
workers because they could do the
job. It went to textile manage-
ment in New Bedford and said in
effect: %

“We're putting ceilings on you
to cut down the number of your
men. Pick out 80 you can let go.
We'll interview them. If they
don't have good remson - for not
going or refusing to go, we want
them for the tire plant.”

The 90 workers akipped the in-
terview and went directly to the
jocal WMC Appeals board to pro-
test. Their cases were heard and
sent to the WMC Nationgl Ap-
peals board here. That board will
examine the cases Thuraday.

WMC Chairman McNutt will
then receive the casen, plus the
recommendation of the board.
Both boards—here and In Mas-
sachusetts—are composed of labor
and management representatives,

If some of the 80 have good rea-
sona for not going to the tire plant,
then the textile management is
not to lay them off. The others will
be laid off and asked to take jobs
in the tire plant.

. Oan Refuse And Stay Idie

They don't have to take the
joba. They can refuse and stay idle.
If they refuse, according to the
cooperative program of WMC, no
other employer {a to hire them in
that area.

Meanwhile the C1O asked for a
Federal court injunction againat
WMC. The request was refused by
Judge Charles E. Wyzanski, Jr,
who pointed out that:

WMC orders can not be enfore-
ed by fines or jail penalties hut
WMC orders are “addreased to the
patriotism and good will of em-
ployera and employes."

Expect Fruit
"To Be chrce

Apples’ Plentiful But
Army Demands, Lack
Of Labor Hit Others.

New York, March T« House-
wivea who belleve It essential to
good health and nutrition to serve
fruit at least twice a day will find
suppljes even scarer before new
cropa are available. This prediction
was made by Frank W. Beneway
of Ontario, N. Y., president of the
New York and New England Ap-
ple Institute, a growera’ non-profit
market organization. The ane’ fruit
that is plentiful is the apple, he

said, “and that is a temporary con-
dition,"

In addition to mpples, consum-
ers depend for their fruit during
April, May and June on four other
gources, Beneway said, These are
pineapples,  citrus, strawberries
and provessed fruits, “Plneapples
are expected to be scarce,” he sald,
“largely because the government
is taking a large share of the crop
for the armed forces. Reports from
the South Indicate lack of labor,
high costs and low ceilings are
cutting down production of straw-
berries. The orange crop Is no
more than last year and is clean-
ing up fast, Any storckeeper will
tell you that canned fruits are only
five per cent of demand, They hre
searce and high in ration points.

“Just now there are plenty of
apples in the Northeast. Earlier in
the year railroads and highways
were blocked and the movement
oul of storage was hindered. How-
