Reil Cross Nursing
Class Program.

As a part of its community e f­
fort during the war, the Red Cross 
is striving toward a goal of mak­
ing every home a health center 
through its home nursing program.

For homemakers, office workers 
and factory employees who have 
been too busy to take the standard 
24-hour course in Home Nursing, 
a streamlined cour.se of six'lessons 
in the care of the sick hSis cut the 
time required to 12 hoflra. Through 
these lessons the y i  basic nursing 
procedures required for the care of 
the moat sim ^e illnesses in the 
home may be learned.

The fact that only ten persons 
at a tlipe may take the six lessons 
insures time for practice by each 
student of the things the profes- 
.sional nurse instructor has demon­
strated.

Among the subjects covered are 
symptoms of illness, taking of 
temperature, inspection of the 
throat, making an occupied bed, 
bathing the patient, giving of 
medicines, serving food, methods 
of giving simple treatment# order­
ed by the doctor, and a discussion 
of the relationship of the care of 
the sick to the control of commu­
nicable diseases.

This short course is not intended 
to replace the standard Home 
Nursing course, but only to bring 
instruction in home care of the 
sick to those women w'ho dc not 
have the time to give to the longer 
course.

Time of Greatest Danger

Some 75,00() to 100,000 persons 
are estimated still living In Co­
logne, w;hlch had a pre-war popu­
lation of nearly a million.

Waniiering about the city you 
wonder where they are living.

The jnner circle, bounded by the 
Kaiser Wilhelm ring, is virtually 
wiped out. It la difficult to de­
scribe such devastation. But If a 
New Yorker should wake up some 
morning to find every building in 
Manhattan Just a shell and the 
streets piled with rubble—with no 
water, no lights, no gas and not a 
pane of glass In the whole Island— 
the situation would be comparable 
to' that In Cologne.

From the center of the city and 
around the port the devastation 
dwindles off In the suburbs, where 
there are some buildings with Just 
a hole or two In them.

Germans In the city estimate 
that raids have killed or injured 
70,000 persons—30,000 of them 
last summer and fall. '

Every factory has been hit once 
or twice. Some are out of commis­
sion permanently. None have been, 
operating since last Sept. 1. They 
could not keep enough workers in 
the plants for efficient operation.

Cologne had such vital war pro­
duction plants as the Hambladt 
Deutz' Motor works, which built 
airplane and tank motors and em­
ployed 22,00(X This plant waa de­
stroyed. The Germans say the 
same destruction Is happening In 
the rest of the Ruhr towns.

When the R. A. F. first hit 
Cologne w ith ^  1,000 bomber raid 
in May, 1942, it caused tremendoue 
damage. But the Germans were 
ready. Repair creWa by the thou­
sands poured in and not only had 
the factories operating again in 
a remarkably short time but also 
did some work on workers’ home^ 
and the city itself.

Throughout moat of 1943 this re­
pair process kept fair pace with 
raids. Then the raids got heavier 
and American strategic bombers 
Joined the attack. The repair crews 
started to lose ground. They gave 
up trying to repair the city and 
concentrated on factories, but they 
still lost groand steadily.

Workers were paid for their 
wrecked homes In cash by the gov­
ernment. Having plenty of money 
and nothing to buy, they did not 
want to work. The Gestapo tried 
to make them. But incessant raids 
burned all the city’s records and 
the Gestapo had no WTiy of check­
ing. Attendance at the Deutz plant 
fell from 22,000 to 9,000 and finally 
to 2,000.

Meanwhile, the German man­
power shortage drained off repair 
crews Into other occupations, prin­
cipally the Army.

Finally last fall the_ repair crews 
i(ave up altogether. From then on 
Jie city was dead. Only a few es­
sential city industries remained in 
operation.

Most Damage by Fires
By far the largest amount of 

damage was caused by fires. Resi­
dents said big fires sometimes 
burned for days.

This was particularly , true in 
Krefeld, which is about 6<) per cent 
destroyed. Most of the bulldtngB 
were burned out hulks from in­
cendiaries.

Red Cross Emergency 
Service Can House 
Four Million People.
This town may not be on the 

calling list of a serlbus disaster 
during 1945, but unless past his­
tory Is completely upset, hun­
dreds o f communities throughout 
the country will suffer such a 
visit.

A recent nation-wide survey re­
vealed that Red Cross chapters of 
the country have arrangements 
made to house more than four 
milllpn people and to feed thirteen 
million persons daily in time of 
emergency.

Like most other chapters, Man­
chester has its disaster commit­
tee, whlcli h u  .nade preparation 
for any catastrophe which may 
strike. It had an opportunity to 
test some of its functions lost 
July at the time of the circus 
tragedy, and again It was alerted 
In September when the hurricame 
was threatening.

We hope we may never taso the 
hardships of a disaster here, epch 
as the floods and tornadoes that 
have caused such havoc in other 
parts of the nation In past years, 
but at this time when the Red 
Cross is raising Its funds for the 
coming year, it .s well for us to 
remember that by contributing to 
the War Fund drive we will be 
helping our fighting men, and we 
will also be helping aome Ameri­
can communities when that help 
is needed most—and it might bo 
our own.

FSimIsh Legal Background 
While the two bills are applica­

ble to the state’s towns and citie,s 
in a general way,' it was decided 
after Inspection of the bills that 
provisions of the proposed sta­
tutes, If passed hy the General As- 

'  sembly, would be satisfactory, and 
would furnish the Fire Marshals 
of Manchester with sufficient legal 
backing to control all out of town 
amusements, circuses, traveling 
carnivals and local entertainments 
of any kind of public nature.

