Some butchers feel that
a fresh cut slice of meat appeals to
the purchaser as being better.
Then, too, customers have differ-
ent ideas about the thickness of the
alices, Well, if you have veal In
the case in the plece it must bear a
ticket telling its cost in money and
points whether by the alice or In
the piece. To the customer the
difference is no amall that huardly
anyone would pay any atten‘ion
But nevertheless fallure to desig-
nate the difference can be cited as
a violation.

We doubt if there is n asingle
store anywhere that hasn’t at one
time or another violated the regu-
lations in one way or another, not
intentionally but simply through
misunderstanding of the applica-
tion of the regulations,

The storeman we would like to
see the OPA get and get right Is
the fellow who tells the customers
out front that he hasn't any meat
about the same time that he Is
serving _meat out the back door at
nearly double the celling price.
Such a dealer may get rich quick
while another dealer is striving to
obey the regulations, taking abuse
of customers and trying to make
both ends meet. Let’'s get the fel-
low in the first category—the fel-
low who is the real violator.

Patton, Jr.,
captured 14 towns and won domi-
nation of all the weat bank of the
Moselle except a 15-mile stretch
between Cochem and Erden,

Coblenz was bealeged.

Some enemy stragglers were
being dragged from a two mile
square pocket In a wood midway
in the 16 miles between Mayen
and the Rhine. The othera were
near the Mosclle, over which some
were filtering into the Baar dis-
triet.

AL least eight towns of infer
Jermany éast of the Rhine were
under the American fiag.

The Germans peppered  the
hridgehead with light artillery fire
during the night but made no new
counter-attack,

“The nurprise of the crossing way
so complete that the Germans
have been unable In five days to
muster a counter-attack In  any
strength,”  Correspondent Don
Whitehead reported from First
Army headquarters.

Britigsh, Canadian and American
Ninth Army troops to the north
kept the Germans on tenterhooks
by maintaining 40 mile asmoke
ncreens along the lower Rhine. The
enemy sald & crossing attempt was
imminent between Emmerich and
Wesel, where the last enemy para.

the river.

American advances Into the
rolfing green hills east of the
Rhine won more high ground from
which German artillery had failed
to knock out the Ludendorfl
bridge.

A street battle progressed In the
pleturesque town of Honnef (9,000
mpul.tlon) five miles north of

magen along the east bank road
toward Cologne and the Ruhr.
Other First Army troops were ad-
vancing south along the river road
beyond Linz (5,220 population)
along the Lorelll rock strength of
the Rhine gorge and Inland be-
yond Bruchhausen' and Ohlenbur,

Tho the Third Army be-
sleged Coblenz, it stlll had to croas
the mouth of the Moselle river be-
fore fighting into the main part of
the city. Across the Rhine from
Coblenz, the towering and sullen
rock fortress of Ehrenbreitstein
provided the enemy a formidable
defense bastion. Ehrenbreitstein is
Germany's Gibraltar of the Rhine,

A patchy fog covered the whole
westorn front at dawn but appear-
ed to be lifting In places by mid-
morning.

The Germans reported more
Rhine crossings established north
and south of Rhein-Breitbach in
(ht; bridgehead just south of Hon-
nef,

Another Berlin broadcast assert-
¢d that the Nazis recaptured “many
villages" in the southernmost scc-
tion of the Rhine bridgehedd. No
town name was given.

Batfle Increasing in Ferocit

“The battle in the bridgehead ix
increasing in ferocity hour by hour
and both mides are flinging in
strong forces,” the ememy radio
sald, “both sides are otif to force
a decision, The Germans yesterday
sucoeeded in preventing the Amer-
leans from widening the bridge-
head. American tank formations
were smashed.”

From north of Nijmegen to Wes-

any evidence is found of criminal-
ity or improper conduct on the
part of any official or employes, I
shall promptly remove them and
shall ask that proceedinga be In-
stituted to punish them If the
facts justify such action"

Frank Hancock, CCC head, dis-
closed last week that three CCC
employes already have been “‘sep-
arated"” from their jobs.

Jones' letter continued:

“The great quantities of food
that must be made available and
the speed with which it must be
handled make it Impossible to
avold some mistakes an well as
loases. ...

“It is significant that not a sin-
gle battie has had to be postponed
because of a lack of food.
