Mcemphis, March 16 —{#—The
swollen White river. which has
forced some 230 Arkansas famllies
from their homes, threatened to-‘
day to pour through the Jackson
Bayou levee near Trimble island
in Prairie county.

Army engineers mald caving
hanks had made the situation
“grave," and counter-measures
were taken, The Red Cross in St.
Louis sald all families had been
evacunted from the threatened
ATCA,

The crisia appeared over along
the Tennemo-Booth's Point road-
way embankment in Dyer county,
Tenn., where the Mississippi river
had inundated 40,000 =acres and
has driven some 200 lowland fam-
iliea from their homes.

In Mississippi, where a tornado

Complicated Task

Point on Which Church-
ill and Roosevelt Felt
Themselves Most Vul-
nerable 4t Yalta.

Washington, March 18- m’)—I
The Polish issue was the most
complicated task of the Ynlu;
conference, and the most ticklish.

Judging by the time they spent
discussing it with Parliament and
Congress, it was the point  on
which Prime Minister Churchill
and President Roosevelt felt
themselves most vuinerable. .

It took two days of intensive
work to produce & compromise—
and even then Mr. Rooscvelt ac-
knowledged he wasn't altogether
satisfled with It

Definite Confliot of Views

To start with, there was a defi-
nite conflict of views, even as to
facts. Give-and-take came onl
after the hottest arguments of th
meoting.

Some trouble arose because any

_ settiement appedred likely to con-

filct with Atlantic charter decla-
rations for territorial integrity of
small nations and their right to
select their own governments.

More trouble arose because Rus-
sia recognized the Polish govern-
ment seated In Lublin, Poland,
whereas Britain and the United
States recognized the exile gov-
ernment in London.

There were territorial issues of
no small ona.

Twice within a quarter of =
century, Marshal Stalin said,
Poland had been the gateway
through which Germans invaded
Russin. To seal off this gateway,
he called for the Curzon Line as
his western border.

Fears Softening Toward Reich

Stalin sald he could not accepl
anything less even though it
meant taking away a third of 1639
Poland. He was entirely frank in
expressing concern that Engiand
and ‘America might soften toward
Germany to the point that the
Relch might some day ascend to

power again,

Stalin sald he wanted a Poland
he trust, and =& Poland
strong enough to check any future
attack lorig enough to permit Red
Armies to go into battle beyond
their own soil.

Stalin was in position to enforce
practically any demand he cared
to make about Poland. Soviet
forces had driven the Germans
from the country, and the gove
ernment functioning in Polish ter-
ritory was the one recognized by
Russin. .

Wil Get Bites Out of Germany

The Yalta agresment generally
gives Russia the Curzon line. .In
compensation, Poland will get
“gubstantial accessions of ter-
ritory in the north and, west” —
bites out of Germany.

While the action on Poland has
been interpreted widely as s
diplomsatic coup for BStalin, the
premier did have to make conces-
sions with respect to the Polish
government,

He agreed to reorganize the
Lublin regime so as to bring In
other “democratic elements” He
consented to an arrangement un-
_der which Russia could be outvot-
od on the make-up of the new gov-
ermment. The commission to sel
it up has one Russian, one British
and one American member.

The plan for reorganizing the
Polish government is a specific
application of the declaration on
H ted Europe, It works out
this way:

Way Plan Works

The Allied commission will con-
mult with members of the present
government in Poland and with
other Polish leaders, including

sondfe of those in London,  They |

will bring Into being a “Polish
government of national
unity."” X

This government, pledged to
“free and unfettered elections as

soon as possible,” will be recog-
nized by the Big Three.

Under the election agreement,
all democratic, anti-Nazt parties
will have a right to offer candi-
dates in a gecret ballot.

Probabl a dozen or more
treatiea will: be submitted to the
Senate calling for - agreement to
the Polish boundary settlement—
and for proper constitutional
props for other structures erected
at Yalta, and some to be erected
at San Francisco,

By employing this strategy, the
administration avoids putting all
its eggs in one basket. Its whole
international security program
need not fail ause some part
is unsatisfactory to 33 senators.
Some Decislons Not Announced
+ Spme of the decisions at Yalta
were not announced. One may
have dealt with the use of force
to back up a world security
agency.

By no means all the subjecta
discussed were transiated into
definite agreements,

European Russia still feels the
need for a year-around warm wa-
ter port, for example, but no final
decision was made about it. One
answer might be the right to use

Seventh Army troops fought at
the very ~edge of Saarbruecken
and accupied Fechingen, six milea
inside the Saarland. and Ensheim,
five south of 8t. Ingbert (21,000),
Others occupied Obergailbach and
advanced n mile Into the German
Baumbusch woods to a point eight
miles south of the steel mill city
of Zweibruecken (16,000) in the
Palatinate.

The alege of the 200-year old
fortress of Bitche, never auccess-
fully stormed, was tightened with
the capture of Freudenberg and
Reyerswiller, both within aight of
the great rock in the center of the
town. Bitschoffen, eight miles
northwest of Haguenau, fell and
the German communique announc-
ed the Joss of North Haguenau it-
pelf.

The Germans broughl more re-
inforcements, including what ar-
mor they dared to spare, to their
defense arc around the Remagen
bridgehead—but still were unable
to muster anything like enough
strength to bog down the Ameri-
cans on the ninth day since they
croased the Rhine,

Censorship prevented pinpoint-
ing the dash of the Fourth Armor-
ed divigion of the Third Army in its
breakout from the Moselle bridge-
head through the Rhine valley.
The Fifth and 80th divisions in
the bridgehead, however, swept
up town after town including Lie-
senfeld, just south of Boppard and
33 miles northwest of the Rhine
city of Welsbaden (172,000, 34

Protect Epileptic From Hurting
Himself

*“] was so embarrassed the other
day," a home nurse confided. “A
girl in our lunch room had an, epi-
leptic attack and I didn't know
what to do for her
There {8 very little that can be
done for the person having an epi-
leptic seziure, except to keep him
from hurting himself, and to por-
tect him, so far as possible, from
the gaze of the curious.
If it seems to be your responsi-
bility to do something to meet such
an emergency, you can place a
knotted handkerchief, a thick plece
of folded paper or a piece of wood
between the patient's teeth to keep
him from biting his tongue, and
restrain his head and limbs gently
so that he does not bump himself
against the floor or furniture. Loos-
en the clothing at the neck, wipe
face and mouth with a dry towel
or handkerchief, and wait for the
attack to subside.

Embarmasing
Sceing an epileptic seizure for
the first time is a frightening ex-
perience, but not an ocoasion for
panic. If there is someone else to
assume responsibility for caring
for the patient the kindest thing
you can do is to go about your
business and ignore the- incident,
and to urge others to do likewise.
It is extremely embarrassing to
the patient when he becomes con-
sclous to find himself surrounded
by a curious crowd,
The first symptom of an epilep-
tic seizure to the observer is &
sharp ery, or moan, just as the pa-
tient falls unconscious. The face
becomes livid, the eyes roll up and
the body twitches or jerks violent-
ly. Sometimes froth appears at the
