ed today, and Moscow dis-
patches said the enemy had
shifted divisions from Italy

Two Russian
Armies already had overrun four-
fifthn of Hungary below the Dan-
ube and their spearhead was with-
in 38 miles of the Austrian border
and 77 miles southeast of Vienna.

New Assault In Slovakia
Berlin broadcasts sald = new
assault had been sprung north of
the Danube in Slovakia, while
Marshal Ivan Konev's First
Ukrainian Army group continued
to grind through the . Moravian
mountains north of Vienna.
The newest attack, described in
Berlin as an “all-out offensive” was
started on the lower reaches of
the Hron rive. in Slovakia at 4

the Hron was gained at Leva, 50

Washington, March 286
billlon-dollar property ownership
controversy between state and
Federnl governments shaped up In
Congress today.

At issue i the question: Who |
owns the submerged beaches of
the nation's navigable lakes and
rivers and oceans.

For years state claims to such
areas has been virtually undispu-
ted. As a result the states are col-
lecting millions of dollars a year
f1s royalties from oil and other re-
sources found there.

The question was reopened re-
coently when Representative Doyle
(D., Calif.) reported that Interior
Secretary Ickes Infarmed him he
would grant Federal leases soon on
California coast lands,

Introduce Identical Bills

This prompted more than 23
congressmen, representing all sece
tions, to Introduce identical bills
affirming state rights tq the prop-
erty.

They acknowledge' the Federal
government's power to regulate
commerce and navigation on the
waters Involved. But they contend
the land underneath belongs to
the states for at least three miles
out and In some cases farther.

-Intent To Give Business Break

The Intention of that law was Lo
give business a break. This was
the fecling behind the law:

The wartime tax rates are very
high. They drain off most of the
business profits, profits which
otherwise could be Inid aside as a
reservé againsat s had year,

So, if a firm runs into = bad
year It can re-open  (Us tax pay-
ments of a couple of years ago
and get a refund on some of the
money paid the government.

Enabled To Spread Loss
This means, in effectr that in-
atead of having to auffer a big
profit loss in any one year a firm,
through this refund, actually is
enabled to spread [t losa over s
couple of years
Example: Businessman Jones for
several years has had an annual
profit of $75,000. But this year he
has n loss of $100,000. So he re-
opens his tax paymenls for 1943

Under the proposal described
by Keinholz, about 250 German
prisoners-of-war with from 30 to
50 - armed U, S. military guarda,
would be housed ab the former
CCC camp’ and would be used to
cut pulp wood in state forests and
on privately owned Iand to assist
the paper industry.

Protests to Baldwin
First Selectman Bernard 8. Wil-

ford of Cornwall already has writ-

ten a letter of protest to Gov-
ernor Baldwin and he said a spe-
clal town meeting would be called,
if necessary, to take action on the
proposal.

Judge Stanley P. Mead of New
Canaan, president of Camp Mo-
hawk, YMCA camp located only a
mile from Lhe site of the proposed
prisoner-of-war camp, has also
protested the proposed establish-
ment of the prisoner camp.

Fear for Safety of Families

Farmers have opposed the pro-
posal on several grounds. Some
said they actually feared for the
safety of their famllies because
of the constant danger of eacapes.
Others said they feared a recur-
rence of let-down pasture bars
and straying cattle that they said
prevailed when the camp was used
for CCC purposes, Others ques-
tioned the actual value of the
wood-cutting proposal, asserting
that most of the wood in the
neighorhood was scrub oak and
timber pine.

One farmer sald that escape
from the camp would be a “com-
paratively easy matter,” with the
dense laurel thickets in the Ma-
hawk State park furnishing am-
ple cover.

Things had happened fast—Iit
seamed only a matter of secondn
as the crewmen and I plunged,
from the burning plane, I wns too
stunned by the terrific jar 1 got
when I landed to recall much des
tail. Moreover, I was too occupiad
with getting out of the paths of
swarms of British gliders that
were swooping into the fleld.

Crashes In Buret of Fiames

One of the ships struck power
wires, careened past me and crash-
ed with a big burst of flames, An-
other headed straight for me,
skimmed Inches over my head and
then nosed into the earth 20 feet
AWAY.

1 thought everyone was killed as
the big ahip plowed into the
ground, but within five niinutes a
balf-dozen Tommies spllled out
and looked cautioualy around. One
pointed & gun at me.

I waved a white handkerchief
frantically, shouting: "“I'm an
American, don't shoot."

Later Lieut. James Leadson,
formerly of Liverpool, ‘confided
that he had been about to shoot
because he thought my unorthodox
uniform was something new in
German dress.

By 11 a. m. the British
had taken a farmhouse at the end
of the field in which there were six
German soldiers.

By noon we had an anti-tank
gun set up and one artillery plece
in place.

House Set Afire by Shells

Shells hit the house and set-it
on fire, I raced upstairs to a_back
bedroom with a half-dozen British
soldiers, They kicked out the win-
dow and jumped down.”

I waited for 18 minutes and
