You can make your criti­
cism or express your opinion while 
the conference, which starts April 
2!', is In sesSiop.

You address what you have to 
say to:

The Division of Public Liaison, 
Amerlpan delegation, United Na­
tions conference, San Francisco, 
Calif.

It could work like this:
The eight American delegates 

to the conference, and the dele­
gates from the other nations, may 
agree on a certain point they think 
should qe Included In any league 
tt keep peace. ,

May Think Idem Terrible 
You—aa an Individual or an or­

ganization— may think it’s a ter- 
I ’ble idea. You can write or wire, 
saying so, to that Division of 
Public Liaison mentioned above.

That division Is going to try to 
organize the expreeslpne of opin­
ion which it receives and make 
them known to the delegates.

This doesn’t mean that you, 
John Jonew.simply by sending a 
wire to San Francisco in protest 
against something happening there 
will be able to change the course 
of history, the itiinds of the dele­
gates or the form of. the league.

But suppose the delegates, 
fumbling around for a solution to 
some knotty problem, begin to 
think they have hit on a solution./ 

Suppose the American dele­
gates call in the newspapermen 
and say;

"Boys, we re having a pretty 
difficult time on thl# point. I But 
we finally have decided that the 
best thing we cah do Is so and 
SO.”

The newspapermen publi-sh that 
statement and indicate what Is 
likely to be done.

Then you, John Jones, or you, 
the Amalgamated Association of 
Bumble Bee Raisers, send a fiery* 
proteat—or a fervent note of ap­
proval—to the division of public 
liaison.
May Not Have Much Influence
Your note alone may not have 

much influence. And. If you 
alone wrote In about that point, 
your opinion undoubtedly wouldn t 
have any Influence at all.

But suppose 600 organizations, 
or 50,000 Individuals, wrote to 
San Francisco In protest or ap­
proval. Then that combined 
opinion might have a real Inflq,- 
ence on the delegates’ thlriKtfig 
and decision.

This story Is (Jealto* entirely 
with individuals and groups who 
are not going to be represented at 
San Francisco.

Forty-two organizations — rep­
resenting millions of people In re­
ligious, labor, business, farm and 
legal groups—will have represen 
tatlves In San Francisco.

We'll talk about those 42- or­
ganizations tomorrow.

But a lot of people—Individuals 
going to San Francisco out of 
curiosity and organizations which 
have not been invited—will be 
out there for the conference.

of the city. Some 500 firemen were 
called out to fight the conflagra­
tions, and 11 were injured or suf­
fered burns.

The biggest fire was at the Red 
River Lumber Company on the 
south side, damage eatimates 
ranging from $.500,()00 to $3,000.- 
000. Sixty-one pieces of equipment 
were sent to the blaze while 45 
were sent to the extra alarm fire 
li. the Ashland Lumber Company 
yards on the North Side.

Today’s House session, largely 

devoted to action on 17 resolutions 
restoring forfeited rights to per­
sons who had been convicted of a 
crime, saw also the adoption of a 
bill which Rep. Frederick H. Hol­
brook (R ) of Madison, chairman of 
the Finance committee, said would 
give “ slight relief” In regard to 
taxes to ConneUcut. life Insurance 
companies.

The bill slightly Increases the 
deductions which these companies 
may make In their Interest and 
dividend taxes and seta the rate of 
the tax at 6 per cent for 1945 In­
terest and dividends with gradual 
reductions until tbs rate becomes 
permanent at 5:2! ’̂ per. cent in 
1949.

Holbrook told the House that 
Connecticut taxed its insurance 
companies “higher than any other 
state in the union, for what r&ason 
I don't know,” and recalled that 
earlier in the session a bill had 
been approved setting a specific 
tax rate for foreign insurance com­
panies doing business in Connec­
ticut and abolishing the reciprocal 
taxing system formerly in effect. 

Forfeited Rights Restored
Among the, forfeited rights re­

solutions approved were measures 
John H. Crary and Thomas A. 
Shanahan, former Waterbury as­
sessors who were convicted in the 
municipal conspirticy case in that 
city In 1939.

'The phantom Sixth and 
Fourth Armored divisions of the

Germany,” AP Correspondent 
Thnbiirn Wiant was allowed to re­
port through the Third Army se­
curity blackout. “ It can be said 
that the pre.sent armored stabs 
are much like those made by the 
Third Army In the past—sudden, 
swift and sensational.

48 MIlea From Czechoslovakia 
At one point, the tanks were a
