that, as a people, we posseas.

The situation of the Negro mi-
nority in this country Is highly
anomalous. It s that of a people
who are held strictly to the re-
sponaibilitiea of an undiscriminat-
Ing citizenship while only theo-|
retically enjoying the protection
and privileges of that citizenahip
That is a state of affaira which at
Jeasat accuses the nation of Insin-
cerity if not of arrant hypocrisy

for If the world cannot believe us
it certainly will not be able to
trust us,

We have taken from their habit-
