Need Seen 100 Yeam .\go

ference in Holland."

Out of this came Inc so-called 
permanent court qf-arbitratlon. It  
was not really a' court. It was a 
panel of pecipiy who could be call­
ed u))on t e x t i l e  an argument.

The virioiis participating na- 
tiona/oesignated a few of their 
ohtrtanding mer. who could serve 

, 4s arbitrators if their services 
were asked by a couple of nations 
mixed up in a dispute.

A  second Hague conference Was 
called In 1907 at the suggestion of 
President Theodore Roosevelt, He 
wanted to malu the arbitration 
court a real coqrt.

High-Sounding Phrase 
The United States tried to get 

the other nations to agree to 
"obligatory arbitration” by the 
court. This high-sounding phrase 

' — very Importflnt and coming up 
again at San Francisco— means 
only this:

Nations agreeing to a world 
court would bind themselvee to 
submit their International dis­
putes to the court for arbitration 

.and^promisc to abide by the ruling. 
But no good progress was made.

But a world court finally was 
created in , 1921 when the old 
League of Nations .was establish­
ed. I t  had headquarters in The 
Hague in Holland. T h e  first ses­
sion was held in 1922. ^

The Judges—15 of them—were 
elected by the-League of Nations 
to serve nine-year terms each. 
They were chosen, not as repre­
sentatives of their own country, 
but for personal ability.

Although' several Americans 
have sat as Judges of the court, 
the Senate would never ratify par- 
tlcipatlon by the United States.

It  insisted that the court could 
not—without the consent of the 
United States—even receive a re­
quest for an opinion in any dis­
pute involving this Country. So the 
United States stayed out.

Ws want it 
to be one world, and we want the 
one world ^stenrf of collective se­
curity to be ranked above all oth­
er and regional systema of aecuri- 

-ty.
But our action In this direction 

at San. Franciaco la hampered by 
the fact that at the Mexico City 
Conference we ourselves came 
near being trapped Into the for­
mation of a very isolationist 
American system of security. At 
that conference, we issued a t>ra- 
Uminaty guaran^ of the terri 
torial integrity o f all American 
nations, and promised, further, to 
place this guarantee In a fnture 
treaty of collective American se­
curity.

Our strategy in refraining from 
such a full and formal guarantee 
at Mexico (hty. In deferring the 
actual negotiation of an American 
aecurity treaty unOl later, was 
designed to give San Francisco its 
chance to write a world security 
system which would, we hoped, 
make such a purely American se­
curity 'system redundant and un- 
necessary. But, at San Francisco, 
the Latin American nations are In 
no mood to let their Maxloo Q ty 
system take a second place. To 
the contrary, they are Intent up­
on having this American regicmal 
system of security preserved as 
Bomethrng suiwrio^ to iny world 
collective security system being 
Involved. I f  they should-Succeed, 
the United States would find that 
it had escaped' national Isolation 
merely to fall into the tolls of 
hemlsphsre isolation. . And hemi-,

. sphere. Isolation, carried to the 
degree these South American na­
tions want It to be carried, would 
kill the world organiratlon before 
it even started to function. - 
■ I t  Is part of the "whole picture 
on this Issue that the theory of 
regional Instead of world, security 
Is rather fancied by some other 
memhera of the San Francisco 
Conference. Russia, for instance, 
already has' a system of puppet 
states and alliances under con- 
struc'bon, and is ready to rely up­
on her own regions) syste'm of se­
curity If the San F im c Ibco resvdt 
does not 'prove pleasing. And the 
Arab nations of the Middle East, 
to take another illuktraUdh, are! 
' very eager to form their oam col­
lective security. hloc.

The course of negotiations on 
this issue indicates'that the final 
result will be a compromise.
