Awareness o f celling prices will

Berlin on April 22 and flew to 
Berchtesgadeh after Hitler had 
ordered all persons not considered 
tndlspenaable to leave the capital.

Beftiaed to.Change Mind 
The secretary, a member of the 

Hitler entourage for years, assert­
ed that numerous persons had ap­
p e a l^  to. the Nazi leadw to change 
his mind but tha t'H itler had de­
clared: "1 now maX'e the final de­
cision that I  stay  and die."

Hitler’s sweetheart. Blva Braup, 
decided to stay with him to the 
last, Herrgesell said. But whether 
She did or not he could not say. .

Nazi Propaganda Minister Jo­
seph Ooebbels went to Hitler with 
"a plea th a t if nothing else can be 
saved, let us fight on against Bol­
shevism,” the secretary said.

But Hitler, listless and vague, 
did not seem interested.

Urged Fuehrer Not to Die 
Several high Nazis called with 

protestatiorta of faith and prged 
th e  fuehrer not to  die. Field- Jtor- 
shal Wilhelm Keitel and Martin 
Bormann, Hitter’s deputy, declar­
ed they would not leave.'

Black Market In Manchester today 
elicited from the chairiqsn> of the 
Local War Price \ahd Rationing 
Board, the adidce that "only a con­
stant check of ceiling prices by 
the housewife can end the bueinees 
promptly.”
' The Chairman pointed out that 
all retailers of eggs are required 
by OPA regulations to post ceiUng 
prices in plain sight of the cus­
tomers.

He also stressed the importance 
of “preventing such an Important 
protein food aa eggs from falling 
into the bands of Black Market­
eers, particularly a t a  time when 
meat is so scarce.”

Awareness of ceiling prices will
