3. It is the American purpose to 

try constantly .for ggeatar unity 
among tjie- powers. Stettinius adil- 
ed pointedly, "we hay^ the right 
to expect the same^lpirit and the 
same approach the part of our 
great .AHies.” H* made this com­
ment in a diaOjussion of relations 
with Russia, -Which he deliberately 
singled out from ail olh'St AroOtl- 
can relattbns by asserting that 
the desire for .uhlty "is as true of 
our .relations with the 'Soviet 
union" as .it.is o f those with Bri- 
tatn, CSiina ‘and France. Rgcently, 
becaiise of the Polish issue, the 
United States had njOved closer to 
Britain and in opposition to Rus­
sia. The Indicateu desirb now is to 
get back into a  middle position.

4. In backing admission Of 
Argentina to the United Nations 
conference—which Russia battled 
ail the way—the United States 
did not give "n blanket endorse­
ment of the ppitciea of the Argen­
tine government. . . .with many of 
the..se policies both the ■ govern­
ment and .people of .the United 
States have ho sympathy."

'Valta Agreement to Be Basts
5. For a solution of the Polish 

problem the United States Intends 
"to exert all’ its'influence, in col-

. laboration with the Soviet Union 
and Great Britain, .toward ful 
flllmeht of the Yalta agreement.

6. Trusteeship surangements 
for the supervision of dependent 
peoples under international con 
trol have been worked out im that 
taey would assure to the United 
States control of strategic Paciflc 
islands.

The great conference un­

Without 
citing this Interpretation directly 
Stettinius gave this hint:

The veto "does not apply to the 
right of any nation to bring 
dispute before the council ajuU'to 
full discussion, of the merits o f 
Its case.’ ’

But this inierpn^tlon means 
no change In the Yalta- formuja. 
Many smalFjtfitions are clamoring 
for the veto to be lifted from in­
vestigation and peaceful setUe- 
mem o f  disputes by the cbnnctl. 
Among these thê . most outspoken 
leader Is Foreign" Minister Her­
bert Vere Evatt ,of Australia.

In battling the proposed Voting' 
arrangement, Evatt said, "our sole

Now this particular "part was 
found—model, blueprints and all."

spected quite a number of home* 
of the Nazi leaders, all of 'which
