So I . went" down to 
their New Yoik office In the 
Chrysler Building apd talked' to 
CapL Hal Sweet. -
' He was much impressed With the 
flying experienct. I had had, which 
Included a year ferrying, ships for 
the Air Transport Auxiliary of 

>the R. A;- P.- In England;-but 
glopmlly Informed ' me that' the 
Pan-American ferrying Job was 
soon to; be taken over by the 
Army,

“ You’d phibablj' . get a good 
commiasion i^x^you applied for 
one,” he said. "Ttie Army needs 
fellows like you who. are already 
trained In this kind o f work.”

"You’rs probably right':':.! said, 
"but the Army and I  parted com- 
Yisny some .time ago.” •

I told him about going to Ran­
dolph Field and'telng waahed out 
as a “dangeroiuj flyer.”  Before go­
ing to Randolph. I told him, I  had 
spent several thousands dollars 
over a period of years giving my­
self the. training that would make 
ms a top-rank pilot. Later, when 
I  put In some time with Lockheed 
In Chtllfomla and with Brewster 
Aircraft IwNew York, I had epent

They were prepared to pay 
pilots from* *1()00 to ■J1500 ' per 
month, requirint; them to work 
only three weeks out of every 
feUr, but pilots still were not 
swarming In.

No doubt that is why, when 
Glnglss, A1 FrivenSail, Skippy Lane 
and I were being. Interviewed in 
New York, we heard more about 
the beautiful Chinese girls -x^ho 
clustered arounc Amelrcan flyers 
In droves, pleading to share their 
affections, than we did about the 
hazards of flyihg freight and per­
sonnel across the snow-capped 
Himalaya mountains.

There were a lot of factors that 
entet'ed into my decision to fly for 
C. N A. C., but I can’t deny that 
the rosy picture painted by Hal 
Sweet had considerable to do with 
the hazards of the route didn’t 
the outcome. On the other hand, 
seem too serious, ' because I was 
confident now of my instrument 
flying; the work was ah important 
contribution to the Allied war ef­
fort; A pxid better Utah any other 
flying Job in the world;.. and 'it  
would be far more Interesting and 
provide much more valuable ex­
perience than flying in the States.
