Fuel Administrator Seth W . Dar- 
ley declai+d Thufaday.

"Purchase o f substitute fuel 
now while It is available is the 
only way to avoid cold houses and 
suffering next winter,” Mr. Darley 
said. "It Is just simple arlthemtic. 
We. will be lucky to get 70 per­
cent of our normal requirements 
of coal and Eastern coke: On the 
basis o f experience In OonneetjOqt 
.winters. 70 per cent of the heat 
tequired for the entire season Is 
needed before February, 5."

Yet,,he declared, many consum­
ers are refiMi'iig to byy subatltuM 
fuel, and some deahira are reluc­
tant to stock it In their yards for 
fear it will not sell. - .

A. According to the' law you are 
entitled to' any promotions baaed 
solely on le n g ^  of service, which 
you would have received had 
you stayed on the job-.. Ifv you 
need 'so m e’’ bnisliing up the 
Government will givje you s  re­
fresher m ^roe lip to  a  year. Then, 
according to Selective' Service, 
you will retu rn  and assupis D» 
promotions you -would have re- 
ceived: had you worked th e re  con­
tinuously.

Q. On my Inst furloygh 1 ta lk ­
ed to my old boss, and be said he 
had a  jM> muck better ,|kan  the 
one I left waiting for fne when 1 
get out. There Is a  chance 1 might 
not be able to handle It.
