Exposure to this virus is a com­
mon occurrence, especially st this 
tlmg of the year.
, Since most of us have ■ had'" in­
fantile paralysis, either with or 
wlltmut paralysis, when we were 
younger, the majority of infec­
tions Occur irtjihHdreh under ten. 
The yiru's is carried by those sick 
with tnmntile paralysis, by'recov­
ered rakes tor some time after-’ 
ward, and'by apparcntl.v normal 
persons.

diphthe>ia. typhoid fever and oth­
er. diseases: f f  infantile paralysis 
breaks out in your community, 
your health officer w ill give you 
proper warning and Instnictions. 
He will tell you how to suspect 
when the disease is present and 
what treatment to anticipate. 
Hospital authorities will isolate 
the patieht with this disease lb  
prevent its spread. -

Parents should not become pan­
icky. but they should keep their 
children away from crowds. The 
question .of opening or closing 
schools is a matter of local de­
cision. Because of the possimlity 
of its spread through water, 
swimming pools are often closed 
if there is any suspicion that the 
water may be contaminated.

It  would be" difficult for any 
community to handle a larg^ out­
break alone, ao the National Foun­
dation for Infantile Paralysis is 
ready to help in emergencies. A l­
though . infantile - iiaralysis is one 
of the few diseases in which piibllr 
health methods *if control are not 
fqlly effleimt, a great deal is 
known*abautjthe disease and much 
can be done to minimize its e f­
fects.

Committee sentiment is strong 
for putting an abrupt end to the 
draft for everyone without per­
mitting the draft law to run its 
course Jto next May 16. Some 
members, however, have suggest­
ed a compiximlsS which would 
halt inductions Of fathers of any 
age and require the armed forces 
to discitarge any man over 35 
who .requests release.

While not directly connected 
with inductions, the question of 
terminating the service of men al­
ready inducted also will receive 
the committee’s attention. The 
(lelective Service law provides 
that inductees shall serve until six 
months after the end of the war. 
Technically, the war .won’t end 
until the president, bjr proclama­
tion,. or Congre.sa, by resolution, 
says It,'hats ended.

Some committee members favor 
immediate passage o f a resolu­
tion declaring that, for purposes 
of tbe Selective Service act, the 
war'.has ended. 'The effect of this 
would be that, upon passage. In­
ducted meni,gould be kept in uni­
form for onl>’ six more months.

the Enterprise he moved ag^in to 
the Randolph. •' . '

Helping Protect Troops 
The attack occurred as the En­

terprise'. part of Task Force 58, 
was helping protect troops on the 
beach of Okinaiva from Japanese 
air attack. Twice before', during 
Ike two months she spent on that 
niishiom the carrier had been 
forced^to, withdraw briefly for 
temporary" "repairs at a nearby 
base. The May 14 attack put her 
out of action. \
> In her four years of vh>r, the 
Ehiterprise'a planea and gups shot 
down 911 Japanese a i r c r a f t . ■ Her 
pilots sank 71 enemy ships ahd 
damaged or probably sank another 
192. While covering 275,800 
miles, she sccumulated; 18 or 22 
possible combat stare for carriers 
In the Pacific.

On Dec'. 7, 1941, and for several 
months thereafter she was the 
flagship of Admiral William F. 
Halsey, Jr., then vice admiral, who
dubbed her "the galloping ghbst 
of the Oahu coast.” ' Halsey took 
her on defiant forays Into the' Mar­
shalls, against Wake and Marcus 
and finally as. escort for the Hor­
net carrying Lieut. Gen. Jimmy 
Doolittle’s Tokyo raiders.

Ran Into Middle of Attack 
Late in November, 1941, the En­

terprise had ferried Marine, fighter 
planes to Wake Island, and on 
Dec. 7 she was en route back to 
Pearl Harbor. That morning her 
planes took off for a routine flight 
Into a ir‘ fields near Pearl Harbor 
—and ran right Into the middle of 
the Japanese attack.

On,March 18. 1945, as Task 
Force* 58 -was attacking Kyushu, 
the "Big E” suffered- h.̂ r first di­
rect hit from coi^ant Japanese 
air attacks. A Japane.se dive- 
bomber dropped a bomb on the 
forward elevator, but It failed to 
explodki ' '

Two Says later, four suicide 
pilots singled her out for destruc­
tion. All were shqt down, but 
three Jarred the ship badly with 
near misses. During the .Action 
an AA shell from a nearby ship 
explodei> over her decks, spread­
ing shell fragments and causing 
serious flics.

On April 11, she took'wnother 
damaging hit. • Four suicide 
planes attacked the flatop. One 
scored a near hit and left her 
engine Imbedded In,the port ride. 
Three others crashed so close they 
were classified as “near misses.” 

Back Fighting In Three Week* 
Again she was forced to retire 

to undergo repairs, but she was 
back fighting in three weeks.

Then as flagship of Task 
Force 58. she steamed t o i  within 
60 miles of Kyushu on Ma^ 12 to 
Join in the systematic pointing of 
enemy suicide plane bases.;

'O n the'inomlng of the 14th. the 
enemy counter-attacked In force.

A'“  Hellcat fighter from the 
Enterprise reported k n o c k i n g  
down an^-enemy plane nearby. 
Three m o r e N A t t a c k e r s  were 
•splashed, and weary gunners and 
lookouts breatheoNTOore easily un­
til a single enemji plane was 
spotted maneuvering-m., cloud cov­
er over the ship. .

"Evading the Tank ForcS-fight­
ers and fishtailjng throug^the 
curtain of flak,”  the Navy ac­
count related, "the ' k'amlk 
screamed down on the big E. 
When it appeared' certain he 
would overshoot his mai;k,; the Jap 
pilot flipped- his plane on Its back 
and plunged Into the forward part 
of the flight deck. His bomb ex­
ploded under the forward glevator 
sending It flying Into the air. Re­
ports on how "high It went vary 
from 400 feet, proven by photo­
graph, to 1,508 feet, claimed by 
pilots flying at that altitude. ■ 

Fires Boar Through Ship
