Of Future Outlook

"Reporl Released on Ac- [

tivities of 42 Indus-
dustries by Krug Pre-|
sents llopeful Picture

Washington, Aug. 31 —(p—
Chairman J, A. Krug of the War |
Production Board has given a
vivid picture of what manufgctur- |
ing is - doing now—turning . to|
pencétime output—and what it
hopes to do.

WPB 3¢t out to survey 62 in-
dustries, major ones, to find out
what they bad been doing before
the war, in July before the war
ended, this month, and what they
hoped to do by December, 1045,
and by June, 1946,

But when Information had been
gathered from only 42 of the 64
industrier Krug released s report
on their activities. Those 42 Indus-
tries represent 3,750 manufactur-
ers.

The stuff thevy manufacture
ranges from power cranes and
shovels to electric toasters, re-
frigerators and sewing machines,

Hopeful: Picture Fresented

They presented a hopeful pics
ture. But it was a picture Which,
when presented as of now, should
muke everyone realixe how far
those firms have to go to gét into
full swing.

It als¢ should be a clear lésson
that things lke refrigerators and
sewing machines are not going
to come.tumbling out of the fac-
tories in the next month or so to
meet the demand of all those who
want to buy.

Take . mechanical' refrigerators

as an example,

Twelve companies were repre-
sented in the report. Their aver-
age output of refrigerators per
month in the years 1939-41  was
316,000,

Output Exactly Zero

Last month, while we atill were |
at war and before the Japanese |
surrendered, their output of re-
frigerators was exactly zero.

Now the war's over, they're
getting back Into peacetime pm-‘
duction. So this month the 12
companies which _produced 316,-
000 refrigerators a month In 1939 |
41 will produce 34,000.

But by December they expect
to be turning out 279,000 monthly

And—hy June of 1946 they ex-
pect to be producing 474,000 re-
frigerators,

This would be at the rate of
158,000 more a month than in
those good years just before the
war when 316,000 were made
monthly. |

You'll notice two things:

1. In -this month of Aug‘ust,
when the war ended only on. the
14th, they were swinging back in-
to stride fast enough to be *turn-
ing out 34,000 refrigerators.
That's pretty good,

2. But by December they'll be
turning out only 279,000 refriger-

ators. That's still & good dis- |

tance below the pre-war monthly
average of 316,000,

Not In Full Stride Until June

They won't be in full stride ufi-
til next June.

80—it will be a long time before
they are turning out enough re-
frigerators” to begin to meet the
demand for refrigerators.

For that reason It will take
months for the companies to have
as many men working as they will
need when they hit peak produec-
tion,

AN OPEN LETTER TO THE OPA.

August 23, 1945
Office of Price Administration

Washington, D. C.

THE WARS ARE OVER.

THE PRESIDENT, HARRY &. TRUMAN, issued a Presidential Executive Order
on August 18, 1945, in which he directed that the guiding policies of Depart-
ments and Agencies of the Government concerned with the problems arising
out of the transition from WAR TO PEACE should be:

“To move as rapidly as possible without endangering the stability of
the economy toward the REMOVAL OF PRICE, wage, production and
other controls and toward the restoration of collective bargaining and
the FREE MARKET.”

To date the O.P.A. has taken no action to remove the price controls on cigar
leaf tobacco, the removal of which is a subject of vital unportnnco to the
grower and buyer of such tobacco. —_—

Here is what the General Cigar Co. believes:

We believe:—That the price .control now existing on cigar leaf tobaqﬁ'
SHOULD CEASE, thereby doing away with price ceilings on that
commodity. . ’

We believe:—That cigar leaf tobacco should be bought at a price based upon
supply and demand without restrictions and that it shou}d be bought on
the merits of the quality and the handling of the indiyidual crop.

We believe:—That the grower should have the UNCONTﬁOLLED right to grow
as much or as little as he chooses. /

/

We believe:—That the grower should be UNCONDITIONALLY free to sell his
crop in the bundlo or pack it in cases mordmg to his judgment.

We beheve.-’l‘hat the grower should have the UNQUALIFIED right to use any
1 available facilitxe&he selects to pack his crop, and if he does so, he should
be oompletely free to sell it to whomever he chooses, irrespective of
whether thé buyer was' or, was not the owner of the facilities that m
used to pack his crop.

We believe:—Now that the war is\o‘wr, there should be less GOVERNMENT
interference in the relationship between growers and buyers in order that
a free and healthy market can obtain.

This Company strictly complied with the letter and the spirit of all wartime
laufs and regulations and will continue to do so as long as they are in force,
We feel strongly, as we believe all growers do, that the O.P.A. should m
DIATELY remove, as other departments of the Government have done, the
restrictions that were necessary durmg the war but are now no longer re-
quired, especially as applied to the farm situation in connection with cigar
leaf tobacco grown in 1945. The tobacco grown this year will not be used

as cold as the water. If the milk
is placed in running water, it can
be cooled more quickly. It may
be set outside to conl, being eare-
fully cavered and not allowed to
frecze th cold weathqr,

The United States Publie
Health Service has fpund that no
one is able to tell the difference
between pasteurized milk and
raw: milk, if the pasteurized milk
comes from the same batch as the
raw milk, indicating that pasteur-
Izatlon does not change the taste.

Pasteurization does not inter-
fere with the nutritive value of
milk. After heat treatment there
is a slight reduction in vitamin 'C,
but we do not depend on.milk for
Vitamin C, The United - States
