A small detachment of
the 11th Corps’ First Caval-
ry surveyed the heayily dam-
aged capital, where MacAr-
thur will raise the American
flag in front of the U. S. em-
bassy Saturday.

Yokohama, Sept. 6.—(F)—
General MacArthur, an-
nouncing he would enter To-
koyo Saturday (Friday aft-
ernoon, U. 8. time) with the
first occupation forces, said
today that by mid-October 7,-

‘Experts Will
View Damage
At H_iroshima

Aid in Relief Work Are
Slowly Dying Now

Yokohama, Sept. 6.—(#—A se-
oretive group of American ﬁnl\y
experts arrived here today en route
to Hiroshima to study the devas-
tation wrought In the world's first
atomic bombing.

Japanese simultaneously made
elaborate reports of results of their
own irquiry and asserted that
muany persons, including those who
rushed {n after the bombing to aid
in rellef work, were slowly dy-
ing. . -

To Study Effects In Detall

The U. 8. Army’s experts, civil-
ians assigned by the War depart-
ment, refused to discuss the course
their fnquiry will take, but they
obvioualy intend to study in detail
effects of the bomb on both per-
sons and property. They are ex-
pected to report -only to the War
department.

Names of the men, now at Helm

The Japanese reports said that
since Aug. 80, a group of 20 ex-
perts have been at work at Hiro-
shima, headed by Dr. Masao Truzu-
ki, Tokyo university professor and
a leading Japanese authorily on
anatomy and pathology.

SBome of the offects they exam-
ined have been deacribed in earller
reports: Exposed parts of the body
received fatal burns, and persons
persons nearest the center of the
atomlic explosion died instantly
from blast or suffocation. .In ad-
dition, those eaught and infured by
falling debris suffered from effects
of radioactivity, and died a week
to ten days later, the Japanese

said. :

Tsuruki sald persons one or two
miles away who'received no visible
burns and felt no immediate il
effects died three weeks Iater.
None of these Japanese accounts
han béen confirmed.

Blamed On Neutrons

Tsuzuki sald the belated deaths
were blamed on neutrons— and
he described them as more deadly
than the gamma ray of radidm or
the X-ray. Radium rays can be
absorbed by bulldings, while neu-
trons penetrate anything, he said,
inducing weariness followed by
high fever, sore mouth and throat,
diarrhea, and an “amszing” de-
crease fn white blood corpuscles.

Japanese sclentists grouped the
alleged effects of the bomb into
four classifications:

1. Burndé caused by light and
heat waves; they differ from
ordinary burns, and the Iintense
heat causes instantaneous burns
only on the surface of the skin.

2. Mechanical injury through ex-
plosjon or concussion. The gas-
eous blast wave travels 7.000
meters a second, Tsuzuki estim-
ated, v ~

3. Injury from -some _strong
force as yet unknown. Tsuxukl
