Cause Liftle Trouble

The German civillan population
in the American zone has caused
little trouble since Germany's sur-
render four months ago. Signs of
unreat, however, have reappeared
in the form of rumors apparently
started by Nazl fanatics and aim-
ed at capitalizing on the shortage
of food in Germany.

One rumor reported making the
rounds In Munich was that the
food shortage was caused by but-
ter and chetse being sent 1o
France, and that “Germans are
being purposely starved." Accord-~
\ng to this rumor, “rich milk pur-
posely i allowed to sour and then
is fed to the pige."”

While American. occupation of-
ficials are making preparations
for possible food riots this winter,
the chances for any underground
—{f one exists—{o emerge are
held alight.

Only Isolated Instances

Shortly after Germany's surren-
der there were several instances
of sabotage. One gang was rourd-
ed up Iate In May, and a few we ks
ago a band of Hitler young raided
the house of a Germnan friendly to
Americans, These, however, have |
been only isolated instances,

One  American intelligence offi-
cer sald that Himmler definitely
planned an underground move-
ment in the form of Werewolves
but Germany's collapse came be-
fore the real organization could be
pet up.

The history of underground
movements in .other countries
show that they seldom make them-
selven felt immediately.

jobs. They announced their sched-
ules foF tonight and tomorrow as
usual.

The first night of the walkout
recalled to listeners the earlier
days of radio when programs were
not always certain to go on, and
one was not_sure of what to ex-
pect next. That's just about what
happened, with silent sir for =
time, various delegationa of regu-
lar shows and Iast minute substi-
tutes,

Yesterday, until the walkout
ended in the evening, NBC and
"ABC described their operations as
“normal. under difficulties.”

The two networks, which nse
the same Radio City studio facili-
ties, managed by calling on the
executive sections of their engi-
neering departments, headed by O,
B. Hanson for NBC and George
Milne for ABC.

Neither CBS nor MBS was af-
fected. CBS engineers belong to a
separate union, while MBS  uses
the staffs of Its affiliated stXtions.
