Jury to Hold

Nueriiberg, Sept. 22— (JPi — A t 
least eight 'special interrogation 
rooms are being kept In steady iwe 
here every day by Allied prosecu­
tion staffs engaged In gathertr'g 
great masses of evidence for the 
war crimes trial pf two dozen top 
Nazi figures.

Justice Robert H. Jackson. U.-S. 
prosecutor, said the prisonora are 
not being subjected to '^any mis­
use or indignity,” and added he 
hoped they would choose their own 
defense counsel, instead o f com­
pelling the court to appoint de­
fense attorneys. So far as the 
Americans are concerned, he said, 
even a person under arrest could 
be released as a defense attorney, 
should a defendant desire'it.

American Interrogators, headed 
by Ck)l. John Harlan Amen, have 
found that Nazi prisoners and w it­
nesses alike appear to enjoy being 
questioned.

"They are all willing to talk, 
but not always about what you 
want them to,'' Amen said. “Then, 
after you’ve questioned them, they 
go back to their cells and write 
letters telling us about other 
things they had forgotten to men­
tion."

The prisoners are brought to 
Niiemberg's bomb-battered haU 
o f justice from their' cells in the 
nearby jail. They come through 

newly-built outdoor corridor 
constructed by tlght-flttlng boards 
and covered' with roofing paper, 
and' climb a private,. guard-lined 
stairway to the hallway guarded 
by heavily anned doughboys of 
the special ■security' force.

40,000, with some 80.000 Injured.
"Moderiy structural Steel build­

ings sheathed with steel plate, 2.- 
000 feet from the center of -he 
blast, became a single mess of 
twisted girders and were complete­
ly burned out. lyhile the buildings 
of the torpedo plant, some 4,000 
feet from the center, were com­
pletely wrecked by the force o f 
the blast."

Newmian said that almost ail 
buildings at Nagasaki sustained 
minor damage, and those In the 
industrial area were wiped out.

He explained that the casual­
ties were lower at Nagasaki than 

^ t  Hiroshima because major evac­
uation had been In progress at 
Nagasaki for some time, and the 
normal population of 400,000 had 
been cut to less than IQO.OOO, The 
reverse was true at Hiroshima, he 
said; evacuation was just begin­
ning, and some 60,00|0 additional 
persons had arriwd to help with 
it when the bomb struck.

Bomb Experimentation

To the Editor:
This morning's news that the 

Jap battleship “Nagato" would not 
be towed out on Navy Day for a 
demonstration of the effectiveness 
of the atomic bomb might Indicate 
that such opinions as you.express­
ed In your editorial "Is the Bomb 
Master?” (Sept. 19th). have been 
■ ceded.

II this discussion on whether 
.use of the atomic bomb was 

ed is now beside the point. It 
was used. The Issue now is—What 
will we do with it from now on? 
You hit the nail on the head. We 
are like a boy with a new toy who 
can’t resist the temptation to go 
on experimenting with it as a 
weapo'n of destruction (of course 
only with the aim of defending 
ourselvesD

Hitherto all experimentation 'M'ith 
the bomb has been made in utmost 
secrecy. Why is itllbw made pub­
licly? Is it not to let the world 
know "This is what will happen to 
any who dare cross our path here­
after?" Thiq Is the jingo philo­
sophy of defense. It Is the philo­
sophy we followed in 1923-24. 
After slamming the door in the 
face of the Orient and branding 
themi aq Inferior races, we parad­
ed our Navy around toe Pacific on 
Navy Day just to show what 
would happen if .anyone, who 
didn't like that act, started any­
thing. We had to ndake this ges­
ture because the moral grounds, 
for our exclusion act were a bit 
shaky. Well, our gesture was fol­
lowed by a similar gesture on the 
part of the Japanese. All these 
acts and gestures led directly to 
Pearl Harbor. We who were in the 
Pacific saw the acts, felt the im­
mediate reaction of’the Japanese 
to them, and forecast what would 
happen. Such gestures never lead 
to peace.

