New York, Sept. 24.—(#)
—Business activities in at
least 1,676 Manhattan office)
buildings were crippled today
in New York's first general
strike of elevator operators
and maintenance workers
since 1936. The Tong-threat-
ened walkout came during
the early morning rush hour when
11,000 workera dropped their
chores in 875 buildings between
14th and 41st streots, but before
noon the strike was extended to
300 additional buildings in the fi-
nancial district and another 300
uptown.

Struggle Up Stairways

Great throngs of office workers
swarmed the lobbica of skyscrap-
ers and the sidewalks outside.
Thousands struggled up stalrways
that seemed endless, including
those of the Empire State bulld-
ing, tallest structure in the world,
which normally keeps 72 elevators
busy.

Meanwhile union officials agreed
to meet with the Reglonal War
Labor board late today to discuss
possible mediation.

Thirty-three elevator operators
left their jobs In the 54-story
Woolworth buflding. So did the
dozen operators in the Flatiron
building, once the tallest struc-
ture in New York.

Other bulldings affected:
Seventh avenue, 44 stories,
East 40th street, 44 atories;
Seventh avenue, 24 stories;
Seventh avenue, 18 stories.

Some noted buildings were un-
affected Including the T72-story
Bank of Manhattan company
bullding, the 40-floor Equitable
buflding, the 50-story Irving Trust
building and the Rockefeller Cen-
ter structures,

The two locals have 23,000 mem-
bers, and if all atruck at once,
service In at least 1,900 bulldings
would be tled up. Union officials
claim a total strike also would
bring out 6,000 non-unfon workers,
tying up as many as 2.500 bulld-
ings all together.

Washington, Sept. 24—F—A
new set of screening soores ex-
empta another 300,000 Army offi--
cers and enlisted nfefi from over-
seas assignment.

The War department last night
announced thut enlisted men won't
be sent overseas if their t
score or age equals or ex 86
points or 37 years of age, or 34
years of age with more than one
year's sérvice. :
Officers with 48 points or more
as of Sept. 2 will be exempt from
overseas duty.

S8ome classes of officers have
even lower exemptions, There are:
Medical and Dental corps officers,
45 points or 40 years of age;
Veterinary and Medical Adminis-
trative corps officers, 30 points or
35 years,

In addition, nuraes are . exempt
if they have at least 12 points or
are 30 years of age. So are Medical
department dieticians and physical
therapy aides with 18 points or 30
years of age.

The new ruling does not apply
to regular Army personnel or to
volunteers for duty abroad.
