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Zoning Guided Town’s
Growth During Booms

Dbjections Raised by
Neighborhoods, in 8
Years Proved Need of

Necessary Regulalionz

Adopted by a Manchester Spe-
cigl Town Mesting nearly elght
years ago, Zoning guided the
growth of this Town during Lhe
pre-war and war-time boom in
residential bullding. Manchester’s
Zoning wus accomplished under sn
Act of the Connecticut Geéneral
Statutes which permit any town
or city to establish Zoning Ordi-
nances ance the principle has been
accepted by a Town Meeting. This
permiusive nct of the Cencral As-
sembly was adopted becnuse so
many communities wanted to have
Zoning that it was simpler to pro-
vide & mears for local Home-rule
action than to enact special legis-
lation for each town.

The Zones are fixed and Zon-
ing Regulations . are prescribed,
under the General Statutes, by a
Zoning Commission of five mem-
bers who aré chosen at the Annual
Town Meeting. Application for a
change in the zones or in the reg-
ulations concerning them may be
made by any person. In some in-

- stances it way seem desirable to
except a certain gltw of property
from having to abide by the rules
for the Zone in which il is located.
To pass on such applications =
Zoning Board of Appeals is pro-
vided by the General Statutes,

Most of the requests for ex-
ceptions from the Zoning Regula-
tions 'have beén made during the
last four years. In that period 546
exceptions were acted on by the
Zoning Board of Appeais, Of these,
four out of every five were grant-
ed, a rather Jarge percentage of
approvals, judging by other com-
munities;, The one request in five
which was turned down, In nearly
every case received that fate after
vigorous objection had been regis-
tered by the nelghbors. The num-
erous instances where the neigh-
bors objected to - request for an
exception demonstrates the need
for Zoning, according fo those who
are planning to vote No at the
State Armory next Monday.on (he
proposal to sbolish Zoning, It
there had been no Zoning the ap-
plications would have gone ahead
with their plans and the neighbors
would have had to suffer in silence.

The existence of Zoning Regu-
lations  undoubtedly prevented
others from undertaking plans
which would not meet with the
approval of the neighborhood.

End Result Satisfactory

Of the relatively few applica~
tions which were denied, a rengw-
ed spplication Tor approval of
something a Tttle different met
with success in numerous Cuses.
The owner, of the property where
the Garden Apartmenta are locat-
ed between St. James and Forest
ptreets made several applications
for an exception before approval
was finally issued. If the first ap-
plication had been approved, there

The advocates of Zoning believe
that it is better for everyone in
town {f such transition changes
can be accomplished under the

Zoning Incoreases Values

Zoning works both to prevent
property values in a neighborhood
from deteriorating and to ancour-
age the enhancement of them. An
illustration was the fairly recent
application for permissioh to have
A large coul and bulk oil plant on
Espex street where a similar use
had been abandoned several years
ngo. The property across the
street was formerly occupied by a
weird collection of structures the
tota! walue of which was not too
great. At the present .time the
nelghborhood consists of numer-
ous one-family homes which bear
every evidence of being occupied
by families with considerablg pride
in the appearance of their places
These people protested at the
hearing that they would never

themselvas shortly with no pro-
tection at all
Oppaortunities for seasomnal em-
ployment such as exisls on the
many {obacco plantations in Man-
chester and nearby towns attracl
large numbers of Lransient work-
ers. It is generally conceded that
it 1a better for a community to
exercise some degree of “control
over the housing of these puaple
than to leave the malter entirely.
in the hands of the employer.
Several requests for such housing
accommodations were placed be-
fore the Zoning Board of Appeals
during recent years. Some of these
applications were among the one
out of five. which were dénled by
that Board. Investigation davelop-
ed that the workers were to be
employéd on plantations in other
towns and that, in some cases, the
application in Manchester had been
made after similar requests had
peen turned down by other towns,
The other towns in the tobdcco
belt have.Zoning. If Manchester
abolishes its Zoning Ordinances, it
seems likely, in the opinion of
those who urge its retention, that
Manchester will become the tem-
porary home each year of most of
the transient workers in Hartford
County.
False Clalms Made

The opponents of Zoning seem
tu be relying on the poasibility
that Manchester. voters in generil
will not take the trouble to vote
next Monday on the question of
abolishing Zoning, and have made
public very few reusons for their
stand on' the question. One of ihe
very. few arguments which they
have advanced is their claim that
Danbury recently abolished iis
Zoning ordinances, This is not a
correct statement of the facls,

Investigation reveals that the
Town of Danbury has an, area of
26,047 mcres. Its population in
1840, Mhie latest U. S. Census fig-
ures, was 27921, A part of the
town, however, iz separately in-
corporated as the City of Dan-
bury.
