Joseph Kramer, “ the beast of

Under the Byrnes plan, Ruasln, 
Britain and the United States 
alone would draw up the suggest­
ed treaties for Roihania, Bulgaria 
and Hungary.

Byrnes made clear that another 
factor in the London deadlocks 
was'the a^eement that all decli- 
slons mustebe unanimous.

This “veto” power of one coun­
try, he eaid, "should not be used 
by the United States or any other 
nation to coerge the judgment and 
conscience of fellow nations.”

The device of meeting outside 
the union to avoid having Argen­
tina present was used by the 
American republics last Februar.v 
and, March at their Mexico City 
meeting.

Even Argentina voted yester­
day with other members of tho 
union governing board to post­
pone the scheduled Oct. 20 Rio de 
Janeiro treaty conference Inded- 
nltely.

Father Stack gave a brief re­
view of the gh»UQd covered^ in his 
previous lecture^^^ pointing but 
that his previous talks had dealt 
with our duty to GodNi^ow," he 
said, "we will treat of our duties 
to ouraeif. We have dutl«  to 
the body and to the soul. iN^iU 
talk about our duties to our bO' 
only. In thia connection mention 
must be made of intellect and will. 
Our Intellect is anxious for the 
truth aRd'we must feed it the 
truth to arrive at a greater 
knowledge of our faith. We also 
have a duty to our will.

Our RepulaUon
"Our first duty to our body is 

to our reputation. We must give 
good example to others. We must 
consider the dignity of the human 
body.

"A great storehouse of food and 
drink to nourish the body has been 
given us by Almighty God. All 
this food and drink must be good 
because God wants us to have it.

That is the rea­
son Christian burial la denied sui­
cides.

"Next we must consider indirect 
suicide or risking one’s life. In 
many case* it 1* a virtue and a 
duty. It ia unlawful to risk one’s 
life without serious cause. There 
must be an honest intention and a 
good reason for assuming the risk 
of'death.

"Then comes mutilation. We 
may not take off any of our limbs 
Just for the sake of taking them 
off. Such action is unlawful unleas 
the svell-belnf of the whole body 
depends upon it.

I was flve-and-a-half years 
when we arrived In Russia.

I commenced ballet school al­
most at once, going to a school 
for children kept by an old French 
woman, Madame Verdain. I do not 
have any Of the usual happy child̂  
hood recollections about the place 
but remember there was always a 
Russian priest in black robes 
Sheaking In and out of doorways, 
and my grandmother slapped me 
almost every time she came to 
call for me, because it was so cold 
and because 1 fought with most 
of the pupils, especially a boy 
and wore thick glasses. I don’t 
remember much about it, but I 
think I must have done a good job 
on him, because they took me 
away after that to another school 
for a year, when I progreased to 
music and languages.

The Nelldova Ballet School held 
examinations in dancing which 
were decisive for professional 
children, and the week* before 
them were filled with constant 
naggings and alappings from my 
grandmother, on the , "spare the 

and spoil the child*' principle 
and rare moments with mother 
when she deplored pry hands. I 
have always had powerful hands, 
a handicap In ballet (no pun in­
tended) but good for piano. 1 
played extrem^y well for a child, 
and they tolfi mother I could lie 
a concert pianist. I learned the 
guitar from grandmother, the con­
certina and banjo for fun. They 
over^Vorked me at home, and I 
w m ' always tired and cold.

^ e r e  were long discussione 
about my appearance. Mother de 
ctded I had good feet ahd eyee, 
but grandmama thought me hope  ̂
lese, on account of my Irish blood.- 
The Inferiority complex brought 
on by these criticisme nearly coet 
me my exam. In addition, there 
were arguments over my dress, a 
whit* "tutu”  with rosshuds.

On the examination day they 
tweaked and poked at me for an 
hour before I danced, until I was 
completely worn out; then mother 
sat down with the teachers and 
some decrepit old gentlemen who 
were, I suppose, “ balletomanes” 
looking for future Pavlovas. 
Everything I had learned went out 
o f my head. I seldom cried as a 
child but bottled up my emotions, 
which made matters worse.

There is a movement in ballet 
called a "grande jetee," really very 
simple, needing only balance on 
arrival. Unfortunately I overdid It 
when I stopped on my toe. lost my 
balance, and landed flat on my 
"tutu" In a sitting position amid a 
hbrrlfled silence.

AH the same they passed me, 
for I eventually recovered my 
composure and outdid the other 
pupils In a "Ptezlcato" by Drigo,

After a performance of -"Boris 
Godunov”  In Moscow, mothsr 
becams very ill with a sor$ throat 
that developed Into quinsy. Grand­
mama gave up contracts to nuraa 
her,-and aa tbe allowance my 
father could send was not enough 
for so much expense, we gradually 
becam* financially embarrassed. 
Princess Soltikoff, an old friend 
of mother’s, took ms to stay with 
htr. '

After her Illness, mother'wsnt 
with grandmama for some tlnoe, 
to regain her health in the warmer 
climate, of the CrtmcA and on her 
return I f  was decided something 
had to be done with me. I think 
mother must have, been too 111 to 
be consulted about the future, but 
obviously I could not ‘acespt the 
ho^ltallty of'P rincess Soltikoff 
Indefinitely, so grandmama took 
the situation In band. arran$lhff 
for me to work in a children’s 
troupe called the "Ogfralnsky 
Wonder CJhlldren.”  Ogralnsky, 
owner and director, agreed to 
train me. and 1 was to receive a 
small salary for my work In the 
act, for a period of three years, 
the contract then to be renewed,
