held part of the treasure, 
hadn’t accounted for a penny 
since 1037.

Buffalo— An enormous army of 
men, women and youngsters has 
been "upgraded” by the manpower 
emergency out of their natural vo­
cational and wage claselflcationa.

They used to be laborers, shop 
girls, errand boys, domestic work­
ers and the like, at very . small 
weekly wages, mostly poss^sing 
no actual skill snd realising that 
fact.

Now they have spent from s few 
months to four qc five - years in 
factories, "operating machine.*, at 
three times their pre-war basic 
wages plus s  lot more for over­
time. They consider themselves, 
at the very least, seml-kllled.-They 
have no willingness to retiirn to 
either the t>’pes of work or the re­
latively low waiie classifications 
from which the war lifted them.

Factories, reconverting to civil­
ian goods production and facing 
the war-suspended ne,cc«sity of 
holding down costs to compete for 
limited sa le* can no longer break 
down single skilled operations Into ’ 
a series of "semi-skilled" steps. { 

Now they heed really compe- I 
tent help— men who can not only 
watch a lathe, for example, but I 
who can also "set it up” for new- 
work, operate it, and keep It In 
repair. I

The steel mills need hundreds j 
of husky men to do hard work. 

.Good all-around mechanics, en-1 
glneera and the like, who know i 
■their jobs from A  to Z, are re- | 
quired In various plants.

T ^ s e  and other—either actu- ! 
ally skilled or willing to do the 
less pleaSqnt. more tirlnx jobs—  
are in grasi demand. But the 
supply cen su s  In large part of 
either men and women who lack 
the skills needed, qr who are un­
willing to go back to the arduous 
physical work require^ or who 
will consider the Iow «< wages 
only as a last resort.

Because Buffalo, a heavy indus­
try city, had superimposed upOh 
its economy a sizable light alr^i 
craft superstructure. It may be 
that this disparity between the 
needs of industry and the ability 
and willingness of labor is ex­
aggerated here. BuL, in modified 
form, it exists In a great many 
communities.

More than 120.000 red dis­
charge tickets have been handed 
out by employers in the Buffalo 
industrial area since the peak of 
war production was passed In 
mld-1943. About 55,000 workers 
have lost their jobs 'here since 
V -E  Day. Employers tell the W ar 
Manpower Commission that they 
let out 40,700 In the first two 
weeks following V.-J Day.
. These discharges— 19 one chooses 
to be teqhnical, they Include va- 
csnclsa that employers did not fill 
—came out of an area employ­
ment that; at its zenith, touched 
360,000 in Erie snd Niagara coun­
ties, for which Buffalo is the In­
dustrial and economic focus.

Presumably having learnbd of 
this large layoff. W ar Manpower 
Ckimmissloner Paul McNutt ha* 
publicly and officially described 
Buffalo as an unemployment dis­
tress area.

But I arrived here to find tbe 
local newspapers carrying column 
after column of classified “Help 
Wanted” sds, reinforced, daily, 
with conspicuous news-page ad­
vertisements for large numbers 
of workers. That is the Buffalo 
paradox.

Ne«4 Help
On Bsy flnff full day here the 

two Buffalo papers had an aggre­
gate of 346 classified ads for men 
snd jsn exact 200 for women. The
pressure upon employers was so 
great that one found It necessary 
to open hie own private employ­
ment office, with a big but-of- 
doors sign proclaiming hla need 
for 800 men; while another, fear­
ful that his classified ads might 
be overlooked, bought space for 
two news-page display appeals to 
workers to look In the "Help  
Wanted" section.

The advertisements for help In­
clude a  certain phiportkm of the 
types that could be found even 
during the darkest days of the 
depression, offering canvassing, 
household Jobsi etc. But a very 
large number of ■ them are for 
mechanics and laborers, clerks and 
stsnographera, machine operators

Ovep Offenders to State j 
And County Courts

Oak Ridge, Tenn., Oct. 9— (/P)—  
When this atomic energ;y town 
was building a new'HoiSFevei^SO'
minutes and starting a great so­
cial experiment in municipalities, 
a laundry wagon supervisor was 
stopped and ticketed for speeding.

He proceeded, as diriected, to 
headquarters to pay his fine. He 
queued up In what he thought was 
the proper line. Everyone 
queued for everything In those 
days. He mistakenly lined Up, 
with the traffic police, who hadn't 
yet received their uniforms,

He lodked like any other police­
man to the officer at the window, 
who told him to proceed to Sta­
tion Six to direct traffic. The 

y  driver thought that was a new 
way to punish a speeder, but he 
directed traffic for an hour, when 
a patrol car came up.

