There would probably not be as 
much criticism in the world if the 
mistakes of all of us were equally 
publicized. ,

Newspaper headline writers 
some In for a goodly share of crit­
icism—usually from those persons 
who don’t know the difficulty of 
writing headlines, or are purists 
In the use of the English language 
to the extent that they refuse to 
sacrifice purisms for style, make­
up, speed or practicability..

We on this newspaper have one 
complainant who regularly ob­
jects to the use of the word "Ne­
gro” In the head.llnes, despite the 
fact that the appellation Is used 
regularly by such a great and re­
spected news service as The Asso­
ciated Press. The complainant In 
this respect Is not a Negro. 
Strange to say we don't get any 
complaints when the word "Ne­
gro”  Is used with respect to such 
renowned artists as' Marian An- 
«ieraon^and Paul Robeson. But, use 
it in connection with crime, and 
we' are accused of segregation in 
the news columns.

Another reader sends a clipping 
In which general headline wordage 
is criUclzed. All very well. There 
Is always room for improvement, 
but again we say, the critics don’t 
work under the pressure of dead­
line writing, and no one has yet 
invented rubber type that can be 
used in modem newspaper make­
up.

The headline’s aim la to present 
accurate and complete Information 
quickly and attractively. The head­
line is a sales sample and the pro­
duct to be sold Is the news story. 
And to one of of our critics, "Me­
ticulous M", we still insist that

"savant" is properly used in refer­
ring to a person of learning.

Fails toTCheat 
Decreed Death

Dies from Coup de 
Grace, Fired Through 
Ear; Revive Traitor 
After Poison Taken
Paris, Oct. 15—(A’)—Pierre Laval 

was executed .as a traitor to 
France today after failing to cheat 
the firing aquad by swallowing 
poison.
* The man .who collaborated with 

the Germans as chief of govern­
ment in old Marshal Petain’a Vichy 
regime died from a coup de grace, 
fired through his ear, when a vol­
ley from the firing squad did not 
kill him.

Doctors restored the swarthy 
traitor from effects of poiaoii tak­
en, four hours earlier. He waa led 
to the courtyard of thie bleak old 
Fresne prison and died with a cry 
of "Vive La France” on his Ups.

Final Request Refused 
He was refused a final request 

to give the order for his own death 
to the execution squad.

Laval refused a preferred blind­
fold and faced his executioners. 

These were.his last words:
“It is not the soldier’s fault 

'They know not what they do. Vive 
la France!"

The twelve firemen fired.
Laval fell to hia knees.
An officer rushed up Immedlate- 

yl, aimed hia revolver into Laval’s 
ear and fired. The coup de grace 
dispatched Laval a t  12:32 p.-m. 
and be fell dead into utqjdlrt of the 
courtyard.

The man who before the war had 
thrice been premier of France and 
a dozen tlme« *  member of her 
cabinets was condemned by. the 
high court of justice last week— 
the sams court which • condemned 
Former Marshal Petain and Jo­
seph Damand, the head of the 
Vichy mlUtta.

Petain’s sentenev was commuted 
to Ufe imprisonment and disgrace 
Damand stood before a firing 
squad only a few days before 
Laval.

Wounded by Assassin

The 
Treasury secretary testified 
before the Senate Finance 
commlttta, renewing the recom­
mendations be made originally to 
the House Ways and Means com­
mittee for a 1946 tax cut of $5,- 
175.000.000,

"The House bill,”  he said, 
“granta reductions that' are rea­
sonably close to that amount for
1946.

"But without further congres­
sional action, the provisions of the 
House bill would operate to grant 
reductions of more than II.OOO,.' 
000,000 for the calendar year
1947. It would write into law 
about $2,000,000,000 of tax reduc­
tion over and above the $5,000,- 
000,000 reduction applicable In 
1946.' •

Should Not Prejudge Needs
"I believe that we should not 

today prejudge to this extent the 
tax needs of 1947."

Vinson laid down two guiding 
principis in considering tax cuts. 
The first was that reductions must 
be limited because of continuing 
large expenditures which he said 
will continue "high for many 
months to come.”

Vinson’s second point: "The ba­
sic objective o f tax adjustments 
at this time is to put us on the 
high road of peacetime full em­
ployment and maximum produc­
tion.. From t)»e taxpayer’s angle, 
a large tax is easier to pay with 
a high 'Income thaiKis a small tax 
with a low income.”

Vinson warned that inflation 
may get away from eveiybody 
during the transition from war to 
peace. This should be kept in 
mind, he said, in preparing any 
tax-reduction plan. j

The trial of Laval waa cut abort 
by Laval’s own sitdown striks 
against the proceedings, which he 
termed a “judicial crime." His 
first statement had be4n greeted 
by a burst o f jeers sltid shouts 
from the presiding judge, prose­
cutor and jurors. Twice during the 
first three dsye, Laval was ejected 
from the courtroom. Hia lawycra 
quit at the sU rt of the trial, but 
returned only when threatened 
with disbarment.

