They place an 
arbitrary limit on the number of 
correspondents allowed to enter 
that territory. They state, with 
an ominous note, that correspond­
ents who arc admitted, must

There is an a1m.>st 
irresistible impulse to drop - the 
white man’s burden, don a loin 
cloth and join the little brown peo­
ple in the sun.

The Budget bureau had recom­
mended that FBI funds be cut 
from $35,829,000 to $33,349,000, 
thus reducing personnel from 10,- 
872 to. 6,000 Hoover asked to 
be allowed to keep 8,223 employ­
es, but the committee went along 
with the Budget bureau's findings.

Reports Increase In Crime
It made public Hoover's testi­

Hartford, Oct. IT— "There 
are some very bad Japa, there are 
also some—very-good ones,’.’ says 
the Rev. Joseph A. Decoteau, pro­
fessor at La Salette seminary, who 
was a prisoner of the Japs for 
more than three years.

Father Decoteau said that one 
way of winning the Japs is to 
Christianize them. "This conquer­
ing is a big step toward it," he 
said.

Father Decoteau, a native of 
East Douglas, Mass., gave exam­
ples of some of the good Japs he 
referred to—Okomoto and Ito, two 
of the prison guards who. he said, 
shared their rations with some of 
the prisoners.

Lo.s Angeles — America must 

look to its schools to solve the 
problem of increasing divorce, says 
Dr. Paul Pppenoe, nationally rec­
ognized authority on domestic re­
lations.

Schools can and should provide 
a thorough education for mar­
riage, he says, but the chief diffi­
culty is that "nobody is willing 
to take the Initiative in finding a 
place for this education in our 
school curflculums.

.Dr. Popenoe, who founded tlie 
American Institute of Family Re­
lations back in 1930, pointed to 
the mounting divorce rate in ■ Los 
Angeles as an indication of the 
trend in marital relations.

For the first six months of this 
year. 17,188 marriage licenses 
were issued here and 15,216 di­
vorce suits filed. The divorce rati;; 
87 per cent. Lost year it was 84 
per cent, and the year before 74 
per cent.

When demobiliz'ation is comple­
ted, Dr. Popenoe believes, the di­
vorce rate is quite likely to exceed 

■ that of marriages.
Divorce is on the Increase every­

where except In South Carolina,

where the state constitution for­
bids it. Parents, in failing to solve 
their own domestic problems, are 
disqualifying themselves as epun- 
scllors for the children, and the 
churches, Popenoe pofhts out, do 
not reach enough people.

"If other states want to reduce 
divorce," Popenoe advises, "they . 
can do so, not by copying the con­
stitutional prohibition of South 
Carolina, but by adopting ^  atti­
tude of determined idealisim k be­
lief that family life Is so Impor­
tant as to justify a real effort for 
Its success." .

Dr. Popenoe, a prolific writer on 
social biology and a lecturer at 
the University of Southern Cali­
fornia. was asked by the Y. M. 
C. A. to write a booklet for ser­
vice men and their wives on how 
to make the war strengthen their 
marriages. More ■ than 400,000 
copies were circulated. This cau­
tioning fulvice broadly sums up 
the problem; • “—

"If you seek to attain individual 
happiness at the expense of the 
marriage, then the marriage will 
fail, and you will suddenly discov­
er that ‘you have lost your only 
chance of real and complete- hap- 
pinesS.

Motiier had Improved a little in 
health with the advent of spring 
and samg at some Sunday concerts 
at the Queen’s hall. Then ahe went 
to Ita ly and sang at Rimini with 
Puccini for a few weeks. Soon I- 
had orders to Join her, at the end 
of the Diaghiley engagement, for 
a tournee in South Africa lyith the 
opera company of (Jamillo Bonet- 
ti.

I  felt very depressed when I 
went with grandmama to say 
goodby to Diaghiley. He more or 
less told me that I  was leaving 
an atmosphere of art which I 
would not find elsewhere and that 
when I  returned I  would have lost 
ground by his standards. Diag- 
•hlley was to all dancers a per­
sonage whose word was law and 
who could not poi»i.hly be wrrong 
about anything. They practically 
groveled at his feet whenever he 
spoke to them, which he seldom 
did unless it was to flatten them 
o u t .  w i t h  criticism— but he 
watched everybody and knew how 
much progress every young bal­
lerina made. He had neve): paid 
much attention to me one way or 
the other, but Wrhat he said when 
I left made me feel very unhappy.

Mother had told me nothing in 
her letters about the formation of 
the ballet with the Bonetti com­
pany which 1 was now to Join, 
or who wais ballet master. I  did 
not want to dance under an Ita l­
ian, because they are always 
righting about Russian technique. 
Cecchettl was o f course an Italian 

"and had been originally brought 
from Italy for the Russian ballet, 
hut he was exceptional and had 
nothing of the antiquated operatic 
methods that most ordinary Ita l­
ian teachers use.

started on our trip late in July. 
Bailing for (Jape Town.

On the boat there was. the usual 
conglomeration ' of dull people, 
rather common • in general, but 
there was one moat interesting 
person, a Mrs. Louth, champion 
big-game shot and explorer. She 
was an extremely plain woman 
and on the eccentric side, for her 
back and arms were entirely tat­
tooed with snakes and lizards 
writhing in complicated patterns 
of blue and green.

Carclli, Bonetti’s btislness man­
ager, was 80 pleaspd that he spoke 
to mother at onpb and teld her 
he was n ego tia^ g  for the Teatro 
Colon- In Bi^enos Aires for the 
coming seamh and that he wanted 
to engag^ine for it. He showed 
us a c a l^  from the Municipal Art 
Commipmon of the Colon, saying 
that ^ e y  had engaged the . ballet 
corqpany of Alsxandro Jakobleff 

dancers Uavlova had left 
hind the previous year. Mother 

finally gave her consent for me 
to go to Buenos Aires under the 
care of Mario. Carelli and his wife.
