Sought to Shut Out 
Spain From Having 
Hand in Management 
Of Port of Tangier

Washington, O ct 18—UP)— Rus­
sia, emerging as a western .Medit­
erranean influence, sought to ' bar 
Franco Spain from a voice in the 
management o f Tangier, i t  was 
disclosed officially today.

Russia appended to International 
agreementa on Tangier, released 
for the first time a statement that 
Spain should not be permitted to 
tMce part In the admlnistraticm of 
the International jone until the 
government o f Generalissimo 
Franco "shall he replaced by a 
democratic regime.”

Spanish Actually Taking Part 
The Sovieta finally agreed, how­

ever, to an Amerlcan-Britbih- 
French statement that while they 
did not like Franco either they 
did not think the Spanish nation 
and people should be-ruled out of 
an area in which they had imme­
diate and historic interests. Russia 
went along on this and the Span­
ish actually are taking part in 
Tangier controls.

The temporary control commit­
tee for Tangier, which replaces the 
Spanish occupation that began in 
1940, Is composed o f American, 
Russian, BrlUsh, French, Belgium, 
Dutch, Portuguese, Swedish and 
Spanish representatives.

Marshall Sees 
Need of Huge 
Spying Group

Urges Maintenance of 
Intelligence Setup as 
Adjunct to Proposed

Washington, Oct. IS —(O —Gen. 
.George C. Marshall told senators 
today this country no longer can 
^epend on "coffee cup’’ intelligence 
Work but must have a world-wide 
espionage system.

The general of the Armies utged 
maintenance of an over-all Intel­
ligence setup as an adjunct to the 
proposed merger o f the Army and 
Naa^y into one military depart- 
meritv,,

ShooM. Know .Vbemt Intent 
"W e ahbuiq know as much as 

possible about the intent, at well 
as the military capabilities, of 
every country In the world,” ' he 
testified before the Senate Military 
affairs committee.

Marshau said that before the 
war this country depended on in- 
foriBstion that could be obtained 
by military attaches "over the cof­
fee cups at some dinner.”  He bad 
a vague recollection, he said with 
a smile, that Congress discourag­
ed any other kind of intelligence 
network.

A t the same time, the five star 
general said, all of the rest o f the 
world was finding out what the 
United States was doing. He In­
sisted that henceforth, this, coun­
try must put its intelligence on 
a "business basis.

“Wo must know the facts for 
our own defense," he declared. 

Marshal, pleading for a unified

Washington, Oct. 18—</P) 
— The Allied powers indicted 
24 German leaders and six 
Nazi, organizations today on 
charges of starting the. 
world’s greatest war and com­
mitting history’s most horri­
ble mass crimes of murder, 
torture, devastation and hate. 
The leaders named are former key 
men in Adolf Hitler’s goyeriiment 
andl top generals and admirals of 
the German high command.

Ac«assd Of Conspiracy 
Basically they are accus^ of a 

Rigantic "plan or consplrary,”  dat­
ing from 1921, to rule Germany 
and conquer other lands they 
wanted. Their strategy: treachery 
and terror, first finally a delib­
erate, aggresaive war. *

The 24,000 word accusation was 
drawn for presentation to the 
four-power war crimes court at 
Berlin. It  Is an unprecedented doc­
ument It  sums up in cold legal 
form Allied fury over Nazi out­
rages, and it forces the men ac­
cused o f responsibility to answer 
for their acta.

RecHal o f Horrors 
The bulk o f the. document la a 

recital of horrors.
The Nazis and their high com­

mand associates are blamed offi­
cially for the brutal alaughter of 
about 10,000,000 helpless persons 
civilians and prisoners of war.

About 4,000,000. were slain at 
Auschw'ltz concehtrstlon camp 
alone, the Indictment'saya, and 
another 1,600,000 In notorious 
Maidanek.

O f 9,600,000 Jews who came un­
der Nazi domination in and out 
o f Genaanv, the document asserts. 
5,700,000 disappeared, “ most, of 
them deliberately put to death by 
Nazi conspirators.”

July, President Truman, Prime 
minister Attlee and Generalissimo 
Stalin laid down an Allied i>ollcy 
for Germany which for all pracU 
cal purposes superseded the earlier 
directive aent'to Elsenhower as an 
expression of American policy 
alone.

