‘‘Peacetime military training Is 
undemocratic In that It leads to 
seeds of totalitarianism and cen­
tral eontrol. It is Interesting to 
read Gcncr.nl Marshall’s report. 
The first part of it is a great 
American document.' In the last 
part he is not displaying the in­
sight shown in the first p4rt.

" I f  we could sec the documents 
land letters of Bi.smari-k’s time and 
Compare therii with the last part 
of Marshall’s report we would be 
amazed at their similarity. M ar­
shall wants a democratic method 
of peacetime military training 
What Bismarck proposed to the 
German nation was dcniocratlC 
conscription which, in time, clc 
generated into totalllnrlanfsm 
There is the same danger in the 
Marshall proposal as there was in 
Bismarck’s.

“The change advocated by the 
general would bring about a radl 
ca] departure from the processes 
of our 170 years of democratic 
government. He ’ quotes lengthy 
passage.s from our first president. 
George Washington, and sho’ws he 
favored peacetime military .con­
scription, What happened to Wash­
ington’s proposal, however, was a 
marvelous example of the demo­
cratic spirit; because Washington 
was not supported by the Con­
gress.

What happened to France shows 
that a great standing Army does 
not mean that a nation can be de­
fended. ‘

"Tlie genera! scemS to make a 
case for his cause on the grounds 
that the failure of the nation to 
have peacetime conscription was 
the cause of unpreparedness. The 
cause of oUr being unprepared vyaS 
because Congress failed to support 
a bill passed In 1920 for the na­
tional defense. It adopted a pinch- 
penny attitude and did not support 
the defense program laid out in 
that legislation. If Uiat bill had 
been supported we would have 
been adequately prepared.

"Many people have the attitude 
that a year In the Army will 
straighten a boy out, if he has an 
inclination toward wildness. The 
Army ia not an institution for 
making good citizens. It makes 
good soldiers, the beat in the 
world, Good citizens are made 
through democratic InstituHons. 
There are ba'd citizens who come 
from the Army as well as bad citi­
zens livho come from civilian life. 
It is not the business of the Army 
to make good citizens;

" I f  we admit ,lt is necessary to 
put a boy into the Army in order 
to make a good citizen we admit 
the schools, tjie honies, the colleges 
and the churches have failed In 
their task. It-is-true-^hat^-ln-many- 
cases they have been a failure. Yet 
we can correct these when we find 
the reason

Is Not Democratic 
"The general stresses what he 

proposes is thoroughly democratic.
I contend it is totalitarian. He 
.says all must .adhere to the war­
time spirit nnd that for future 
wars all resources must be used.

"A fter the boys have been con­
scripted then labor will be con­
scripted.

Hardly an hour has passed in the 
war years but what prayers were 
offered by the priests of this large 
congregation for men and women

During the war provision was 
made by the pastor for two extra 
ma.sses each Sunday to accommo­
date war plant workers.

The church, exclusive of its par- 
Isioners, ha-s purchased more than 
$25,000 In War Bonds and also 
contrlbvited to all local drives.

On VE Day a mass of Thanks­
giving was sung in the morning 
of that- day with benediction at 
evening and on WJ Day, the re­
verse was true, benediction in the 
evening and ma.ss the next morn- 
Ing, , ■

TThe service flag of the church 
increased- in number of minis 
trnnts in service from a few men 
In 1941 to 818 to date and the Gold 
Star list numbers 32 to date.

St. Mary’s Eplseopal Church 
In World War II St. Mary's 

church acquired an interesting 
distinction. Although there are 
other parishes in the Episcopal 
church in Connecticut with a 
greater total membership, the lo­
cal parish had more of its mem- 
bera in the armed forces than any 
other single Episcopal church unit 
In the state. The 309 persona, con­
sisting of 294 men and 15 women, 
who entered the aervicea from St.- 
Mary*!, represented 19.8 per cent 
(or nearly one-fifth) of the Com­
municant strength of the local 
pariah (1555).

Eight members of St. Mary’s 
church died In their country’s ser­
vice. They are remembered in the 
prayers of the congregation regu­
larly, beiog represente'd by the 
eight gold stars embroidered on 
the sendee flag which hangs in 
the nave.aa an aid to such prayers. 
'Those who gave their lives were 
William Anderson. Ernest Edward 
Bartley, Frederick Collings, Jr., 
Arthur Davis, William Charles 
Henry, Joseph Lennon Jr., VWl- 
11am Miller, and George Hutchin­
son Rich.

