His black eves really flush and
he teeters excitedly on the edge of
his chair when vou ask him: "“Now
how do you run a revolution ?"

“Ah” he asys, 'that's a resl
acience, The best way is through
Congress. But first you have (o
build up an atmosphere for revain-
tion by stimulating a popular res-
son for the uprising. .

Present Outrageous Bills

“You do that by presenting out-
rageous bills (n Congress. The
government has to attack them
and then you attack the govern-
ment for attacking them. That's
how you corrier the government.

“The people get aroused and
your ‘Atmosphere for revolution’
really gets going— -

“Meanwhile, your partner in the
‘military s quietly sounding out
the officers in command to sce if
they will go along.