Safety Provisions 
According to the bills a stated 

number of square feet of space 
within the assembly hall, tent or 
structure In which people assemble 
for entertainment is required, thus 
limiting the number of people 
which could attend indoor affairs. 
■Various other factors of safe.y, 
such as fire escapes, exists proper­
ly spaced and marked, are includ­
ed in the bill.

At Remagen. the Ludendorf 
raftroad bridge cro.ssed the steep 
bank river, more than 1,000 feet 
wide, under the' schndow of the 
626-foot Erpeler Lei Besaltic cliff 
where a memorial to count Zep­
pelin stands. Supreme head­
quarters declared the exact site of 
the bridgehead was a matter of 
military security, since the Ger­
mans obviously were caught off 
balance.

Rapidly Wiping Out Po<"ket
Other First Army divisions 

teamed with the Third Army in 
rapidly wiping out a great Elfel 
mountains pocket in which per­
haps 60,000 Germans arc facing 
doom. The Jaws of the trap 
along the middle Rhine were only 
15 miles or less between Remagen 
and Mulhelm, captured town four, 
miles from Coblenz, where another 
Third Army established occupa­
tion headquarters after the last 
war.

Two-thirds of the Coblenz plain 
was captured, the rest was being 
ovemm with ease and speed. *

To the north, the Canadian 
First Army captured the bitterly 
contested Rhine ferry point of 
Xanten, mentioned in the Nlbelun- 
genll^ as the birthplace of Sieg­
fried. The Wesel west Rhine pock' 
et w ar hammered down to a trl' 
angle containing no more than 20 
s'uare miles. Wesel Itself was 
within’ five mile artillery range, 
The Canadian Army also captured 
Alpen.

The First Army proceeded with 
the reduction of the last half of 
Bonn, university city on the Rhine 
between Cologne and Coblenz.

The troops battled also for the 
last fourth of Bad Godesbferg, 
three miles upriver from ponn— 
where Hitler met the lat -̂ Neville 
Chamberlain who waa-' seeking 
“ peace In our tin*" before Mu­
nich.

Great Victory Utr Bradley
The exploits oL the First and 

Third Armies constituted one of 
the greatest victories in the ca­
reer of Lieut. Gen. Omar N. Brad­
ley. commanding the 12th Army 
group. He had administered a 
rapid BMcccsslon of defeats to 
Field .Marshal von Rundstedt, in- 
clud^ig the crossing of the Roer,

Wyo.), citing 
a dire need of nurses, to attend 
sick and wounded soldiers, viewed 
the House^passed measure favor­
ably.

"If we’ve got to get nurses, 
Johnson told a reporter, "you 
can’t hold back on a proposal of 
that kind. You have to get them 
in quality and quantity and get 
theip with bayonets, if necessary. 
Nothing is more Important than 
the care of the wounded."

But Senator Chandler (D., Kyi, 
called for the defeat of the bill 
and greater concentration on vol

untary recruitment. Agreeing, 
S mktor Kilgore, (D., W. Va.), 
said mlUtitry "rsd tfipe” Is holding 
back volunteers.

"I don’t  like ths idea ot draft­
ing some one to wait on you when 
you are sick,” (jbandler declared.

Kilgore said he knows of cases 
where trained nurses wanting to 
enlist have had to travel as far 
as 300 miles to be exaniiiied by 
military <kKtora although hospital 
staff members were available to 
perfonn this work. ‘'

"Even' after the examinations,” 
Kilgore said, "a  nurse doesn’t 
know whether she will be commis­
sioned. She may get sudden or­
ders to report while she is on duty 
with a dying patient.”

Senator Revercomb (R.. W. 
Va.), said he will not rea(^ a con­
clusion until he haa given the 
legislation “ full study." He as- 
Mrted, however; l.e can not un­
derstand why "quallfled practical 
nurses" aren’t enlisted by the 
Army and Navy.

During 1935. the school had 12 
students; and in 1938, it had a to­
tal enrollment of 32, including its 
first Navy personnel. Charles 
Kirchner, now with Sales, joined 
Mr. Clark as an instructor in 1936.

In the spring of 1937, the Ser­
vice School occupied new parti 
tinned off quarters in the alri>ort’8 
overhaul shop.

Sponsored jointly by all United 

Aircraft diviaions up to 1938, 
Chance Vought A ircraft withdrew 
from the school when Its manufac­
turing operations ve*’® transfer­
red to Stratford. The Service 
School was now called the Pratt A 
Whitney and Hamilton Standard 
Engine and Propeller School. Pratt 
A Whitney A ircraft’s Interest In 
the institution was cared for by 
the Sales Department’s Customer 
Relations group.

Late In 1939 the Service School 
was Installed in a new location at 
the westerly end of the main plant. 
It now had 1800 square feet of floor 
area, more than double the 810 
square feet previously occupied.

Reg­
ularity in visiting the dentist is 
advised so cavities may be taken 
care- of when small. By taking 
children when they are young, the 
dread of visiting the dentist regu­
larly could be overcome.

Mrs. Gess showed the classes 
charts which illustrated the differ­
ent names of the teeth, as wel' as 
decay and abscess of them.

Mrs. Gess concluded her talk by 
showing how one should brush 
teeth and spoke of the advantage 
of massaging the gums. She told 
the girls of a very simple, home­
made, • dentrifice— namely salt,
soda, and water.