It is up to us to keep a firm 
hand on all elements in our nation 
whlc'i bow down to this philosophy 
of national protection. It Is like­
wise up to us to keep a firm hand 
on auch elements In every nation 
for whose peaceable conduct we 
are now responsible. I believe 
these elements can be most easily 
and effectively kept under con­
trol by building up and supporting 
all the other elements (which I 
believe arc in the majority in 
every nation) which know and fol­
low the path to peace. That is 
exactly what I believe MacArthur 
is aiming to do. I support him.

Red Cross Activity 
Touched A ll Groups

(Fifth in a Series)

Priest Gives 
First Lecture

(This Is the fifth In a aeries 
citing the part played by the 
x-arloua civikan agencies In 
the Manchester war effort).

One of the most Important links 
between the man In' service and his 
home during the past war waa the 
American Red Cross. Of the many 
departments which in Manchester 
touched nearly every individual 
not in servlet, the Home Service 
section of the Mancheater Chapter, 
ARC, was the most vital.

The stres.s and strain of war 
builds up terrific emotions ami 
realizing the many ways in which 
the agonies of war were to be.̂  
combatted, the Dlrectora of the 

. American Red Cross early set up 
a guide of operation.

History of Red Cross 
The American Red Cross was in­

corporated by act of Congress .on 
June 6, 1900. and . reincorporated 
on Jan. 5. 1905. to cirry out the 
Treaty bf Geneva arid to "furnish 
volunteer aid to . the sick and 
wounded of armies in time of war,
. . . . to act in matters of volun­
tary relief and in accoixl with the 
military and naval authorities as a 
medium of communication be­
tween thq people of the United 
States of America and their Army 
and Navy . . .  to tontinue and 
carry on a system of national and 
International relief in time of 
peace and apply the tame In miti­
gating the aufferings caused by 
pestilence, famine, fire, floods, and 
other great national calamities, 

-and to devUe and carry on meas­
ures for preventing the same.’’

Tha story of the activities of 
the National Red Cross is toQ_W«n 
known to repeat. Suffice to say 
that Manchester Chapter, charter­
ed in 1917. has maintained true ef­
fectiveness during the past 28 
years and i* Still carrying on for 
the duration and long after.

When the World War II began. 
Dr. Robert P. Knapp was chair­
man of the Manchester Chapter, 
ARC. He resigned early in 1912 
due to the pressure of his other 
duties. He was succeeded by Ben­
jamin Cheney, who. when called 
to service, was succeeded by Dr. 
Eugene M. Davis in October, 1942. 
Dr. Knapp remained as vice chair
man. .  _At this lime Mias Laura C. 
House waa serving as secretary 
and treasurer. Previous to his ap­
pointment aa chairman of the 
chapter. Dr. Davis had served as 
chairman of Volunteer Special 
Services and upon his advance­
ment to chairman, Mrs. p. L. Da­
vis waa appointed to succeed Dr. 
Davis as chairman of V. S. S.

1 War . Fund drives were conduct- 
,cd from 1943 to 1945 Inclusive. A 
; grand total of $137,664.52 w-as col­
lected hi these three drives. In the 
campaign of 1943, James Blair, 
chairman, a fund of $36,601.70 waa 
raised. The drive of 1944, Herbert 
B. House, chairman, netted. $53,- 
140.20. Last year’s drive, led by 
Herbert B. House and Jacob F. 
Miller, co-chairmen, secured a to­
tal of $47,922.62.

A largia percentage of this 
money was sent to the Natiernal 
Red (>oSis Headquarters to be used 
in Red Ooss work among the 
servicemen at the fronts and in 
this country.

Prisoners of War 
Mrs. Allan Richardson was the 

first chairman of the Prisoner-of- 
V>’ar program. While aha waa 
chairman she held hext-of-kin 
meetings, in which relatives of. 
American prisoners got acquaint­
ed with one another.

Members attending these meet­
ings read letter’a from their sons 
held in enemy prison camps and in 
this manner received a measure of 
consolation.