"How are you doing?” he was 
asked.

"OK. but my feet hurt.”
•Too bad. Hop-In 'ivith us for 

a  while and we’ll replace you for 
a spell.”

Finally had to Explain
He rode a bit too, but finally had 

to explain.
This mode was not adopted for 

speeders in Oak Rldg*. But a 
principle was developed -» that 
promises new results in police 
w ork .,

Qak Ridge being as far as pos­
sible a  secret town of 75,000 In­
habitants. It was always unde­
sirable to have anyone get into 
court for trial, because a secret 
might slip.
■ The officers In charge of se­

curity, Col. W. Budd Parsons. In 
cM l life a Seattfie paper manu­
facturer, and Lieut.. Col. J. S. 
Hodgson, who had to function In 
place of a mayor, adopted a strict 
policy of turning offenders of state 
and county laws over to state and 
county (Rhone and Anderson 
counties) authorities. The coun­
ty civilian officials deputized cer­
tain auxiliary police on, the proj-  ̂
ect. Offenders of area regula­
tions were reprimanded by project 
authorities.

Outstanding Low Crime Rate
The policy worked both ways. 

The real offenders and undesir­
able characters were caught, 
while the merely thoughtless 
mended their ways. Oak Ridge, 
which might have been expected 
to become a notorious type of 
boom town, had an outstanding 
low crime rate. There have been 
two homicides since 1943, against 
rates of ten or more for moat 
comparable communities.

Folks who wanted to live by 
their wits, gamblers, bootleggers 

. and undesirable women, failed. 
They got In but careers w ere  
bri^ , One bootlegger ihade his 
entry' three times, each a two 
weeks shift with a different con- 
striuition a»mpany. Two weega 
was enough to ratch him. He had 
been arrested 116, times for boot­
legging In .variouk parts of the 
country and was an'-expert with 
aliases . After, the th iH  exit he 
didn’t get back.

Tried for Bigamy ' .
A  woman, who said she was the  ̂

wife of an overseas soldier, got In' 
twice on work Jobs. A fter the 
second exit she made the mistake 
of mairylng another soldier, out­
side Oak Ridge, and was tried for 
bigamy.

The Arm y administrators had 
some advantages not open to mu­
nicipalities. Everyone entering 
Oak Ridge was screened. Every 
resident over the age of 12 had 
to wear a conspicuous identifica­
tion b o d g ^

That often made It easy to catch 
offenders. A ll police posts and 
car* had two-way radio. In one 
caae, eight minutes after a tire 
theft, the culprits were captured 
and the tires too.

Oak Ridge citizens were all 
wage earners, mostly in their 
twenties and thirties. They 
were a law-abiding class.

Their dwellings ranged from 5.- 
500 trailers to very nice bungalow*' 
perched on hills among the 0ak  
Ridge groves, with famlly/Fenta

\ ranging from $15 a month.-to a top 
pf $73. The women yarned the 
admiration of th^ 'o fficer* by 
adapting themselyes to trailer life 

. with early mud^-rfnkle deep and'’no 
servant*.
Fartlcali^Attention to School* 

Portlpdlar attention was paid to 
buildjng, equipping and staffing 

. gopd schools. Trailer and hlll-top 
jriilldren alike attended the same 

Xschoola and the parents appreciat­
ed thU.

I have khown the difficulty of 
getting Insthance and loans, o f 
dealing with phrsons in authority 
who think one ^constant source 
of annoyance snoHeave obstacles 
in the way.

Daily I talk with a proctssioiT 
of Incapacitated men. Through 
my work in sending overseas 
3,000,000 cigarettes as. well as 
comforts. I have become known 
to 75 per cent of the men over­
seas. Landnig In Halifax from 
troopships, someV visit me even 
before boarding trains for their 
homes.

I remind them of outstanding 
men like the late Preeident Roose­
velt, whose handicap, I believe, 
made him even .greater than he 
would otherwise have been, aifd 
the tamous legless flier, IJouglks 
Bader We discuss their plans' for 
the future and if they have none, 
I am sometimes able to. suggest 
something suitable. Whatever the 
disability — blindness,-amputation 
of one or more arms or legs, 
spinal injuries — they can still be 
useful citizens. /Disabled friends 
of mine have /found careers ' in 
law,' ihedicUie'. teaching; music, 
farming, government depart- 

i ments, foeastry, telling, painting, 
paper-having and operating 
movie//projectora, among other 
thingk.