A fter his second ejection from 
the trial, Laval was confined in a, 
dungeon beneath the courtroom. 
He wrote some brief notes outlin­
ing hi* defense.

A  coffin lay near .the spot where 
Laval had pitched forward .In 
death. The body was placed In it 
swifUy and loaded into a hearse.

Three official cars bearing tbe 
prefect Of police, tbe attorney gen­
eral and the local police com tnis- 
sioner accompanied the hearse 
from the gates of the prison.

Buried Cloee To Darnand.
The little procession went to 

nearby Thial* cemetery and there 
Laval's coffin was lowered Into the 
ground, close to the grave of Dar- 
band.

Next to Lavars plot was a grave 
marked:

“ Here Ilea on unknown col­
laborator." >

Grave diggers immediately be­
gan ;:oVerlng Laval’a coffin with 
dirt. About 25 spectators watch­
ed silently.

The grave was left unmarked.

Stir Goes Through Crowd
When the sound of firing was 

heard from tha prison, a stir went 
through tha crowd.

TTie execution o f ■ tha former 
Vichy chief of government, whose 
death waa as ssnsatlonal as his 
turbulent political career. Was 
formally announced by the Mtnia- 
try of Justice.

Quick action by prison physi­
cians appsrenly was responsible 
for the failure o f Laval’s attempt 
to cheat the firing aquad. The exe­
cution originally had been sche­
duled fo r «  a. m. (3 a. m. ea.t.) at 
Fort Cmatillon. but officials decid­
ed against moving Laval to the 
fort after hia auicide attempt.

Laval made his desperate bid to’ 
thwart the fate decreed for him 
when officials entered his cell at 8 
a. m. (2 a, m„ e. s. t.) to remove 
him to Fort Chatlllon. Robert 
Amor, director o f French prisons, 
said Laval was lying on his cot 
when Prosecutor Andre Mornet 
and other officials entered, 

flipped Gapsnle Into Mouth
Guessing their purpose— con­

demned prisoners tn France are 
not told o f the hour eat for their 
execution until the last moment— 
Laval huddled down in the bed 
clothes and while under cover 
slipped a poison capsule Into his 
mouth.

A  moment later he tumbled to 
the floor writhing in agony and 
prison physldana quickly want in' 
to action.

A  MlRistry o f Justice commu 
Bique annotmeing the execution 
said:

"Pierre Laval i was executed at 
Freanea prison at 12:32 p. m. to­
day. 4̂ t 8:30 a. m., when A ttor­
ney General Mornet entered bis 
cell to announce to him the rejec­
tion o f measures o f grace, tbe 
condemned man vainly attempted 
to commit suicide by taking a 
•mall dooe of poioon."

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United Nations Start 
Attack Upon Hunger

./■

Food and Farm Offi­
cials, Economists and 
Diplomats to Set Up  
Permanent Agency

By Ovid A. Martin
Washington, Oct. 16.— i/P)— The 

United Nations launch an attack 
at Quebec tomorrow upon one of 
the world’s primary 111*—hunger..

Food and farm officials, econo­
mists, diplomats and leaders.'of 
a^cu ltu ra l organizations yfrom 
upvvards of 40 nations will gather 
in the historic Canadian city to set 
up a permanent Inteniatlonal or­
ganization to lead -that attack.

The organization will be known 
as the United Nations Food and 
Agriculture qrganlzaUon. It  has 
been abbreviated officially the
FAO. , _____

Outgrowth of Conferrwro
F A 0  is the outgrowth of 

United Nations Food and Agrricul- 
tufe conference held at Hot 
Springs, Va., in 1943.’ That con­
ference waa called by the late 
President Rooaevelt to set in mo­
tion plans for carrying out on A t­
lantic charter pledge to help free 
the world from want

It is a big, long-range job facing 
the FAO. Hunger 1* a giant even 
In this modern world of ocience 
and technology. Nutritional au­
thorities estimate that fully two- 
thirds of the wortd’a people subsist 
on diets inadequate for healthful 
living. . . . . .

It  has been estimated that to 
raise these dleU to adequate levels 
would require expanded production 
o f cereals by about 50 per cent: 
meats, fish, and poultry by nearly 
100 per cent; vegetable oils by 
about 125 per cent: ihltk and milk 
product* by about 160 per cent, 
and fruits amj vegetables by more 
than 300 per Cent.

The FAO is not^eslgned to be a  
charitable or relleKorganlzatlon. 
Rather it 1s Intended to play the 
role of teacher and guld>! It  will 
have no direct powers or authority 
in the field of food production, or 
distribution.