Tw’o persons died and six were 
injured in a crowd which attacked 
the offices of the newspaper Crlt- 
Ica, outspoken critic of Peron and 
FarrelJ, during the night. Some 
employe's of the. newspaper said 
bombs and machine-guns were 
used In tho attack. T^o building, 
was fired, but employes extin^ 
gulshed the flames. The offlee-of 
the newspaper La Prensa-also vfna 
attacked.

At the height of this violence, a 
government communique said the 
demonstrations which had flnr^ 
throughout the dav had "dissolved 
themselves In perfect order” and 
that both the city and the rest of 
the country were perfectly calm 

Held in Oistody for Time
Peron, ousted by .leaders of the 

Camoo dc Mayo garrison Oct. 0. 
and for'a  time held In custody, 
told the hysterically cheering 
crowds massed In the Plaza de 
Mayo that he would ted<e a brief 
vacation in a southern province 
and then return to the capital to 
"flght shoulder to shoulder with 
the workers until I am exhaust­
ed.”

It was Peron’s possible candi­
dacy for the prc.sldency In next 
April’s elections which kept Ar­
gentina In a state of ferment for 
months.

Peron said he would resign from 
this Army, remaining a colonel un­
der a law permitting officers to 
retain rank and uniform on re­
tirement. His resignation pos^- 
bly paved the way for his candi­
dacy.

Notables Discarded Promptly
Only a short time before Peron 

addressed the cheering throngs In 
the packed, torchlit square, AI-̂  
varez had submitted a list of five 
civilian notables for the cabinet.

Loysville, Pa.—A memorial park

Gromyko announced today he 
waa uncertain whether he would 
go to Moscow next week.

Hits Confusion Stage

Stems from Effort by 
All Sides to Explore 
Every Possible Angle 
O f New Development

By John M. Hightower
Washington, Oct. 18—(iP)—Con- 

greaslonal dincuuion of the atomic 
bomb haa reached the stage of 
utter confusion.

This atate, however, is usual in 
the early diacuuiona of any great, 
new and complex question here. It 
atema^from an effort by all aides 
to explore every poaalble angle.

On' the atomic bomb this has 
happened:

,No Defense Against Wespdn 
/ I. Scientist after scientist testi­
fied there was no defense against 
the weapon. Then the House Naval 
committee hinted strongly there 
was a defense. Then it said Its in­
formation was baned on previous­
ly published reports and had not 
come from the Navy. ^

2. Dozens o f demands have been 
voiced for "keeping the secret”  of 
the atomic bomb. But most of the 
Bcienllata agree there ix no real 
secret, except for bits of mechani­
cal knowledge which any country 
with know-how, like. Russia, can 
figure out for Itself In time.

3. Several congressional com­
mittees though they were 'best 
qualified to study atomic bomb 
development and report on it. 
Each had a different idea of the 
Job to be done.

A t auch times it is good to stop 
sniffing around in blind allies and 
get out where the facta are clear-.

Some .Atomic Fundamentals
Here ara some atomic funda­

mentals worth keeping in mind as 
the great debate gradually pro­
gresses through the state of con­
fusion ;

It  is the almost unanimous opin­
ion of the scientists who worked 
on it or related projects that the 
A-bomb was’a good secret so long 
as it was a complete secret.

When the first one fell on Hiro­
shima and was announced at 
Washington, the secret was o’it. 
This was and is Important for two 
reasons, even had Washington 
never spoken another word on the 
subject: .

1. I t  proved that an atomic 
bomb could be ifiade. Thgt was in­
centive to scientists elsewhere to 
dig in and work hard.

2. I t  proved that an atomic 
bomb waa even more destructive 
tl,an had been expected. It  there­
fore became Imperative for other 
powers to discover and prodflee it.

But the United States govern­
ment, having spent $2,000,000,000 
on the project, did not stop witn 
announcing the fact o f the bomb. 
The government also issued a 
comprehensive report on its devel­
opment.

Tells Lot To Scientists
Competent physicists say this 

tella a lot of what an outside sci­
entist would need to know to make 
a bomb.