Establish Veterans Fund 
In the spring of 1945, with final 

viefbry near at hand, the people 
of St. Mary’s sought a practical 
w'ay to give thanks to Almighty 
God and likewise show their grati­
tude towards those members who 
had risked their lives to protect 
'us. They decided to establish tlie 
St. Mary’s Veterans’ Fund, wWch 
is a loan fund for. veterans who 
are membera^of the parish'. Contri­
butions to the fund have been made 
by t^e gift of both War Bonds and 
cash; ’̂ e  Veterans’ Fund is a 

[/OlThafik^Offering on the part of the 
peoples of St. Mary's. Any V|fteran 
who/is a member of the parish 
maw apply to the Rector of St. 
Male's in time of need and be 
granted a loan from this fund if 
his need is shown to be valid. He 
will be charged no interest, and 
there is no stated time limit on 
siiWTbahs. So. while giving thanks 
to God for the end of hostilities, 
the people of the parish are, now 
and in the future, expressing their 
appreciation to their, sejrvice men 
and women in a realistic and prac­
tical way.

. For these veterans know ■now 
that, whenever In the future the 
"going is hard,”  their church will 
stand behind them through. .the 
St. Mary's Veterans’ Fund.
. In November of 1943 a group 
of people began to assemble every 
Wednesday noon in the nave of 
the church for intercessory pray­
er on behalf of their relatives and 
friends in the armed- forces. This 
’ ’service of intercession," condiict- 
eed each week by one of the 
clei-gy of the parish, became a 
regular service. It is now helil  ̂
every Wednesday, summer and  ̂
winter, and will probal)ly continue 
as long as there is interest Ip 
such a service.

In 1943 the facilities of the par­
ish house were set' aside for the 
use'of the Red Crosg Blood Bank, 
which continued to make regular 
Visits until April of 1944, when it 
was moved to another location.

Service Club
Shortly after the beginning of 

the war a group of relatives and

St. Mary's church was Kept 
open and a' comfortable tem­
perature practically every day 
throughout the war. Many peo 
pie came In for private prayer or 
meditation. Special services of 
note were held on the days of the 
invasion of Europe, victory over 
Germany, and victory over Japan.

St. Bridget’s CXiureh 
The parish of St. Bridget’s 

Catholic church did its full .share 
in U)e winning of the war. Mem­
bers of this church served in all 
branches of the armed services 
and In addition one priest of the 
church. Rev. Francis P. Breen, 
offered his services as an Army 
chaplain and wa.s accepted for 
service.

5 Of ■a total of 178 parish mem- 
-4-bers in the service, four made the 

supreme sacrifice and prayers are 
continually being offered for the 
repose of their souls.

The Army took the largest 
number for service, a total of 166 
entering that branch during the 
past four years. The Navy ac­
cepted 88 and the Marines 13. 
Allotments to other br^ches 
were: Coast Gaurd, two; Nurse
Corps, one: WAC. two; WAVES, 
one; Merchant, Marine, four. In 
addition a number of the young 
women of the parish offered their 
services as Nurses Aides.

Prayers for Peace were includ­
ed in all of the masses said during 
the war and a high mass was cele­
brated monthly for the welfare of 
those In the service. A requiem 
high mass was celebrated for all 
of the men of the parish who were 
killed In action.

The Novena exercises, held 
every Monday night, were offered 
up for the safe return of those 
in the service and a high maRR of 
Thanksgiving was celebrated on 
both V-E and V-J Days. Num­
erous prayers were offered in all 
societies and their activities for 
the welfare of those in the service.

The Red Cross Nursing courses 
were held In the church ba.iement. 

Second Congregational
A committee of seven members

from the Second Congregational 
church undertook to keep In touch 
with the members of the church 
serving In the armed forces. Boxes 
were prepared and sent overseas 
and to men and women In the 
SU tA, Christmas boxes were sent; 
birthday cards, church publications 
and personal mall was sent.

The names, acldressea and birth­
day dates were published in the 
church calendar, corrected weekly, 
so that the church membera could 
write to the boys and girls in ser- 
vic6x *

Mrs. Millard Park of Wood- 
bridge street was chairman of this 
committee. It was well organized 
and carried out its work satisfac­
torily. The work of the committee 
was financed by gifts from the va­
rious church organizations and 
from individuals.

Special church-sponsored activi­
ties included Red Cross First Aid 
courMB. promotion of War Fund 
drives, annual gifts to the Red 
Cross, organization of a ^nteen  
unit, and unit* supplied for the 
clothing collection. /

•Special church observances in­
cluded three special services for 
Intercession, two memorial servic­
es for m em ^rs kHled/ in action. 
Sergeant Rudolph Nelson and Pfc. 
William Chamberla^ and three 
Victory and Peace iervlces.

A total of 118 members o f the 
church were called! to the servicer. 
The Army claimed 88, the NaVy 
22r the Marines two, the WACc 
three, the Waves one and two 
Nurses. Of this number 16 were 
officers. Eleven members of the 
parish received the Purple Heart 
Medal for suffering wounds in ac­
tion.

, rhiireh of the Nazarene
The war activii iea of the Church 

of the Nazarene have not been nu­
merous nor ot great volun'e. 4>ut 
her contribution can be meas"'ed 
by her devotion to the simple task 
o f ministering in spiritual needs. 
Scarcely a meeting has passed that 
prayer was not made for those of 
the armed forces'.