Mrs. Charles P. Mitchell suc­
ceeded Mrs. Richardson as the 
latter haa moved from town. Mra. 
Mitchell haa cbhtlhued tha “ fine 
work begun by Mrs. Richardson 
and had the satisfaction of meet­
ing many of the Manchester Pris 
oners of War upon their return 
from Europe. Moat of these men 
returned to the Red Cross office 
and paid the organization a fine 
tribute for the work done for them 
by the Intematinnal Red__Crcafl

A s __
Anna C. Sampson was appointed 
chairman of toe Volunteer Nurses’ 
Aide committee in December 1942. 
Prevtoua to this Dr. Knapp aerv 
as chairman of tola division. Miss 
Sampson has continued in this ra 
parity to the present time..

Miss Sampson has performed a 
fine piece of volunteer work for 
the Red Cross and has given u;i- 
stintlngly of her time and effort 
to produce the best kind of an 
emergency nursing organlzati^ 
possible. I t  waa a job that demand.- 
ed thorough organization and end­
less detail work. Miss Sampson 
was ably assisted in the produc­
tion of Nurses’ Aides by Mrs. 
Anna Spencer, R. N. Mra. Spencer 
has trained 13 classes of Aides, 
numbering 185 women.

The administration of the Red 
Cross o®ce haa changed many 
timea. Mrs. Elizabeth Ladd served 
as office clerk until May, 1942. 
Mra. Marjorie Eldridge acted as 
Executive Secretary from May, 
1942, until January, 1943, when 
ohe resigned.

Mra. Winthrop A. Heed, who 
had been acUng eecreUry from 
January, 1943 to April, 1943, waa 
then appointed Executive Secre­
tary.

The first ataff assistance class 
and first Motor Corps classes were 
organized In April, 1943. Mrs. Jo­
seph Skinner was, and. still la, 
chairman of the Motor Corps.. Mrs. 
Lewis Caldwell waa appointed 
chairman of Staff Asaiatance 
Ckirpa in May, 1943 and she served 
until Sept. 1944 when she was suc­
ceeded by Mrs. Irving L. Bayer.

Mra.'P. Lloyd Davis resigned aa 
Chairman of Volunteer Special 
Services In September. 1943 and 
waa succeeded Ijy Mrs. Henry R. 
Mallory.

Adminiatrative Staif
The administrative body of the 

Manchester Chapter has remained 
constant through 1943 up to and 
including 1945. They are: Eugene 
Davis, Chairman; Dr. Robert P. 
Knapp, vice-chairman: Miss Doro­
thy I^wd, treasurer and Mra.

In May, 1944 the Home Service 
Corps was started with Mrs. James

Mrs. Allan R. Richardson was

Home Service Corps 

The Home Service Corps, one of 
toe most important departments 
of the Manchester Chapaer. ARC 
maintained the fine record which 
it set out to accomplish at the out 
set of the war. As most everyone 
in town knows. Miss Jessie M 
Reynolds has been in charge of 
Home Bervlce work for the local 
chapter for more than 25 years 
completing the quarter-century 
span in Ffb. 1945.

During the war the Home Serv 
Ice activity Increased so much that 
a Home Service Corps was formed 
in May of 1944. Mrs. James Kirk­
patrick was appointed chairman 
of the new Corps and Misa E'mlly 
Cheney was appointed chairman of 
the Home Service Committee in 
1943. Miss Reynolds remained as 
Home Service Secretory.

From twelve cases handled dur­
ing the .month of July, 1942, the 
Home Service activity rose to a 
peak of 148 cases in July, 1944. 
During toe period from July 1, 
1942 to July 31, 1945, a total of 
3,241 cases have been handled. A

Blood Donor Service 
Donation of blood for processing 

Into blood plasma waa one of the 
vital activitiea of toe chapter dur­
ing the war. A total of 3,120 
pinto of Wood was collfcted in 
M a n c h e s t e r  from June 1943 
through March, 1945 when dona- 
tiona ceaaed on order from the Na­
tional ARC.