Many of these men who were 
^ u n g  and irresponsible before 
going overseas, have become ac­
customed to assuming heavy re­
sponsibilities and have gained 
practical experience In many 
trades. If they are given full 
support of their country, they can 
be invaluable in replanting our 
forests, developing our untouched 
mineral and other resourcea, ex­
panding manufacturing industries 
and export trade. It la my belief 
they caii weld the world In an 
everlasting peace.

Two-Year Program De­
signed to ^Improve and 
Enrieir Abilitv

Hartford, -Oct. 9 -  - (/T) — The 
State Department of Education is 
conducting a ' two-year ' program 
which. Commi.ssioner Alonzo G- 
Grace said today, is designed to 
"improve and enrirh” ■ Conneeti- 
ru fs  reading ability from the prim* 
ary school through sdult life .'

The program, an appropriatrbn 
o f $30,000 for whirh was made, in 
the General Assembly, was under­
taken. Dr. Grace said, when it 
was diacovered that many Connec­
ticut school children Snd adults 
are unable to read effectively or 
extensively.

'The project is under the direct 
sllper^;i8ion of N. S. Light, diree- 
tor o f the Bureau, of Supervisio-i 
of the department, and Miss Ann 
V, Foberg, supervisor of elemen­
tary education.

Program Already Under Way
The program already is under 

way in Windsor,^/Where the initial 
reading centejWvas established fol­
lowing a ,pbmmurtity meeting to 
survey loCal needs.

A ^ h e  first step in the Windsor 
project, a careful analysis will be 
inade of the reading ability of all 
the approximately 1,800 children 
in the public schools. Thia will 
involve both group and Individual 
testa.

W ill Formulate Program
On the ba.sis o f the information 

disclosed by these tests, a definite 
program will be formulated, both 
for children who need remedial 
work and for those who should ne 
encouraged to seek wider hori­
zons irf reading, Grace said. Tech­
nical assistance will be given 
teachers, as well as pupils.

From the schools, the program 
will be extended into the adult life 
of the commurrity. If interest is 
developed, special reading grou|is 
will be organized and materials 
will be made available for \vider 
and more intensive reading. Pro­
fessional groups will be assisted in 
the field of their particular inter­
ests.

Discussion In Other Quarters 
The discussion of atomic energy 

broke out in many other quarters, 
too.

1— In London, Prime Minister 
Attlee told Commons that the 
British government—which, like 
Canada, knows the secrets of the 
atom bomb development—will "be 
happy” to discuss the future of 
atomic energy with the United 
States.

2— At Canberra. Australia, a 
proposal came from Oppoattipn 
Leader Robert Gordon.Menziea to 
establish a national laboratory of 
atomic physics to study the use 
ol atomic energy in war or peace.

The desire of every American, 
Secretary Patterson told the 
House committee, la that atomic 
energy may become “ as effective 
an element In the enrichment of 
our daily lives as it proved itself 
in the ending of the war against 
Japan.”

The legislation reciueated last 
week bŷ  the President Patterson 
said, "is^the soundest and moat 
comprehensive that could be 
drawn to cover all those phases of 
domestic control of atomic cn- 
ergy, . . _

Referring to current dTscusslons 
er international use of the 
mic secret, Patterson declared 

thdt "logic demands that we set 
oxir xlomestlc house in order" be­
fore entering into discussion or 
reachiire a decision as to what 
should b\done in the international 
field.

"What need now,” he said, 
"is a body \jnder legislative au­
thority to take possession of the 
resources we have, to acquire oth­
er resources, and to administer 
thorn in such a way that the Uni­
ted States will leave nothing un­
done in further.toce of knowled^-'e 
and application in this fleld.”
Cannot Foresee Ultimate HeM 

No one, not even a scientist 
most familiar with the subject, he 
declared, can foresee the ultimate 
field into-: which atomic research 
will lead. But he declared these 
three fields, "call for our utmost 
in the way ot research and reduc­
tion t j^ ra c tice :”

1. The development o f atomic 
energy as a controlled source of 
power, to make available heat and 
power.

2. The application of atomic 
energy to weapons, subject to any 
future International arrangement

3. The application of activities 
characteristic of this field to the 
growth of the sciences and prac­
tical art. particularly of medicine, 
chemistry ahd physics.

Speedy Action Neceasarj* 
General Groves told the com­

mittee "speedy action”  by Con­
gress , was necessary because: '  

"The decisions we now have to 
make will affect the welfare of the 
United States and o f the world 
for Jnany years to come. They 
should not be made by one man.

"In irresponsible hands,- the 
power of the atom might destroy 
the world. Properly administer­
ed, this same force can help light 
the why to a future of lasting 
peace and prosperity for all the 
people of the world. This bill is 
an important step In that direc­
tion.”