I f  present plans are carried out,
• it win have a staff o f experts in 
various fields of agricultural pro­
duction, distribution and nutrition. 
I t  will gather together the best 
knowledge available in these fields. 
I t  will conduct research.

This knowledge w’lll be passed 
along to the member nations, along 
with recommendations for meet­
ing food and farm problems of the 
individual countries.

Each government ivill have to 
decide for Itself whether to adopt 
the FAO recommendations.-

The FAO Is expected to work 
hand in hand with other United 
Nations organizations in the fields 
o f finance, ' labor, commerce and 
trade, health and International se­
curity.
■ Cooperation Frlmary Need

Sponsors recognize fully that 
the PAO in Itself will be unable to 
do much unless there is interna­
tional cooperation-In these other 
fields. They realize that the first 
cause of hunger Is  poverty, aiid 
that It Is useless'to produce more 
food unless men and nations pro- 
v lde-^e markets to absorb it. 
x-Thus well-paying jobs for mil­

lions now undernourished is Sn es­
sential weapon for the battle 
against hunger.

The FAO is being established to 
show the way to greater prodtic- 
tlon and more efficient distribu­
tion of food.

But there must be an expansion 
o f the whole W’orld economy to 
provide much greater purchasing 
power I f the guidance expected of 
the FAO Is to be o f any great use.

Until there is some evidence of 
such on economic expansion, farm­
ers In the more highly developed 
countries may be; inclined to look 
with skepticism upon work o f the 
FAO.

R. A. Rudenko, chief prosecutor 
for the Soviet union, notified the 
court yesterday that it had been 
impossible to complete, transla 
tion o f the 35,000-word .ilocument 
In time and asked for a delay.

A fter the indictments are hand­
ed up, the court is exproted to sd^ 
journ to Nuernberg fpr the open-' 
ing o f the trials, the date for 
which will be set later.

Veterans Use 
Legal Aid Plan

Advice and Assistance 
In Domestic Relations 
Large Part of Work

Waterbury, Oct. 15—  (ff)—  The 
War Work committee of the Con­
necticut State Bar association re­
ported today that during the past 
year it had received the largest 
nuthber o f requests for legal oa- 
alattance from members o f the 
armed forces since the committee 
waa organized soon after the out­
break o f the war.

Furthermore, i the committee- 
sold that, contrary to expecta­
tions, there had been “no marked 
reduction" in the number. of re­
quests after hostilities ceased. 

Contlnnoace Becomsnended 
The committee, headed by Sam­

uel H. Platcow o f New Haven and 
with Governor Baldwin os honor­
ary chairman, therefore recom­
mended in its report to the annual 
meeting o f the State Bar associa­
tion here that th'e'proxram o f War 
Work committees o f local Bar as­
sociations “be vigorously oon- 
• tlnued.”

A  large portion o f the work, the 
committee indicated, consisted of 
answering appeals for advice and 
aaaiatance In domestic relations 
matters.

The committee's 1944 report aaid 
at that time there had been “a 
substantial increase" in requests 
and "a  marked reduction" in ap­
peals for help on problem* relat­
ing to testamentary requirements, 
descent o f property at death, 
powers o f attorney, etc.

remembers the warning Wendell 
Winkle gave In “One World.” The 
peoples of the East, he said, bad 
hegun to open tha book of free­
dom and had begun to read it. It 
woulA ba fuUle to expect that they 
whitld com* through a war being 
waged for freedom without trymg 
to claim aome of that precious 
commodity for themselves. It 
wduld be wrong for the great na­
tions to try to dany a greater 
Share freedom to these peoples.

That must be accepted as the 
haste reason for the present rebel­
lion in Java against the return of 
Dutch sovereignty, and as the 
reason tor rebellion in Indo-Chlna 
against the return of French im­
perialism. It seems to make lit­
tle difference that Dutch policy, 
midway through this war, made 

enlightened decision voluntari­
ly to extend greater freedoms. 
Somewhat similar to the dominion 
system of the British Oommon- 
wealth of NaUons, while French 
imperialism, probably the least en­
lightened of all imperialisms, has 
shown no sign of changing Its 
spots. The revolt, in each case, 

^is against the return of foreign 
bontrol, whether it is backward 
or eWghtaned.
V A g i^ rt thia basic truth, ail 
kinds oc'^^bls will be offered. It 
will be aSK^..that these insurrec- 
tioniata are extremists. It Will be 
said, with a trutbs.which goes for 
most rebellions, thablhey are vio­
lent and savage in tbbir methods 
of fighting. The outsid^world la 
even blaming the Japanese fOr̂  the 
trouble in Indo-Cbina, cVm  
though it is also using the J a p ^  
nese to control the situation in 
Java.