President Truman dumped the 
whole problem of doJnestlc control 
In the lap of Congress'and said he 
waa talking with the ^ t ia h  and 
Canadians about international con- 
trola. Later he said he woqld not 
divulge Industrial aecreta o f the 
bomb's manufacture.

Those same competent physi­
cists say that wjli not keep the 
Russians or any other great ra­
tion from making atomic bombs in 
three to five years.

Now put those points on the ta­
ble w i t h . ^  rest o f the cards.

No one/ in Washington thinks 
seriously /that the United States 
la going/to have a war with any 
counti^ An the next five years. 
The ctuieal period will be after 
tbe wojnd baa recovered from the 
war Jv«t ended. Say 15 to 25 
years,
AnMng Most Serious Problems 

aus on the best scientific evi- 
,dence It seems certain that any 
nation eapabl, o f fighting the 
Uiiited States will have atomic 
bombs by the time *t needs them.  ̂
'1‘hlB seems to indicate that among | 
tbe most serious problems raised 
by tbe A-bomb are;
. 1. How to reorganize the land, 

■ea and air forces o f the nation to 
.meet the new atrategric znd tacti­
cal threats of the bomb.

2. How to redefine the nation’s 
“ frontiers” for maximum pro­
tection— if any—against atomic 
attack.

3. How to make more and bet- 
' tec. A-bombs ih line wftb ^ e  de­

veloping -policy of peace through 
power, as contrasted with the pre­
war policy of peace through, weadc- 
neaa.

4. How to develop industrial 
use o f atomic, energy. This will 
Inevitably result In new discov­
eries that will contribute greatly 
to military uses.

But all these are subordlitate to 
tbs. main tirobleih—bow to pre­
vent another war tdb terrible to 
contemplate.

Flu Signs Sometimes

Mean Brucellosis

. -A-. young basketball player re 
ported to the team physician 
for an examination in mid-sea­
son. The coach had used him 
in every game, but lately the 
player hadn't felt quite well. 
seemed to tire easily and thought 
he had a little fever at times. A 
specimen o f blood was sent to the 
public health labratories, where 
tests showed he had brucellosis. 
Later" the physician learned he 
had been drinking raw milk which 
came from infected cows.

Brucellosis also is known as 
malta fever, 6r undulant fever. 
Infection develops from one to 
three weeks after exposure, with 
first symtoms resembling influ­
enza. Weakness IS the outstand­
ing complaint. Most of the pa­
tients perspire a great deal and 
Jiave aching pains. Appetite is 
impaired and constipation is presr 
ent. Other complaints are ina­
bility to sleep, restlessness and an 
irritable disposition.

Patients Usually Recover
Sometimes the- disease develops i 

in the case of the youiig basket­
ball player. Brucellosis runs a 
course o f variable length with the 
patient recovering as a rule. Other 
cases go into the chronic stage and 
after a time it may be difficult to 
distinguish brucellosis patients 
from those suffering with nervous 
exhaustion.

Chronic brucellosis la always 
considered when patients com­
plain of weakness, fever aches 
and pains and discomfort in" va­
rious parts of the body. Compli­
cations develop in the eyes, mouth, 
lungs, liver, bile; ducts, spleen and 
skin. Diagrnosis Is made from his­
tory and blood examinations. Dis­
ease signs may persist in the blood 
long after the infection has sub­
sided.

Contracted From Animals
Brucellosis has. been known 

for over 50 years. The usual 
source of the disease in man is in­
fected cattle, swine and goats. 
Germs enter the body by way of 
the skin, or through swallowing 
Infected food or drink.

Treatment of brucellosis during 
the acute stage is good nursing, 
sulfa drugs, and care o f complica­
tions. The more acute the disease, 
the better the result from the 
sulfas. I f  the infection resists the 
sulfa drugs, fever treatments are 
sometimes prescribed. Treatment 
o f chronic brucellosis is not so sat­
isfactory, but special vaccines 
have been used with varying suc­
cess.