The Service Flag o f . the church 
of 30 blue stars and one gold star 
and the church Roll of Honor, both 
served to remind thi worshippers 
to pray fpr the absent ones.

However, the church as a whole 
was not without Ita practical aid 
to the war effort, for at the out­
break of the conflict a Red Croas 
Aid class was forrhed ■ and over 
twenty njembers took the course. 
Still others volunteered for civil­
ian defense, and the church bultd- 
Ing was offered In readiness for 

!. ovhatever emergency might arise. 
■ '̂•'''The church letter td-those In .the 

serviced written by the pastor, and 
with the aid of the Nazarene 
Young People’s Society, was also 
a frequent reminder that the home 
church had not forgotten. Every 
three months the mall bag was 
opened and news from the fronts 
was presented In the N. Y. P. 8. 
meeUng. The N. Y. P. 8. did iU 
further part In. sending Christmas 
lioxes and occasional letters and 
-eacdx to the men of the church. 

The Uhiirch of the Nazarene

ended with the cessation of hos­
tilities but plans In every way to 
keep the .“welcome mat" out to all 
who need heir help, and in parUc- 
ular to the service men. Th'e com- 
miaslon of the. church, says the 
paMor. Rev. Jame.s A. Young, is 
"service to God and Man.”

Zion Lutheran
Zion Lutheran church has the 

names of 38 sert'lcemcn on its roll 
of honor; The first honor roll, at­
tractively framed and displaying 
‘the cniblcm of the International 
Walther Leagtie organization, was 
presented to the church by the 
Ladies' Aid Society. A larger roll 
of honor, made of fine ..walnut 
wood to provide for the growing 
list of seiyiccmen, was donated oy 
the Sunday School.

Consistent effort was made by 
the local congregation in coopera- j 
tion with more than 5.000 oth'»r i 
congregations. 4,000 pastors to 
provide Tor the .spiritual and so­
cial welfare of men and women 
in the ser\-ice under the general 
guidance of the Army and Navy 
Commission of the Church at large.

Although St. John's Parish ia , 

one of the town’s smallest, and its , 
pari.shioners of the poorest class of ■ 
people, yet its members have tried , 
to do their full share in the war 
effort of the past four years and 
to combat, in every way possible 
in the fight against totalitarian- 
advance, even since 1939 to the i 
present.

Being descendants of the Polish 
1 Nation, these people tried to do 
I all they could for their brethern 
overseas when Poland was over- ; 
run by the hated Nazis, laying' 
waste to that once happy land.

In 1941, when war was declared  ̂
on the-Axis partners, the members ! 
of St. John’s Parish were buying 
war bonds to support the war— i 
and have rallied,, to their adopted 
nations’ cause since. Some put all 
of their life savings into bonds and 
being intensely patriotic, have re­
frained from disposing of them 
since, even though in some in­
stances they have been In dira 
need of money.

Responded to Gnlla 
Membera gave generously to the 

Community War Fund and to the 
Red O oss drives.

When a campaign was begun to 
collect old clothes for the destitute 
of their homeland and other Euro­
pean countries, every member gave

what they could spare.
Throughout the war, St. John’s 

church has conducted special serv­
ices evety first Sunefay of the 
mohaT'at 8:30 a. m. A Requiem 
mass was usually said for ,the 
,<ioul8 of deceased veterans and a 
high mass was usually dedicated 
to the living and fighting heroes 
of the war.

Whenever a call has been Isifued 
from the White House for special 
prayer.**, this church responded 
with all nnembera participating.

Special aervice.s were also, held 
on V-E and V-J Days.

Although the parish was small.
60 young people are serving in the 
armed forces in the different 
.branche.*!. The Honor Roll in­
cludes 28 in the Army; 26 in the 
Navy; four in the Marines; one in 
the Merchant Marine; one in the 
WACs.

Four o f these have given their 
lives for Democracy and President 
Roo.sevelt's “ Four Freedoms".

Our hero dead are: Edward

North Sletliodlat Chiireh 
Owing to the removal of Dr. 

Earl H. Furgeaon as pastor of the 
North Methodist church on Feb. 1. 
1945, the records of the sciwlce 
folk of our church la probably not 
fully complete nor strictly gCcu- 
rato. but we have had about 80 
people connected in some wav 
with our church who have served 
their country during the war and 
since.

Nearly every branch of the ser­
vice has been represented by one 
or more of our boys and girls, one 
/ ‘Wave”, one WAC, one Cadet 
Nurse, ind lour Marines, the re.st 
beihg divided among the Army, 
the Navy. The Army and Navy A*r 
Forces, with the Navy and the Air 
Forces sharing about equally and 
approximately twice that total m 
the Army proper.