Blood donor service was started 
in Manchester. In January 1943. 
Mrs. Henry Huggins was chair­
man and her assistant was Mrs. 
MerriU Adams.. In the beginning 
toe Mobile Blood unit did not come 
to Manchester. One trip of the, 
unit was made to Mancheater in 
Sept 1942 and tn the following 
November the unit came to- the 
I^C A  and 121 persons volun­
teered. Regular vlaltatlona began 
in Jan.. 1943 and during the first 
six months Mrs. Huggina made 
many trioa to Hartford taking In 
donors to the Hartford Blood 
Donor unit headquartera.

,  The Mobile unit started coming 
out to Man'riieater in June, 1943, 

Later, Mra. Huggins was assist­
ed by Mrs. Jank Swanson and 
Mrs. Louis Chister and during the 
year 1944 Mrs. Custer assisted 
Mra Huggjtis as co-chairman.

Father Stack Speaks on 
“ A Map of Life” ; 
Syndpsiff of Address
"Man’i r  katuraHy religious," d*!- 

'clared Rev. Thomas F. Stock of 
St. Thomas’ seminary. Bloomfield, 
speaking at the first of a aeries of 
six lectures on “A Map of Life,”, 
at St. James's school hall last | 
night "Yet when people get away [ 
from true religion it takes on .Ab­
normal forms.’*

Father Stack declared tliat nis 
map was not bis own, but that 
given by Almighty God Himself, 
principally In the Ten Command­
ments, the precepts of the church 
and, the beatitudes of the Sermon 
on the Mount. "Although we have 
faith in people In everyday life," 
he said, "it is strange that We are 
reluctant to take the Word of Gotl 
in spiritual matters.

Laws .of Nature
"It is necessary to have a clear 

Idea of law before beginning on 
toe Commandments. 'Very early in 
life we become aware that laws 
of nature exist and we leam to 
obey natural laws. A groat mistake 
modern people make is to believe 
there is no freedom within the law. 
We are only free in our spirit jal 
life by obeying the law. If the law 
la ignored we will suffer the conse­
quences.

Discovered by Scientists
Almighty God put the laws of 

nature in nature when He created 
toe world. God did not, however, 
reveal the ma.teriSI laws of the 
universe. Men of. science discov­
ered them. The laws of the moral 
code—the laws of right living — 
were revealed by God to the Jews 
in toe Ten Commandments and 
were revealed to Christians in the 
Sermoh on the Mount. God Him­
self feaches us by this action that 
the physical laws arc less impor­
tant than the moral laws.

"CJiriat said that all Ten Com­
mandments could be summarized 
In the first two. The First Com­
mandment means that Almighty 
God is our Creator and we must 
adore Him. In many circles God 
la given an inferior place or rele­
gated from the scheme of things 
entirely. The soul, however, is the 
creation of G<W, who has com­
plete control of us. Man has'abso- 
lutely no rights against God. God, 
however, has a duty to Himself to 
treat us in an intelligent way. Our. 
dependence upon G ^  Should not 
be the blind dependence a ma­
chine gives to its maker or slaves 
give to a king.

Sacrifice 'and Prayer
"The principal ways to adore 

God are by sacrifice and prayer. 
The catechism teaches ua there 
are two kinds of prayer—mental 
and vocal. There also are social 
prayer and private prayer. Social 
prayer does not mean prayer in 
church. Social prayers are the of­
ficial prayers of the church, the 
prayers in the Missal and in toe 
Breviary. No one is excluded from 
our prayers. We should not

from God. Dreams that are dis­
torted In any way come from the 
subconscious. When we have a 
dream that reminds us to do good 
for some person we can be suie 
that dream comes from God.

"Spiritism is absolutely forbid­
den to Catholics. Attendance al 
spiritualistic meetings-la absolute­
ly condemned by Rome even when 
attended out of curiosity.

"It is perfectly all right to con­
sult a faith healer, providing he 
feels his power comes from God. 
We should not submit ourselves to 
faith healers when our ills are 
physical, however.”