Meanwhile, the Senate vi’sa 
scheduled to resume debate on the 
question o f. which committee 
should consider the bill In that 
chamber.

A sharp controversy developed 
on the issue last week. Some 
senators urged that the Military 
committee handle the ' matter, 
some favored the Forelam Rela­
tions committee and still others 
wanted a proposed new joint con­
gressional group to take over.

Botulism Is a highly fatal form 
o f food poisoning which develops 
after eating contaminated home 
coimed food, as commercially pre­
pared products have not been re­
sponsible for outbreaks for more 
than 10 years.

In Europe most of the botulism 
epidemics have been traced to eat­
ing contaminated meat, largely 
sausage, while in our country bo­
tulism is usually caused by im­
properly processed fi ûita- and 
vegetables.

'The germ which generates botu­
lism polaon is widely distributed in 
the soil ot the western part of the 
United States and the germs cling 
to fruits and vegetables and find 
tbsir way Into food cans without 
difficulty. When contaminated 
fruits and yagetables are canned, 
the heat niust be suffUdent to kill 
the germs as'jthe g e m s  do no 
h am  in nature.

If apotlage occura, the food usu­
ally haa a cheeay odor and gaa 
may cauas the Ud to bulge, but 
mg£tn it may not have any un­
usual odor or taste. When in 
doubt discard any food which you 
suapect la spoiled and do not 
taste it. The story o f the woman 
who died after nibbling part of 
one ptdaoned string bean ia true.

Botulism poison is destroyed by 
boiling for 15 minutes and al­
though this eliminam all dan­
ger the food should be used im- 
medistely. for if it is allowed to 
stand at room temperature, more 
polaon may develop If a few 
spores escaped the heat. To guard

against botulism, non-acid foods 
such as string beans and corn

cooker with an accurate gauge or 
thermometer. In additioh they 
should be recooked for 15 minutes 
before using' and served at once.

Teat Foods
Vegetable salads are-frequently 

responsible for epidemics of bo-, 
tuliam poisoning, as string beans 
or other vegetables ace sometimes 
poured directly from the can Into 
the salad towl without pre­
heating. When the vegetables are 
mixed with aalad-- dceoaing, any 
abnomal odor o f taste which may 
have been present is masked and 
poisoning may result.

Symptoms of botulism usually 
develop within 24 hours after 
eating the contaminated food, al­
though they may occur later 
when, a small amount of food is 
eaten or it ‘it did not contain 
such poison. Complaints are 
stomach and intestinal pains, 
diarrhea or constipation, pros­
tration. and paralysis which often 
affects the muscles of the eyes. 
Although an antitoxin baa been 
developed for the treatment of 
botulism, the condition is usually 
far advanced before the diagnosis 
is made and the antitoxin is 
valueless in this stage.

If botulism poisoned foods are 
fed to chickens, they develop 
weakness ot the neck muscles in 
a few hours (Uniberneck) and 
die. This is sometimes used as 
a test for suspected foods.

While w« were .working in the 
Schumann Circus, our act be­
gan to attract the notice of agents 
and the press. I personally bad 
a nice aucceaa, which resulted In 
Ogratesky's redoubling hi* efforts 
to improve ray tumbling. He re-= 
sorted to his old habit of hitting 
me on the naipe of the neck to 
increase my speed, and 1 develop- 
oped chronic headaches that 
made me so 111 I was hardly able 
to get through the performance.

It was compulsory for me to 
: have a rest and foT grandmama 
I to take care of herself, too. so we 
Imet motner In Rapallo, on the 
I Italian Riviera, where we stayed 
[at the quiet, old-fashioned Hotel 
[ Nervi overlooking the bay and 
blue waters of the Mediterranean 
Rapallo is a favorite resort for 
singers who find the air and sun­
shine excellent for their throats.

W e had rooms opening' on a 
private terrace ^ t h  orange tree* 
all around It, where grandniama 
could bask in the sunshine with 
her three pet snakes. They were 
the oldest and best beloved of her 
reptiles, and it did not dc'ciif fo~ 
us that there was anything very 
odd in her having them.

After a six-week stay in Ra-

Now my brother 
refused to haVe anything to do 
with It. He was so rude to grand­
mama that she appealed to my 
father to take him to task.

Of course father did not enjoy 
the addition of the snakes and 
their livestock to our party and 
could appreciate my brother’s 
point ■ of view, but he really got 
angry when Bunnie (as my broth­
er was nicknamed)' complained 
bitterly that grandmama would 
not wear a bat, smoked cigars, and 
did not look like anybody else’s 
grandmother, and be would not 
be seen with her,

Grandmama' whs deeply hurt 
about my brother’s being ashamed