What is the outside world's 
remedy? So far, it .seems very 
clear. It is to gather the armed 
forces with which these uprisings 
may be put down. So far It is 
British forces which are defending 
French imperialism in Indo-China, 
and British forces which are, to­
gether with the Japanese, trying 
to restore order in Java. France 
and Holland are rushing to get 
troops of their owm on the scene. 

T h e  powers which fought so. cou­
rageously to defend themselves 

V from the overlordship of Hitler’s 
Germany, who have just won the 
great victory for their own free­
dom, are now engaged in new war 
in which they are, to say the least, 
not on the jside of freedom.

What should happen? It is true 
that the United Nations organiza­
tion is not yet. functioning. But 
it W'ouid seem appropriate for its 
members to try to honor aome of 
the United Nations principles 
even before they can be officially 
called upon to do so. It would be 
heartening if they would proceed 
not with force alone, but with 
some element of reason.

lied, obviously haVe little point. 
They are already written off, as 
glory. General Patton obviously 
does not believe that there is any 
method of converting them Into 
any guarantee of peace.

Whichever way various Japa­

nese statesmen try to defend Em­
peror Hirobito against possible 
charges that he himself is a war 
criminal, they seem to make his 
own guilt only the more certain.

Early in our occupation of Ja­
pan, Prince Konoye gave one ver­
sion of the Emperor's connection, 
with Pearl Harbor. According to 
him, Hlrohito had atgned a decla­
ration of war against the United 
States some time before Pearl 
Harbor, but had not known that 
the Pearl Harbor attack was 
planned. The Prince Konoye ver­
sion was backed by the Emperor 
himself, In his first interview with 
American correspondent*, when 
he Aid that he had not knowm 
that Tojo intended to use the un­
dated declaration of war for the 
Pearl Harbor attack.

New York. Oct. 15.—(-F)—Flltfng 
of radio sot prices by OPA giving 
increases to manufacturer* rang­
ing from lO'i to IS per cent over 
1941 figures but with wholesalers 
and retailers to absorb tbe advance 
has cleared the way for active 
civilian production. The effect, 
however, is to make the consumer 
market figures about what they 
were before the war.

Hesitancy had been shown by 
the industry since V-J day In get­
ting back to a full civilian capac­
ity pending clarification of the 
price Issue. Differences had de­
veloped over what tbe amount 
should be. Manufacturers *011 
contend in a number of instances 
tha£ the advances granted hafi not 
met the situation.

The concensus of set maker* 
was that while production now 
will "proceed promptly,",there was 
a  feeling that It would go "slowly 
for 'a considerable time?' 'Thia 
would be dtie primarily, it was ex­
plained, to tbe availability of 
parts, aome manufacturera of 
which have expressed the belief 
that they would be unable to get 
into large scale production until 
they gain “further relief.”

The price increases, described 
by OPA as compensating for labor 
and other advances, provide that 
sets lip to $11 be raised by 15. per 
cent, those $11 to $30 by ,12 per 
cent and those above $30 by 10 
per cent, all at the manufacturers’ 
level

Maternal death rates continue 
to decline as more women go to 
hospitals for confinement. Hos­
pital officials would be the last to 
take all the credit for this reduc­
tion, as hospitalized maternity pa­
tients receive better care during 
pregnancy and following delivery 
since the majority are attended by 
licensed doctors of medicine.

In the last <Iecade there has 
been a decided shift from home to 
hospital for cemfinement, until 
now more than three-fourths of 
all babies in this country are born 
in hospitals. In one qorth cen­
tral state noted for its reduction 
in maternal deaths, hospital con­
finements have increased from 42 
to 84 per cent in the last 10 years.

The success of hospital confine.-, 
ments Is largely th^result of high 
standards and a specialized cai;' 
program. Maternity patients 
segregated in.one part of the 
pital; Rooms or wards preside 
at least 70 square feet for/each 
patient with at least thiW  feet 
between beds. A  dellvera room 
is equipped with modern mcilities 
for the relief of pain an^the con­
duct of aseptic delivery/ Special 
arrangements are provided for the 
reception of the newborn infant.

2; Visitors known to have an - 
existing or recent communicable 
Infection, as well as those having 
contact with such infections, shall 
be excluded.

3. Visitors must not sit on beds 
or place articles of clothing on 
tho beds o f maternity patients.

4. Children are not permitted 
to visit in the nfaternity section.

5. yisltors may not enter the 
nursery "or have dlriect contact 
with InfahU. Whenever babies 
ore shown there must be coniplete 
separation o f babies from visitors 
by glass. No visitor should. be 
allowed in the mother’s room dur­
ing nursing o f the infant.