When the disease .develops Into 
the chronic stage, the body finds it 
more difficult to overcome the in­
fection. During the convalescent 
stage, it is often necessary for the 
physician to prescribe a regular 
program of rest, exeepise, diet and 
encouragement since the infection 
has a tendency to exhaust the in­
dividual. •

Navy Slower * 
On Releases

Senate Committee Calls 
^ On Denfeld to An­

swer Complaints .Heard

Washington, Oct.- l 8.— (>P)—The 
Senate Military committee called 
on the chief of Naval' personnel 
today to answer' complaints about 
the tempo o f the Navy's demobil­
ization program.

Committee members said they 
had many questions to ask Admir­
al Louis Denfeld, based .mainly on 
contentions that the "Navy dis- 
chEU-ge system Is slower and less 
liberal than the War department's.

Meanwhile the Navy made pub­
lic an assurance from Secretary 
Forrestal that withdrawal of war­
ships from the Pacific to celebrate 
Navy day in this country Oct. 27 
would not slacken the homeward 
flow o f troops.

"No vessel which could carry 
men ia being held in port merely 
to celebrate Navy day," l̂ e said.

Hopes For Good News 
Acting Chairman Edwin C. 

Johnson (D-Ctolo.) of the Military 
committee told a reporter he hoped 
Denfeld could supply some “ good 
news to match that we got from 
the Army yesterday.”

■The good- news from the Array 
came in this testimony by Brig. 
Gen. R. W. Berry, deputy person­
nel chief:

1. Voluntary enlistments totaled 
more than l,O0(l a day for the last 
two weeks, all potential replace­
ments for high point men.

2. Discharges now are at the 
rate of 40,000 a day, should total 
more than 1,100,000 in October, 
and are expected to continue at

the same speed in November and 
December.

3. The Arm y may have to low­
er the critical discharge score be­
low 60 points in December.

In  a separate statement Brig. 
Gen. Charles F. Born, boas of A r­
my A ir Forces separations, said 
the A  A  F  was creating 8,000 ci- 
vlliana a day and expected to have 
all eligihlea back in private life 
by Oct. 27.

Johnson and Senator Revercomb 
(R-W. Va.) asked Berry about 
General Marshall's statement to 
Congress that the Army hoped to 
Junk its point system and let o\it 
everyone with two years’ service 
late this winter.

Means Around March 20 
Berry said this still v.'as the 

goal, but remarked that "I.ate this 
winter means around March 20.

He disclosed that the sudden 
Jump in voluntary enlistments had 
created some table o f organization 
problems. Most of the men who 
are rejoining the Army are non- 
commissioner officers, and there 
are various unit ceilings on the 
number of non-coms.

Of the, first 18,000 who signed 
up 22 per cent were master ser­

geants, more than 50 per cent had 
at least three stripes and only 22 

.per tent were privates.
“W e got a few Indians along 

with the chiefs,”  Berry observed 
wryly.

He gave credit for the big vol­
ume of enlistments to--special in­
ducements recently voted by Con­
gress.

Washington. — Here are some 
questions from veterans who have 
just returned from Eurdpe, re­
garding education benefits under 
the GI Bill of Rights:

Q. 1 was wounded overseas ahjl 
received a permanent disability. I 
have been receiving my monthly 
check from the Government but 
think if I go to school I will even­
tually be able to support myself 
completely. Is it possible to have 
the Government .send me to school 
while I am getting that money?

A. Yes, but an adjustment will 
be made as to how much you will 
get all together. You won't get 
the full amount o f the disability 
checks plus all the money usually 
paid for education.  ̂ You will be 
paid according to your special case 
and needs.

Q. L  took R.O.T.C. when-1 was 
in college and r^eived my cbm- 
mission In August, 1940 I served 
for four months and was forced 
to leave because of a condition I 
developed In my ear. Am I eli­
gible for another year of college 
on the Government in order to 
start working for a degree?

A. Yes. You served the neces­
sary 90 days to qualify for the ' 
GI Rights benefits.

Q. I was drafted a month before 
the end of the war. I understand 
that you have to have served at 
least 90 days prior to the end of 
the war in order to  qualify for GI 
education ' rights. Does this mean 
that no matter how long I am 
kept in I will never qualify for 
Goverfiment-paid 'Education.

A. You can qualify for the edu­
cation benefits. The 90 days serv­
ice need not all be within the 
period September 16, 1940, to end 
of the war, but may Include serv­
ice extending into or beyond this 
period.

Q. I never finished high school. 
They tell me the education the 
Government gives you is for learn- 
*lng a trade or going to college. Is 
this true?

A. You can get money from the 
Government to pay f6r finishing 
high school as well as for college 
or vocational education.

The chairinan explained the 
steps involved and asked for a 
vote on this question, that this 
group become the Hollister School 
Parent-Teacher Association, the 
motion was carried unanimously.

Television in Color Soon 
Promised by CBS Expert

New York, Oct. 18—(.4*)—Tele-• 
vision in color, a development that 
has been in ihe alow process ot 
laboratory research for a decafie 
or so but more speedily advanced 
in recent years by Dr. Peter C. 
Goldmark of CBS, again haa been 
brought back to public attention. 
It  came in testimony given before 
the Federal Communications Com­
mission at a hearing On rules rod 
regulations lor commercial tele­
vision. ■ • .

Enough laboratory progress has 
been made, it was stated, to War­
rant a new public demonStratiqn 
around the year’s end.

Paul W. Keaton. CBS vice presi­
dent. testified that teSU both with­
in the laboratory and outside with 
a tpcclaUy set up transmitter pro­
vided "superb color” Images “ beau* 
tlfully deUlled." Aa a result he 
declared, full color is "no longer a 
theory, but a fact.”

Dr. Goldmark told the commi*- 
aion that work had been started on 
the manufacture of transmitter 
and receiver equipment prepara­
tory to more Intenalfied tests. The 
system he employs obtains the 
color effect with the aid o f a spe­
cial synchronous motor rotating a 
color mask or ^sk  together with 
a particular type o f transmUalon.

In demoristratlona before the 
war, which had delayed work on 
the ^a tem . much progress had 
bean shown. Now the stage haa 
been reached in which operations 
have been moved up to the higher 
frequencies, where more apace la 
available and where CBS has urged 
that televioion move to provide Im­
proved service. These chonnela 
run from 480 to 020 megacycles 
compared to 60 to 216 megacycles, 
at intervals, for the present oper­
ating ayatem, as assigned under 
the recent FCC allocations.

A  number of southern Demo­
crats who often In the past have 
joined with Republicans in over­
riding White House' wishes dis­
closed that they U’ould support the 
Appropriations committee amend­
ment.

And Republican Leader Joseph 
W. Martin of Massachusetts said 
he believes his forces will back It 
almost to a man.

The USES now is under jurisdic­
tion of the Labor department. It 
formerly was operated . by the 
states in conjunction with the un­
employment compensation pro­
gram but was placed under Fed­
eral control early In the war In an 
effort to route more manpower 
into war plants.

Calls for Grant to States 
• In recommending that the em­

ployment offices be returned to 
state control, the Appropriations 
committee called for a $30,000,0«0 
grant to the states to handle the 
job. I f  proposed that the trans­
fer take place 30 days after en­
actment.

The Senate already has voted to 
return the USES to the states, 
but the House sidetracked the pro­
posal because it was part of a Job­
less aid bill-ebjqctionable t o r 
House members.

“ Private”  A ir Force Collected 
Nazi Planes for Study by A A F

Freeman Field, Ind. —  Uncle 
Sam gladly arranged for a British 
carrier, six Liberty ships, and 36 
freight cars to bring Col. Harold * 
E. Watson's war souvenirs to the 
United States.

To collect his mementoes. Colo­
nel Watson not only developed his , 
own private "air force, but re-' 
cruited a Nazi Luftwaffe — under 
American management — as well. 
Most o f his souvenirs are German 
aircraft in flyable condition.

They were gathered'while fight­
ing was still in progress, by as 
strange k collection of little-pub­
licized dare-devils as evei* donned 
uniforms. Colonel Watson’s air 
force was tiny, consisting of 20 
carefully selected American'tech- 
rilcal experts suid 20 Luftwaffe pi­
lots and mechanics.

The Americans worked as kir 
Technical Intelligence teams. Us­
ually a team of four experts would 
work together, borrowing a jeep 
and a GI sergeant who knew how 
to forage food and set up canjp 
for the night in an open field. The 
men carried their own bedding and 
rations, and seldom completed a 
mission in less than a week or ten 
days.

The Luftwaffe recruits served a 
special function. They not only 
supplied technical information, but 
serviced German planes and test­
ed them so that American fliers 
could be sure no sabotage had 
been attempted.

Colonel Watson's alr..force was 
organized shortly after American 
landings were made in Africa. The 
men followed the fronts, arriving 
at captured airports before the 
smoke of battle had cleared.

Pooled Data
Frequently under fire, the A T I 

men had to be experts with all 
weapons, and needed an amazing­
ly varied background o f training 
and Ulent*.” They~had~tJr Tecog- 
nlre the importance of any new 
gadget they might find in a 
wrecked -Nazi plane. They had to 
speak French and German well 
enough td question prisoners and 
find their way around on bac’a 
roads. Most of them were pilots, 
engineers, mechanics. Jeep and 
truck diivers.

They collected. In addition to 
aircraft in flying condition, all of 
the armament, turrets, engines, 
instruments, photographic equip­
ment. rescue ' equipment, radar, 
and other technical devices’ in 
which the A A F  had expressed an 
interest. These were rushed to 
Wright Field, where experts ana­
lyzed them end learned Luftwaffe 
secrets.

While Colonel Watson concen­
trated on aircraft, a staff of 300 
experts gathered air accessories 
at three centers, in Mersberg, 
Stuttgart, and Nuremberg. Brit­
ain’s R A F  and the AAF.cooperat­
ed in this "a ir technical liaison.”

All the 24 Germans named wore 
indicted collectively for partici­
pating in a comhioii plan of con­
spiracy and individually fo r  the 
parts they played in plunging the 
world into its bloodiest and cost­
liest war. •

The charges were made in four 
categories: Conspiracy, crime 
against peace, war crime, and 
crime against humanity.

Specially the four nations listed 
such crimes as “ murder, HI treat­
ment. deportation for slave labor 
. . . murder and HI treatment of 
prisoners of war and of persons, 
piracy on the high seas, taking 
and killing hostages, plunder of 
public and private .property, wan­
ton destruction of cities, tow'na 
and villages and devastation not 
Justified by military necessity."

The first public session of the 
tribunal proceeded smoothly and 
in the atmosphere of any well or­
ganized, court.

-^Protest Basis
Students and L a b o r  

Union Pickets*Parade; 
War Seen With Russia

...Los Angeles. Oct. 18.—(J*)—
While Gerald L. K- Smith ad­
dressed a "Ham 'n Eggs" pension 
plan meeting and predicted war 
with Russia by 1950, more» than 
8,000 high School students and 
labor union pickets paraded last 
night in protest against him using 
a achool building for his ^eech.

Smith, one-time lieutenant of 
Louisiana's Huey Long, charged 
that the demonstration, which po­
lice said was the largest they ever 
saw, waa Inspired by “clever Holly­
wood (Communists." The pension 
plan he supports, said Smith, "is 
the most effective move of the 
common people against commun­
ism.”

Deacrtbed as Fascist
ClO-Umted Auto Workers plac­

ards described Smith as a Fascist, 
and there were hundreds reading; 
"Our boys died for the democracy 
that Smith would destroy." A 
sound truck blared instructions for 
the marchers, who s w a r m e d  
around the Polytechnic H i g h  
school. ■

Difficult Time 
W ill Be Faced

More Newsprint Will Be 
A v a i l a b l e  But Not 
Enough to Go Around
Chicago, 6ct. 18. There

will be more newsprint the first 
of the year than now is available, 
says a War Production Board of­
ficial, but when the government's 
newsprint order Is revoked on 
Jan. 1 the first six months of 1946 
“will be the moat difficult period 
encountered.

‘There will not be enough to 
go around,” Col. J. Hale Stein- 
man, director, Printlnt'and Pub­
lishing division. WPB, told the In­
land Dally Press Association's 
61st annual meeting yesterday. 
I’A real shortage will exist, 
r “ In this transition from govern­
ment control to a free economy a  
disastrous situation can be avoid­
ed if every user o f newsprint vol­
untarily continues restrictions,” 
Stelnman, president of the Lan­
caster (Pa.)'newspapers, told the 
newspaper officials.

Supply Will Be Short 
Stelnman said tne newsprint 

supply for the first six months of 
next ,veaf w’lll have improved by 
90,000 tons, “ but when the gov­
ernment order Is lifted and con­
sumers are free to buy ail the 
newsprint they can, the demand 
may Increase 10 per cent over the 
base year. Then w’e will need 
255,987 tons more in the six- 
month period than the supply on 
hand and will be short 42,666 tons 
a month."

If consumers used 100 per cent 
of newsprint quotas in the first 
half of 1946, the requirements 
would total 1,993,593 tons. Ths 
estimated supply from all source* 
—United States,. Canada and 
Newfoundland—totaled 1,910,000

tons, or 14,000 tons a m"}nth short 
of the demand.

NeiVsprint production has drop* 
ped 60 per cent this year from the 
peak of .1i684,000 tons' in 1926, 
Stelnman aald. This year 12 com­
panies are producing newsprint as 
compared to 41 in 1926, while only 
five are expected to bo in produc­
tion in 1948. The mills have not 
gone out of business, he said, but 
have begun manufacturing other 
kinds of paper.

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Buanos Airaa was plastered 
with announcements of the debut 
of the great company for tbe 
Colon, and the abonnementa were 
completely sold out already. The 
opei^g waa a sensational triumph 
for Camlllo Bonetti: the opeaa 
chosen waa "Le Rol de Lahore," 
a work not often given. The de­
cora were superb, with Natalino 
of Milan, a great stage craftsman, 
in charge, and the Maestro Tullio 
Serafln conducting.

The ballet took place In a scene 
with an enormous blue fountain 
with an enormous blue fouuntaln 
In the center of tbe stage. Jakob- 
leff was painted silver from bead 
to foot, wtth aU his veina traced 
In blue paint, and he danced with 
a big silver bail around the tsill 
fountain. It waa a very startling 
effect and established his com­
pany firmly with the Argentinea.

This waa the first time I had 
danced in a performance for the 
President, and none of us knew 
(hat the custom in Argentina Is to 
leave all the lights on in the house 
so that the society occupying the 
stalls and boxes can sec one an­
other and bow and whisper and 
th» ladies can discuss their toil­
ettes and Jewels. It is very dis­
concerting until one becomes used 
to it.

Thp (Jolon was like a world in 
Itself,'and has been the scene of

and elegant. Of course the old 
' lady worshiped Claudia and never 
left the dressing room. The Colon 
has, among other things, most 
luxurious star dressing rooms, 
with bathrooms, reception rooms, 
walls hung with brocade and 
beautiful rugs on the floors. The 
Sigmnra insisted on cooking spa­
ghetti over a small stove in their 
dressing room at all hours, #nd 
even during the functions a potent 
smell of frying oil and garlic per­
meated the passage and stairways.

The ddor of spaghetti and meat 
balls that met the nostrils of 
pressmen and dlsl;lngiil8hed vis­
itors as they approached the stars' 
dressing rooms waa really some­
thing, but nobody could get the 
Signora to forego this habit—any 
more than they could manage to 
get her to stop drenching the stage 
with holy water every time her 
daughter sang. Before'the evening 
performance, there was as a rule 
only a few firemen, and a watch­
man left in the theater—all the 
stagehands and- company . being 
out eating. The stage was left set 
for the first act, lighted only by 
a small pilot light placed near 
the orchflitra pit. One evening 
they were giving ’’La Forza del 
Destino,” an opera which has the 
reputation of being a ‘‘Jettatore’’ 
or jinx to all Italian singers, and 
old Mother Muzio went down from 
her daiighter’ir dressing room all 
by herself to give the stage a good 
dose of holy water in order to 
cut the bad luck.

She wandered about muttering 
prayers to herself all over jthe vast 
expanse of the darkened stage, 
and straight off it Into the deep 
drop oj the orchestra pit—landing 
on the violin section of the Ih- 
struments. Now the Colon orches­
tra had about 120 mustclans, and 
I don’t  recall how many bass fid­
dles and violins, but Mother Muzio 
flattened out most of them. “La 
Forza del Destino’’ had lived up 
to Its reputation.
